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A BEGINNING...
'T’HE tall window shutters on either side of the lovely church

at Nakhon Pathom were fastened back, and a pleasant breeze
tempered the hot Thai sun. In the sanctuary, with its three,
wide, shallow steps, two bowls of roses and chrysanthemums
added colour and beauty to the simple, yet attractive furnishings.
The thin white cross on the far wall proclaimed the central
theme of the Faith, in a language understood by God’s people
the whole world round.

The word “Pathom” in Thai means “a beginning". Nakhon
Pathom is one of the points from which Buddhism was dis­
seminated throughout Thailand. The tall orange-coloured chedi,
the central building of the great Buddhist temple, like a great
bell with its handle pointing skywards, can be seen from the
church grounds. But a few weeks ago there was a beginning for
the Thai Christian community in Nakhon Pathom, and especially
for Acharn Silawej Kanjanamukda, recently returned from two
years theological study at Overdale College, Birmingham, the
ministerial training institution of British Churches of Christ.
Although not yet formally ordained, (he is pursuing his studies
with a view to this next step), Silawej, known to many in Britain
as “Dang", was being installed as minister of the Thai Christian
Church in Nakhon Pathom. It should be noted that the first
given name of a person (Silawej in this case) is the one by which
he is commonly known; the family name (Kanjanamukda) is
rarely used. But in all formal situations a title (e.g. “Acharn”
= “Teacher") is always prefixed to the person’s name.

The service had been planned by the Official Board of the
church, under the leadership of the two lay elders, Mr. Chalat
and Mr. Ophat, and Charles Mull, the resident missionary from
the Christian Church (Disciples), U.S.A. The sermon and the

installation were taken by the Moderator ol : e (United; Church
of Christ in Thailand, Acharn Wichin, and xichard Carlson, the
field secretary for the Disciples, led in th: closing prayer and
benediction.

A group of young people made a fi.’ir; contribtuica Jo the
service by singing the 23rd Psalm in English “Crimcna One
verse was sung as a solo by the daughter cc one of ths eiders,
and the words of another verse were recited by a lad as the
tune was played.

In his address, Acharn Wichin pointed out five marks which
characterise the good Christian pastor, as set out in the Epistles
to Timothy. Such a man must have a strong personal faith in
and commitment to Jesus Christ. He must know Christ as his
own Friend and Lord. He must not be ashamed of the Gospel,
or be embarrassed in presenting it. A young minister must over­
come any prejudices on that score by setting a high example
in his personal life, of faith and love. He must be tireless in
his work, in season and out of season pointing men to Christ.
And with patience he must carry the responsibilities of his office,
and make the sacrifices his calling lays upon him.

It was an auspicious beginning for a ministry from which
much can be expected, and your prayers for the church and
its new minister, and all its leaders, will help to consolidate
what was begun.

TOURING 1970 Dr. John Wesley White, one of the Associate
Evangelists of Dr. Billy Graham told me of a young minis­

ter who rejected all the traditions of his church but who was
up-to-date on everything else. The story had started before
he came into the picture with some other ministers: A young
man who was leaving the home of his wealthy father was given
a brand new red Ferrari. He wanted God’s blessing on it from
some minister who understood the speeds that this car was
capable of doing.

He went to a Church of England vicar and asked, “Would
you mind blessing my new red Ferrari?” The vicar replied, “We
conduct a blessing service for ships, for babies, and for animals.
Take your red Ferrari into the church and I will ... by the way,
what is a red Ferrari?” So the young man went to several
ministers all who gave the same response, except one (who was
very strong on baptism) who replied, “Well, we don’t usually
have a blessing service, instead we baptise by immersion, and
if your friend would like to be baptized . . .”

At last he found a young minister up-to-date with all the
latest paper-back theology and he said to him, “Would you mind
blessing my red Ferrari?” To which the minister replied, “Wow!
A red Ferrari! 175 mph at 8,500 rpm’s! Twin overhead cam­
shafts! 480 horsepower! Triplelined fuel injectors! Yes sir . . .
but say . . . what is a blessing?”

