and established church activities such as youth work, Christian
Women’s Fellowships, Bible classes, etc.
You have shared in these ministries as you prayed and gave.

The Overseas Mission Board once again challenges the
brotherhood to renew its concern for missionary outreach. In
days of challenge and opportunity, we dare not allow our
hearts to become cold toward our Lord and the fate of multi­
tudes for whom he died.
Continue in prayer for our missionaries and national pastors,
teachers, nurses and many other helpers who serve In the
growing churches in India, New Guinea and the New Hebrides.

Continue to give. At the Annual Meeting of the Overseas Mis­
sion Board, it was agreed that we appeal to the churches to
contribute $160,000 during the 1972-73 financial year. This
may seem a vast sum of money, but during the 1970-71 finan­
cial year approx. $152,000 was contributed and present indi­
cations are that our aim of $157,000 will be attained for the
current financial year.
As costs of living have increased, so have costs for maintaining
the work. Field allowances for missionaries must be Increased

and like all business concerns, in the Lord’s business of Over­
seas Missions we are affected by rising costs of goods, freight,
travel, postage, customs, etc.
Continue to go. We can all pray and give, but we cannot all
go overseas, but we can still go to those in our district with
the gospel. We dare not neglect those at our own back-door.

But there is a disparity in the number of people, available to
spread the gospel in our land with those available in other
lands. On our mission fields right now there is an urgent
need for more workers. We hardly have sufficient workers at
any time and if for various reasons some have to leave the
fields, it is extremely difficult for those who remain to main­
tain the work.
During the next 18 months, 20 new missionaries are required.
Will ydU pray earnestly concerning this and be prepared if you
believe God is calling you to offer for missionary service over­
seas. Please read carefully the article, “Missionaries Required
—New Guinea and New Hebrides," as it mentions some of the
field vacancies.
The Overseas Mission Board urges every member of Churches
of Christ to pray earnestly and be prepared to give sacrificlally
for the work of God in other lands on Sunday, July 2.
The Overseas Mission Board expresses sincere appreciation
to the Australian brotherhood for continued prayer and finan­
cial support for the work the Lord has called us to do in
other lands.

^yiTH great excitement the new operating table
was unpacked and assembled. There were

knobs and handles to tilt the table in ail directions.
It was treated like a new toy. Little did the staff
realise how soon this new piece of equipment
was to help in saving a life. A small boy was
brought to the hospital with a depressed fracture
of the skull sustained by a falling coconut, a com­
mon accident in this area. With the aid of the
new table and its attachments and some of the
work-shop tools, the life of this boy was saved.
Since then it has been used for other surgery
such as the wiring of a fractured jaw and some
eye operations. This equipment was made possible
by the generous giving of some folk in Australia.
Maybe some of you were responsible.

The opportunities we have of sharing with and
teaching the indigenous people are many, but
often restricted because of lack of equipment or
teaching material. A new group of nine nurses
and two dressers commenced the three-year train­
ing programme in February. These young people
are full of enthusiasm and it is encouraging to see
their hunger for knowledge. They are often found
in the classroom studying an hour before lectures
are due to start. The lecture room is equipped
with a small library containing many out-dated
reference books. You and I are responsible for the
training of these young people. They are respon­
sible for human lives. Are we satisfied with giving
them less than the best?

ON Easter Saturday, two lads about 16 years of age, arrived at the Bible
Correspondence School door and asked Sitabai when the school would

be opened. She said that it was Closed till Monday. Then they said that they
had come from Bombay and wanted to become Christians. One spoke Hindi
and the other Marathi.

Their story is that they pick up bottles, buy them if necessary, but
mostly they gather them and sell them and in this way make a living. They
were fainy well dressed and certainly were smart youngsters. They had
found a tract and in it was the address of the Bib.e Correspondence
School, Baramati. They had read the tract and were attracted to the teach­
ing and they thought that they wou.d come here and become Christians
just like that.

We gave them a meal and talked with them. Mrs. Howard, our guest
speaker for the Easter services, speaks Hindi and Marathi, and she ta.ked
with them. They stayed the night and attended the Easter service next morn­
ing and then returned on the afternoon train to Bombay. They slept in the
senool and we provided them with meaiS.

We gave them some lessons to do and a copy of the Gospel of
St. John, and the address ot Mr. Bhonsie at Chembur, Bombay. Their beat
is in that area, so they will find him easily. Tney have gone to a lot of
trouble to find us and a,so a lot ot expense. It seems tnat tney spent three
hours in Baramati trying to find us, and were very tired. They only had
the Post Office box number for trie address.

I feel that if there are several people in prayer for these lads, they may
be won for Christ. A chance picking up of a tract led to the determination
to find out more of this wonderful story of the Saviour who died for
sinners. One lad is a Mohammedan and the other a Hindu. They can both
read, one Hindi and the other Marathi. Having the same trade they have
met, but this experience may mean much for them both in the years to
come. Will those who read this story please pray for the lads and for
those who have the opportunity to speak with them for Christ?

