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"CHRISTIAN" GOES

To NUBEENA
(STEPHEN CHEEK COUNTRY)

VE7HEN wc attended the opening of Nubecna’s attractive and
” functional Christian Centre, we thought that they forgot

to take up an ottering. They didn’t forget! They just didn’t have
one. Tins was not because they wanted to be independent
Rather it was because they were very dependent . . . upon GodI

In May 1971, Tony Williams came again
with an offer to line the building, but the
lining material alone would cost $1,500,
and there was only $300 in the bank. Still,
the needs were met. And the volunteers
kept coming—from Copping, Highcroft and
Nubccna. Sue Hardwick of Highcroft
offered to do painting, and at last the
work was done—the night before the open­
ing!

It was a great day. It rained, but the
district needed rain. The building was

crowded and included 45 campers who were having a camp
reunion in Hobart. Folk were there from all over the State and
from Victoria. Bruce Spaulding, a grandson of Geo. Spaulding,
presided, and Darcy Williams, a great-grandson of Joseph Wil­
liams, told the story of the new building.
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Nubecna is very much in Stephen Check country, although
that busy pioneer evangelist of Tasmania, Victoria and Queens­
land, never actually preached in Nubcena itself.

The town is on the Tasman Peninsular in Southern Tas­
mania, bO miles from Hobart, and a few miles beyond Eagle­
hawk Neck, a very narrow corridor between bay and ocean
that separated the Port Arthur prison colony from the rest of
Tasmania. Heavily guarded by men and dogs, the Neck ensured
that the only way out was by waler, or death.

The prison system ended in 1878 and the Peninsular was
thrown open lor settlement. It happened that at that very time
the churcn al Bream Creek was surging with life through the
ministry of Cheek. Geo. Spaulding was a convert of G. B. Moy­
sey, hie man who exercised such a strong influence on Cheek
hunself. Joseph Williams was a Cheek convert. Spaulding and
Williams became the new leaders of a Christian fellowship
Whicn began holding meetings in Geo. Spaulding’s home at
Impression Bay (now Premaydena). When they needed more
room they moved over to the farmhouse of Wm. Spaulding (a
brother of George).

George Greatbatch was another early settler, and another
convert ot Cheek. He gave the land on which the lust church
was built.

Sid. Greatbatch, now 83, still remembers the meetings there
and that his mother baked a special loaf each Sunday for the
Lord’s Supper. Most of the land around Nubecna was owned
by J. T. iuundy, a Baptist who lived in Hobart. The Soundys
had their holidays in Nubcena and built a hall for meetings
and even brought, occasionally, their own minister to conduct
services. After a time, Mr. Soundy gave the building to the
Church of Christ and it became the regular place for the gospel
services, the communion service still being held at the original
chapel which became known as the “top” church.

The “top” church served the members for 20 years before
being moved by 12 bullocks cn route to Koonya. It tipped over
and was dismantled and finished the journey in bits and pieces
before being re-erected. Ten years later, a bushfire completely
destroyed it. Another cause began at Tunnel Bay (now Highcroft),
and the Church of Christ was easily the dominant Christian
force on the Peninsular.

At one time the “Impression Bay” church was the third
largest in Tasmania and the early preachers, mostly self-educated,
served well.

In 1970 the members at Nubcena had to decide whether to
enlarge again their building (this bad been done twice before)
or whether to build anew. There were seven classes in the S.S.
and five of them met in the chapel. The church decided to build
and the members backed the adventure with faith and works.
One man (who is far from wealthy) said he would give $200
if ten otlicrs would do the same. When die offering was
received three months later, it amounted to $1,942.04. The way
was open and in July that year the first concrete was poured
for the foundations. This set the pattern for voluntary team
work. Tony Williams offered his services and used his own men
to erect die frame. An offer came to provide $1,000 for bricks,
and the money for the bricklaying soon followed. An approach
was made to the Properties’ Corporation for assistance and
$3,000 was made available, but tlic church decided to try to
build without borrowing.
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Len. Mundy, elder, provided another link with the pioneers
(there were four generations of Mundys present). Sid. Great­
batch, son of Geo. Greatbatch, and Mrs. Greatbatch, were not
able to be present for health reasons. It seemed that at every step
you find the influence of Stephen Check. James Cooke, the father
of Mrs. Sid. Greatbatch, was a convert of Check, as was Mrs.
Stacey, Sid’s grandmother.

