CAMP HILL'S
NEW CHAPEL
No Interest Rate

The recent opening of Camp Hill Church
of Christ, a §22,000 building fully paid
for, brings to light an unusual finance
scheme operated by the Churches of Christ
brotherhood.

It is called “ICA" (from the initials of
Ipswich, Camp Hill and Annerley). Just
over two years ago the three groups
joined together to avoid paying heavy inter­
est to banks for their projects.

A $20,000 capital fund was subscribed
within a few weeks, with on-call deposits
at no interest. This was enough to redeem
immediately the §20,000 debt on Annerley
church, for which the congregation would
have had to repay $49,000 over the years
to its bank.

Between them the three churches agreed
to subscribe $200 a week to ICA, for six
years (with the congregation being helped
in any given two-year period paying $80 a
week, and the others $70 and $50 respec­
tively).

By February 14 this year, the $20,000
original capital had come back this way.
It was refunded. Inside two weeks, people
had put up new loans of more than $20,000.

So, with interest received from their bank
for the - §200 a week deposited, the ICA
trustees were able to pay the builder
$22,000 cash for Camp Hill’s new church.

In two years, Ipswich will become
eligible for a §20,000 loan. But as it is
fairly well established with buildings, it
may use some or all of it to finance a
struggling new congregation as part of the
church’s local mission programme.

The above paragraphs were written by
Douglas Rose, the “Courier Mail’s” churches
writer in a page 2 feature.

With typical modesty the originator of
the unusual scheme is not mentioned. Cliff
Coward of the Ipswich church must receive
the credit for motivating the three congre­
gations to co-operate in this way.

He’s stirring the north-side churches to
do the same and “launch out into the deep”.

Queensland is proud of men who are
as committed and courageous as Cliff
Coward.

New Chapel
Camp Hill commenced in 1958 in the

School of Arts. Its ministers have been
Kevin Harvey (S.A.), Allan Webb (Swan-
ston Street), Peter Burnham (Qld.) and the
present incumbent, Barrie Cutchic, formerly
Collingwood, (Vic.).

A multi-purpose hall was opened in 1962.
Stage 2 is complete with the opening of
the chapel and singe 3, an activities hall,
is yet to be erected.

The chapel scats 180 with sliding doors
opening on to existing hall for an overflow
seating for an additional 110. Aisle runs
diagonally across the square plan with the
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seats wrapped around 2 sides of the corner
platform so that the congregation encloses
the Worship centre and feels fully involved.
The platform contains Communion Table,
Pulpit and tiled Baptistery and lit with
skylighted spire above. This places the
preacher not further than 35 feet from the
farthest member of the congregation and
and this increases the Christian family
atmosphere. Floor carpel is throughout the
whole building. Blue tinted glass walls open
on to sunken gardens.

Annerley elder, Lloyd Martin, recently
made history. He became lhe first Queens­
land Chief Crown Prosecutor to become
a Q.C. or in legal jargon, “take silk".

A former primary school teacher he was
embarking on a new career, in law, at the
age of 28, without any practical legal
experience or legal contacts.

He was a qualified barrister but all his
legal studies had been conducted in the
isolation of the correspondence school
system.

From this bare beginning, he so dis­
tinguished himself that within 13 years he
was appointed Chief Crown Prosecutor for
Queensland. Now he has lhe further honour
of appointment as Queen's Counsel — the
first Crown Prosecutor in this Stale to
become one.

Lloyd described his entry to the legal
profession as a “fortunate accident".

He had been a State primary school
teacher for about seven years when he
contracted a serious illness early in the
1940’s.

His ill health persisted for several years
until 1944. It was during these years of
inactivity and hospitalisation that he studied
law — in the beginning only as a hobby

A Vestry' opens off the library and
chapel. This serves as the minister’s office.

The Library has carpeted floor and built-
in book shelves. Members can borrow books
or use the room for reading before and
after services.

Change Rooms to serve persons being
baptised arc included.

A functional Vestibule serves both chapel
and hall.

The covered entry to chapel, hall and
library protects from sun and rain the trad­
itional Church of Christ after service fell­
owship. This area overlooks the sunken
garden, which is replete with concrete
seating.

Costing $26,000 furnished, the brick
chapel with flat roof has terra-cotta tiled
edges and spire.

