NEW FATHEE
The so called "traditional roles" of

mother and father appear to be clear-out.
The father is considered the head of the
household, the breadwinner, the strength
of the home, the dominant one. The
mother is supposed to be the homemaker,
who gives the family circle a gentle touch.
She is the submissive one.

Since roles are never clear cut except in
stereotypes, this appears to be largely a
myth. In the best of family relationships,
there is always a blurring of roles.

Sociologists are saying that something
pretty startling seems to be happening to
modern fathers. They are really getting
interested in their children! After
centuries of being the slightly shadowy
figure who mysteriously goes out of the
house in the morning and comes back at
night just in time to read a bedtime
story—if he is not too tired—and only
really comes alive on Saturday and
Sunday, father is suddenly becoming the
major influence in the family.

The "new" father no longer considers
child care to be strictly women's work.
He is much more aware of his child's
emotional needs. One reason for the
change may be that the current
generation of fathers felt abandoned by
their fathers who were away too often on
business or war. But whatever the reason,
the result is encouraging in our day when
many are ready to knock the family and
prophesy its ultimate disintegration.

The new father is seen by some as
probably being more crucial to the
healthy development of children than
mothers, because he can encourage the
child to reach out and cope with the
world, and he becomes a model for
getting along with others. It has been
found that children who don't get
adequate fathering in the first two years
of life have more trouble later, both
academically and socially.

The new father is well in the picture
even before the child is born, keeping the
expectant mother in what may be called a
good frame of mind by "understanding"
for yearning for Caramello chocolate at
two o'clock in the morning and her
inexplicable bouts of weeping. The new
father is often present at his child's birth,
and his presence from birth keeps the
relationship between mother and child
from getting too intense and exclusive, so
that some hospitals, particularly in
America, encourage fathers to begin

caring for their new-born immediately
after birth, sometimes allowing them to
sleep in an adjoining room at the hospital.

The new father spends more time at
home. Stuart Turner, a middle bracket
executive with a London ship-broking
partnership, recently refused promotion
on the grounds that he would be away
from home at a time when his young
children were growing up. At first his
boss didn't think he was serious, he
couldn't believe anyone would turn down
the job for a reason like that. "But to
me" said Turner, "fatherhood is the most
important job I've ever had. How can I do
it properly if I'm never in the home?"

But the most fundamental requirement
of fatherhood must be Christian faith.
There is a sad and poignant story
concerning Charles Finney, the American
preacher. The night he was converted he
went home and told his father. He said,
"Father, you are now an old man, your
children are grown up, and I have never
heard a prayer in my father's house!"
Fathers need all the help they can receive
from God.

When our children are in infancy we
think there is plenty of time to share with
them, teach them all they need for their
growth to Christian maturity. Then
suddenly, one day, the boy is a man, the
girl is a woman, about to make their way
in the world. A father realises he has used
up all his opportunity, all his time for
fatherhood. Then a father asks some
questions, and hopes for good answers:

DID I SPEND ENOUGH ON MY
CHILDREN?

Not money—that is the easiest, and, in
a sense, the least important thing a father
can give his children-but enough of his
time, enough of his mind, enough of his
own soul. As Paul wrote to some whom
he called his "children." "I will not be a
burden, for I seek not what is yours, but
you; for children ought not to lay up for
their parents, but parents for their
children. I will most gladly spend and be
spent for your souls." (11 Corinthians
12:14,15) Of course Paul's "children" 

here are adult Christians, but the
principle is the same for any father and
children. Did I really give enough of
myself for my children's growth? Gladly
spending myself for their souls? Did I give
to my children without expecting a
return in kind? A father's love gives itself
freely, and is not dependent on return.

DID I GIVE MY CHILDREN ENOUGH
ENCOURAGEMENT?

"Fathers" wrote Paul in Colossians
3:21, "do not provoke your children lest
they become discouraged." It is
significant that Paul addressed this word
to fathers. Perhaps because mothers have
a kind of divine patience, but fathers are
more likely to misuse their adult powers.
A father should be able to make his
children feel that he believes in them
expects the best of them, so that they
come to believe in themselves.

Joseph P. Kennedy was fiercely proud
of his brilliant children, always doing all
he could to encourage and foster their
personal confidence. On the occasion of
one of the late John Kennedy's
memorable television debates with rival
Presidential candidate, Richard Nixon,
the young Senator telephoned his father
to get his reaction. He turned from the
phone after talking with his father and
said, "I still don't know how I did. If I
had slipped and fallen flat on my face,
Dad would have said "The graceful way
you picked yourself up was terrific!"
Happy the son who has such a father.

