EVANGELISM
— natural, free & homely

There are so many plans by so many
churches of evangelistic action that if
they get off the drawing board and into
action up and down the land, we might
well wonder if the next few years could
not be called "Operation Overfish 1"

Personally, I'm inclined to be hopeful
about it all for at least three reasons:

1. The first is obvious enough. Most of
us now accept the fact that evangelism
need not mean Billy Graham or some big
name and big organisation. The pattern of
evangelistic work tends more and more to
tie in with the ordinary before and after
life-style of a Christian congregation, and
to add strength for a while to its
house-groups, or to enable a parish to set
these up for an ongoing task.

2. Secondly, I believe we are now
mercifully through the worst of our
sometimes almost wilful
misunderstandings about others.

3. The third thing which makes me
hopeful today is the experience of
Christians of what has come to be called
charismatic renewal. By this we mean the
fresh personal and group experience of
the gifts and presence of the Holy Spirit.
Sometimes this is manifested in the gift
of tongues or of healing.

But, as one watches what is going on,
the much more significant sign is an
outpouring of love, and the
determination of those it reaches to stay
as loyal members of their churches, and
to share with everyone else in local,
congregation-based evangelism.

Can we move on, then to asking how
sharing of all this is being done today? It
is intriguing to observe how much of this
has to do with ourselves becoming, and
being seen as embodying, our message.
We are coming out of the period when we
left it all to the specialists or to the
clergy.

Some of our more obviously special
evangelistic activities are not as new,
either, as once they were. Monthly
guest-night services, with or without a
visiting speaker. A six Sundays mission,
with a tailor-made preaching programme
with the preachers encouraged to avoid
using the pulp.it, and to welcome
questions. Coffee mornings, coffee

evenings, teach-in groups frankly
exploratory towards faith-no hysteria,
no pressure, but a plain setting forth of
faith in terms personally understandable.

What about our house-groups and
cells? These too can be points of growth
for the church. Often we fall down by
imagining they will carry themselves
without leadership training, but where a
church includes the sustaining and
inspiration of the leadership group as a
crucial part of its strategy, these
homebased efforts can be effective.

I believe that new things lie ahead for
us all, but these will be experiences and
insights we can only receive if we receive

evangelism, which was a

them together. Basically we Christians
tend to be .Catholic or reformed or
Pentecostal in background and feel.
Each of us, each parish we represent, has
such a foundation or origin. But whereas
in times past we built walls around
ourselves and glared forth over the
ramparts, today we are getting quite bold
in having a look at one another as
brethren in need of each other.

All we have in this one accepting,
forgiving, ever being renewed Body, is not
for us anyhow—it is for all men.

Where we have reached is to say the
Holy Spirit seems to be quietly driving
each congregation in its own place to
renewed and confident efforts to know
Christ better, and make Him. better
known, in a free, natural and homely
way.

-THE ACCIDENTAL
UMMIGRANT

The Prince referred to on the cover was
the Duke of Edinburgh. The year was
1867. The place was Melbourne and the
city was really turned on!

In our day there is a certain coolness
toward Britain and her new Market
friends. We are even having a competition
for a new national anthem. It may be
hard for us to understand the excitement
of Melbourne in 1867, but this was the
first member of the Royal Family ever to
visit Australia and there were no local
heroes against which he had to compete
for attention. The city concentrated upon
its princely visitor and arranged an
exciting round of social engagements. The
Telephone Company even put on what
was called "a daring display of revolving
lights."

They were pretty smart with electricity
in the colonies. As early as 1879 a
football match was played at the
Melbourne Cricket Ground —under
electric lights!

While the Duke was here he laid the
foundation stone for the Melbourne
Town Hall. If you get to the Vic.—Tas.
Conference Rally there this year, the
Duke's Stone is a good place to meet
your friends. It is right on the corner of
Collins and Swanston Streets.

After his masonry duties were over the
city presented the Duke with a trowel of
22 carat gold weighing a pound and a
half, with the handle "surmounted by a
ducal coronet set with diamonds,
emeralds and rubies." Maybe they paid
for this trinket out of their saving on the
governor's salary. When there was a new
vice-regal appointment round about that
time, the governor's salary was reduced
from £15,000 to £10,000 a year. That
was some saving! ~

Melbourne was already the eighth city
of the Empire and Anthony Trollope, the
author, was quite impressed when he
visited Australia. Melbourne, he said, had
even got rid of debtors' prisons years
before they vanished from the scene in
England. His praise of Melbourne was
marred, however, by this extraordinary
statement: "Boastfulness I found

' everywhere (in Australia), but nowhere
louder or more assertive than in
Melbourne." He would never have got to
be King of Moomba!