Although many people use the phrase “God bless you” they
have little idea what it means. Most of the cards we received
at Christmas time had the message “God bless your New Year.”
What does “God bless your New Year” really mean? Blessing
means happiness, but more than that it means the deep abiding
peace that comes with the assurance that with God’s help every­
thing will work out for your own good. J. B. Phillips translates
Romans 8: 28, “We know that to those who love God every­
thing that happens fits into a pattern for good" and that is
what we mean when we say “God bless your New Year.”

May God grant that you will have a good life
What is a good life? Donald Horne in his book “The

Lucky Country” declares that the average Australian with his
beer and sunshine and girlie magazines enjoys the good life.
That is not what Paul means when he talks about everything
that happens fitting into a pattern for good. He indicates that
a good life has joy and sorrow, laughter and pain, light and
shade, reunions and partings, birth and death. Well he knows
"All sunshine makes a desert.”

Rembrandt is acknowledged as a great artist. He used the
chiarroscuro method — heavy areas of darkness to dramatise
the light areas. He used the shade to give a concept of light. In
1956 I wrote of Rembrandt, “Artists, it is said, must suffer,
must know anguish and despair before their art can take depth,
strength, universal appeal and the powerful impact of simplicity.
It seems a cruel requirement, but in Rembrandt’s case it proved
to be true. As his burdens grew heavier, his art grew greater.
Out of his pain came forth some of the greatest masterpieces
the world has ever known.”

You will have to work at it
Goodness just doesn’t drop into your lap. So many people

don’t work at life, they merely exist. Their impact comes

simply from their presence. A recent newspaper article declared,
“Spalding, England: Jack East, 89, has made a lasting impres­
sion in the Pigeon Inn here. After 70 years as a regular drinker
in the Lincolnshire pub, he has worn a hollow in the tiled floor.
‘I must have bought enough pints to buy the place twice over,’
says Mr. East, who used to quaff up to 20 pints of draught beer
a day, but now limits himself to 2 at lunchtime. ‘I’ve never
drunk in any other pub and the only thing that has changed
here is the price of the beer.’ In appreciation of his loyal drink­
ing habits the brewery which owns the 200-year-old tavern pre­
sented Jack with a 5 gallon keg of beer at the regular spot by the
bar which no-one else ever uses.”

I know others who have made the same impression on life!
But life is meant to be lived not just dribbled out It is what

we make of it that counts. For centuries the giant rugs of
Persia were made by a weaver who sat high above the rug
calling to many young boys who handled the shuttles with the
different colours. If a mistake was made it was never cut out but
woven into the pattern. It takes a skilful weaver to weave bad
mistakes into a pattern that is good. Our New Year prayer for
you is that you will work hard this year to weave into your life
all that happens, so that even the dark threads and the blood red
mistakes all take their place in a pattern for good.

It will take faith
This sort of living requires a dimension beyond ourselves,

a perspective that comes from beyond our time and above our
work. We need the assurance that as we run back and forth
there is above us a Weaver who is making the pattern for good
in our lives. Only with this confidence can we live confidently.
“To those who love God, everything that happens fits into a
pattern for good.”

I have just finished reading ‘The Day the Summer Ended"
which tells of Betty Nesbit, who suffers from Multiple Sclerosis.
She tells of the agonising difficulties she faces day by day and
concludes: “I think when the light has gone out from my eyes
and my brain no longer thinks, Betty Nesbit is finished. I have
rejected God because I saw the world in such a terrible state. I
have learned that it is harder not to believe than to believe,
for you’re on your own . . . No matter how much anyone loves
you, they still cannot bear one tiny bit of your pain. I have
learned to face everything by myself!” And if you reject God
that is the right conclusion. You have nothing else but despair
and death.