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HELP IN NEED

WH'LE. Tsumba is a centre for reaching out to quite a number
’’ of villages, they are not easy to reach. The population

close to tne mission station numbers only about 70 people
scattered into three hamlets up to three miles apart. The other
visages are either down the Ramu or on the Keram. To reach
these, travel is by canoe powered by outboard motor, and
wa(k. There is no other way to reach these people unless
tnere was a helicopter.

Three years ago the people made a large dugout canoe
and gave it to the mission to replace one that had been
bought for $44 some years earlier. The one they gave was twice
the size and very good. It would have cost well over $100 to
buy but they gave it freely so that they and others could hear
the gospei. But the canoe, over 50 ft. long, is no use without an
outboard motor to drive it. In fact there is need for two out­
boards, one based on the Keram to reach the villages there,
and one at Tsumba to travel on the Ramu. The original motor
given for the Keram was used and repaired until it was too
unreliable to go back there. (There is no station or repair
(acuities near this section of the Keram). Also the motor at
Tsumba was getting old by our standards and just about due
for a refit

The money in the budget from which we buy fuel and
spare parts was so low that only a bare minimum could be
ordered. To save the motor pastors walked to discipleship
classes. They a.so visited the churches on foot or the people
would miss out on spiritual food. In this wet season of the year
walking is no pleasant bush hike, but a slog through water
and mud for miles. What is needed Is a new outboard for
Tsumba and also enough money to repair the old motor which

could go back to the Keram. Enough money is also required
so that benzine and oil could be purchased to operate them.

The needs are very visible. What is God’s answer to those
needs? “A new outboard? Certainly, go ahead, there are Chris­
tians in Australia to take up a project like that. Contingencies
can pay for it until the full amount comes in.” (The mission
needs at least two new outboards or more each year simply
to rep.ace old worn out ones, apart from new ones for new
ventures).

But would there be enough money to do up the old one
and buy benzine? A letter from the Board arrives. Money
has been received that is to be used to replenish the budget.
Some individual or group has been touched by God’s hand
and that need is met. Some Christians help keep a mechanic
on the field so that once the spare parts have been bought
then there is a qualified man to replace the worn out parts.
A.so, as the budget has been replenished, the necessary ben­
zine can be ordered.

Now the pastor won’t have to say, “Sorry, Inakuri, can’t
get there this weekend.” He can step aboard at Tsumba and
only have a small walk across the couple of miles separating
the Ramu and Keram at their narrowest. He can arrive fresh to
give God's talk from the fullness of his heart and not be tired
and worn out and unable to give his best. To all those who
share in this ministry, on behalf of these villages scattered
a.ong these rivers in New Guinea, “Thank you, because the
Word of God has come and now we are learning to practise
love instead of hate and pay back. We are learning there is
hope instead of darkness.”

MIGRATION­
END TO
PATERNALISM ?

(D) Political reality and the individual migrant. One effect
of migration has been that Australians have been forced to
examine their own ideals and seek answers to the kind of society
that they wished to create. The Prime Minister believes that the
kind of society that most Australians desire is “of one people
sharing the same ideals”; a former minister thought our aim
should be a society without a number of “undigested minorities.”

i. Education: Whatever the kind of society, and whatever
the kind of integration we desire, there is almost universal
accord on the significance and importance of learning English.
It is seen as an integral element in the integration process. And
it is at this level that the ambivalence of the community is
reflected in government decisions. A recent survey had a young
police recruit expressing an all too common attitude, “I don’t
like migrants — especially the non-English speaking ones. They
stick to themselves too much ... of a Saturday morning you
can't go down the street without going through a bunch of them
all yapping to each other.”

Of course the learning of English is important. But in recent
months thousands of dollars have been slashed from adult mig­
rant programmes, scores of classes have been closed, no expan­
sion of classes can be planned, 5,000 are on waiting lists for
intensive classes.

The situation in migrant child education is little better.
Certainly it is a vast improvement on what it was even two
years ago. But look at the descriptions given by school head­
masters and principals on the “rooms” where migrant children
are at present being taught . . . ours are in the corridor . . .
we have a portable . . . ours are in the ladies’ retiring room . . .
we use the infant mistress’ office . . . we’re lucky, we have a
classroom . . . ours are in a caravan . . . ours are in a cloak­
room . . . ours are in a little room that holds seven knee to
knee . . .

For too many migrant children in inner and northern
suburbs in our city, a meaningless school system becomes an
introduction to truancy, unskilled employment, the first step to
becoming a poverty, criminal, or psychiatric statistic.

The Commonwealth Government at present is making large
grants of money available for teachers and equipment. But what
good is a teacher or a mini language laboratory if there is no
place to put them. The State Government currently says, we
have no money, and the Commonwealth says it is not our
responsibility. This kind of political impasse is one of the traves­
ties of the present educational approach to the migrant child.

ii. Social Services. I believe in a migrant policy for I believe
that it links us inextricably to the world at large; it breaks open
our society and encourages a diversity and richness in our way
of life. But the morality of a migrant policy which does not
care sufficiently for people who come here for our economic
development must be critically reviewed and questioned. Again
one does not want to undervalue the achievements of the various
Government departments in the past, but there does appear to
be evidence that we are appallingly slow to realise our respon­
sibilities.