Sharing in the opening was Harold Street who had two
ministries there, one commencing in 1930 and the other in
1948. He declared the new Christian Centre open for worship
and witness and urged members to “press on to richer experi­
ence, deeper joys, and greater victories for our Lord Jesus
Christ. The glory of this latter place shall be greater than that
of the former building if . . . and mark well this ‘if ... if you
as a church, with growing faith and deeper dedication to the
service of Christ, make use of this building to show the pre­
sence and to make known the influence of Jesus Christ in this
community.”

Len Mundy recalled early days. “As I look back I wonder
how they managed to keep going. I’ve seen those old hands trudg­
ing along through mud and slush, with no roads and no con­
veyances. It was many years before they had any conveyances
whatever—still, the little church was open every Sunday. It has
only been possible to build this Centre through their toil and
determination.”

The Director of Home Missions and Evangelism, Don. H.
Smith, had given encouragement. He was closely linked with
the Nubccna folk throughout, as was Ray Drayton, church archi­
tect, another member of the Department. At the opening, Mr.
Smith said, “This building represents your own confidence in
the State, in the stability of the Peninsular with its hospital,
its school, its community centre, and its industry. But beyond
all this, it reflects your confidence and conviction about the
gospel of Jesus Christ. You have made a great decision to act
at a time when Western society is in great turmoil and uncer­
tainty, and when the church at large has not been free from
these problems. This new building will equip the church for mis­
sion and the everlasting gospel.”

At night there was an excellent audio-visual which told of
the building of the new Centre. (“It didn’t always go up,” said
Bruce Spaulding, "sometimes it went down. One day, the spire
fell off!”). The audio-visual is excellent and well-worth borrowing
to give a 12-minutc feature spot in a church service. The next
generation was also at the opening, represented by a group of
junior singers. The “Barton Stone” Quartette, made its first ever
appearance, also.

Southern hospitality was at its best In the afternoon there
was food to spare even for the huge crowd, and even for the
45 campers. (Once, when Stephen Cheek came unexpectedly to
visit William Spaulding, there was nothing in the pantry and
things were desperate until Spaulding had the idea of digging
up some of the seed potatoes which had just been planted.
Cheek never did know that he dined off next year’s crop!).

Others who took part in the week-end of thanksgiving were
former ministers, C. J. Heier and W. Taylor. The present
minister is W. J. Flett, a graduate of the N.S.W. Bible College.
. As we said, they didn’t take an offering. They didn’t need
‘fr, , c ncw Christian Centre was opened free of debt. They
didn t want us down there to help them pay for their building.
Nor did they want us to praise them for their faith and works.
(Darcy said they had more faith at the finish than they bad at
the start.). They wanted us to be with them as they said thank
you to God for enabling them to build for him. This we did with
joy — mixed with humility and pride!__ A.E.W.

for the 10th Australian Volunteers Abroad programme. “Wc want to hear from
Australians interested in volunteering for work overseas rather than constantly
chasing higher salaries, more influential social status, and public recognition. We
want to hear from people with a skill to offer, who are prepared to do something
different from making a financial contribution to worthy appeals, people who want
to learn about world development issues at first hand, and who are prepared to do
something more than ‘just talk.’ More than ever before, Australians are being given
the opportunity to do something meaningful through personal commitment.”

Under the A.V.A. programme every year
a number of Australians representing a
diverse background of occupations and a
wide variety of ages and interests arc
being sent overseas to work as Volunteers
in over 15 different countries in Asia,
Africa and the Pacific. During their one or
two years away they don’t make their for­
tunes—as their incomes arc arranged to
allow a few dollars pocket money above
basic living costs. This year there are 130
Australian Volunteers Abroad working in
developing countries around Australia.

BEWARE @F
CHILDREN . . .

A N American sociologist, Urie Bronfenbrenner, h:is published a book entitled “Two
Worlds of Childhood” in which he compares children of America with children of

Russia and the ways in which the children are brought up, and their results. His findings
arc scathing of American parents and their children.

But Bronfenbrenner believes that things arc even worse in Britain. He says: “Of all
the countries in which my colleagues and I are working — half a dozen in cast and
west — only England exceeds the United States in the willingness of children to engage
in anti-social behaviour. It is also the only country which shows a level of parental
concern lower than our own, with both parents and especially fathers offering less affec­
tion, offering less companionship and intervening less frequently in the lives of their
children.”

Peter Smark, writing in “The Australian”
says that adult-child relationships arc just
beginning to be seriously studied in Britain,
but the need for concern is evident. "From
the prevalence of the battered baby tragedy,
through the degree of parent self-delusion
and abrogation of responsibility ... to the
vandalism and violence of particular areas
and schools.”

It costs Liverpool $2 million a year to
repair the handiwork of vandals, most of
them young children. One London Council
uses a private security company to protect
school property.