The brotherhood of Queensland is proud
of this new addition to the skyline which is
indicative of the thinking of the worship­
ing congregation.

As a Christian he has modelled his private

and public life on the O.T. verse which
says that it is required of a man “that he
do justice, that he love kindness and walk
humbly with his God.”

He is a lay preacher and in 1968 was
president of the Queensland Conference of
Churches of Christ. He is chairman of his
Leal church board.

Mr. Martin expresses a deep Christian
and human concern about the increase in
crime. After 25 years watching offenders
pass through our courts he believes that
both the cause of and the solution to this
problem lies with three of our most common
institutions — the home, the church and
the school.

"If young people have a happy situation
in these three areas we need have no fears
for their future,” he said. "But if the family
is not happy you can expect the worst."

He said that most of those who pass
through the courts have had nd church con­
tact whatsoever.

CTANDING on a cold, rain-swept hillside, overlooking tho
** little village of Aberfan, Wa.es, I shlvored white reading
the words ol a memorial plaque located at the entrance to a
beautiful rose garden. The meta.lie sign read: "To Those We
Love So Very Dear.y and Miss So Very Much.”

Those twelve words have been left in remembrance of
Aborfan’s greatest tragedy which occurred on the morning
of October 21, 1966. Dawning like any other day, a.tnough
the rains had been failing for sometime dampening and
loosening the earth in the Taff Vauoy, tne day was soon to
erupt into an agony of body, soul and spirit which to this
very moment is stin a piercing sting wnen talked about.

For years tho coal mine had been transporting to the
top of tne hill all the coal s.ag — the coal waste from the
mines in the vai.ey below. So much had been carried to the
summit that actually two peaks of s.ag had accumu.aled on
tho vailey hilis above the town. Thete they stood like two
foreboding mountainous giants hovering over Aberfan.

That is until the morning of October 21. On that day a
heavy fog covered the hilis and tho vai.ey. The town went
about its usual way of life. Miners went to work; housewives
started their housely chores; children went off to school.
Then, as quietly as yeast growing, having been loosened by
tho recent rains, the peaks of s.ag began cascading down the
hillside. Under tho cover of tho fog, tho ugly slime ran In
huge torrents, taking houses and occupants in its path finally
dumping aimost its entire load on tne senool houso envelop­
ing neariy all its inhabitants in a death-like smothering liquid
waste. Instantly killed wore 116 children. A who.e generation
was removed from the village in one fatal flow of fumes and
force.

That was at 9.15 in the morning. Soon Aberfan’s awful
agony was flasned around the wond. Immediately to this litt.e
town, nested at tne foot of tne bins alongside tne Taff River,
were rushed cables of concern and sentences of sympathy.
Even the Queen journeyed from the pa.aco In London to offer
a conso.ing touch to her We.sh citizens.

Now six years later I had come to Aberfan to visit our
pastor and congregation reminding them of our continued
prayers on their benaif and tne wor.d-wido fellowship of faith
of which they are a part thtough the World Convention of
Churches of Christ.

Our church lost 23 children in that dreadful holocaust.
It was a difficult moment for the parish. At that time the small
Church of Christ congregation did not have a pastor. It
needed a spiritual leader and counsellor. Derek Nuttall was
asked to leave his pastoral charge up north to go to Aberfan;
at least, to look tne situation over for it wouid mean sacrifices
for him and his family. Derek Nuttall and his wife went to
Aberfan. They witnessed the tragedy and camo back saying,
“If we don’t go, we will regret it the rest of our lives."

(Dr. Leo is general secretary for tho World Convention
of Churches of Christ.)
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Today, Derek Nuttall ministers to our small parish at
Aberfan. A miner’s son himse.f, origmai.y from Darbyshire,
De.ek lo.d me: "I don’t know wny I was asked to go to Aber­
fan. I don’t Know, but God nas used me, not as a traditional
minister, but ne nas used me. ’

"Aberfan has given mo.o to me than I have given Aberfan.
I have been pnvr.eged to waten terrib.y, terrib.y hurt people
get up. An J I can near tnern ta.k about tneir dead cm.Oien
witn appropdate sadness but witn mote unde.standing tnan I.”