DO MY CHILDREN'S MEMORIES OF
HOME GIVE STRENGTH?

The memory of shared ideals and
purposes, common high efforts which a
family has known together, is one of the
stoutest reinforcements for living today.
Great character emerges out of what a
family gallantly tries to become over the
years. Charles Poore wrote, "Time can be
used more than once, particularly
through memory. To have a reservoir of
memories to fall back upon when disaster

CHURCHES OF CHRIST AND ECUMENISM

2. The “Restorationist” Stream
In the United States the

"Restorationist" stream is very strongly
represented in those churches that broke
away at the turn of the Century, calling
themselves Churches of Christ. They are
also distinguished by their refusal to use
instrumental music in worship. They
sincerely believe that they are the
restored New Testament churches. For
them, valid unity is the fellowship of
congregations like themselves. Forthem,
Christians are believers, immersed for the
remission of sins, into the restored New
Testament churches. Naturally they will
have no dealings with any other churches
or councils of churches, believing in all
sincerity that they are not Christian. Any
contact they have with "other Christians"
is not to find a basis of unity with them,
but to lead them to Christ and into the
true New Testament church.

"INDEPENDENTS"

The "Restorationist" stream is also
seen in those Restoration Movement
churches in the United States who are
generally called, for the sake of
convenience, "Independents," because
they do not participate in the
organizational activities of the Disciples'
Brotherhood. Some of their missioners
have come to Australia and conducted
missions in some of our churches. They
also claim to be New Testament churches
and feel unable to recognise as Christians,
those who are not immersed believers.
They also believe in Christian unity, but
not through discussions with the
denominations. They are earnestly
dedicated to the working out of the plea
for unity by baptizing as many believers
as they can, and bringing them into
"churches after the New Testament
order."

Naturally they cannot, in all honesty,
participate in the ecumenical movement,
nor in any councils of churches. But by
the same token, neither will they
participate in Billy Graham crusades,
Keswick-type conventions, Navigators,
"undenominational missions", I.V.F.,
World Congress of Evangelism,
Underground Evangelism, and the like. A
lot of Australians do not realise this
consistency of position of the American
"Independents" and Churches of Christ.
Perhaps their only inconsistency is that
they sing the hymns of the unimmersed.

IN AUSTRALIA

In the early days of the Restoration
Movement in Australia there was strong
emphasis on both the "Unity Principle"
and the "Restoration Principle". One
only has to read the magazine, tracts and
books (e.g. "That They All May Be
One.") of those days to be aware of this.
In missions and gospel services the plea
for Christian Unity was preached in no
uncertain way. We believed that we had
the answer to a divided church and
denominational rivalry. It was the organic
union of all Christians through the
restoration of New Testament
Christianity. We believed that our
churches were in fact New Testament
churches and thus a pattern of the
congregations of the future united
church. Modern members of Australian
Churches of Christ who have misgivings
about Christian union, believing that
Christ only intended a loose sort of
"spiritual" unity, or believing that there
can be no unity before the Second
Coming, should remember that these
views are innovations among us and were
not accepted by our fathers, who believed
in and prayed for organic union. Sir
Irving Benson, writing over thirty years
ago in "The Age" about Churches of
Christ, titled his article, »"The Church
Which Began to Unite All Churches." The
article was reprinted by the Austral
Company as a tract, and was distributed
by the thousands by our people.

Active participation by members of
Australian Churches of Christ in the
Christian Endeavour Movement,
Temperance Societies, the Bible Society;
Ministers' Fraternals and mass evangelistic
crusades brought them into close
co-operation with members of other 

churches. This tended to strengthen the
"Unity Principle" among us and
weakened to some extent the
"Restoration Principle". Large numbers
of our people began to accept
un-immersed church people as Christians,
showing the "fruits of the Spirit" in their
lives. Our communion tables began to be
opened to "those who loved the Lord."
In doing this we did not think of
ourselves as unfaithful to the plea for
unity through restoration. Rather we
looked on the new co-operation as a step
towards the time when we could come
with our brothers of other churches to
find with them a basis for unity, in the
New Testament.

UNHAPPY ABOUT CO-OPERATION.