Celebrating in his own way the coming
of the Duke was Martin Zelius. He was a
pioneer member of our churches and it
was typical of him that while the
emphasis was upon the great, he gave a
three-day feast to the poor.

The poster reproduced on the cover
was the work of the master-printer,
Troedel, and measured 36 by 24 inches.
The poster was displayed all over the city
and showed concern not only for the
hungry poor, but for the spiritually poor.
There was an invitation there for all to
meet with the Christians at the Lygon
Street chapel in Carlton.

Zelius was born in Norway into a
Lutheran family and was brought up in
that church. His mother encouraged him
to go to sea and assured him that if he
kept his mouth clean and his hands clean,
God would prosper him. He did, and God
did!

When Martin's ship reached Melbourne
it was at the height of the gold fever. His
shipmates deserted and headed for the
diggings and Martin was stranded. He did
not follow his mates. He must have had a
pretty good idea where the real gold was
to be found. He got a job in a William
Street restaurant, washing dishes and
peeling potatoes. In a few years he owned
the place. The "Western Dining Rooms"
to which he invited the poor, was his own
business.

He became a member of our churches.
Maybe he was converted by the preaching
of H. G. Picton and James Service who
did a lot of street evangelising. James
Service later became Premier of Victoria.

Zelius helped to establish churches at
Collingwood and North Fitzroy and was
instrumental in bringing from America
men like H. S. Earl, G. L. Surber, H. L.
Geeslin, J. J. Haley and others. He 

opened his own home to most of them.
A.O. Carr was also a close friend. He must
have had a home as big as his heart for,
after marrying a Scottish girl he met in
Carlton, they had to make room for their
ten children.

Ope of his business ventures was to
buy the vessel, "Lady of the Lake" which
he used to trade along the Gippsland
coast. When the railway reached out
towards Bairnsdale, Zelius was quick to
see the writing on the wall for coastal
trade. He sold up and his next venture
was to buy an orchard at Doncaster.

There, in 1888, he built "Plassey", the
most elegant home in Doncaster in its
best days. It is still there in Doncaster
Road, an old grey house with delicate
cast-iron decorations. The facade has
delicate symmetry from the steps with
their decorative urns, the slender cast-iron
verandah posts, up to the slate roof
topped off with fine ridge decorations.

The magnificent cut-glass chandelier
that was in the sitting room is now gone,
but under it, great men like Andrew
Fisher and William Morris Hughes were
pleased to sit as guests of their friend
Martin Zelius.

The grandson of Martin, Albert Zelius,
lives next door to "Plassey". He still has
many of the fine pieces that once made
the Zelius home a showplace. From
Martin's diminished library, Albert
produced a full set of the bound volumes
of "The Australian Christian’Pioneer" to
pass on to Australian Churches of Christ.

When Martin died in 1908, most of his
ten children were with him, and many
well-known citizens followed the
horse-drawn hearse as it made its slow
way to the Old Melbourne Cemetery, an
appropriate burial place for one who had
been so deeply involved in Old
Melbourne's life.

The accidental immigrant had kept his
mouth and hands clean and God had
prospered him.—A.E.W.

BELTANA CAMPS
IVANK HULL
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Just after Christmas, some 326 Christians from 69
countries gathered in Bangkok under the auspices of the
Commission on World Mission and Evangelism of the World
Council of Churches to consider the meaning of Salvation
Today.

Due to the widely diverse experiences
with which Salvation Today participants
began, the result of the meeting could not
be embodied in a theological statement or
message of the kind expected from
ecumenical gatherings. Gn the eve of their
departure participants were able to come
together in a "happening" featuring
songs, art, worship and dance which
many found more liberating than all the

(Bangkok, Thailand)—"We are at the
end of a missionary era and at the very
beginning of the world mission."That is
the way Dr. Emilio Castro, new director

• of the Commission on World Mission and
Evangelism of the World Council of
Churches (WCC) summed up the
"Salvation Today” Conference, in
January.