May God bless your New Year! Not by shielding you but
by giving you strength; not by making your way easy but by
making you sturdy; not by giving you sunshine only but by mak­
ing you smile even in the shadows.

REPRESENTATIVES

qTHE one who ministers is human, with human frailties, limi-
tations and needs. And he must remember those to whom he

ministers are likewise human, and this should relate his preach­
ing and teaching to their common life, and temper his judgment
of them with mercy.

And all of us must remember that the one we serve was
also human and in his glory he sympathises with our weaknesses.
We are human, but our humanity has been renewed for we
have become new people in Christ. We retain our humanity but
our humanity has been touched by Divinity. To quote the apostle
Peter we “share the Divine nature.” Among the privileges which
the renewing grace cf God has conferred upon us is the
honour of being Christ’s ambassadors. Using the various trans­
lations of Paul's words to the Corinthians, “We stand in Christ’s
place” — “We speak on behalf of Christ” — “We are his per­
sonal representatives.”

What a humbling thought! We are his personal representa­
tives. No wonder Paul exclaims “Who is sufficient for these
things?" It is true cf all Christians that they are in the place
of Christ, but in a specific sense it applies to those who are set
aside by the Church to be its ministers. At the Fourth World
Conference on “Faith and Order" at Montreal, 1963, among
other things, they said: “Christian ministry is a responsibility
laid upon the entire Church of Christ. Nevertheless the Church
must entrust some of its members with particular responsibility
for equipping all to fulfil the common ministry, and these the
Church ordains as ministers.” They also said “The ministry of
Jesus Christ provides a model for all ministry.”

(1) PREACHER

(3) SHEPHERD
About two hours a week are spent in the pulpit. Effective

ministers today work a 60-hour week, so this will give us 58
hours out of the pulpit for study, administration, and pastoral
care.

Peter writes: “Be shepherds of the flock God gave you, and
look after it willingly, as God wants you to, and not unwillingly.
Do your work, not for mere pay but from a real desire to serve.
Do not try to rule over those who have been given into your
care, but be examples to the flock.”

Don’t be persuaded that we have more important things
to do than to call on people. We need to adjust our calling
to the situation in which we find ourselves. Some calls we can
only make at night, but we can still do a lot of calling during
the day.

If we have the Shepherd heart we will devise various ways
we can meet our people. Meet them and get to know them we
must. As we do so, we will find starters for most of our ser­
mons, and those sermons which germinate in the soil of com­
mon day encounters will be the best we preach.

The tempo of today's life and the permissiveness cf our
society, have multiplied the problems which people have. And
with the multiplicity of problems has come a multiplicity cf
services — Social workers, marriage guidance counsellors, proba­
tion officers, psychologists — a specialist for almost every prob­
lem. But these do not dispense with the minister of the gospel.
His work is crucial. He will take up where these others leave
off — Isn’t this what we mean when we say, Christ is the answer?
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We are his personal representatives when we stand in the
pulpit to bring the gospel to men and women.

Jesus came preaching! We must give attention to preaching!
There are many people today who are excellent public speakers!
No longer does the art of public speaking belong to preachers
and politicians. The Good News from God deserves the employ­
ment of the best techniques of today, the concentration of an
ordered mind and diligent preparation.

We stand where Jesus stood, and preach what he first
preached! He was the prince of preachers! His ministry was a
model for our ministry! We should never cease to wonder that
we are his personal representatives. This will lead us to preach
on the big themes — to plunge into the depths and not be satis­
fied to paddle on the beach.

(4) EXAMPLE
Is there any need to underline what Peter said to those who

are shepherds: “Be examples to the flock”? What we teach they
will expect us to live by. Our word will be effective insofar as
it is coloured by our own experience.

There are not various standards of conduct in the Church—
One for minister, the elder and the deacon and one for the
‘church member.” It is the same standard for us all.