Committees, advisory councils, seminars and conferences
have urged the Department of Immigration to provide greater
support after the migrant has arrived. Where does a newly-
arrived Turk go for guidance? More often than not, not to a
Government department, but to the interpreter at the local bank.
The migrant advisory services provided by the banks are con­
tributing more to smooth settlement than is realised.

What happens if a Sicilian or Serb is admitted to hospital?
Who explains to him, who interprets? Probably the cleaner or
wards maid or in one rehabilitation centre the gardener if he
can be spared. Or take the newly-arrived refugee from the
Middle East. Today he finds a job, next month the factory

closes for three or four weeks. It’s evident he’s not going to
receive holiday pay for all of that period—what happens? There
appears to be an implicit belief that he must stop living and
eating and providing for his family during that period of time.

The Government introduced one of the most creative sup­
port programmes nearly two years ago, whereby financial grants
were made to a select number of social workers involved with
migrants. This was a major development in structured support
and assistance. However, the grants are made only to established
and well organised agencies and ethnic groups. Those ethnic
communities whose needs are greatest — Greek, Turkish and
Yugoslav — are by-passed in favour of well established pro­
grammes and in a recent case to yet another research programme.

To be a Southern European migrant in Melbourne, a Turk,
a Serb, a Macedonian, is in many ways a political and social
condition; all too often it is a condemnation to poverty and
political impotence. One of the hopeful signs is the way some
of the ethnic groups are becoming organised and beginning
to voice their concern and point out some of the injustices
of present policy. The action of the Italian community in peti-
tiouing Parliament for the reciprocal payment of pensions should
be an action that brings widespread support Why should an
Italian devoting a lifetime of labour to this country be denied
his pension rights should he choose to live out his retirement
in the land of his birth?

END TO PATERNALISM
The continuing debate and discussion on our migration

policy can only be for the good. I believe that this attitude of
paternalism, this implicit belief that migrants are less than
people, this concentration on the economic contribution of mig­
rants, this wholesale devaluation of their culture, language, must
be confronted, recognised and worked out in our community.
The steps 1 believe necessary are:

a. A greater awareness in the community on the injustices
and weaknesses in cur present policies. I believe it is the
churches' task to begin confronting the Government and the
community with such injustices. One of the problems that the
church faces is that almost every programme being conducted
by the churches at present, whether at an ecumenical or denomi­
national level, belongs to the 19th Century. The voice of the
wider ecumenical movement, the challenges of the World Coun­
cil of Churches are almost unheeded. Service and welfare pro­
grammes cannot be separated from programmes that seek justice
and self determination. The churches will need to develop a
political awareness, be less paternalistic, be less enthusiastic about
"doing things" for migrants.

b. Mr. Snedden, a former Minister of Immigration, back in
1967 challenged the Good Neighbour Council on the need for
a community relations programme. He spoke of tensions between
children, too often mirroring the attitudes of their own homes.
Educationists need to begin understanding how urgent is the
need for a positive educational programme that places high
values of differing cultures, traditions and languages. Social
workers and welfare workers will need to develop meaningful
programmes of community relations—programmes that build
bridges between ethnic groups, programmes that involve all
people in the community in the continuing search for a belter
society.

Various ethnic groups will need to be encouraged to further
meet their responsibilities.

With an informed Australian community, a responsible
church, a Government policy that is always being questioned
and reviewed, an ehnic community that is responding to the
demands on it, then, and only then will we develop a rich and
diverse acceptable Australian society.

CHRISTIAN LIFE CURRICULUM
An extensive two-year programme to

evaluate the Christian Life Curriculum is
under way by the Joint Board of Christian
Education, in consultation with the Aus­
tralian Council for Educational Research.

Teachers from a representative samp­
ling of schools throughout Australia and
New Zealand are completing step-by-step
evaluations after each session.

Next year, extensive interviews will take
place with teachers, pupils, superintendents,
and ministers, to gain deeper insights into
the way the curriculum is working in prac­
tice.

The Joint Board of Christian Education
is concerned that our Christian Education
materials be as effective as possible.
Results of the evaluation will be incor­

porated in an extensive revision of mater­
ials for use in 1976.

The Federal Board of Christian Educa­
tion of our churches has shared with the
Joint Board in the production of the cur­
riculum materials.

6th NATIONAL YOUTH CONVENTION
The first registrations for the 6th

National Youth Convention, Jan. 5-11,
1973, at Burton Hall, A.N.U., Canberra,
have been received. The convention will
be followed by two optional tours of the
Snowy Mountains area, one a three-day
tour and the other an eight-day tour.

Three of the registrations come from
S.A. and one from W.A. It is expected that
24 New Zealanders will attend the conven­
tion.