Violence and vandalism is regarded by
Britain’s adults as plain evidence of fall­
ing standards of behaviour of the young,
but Bronfenbrenner contends that the roots
of this behaviour may be in the home
environment itself.

The Schools Council, a State-financed
educational body which plans and co­
ordinates educational projects has decided
to spend $130,000 on a moral education
project. The scheme, aimed at 8 to 13 year
olds, will Iry to "help children develop a

considerate attitude towards other people’s
needs, interests, and feelings as well as
taking their own reactions into account."

The Council said it was undertaking the
project because British children are
amongst the most ill-mannered, undisci­
plined, and selfish in the world. But many
observers feel that many children arc vic­
tims before they become vicious. They
know little affection, win little recognition,
and feel that they arc of little significance
within their own families.

Says Peter Smark, "How can any arm of
the state teach people to love, care about
and take more interest in their children?
And that is what the problem is all about,
not just child selfishness or anti-social
behaviour.

"The real need of British children is that
of children in every country of the world,
and every child, every parent, every
teacher and every psychiatrist knows what
it is—a much debased four-letter word,
which is still the most wonderful word in
the English language—love."

GROWING CONCERN FOR FREEDOM
A Joint Working Group of 21 Austra­

lian theologians declared that the growing
concern throughout the community for free­
dom and dignity was "one of the encourag­
ing signs” in an increasingly impersonal
society.

The Group representing the Australian
Council of Churches and the Roman
Catholic Church, held its annual confer­
ence in Sydney on the theme “Authorities
in Moral Behaviour.”

In a statement the Joint Working Group
said: “The churches must take their stand
on the Christian gospel as the message
of freedom and love. Such freedom en­
ables us to accept one another in Christian
love, and to respect and care for one an­
other.

“This care must involve open rejection
of all forms of exploitation of human
beings — for example, using voters or con­
sumers, women or children for domination,
profit, power or personal gratification.

“One of the encouraging signs of our
time is the growing concern throughout
the community for the dignity and freedom
of the human person, and especially for
the safeguarding of human freedom from
erosion in our increasingly impersonal
society.”

Around Australia everyone answers "Paul," which of

course is incorrect. Luke wrote more than any other
author for his Gospel and the Acts of the Apostles are
longer tnan the combined Epistles of Paul.

Luke was a companion of Paul, a "fellow worker"
(Phiie. 24), a “fellow prisoner" (two years in Caesarea
and then In Rome), and known to generations as "the
beloved physician" (Col. 4: 14). Possibly he was the
biotner wltn Titus (2 Cor. 8: 18, 12: 18). He was born In
either Antioch in Syria (Acts 13: 1 and Rom. 16: 21)
or in Pnilippi (Acts 16: 9-10) where he was thought to
Lave been identified with trie Man of Macedonia. He Is tne
on.y non-Jewlsn N.T. author. Note his historian's accur­
acy: Luke 1: 1-4 wheie he speaks of his own research,
2: 1-4, 3: 1-3 where he gives eight contemporary refer­
ences to date the events. His research meant that half
of his Gospel Is only found In Luke. Wo owe the
nativity stories of John and Jesus to him. Who but Mary
cou.d have given him the most personal details? The
prayer parab.es, the Parables of the Prodigal Son and
the Good Samaritan are his, as Is the story of the
Road to Emmaus. Noto his personal experiences In the
"we" passages (Acts 16: 10-18, 20: 5 — 21: 18, 27: 1 —
28: 16). Note his entree to professional circles—"Oh
most excellent Theophilus" (Luke 1: 3, Acts 1: 1). Noto

And the part a
Christian wile plays in this partnership
can be one of content and much happi­
ness.

In Proverbs, we read that an Ideal wife
is trustworthy, a willing worker, kind-
hearted and wise, so that it is not meant
to be a role of sitting back and being a
lady.

I think that in these days it is very
important that a Christian wife be wise
and alert to all that Is going on outside
the homo as well as taking care of all
within the family circle. She should be
concerned with political Issues and be
able to offer sensible criticism of local
schools, kindergartens, town or city
affairs and other concerns in the com­
munity. Being well Informed on such sub­
jects can also make dialogue between
husband and wife more fruitful and so
build the partnership as lime goes on.

Sometimes wo may find that household
chores and family worries keep our
thoughts in a very small circle, but wo
must be ready to support our partner
in his work and other facets of his life.
Share his enthusiasm in church organisa­
tions and other services which may take
him away from us many times during the
week. Be thankful for his dedication.