Though Pastor Nuttall, at 34 years of age, serves the
Aberfan community ana is a ieaaer in tne construction of
tneir new rnemo.ia. community centre, ne spoke tender.y and
witn wisdom.

“I was in the sitting room with one of our bereaved
mothers, bne asxed it I wou.d go witn ner to tne memorial
ga.oen. And I go. And I waten ner pusn two flowers in tne
g.ound wneie ner cni.d was cius.ieu at ms desk. Tnat is
no.y ground, you Know, because or such experiences I snail
never uu tne same againi I nave g.own upl”

Yet this great tragedy is only one of the agonies of
Aberfan tnat nas connonied UeieK Nuitaii.

Following lhe devastating disaster, safety inspectors began
checKing a.i puo.ic bui.umgs. A number were cec.ared unsafe
and ordered to be lazed. one oi tnese was our cnurch bund­
ing. bo dear was tins bunding to members of our cnurch
and aner so recent losses in tne community, a number of
cnuicn families drove out of town for tne day wniie tne
bunding was torn down latner tnan waten its demise.

Four churches lost their buildings in Aberfan. Although
some forms of enuren unity had been piactised in tuo com­
munity pievious to trie disaster, now most of the church
leaders were defimtery changed as a resu.t of lhe tragedy.
Iney became more ecumenica.iy minded.

Derek Nuttall was encouraged. He wanted tho four
churcnos to form a union and use one bunding. Then as a
ro.igious witness to tne community, tneir assets, growth, fin­
ances and mtuie potential wou.d say to Aberfan that “the
Cnu.cn or Curist is essenua.ry, intentiona.iy and constitutionally
one."

At this point, Derek Nuttall met his Waterloo and church
unity suffered a defeat. To tne We.sn Congrcgationa.isls, tne
Eng.isn baptists and Angiicans, piopeity and bandings all
too*  precedence over a spirit of Cnristian oneness. Tne tnreo
enurenes decided to reound, reaving tub Cnurch of Cnrist
wnicn was tne .eader and cnief suppoiter of Cnristian unity
a.one — witnout a ct.aper, as an aging congiegalton and no
funds to rebuild.

What lhe future holds for our Aberfan congregation Is
difficu.t to know. Because oi tnis tenib.e setback to cnristian
unity, many of tne young peop.o in tne town have become
moie committed to tne community ratner titan to the church.
Heie is anolnor agony of Aberfan.

But Dorok Nuttall Is still there today; serving in the name
of Christ, attempting to practiso and promote Christian unity,
witnessing to tho renewa. of life In a community so bereft of
its young lives.

Another agony would bo that wo forgot these people —
our brothers and sisters in Christ. This wo dare not do because
"wo love them so very deany" and when we are not wilt)
them “wo miss them so very much.”

EXPOSITORY PREACHING
To the Editor,

I think there is a specific need for
expository preaching in our churches.

In his book, “Heralds of God,” Dr.
James Stewart called ministers to "give the
strength of your ministry to expository
preaching.”

The purpose of this letter is to express
the opinion that the choice of Bible read­
ings on our church calendar reflects our
own lack of expository preaching.

For about half of the year at least—
between Easter and Christmas—we should
be able to work systematically through the
scriptures.

I do not want to appear unkind to those
who compile the calendar, but 1 believe
we are cutting the nerve of true expository
preaching.

Unfolding the Bible book by book, we
are more likely to help our people with
the hard parts, instead of avoiding them.
We are also more likely to avoid our own
pet subjects, because the Bible has its own
inherent balance.

More important, it would indicate that
we take tlic Bible seriously; that we believe
it contains enough sustenance for a life­
time; that the preacher is really "the ser­
vant of the Word.”