However, we need to remember that
some among us have by conviction,
continued in a "Restorationist" stream.
They have never been happy about
co-operation, be it with councils of
churches, or Keswick conventions. In all
sincerity they cannot call Christian those
who are unimmersed. They do not call
them non-Christian either, leaving to God
the prerogative of deciding the issue.
They prefer the Lord's Table to be only
for immersed believers.

They believe that all forms of
interdenominational and
undenominational fellowship have
weakened our witness and dulled the
"cutting edge" of our plea. They no
longer emphasise unity because, for them,
the word now has connotations of
compromise. But they still hold the
"Unity Principle" as valid, believing that
unity would come if the denominations
would discard their traditions and accept
the baptism of the New Testament and
the New Testament order of things, as
seen in the life of Australian Churches of
Christ before inter-denominational
co-operation dulled the purity of the
stream. Their method of convicting the
other churches of this is to convince
individuals "one by one". Mostly they are

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CHAPEL OPENING AT
NAMBOUR, QLD.

Mr. Evan Adermann, M.H.R. for
Fisher, officially opened the Nambour
Chapel in its new location on Saturday,
July 21. Seventeen years previously, his
father, whom Evan has succeeded as
Member for Fisher in the Australian
Parliament, opened the original building.
The relocation was due to expansion of
the High School at Nambour, resulting in
the resumption of the church property.

Mr. Adermann told of the pleasure
and joy it gave to perform this function
since he and his family are now
worshipping with the Church at
Nambour.

In his address, Evan covered the
carefully recorded history of the Church
of Christ in Nambour. In June 1945, a
group of isolated members from
Woombye, Nambour and Palmwoods met
for communion, first in the E. J.
Kingston family home at Woombye, then
in the Palmwoods School of Arts and
later the Friendly Society's Hall in
Nambour. In 1950, the church appointed
its first Elders and Deacons, and in 1951
was affiliated with the Conference of the
Churches of Christ in Queensland.

Purchase of land in Coronation Drive
was.authorised in 1954 at the price of
four hundred pounds. A new chapel was
built and opened on July 21,1956, by C.
F. Adermann M.H.R. Records show that
the cost of the building was £1672. The
Church at Nambour has always kept
excellent records of meetings with details
of the president at the Lord's Table, the
preacher, often the theme of his message
and comment by the secretary, Many
names well-known in Churches of Christ
in Queensland are listed amongst the
preachers. Included amongst these were
A.J. Fisher, C.R. Burden, F. Beams, J.
Clothier and many well-known figures of
today, including G. Haigh, R. Cardew, V.
Parker, S. Vanham, K. Burkhead, G.
McKelvie and many others. The name of
Evan Adermann is shown in the record.
On this occasion the record did not note
what the theme was, nor did it record the
secretary's opinion of the quality of the
message!

Today we open and dedicate a new
Chapel, a lovely building here in National
Park Road, and a new milestone in the
life of the Church of Christ in Nambour.

"We love to refer to ourselves as the
Restoration Movement," said Mr
Adermann. "Our written constitution and
basis of faith and practice is the Bible 
1973

alone, our Head the Lord Jesus Christ
Himself, our model the first Christian
Church as revealed in the Book of Acts.
Known as Christians only, we are of
course not the only Christians, and on
this day we are very happy indeed to have
the fellowship of many other Christians
from other fellowships."

In continuing his personal testimony,
Mr. Adermann said "It was about 35
years ago in a Tent Mission at the Church
of Christ in Kingaroy I took Jesus as my
Saviour and Lord. Of all the decisions I
have made in life, of all the stands I have
taken, that was the most vital and most
important I have ever made. As a family,
we have always resolved that each Lord's
Day would find us in the Lord's House.
As a nation, we must seriously note the
scriptural injunction righteousness
exalteth a nation but sin is a reproach to
any people. History records the
disintegration of even the greatest
civilisations when they have turned from
God. Never in the history of our nation
has such a responsibility rested upon the
Christian Church, and Christian people to
stand up and say. Thus saith the Lord.

"One of my happiest discoveries since
entering Parliament is to discover an

"We opened today a building, but there
is not one of us who does not know that
the Church is not merely a building, it is a
body of Christian people and the future
history of the Church of Christ in
Nambour and indeed the Church
universal will depend on the faithfulness
and steadfastness of its members."

Mr. and Mrs. Frank Beale, pioneer missionaries to New

Guinea concluded their extended period of deputation in July,
and are now living in Townsville.

The announcement of their resignation and expression of
appreciation has already been made, but it is fitting as they
settle into a new life at Townsville, that as a Brotherhood, we
convey our sincere appreciation to them for their years of
dedicated missionary service.