"We have heard here harsh words on
the missionary enterprise. But now it is
more than emotion—it is theological
reflection. The affirmation of African
culture, the conveying of Indian
spirituality, the challenge to social
revolution are the starting points for a
new day in world mission. The cry for
help from brothers and sisters in Europe,
the expression of. concern for world
mission by delegates of socialist countries
invite us to a new day.

"Our mood should not be frustration
but anticipation," he concluded.

The first purpose of .the World
Conference on Salvation Today was to
celebrate and proclaim the richness of
salvation as a gift of God through the
Holy Spirit, as witnessed to by the
Scriptures, and experienced in many ways
by men and women today in their
struggle for meaning and fullness of life
and for social justice.

The conference had many
experimental aspects.

eleven days were spent in small groups so

Because of its quaint name and the
regular advertisement in the "Australian
Christian", the church at The Patch is
probably one of the best known Churches
of Christ in Australia.

Of the numerous visitors from all over
Australia who come to the Patch, many
confess that, they have been intrigued by
the name and the advertisement.

The Patch is a delightfully scenic spot
between Belgrave and Monbulk in the the
Dandenong Ranges, Vic. The chapel sits
in beautiful surroundings on the slope of
a hill.

Formerly a Union Church it was taken
over by Churches of Christ in 1956, a
very useful hall was added in 1960. All is
now freehold.

The membership is 40, the majority of
which are pensioners. Up until this year,
except for a short term when the late
Arthur Hurren led in part time capacity,
the church has been served by students
and faculty from the College of the Bible.

In 1966, the C.W.F. ladies rented a
shop in Belgrave and commenced an "Op
Shop". It soon became apparent that
there was a tremendous need in the
district among underprivileged families,
single mothers, and deserted wives.
Working in close contact with the Shire
of Sherbrooke's Welfare Officer, The
Patch church has been able to help in
numerous cases of need—by supplying
food parcels, clothing, furniture, paying
rent, S.E.C. bills, paying for families to be
shifted into Housing Commission Flats
and helping in various problems. The
church decided to buy the shop which is
now nearly paid for.

The shop which has taken over
$25,000-00 in six years, is operated by
ten volunteers, two being rostered per
day over the 516 days a week.

In August this year the Shire of
Sherbrooke called a public meeting, and a
Community Aid Service was formed for
the Shire. H. Easton, secretary of The
Patch church was elected to the
committee. This Community Aid Service
is to co-ordinate all organizations within
the Shire who can help in some form of
Social Welfare. The Patch Church
Opportunity Shop is committed to help
wherever and whenever possible.

We count it a privilege to be able to do
this in the name of the Church but we are
conscious of the help, guidance and
blessing our Heavenly Father is giving in
all our activities.

CHURCH PAPER APPEAL

CHANGES HANDS FROM
(Melb.) The Anglican weekly

newspaper "Church Scene" was
commenced in February, 1971, by
Stockland Press in Melbourne. It filled
the gap left by the closing down of the
"Anglican", when the journal's managing
editor, Francis James, disappeared in
China. With Gerald Davis as its Editor,
"Church Scene" rose rapidly in
significance and, most importantly, in
circulation, and it is now greatly
respected for its range of church news
and its probing articles on church mission
and on social issues.

It has now been announced that
Stockland Press have sold the journal to
new proprietors who will trade as Church
Press Ltd. The new directors include Alan
Kerr, founder of the Kerby Furniture
group of companies; Bishop Stanway,
retired Bishop of Central Tanganyika, 

now deputy-principal of Ridley College,
Melb.; Bishop Gerald Muston who, prior
to ordination was a journalist; Robert
Coles, a director of G. J. Coles group; and
John Nash, advertising manager of the
Melbourne "Age". How can they lose?
Gerald Davis will continue as Editor.

OXFAM IS 30
An informal group of concerned

citizens of Oxford met at the Friends'
Meeting House 30 years ago to discuss the
suffering of peoples in enemy-occupied
Europe. They called themselves the
Oxford Committee for Famine Relief,
and began to look into ways of sending
food through the allied blockade.

It is now a permanent organisation
with scores of regional offices and
projects in every area of massive
suffering, whatever the cause.

IRISH LEADERS
The leaders of the main churches in

Ireland, both Roman Catholic and
Protestant, have called on all Christians in
Ireland to help stamp out the wave of
brutal assassinations sweeping the
country. Police figures show at least 121
people to be the apparent victims of
reprisal killings in 1972.