Nevertheless because we are set aside to represent the con-
minister,gregation, and because it is basic to our call to be a

As the personal representatives of Jesus Christ we are to

teach whatever he taught, and this teaching is not limited to
the pulpit. We need to saturate our minds with the N.T. until
the mind of Christ is in us, and we are thinking his thoughts
after him. We need to keep abreast with what the theologians
of today are thinking, but not to use their language.

The truth of the gospel must become so much a part of
our thinking that we can apply it in our own words to the
various situations in which we find ourselves. Our teaching of
individuals in the study, in their homes, and as we converse
with those we meet on the street will probably accomplish
more than our carefully chosen theological terms which come
bouncing off the pulpit on Sunday.

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HIS PERSONAL REPRESENTATIVES (Continued)
degrade their humanity and destroy dignity, where right con­
fronts wrong—there God is, and there his representative must be.

(5) THE CONGREGATION is involved in this ministry. It is
mutual. They support the ministry financially, they undergird
it with prayer. Their Christian living, their sacrificial service in
the life of the congregation and their kindly encouragement of
their minister are tremendously important.

If you wish your minister to be a better minister than he
is now, don't go off into a huddle and criticise him, and draw
odious comparisons between him and his predecessor or neigh­
bour, but come alongside, put your hand on his shoulder and
encourage him. I grew up on a farm. My father taught me that
I would get a better response from my 10-horse team by speak­

ing calmly, giving a friendly pat and gentle encouragement,
rather than by shouting and whip cracking. Your minister is
not a horse to be broken in, harnessed and set to work. But
he will respond to encouragement.

In the Jerusalem Church, there was a man with a generous
spirit, a kindly disposition. I imagine him with a beaming smile
and a friendliness which was contagious. Joseph was his name,
but the apostles gave him a new name which was more descrip­
tive of his ministry. They called him Barnabas, which means
Son of Encouragement.

Barnabas in the pew will put virility and power into the
pulpit. Each of us in our respective positions are the personal
representatives of Jesus Christ.

With fghting between India and Pakis­
tan, the plight of thousands cf refugees,
famines and floods, the news from India
in recent months has been most discour­
aging. Some news items concerning our
mission work in India have also been dis­
turbing, but a recent letter received from
Mr. Waghmode, Secretary of the Confer­
ence cf Churches of Christ in Western
India conveys encouraging news concern­
ing the plans for the future work of the
Conference. A number of well qualified
Indian brethren have been selected to take
over responsibilities from missionaries.
This does not mean that our missionaries
are at this stage returning home, but with
a sense of new urgency they are preparing
the Conference to accept full responsibility.

Mr. Waghmode said, “We have done the

spade work in selecting personnel and we
tie trying to follow it up. While we are
d ing this and are trying to implement the
change, we need constant prayerful sup-
pert.”

The work that our missionaries are now
doing cculd be the mest challenging in
the history of cur work in India. We
request that ycu pray as never before for
the work in India. When Indians take
over responsibilities from missionaries, our
responsibility as a brotherhood to maintain
prayer and financial support remains.

In India there are thousands in dire
physical need, but millions do not know
the peace that Christ can give. May we
have a God-given concern to convey the
message c f salvation to this land.

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APPRAISAL
AN ASPECT of world affairs that often disappoints

all those (and this would surely Include all
Christians) who want to see international disputes
settled by peaceful means — is the relative in­
effectiveness of the United Nations. The U.N. has
not been able to prevent recent wars, with all the
bloodshed and misery they cause: it was not, for
Instance, able to prevent or stop the recent war
between India and Pakistan.

Though it does many other things, the U.N. was
set up mainly to preserve world peace. It seems
to have failed in this purpose. Should we persevere
with It?