Registration forms are available from
State D.C.E. offices or from the Federal
Board of Christian Education. Fees will
be reduced by 5% on any registrations
received before July 31; by 10% if five
or more from the same church register
together before July 31; and there will be
a complete refund for the person register­
ing most other people.

YOUTH MINISTRY
The Federal Board of Christian Educa­

The Youth Ministry discussions will in­
clude the role of youth groups, the form
of youth ministry, leadership, the place of
youth in the church, and many other
aspects.

PAKISTANIS DEMAND SCRIPTURES
The Bible Society in Pakistan reports

that all-time records are being set for
scripture distribution in this war-torn land.

Because of the disturbed conditions, the
Bible Society was practically inoperative
during December last year, yet over
130,000 scriptures were distributed in the
month before and the month after, making
an all-time record for any three month
period in Pakistan.

The record represented a 300% in­
crease on distribution figures for the same
period one year ago. New Testament fig­
ures were especially impressive, showing
an increase of almost 900%.—B. & F.B.S.

WORD TALK No. 53
Korah could well be the patron saint of revolutionaries.

''The Affair of Korah” (Num. 16) contains the stories of the
first rebellions against Moses. Koran’s complaint "you have
gone too far” (verse 3) was the start of a rebellion against
Moses and Aaron for their autocratic leadership both politic­
ally and re.igiousiy. Moses chose to settle the rebellion by
trial by ordeai (verse 7), in a similar fashion to the Red
Indians in many a Western. The key charges were “You
exait yourselves above the assembly of the Lord” (verse 3)
and “You make yourse.f a prince over us" (verse 13). Of
course the rebellion failed and Korah, Dathan and Abiram
were swallowed up by an earthquake together with their
families and possessions and the other 250 leaders who
supported them were destroyed by fire while another 14,700
supporters died of a plague. Later generations used this
story to emphasise the exclusive rights of the priesthood.

Textually this chapter is difficult being a probable
entwinement of several rebellions. The rebellion of Dathan
and Abiram is a revolt by laymen against the political
leadership of Moses and Aaron (v. 12-15, 25-34). The revolt
of Korah was within the Levitical service, a power struggle
lor full rights of the priesthood (v. 3-11, 16-24, 35-50).

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QUEENSLAND CONFERENCE
'THE recent Annual Conference made history when the united communion service was

held in St. John’s Anglican Cathedral. Over 800 attended the service in worshipful
surroundings when D. W. Mansell, preacher from Wollongong and formerly the State’s
H.M. and Youth Director, gave the address. Principal decisions of Conference were:

1. The Home Missions Committee were requested to call within three months a
meeting of elders, deacons and auxiliary leaders from churches within an approximate
radius of 150 miles from Brisbane with a view to planning a strategy of progress for
the next five years (the meeting is planned for July 15).

2. A Capital fund was set up from the net proceeds of the sale of the Brotherhood
Centre, the fund to be maintained for a possible future centre unless future Conferences
otherwise decide (the building was sold to the Y.W.C.A. at a time when increasing
maintenance would have been difficult with decreasing income).

3. Federal Conference to be urged to reconsider the type of mission work that will
enable effective work to be carried out in Indonesia.

4. Appointment of L. G. Armstrong, Ann Street preacher, as Conference President,
together with Mrs. Armstrong as Women’s Conference President. Appreciation was
expressed to Mr. and Mrs. H. Risson for their year of service in the presidential positions.

IN
Peace is at last in sight for the people

of Sudan, and the World Council of
Churches has been commended for its role
in helping to settle the civil war that has
lasted for 17 years.

Reports indicate that grants made by the
W.C.C. under its Programme to Combat
Racism and for extensive relief work
among Sudanese refugees played a signi­
ficant part in bringing about the peace
negotiations.

The war, which has involved constant
disruption and instability for the non­
Muslim black Nilotic tribes in South
Sudan, caused some 200,000 refugees to
flee to neighbouring countries of Uganda,
Zaire and Ethiopia.

Representatives of the World Council
of Churches and the All Africa Conference
of Churches, a regional ecumenical coun­
cil associated with the World Council, have
acted as messengers and go-betweens for
the two sides. A.A.C.C. General Secretary,
Canon Burgess Carr from Liberia, was
chairman of secret peace negotiations.

An agreement by the Sudanese Government
and the South Sudanese Liberation Move­
ment, involves concessions from both sides.
The government is now open to the idea
that the Sudan would not be an Islamic
republic, while the southerners are prepared
to give up the idea of secession.

Programme to Combat Racism “Gained
Confidence”

The London Observer’s African corres­
pondent, Colin Legum, reported the peace
negotiations and the initial agreement on
February 29, 1972. "The W.C.C. has played
an important part in bringing about these
talks—a role facilitated by its recent con­
troversial decision to give support to libera­
tion movements in Southern Africa,” he
wrote.

“This action gained the confidence of
Numeiry (General Numeiry, President of
Sudan) and of the largely Christian leader­
ship of Anyanya (the South Sudanese
Liberation Movement)."