In Ephesians we find in Paul’s teaching
on marriage, that Christian marriage Is the
most precious relationship In life, whose
only parallel Is the relationship between
Christ and the Church.

William Barclay writes, "The true basis
of marriage is simply the love which
thinks more of tho happiness of others
than it thinks of its own, the love which
is proud to serve, the love which Is able
to understand and therefore always able
to forgive."

Perhaps If we can attain to theso
thoughts, we can truly be a Christian wife.

WHITES

To the Editor,
The Aboriginal infant mortality rate of

120 to the 1 000 (“The Australian."
19.11.71) is nlarminc when contrasted with
the whites ratio of 17 or 20 to the 1.000.
And it is depressing to learn that primi­
tive attitudes stfll prevail like that of Mr.
Nixon, the Minister for the Interior, who
said in the House of Rcnresentatives. “The
Government believes that it is wholly
wrong to encourage Ab^ricinals to think
that because their ancestors have had a
long association with a particular piece of
land. Aboriginals of the present day have
the right to demand ownership of it.”

Our call from God to proclaim the good
news of Jesus Christ to all the world
(including the world of politics and eco­
nomics) requires us to respond more fully
to Christ’s love by living in utter obedience
to his will, by loving all people.

It is sometimes argued that critics who
complain that little is being done for
Aborigines are silent when the question is
asked, “What can wc do?" The significance
of this silence has not been understood.

First, we arc all responsible for thinking
through racism and its application to us
whites. To expect a few people to provide
the “answers” for us, is irresponsible. More
importantly, the silence indicates that we
are being presumptuous if we think that
we can “do” more than recognise our
racist attitudes and action individually and
as a community, and correct these. All wc
can do is cease to oppress Aborigines (as
we do by denying them the land we are
squatting on) and cease to decide paterna-
listically what is “best” for them.

We must remember that the “problem”
wc are discussing is not caused by Abori­

gines. but by Whites who invaded this land,
decided that its people were inferior to our­
selves and now try to forget the past. We
feel that it is doubtful if many Aborigines
could perceive Christ within us, for in our
racial relations, at least, we have shown that
wc have a spiritual need problem—wc arc
unable to translate our right relationship
with Christ into right relationships with
other people.

Wc hope that you will, like us, change
your racist attitudes, through prayer
(which involves committed action) and
sharing with each other in Christ’s Spirit
of truth—and it is vital of course, to share
with Aborigines.

It is not so much “what can we do?”
but, in response to God’s love, "What can
wc help undo?”

Now as a member of the Federal Over­
seas Board I am proud to say that I am
continually impressed by the Board’s faith
and vision as it faces today’s challenges.

Allan Webb suggests wc be co-labourcrs
in Indonesia. I believe God is leading us
as the sole responsible group into the
Kcram River area of New Guinea, to which
we have only partly responded, and is
placing the further challenges before us in
the grass country west of the Kcram; the
Schrader Ranges area south of the Kcram;
and into villages on connecting trade routes
Aiome to Madang and Aiome to Bogia.
Territory greater than many Indonesian
islands put together; territory of which the
late Albert Anderson dreamed would
receive witness to Christ by our churches.

I believe wc have witnessed a Mace­
donian call today! Years of investigations
and attempts to enter Indonesia have
resulted in closed doors. God is opening
doors in New Guinea (not to mention India
and the New Hebrides). I feel sure God
today is calling on all the /Xustralian
brotherhood, in spite of other known and
pressing needs such as Indonesia, to
do the task demanded of us in money,
sweat, prayer, persevering faith and dedi­
cated man and woman power that no
other part of the Christian church has taken
up.—Rex Chamberlain (S.A.).

JULY IS DEVELOPMENT MONTH On the back page of this issue there is a
frightening picture of a cute little boy with a rifle. It Is a warning about the
third world war which will bo fought with much more fearsome weapons.
If that war comes we shall blame some nation or some event—but those
with the most guilt will be those who failed to speak when it was time to speak
out against injustice, world poverty, racism, and apathy. That means that our
generation will be responsible — it means us NOW!
We shall not excuse ourselves because of our ignorance, for we have no right
to be ignorant of facts like these: A thousand books are produced each
day, but there are millions who will never leam to read; one third of all the
people living in the cities of the world are eking out an existence in shacks and
hovels; half the children of the world have never touched a water-tap or an
electric switch; Indonesia has one doctor for every 30,000 people, Australia
has one for every 1,000.
Whilst we are enjoying higher salaries, better wages, more gadgets and
fewer working hours — some nations are actually becoming poorer.
Action for World Development is about these things and about many more of
which we dare not remain in ignorance. If we were only being selfish, we
should do all we can to avert a future tragic conflict. If we have Christian
compassion, we should do all we can just because we care.