iPAlPERS ON LIFE AND FAITH
THE PILGRIM'S FIRST 300 YEARS It is 300 years since John Bunyan was
released from 12 years in prison. He was soon back and in his second spell wrote
the first part of "Pilgrim's Progress." Speaking at the tercentenary celebrations
at Bedford, England, Malcolm Muggeridge said that Bunyan's time in prison
was a blessing to us all. He was so busy preaching and visiting that he would
never have had the time to write his great books if it were not for his enforced
leisure.
Muggeridge emphasised Bunyan's central message as salvation from sin. "In
'The Pilgrim's Progress' we find no trace of the passionate controversies raging
at the time. Nothing about the monarchy and the republic, the divine right of
kings, the Levellers and other revolutionary movements so cruelly suppressed
by Cromwell. What the Pilgrim is concerned with is his journey to the Celestial
City, not with conditions along the way—draining the Slough of Despond, widening
the path through the Valley of the Shadow of Death, or opening Doubting
Castle to the public. His quest is for salvation, not economic growth . . . Today
it is the other way round . . . Endlessly fed with the news, endlessly exhorted
by pundits of all kinds to consider involvement in this world's affairs as our
foremost responsibility, there is little time for Bunyan's quest for salvation."
The conflict concerning the priorities of the Christian church is the greatest
cause for disunity today. Yet Jesus managed to hold the eternal and material
values in balance. He came preaching God's love and God's forgiveness, but he
also offered food for the hungry and healing for both the sick individual and
the sick society. We must follow Jesus in this. Many of us have just finished
(or maybe started) a study on the needs of the deprived two-thirds of the world,
but Action for World Development must be preceded by, followed by, or
accompanied by spiritual renewal. We cannot preach the gospel with conviction,
if those to whom we preach are hungry and distressed. But we arc not truly
caring for others if we give them flour and deny them the Bread of Life. Those
who have no food need food and the gospel. Those who have plenty of this
world's goods, also need the gospel.
The closing words of Muggeridge on Bunyan arc worth pondering. "At a time
when men are trying to live without God, confident that they can fashion their
own lives and shape their own destiny, Bunyan's simple piety and other-worldliness
makes little appeal. Yet as they flounder on, so materially enriched and
spiritually impoverished, so fabulously strong and perilously insecure, so avid
for happiness and conscious of despair; finding in great wealth, great poverty;
in health, sickness; and in numbers, deception; gorging, left hungry; sedated,
left restless; telling all, hiding all; in flesh united and forever separate; passing
through the valley of abundance that leads through the gardens of fantasy to the
wasteland of satiety — as they flounder on, they may return to Bunyan's
allegory which shows our mortal life, not an inevitable evolutionary or progressive
ascent; rather as a journey, full of pitfalls and false turnings, but, for those
that have eyes to sec, with a destination that can never be lost to view, and a light
to show the way that can never be put out."

In tho
provision of sovon Aged Pcoplo's Homos, a Hostel
for Girls (which C.R.B. always regarded as tho
finest work undertaken by tho Committee) and a
Family Group Homo for Children, all In tho
Incrodlblo 21 years of his retirement.

His statesmanship Is soon In that all ovonuos
of tho lifo and work of tho church received his
Interest and support. His homo becamo tho centre
for tho despatch of parcels ond goods to mission

fiolds both Overseas and Aboriginal, while Homo
Missions benefited from his prayers ond personal
effort. People still talk about tho "Flying Squad”
of young people ho trained and sent out Into tho
churches during his earlier sojourn In this Stato.
Many of our present loaders are thankful for this
beginning in public speaking and witnessing. C. R.
Burdou saw tho vision of a Collego that could
corry this work through In n greater way. Konmoro
Christian College is probably his greatest monu­
ment.

His memory will also bo enshrined In tho work
of men and women across Australia who caught
something of his spirit and learned from him
that oven "a world boator of nn Idea" (ono of his
favourito sayings) needs tho energy of somo per­
sonality to bring It to fruition.

WHO WAS ADAM?

By E. K. Victor Pcarcc. (Paternoster Press). $3.95.
Too often, Christians have been ready to abandon the field

in the face of an expected attack by science, or have been
reduced to affirming their faith in the hope of offsetting the
facts of science. Today, however, men of faith who also have
scientific training, arc ready and competent to use science
itself as an aid to faith. When the theory of evolution started
a battle it was assumed that cither the Bible or the evolutionary
theory would have to go. It took a long time for Christians
to accept the possibility that both could be true and that
evolution could have been God’s method of creative develop­
ment. In the meantime, the scientists themselves have had to
back down on many of the theories that supported a materia­
listic non-thcistic view of the origin of man. Tlic manner in
which the scientists have backed down should be a lesson to
them — and to us. Victor Pcarcc calls his first chapter, “Aban­
doned Theories." The theory that the babe in the womb climbs
his own family tree by showing fish and monkey characteristics,
is finished. And today, no anthropologist believes that man is
descended from monkeys. Gone too, is the notion that the
human body retains obsolete organs or characteristics that arc
hangovers from millions of years ago. Nor is it even maintained
that larger brains and skulls necessarily indicate greater intelli­
gence. But it is generally acknowledged that earlier tyncs of man
died out and that all races now living were descended from
one stock.