Mrs. Win Beale (nee Waterman) went to the New Hebrides,
as a missionary nurse in 1952 and when she returned for
furlough in 1954, she and Frank were married. They went to
the New Hebrides in 1955 and served in school and general
church work at Duindui on Aoba, and Ranwadi on Pentecost.

On returning to Australia in 1957 for furlough, they were
approached by the Overseas Mission Board to pioneer a new
work in New Guinea. The Beales had become greatly attached
and devoted to the work in the New Hebrides, but after much
prayer, agreed to accept the appointment to New Guinea. Mr.
Beale returned for a brief period to the New Hebrides in 1957
to complete some work at Ranwadi, pack their goods and say
farewell to the New Hebridean people.

On May 20, 1958, Mr. Beale and Harold Finger arrived in
Port Moresby to meet Government officials and establish a
relationship in preparation for the commencement of our
mission work in New Guinea. Mrs. Beale had remained home
in Australia to wait until things were in readiness for her and
the children to go to New Guinea.

On June 13, Mr. Beale and Mr. Finger went to Bogia to
make a general survey of the surrounding area, to ascertain the
possibility of commencing missionary work. On July 2, an
invitation was received from the men at Tung village, about 25
miles from Bogia, to set up a mission, and the work began
there on July 23, On November 27, Mrs. Beale and the
children arrived.

From that small beginning at Tung, the Beales and their
fellow workers have rejoiced to see the work of God expand
along the Ramu River, across to the Keram River, into the
Schrader Ranges and the vast Grass Country between the
Keram and Sepik Rivers. The first baptisms took place in
November 1963, and today our church membership in New
Guinea approximates 500 and churches continue to grow and
multiply as new areas open up to the gospel.

The church growth in New Guinea is the result of dedicated
service given by the Beales and their co-workers in the gospel,
and the blessing the Lord has given to their ministry.

We can say of them as Mark wrote, "they went forth and
preached everywhere, while the Lord worked with them, and
confirmed the message by the signs that attended it." Mark
16:20.

On behalf of the Brotherhood we express appreciation to
Frank and Win and the children, Marilyn, Gwennyth, and
John, and pray for the Lord's abundant blessing upon them as
they serve Christ in the home land.

million so that land on the Mount of
Olives may be purchased and retained as a
garden and spiritual centra rather than be
built on commercially.

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BUDDHISM WINS INDIA’S ‘UNTOUCHABLES’
For 3000 years millions of Indians

have qualified as the most miserable,
woebegone, despised class of human
beings on earth. They were given this
distinction more than 3000 years ago and
have never lost it.

Numbering today between 80 and 100
million persons, their debased way of life
is rooted deep in the caste system of
traditional Hinduism.

Despite constitutional prohibitions,
despite efforts of social reformers, and in
the face of professions of horror by every
political Party and by religious leaders,
they continue to live in forced, degraded
backwardness, especially in rural areas
where 90% of them dwell.

The late Mahatma Gandhi called them
"Harijans" (Children of God). "Socially,
they' are lepers,” said Gandhi,
"economically, they are worse than
slaves; religiously, they are denied
entrance to the places we miscall houses
of God."

Since the mid-1950's as many as two
million of India’s Hindu outcasts have
embraced Buddhism.

Last March, some 2500
untouchables-barefoot, wrapped in
tattered clothes—travelled to New Delhi 

from dozens of remote villages scattered
across the northern Indian province of
Uttar Pradesh.

As they assembled near the centre of
the city, the saffron-robed Dalai Lama,
exiled Buddhist god-king of Tibet, led the
group of menial laborers, servants, and
street sweepers, in a series of chanted
pledges, at the end of which they
dedicated themselves to "establish
equality in human society."

In unison they chanted, "I shall not
steal. I shall not lie. I shall not take
liquor. I shall abide by the ideals of
wisdom, morality and compassion.' I
hereby forsake the Hindu religion. I
believe that I am reborn into a new way
of life."

Buddhism is a natural refuge for the
untouchables. Unlike Hinduism it is a
classless religion that emphasises freedom
and the attainment of happiness in the
here and now, rather than in the
hereafter.

The new converts know well enough
that their new Buddhism is not going to
change their relationship with the high
caste Hindus in their own villages.

To the long distance observer comes
the question, "Did not the Christians
have anything to say, and to do, to show
that the way of Christ is the way of
freedom and dignity?"