The church leaders said: "The horror
of recent assassinations haunts our minds.
We are conscious of the multiplying
numbers of women and children who are
being robbed of the men they love and
who are living nightly in fear." They
appealed to the whole community "to
root out the evil. Tell the murderers and
assassins they are on their own."—EPS.

WORD TALK. No. 67

A.B.C. OF THE BIBLE

Many Biblical words have the basic idea of fellowship or
sharing. In Classical Greek the word "Communion" was
used to describe the relationship within a marriage, a
business partnership and in religion. Eighteen times it is
used in the N.T. where it speaks of the Christian living and
sharing in partnership of goods, faith, suffering and hope.

In the O.T. God's special Covenant relationship with
Israel was spoken of as a communion. God promised to be
with Israel (Exo.3:12) and the Ark (Num:35-6), the Pillar
of Cloud (Exo.33:7-11) and the Temple of Jerusalem were
symbols of his presence.

God also had a special personal relationship with
individuals, mainly the Prophets, e.g. Isaiah (61:1), Amos
(3:7), and Moses who had a closer relationship with God
than any (Deut.34:10). Both the nation and the individual
by faith had communion with God.

In the N.T., Christians are brought into close contact
with God through Christ. We enter this communion with
God on our conversion and baptism (1 Cor.1:9) and it is
completed in the fulness of life we are sharing after death
(1 Thess.4:17). The Christian can live and die in
communion with Christ (Rom.6).

Because we share in friendship with God we also
participate in friendship with each other. Our brotherhood
is exercised through our common Fatherhood. We belong
to eac.i other because we belong to Christ (1 Cor.
12:12-27) and we need each other to be complete.

Our communion with each other and God is best seen in
the observance of the Lord's Supper (1 Cor. 10:16). This is
the communion we have together with each other and God
as we are brought into the new Covenant with God through
his blood.
DICTIONARY.

Communion means the sharing together as Christians
with each other and God and is seen at its highest around
the Lord's Table.

FOR TODAY.
In the slums of Calcutta, London and Fitzroy a group of

Indian nuns work among the human refuse of society. Their
leader, Mother Teresa, recently said in a worldwide
telecast—"The biggest disease today is not leprosy or
tuberculosis, but rather the feeling of being unwanted,
uncared for, and deserted by everybody. The greatest evil is
the lack of love and charity, the terrible indifference
towards one's neighbour who lives at the roadside assaulted
by exploitation, corruption, poverty and disease." Man
needs communion with his neighbour and with God.

The sense of communion with God and other Christians
has been the single sustaining factor among persecuted
Christians in all ages. Paul persecuted, imprisoned and alone
was sustained by his communion with God (2 Tim.4:17).
His testimony "The Lord stood with me and strengthened
me" has been repeated in every generation by men and
women like Jan Huss, Joan of Arc and Richard Lurmbrand.
Our own Pearl Anderson in a Communist Chinese commune
speaks of the strength she has through communion with
God. I heard Martin Niemoller say after three years in
solitary confinement in Hitler's concentration camp "I
never once felt that I was alone, I always felt that God was
there." Time fails to tell of the testimony of that
communion from Watchman Nee, Haralan Popov and a
multitude of other witnesses. Communion with God and
the saints has strengthened them through persecution
knowing that if they suffer with him they will also be
glorified with Him. (Rom.8:17, Phil.3:8-10).

In an age of increasing isolation man needs communion
with God that is beyond a communion with nature and the
garden. He needs a communion with God expressed
through his fellowship with other people.

RUSSELL BAKER
RETIRES

In 1921, Russell Baker graduated from
the College of the Bible, at the age of 21.
He soon established himself in our
Victorian Brotherhood as one of our able
preachers and a most diligent pastor.
After ministries at Maryborough,
Shepparton, Ormond and Lygon Street,
Mr. Baker became General Secretary of
the B.F.B.S. in Victoria, which position
he held for 25 years.

The name of Russell Baker became
synonymous with the Bible Society right
throughout Australia and beyond. The
head office of the Society in London held
him in high regard. In 1964, our Federal
Conference in Brisbane honoured him by
calling him to occupy the Presidential
chair. In 1965 he represented the
Australian Brotherhood at the World
Convention Assembly in Puerto Rico.

On reaching the age of retirement, Mr.
Baker came to South Australia and for
one year was the Secretary of the
B.F.B.S. in this State. When most men
would consider the time had arrived to
take life a little easier, he offered to go to
Balaklava for a year's interim ministry,
and upon the conclusion of that ministry,
accepted the call of the Ascot Park
Church where he has ministered for the
past three years, concluding his ministry
on Jan. 28.