When the U.N. fails to take action to prevent
or stop war, this Is usually because one of the
Great Powers has used its veto In the Security
Council. Many people therefore blame the veto
provision in the U.N. Charter as the reason for
Its ineffectiveness. But it is surely a mistake to
blame the veto: what should be blamed Is what
the veto represents — the refusal of the Great
Powers to admit the right of the other nations of
the world to judge their actions or their interests.
Yet we should also ask, in fairness, whether we
can justly expect the Great Powers to submit
themselves to this judgment. Such judgment Is also
likely to be self-interested.

The veto in the U.N. Charter reflects the realities
of power politics, and for that reason is a valuable
device. Without the veto, resolutions would be
carried which would be meaningless. A decision
which a Great Power was determined not to accept
could be carried out only by recourse to a major
war. The veto is a safeguard against the setting
up of a meaningless, impossible situation.

But it Is also a fact, of course, that the U.N.
has not been able to impose its decisions upon
minor powers either. To be able to do this it would
have to possess a world police force, overwhelm­
ingly stronger than the forces of all but the Great
Powers. And the example of the one occasion when
the U.N. made use of an international force, very
much smaller than those of a Great Power, does
not make one confident that this would be success­
ful. The example, of course, is The Congo. The
force used was perilously small — In fact there
was one occasion when the Katanga army defeated
it — yet the U.N. has been on the verge of bank­
ruptcy ever since because a number of the

members have refused to pay their share of the costs of
maintaining it. The U.N. is unlikely to raise even such a
small force again.

Moreover, a U.N. force has to be invited to the territory
of one of the forces involved in the dispute. If no nation
is willing to admit the force, the U.N. is powerless.

For the U.N. to become fully effective, the world will
need to become a community — a community whore all
are prepared to accept majority decisions. And these
decisions would need to be reasonable, just, ano fair. This
would mean that Australians, for instance, would have to
accept decisions that went against important interests of
ours. We are not yet ready for this, nor are other nations.

We accept majority decisions within our own nation, often
with bad grace, only because we have sufficient sense of
community — of brotherhood, if you like. The U.N. will be
fully effective only when it reflects an adequate measure
of world community, or world brotherhood.

And the nations would then need not to ‘play politics’
overmuch in their voting, but to reach reasonably fair
decisions, on the merits of each case. (We may well ask
to what extent we achieve this in our national community,
where the issues are not usually as serious as in the area
of world affairs.)

Is the U.N. useless, therefore? Should it be scrapped
until world community is achieved?

I think not. The U.N. is a valuable and important instru­
ment of world politics. It is an institution where the nations
are obliged to justify their actions; where they are under
a moral obligation to state or argue their case instead of
having recourse to force. It has caused nations, even the
Great Powers, to be more reasonable and more accom­
modating.

Moreover, though often moving us to despair when it
mirrors human imperfections, the U.N. is, very slowly to
be sure, fostering the emergence of a world community.
That will not be achieved in a day or a year.

But who would have believed, twenty years ago, that by
1972 there would be a European community?

last month with the publication in the mass-circulation magazine “Readers’
Digest” of an attack on the World Council of Churches in general and the
Programme to Combat Racism in particular.

Several church leaders have issued state­
ments denying the substance of the attack,
among them Dr. Robert J. Marshall, presi­
dent of the Lutheran Church in America;
Bishop Roy C. Nichols, Methodist bishop
of Pittsburgh; Dr. Kent S. Knutson, presi­
dent of the American Lutheran Church;
and Presiding Bishop John Hines of the
Episcopal Church.

In an editorial the Christian Century

K inted out that Clarence W. Hall, the
gest’s roving editor who wrote the

article, does not admit that the race grants
were for medical, relief and educational 
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programmes, not for guns. And he quotes
only white critics of the W.C.C. and not
the donors of funds for the anti-racism
grants—“one such is Queen Juliana of the
Netherlands.”

Nor does he acknowledge “that some
erstwhile critics of the grants now support
them, or that most African churchmen sup­
port them.”