A French newspaper, Le Monde, also
paid tribute to the World Council’s role
in ending the civil war. It said, ‘The initia­
tive of the World Council of Churches has
played a fundamental role in the estab­
lishment of negotiations.”

The Director of the W.C.C.’s Commission
of the Churches on International Affairs
(C.C.I.A.), Leopoldo Niilus and Kodwo
Ankrah, Africa Refugee Secretary for the
W.C.C.’s Commission on Inter-Church Aid
took part in the peace moves. They said
that both sides in the Sudan civil war
had felt confident about the W.C.C.’s credi­
bility in the search for a just peace because
of the Council's relief and development
work among refugees and the Programme
to Combat Racism.

Political Involvement
‘The reason for the involvement of the

World Council of Churches in this ‘poli­
tical business' is based on our continuing
conviction that humanitarian concerns go
hand in hand with a concern for justice,"
they stated.

‘The Council’s concern for the whole
man leads us to believe that we must face
the situations which produce refugees.

“The Commission of the Churches on
International Affairs has stressed the eco­
nomic and political aspects of human
riehts. We feci we have an equal obliea-
tion to work for a just solution which
permits the refugees to return and take
a full part in their own society.”

Niilus and Ankrah pointed out that
immediate relief, reconstruction and long­
term development aid from the W.C C.
w^uld follow acceptance of the settlement.
The aid will be channelled through the
Sudan Council of Churches, which unites
Protestant. Orthodox and Roman Catholic
Churches in the Sudan.

They stressed, however, that the mas­
sive needs of a poor country torn anart
by war could not be met by churches
alone. They appealed to governments and
international agencies “to stand ready to 
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meet any calls for development assistance
that may come from the Sudan.”
Commended by Emperor

At the conclusion of the negotiations.
Canon Burgess Carr commented that the
agreement represented “a new aspect in
the life of the church of our time.”

In reply to Canon Carr, the Emperor
of Ethiopia, Haile Selassi“ said: “We would
like to express our gratitude to the dis­
tinguished members of the World Council
of Churches who have contributed so
much to bring the parties together and
who were instrumental in reaching the
happy result.

“As instruments of God. you have car­
ried out his will for peace and justice.
You were able to bring two brothers to­
gether again. What vou have done is of
lasting value.”—A.C.C.

INDONESIA
To the Editor,

Allan Webb has expressed extreme dis-
annointment and concern over the Over­
seas Mission Board’s report on Indonesia
(“A.C.,” May 13).

He stated that the renort revealed a lack
of appreciation and insight into the real
needs of Indonesia. This criticism is not
valid. Tn 1969 the Board sent B. V. Cov­
entry and me to Indonesia to make a sur­
vey concerning missionary opportunities
and how we could serve as a brotherhood.
In addition, extensive enouiries have been
made throueh correspondence with Mission
Boards. Missionaries, Indonesian and other
Asian church leaders.

Tn considering anv new field, it is im­
portant that the Board not onlv has an
appreciation of the needs of that field,
but also of the fields where it is already
working. On these fields the Board has
expanding responsibilities such as assisting
our New Hebridean churches in town and
village evangelism and in New Guinea we
are evangelising an extensive new area
where peonle are resnonsive. and many are
hearing the gospel for the first time.

Allan Webb said, “Surely it is sound mis­
sionary policy to win the winnable while
they are winnable?”, and this is exactly
what we are doing in New Guinea. Mr.
Webb has expressed concern about phrases
in the renort such as “if finances allow”
and “if finances nermit.” But it seems un­
reasonable to criticise the Board as lacking
in faith and vision because of this. I know
of Missionary Societies that are held in high 

esteem for their faith and vision, yet they
require that their missionaries before go _ g
to the field, have guaranteed team financial
support. Are they not sending out mission­
aries “as finances allow."?

Does not the availability of finance have
a bearing on the extent of involvement in
any new area of work? If the Board lacked
faith and vision, it would have restricted
outreach work in New Guinea and the
other fields long ago.

Mr. Webb says, “Indonesia needs pot so
much our finances, but our men.” This
statement is misleading for sending our
men necessitates sending our finance to
support them. The Overseas Board has
never been advised of urgent pleas for
men that would not require our financial
support.

On the other hand we have had pleas
from Indonesian churches for financial
assistance for evangelism.

Finally it should be noted that the Over­
seas Mission Board is not an independent
body and has taken into consideration re­
plies from State Conference Executives
related to two proposals concerning Indo­
nesia in reaching the decision contained in
the report, which will refer the matter
back to Federal Conference.

/ used to think that conservatives were dedicated to conserve
truth wherever truth might lead them. I have discovered that many
of them lust want to conserve the position they have always held,
believing that they have all the truth there Is likely to be.

I used to think that fundamentalists were people who stood for
the great fundamental facts of the Christian faith. I find now that
for manv of them the chief purpose In life Is to attack those whose
Interpretations of the fundamentals of the faith differ from theirs.

I'm disillusioned! What are we going to do about It? Should
we forget all these labels and concentrate on being lust Christians?