See the addresses on page 5 and send a letter today to your nearest
office of concern.
FRENCH BOMB While some scientists say that danger from fall-out from the
testing of the French bomb at the Muratoa atoll will be nil or negligible, there
is more than enough competent testimony to the contrary.
The head of the department of nuclear medicine at Melbourne’s Alfred Hospital
says that ho is almost certain that some Australians will suffer if France
goes ahead. A petition of protest by medical men Is gaining many signatures.
two things need to be spelled out. One is that the consequences may not be
known for years, and the other Is that the victims will probably be children.
The danger has produced a mounting wave of protests that has caused the
government to change its mind about its national altitude. In Stockholm, at the
U.N. Conference on the Human Enviionment, our representative actually
abstained from voting for the resolution pressing for a total ban on nuclear
testing. Subsequently, the Government, sensitive to the growing opposition,
Instructed our representative to vote for the resolution sponsored by Now
Zealand, and on paper we are standing with the world majority against the
Irresponsible arrogance of the French.
The people of Australia proved that they can get some action when they care
enough about something. Ecologists, conservationists, unionists, scientists,
doctors, mothers-to-be, were all a part of the silent malority that found Its voice.
Unions stopped the mail, and refused to service French pianos and ships.
Herb. Elliott, Olympic Games runner, gave back the honour tho French
conferred upon him. The French Consul to South Australia resigned, and a
Melbourne firm cancelled orders from a French firm worth $250,000 a year.
The French have shown no sign of giving in to world opinion. They claim that
the bomb is safe and there Is no danger from fall-out. There came the obvious
response: if it Is safe, then let them explode the bomb In France or In the
Mediterranean Sea! But most of us don’t want it there, either. We don't want
French people to suffer or French mothers to be afraid. We just don’t want the
bomb.
GOOD GRIEF!! A young man In the U.S. can be compelled to fight against
his will In Vietnam. If a soldier disobeys an order in the field he will be
courtmartlaUed. Deserters who flee the country will be Imprisoned If they
return. BUT General John Lavelle who admitted sending planes without
authority to bomb and kill In North Vietnam, and lied and cheated, has been
retired on a salary of $27,000 a yearl!

Aitsi is an 11-year-old New Guinean
boy, tall for his age and well built in body.
His skin pigment is a dark chocolate
brown and his brown eyes beam beneath
his short curly hair. His white, well shaped
teeth show when he smiles, especially when
he is strumming his ukulele. Not all boys
are lucky enough to have such an instru­
ment, so this is highly prized by Aitsi.

Aitsi has two more years of primary
schooling ahead of him at a mission board­
ing school. He enjoys school but docs like
to get back to the village of a weekend.

There he can roam in the bush and, if he
is lucky enough, join a pig hunt. The pig
hunt has the excitement of the hunting
and the feasting afterwards. The weekend
at home ends all too quickly and it is
back to school for another week.

At school Aitsi learns many new things
from his teacher, from the radio, and from
the library. He knows his most valuable
book is his New Testament where he learns
more of the things of God to help him in
his own life and to help others.

One weekend on returning home from
school he found his little brother, Kima,
ill. He remembered a health lesson at
school when the man on the radio had
said how important it was for a sick
person to be taken to medical help as
soon as possible. Aitsi urged his parents

to take little Kima to the mission sister
where he would be given the correct medi­
cine. It was through Aitsi's. good sense
that saved his brother’s condition becoming
serious.

At school Aitsi hears God’s message and
continues to grow in God’s grace. His un­
saved parents and others can see the dif­
ference in his life since knowing Jesus.
It is not easy for him to live a Christian
life but he knows Jesus is the one who
can bear his cross and give him lasting
happiness. There arc other boys and girls
who share his faith and this helps them
all to develop spiritually. It is encouraging
for missionaries to hear young people like
Aitsi relate their village problems to the
Bible. Some of them will be able to go on
to High School and it is our task to en­
sure that their faith is well grounded in
Christ before they take on a new life
away from their village. In the future some
may become leaders with important posi­
tions in the land or village, so it is
vital that they trust God. Even for those
who don’t go on to further education
the things they have learnt at school will
be a helpful basis for a better way of
life back in the village.

God’s goldmine in New Guinea will be
these future young people of his church.
What a blessing for us all to share in his
wealth here, and witness the dividends!
You too, by your spiritual and physical
help, by reading “Missionary News” and
becoming a “share partner” can help
people like Aitsi who is our neighbour.