Pearce aligns Genesis chronologically with Prehistory and
scientific discovery. He traces the storv of the Old Stnnc Age
Man and the New Stone Age Man (Adam) whose Garden of
Eden is seen as the expression of the New Man’s horticultural
revolution under the Guidance of God. There is also nn
extremely interesting discussion on the genetic significance of
the DNA code. (ONA stands f<->r denxvriho ntHHc arid) whirh
transmits genetic information for the reproduction of another
person, animal, or plant through chromosomes and genes. All
of these factors arc blended by Pcarcc with a conservative view
of the scriptures including the Vircin Birth. He uses the pro­
logue of John’s GospcI to state that the ‘“Word.*  who himself
coded all life in the beginning. graciously allowed himself to
become coded in the DNA of the Incarnation.”

We confess that something of the glorious mvstcrv of the
Incarnation suffers from the description that “the Holy Spirit
was active, organising and making available the nucleic acids,

with their sugar and phosphate bonds . . . All the fullness of
the Trinity would be involved in those 23 chromosomes prepared
for fusion with the ovum of the Virgin — the Holy Spirit assemb­
ling the DNA code bases, the Father sending forth the Word
and the Word Himself becoming recorded upon those bases.”

We may resist the idea of the Incarnation being reduced
to a biological formula, but the birth of Jesus was a birth which
did follow a conception, and it did involve the transmission of
genetic characteristics. Pearce didn’t invent the rules. He simply
applies them in a very readable book that could provoke much
discussion. y

VISITORS FROM KOREA
Dr. and Mrs. Yoon Kwon Chae from the

Korean Churches of Christ spent four
weeks in visiting the churches in most
States.

Their visit has strengthened the link
which began in 1968 when the Overseas
Mission Board was advised that our

Korean church members were suffering as
a result of severe famine. Concerned
brethren gave help greatly appreciated by
our Korean churches.

When the famine was over, some finance
w'as still available, and it was used to
assist pastors and their families in times of
sickness.

The first Church of Christ in Korea was
established in 1928 by Nakso Sung, at a
place called Booyo, with a membership of
33 adults. Dr. Chac’s father, Sanghyun
Chae, w'as one of the pioneer preachers.
Despite suffering and persecution during
the Japanese occupation and the Korean
War (1950-1953). there has been amazing
church growth. Today there arc over 150
Churches of Christ in Korea.

We have been challenged by the zeal of
the Koreans to preach the gospel, not only
in Korea, but in other countries. We have
been deeply impressed by the commitment
of Korean Christians in their attendances
at the Dawn Prayer meetings, despite the
freezing temperatures of their winter. We
have been amazed when told that ice on the
surface of ppols is broken in order to
conduct baptisms during winter.

Dr. and Mrs. Chae have told of their’
work in the Geon Christian Children’s
Home and how this work w'as established
when a few years ago they were advised
of the plight of a small child. This child
and another had huddled together and
tried to sleep on a pavement in Seoul.

During the night one child was frozen to
death. When the Chaes heard of this they
took the child that had survived into their
home, and this was the beginning of their
orphanage.

Dr. Chae is the founder and President
of the Korean Christian Seminary where
150 students arc enrolled. Most of the
students are very poor. Dr. Chae was con­
cerned over one student who obviously
W'as unwell and appeared to be anaemic.
On questioning him, he discovered he had
been frequently attending the hospital to
sell his blood in order to obtain money
to pay his fees.

In 1963 he established a Bible Corres­
pondence School which has an enrolment
of 5,000 students. Included in this course
are lessons in Braille for blind students.
He is the author of several books.

As a result of this visit we have a
greater understanding and appreciation of
the work and witness of Korean Churches
of Christ, and how it is possible to share
with them in missionary outreach.