A.B.C. OF THE BIBLE
Prayer consists of man's thanksgiving, confessions,

entreaties, praises, meditations, intercessions and petitions to
God and God's reaction, guidance and answers to man. The
words involved in prayer are numerous.

In the O.T. prayer developed in concept from primitive
forms of bargaining with God (Gen. 28:20-22), conversations
with God (Gen. 3:8-19) to asking for guidance (Exo. 9:22-23)
and reflective meditation (Jer.) and liturgy (Psalms). The
prophets strongly developed the concept of prayer as more
than ceremony. It involved sincerity and moral acceptability
(Amos 4:4-5, Isa. 1:1-11, Hos. 6:6, Mich. 6:6-8).

Prayer involved recollection of God's acts in history (Deut.
4:9, 32-9, 7:18-19). Prayer was used as meditation by
Jeremiah to consider the situation aloud with God (Jer.
10:23-4, 11:18-20). Prayer was also used as a liturgy of praise
(Psalms 17, 86, 90, 102 etc). Isa. 6 gives an individual
experience of prayer.

In the N.T. the commonest words for prayer all refer to
asking God.

In gospels Jesus prays at every key event in his life, before
and after great decisions, in moments prior to sleep and in the
early morning quiet. He would also have prayed at the table in
the home, at sun-up and sundown, in the synagogue and at the
Passover as was required. A number of parables concern prayer
(Luke 18) and the Lord's Prayer was given as a guide for his
disciples (Matt. 6:9-13).

All Paul's letters reflect his prayers for the recipients both
at the beginning and end and in many throughout.
Thanksgiving and petitions are numerous (Rom. 15:5-6, Phil.
1:9-11, Col. 1:9-12). Hebrews develops the concept that
prayer is the drawing near to God through Christ. By our faith
we approach with confidence. (Hebs. 10).

PRAYER
DICTIONARY.

Prayer is a form of communication between God and man
usually by man voicing his concerns to God.
FOR TODAY.

Most people must sweat before they pray. Desperation
drives them to their knees. "All is lost! To prayers!" (The
Tempest. Scene 1). In time of desperation many have found
prayer a sustaining power. Harry Fosdick’s "The Meaning of
Prayer" grew out of an emotional collapse that led to the
discovery of the power available. However, it is sensible to
learn to pray before the storm.

God uses our resources to answer our prayers. The offered
bread and fish of the small boy provided the basis for a large
answer to prayer. Frequently, people pray without offering
the resources. Prayer for Missions without gifts attached limits
the response to the prayer request. Prayer prior to a gospel
service by the very people who should be bringing the
unconverted limits the response to the gospel. We must pray
and provide.

In the Bible the scene of prayer is everywhere—prayers are
offered from persons in storms, in gardens and even in the
belly of a great fishl Anywhere is a place to pray and anytime
is a good time. One man prays every time his car stops at a red
light. One woman every time she washes dishes.

Prayers are always answered. "No" is also an answer.
Frequently, we discover that refusal to grant requests asked
with good intentions but with limited knowledge is the best
answer. God may answer our intention by denying our
request. "Wait" is another answer to prayers that are not
granted. This prayer will be answered positively but in God's
time not ours.

so the other night we attended a lecture on the subject by an
impressive looking anthropoligist. He spent a lot of time talking
about how bad the missionaries had been for the Aborigines, in
leading them away from tribal traditions and folk ways, and in
getting to dress in white man's ~ast-offs, and in "brain washing"
them with an alien religious culture. He made it so clear that
missionaries were the villains of the piece that I almost looked under
the bed before retiring, lest a missionary be there to do me harm in
the night.

But I lay awake reflecting. I wondered who but the missionary
with all his faults and old-fashioned ways amongst Australian whites,
in the last hundred years, has alone forgotten race and colour and
gone to the Aborigines as brothers. I asked myself what political
opportunists and "band-wagoners" were doing for Aborigines before
they became political capital, or something to demonstrate to the
"establishment" about. And I wondered how much interest
anthropologists would take in Aborigines if they didn't provide them
with the means to get university degrees and fascinating outdoor
research jobs.

I began to wonder, if you could measure love with some sort of
machine, how the anthropologists would make out alongside the
missionaries. With all that I began to fall asleep, but not before
looking under the bed in case there was an anthropologist there!

To the Editor,

In the light of Western Australian
Conference motion regarding withdrawal
from the World Council of Churches, we
must look again at what is commonly
believed among us about the position of
churches of Christ and ecumenism, and
the principles which brought us into
being as a people.