The following Sunday evening was
designed by the Church to be a service of
praise and thanksgiving. It was presided

over by Don Fenn, and Rev. David Harris,
Secretary of the B.F.B.S., read the
Scripture and led in prayer. I.J. Chivell
gave the address. After the service the hall
was packed with people grateful for the
ministry Mr. Baker had given to them.’ A
varied programme of community singing
and individual items was enjoyed in an
informal atmosphere, after which W.
Bartlett, Conference President, and Rev.
David Harris ■ representing the Bible
Society, and C. Butler, Chairman of the
Overseas Committee, expressed the
thanks of those they represented for the
service rendered by both Mr. and Mrs.
Baker.

YOUTH CONVENTION

The 7th National Youth Convention of Churches of Christ in Australia will be held
in New Zealand, Jan. 4-14,1975.

Four of the ten days will be spent in Christchurch, and six will be spent on the
move around the South Island.

Workshops will be concentrated in the Christchurch section, Bible studies in the
mobile section.

As well as receiving the inspiration of the Convention, conventioners will see such
famous scenic attractions as Mt Cook, Milford Sound, Lake Wakatipu, Haast Pass and
Te Anau.

Post-Convention tours will be available through the North Island, or "tramping'' the
Milford Track.

National Youth Conventions have been held in alternate years since 1963 in
Adelaide, Sydney, Perth, Brisbane, Melbourne and Canberra.

AIMS
Mrs. Avril Chapman, field-worker/secretary for the New Zealand Department of

Christian Education, said recently that efforts would be made to acquaint
Conventioners both with Maori culture and with our New Zealand churches.

Richard Lawton, Director of the Federal Board of Christian Education, said that
the Convention was aimed to provide exposure to another nation, another culture, and
to the New Zealand churches. It was also hoped that the Convention might provide a
boost to our New Zealand young people. t

SAVINGS SCHEME
The Federal Board of Christian Education, which is sponsoring the Convention, has

organized a Savings Club to help make the Convention possible for young people.
Young people will pay $10 deposit, and then $2 or $3 a week for 18 months from

March 3. $3 a week is expected to cover fares and all Convention expenses. The
deposits will attract bank interest, and can be paid weekly or monthly.

REVIEWS
RACISM IN AUSTRALIA: The Australian Experience. Ed.

by F. S. Stevens. Vol. 1 Prejudice and Xenophobia. Vol. 2
Black versus White. (ANZ Book Co. $7.50 each)

Two volumes and 35 articles make up the collection of
documents sub-titled "A Study of Prejudice in Australia".
Sponsored by the United Nations and the Australian
Committee to Combat Racism and Racial Discrimination, the
series (Vol. 3 is yet to appear) should be in the hands of
everyone interested in the black minorities in Australia. Now is
the time for a whole revaluation of the church’s involvement
with them and these two volumes will provide excellent source
material.

The documentation of the physical, psychiatric,
sociological and economic effects of devaluation, prejudice,
paternalism and racism is depressing in the extreme. And it
continues. One of the key issues in both volumes is that too
often and for too long the white man has ignored the rights
and wishes of those we've been helping, evangelising, educating
and saving. The black minorities are now demanding to be,
heard.

Both documents one hopes will find their way into
ministers libraries, ethics lectures at theological colleges,
missionary studies, layman's lounges and committee folders.

POP STARS AND CHRISTIAN EDUCATION
Johnny Farnham, Helen Reddy, Petula Clark, James

Taylor, Franciscus Henri and several other pop/folk singers are
at your service in the February 1973 issue of Immediate
magazine.

Immediate is a guide to the use of media and pop culture,
and the February issue reviews 40 songs—12 pop singles and 2
LPs. Among the songs featured are Johnny Farnham's "Don’t
You Know Its Magic", Helen Reddy’s "I Am Woman" and
Petula Clark's "Wedding Song". The two LPs are Gabriel's
Mother's Highway (Franciscus Henri) and One Man Dog
(James Taylor).

Suggestions are given for the use of these and other pop or
folk songs in youth groups, Christian education classes and
worship.

The magazine is designed primarily for use by youth club
leaders, teachers and ministers, but any women's group could
benefit from the use of the material on "I Am Woman" in the
current issue. Parents for whom pop music is "just a lot of
noise" would be interested in reading about the meaning to be
found in so many popular songs.