A memorandum prepared by the New
York Office of the World Council of
Churches notes that relief of human suffer­
ing has been a major part of the Council’s
work since its inception (Palestinian refu­
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gees, Nigerian relief, Pakistani refugees).
These grants have never implied endorse­
ment of tactics used by the recipients, “nor
do they imply approval of the politics of
either party involved in a conflict where
a relief effort is necessitated.”

“Funds can be used only for programmes
consistent with the purposes of the Coun­
cil,” says the memorandum. “No funding
has ever been given to finance violence.”

Granting that the Digest is “fully en­
titled to take a position of opposition to
W.C.C. action," the memorandum states:
“What is regrettable is . . . that its dis­
agreement is expressed with unsubstantiated
charges, misstatements of fact, distorted
reporting, quotations of statemenu out of
context and the degree of dependence for
opinion upon unnamed persons identified
only as ‘tourists,’ ‘dissenters,’ ‘insiders,’
spokesmen,’ ‘observers.’ The total effect
of these articles is to present a false pic­
ture of the World Council of Churches.”

with matters of overall justice by Dr. Alan
A. Brash, director of the Commission on
Inter-Church Aid, Refugee and World
Service (CICARWS) of the World Council
of Churches and chairman of its Pro­
gramme Unit on Justice and Service.

Discussing some of the issues raised by
the integration of justice and service con­
cerns within the World Council of
Churches, the director said clearly it was
not enough in South Africa merely to
assist the victims of unjust laws. ‘The in­
justice of those laws must be challenged
in Christ’s name.”

In addition Dr. Brash maintained, “the
churches must be aware of the influence
of their service programmes to individuals
on the total situations within which people
live." Pointing to cases where aid may
do a little good here or there but overall
strengthens a situation characterised by
injustice and endemic poverty, he said
there was no alternative to making “exis­
tential decisions” about whether to continue
a programme in each case.

Dr. Brash went on to stress that the

“If
our service is ultimately divorced from mis­
sion in Christ’s name and for his sake,
it becomes no more than humanitarian,”
he emphasised.—E.P.S.

Editorial
^yHEN a guest speaker at a church camp was speaking of

the economic effects of the continuing Arab-Israel conflict,
a youth interrupted him and asked, "What has all this to do
with the gospel of Christ?" Behind the question was the con­
viction that Christians should “stick to religion" and keep out
of politics, economics, and anything else that is not obviously
and specifically evangelistic.

Evangelism is still the first business of the church, but
that business is concerned with the whole of life. William Booth
built his whole cause on the linking of evangelism and social
concern. The Christian gospel is for the whole man in all the
world. We cannot preach effectively to man unless we know
him, and we cannot know him unless we know something about
the world in which he lives.

It is obvious that we need guidance if we are to develop
a Christian appreciation of all that is happening in our world
of rapid travel, instant communication, and accelerating change.
We cannot possibly keep up with all the books and journals

in even one area — although we should at least try to keep
ourselves informed.

One thing we can do is to make use of people with special
abilities, interests, or opportunities to share with us their
understanding of the world of our day. In doing this we are
inviting men and women to write in a series called
“APPRAISAL”. We are fortunate in having available a large
number of folk who are well equipped to give us guidance.
Not that we should agree with them simply because we print
their views. What they say will be their own opinion and they
will be well satisfied if you think seriously about important
issues, whether you agree with them or not.

Unfortunately, our limitations on space do not permit these
viewpoints to be expressed in depth, and we realise that the
writers will suffer frustrations in having to offer opinions with­
out being able to develop their reasons. But we do offer this
series as a serious attempt by a Christian journal to look at
what man is doing with the world God gave him.