I used to think that Christians . . .
But never mind about that. Enough disillusionment for one day.

TERTIUS.
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revealed some of the hidden secrets of
“Romans” and his ready answers to my
most difficult problems in Greek grammar
made me feel I was only scratching the
surface of the subject. But to hear him
give thanks for a simple lunch was like
being one of the disciples in the Emmaus
home!

Can this era be allowed to pass un­
marked by some publication by our
churches in Australia? If so we are more
the losers. “Pitty” was a scholar who
worked for no earthly reward. He turned
down offers of lucrative teaching positions
for the work to which he devoted a life­
time of scholarship. Difficulties of war­
time restrictions earlier on, prevented him
from publishing his writings other than
“Words and Their Ways,” but the work
was done and a hidden treasure lies in his
manuscripts.

If nothing else were feasible at present,
perhaps the publishing in permanent book
form of his articles in the “A.C.” of recent
years may be a fitting tribute to his
memory.

Last Friday he arose as usual at 5.30 a.m., had his 60 minute
constitutional, then went to the Aborigines’ Advancement League
office where he learned that he had become a grandfather for the
20th time. At midnight he learned that he was the Aborigines’ first
Knight! His typical reaction was, “Now. if Fitzroy can beat Essen-
don, today, boy, that will really be a hat trick.” (Fitzroy lost by
2 points!). The splendid photograph in the “Sun” of Sir Douglas
and Lady Nichols will be published in our next issue.

Will Atkin, who has served in the Social Service Department
for more than 27 years, announced recently his retirement as from
October this year. He has been particularly successful in working for
homes for the aged.

LONG HAIR Some parents are still a bit embarrassed by the long hair of
their sons, and some school principals still send extreme cases to the barber,
but by and large we are getting used to it. Some psychologists and sociologists
are working full time on puzzling out the why of it. It is often called a symbol
of youth rebellion, and there are even those who believe the whole thing is a
communist plot to pull the wool over our eyes!
David Wilkerson talked with ten boys with long hair. They were a cross section,
but not one was interested in. rebellion against parents, the war in Vietnam or
tradition.
One researcher reveals the interesting fact that since the time of Christ the
male of the species has worn long hair and beards 90% of the time. In fact,
it was only after the Franco-Prussian war that the Western world turned to
short hair and clean shaves. All the early Australian heroes, like Ned Kelly, wore
beards And most of the Christians did, too. In the first ten photographs published
in the "Australian Christian," seven wore beards. Two of them, James Verco
and Thomas Magarey, had beards enough to cover those who had none.
We don't think that the length of hair should matter to man who with God
should "look upon the heart." Our job as Christians is to share our faith with
others, not to cut their hair. In fact, in the Bible, the Nazarite vow, not to cut
his hair or his beard, was the deepest commitment a Jew could make.
Let our young people love God and wear their hair the way they like it.
Incidentally, editors of religious journals met in Melbourne the other day. Not one
long hair or beard among them! That doesn't prove that they are old or conformist.
It only proves that they all have razors and still use them.
MAN, THE DESTROYER In the last 300 to 400 years, man has destroyed
nearly a hundred species of mammals and dozens of species of birds. The last
tarpan (the wild horse of central Asia) was killed at the beginning of the 20th
century (although our encyclopedia says that it is still around, the only wild
horse that is not descended from the tame horse). The sea cow vanished in
1768, only 27 years after its existence was discovered. The auroch (European
bison) had a narrow escape. The last around the Baltic was killed in 1755, the
last in Rumania in 1762, the last in the Caucasus in 1920. In Poland there were only
nine left after World War I, and these were stalked and killed by a forester
whose task should have been to protect them. At this point they could be
classified as extinct. (In fact, our encyclopedia says they are extinct!). But there
were 96 of the animals still alive in zoos around the world, and an International
Society for the Protection of Aurochs was founded. They have done their work
well. By the end of the 1 950's there were 79 full-blooded aurochs and 201
hybrids in Russian zoos and preserves. The big question now is whether man
himself can survive. The formation of an "International Society for the Protection
of Man" is long overdue.
FREUD IN ROME The Roman Catholic Church does not accept the psychology
of Sigmund Freud, but in Rome its leaders are making use of Freud's techniques.
As recently as 1960, R.C. clergy were warned against using, practising or
submitting to Freudian psychoanalysis.
However, when faced with the growing number of priests and nuns who are
abandoning their vows, the Pontifical Gregorian University, training ground for
many of the church's leaders, has opened a psychology institute where depth
analysis, pioneered by Dr. Freud, is in use. It is the first time that any Catholic
institution in Rome has taken such an initiative. Its advocates believe that their
work will help solve problems of men and women struggling to remain faithful
to their vows, and that psychology could help smooth conflicts in seminaries
and other church institutions.
POLITICS AND CHURCH UNITY In an address at Canterbury Cathedral during
the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity, Alan Booth, director of Christian Aid,
said that political and social issues are likely to be more divisive today than
doctrinal matters. He gave as an example the "famous or notorious" case of
the World Council of Churches' support for African liberation movements. "I
am not saying which is the more important, but simply remarking that (political
issues) get us emotionally excited in a way that (doctrinal issues) do not."
But Booth argued that it is not necessary for Christians to be united in political,
social and economic judgments We should be seeking a church so theologically
united that it can safely hold in one family those who are divided on all kinds of
other grounds. Christians who can be in controversy with each other on political,
social and racial questions can still be one with others, in Christian faith and
fellowship.