The Christian Church is entrusted with
the message of reconciliation (2 Cor.
5:18-19). But how dare we preach the
reconciliation of races, nations, classes,
and individuals, while division remains
and the. Gospel of Reconciliation is
denied in the very lives of those
proclaiming it? The 'sad', 'accursed,'
'unnatural and anti-Christian' divisions
within the Church scandalise it in the
eyes of the world just as if, to use the
metaphor of E. L. Williams, the members
of a temperance society were always
drunk.

The Body of Christ, the Church, is
essentially one and Christ prayed that it
would never fall from this ideal (John
17:21). His prayer implies that the unity
of the Church is visible, since its purpose
is that the world may be impressed and
believe. To believe, it must see manifest
unity, not manifest division. The N. T.
concept of unity is both spiritual and
visible, and it is for this ideal that I
believe we as Churches of Christ have
always sought

The World Council of Churches is a
fellowship of churches which confess the
Lord Jesus Christ as God and Saviour
according to the Scriptures. It is essential
that if our particular witness to the truth
as we see it is to be maintained, our
involvement in ecumenical encounter
through the World Council of Churches

Neil Gilmore, B.A., B.D., minister of

our Brighton church in Victoria, was
elected as President of the Australian
Council of Churches at the General
Meeting of the Council on August
10-14th. This is the first time that the
president has been a member of Churches
of Christ.

Mr. Gilmore succeeds Bishop David
Garnsey, of Gippsland, and will hold
office until the next General Meeting of
the Council in February 1975. Then he
will be eligible for re-election for a
further term.

Neil Gilmore's personal involvement
through the Central Committee of the
World Council of Churches with
Christians in Africa and Asia has led him
to plead strongly for justice, especially
for those oppressed by racial
discrimination. But the motivation is the
conviction that this is an essential part of

the ministry of Christ in reconciling the
world.

When an interviewer from Channel O
asked what new moves he would like the
Council to make, Neil Gilmore's reply
was typical — short and to the point.
Initiatives were needed in the field of
witness, he said — that is in evangelism.
He sees that as fundamental to the
ministry of reconciliation.

Those who have worked closely with
him know that he will bring.positive but
balanced leadership to the Council. He
will be broad in his appreciation of
others, but he will be firm in his
insistence that all must stand under the
lordship of Christ. His deep concern for
sound Biblical scholarship will continue
to cause him to call for facing differences
realistically. That will help all churches to
consider again the witness of the
Scriptures.

He will value your prayers for this
important task to which God has called
him at this time.

A JOYFUL KIRCHENTAG
The 15th German Kirchentag — the

joyful Kirchentag — drew to a close on
July 1 at Dusseldorf with a service
attended by 25,000 people. Among them
were representatives of the Protestant
churches, the Roman Catholic Church
and figures prominent in public life,
including President Gustav Heinemann of
the Federal Republic of Germany. Having
given one of the major addresses at the
first Kirchentag in 1949, he this year
participated in the working group on
"Living Ecumenically".

Dr. Philip A. Potter, general secretary
of the World Council of Churches, spoke
at the closing service. Recalling that the
Kirchentag had always been ecumenical
in orientation and programme, bringing
the Gospel to the whole man in the whole
world, he welcomed the theme of this
year's gathering-"Not by Bread Alone".

The ecumenical leader saw the theme
as a call to repentance, to a new type of
thinking in which God and world, cross
and resurrection, bread and Word would
no longer be torn apart. "In this
repentance begins the new quality of life

that everybody talks about today", he
said.

"We are brothers of Him who
described himself as the bread of life",
Dr. Potter stated. The daily bread of his
human brothers was for Jesus as central
as the bread of communion with
God—the Word of God, he said. The two
belong together because one is rooted in
the other.

The Word that God utters is the power
that creates and sustains our common
life. It works righteousness and justice
among us. Therefore it is the Word of
God which creates community and
fellowship.

"We are still far from a world
community in justice", he said.
Christianity can, however, contribute to
it if Christians become able to incarnate
the Word of God as justice happening in
community. Christians who live out of
their brotherhood with Jesus Christ
search for brotherhood with all men by
struggling for justice for all.

"When people are changed by the living
Christ, they start looking beyond their
own needs to the needs of others," he
said.

World Vision became a modern-day
pioneer of evangelical social action when
it began during the Korean war. It now
operates in 30 countries with programs of
emergency relief, evangelism, leadership
training and childcare.