Immediate is now beginning its second year of publication,
and is available only on direct subscription from The Joint
Board of Christian Education, 147 Collins Street, Melbourne,
3000. There are six issues per year, and subscription is $2.00
p.a.

A PASTORAL COUNSELLING GUIDEBOOK
Charles F. Kemp (Abingdon) $3.50

Charles Kemp directs the Pastoral Care and Training Centre
of the Brite Divinity School of the Texas Christian University,
a post-graduate school of pastoral counselling. In fact, this
book consists of the notes of the Centre's course.

This is probably the most practical book on pastoral
counselling available. It is designed for the ordinary minister
who so often has to do his counselling in very un-clinical
conditions, in homes, down the street, at the church door, or
in the thick of a crisis. There is theory in the book, but only
enough to give meaning to a great deal of factual and practical
information. It is easy to read and "jargon" free.

The book reflects the modern trend away from the sole use
of non-directive, client centred, insight counselling
("Rogerianism"). This trend arises from the discovery that a 

lot of people do not get insights, but that help can be given to
them in establishing new and helpful behaviour patterns
without clear insights into what it is all about It also reflects
the influence of Victor Frankl and the "meaning—for—life"
therapists (logo-therapy). Frankl plays down the obsessive
dredging of the past for reasons for present behaviour patterns.
Rather he deals with present behaviour as it is, helping the
client to discover meaning for life for the present and the
future. The discovery of meaning tends to neutralise the
effects of the "deep, dark, past".

There is a fine chapter on the Holy Spirit in pastoral
counselling. There is strong emphasis on the minister as pastor
rather than amateur psychiatrist. There is a very good guide to
referral counselling (that is continuing to give pastoral care
while also enlisting the help of experts in the field of human
caring). The book is set out as a work-book rather than as a
formal treatise on Pastoral Care.

This an autobiography that shows the real Boone behind
the image of the all-white, all-clean American boy. The real
Boone is human, able to make mistakes, get himself into a
mess, but fortunately knows that there is a Christian answer
and is man enough to find it.

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T. E. ROLF SETTLEMENT SCHOLARSHIPS
Under the T. E. Rofe Settlement grants are

made to graduates from the College of the
Bible studying at Australian Universities. The
late T. E. Rofe in making the settlement had
two things in mind. FIRST, he was concerned
for Australian Churches of Christ to have an
educated ministry. SECONDLY, he was
anxious to encourage ministers in tertiary
education in AUSTRALIA. Some Australians
who studied overseas did not return.

LONG PILGRIMAGE IN
SOUTH AFRICA

A mass service in Cape Town on
January 14 marked the end of a 600-mile
walk undertaken by an ecumenical group
of clergy and laity to draw attention to
the "appalling consequences" for African
family life of migratory labour. The long
march from Grahamstown to Cape Town
took 30 days.

The eight people concerned, all white
South Africans belonging to the Anglican,
Methodist and Roman Catholic churches,
said they were moved to take part in the
"pilgrimage" because they were deeply
disturbed by the situation in the country.
"This society ... is tearing husband and
wife apart through the system of
migratory labour." The marchers said
they were asking parliament to make it
legal "for every South African husband
and wife who wish to do so, to live
together with their children in a family
home at their place of work."

Many prominent church leaders,
among them Archbishop Selby Taylor,
Anglican Archbishop of Cape Town, and
Archbishop Denis Hurley, Roman
Catholic Archbishop of Durban,.
accompanied the marchers for periods of
their walk arid special services were held
on the route of march.—E.P.S.

MOZAMBIQUE PRISONERS
RELEASED

The 37 pastors and members of the
Mozambique Presbyterian Church
detained in Machava for six months have
been released by the Portuguese
authorities. This follows protests from
the World Alliance of Reformed
Churches, Canon Burgess Carr, general
secretary of the All Africa Conference of
Churches, and other church leaders
around the world after the hearing of the
deaths of Pastor Manganhela and Mr.
Sidumo, a prominent layman, in prison.

Graduates of the College of the Bible.
intending to study in Australian Universities in
1973 may write for an Application Form to
the Vice-Principal of the College of the Bible,
7 Elm Rd., Glen Iris, 3146. It should be
noted that only those graduates who intend to
remain in the ministry should apply, according
to the intention of the originator of the
Settlement.