PERFIDIOUS ALBION This ancient assessment of England's national morality
gave way to the image of British fair play and cricket. Critics are nbw suggesting
that the Home-Smith Rhodesian agreement will again earn for Britain a reputation
for perfidy.
Suddenly, the Rhodesian leaders, so lately denounced as traitors, are counted
worthy to enter into a gentlemen's agreement with Britain. In 1968, Harold
Wilson told the House of Commons that Ian Smith was a liar, that the rule of
law had been perverted and subverted in Rhodesia and that the rebel colony
was a police state. A change of heart can take place, but there is little evidence
that there has been a change in the white Rhodesians. The change is in the British.
Sir Alec Douglas-Home was Prime Minister when he announced five principles that
Rhodesia must honour before independence would be granted. 1. Unimpeded
progress toward majority rule. 2. Guarantees to safeguard the Constitution.
3. Immediate improvement of the political status of the African. 4. Progress
towards ending racial discrimination. 5. Any settlement to be acceptable to the
Rhodesian people as a whole.
These principles were rejected by Rhodesia which went ahead without Britain's
blessing and declared its independence. The United Nations imposed sanctions
and lan Smith's Government methodically set about making Rhodesia a permanent
white man's paradise. One of Smith's measures was to divide the land equally
between the whites and blacks — between 250,000 whites and 5,000,000 blacks.
Britain tried negotiation, but Rhodesia was a long way off. Force was said to be
out of the question, but Britain has shown itself ready to use force in Ireland.
Sanctions could have worked. Pressure on nations which defied the U.N. such as
West Germany, France and Japan, were having results, and Rhodesia's isolation
from the world was hurting the rebels more and more.
Now comes the Home-Smith agreement and the general view (apart from that
cf the governments of Edward Heath and lan Smith) is that the white
Rhodesians have been given practically all they wanted and been asked to
surrender very little. On paper the agreement gives ultimate majority rule to the
black Africans, but estimates as to when this could happen vary between 40 and
60 years. That is, if the white Rhodesians act honestly and responsibly towards
the blacks. In the light of what has happened, it would be incredibly naive to expect
Smith's men to surrender their gains.
No wonder Smith laughed loudly when he was asked when he thought Africans
would rule in Rhodesia. But it is no laughing matter for the Africans, and it is
no laughing matter for the Christian church which should mourn for the
Africans and weep for the British if this act of perfidy is ratified.

In 1976, when the U.S.A, celebrates its 200th birthday, Mexico
intends to present a giant statue of Christ as a "monument to peace and goodwill
among men." Taller then the Statue of Liberty (presented by France) it will be
made of steel with marble facing and be erected in Corpus Christi Bay, Texas.
The figure will be hollow with elevators carrying sightseers to the head of the
statue to an observation tower situated in the crown of thorns!!!

Mcrredin Women’s Fellowship if they could help teach aboriginal women to sew. The
Minister s wife, Mrs. Fitch, Mrs. Bray and Miss D. Bray accepted the challenge and began
classes which have exceeded expectations. Every Tuesday afternoon the sewing machines
are busy running up clothes for the children and dresses for mothers. One woman started
with pessimism, but was soon enthusiastically making a colourful patchwork quilt. When
Mrs. Fitch moved away, Mrs. Banks came into the team.

There has been a marked improvement
in the work of the women and growing
confidence among the nine who enrolled.
Next year the sewers will learn how to
cut their own patterns.

All the materials are of excellent quality
and, with the scissors, pins, cottons, etc.,
have been supplied by the Department. The
helpers are paid for their service, and the
money they receive is passed to the church
to help with much needed finance.

The church hall is also used once a week
as a Play School Centre run by the Adult
Native Educ. Dept, of Children of Abor­
iginal and European parents. As many
native children were not ready for Kinder­
garten, they started school with a sense
of failure. The Play Centre conducted by
a Methodist lady with assistance from
mothers is helping to prepare children for
school and provides opportunity for
mothers to know and understand each
other.

“Ranmawat, Ranwadi. Ranmawat, Ran­
wadi.”

“Ranwadi."
“Good morning, Beth. Will you ask your

parents if they would like to go south
with me today for the opening of the
new Council House?”

It was Harold Finger on the radio­
telephone offering to take us to Pangi for
the official opening of the new South Pen­
tecost District Council House.