On September 1, 1872 a group of foreign

residents of Tokyo gathered in a one-
storey wooden building with a steeple to
dedicate it as a Christian church. They
needed a place in which to hold the
“Union Church Services” they had begun
more than a year before in private homes.

The location was Tsukiji on Tokyo’s
waterfront, a residential area reserved for
foreigners, who were then a new and
numerically modest part of what was to
become the world’s largest city.

The old building is gone but Tokyo
Union Church, since 1930 located in the
centre of the city near the Meiji Shrine,
is not. Except for the years of World War
II, it has given a century of service as a
self-supporting, international, interdenomi­
national church for Tokyo’s English-
speaking population.

Ecumenical from the beginning, the
church was first made up of Protestant

missionary families. The pastors among
them took turns filling the pulpit. Since
1952 the church has had full-time pas­
tors.

The church building today looks much
as it did when it was dedicated in 1930,
despite the severe wartime damage. In
1949, the reassembled congregation began
to raise the $50,000 required for the re­
construction of the building utilising the
original architectural plans. It was re­
dedicated on November 18, 1951.

There are more than 450 members to­
day, drawn principally from among foreign
residents in Tokyo. They include business
and professional people, teachers, diplo­
mats, missionaries, and government em­
ployees, usually representative of more than
15 countries and a wide variety of denomi­
national backgrounds.

Special centenary celebrations are planned
for October this year.

March ’45 Decided not to pur­
chase a duplicator but to purchase doors
for the toilets. Sept. ’47 Bricks bought for
Kindergarten Hall. £15 in bank, £19 in

Building Fund. Mar. ’56 Circuit formed
with Canley Vale, calling Wai. Hoffman
as minister. Aug. ’58 Ware St. property
sold and present land purchased for £6,100,
which included the Manse. Nov. ’59 Cir­
cuit formed with Carramar, and E. F. G.
Mcllhagger called to minister for three
years. In 1963 he was full time at Fair-
neld, their first full-time minister.

When the new building was planned the
main problem was lack of finance, but a
friend sent $1,000 and this gave new hope.

He wrote down the verses
under them different headings on pieces of paper, and so divided them into categories
dealing with fannly relationships, the Christian in business, and so on.

The elephant was offered to BERRS by a young man who played a leading role in
the Mukti Babini forces during the liberation struggle. Recently, the elephant attended
the inauguration of a women and children’s training centre which had been largely built
with materials he had carried.—A.C.C.

TELL A POLICEMAN!
Visiting the Roman Catholic mission

station at Lamat on Malekula, the Rev.
David M. S. Cohen, who has special
responsibility for the Bible Society in the
French speaking South Pacific was intro­
duced to the local Sergeant of Police who
happened to be an Anglican.

Forgetting that anyone else was there, the
sergeant sat down at once, gripped by the
Easter story in his own language. This is
only the first of several scriptures planned
in the Raga language.—B. & F.B.S.

DISCOVERY RE-DATES CHURCH
For some years local historian George

Daff has been interested in finding the
actual commencement date of the Chelten­
ham (Vic.) Church of Christ. The church
has been active in the area for 115 years
but the actual date of commencement was
lost among early records that were des­
troyed a century ago.

Because the 1857 commencement date
was certain this is the date that has
always been used in determining the
church's life. However, a young theology
student from the church now studying at
the College of the Bible in Glen Iris,
Ron. White, discovered in a document
dated 1860 a report of the church’s sev­
enth annual business meeting held on that
date.

This indicates that the church conducted
its first annual business meeting in 1853.
This is a relatively insignificant discovery
in itself but it has solved a riddle that the
past 100 years has been unable to solve.

Mr. Daff said, “We knew that the
church met for some time in local farm
houses before it was formally established
as a congregation associated with Churches
of Christ. Now we know just when those
first farmers met for public worship.”

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LIVING CHURCHES

By John Williams. (Paternoster).
This analysis of the church and its leadership starts with

an examination of those known as “Brethren” but the author
claims that what he says is valid for the whole Christian church
today. The first section deals with basic doctrines and the book
then considers the leadership and service of the churches. The
eight distinctive emphases given by the Brethren could easily
be accepted as a statement of the beliefs and practices of
Churches of Christ. (Open Brethren accept baptism by immer­
sion, but usually do not regard it as essential for communion
or church membership. Exclusive Brethren usually practise in­
fant baptism as a part of “household” baptism).