"We have two main methods of getting
the job done," Mr. Irvine said. "World
Vision either co-operates with evangelical
missions in the countries of need, or
works directly through the national
church."

Collingwood Church of Christ is 105 years old.
To mark its birthday, the National Trust has ordered that the church be

preserved.
The church, in Stanton. Street, is considered essential to the heritage of

Australia and must be looked after, the Trust said.
The minister, Steve Downie, said it

was a heartening decision by the Trust to
preserve what was one of the few
remaining landmarks in Collingwood.

"I am proud and delighted to know
that such interest has been shown in our
building, although it is against my better
judgement to say so.

"I believe that a church is not just a
building but is the people who worship in
it," he said.

Miss E. M. Darke, from the Trust, said
that the building was described as a
"strongly expressed design in stucco
pediment motive supported and flanked
by Corinthian columns and pilasters."

The church was designed by J.
Rankine in 1869, and is a scaled down
replica of Spurgeon's tabernacle in
England.

Spurgeon was a famous Baptist 

preacher of the 19th century.
"His Church seated 3000, ours has the

capacity for 450."

Mr. Downie attributes the excellent
state of preservation of the church to the
hard work of handymen in the
congregation.

The convener of the Collingwood
Residents' Association's historic buildings
committee, Raphael Byron, said that he
was pleased to see The Trust's interest in
the Collingwood area.

The church celebrated the anniversary
with a combined church service, with
congregations from the Abbotsford
Baptist, the Rumanian Baptist, the North
Fitzroy Church of Christ, the Noone St..
Mission in Clifton Hill, and the Palmer St.
Mission in Fitzroy joining the
Collingwood group.

BOOK REVEIW
The Strange Silence of the Bible in the Church

By James D. Smart. S.C.M. $2.95.
From my observations as a pastor this book focuses upon a

problem that really exists within the churches—the fact that
the regular neglect of the Bible by the members of our
churches has reached epidemic proportions. Smart sees the
problem as arising from several causes; the attitude of Liberal
Christianity which ought to excise from scripture all that it
found disagreeable and therefore left a Bible that was largely
irrelevant; the attitude of a Fundamentalist Christianity that
has buried its head in the sand from all recent scholarship and
research and has left it a book of the past no longer grappling
with the real life of the present; and the attitude of historial
critical scholarship that has failed to bring out the theological
message of scripture.

Smart suggests that rather than look for the authority of
scripture in an infallible book or an infallible church its
authority will be revealed when its message is expounded and
understood. He goes on to point to the way that the scriptures
can be interpreted. Ministers need no longer hide from their
congregations the results of recent scholarship, they must use
it and at the same time concentrate on the work of
interpreting the message for today.

It seems to me that this is an important book for college
lecturer, minister and layman pointing the way forward to the
reinstating of the Bible in its rightful place in the life of the
Church.

THE CHURCH BEFORE THE WATCHING WORLD, Francis
A. Schaeffer (I.V.P., 90c, 94pp. paperback).
THE TASTE OF NEW WINE, Keith Miller (Word, $1.55,
127pp. paperback).

Having heard so much about Francis Schaeffer, this
reviewer was keen to read him. High motivation.

Having read this book the only motivation left is to see if
the others can be that bad.

Perhaps it was a bad one to start with. In it Schaeffer
concentrates on the question of the doctrinal purity of the
church. He assumes the widespread presence of doctrinal
impurity, thoughout the world.

The result is a highly judgmental book slamming the
modern church for its "spiritual adultery" and "apostasy."
Sure, the church is not perfect. But even surer is the need to
be positive and constructive, and to head our Lord's dictum,
"Do not judge . . ."

The one saving feature is that Schaeffer pleads that we love
our straying brothers.

Keith Miller's book is everything that Schaeffer's isn't. This
ex-oil company executive simply and humbly traces his own
spiritual development

He directs the book to people who do not know how to
pray, how to witness to others about Christ without being
embarrassed, how to communicate with their families, and
how to live as Christians in their jobs and social lives.

He writes out of his own struggle, and out of some years of
working with lay people in small groups and discovering their
inmost needs.

"The Taste of New Wine" is a first-class book,
recommended for anyone who is keen to have a satisfying
relationship with God and with people.

Dr. Paul White, internationally known
as the Jungle Doctor, has launched an
appeal to meet a medical crisis amongst
Cambodian refugees.