In a joint statement announcing the
news, the World Alliance of Reformed
Churches and the Mission Department of
the French-speaking Protestant Churches
in Switzerland said that no information
was available on the release of the
hundreds of other political prisoners in
Mozambique.

Staff of the Mission Department said
that while they were glad to hear of the
release "they wept with those who
mourned Pastor Manganhela and Mr.
Sidumo" and remembered the many
other political prisoners in Mozambique
who were waiting for justice in the spirit
of the Declaration of Human
Rights.—EPS.

CHRISTIANS FOR CRISIS. Since Alan Walker founded Life Line a few years
ago, this service for those in distress has grown until the volume of calls is
staggering. "People in trouble, in despair, alone, afraid, have only to dial Life
Line." Troubled persons are dialling in ever increasing numbers.
In Melbourne, where the service began in April, 1971, there were 14,000 calls in
the first year. There are now about 450 calls a week. One in every four callers is
under 25.
Although many of the calls relate to sociological problems, Life Line is a
Christian service with Christian resources to offer. This means that people may be
offered the Gospel as the answer to their needs.

However, in a television programme last week, Alan Walker was challenged by the
policy to use only Christians at Life Line's end of the 'phone. Jews were
mentioned as excluded, and this brought a storm of protest. One Jewess even
called the "Australian Christian" office to register her feeling of deep offence.

A Melbourne radio "talk-back" session phoned Alan Walker to ask if this meant
that Jews were regarded as "second class citizens", pointing out, as an example,
that Jews would be welcomed as patients in a Roman Catholic Hospital. Walker
declared that Jews were also helped through Life Line. But he said that it was
very unlikely that the doctors and Catholic orders that controlled hospitals
would include Jews. They are Catholic hospitals, run by Catholics, and, said
Walker, Life Line is a Christian ministry, run by Christians.

Walker pointed out that Life Line referred callers to-rabbis or leaders in other
faiths where this was appropriate. This is right and proper. But Christianity
makes absolute and exclusive claims for its Lord and it is hard to see how Life
Line can pretend otherwise. Judaism is also absolute and exclusive in its
religious demands, and so are other faiths. It would be different if Life Line were
a secular service, in which case religion would probably have to be wholly
excluded.

If Life Line were to be opened to Jews, the same privilege would also have to be
accorded to Moslems and Buddhists, as well as to off-centre Christian groups
such as Jehovah's Witnesses, Mormons, and Seventh Day Adventists — each of
which could have a distinctive view of the religious aid a particular person should
receive.

None of these are second-class citizens. All of them should be treated with
dignity and Life Line would act without Christian responsibility if it failed to
refer callers of these faiths, or of no faith, to the appropriate religious or
humanist leader. We believe that Life Line already does this, and that the
television and radio fuss was unfair.

The Rev. H. Christie-Johnston told the
quarterly meeting of the Vic. Council of
Churches that Presbyterians planned a
year of concentrated evangelism for
1973, beginning with a Lenten study of
"Who is Jesus Christ for us today?"

Savage, President of the Churches of
Christ in which a major thrust was seen in
1973 as part of the centenary

Salvationist Col. R. Beasy said that
1973 would see a "Family Focus" as part
of an international campaign. It follows
emphasis on Youth over the past two
years, and concentrates on underlining
Christian standards as a basis for home
life.

"HUNGRY?"
- FEED THEM

THERE ARE MILLIONS HUNGRY
IN THE LAND OF INDIA TODAY,
millions who have no guarantee when or
where they will get their next meal.
Thousands are thirsty as wells have dried
up and they have to rely upon water
being brought into the area by motor
tanker trucks, and then they have to buy
it. The summer has not yet descended but
even so the temperature is already around
the century fahrenheit each day. There
are still four to six months before any
relief from the searing heat and water
shortage. Four months if the Monsoon
breaks early and six months if it is
average.

Besides the kitchens which are
operating at the centres of our main work
there is also the very extensive relief work
being conducted in conjunction with the
Government, and Christian Agency for
Social Action (CASA).Miss Edna Vawser
writes:

“There have been lots of consultations
with Committees and others concerning
the best way to help the famine stricken
people. Drinking water wells, community
wells, agricultural wells, wells under the
Baramati Agricultural Trust and
Percolation Dams. Our field of operations
is to be increased.

“Out of 49 wells commenced under
the Percolation tank (dam) zones 46 have
struck good supplies of water.