We were picked up in the Landrover
about half an hour later and taken to
Ranmawat to join the launch for the trip
down the coast. At Ranmawat, the British
District Agent, Darvil Wilkins, had called
in to see if we would like the more com-

fortable trip in the “Ida,” his 32 ft., 518,000
launch. Naturally the offer was accepted.

We had a most enjoyable trip to Pangi
and arrived about 10 a.m. and were met
by members of the Council, students of
Banmatmat Bible College and Colin Mc-
Cosker, its Principal.

The locals had made thorough prepara­
tions for the big day. Coral had been
brought to form a path to the village
clearing.

The Council House was built of island
materials, woven bamboo walls and palm
leaf roof. It comprises two rooms, one
with coral floor, open sides from dado
height and rows of narrow plank forms
fixed to stumps in the ground. There are
no padded plush armchairs for these coun­
cillors. The planks were half-round face
cuts from tree logs. A large simple table
to match was set at the front of the
Chamber.

The other room, to be the Council
Office, had been given the luxury of a
concrete floor. Some of the interior walls
of this had been painted with silver. The
whole of the place was festooned with
flowers, branches of the most colourful
crotons and the leaves of the draceana.
The entrance was closed with a wicket
gate with an impressive galvanised padlock­
bolt.

When everyone was there and all was
ready (at no specific time!), the proceed­
ings got under way. This was a unique
page in New Hebridean history. The open­
ing of roads on the island has brought
about the necessity for some form of Local
Government, oversight and maintenance.
Some villages and some areas had resisted
this, others had felt that the Christian
group should not be involved in it. Event­
ually they saw the need for government
to be in the hands of good men of sound
Christian principles.

The Council was a venture into new
relationships. It had to bring Churches of
Christ, Anglicans and Roman Catholics to­
gether in the interests of the good of all.
Eventually the Council was formed with
its duly appointed members who had

worked together to explore their functions
and to build this centre for their opera­
tions. This day was the culmination of all
the ground work. The French and British
District Agents had been invited, but only
the British representative was able to be
present.

The Chairman of the Council announced
the singing of the National Anthem—both
verses. Even the District Agent had to look
in the hymn book for the words, and
like many others probably did not know
that there were two verses. John Liu read
from Romans 13 in the T.E.V. N.T. Next
there was prayer and a hymn. The Chair­
man invited the District Agent to make a
“small talk" and declare the Council House
open. The speech was made in Pidgin and
the wicket gate ceremonially unbolted and
thrown open. Council members and invited
guests and members of the public filed
in and took their places along the forms,
others stood outside looking through the
open sides or squatting under nearby coco­
nut palms.

Inside, the meeting was in the hands
of Pastor Simeon Aru. We sang “Stand Up
For Jesus” and prayed for God’s blessing
on the island and its people and coun­
cillors. The Chairman made a speech of
welcome to the District Agent and a pre­
sentation of articles normally presented
only to a Big Chief or No. 1 man. Mr.
Wilkins responded fluently in Pidgin. He
traced the development of prosperity in
the islands from the planting of one coco­
nut to the time when they are now liter­
ally covered with coconuts and the back­
bone of the island's economy. He linked
the establishment of the local Council with
the first planting, saying that this thing
which was planted must grow until it pro­
vides for the security and good of the whole
island.

Mr. Finger gave an address which he
based on Romans 13. He spoke of the need
for all government to be seen as God's
instrument for law and order. The pro­
ceedings concluded with a further hymn
and prayer. The day concluded with a
“kai” (a feast) of laplap, chicken and other
island dainties, washed down with coconut
milk.

At a polite opportunity we boarded the
Ranmawat launch, brought down by some
of the young men, and made a pleasant
trip home, stopping with Mrs. Finger at a
couple of villages for medical visits. We
came away realising that so much of life
which we take for granted has yet to be
fought for, laboured over and developed
among peoples in developing areas.