The book is helpful in analysing the qualifications of deacons
and elders, but it makes the mistake that most of our own
spokesmen make when the author says, “It should be pointed
out that, whereas deacons will concern themselves with the
material, financial, and physical needs of the church, elders will
be concerned with its spiritual well-being." Naturally, he does
not give any scriptural evidence for this view, for there isn’t
any. Like many of our own leaders, he assumes a spiritual role
for elders and a material role for deacons and then makes
scripture fit his views. As this weakness is shared by so many
of our own people, the book as a whole may be recommended
as a handbook for a general view of the church and its leader­
ship.

THE URBAN CRISIS
Edited by David L. McKenna. (Zondervan).

Above the “Chicago Temple” is “The Chapel i i tl v.”
The front of the altar in the chapel is graced by a w cd .... ing
that shows Christ sitting on a Judean hillside and lo ling d . /n
at a city. Below the carved picture are the words, “0 Jerusalem.
Jerusalem.”

The setting from scripture is familiar, until ,'ou look
closely at the city over which he weeps. Rising out of the valley
is the skyline of Chicago. As you visualise the picture, you
find yourself putting the skyline of your city into the setting at
the feet of Christ. Then, as the Spirit of God leads you to share
the heart of Christ for a city, you realise that you too have
reason to weep.

In a Symposium on the Racial Problem in the Inner City,
the editor paints a poignant picture of one of America’s most
frightful problems. Nine authorities in the field of Sociology,
Politics and Education, led by Dr. David McKenna, identify the
issues which face the people of the United States today. One
of the contributors says of urban violence: “This violence has
been primarily if not exclusively white violence. The American
people have surely no right to be so outraged by it as they
almost hysterically seem to be.” Australians should read this
book to build a determination to cast out every taint of racism
from our own life.—J.E.B.

THE ART OF BEING SINGLE
By Nancy Drew (Enterprise Press, Sale). 90c.

Nancy Drew, an Anglican Deaconess in the Latrobe Val­
ley, obtained much publicity in press, radio and television when
she wrote in a very practical way for single women. There
is much that is written for married couples about the business,
of coping with the general run of life. This little book of 70
pages does much to fill the vacuum of general information for
the single woman. It is not only suitable for single women but
is of value in understanding the situation in which the single
woman finds herself. Every minister would find this book useful
in countering the erroneous concept that “every girl must
marry!” (Obtainable from Church Book Room, Sale, Vic.).

CHRISTIAN APPEALS FROM RUSSIA
By Rosemary Harris and Xenia-Johnston. (Hodder & Stoughton).
90c.

“Their courage is indeed humbling." Those who read this
series of letters from Christians in Soviet Russia will surely
agree. It should disturb the Christian conscience in other coun­
tries, but will also deeply move those who are concerned with
the struggle for human rights in a world context.

One is constantly amazed at the continuous courage and
patience of these Russian Christians in writing to the authori­
ties to plead their cause—among them Mr. Brezhnev and Mr.
Kosygin—even when it seemed utterly in vain.

They refused to give up their citizenship and stated firmly
their rights. They refused to put themselves in the wrong by
word or action. They declared forcefully when their accusers
were making a mockery of the law.

Information on arrests, trials, and the place of the prisoners'
detention has been efficiently collected by a remarkable orga­
nisation known as the Council of Relatives of Evangelical Chris­
tians and Baptists. The appeals in this volume are products of
this organisation.

Despite everything, the church in Russia has not been des­
troyed. Spirit and courage remain unbroken, and present to those
living in easier circumstances a Christian example hard to match.
—J.E.B.

MAN IN TRIUMPH
By Harold W. Darling. (Zondervan).

This is a very demanding book to read, but is very
rewarding. It surveys the battlefield of psychology, strewn with
broken theories, and haunted by the hopes that have risen high,
only to expire within the souls of men. But this Professor of
Psychology refuses to despair, and through an integration of
nsychology and Biblical faith, proclaims “Man in Triumph."

Dr. Harold Darling epitomised the leading thinkers and
;chools of thought in the field of psychology, concluding each
chapter with an assertion of the rightness and relevance of the
Christian perspective.

From the Christian perspective Dr. Darling says, “An
initial encounter with Christ provides a sense of direction for
our motivation. Our day to day actions fortify and continually
vitalise that goal.—J.E.B.

TRUE SPIRITUALITY
By Francis Schaeffer. (Hodder & Stoughton).
$6.05.
The author was once an agnostic and is now

the Director of the L’Abri Fellowship in the
Swiss Alps to which many disillusioned young
men and women have come to find a new signi­
ficance in Christ and his way of life.

After becoming a Christian, Dr. Schaeffer
served as a pastor for some years, but felt that
something was lacking in his life. He spent some
months in thinking through his faith, testing
God’s word and questioning his own experience.

This book is not a biography, but is the result
of that pilgrimage through doubt. The chapters
were first given in Bible camps and _ expanded
through various study conferences, until in book
form they represent the author’s developed
thought about the Christian life as an individual
in the church and the world. It is a challenging
statement from one of the most creative minds
in the modern church.