Dr. White said, "Cambodia has a
medical emergency. Australia has one
doctor for every 800 people.
Cambodia—one for every 20,000.

"Men and women and children,
particularly refugees, are suffering and
dying hopelessly—for no other reason
than that there are tragically few doctors
and pathetically few hospital beds and
facilities," he said.

Dr. White said, "World Vision is to
send a team of doctors and nurses to
provide urgent medical services to
refugees. These dedicated Australians
must work with speed and skill. That's
why the help of the Christian public is
needed now."

"Let us help the people of Cambodia
in a united act of compassion," he said.

1. REFUGEE RELIEF
Direct distribution of the most urgently
needed commodities.
2. RESETTLEMENT
Refugees will be housed in planned
village-type centres rather than makeshift
camps. 3. REFUGEE SCHOOLS
Four primary schools will be built and a
fifth remodelled. One thousand children
will be introduced into our sponsorship
program and be given the chance of an
education.
4. EMERGENCY HOSPITAL
A 200-bed hospital will be installed. All
the equipment and furnishings for this
hospital are already in hand.

Mr. Irvine said, "Australia is playing a
special part by providing a medical team
to work among the most needy refugees."

He
draws on wide experience, after serving
with two Australian surgical teams in
Vietnam.

Two teams were
organised to conduct five two-week and
two one-week crusades, with seven
churches of our British brotherhood.
Churches in Great Britain.

Of the 93 reporting to the conference,
only seven have a regular communion
attendance of more than 50 people.
Average attendance throughout England
is 23. The largest has an average of 90.
There are very few teenagers and young
marrieds. There are only about 20
ministers serving local congregations and
circuits. In the past three years, seven
churches have closed down. During the
past year, 70 of the churches reported no
additions by baptism.

The Results.

The response to the meetings was most
encouraging. Non-church members were
present at practically every service. A
number of counselling interviews were 

conducted and hundreds of homes were
visited during the day. On some of these
visits we had opportunity to teach and
preach Jesus Christ.

The Crusade at Tunbridge Wells
resulted in the baptism of one teenager
and four adults. Several also made the
Good Confession at Nelson and
Ulverston, and one teenager at Kirkby.
There were five confessions of faith and
one other request for baptism. Of the
five, two were daughters of an Anglican
clergyman. This resulted in sharing
convictions' on the New Testament
teaching with the local Vicar, who finally
agreed not to prevent their baptism.
These were some of the immediate and
visible results.

One of the great blessings of the
crusades was the uplift and
encouragement to the churches involved
in the meetings and nearby congregations
who supported them. The value of an
intensive Gospel campaign is
immeasurable.
The Future.

Is there anything we can do to help?
Five British churches have already
requested similar, but longer crusades
next year. Several American evangelists
are ready and willing to go.

Such a man is Hwan Muangsap. Not a Church Editor. Not a committee member or

delegate at assembles. Not an administrator. Once a river pirate he is now doorkeeper
of the Thai Church in Nakhon Pathom. About 40 years of age, Hwan had a fascinating
career.

When he tired of piracy he took to growing vegetables and sugar cane at a place
sadly misnamed Lovely Valley. There he came to know 'The Tiger Lady,' herself a
former bandit and now a Christian. She tried to lead Hwan to Christ. At first he was
very sceptical but in 1966, convinced by what he considered to be signs from God,
Hwan became a Christian.

His home at Lovely Valley then became a centre for Christian worship. He had three
lovely little daughters and his wife also became a Christian. But he had his troubles.
Most of his land was confiscated for a Government irrigation project. His baby son
died. Then fellow-villagers taunted him for becoming a Christian. Their explanation of
the child's death was that Hwan had offended the gods.

About this time,however, funds became available from America and the Church in
Nakhon Pathom decided to offer Hwan help to educate his children. He accepted a
post as custodian for the Thai Church. Hwan has a way of dealing with the thieves,
heroin addicts and trouble makers who lived in the area behind the Church. Previously,
they pillaged the chapel and terrorised those who lived nearby. Hwan's green fingers
are also beautifying the surroundings of church and school. (He was appointed to look
after the adjacent Christian Girls' School).

Today this man goes about his humble tasks with a ready smile opening the doors
of the Lord's house for all who would enter. He incarnates the sentiment of the
psalmist: 'I would rather be a doorkeeper in the house of the Lord than dwell in the
tents of wickedness.'

arranged to import 100 tons of special
paper from the Peoples' Republic of
China, according to the Director of the
Bible Society in Hong Kong, Keith W.