“This is a tremendous success. The
other three have only gone down a few
feet so we await results from them.
Lutheran World Relief people who have
provided finance for the sinking of the
wells were delighted, and CASA people
were thrilled.

“Yesterday the Agricultural Trust
asked me to go to Ahmedndgar to try to
secure a drilling rig from a supply coming
from England. Last week we had one 

given to us from Killick Nixon & Co.,
Bombay. We are to have the use of this
one for three weeks out of every four. In
the other week it will be used by the
Malegaon Sugar factory. This
arrangement is to last as long as the
famine continues. Kirloskar Bros, (a very
large engineering firm) gave us 60 oil
engines and pumps at cost price for the
Trust, and we had a big ceremony when
these people were here. Earlier in the
week the Lutheran World Relief
Representative gave us 11 engine and
pump sets, and we visited 11 wells while
he was here. Water is in the minds of
people everywhere, and we hope before
the summer is over there will be lots done
to deepen existing wells and provide
many new ones ready for the day the
Monsoon breaks. Thanks for all the
co-operation and all the help that has
been provided.”

NOTE ON: RELIEF KITCHENS: (R.
A. Powell)

For the most part the relief Kitchen
operations at Indapur, Dhond, Shfigonda,
and Dhorja/Bhangaon seem to be meeting
a real need and to be being run wisely and
effectively.

At Indapur, Mr. Dongre feeds nine
widows with one meal a day. At Baramati
80 to 90 adults and children are fed, at
Dhond 75 to 80 and at Dhorja 20 to 25
people are served meals. Cost for feeding
the present number is between $300—400
per month and this is but one aspect of
our relief programme. Local relief
committees have been set up by the
Church and resident C.O.M. members.
Proper accounts are being maintained,
and each person must daily sign or give a
thumb impression as evidence of his or
her having been given a meal.

The
BERRS committee had made field trips
to see work carried out by BERRS as part
of the $13 million programme supported
by churches all around the world.

BERRS reponsibilities will be handed
over to the newly estalished Development
Commission of the Jatio Church Parishad
(National Council of Churches) on Feb.
1, 1973. This means that control will pass
from international church agencies to the
churches of Bangladesh.

Why do so many Christians oppose
capital punishment? Life is precious and,
surely, if a person deliberately takes the
life of another, he should forfeit his own.
See Genesis 9:6.

Genesis 9:6 does not convince me. It
reads, "Whoever sheds the blood of man,
by man shall his blood be shed; for God
made man in his own image."

Christians will give many different
reasons for opposing capital punishment.
Some of mine are: 1. Life is a precious
gift from God and we devalue it if we
usurp God's place to destroy it.

2. If but one executed person was
subsequently found to be innocent (and
the score is much higher!) then the whole
justification for capital punishment is in
jeopardy. Mistakes will be made even in
courts but capital punishment makes it
impossible to* even attempt to correct
them.

3. The death penalty is often society's
revenge upon the wicked, but society’s
values are suspect. It is possible to earn a
medal for burning men, women, and
children with napalm in a war situation
and to earn the death penalty for striking
one blow in anger.

4. Today, a crime may merit the death
penalty, not because of the nature of the
offense but because of the political party
in power.

5. There is no coni lusive evidence that
the death penalty for crime is a deterrent
to crime.

Those who quote Genesis 9:6, or
maybe Number 35: 16, ("The murderer
shall be put to death.") are usually a bit
selective about the passages of scripture
they regard as binding. Nor the same
authority is given to Exodus 35:2:
"Whoever does any work on (the
sabbath) will be put to death." Nor
would they find in Deut. 21:21 sufficient
justification for putting to death a
stubborn and rebellious son.

When Cain murdered Abel, God
certainly did not condone the crime. Cain
was punished and Cain said that his
punishment was greater than he could
bear. But God expressly forbade anyone
to kill Cain.

There was only one occasion when
Jesus was challenged on the question of
capital punishment, John 8:1-11. Jesus
did not regard the Law of Moses as
operative. He said to the woman caught
in the act of adultery, "Neither do I
condemn you; go, and do not sin again."

He was not condoning the sin of
adultery. He was saying that the death
penalty was not the answer, and that
there was forgiveness even for adultery.

This is the Christian view of the sin of
murder. The crime is not condoned, and
it should not go unpunished, but the
death penalty is not the Christian's
response. Life is not man's to take, and
there is forgiveness to be gainedr-even for
murder!
