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(Mr. H. R. Taylor is well known in
South Australia where he served in the
ministry from 1910 until 1955 apart
frpm a brief ministry in Victoria. Mr.
Taylor was appointed Secretary of the
Conference of Churches of Christ in S.A.
in 1941 and served in that position for 15
years. He is now living in retirement at
the Christian Rest Home, Everard Park,
South Australia.)

Recently on a Sitmar Pacific holiday
cruise, Mrs. Helen Baker and I visited
Vila, the capital of the New Hebrides, and
had the privilege of worshipping with the
church in that city. Vila has a'
considerable population spread over a
wide area. We were met at the wharf
where the ‘FAIRSTAR’ berthed, by
Amos Waki, one of the leaders of the
church. He owns a taxi (not a Rolls
Royce) and knowing we were coming,-
had already booked us for a trip around
Vila on that Sunday morning. On our trip
we were shown the block of land on
which the Churches of Christ Vila

Christian Centre is being built. The
church service was held at 2 p.m. in the
Paton Presbyterian place of worship
which, in spite of the heat, was fairly
cool, being open on every side.

The Presbyterian Church meets in the
morning and, in the same building, the
Methodists at 3 p.m. Amos conducted
most of our service on usual Churches of
Christ lines. The attendance was small as
students from the Kawenu Teachers
College and Secondary School could not
come at that hour of the day. We were
deeply impressed with the manifest
worshipful spirit of the members.

Arrangements made before our arrival
were that I should give the address. I
spoke on ‘How a Christian should dress’
based on Romans 13:14, ‘Put on (dress
yourselves) the Lord Jesus Christ.’ I think
the congregation understood what I tried
to say. Anyway, they were good listeners!
It was. a unique pleasure to have
fellowship with these delightful island

Dr Norman Vincent Peale is one of the
new judges for the Templeton
Foundation Prize for Progress in Religion.

With John Somerville as President and

Bill Tabbernee as guest speaker
Conference ’74 in Perth was an occasion
for some uplifting rallies and good
messages.

Opening night commenced with . a
Fellowship Tea at which greetings were
received from other communions. The
opening rally was notable for Mr.
Tabbernee’s message and for the special
recognition made of Allan Pyne’s
thirty-five years’ service on the
Conference Executive.

A focus on our involvement in Aged
Persons’ Homes was conducted in the
form of an interview and proved
informative.

Allan Pyne did not seek re-election as
Conference Secretary this year, after
having served on the Executive for-
thirty-five years; ten years as Treasurer,
two years as President and twenty-three
as Secretary. This outstanding term of
faithful and efficient service was
recognised by a grateful Brotherhood in a
brief segment of the opening rally when
J.K. Robinson and J.W. Somerville spoke
on behalf of the Brotherhood. Mr. Pyne
was presented with a modular stereogram
and an illuminated address.

On the Wednesday evening the subject
“The N.T. Church Today—Like a mighty
army” was introduced by Mr. Tabbernee,
and was pursued by those present in
group discussions. This took the form of
a Bible Study and served to enlarge our
picture of today’s church. A focus on
Aborigines Missions was provided by the
presentation of a fine set of slides and a
solo by Miss Maureen Rule.

Women’s Day on Thursday was
presided over by Mrs. D.M. Hughes. In
the evening the incoming president, Mrs.
J.J. O’Meara, was introduced to the large
congregation. Mr. Tabbernee continued
his series on The New Testament Church
Today.

Youth and Family Night on Friday
was something different. “Cross-Up”, a
rock opera about Jesus and the Easter
Message, was presented by the Young
People of the Dalkeith Road Church.
Coming during the Easter period it was a
timely presentation. Dalkeith Road 

church young people are to be
commended for the time and effort
which they put into the production.

At the commencement of the business
sessions on Saturday morning the
churches at Hamilton Hill and Warwick
were unanimously admitted to the
Conference of Churches of Christ in W.A.
RESOLUTIONS

The following resolutions were carried
by majority vote:

1. That Article Vin (iv) of the
Constitution be replaced by the
following: “There shall be a Board of
Management of the Christian Welfare
Centre and Counselling Services, whose
function shall be to carry out the objects
referred to in Article II sub-clause (e).

The Committee shall consist of two
(2) representatives of the Women’s
Auxiliary, one (1) of whom shall be the
Hospital Superintendent; and eight (8)
elected members. The latter shall be
appointed for a term of two (2) years,
four (4) to retire annually and be eligible
for re-election. Six (6) shall form a
quorum.”

2. “While strongly encouraging the
acceptance of motherhood as the priority
career particularly during a child’s first
four years of life, we commend the
Federal and State Governments for the
initiative with respect to the pre-school
education and child care.

We urge-
fa) that untrained staff in private and

community child care centres receive
training as soon as possible.

(b) institution of a scheme of higher
child endowment during first four
years as compensation for mother
who does not take another job.

(c) Federal provision for the education
of young parents in infant
development, especially social and
emotional needs.

(d) Churches to conduct programmes of
help for parents.”

3. “That as physical facilities are a
pre-requisite to many recreational and
welfare activities in the community, and
lack of these can have adverse social
repercussions, the Conference of
Churches of Christ calls on each church- 
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fa) to encourage the availability of
school buildings and grounds after
hours

(b) to study the use of their and other
Church halls.

(c) to seek governmental action on
specific needs such as Infant Health '
clinics, Community Halls, etc.”

4. “That in view of the continual
rapid movement of numbers of
Aboriginal people into the Perth
Metropolitan Area, Conference gives
special permission for the Western
Australian State Aborigines Committee to
launch a 1,000,000 cents appeal for the
purpose of Metropolitan outreach in
evangelism and uplift.”

5. “That this Conference advise the
Preachers’ Provident Fund of its general
approval of the proposed New
Superannuation Fund and Commend its
acceptance to the churches and
ministers.”

6. “That this Conference of Churches
of Christ in Western Australia is affronted
and profoundly disturbed by the action
of our Christian Centre Board of
Management with full knowledge of the
Conference Executive, in malting
available for hire and occupancy premises
in our Christian Centre to a body known
as the Western Australian Council of
Churches.

As this action is in open defiance and
disregard of the resolution regarding
disaffiliation with the parent body (the
World Council of Churches) carried by a
substantial majority at the 1973
Conference, this Conference hereby
directs and instructs that the tenancy
referred to shall not be extended beyond
the original term of 12 months.”

A motion to defer last year’s decision
to recommend to Federal Conference
that we discontinue our affiliation with
the World Council of Churches, and to
establish a committee of enquiry, was
lost. ______________

On the Sunday afternoon, Mr.
Tabbernee presented his final address and
the retiring President Mr. J.W. Somerville
introduced and welcomed the incoming
President, Dr. G.J. Hall.

IN KANSAS

With the telephone receiver still in his
hand, the surprised branch manager
paused in his Wichita office. Then he
excitedly called to his staff, “Hey, the
boss just telephoned. He’s giving us Good
Friday off with pay ‘in honor of the Lord
Jesus Christ.’ That’s what he said.”

The employees had reason to be
astonished. Fewer than six months
before, their boss had not known Jesus.
His god was his business. Now, he tells
them, “The peace of God gives me a life
free as an eagle.” As he describes his
conversion, “I’m a product of prayer.”
He is indeed a product of prayer and one
more example of the hundreds of people
prayed for and won to Jesus Christ by the
members of Central Christian Church in
Wichita, Kansas.

At the rate of nearly one a day, people
are responding to the witness of Central’s
ministry. They meet Jesus through 80
home Bible studies, a 300-voice young
people’s singing group called “All God’s
Children,” a man-to-man and
woman-to-woman discipling program,
extensive use of the Navigator Bible
memory plan, and a prayer ministry that
is encouraged as a way of life.

The members of Central Christian are
committed to being the kind of disciples
who demonstrate what Jesus Christ can

do in lives surrendered to him. They seek
to reach out in love to the community
with a Biblical message of salvation and a
spiritual discipline that marks them as
believers. The people of Wichita are
noticing and want what they have.

In four years 900 people have been
added to the church rolls. Worship
attendance at the two Sunday morning
services exceeds 1,100. Evening crowds
overflow the fellowship hall for the Bible
teaching service.

In a sense this evangelical ministry at
Central Christian Church is a return to its
beginnings. First organized at a home
meeting in 1879, the church grew to 750
members by 1892, and by 1904 had
established five mission churches. But 65
years later Central, like many other large
downtown churches, had dwindled in size
and vitality until fewer than 300 people
were gathering in the 630-seat sanctuary
for morning worship, with no evening
programs offered.

Then in May, 1970, George Wood, an
Australian Church of Christ minister who
had been conducting evangelistic
meetings in America, was called to be
pastor. He envisioned an evangelistic
ministry that also nurtured people and
wove them into the fellowship of a
supportive believing family.

SUNDAY MORNING AT CENTRAL
CHRISTIAN CHURCH. THE SANCTUARY IS
FILLED AT BOTH SERVICES. THE CHURCH
LISTS 1,642 ACTIVE MEMBERS.

Pastor Wood began his ministry at
Central with the prayer, “Lord, if You
want me to do this. You will have to send
the kind of committed men and women
who can help me.” God answered that
prayer. In the four years since he moved
into the parsonage with his wife, Betty,
and their five children, the 42-year-old
minister has been given his prayed-for
leaders.

Every year since 1970 a new person
has been added to the ministerial team.
Each comes from an effective ministry of
his own and is committed to building
disciples. Wood’s policy is to “cut them
loose” so that they can develop their own
specialties. He explains, “We are trying to
make ours a mutual ministry.”

Phillip Hoyle, who worked during the
summer at Central before graduation
from Manhattan Christian College, was
the first to join the staff. As a specialist in
Christian education and music, he is
responsible for children’s church, the
Sunday church school, youth action
groups, adult and children’s choirs,
summer camping, vacation Bible school
and the church tape library.

As membership continued to increase
and with it the pastoral responsibilities,
H. Lee Sullivan was called to hospital and
home visitation with an emphasis on
counselling. He is a Baptist minister who
has completed the clinical pastoral
education program.

Recently Arch Marshall, a minister
from the Assemblies of God, was called
to the staff to specialize in Christian
nurture. He co-ordinates the discipling and
Bible study programs. Special groups are
built around common concerns or
interests, such as Bible study koinonia

EVANGELISM IN
THE EARLY CHURCH

A
“Certainly a Western Christian such as myself can only hang

his head in shame when comparing our own approach to
evangelism with that of the early Christians, and with that of
contemporary Christians in many developing countries.”

That confession by Michael Green, principal of St. John’s
College, Nottingham, prefaces one of four study papers posted
to the 2,700 participants in the forthcoming International
Congress on World Evangelization. His text, together with
those of writers from Argentina, Peru and the United States,
comprises the final group of plenary documents to be mailed
to evangelical leaders who will attend the July 16—21 meeting.

The writers agree that evangelism which ignores the social
situation of the people for whom.it is intended is less than
effective because it is less than biblical. They appeal to their
readers to rediscover the evangelistic approaches of the first
century church.

Green’s topic is “Methods and Strategy in the Evangelism
of the Early Church.”

“The modern church fails,” the Anglican clergyman and
college principal argues, “because ‘missionary’ has become a
dirty word. These early Christians were all involved in the
mission; and they were deeply involved in their communities
'as well. We read of doctors, teachers, agriculturists and others
in normal jobs really caring for the communities in which they
worked. Several times we.have the accounts of the way in
which Christians tended victims in a plague at the risk of their
own lives; and the love and self-sacrifice of Christians for their
townsfolk even in the face of fierce opposition and martyrdom
won grudging praise from the pagans.”

Green asks if modern believers are as ready to give up home
comforts “for the sake of the good news.” Members of the
primitive church were characterized by a mobility and
spontaneous witness that enabled them to spread the word of
Christ through aU the known world, he notes,

Rene Padilla of Buenos Aires, associate general secretary for
Latin America of the International Fellowship of Evangelical
Students, considers the question from a different angle. His
paper is entitled “Evangelization and the World.”

“In the light of the biblical teaching there is po place for an
‘otherworldliness’ that does not result in the Christian’s
commitment to his neighbour, rooted in the Gospel,” he
writes. “According to the New Testament, Jesus Christ is not
the saviour of a sect, but rather ‘the saviour of the world’. The
world is the object of God’s love. Jesus Christ is the Lamb of
God that takes away the sin of the world.”

The Latin American student worker appeals for recovery of

what he describes as “repentance ethics” as a part of
evangelism. He notes, “This call to repentance throws into
relief the social dimension of the Gospel. It comes to man
enslaved by sin in a specific social situation, not to a ‘sinner’ in
the abstract.”

Both the extreme of a secular theology that aims for an
earthly Utopia and the extreme of a salvation concept that
speaks only of preparation of the soul for the hereafter are
rejected by Padilla. While denying the universalism of some
contemporary theologians who claim that all men are saved, he
urges a universal call to faith that permeates all of life.

Another South American, Samuel Escobar warns evangelicals
against reducing the Gospel or mutilating it “to eliminate any
demands for the fruit of repentance and any aspect that would
make it unpalatable to a nominally Christian society.”

Escobar, a native of Peru, is currently working in Canada as
the general secretary of that nation’s Inter-Varsity Christian
Fellowship. His congress paper is entitled, “Evangelization and
Man’s Search for Freedom, Justice and Fulfilment.”

“Not only does the message of the Gospel have a
transforming content,” the Peruvian writes, “a study of the
Bible shows that it also has a context. The people who hear
the Gospel have certain expectations, hopes and needs for
which Christ provides the answer. The message ‘makes sense’
as it touches deep-seated needs which are felt in a different
way in every person.”

* * *

The fourth paper, written by Professor Ralph D. Winter of
Fuller Seminary, Pasadena, California, asserts that thousands
of contemporary Christians must volunteer for foreign
missions work if the world is to be evangelized. “The Highest
Priority: Cross-Cultural Evangelism” is the document’s title.

Winter challenges the conclusion of some church bodies
that traditional missionary strategy should be abandoned
because there are now some Christians in every nation of the
earth. While agreeing that the best and most effective
evangelistic work is done by local Christians in each country,
he claims there are millions who will never hear the name of
Jesus Christ if they must wait to hear from the very few
believers in their own nations.

Preliminary congress studies have revealed, Winter reports,
that four out of five non-Christians in the world today are
beyond the reach of any evangelistic effort by near neighbours
who are Christians. He laments the fact that “most Christians
have only a very foggy idea of just how many peoples there are
in the world” among whom there are no primary Christian
witnesses with their own cultural backgrounds.

Winter warns against “people blindness” which would cause
evangelization efforts to overlook certain cultural groups
within nations. A proper reading of Christ’s command, he
claims, “does not let us off the hook once we have a church in
every country — God wants a strong church in every people!”

The congress has been called by an international committee
of 173 evangelical leaders. Executive chairman is Anglican
Bishop A. Jack Dain of Sydney, Australia. American evangelist
Billy Graham is honorary chairman. Lausanne’s Palais de
Beaulieu is the venue.

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UNTRUE, IGNORANT
AND IRRESPONSIBLE

The General Secretary of the
Australian Council of Churches, the Rev.
Frank Engel, today spoke out against
current criticism in some A.C.C. member
churches of the race grants made by the
World Council of Churches through its
Programme to Combat Racism.

Mr. Engel said, "Too many people are
quick to condemn without first finding
out the facts about these grants, and
seeking to understand the position of
Christians suffering under racial
oppression."

Recently the Council has been
rebuked for its association with the World
Council of Churches and the Programme
to Combat Racism by some sections of
member churches in New South Wales
and Western Australia. In reply to the
accusation that the money given in these 

grants is used for the purchase of arms,
Mr. Engeb said 'The plain facts are that
the money is not used for the purchase of
arms. Talk of the W.C.C. arming guerillas
and terrorists is entirely untrue, ignorant
and irresponsible; it is libel to a Christian
organization engaged in fine humanitarian
work in the fields of health care,
education and social welfare. The
liberation movements in Mozambique,
Angola and Guinea-Bissau are in control
of large areas of their respective
countries. Like any developing country,
they are in need of financial help for the
establishment of schools and hospitals.
Many African Christians are involved in
these movements in Southern Africa
precisely because they are Christians.

"Australian support for the W.C.C.
Programme to Combat Racism has come 

from several of the member churches of
the W.C.C. and from individuals. Gifts to
the Christmas Bowl Appeal are not
channelled into this fund. The only
money given to this special Fund is
received earmarked for that purpose."

RUSSIAN NEW TESTAMENTS
Further documents and letters from
Baptists in the Soviet Union recently
received by the Centre for the Study of
Religion and Communism at Chislehurst,
Kent, contain positive confirmation of

MUSLIM COMPULSORY
President Aboud Jumbe of Zanzibar has
announced that teaching the principles of
the Muslim religion will be compulsory at
all school levels. The island's color
television system will also be used
intensively for educational purposes, he
said. About 99 percent of the 350,000
persons on this island, which is officially
part of Tanzania (20 miles away) are
followers of Islam, according to Jumbe.

WORD TALK NO. 96
The name of Jesus has long been "sweet in a believer's

ear." Today we feel repulsed when another person is called
by His name, e.g. Jesus Christ Jones, a young negro lad in
New York. This is because the name Jesus has become
associated with the saving work of Christ.

In the O.T. the name Jesus in Hebrew was Joshua,
Jehoshua and Jeshua. The K.J.V. twice confuses the O.T.
Joshua with the N.T. Jesus and calls Joshua, who succeeded
Moses, Jesus in Heb. 4:8, and Acts 7:47.

In the N.T. the name Jesus is used some 600 times in the
Gospels. Jesus Christ is used only four times in the Gospels
but over 100 times in the rest of the N.T.

There were other people in N.T. times called Jesus.
Joshephus mentions 19 who lived in the time of Christ and
Paul had a friend Jesus Justus (Col. 4:11). To distinguish
him Jesus was called Jesus of Nazareth in the Gospels and
later Jesus the Christ (the Messiah) and Christ Jesus. Before
long Jesus Christ became his proper name.

The earliest written references to the birth of Jesus was
by Paul (Gal. 4:4-5), before the Gospels were written, and
he outlined the purpose of the coming of God's son: "God
sent forth His son to redeem his people". That basic
purpose is the meaning of the name Jesus. Joseph was told
his name and its meaning (Matt. 1:21).

The early Church used the name of Jesus as a means of
calling upon his power. Paul pronounced judgement in the
name of Jesus (1 Cor. 5:3-5). The name of Jesus was used
by the exorcists in Acts 19:13-17. Christians suffered for
his name's sake (Matt. 10:22, 1 Pet. 4:16). Miracles were
worked in-his name (Acts 3:6) and baptism was to be in His
name (Acts 19:5),

The name of Jesus stressed his humanity. He was the
carpenter of Nazareth. Only when his saviourhood was fully
understood was he consistently referred to as Jesus Christ.

THE NAMES OF JESUS

JESUS
Barabbas had as a first name Jesus (Matt. 27:18 N.E.B.
Moffatt, R.S.V. Margin) so Pilate's choice was between
Jesus Barabbas and Jesus the Christ. ,

The name of Jesus was his task. Joshua, which means
"Jehovah our salvation", led the people of God into the
promised land. He was their captain and deliverer. The N.T.
Christians saw how Jesus did the same with the spiritual
lives of people bringing them into God's rest And as the
Israelites passed through the waters of Jordon to get there,
this point was not missed by some of our early preachers on
baptism!
FOR TODAY

"The Exorcist" is making the round of Australian
theatres and causing many people to re-examine the
influence and the effect of evil in the lives of ordinary
people Once more the name of Jesus is being invoked in
many areas so that the power of His name might change the
lives of those held by sin and evil.

The name of Jesus refers to his ability to save us. We
need to be saved both "from" and "to". We are saved from
sin and death and saved to serve and witness.

We need to continually emphasize that Christians are
saved from sin and death, but also that people can be saved
from insecurity, alienation, boredom and insignificance.
They need to be reminded that they are saved to serve in
trade unions, politics, factories, Sunday Schools, board
rooms and sporting fields.

The early Christians treated the name of Jesus with
reverence not only because it symbolised Christ himself but
because it symbolised his redeeming work. When we use the
name of the Lord in profanity we both injure the high
regard of our Lord's person and take in vain his redeeming
work.

The Council wishes it to be
understood that as a Council of twelve

Churches, including Anglican, Protestant
and Orthodox, it cannot align itself with
any particular party. It must, however,
continue to help all its member churches
to exercise their moral and spiritual
responsibilities in community, national
and international affairs by calling
attention to injustice and to obligations
which arise from taking seriously the
Christian gospel of love.

The other materials seem more light on with the Bible stories, but
there are more life situation stories to help the kids to discover how
to live as Christians at school and at home. If any of my children
really lived like the books suggest my wife would be wondering if
they were sickening for something.

Both sets of lessons looked to me like an adult attempt to
brainwash kids into behavior patterns that would fit them into adult
society without making too much of a nuisance of themselves.
Neither set of lessons seemed to give much lead on how a child'
comes to know God and to get the feel of God in his life, I had
hoped that they would, because the gospel is supposed to be about
God changing lives, and the closeness of Jesus, and the exciting
explosive power of the Holy Spirit. I have a hunch that the kids
might be more interested in setting up some experiments in living
with Christ, and listening to God, and being in the Spirit, than they
are in all the stuff about being good to please God and the teacher!

Maybe lesson materials can't teach kids to get the feel of God's
presence.

I'm sure it's not what he teaches them, but by
what he is that they might come to know God. I hope that I can

The news item further stated that leaflets
urging church members to vote for the
Labor Party were handed out at church
doors.

Ignoring the argument as to whether
church leaders are prudent or not in
advising members of their churches as to
what party they should give their
allegiance, how church leaders could in all
conscience subscribe to such a document
is totally beyond my comprehension.
How could they possibly advocate to
other Christians that they should vote
into power a party that is led by a man
who openly asserts that he is not a
Christian—who is but a “fellow-traveller”
with Christians. A man, who to the
personal knowledge of the writer, was
given early advantage to become a
Christian because he was brought up in a
Christian home and attended church
schools, but who obviously, of his own
free will, chose to ignore his early
teaching and background.

For churchmen to advocate the
canditature of a party led in no certain
manner by a self-professed non-Christian
is, to my mind, highly reprehensible and
deserving of the greatest censure.

TO REMIND the Churches of their
responsibility to give a clear lead in
distinguishing good from evil.” 

FROM P. 4)
groups for single adults, couples and
senior citizens.

John Leach is chairman of the board
of elders. As he describes it, the elders are
trained in counselling and are known by
the congregation as men of God who pray
regularly for individuals in the church.
Three robed elders assist the pastor on
Sunday morning. When they stand in the
narthex, they are greeted with the same
appreciation that is given to the ministers.

Crowds fill the cathedral-type
sanctuary early for services. At least two
hundred visitors attend each Sunday.
Pastor Wood tells the congregation, “I
believe that it is in the purpose and will
of God that you are here. I pray that you
will hear the voice of God as we worship
together.” He preaches an expository
message, explaining to his hearers, “We
want you to have the deepest experience
with Jesus that you can have.”

The first service is broadcast over radio
station KWBB. The sermons are taped for
people who wish to hear them. On a
recent Sunday when the pastor was
preaching on “Hell” he ran overtime. So
he announced to the radio audience, “If
you want to hear the rest of this message,
you had better get dressed and come to
the second service.” One teen-age girl did,
and accepted Christ.

There is no pleading or begging when
the invitation is given. Evangelism is so

built into the various departments and
ministries of the church that a quiet
explanation of the need to receive Jesus
as personal Saviour is all that is necessary
on Sunday morning. The people come in
large numbers, and when they do they
indicate their decision on a card and are
counselled by a church member using the
Graham “Knowing Christ” material. The
cards go to staff members for personal
follow-up. The pastor speaks to each
person as he responds to the invitation,
asking him to publicly acknowledge his
faith in Jesus Christ.

A HISTORY OF EVANGELISATION

SYDNEY REESON’S MONUMENTAL ACHIEVEMENT
AND THE LANCE FISHER AREA

A good water supply is a must on a
Mission. During the early stage of the
building drive era, Sydney and Olive
Reeson came to supervise the Carnarvon
work. And every effort at Carnarvon had
proved fruitless for fresh water. The only
alternative involved a well in the mid-river
sands, some 100 yards of 6" induction
pipe to a pump well in the bank of the
river, and 1% miles of galvanised piping to
the Mission. Since the piping had to be
financed by free-of-interest loans, and
mechanical earthmoving equipment was
out of the question, Sydney Reeson, with
the help of the older boys, by shovels and
barrows shifted thousands of tons of dry
river sands laying the induction line about
20 feet underground.

Local planters passing over the
crossing saw the problems of trenching in
dry sands and the whole district declared
"It couldn't be done." But they didn't
know Sydney Reeson. Through months
of gruelling toil, embroiling sun, as well as
operating the whole station work, the
piping was successfully laid right through
to the station and has been the lifeline of
the field's water supply and growth to
this very day.

With the resignation of Olive and
Sydney Reeson from the work, David and
Doris Hammer, pioneer missionaries to
Carnarvon, began their second term of
service in the Carnarvon Superintendency
in November, 1955, in which position
they remained until February, 1961.
During the period the Churches of Christ
work amongst the Aboriginal people
became more fully established.

THE LANCE AND ENID FISHER
BREAKTHROUGH

Then came Lance and Enid Fisher
whose colossal contribution is readily
known throughout the Brotherhood.
Strategic advances began when Lance and
Enid offered to replace Dave and Doris
Hammer to allow David to take the
ministry at Maylands S.A. Lance brought
to the work a divine gift for spiritual
contact with adult native people through
which Bob Williams was the first to trust
his life to Jesus Christ. Others were
genuinely saved, such as Bill Barney
(dec'd), Dolly Butler and many others.

Ladies Guilds and State Committees
kept informed by Mrs. Fisher and others,
continued supplying goods and new
clothing for the 200 and more children
being cared for on both missions and
reserves. With Lance and Bob Williams an
extensive outreach work began. Also,
Esperance Hostel was instituted by Ray
and Rita Roberts with other helpers as an
extension of the Norseman field.

Hilda Martin joined the staff at Carnarvon in
February, 1949.

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THE END OF OUR EXPLORING

By Monica Furlong (Hodder & Stoughton) $6.25.
There is no doubt that we are going somewhere. But where

we are going and by what road we shall travel-that is open to
a great deal of doubt. Also open to doubt, according to Miss
Furlong is whether the church is to be the compulsory
stopping place it once was on the road to somewhere. She says
that instead of being the source in the West of spiritual
enlightenment, the church will become one of a number of
sources, only some of which seek any kind of formal
organisation at all. "There is a sense in which the growth of
formal organisation indicates the breakdown of religious
experience."

Some of the other roads to religious experience are mapped
in this book, although their open-endedness gives no sure hope
of finding the Holy City. From "The Sleeping Beauty"
through Tristan and Yseut and Arthur's Round Table to
George Harrison, John Lennon and The Rolling Stones—we
could well wish that she were not describing the real world,
and that yesterday's ideas of the church and family, of society
and sex, could somehow be shown to have a permanence
beyond our day of drug experimentation and sexual freedom.
But we cannot turn the clock back either to the day of our
own childhood (or to the day of the N.T.).

This is not a happy book, or a comforting book for those
who are shocked by life today. But it does help us to
understand a little better, through a compassionate and
sensitive writer, the world in which we make our witness.

By Elizabeth Deslandes (Arthur H. Stockwell Ltd.) $1.50
The authoress lives in Doncaster, Victoria. She was born in

Staffordshire, England, of Welsh and English parents and now
lives in Australia with her husband and two children where she
devotes a great deal of time to Church work, and serves as a
S.S. teacher. In a brief introduction. Miss Marjorie
Buckingham, a member of the Bambra Road Church of Christ,
Caulfield, refers to this as a collection of "personal poems ,
and suggests that Mrs. Deslandes presents a satisfying
philosophy of living. This is a fine volume of poems, which
makes much of the Christian faith. It is well illustrated by
David Baulch, who also lives in Melbourne. In this work there
is evidence of a great sincerity.

THEY CAN'T EAT PRAYER

by Mary Endersbee (Hodder and Stoughton) $1.55
This is the story of The Evangelical Alliance Relief Fund,

the agency of evangelicals in Britain for social conerns. One of
the saddest areas of tension in the modern church has been
where Christians interested in the exploited and disadvantaged
were regarded by many evangelicals as acting as though men
had no souls, and on the other hand, the equally absurd
picture presented by some socially Christians of evangelicals
who acted as though men had no bodies.

Tear Fund was set up in 1968. The income in its first year

was 25,000 and in its fourth year, 200,000. This growth shows
both the recognised need and a willingness to meet it. It is not
nearly as big as Christian Aid or Oxfam, but it is likely that it
will spread to countries outside Britain.

We rejoice at the growing significance of the Fund and
recognise the need for more Christians to become concerned
with world hunger and deprivation. The title of the book was
the theme of the first Tear Fund exhibition stand and the
theme of the find's first poster.

WISDOM THE PRINCIPAL THING
by Kenneth L. Jensen (Pacific Meridan, U.S.A.)

The author preached as sermons, the chapters of this book,
on Sunday nights over a period of two years, which is more
than most of us preachers would be game to do. They deal in
depth with many verses from Proverbs. Not likely to appeal to
the general reader, but there is much of general interest to
students. There is a series of charts on the mind,
consciousness, and experience, which would certainly have
baffled the writers of the Proverbs.

A BIBLICAL PERSPECTIVE ON THE RACE PROBLEM
by Thomas O. Figart (Baker Book House)

At first the author and reviewer seemed to be on different
wave-lengths, as we puzzled over the origin of races, and the
conclusion that God intervened supernaturally at Babel to
impose physical and linguistic changes in people. A study in
some- depth of the curse on Canaan follows and seemed to-
have little to do with the thesis. However, the author won out
in the end with some wisdom which shows that all races are
equal but some are more equal than others. Racial
inter-marriage is accepted, but there is warning that even if the
Bible admits no racial barriers between people, society often
does and sometimes makes its point cruelly. A fine black
Christian married a white American girl who gladly went back
with him to his own country to give Christian service. But she
was not accepted by his people, had a nervous break-down,
and the young couple had to look for some other land in
which to serve.

GOVERNOR GENERAL
COMMENDS RELIGIOUS PRESS

(CANBERRA) “The great majority of people are on your side,”
the Governor-Gbneral, Sir Paul Hasluck, told representatives of
religious publications in Canberra recently.
He was speaking at the first

convention of the Australian Religious
Press Association.

“We’re going through a period in
Australian history when a great number
of values are being adjusted, he said.

“Some old values are being discarded.
“A search is being made for new

values.
“There are a lot of very confused

people—particularly in the younger
generation—who do not know what is
really worthwhile. *

“I am afraid that in this confused and
troubled situation people are not
receiving as much help as they might
rightly expect—neither from those who
mould public opinion nor from those
who give information.

The Australian Religious Press-
Association, at the end of its first
annual convention, has organised
itself into a cohesive force to fight
postal rate increases, seek
Government assistance, and
improve the quality of the religious
.press.

Forty-five representatives of the
51 Protestant, Catholic, and Jewish
journals which are currently
members of the association, met in
Canberra.

“I don’t want to specify any particular
person from the political side, the pulpit,
the education system or among leaders in
communication.

“But I feel people are not receiving the
leadership, guidance and information
they really need to meet the great
adjustment that’s taking place.”

Sir Paul Hasluck said the way to get a
front page today was to take off your
clothes and streak across a park.

You couldn’t get a front page if you
had an ideal or a principle to get across.

Things which were cheap, nasty and
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without any tradition of honor or
self-respect were getting a great deal of
publicity.

On the other hand, there were
expanding opportunities for the religious
press.

He gave two examples:
o Together religious publications had

an enormous readership. This should be
of great interest to national advertisers.

o Many intelligent young journalists
were not happy with the rather trivial and
mean tasks they were required to do.
They would be attracted by opportunities
in the religious press.

Sir Paul Hasluck said there was a great
need for a religious press in Australia.

It should:
GIVE leadership and guidance to

people.
SET before them a wide range of

information and a higher set of values
than they were otherwise given.

ENCOURAGE them to ask questions
about “what sort of Australia we are
making, what sort of community we are
building, what sort of people we are
building, what sort of people we really
want to be.”

Sir Paul Hasluck said he had come to
the convention to say a few words of
encouragement.

He wanted to demonstrate his
appreciation for the work of the religious
press and the high value he put on it.

“I have a great deal of confidence that
in speaking these words I’m speaking on
behalf of the majority of Australians’’ he
said.

“There are oddities in our community
elements that are articulate and well
publicised.

“But the majority of Australians are
on jyour side.

‘You’re doing something worthwhile
Go ahead and keep on doing it.”

ELECTION REFLECTION At the local polling
booth, right opposite our home, the first to arrive on
polling day were the twenty or so staff of the
returning officer. Next came the how-to-vote
distributors. All parked their cars as near to the
entrance as possible, and this took effective care of
the available parking space for the rest of the day.

It all seemed symbolic of the frustrations that have
attended the election from the start. It was a
politicians’ election. The people showed no signs of
wanting it. Although much was made of the inflation
issue, most of us believe that while the government in
power may reduce inflation a little, or make it a bit
worse, it is a disease from which the whole world is
suffering and there is no quick, easy cure.

All elections divide people, simply because they
call for people stand up and be counted. In this
election all kinds of groups asked for support for this
or that cause. Doctors, lawyers, teachers, farmers,
artists, and ministers were among such groups,
although the ministers received more attention,
mostly unfavourable.

There were some dirty tricks. The Liberal series of
“never again” ex-Labor voters was even disowned by
prominent Liberal members. To show that two can
play at that game, Mr Hawke conjured up Sir Robert
Menzies in a sneaky way that would have been more
appropriate to his undisciplined University days than
to his august, responsible office as Federal A.L.P.
President.

There is no doubt that the Government lost some
friends over issues that appear relatively small. Its
handling of the superphosphate issue could hardly
have been more inept. Its obsession with a new

national anthem has provoked the silly spectacle of
dividing concert audiences into those standing for
“Advance Australia Fair” and those sitting against.
While the Government was applauded its
assistance to the arts, it savagely increased postage
rates to such an extent that country newspapers,
sectional and ■ cultural magazines, and religious
journals are still under threat of extinction. And we
all could wish to forget the Gair affair. Some think
that this was no small matter, but it was petty.

There were bold initiatives taken by the
Government in the realms of Education and the
restoration of dignity to the Aborigines, moves that
will be continued no matter who is in office, Sut
major legislation in the areas of health and housing
were thwarted.

It is now announced that Labor has been returned
to power, but whoever is the Government, it is more
than time for members on both sides of the House to
think less of party and more of people, less, of
sectional interests and more of the well-being of'the
nation.

There are many who believe that we face problems
of such great dimensions, internally and externally,
that the winner of the election is to be pitied rather
than congratulated. But we believe that if both sides
act responsibly the impact of our troubles will be less.
However small the margin of preferment may be, it
must be accepted as the will of the people, and those
chosen to govern should be given a reasonable chance
to solve the many difficulties that confront us all.

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THE RETURN
OF THE LORD!

By Dr. A. G. ELLIOTT

“You men of Galilee, why stand you
gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus,
who is taken up from you . . . shall so
come in like manner as you have seen
Him go...”

There is no possible shadow of doubt.
Jesus is coming again. This plain record,
from Acts 1:11, is the announcement of
the two messengers to the astonished
Galileans at the Ascension. The promise is
clear. Christians of the New Testament
churches and writers of the New
Testament documents, working under the
inspiration of the Third Person of the
Godhead, were in no doubt as to the
certainty of this great event—the “blessed
hope” of every true believer.

In fact, the promise of the Second
Coming solved many perplexities for
them. For the Old Testament Prophets,
whose writings alone were available to the
early believers as authentic Scriptures,
had not clearly differentiated between
the two “Advents” of Jesus.. Now,
however, it became evident that the
Messiah, who had come in humility to
offer Himself as a sacrifice for our sins,
would come a second time, in glory,
bringing judgment upon unrepentant
sinners.

New Testament Christians of this
generation—such as we profess to
be—should surely count this as one of our
favourite themes. Yet, this could hardly
be claimed for us. The failure to
understand and to appreciate the basic
facts relating to the Return of the Lord is
plain enough even in New Testament
times. Paul’s two letters to the
Thessalonians were written chiefly to
overcome misunderstandings. Likewise,
the Revelation of John is an attempt to
present to discerning Christians, in
codified gnd symbolic language
reminiscent of the prophet Daniel, some
idea of the trend of world events in the
future—and culminating in the final
Return to this earth of the King of Kings.

For1 very many people, however, the
issues have been largely clouded by the
multiplicity of theories offered, by
fantastic claims of would-be date fixers,
and of self-authorised prophets of doom.’
Perhaps this is one reason why some of
our churches that ought to be “alive” in
the New Testament sense, are virtually
drifting aimlessly on a sea of ignorance
and indecision in relation to the Retprn
of the Messiah. Admittedly, it is not easy
to steer a clear channel through the varied
shoals of interpretation — Yet, a
professedly New Testament people
should also be thoroughly New
Testament in its expectation of the
Return of Christ.
14 (230)

It is true, as is being only too plainly
noticed in many areas of theological
research today, that the 19 th and early
20th century Higher Critical Theories,
that began with Julius Wellhaussen and F.
C. Baur and eventually found their way
into many seminaries, and thence into the
minds of not a few bright young men
who had a yen for fame rather than
faith—have scarcely been conducive to
the establishment of solid bases for
Biblical study in depth. This calamitous
situation, in which God’s Word has.
gradually fallen into fatuous disregard,
together with the current tendency of
“Liberalism” to discredit Predictive
Prophecy, has resulted in a general
attitude of fasionable unbelief.
Unfortunately, this has rubbed off on
evangelicals with the consequent
soft-pedalling in what should have been
the developing field of evangelism.

The history of the dispersed Hebrew
people has patent implications for those
who are prepared to see them. Frederick
of Prussia is alleged to have asked his
court chaplain for evidence of the truth
of the Bible. It will be recalled that the
chaplain readily replied, “Sire, the Jew!”

Students of recent current affairs in
the Middle East will have little difficulty
in lining up the eruption of the Modern
State of Israel with the prophecies of the
Old Testament.

Nevertheless, there is considerable
confusion today, among the interpreters.

But perhaps this is not quite so
difficult to understand after all. Could it
be that the reason so many faithful,
believing Biblical exegetes are at
variance—is that God—who is crystal clear
on matters of Salvation and Holy
Living—has, in His wisdom, withheld
some of the vital clues concerning “the
end time”? Maybe He has not given us all
the information to provide a systematic
presentation of all the many events
surrounding our Lord’s Return?

Furthermore, perhaps we would do
well to read and re-read some of the more
significant writings that are available to
us—for example, the prophecies of Daniel
and Zechariah, Ezekiel 36-39, Matthew
24 (the Little Apocalypse), 2 Peter and
the whole of the Revelation of John at
one sitting.

A diligent and careful study also of the
apostolic writings concerning the Second
Coming, in fact, shows that almost
without exception, they reveal truth in
the context—not .necessarily about the
great events of the end time, or of the rise
of Antichrist, or the many things we
would like to know—but rather about
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what it really ought to mean, to us as we
live our normal lives, here and now, in
faithful witness to Him who is the
Coming-One!

To live lives “in the Spirit”, separated
from the world and to Him, dedicated to
His divine purpose-so that, at any
moment, should He come, we shall be
ready. To the first Christians our Lord’s
Return, awaited and expected, supplied
the essential urge toward Christ-like
living. It should be our incentive today to
follow the same path—especially in this
era, in which for those of us who drive on
the roads—at any moment we may be
ushered into the presence of Our Lord.

Sadly enough, many today who
seriously regard themselves as New
Testament Christians, have relegated to
the background any thought of Christ’s
Return.

As members of the New Testament
Church in the 20th century, we must
regain the prophetic insight of our
forefathers. We need to renew in our
thinking and living the assurance of.
Christ’s Return. “Maranatha”. “Even so,
COME, LORD JESUS!”

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FREEDOM
IN PERIL
BY JUAN MARCOS RIVERA

Some 150,000 people gathered in front of the Congress Building in San Juan,
Puerto Rico March 27 demonstrating in support of religious freedom for
Pentecostals. Roman Catholic Cardinal Luis Aponte Martinez supported the
march organized by the Protestant Council of Puerto Rico. Herewith the
background for “the largest public rally ever held on the island”

San Juan (EFS) — In a decision
without precedent, the Puerto Rican
Supreme Court declared on February 21
that the religious services of a Pentecostal
Church on Calle Luna in Old San Juan
constitute a public “nuisance”. Damages
of $200 plus interest were awarded to
each of the four surviving claimants, none
of whom now lives in the neighbourhood.

The court held that religious liberty
cannot interfere with the privacy of
family life.

Neighbours had complained that they
were disturbed by the volume of noise
resulting from loud singing, playing of
musical instruments, hand clapping and
falling on the floor. They said they had to
talk loudly to be heard in their homes
and that church noises interfered with
watching TV and children studying.

The original suit was brought m 1962
and the Superior Court ruled against the
church in 1969. Its decision was appealed
to the Supreme Court, which has now
handed down its verdict.

The church is in a deteriorating section
of the city where juke boxes blare day
and night from the many bars and other
places of entertainment. The church
seems the only building offering
programmes dedicated to uplifting the
human person. Why it was singled out for
censure is a question in the minds of
many?

The San Juan Star in an editorial of
March 6 dealing with the noise produced
by Pentecostal Church services asked:
“What makes that noise any noisier than
the multitude of assorted hues, cries and
cacophonies that assault us from all sides
day and night?”

A news story in the same issue quoted
a spokesman for the Pentecostal Church
as saying: “If this decision stands, the
Pentecostal Church, and many Catholic
churches as well, will be subject to
lawsuits by the hundreds.”

Acting on faith and hoping for the
best, the church has filed a petition for
reconsideration by the Supreme Court,
stating that services are held only three
nights a week from seven to ten o clock
and on Sunday mornings. The noise in
the neighbourhood, however, is pervasive
and permanent

Legal advisers of the Protestant
Council of Puerto Rico are studying the
probable effects of the decision, as well as
action that night be taken if the
reconsideration is denied. One possibility
is an appeal to the US Supreme Court.
1974

To understand what the court action
means for the Pentecostal constituency,
one must recall a bit of history. Puerto
Rico was discovered, colonized and ruled
by Spain, a Roman Catholic country. It
was ceded to the United States, a
Protestant country, in 1898 after the
Spanish-American War.

Protestantism is therefore not as well
rooted in the life of the people as is
Catholicism. Yet 20% of the island’s
30,000 inhabitants have embraced the
Protestant faith and participate actively
both in church worship and witness to
the community.

In the beginning Protestant
missionaries divided the island into
sections and each denomination became
responsible for an area. When the
Pentecostals arrived about 1920, they
were not assigned any particular area.
They began working on their own
throughout Puerto Rico. In time they
harmonized their efforts with other
Protestants and have shown a significant
capacity for cooperation. Today
Pentecostals are the largest and fastest
growing Protestant denomination in
Puerto Rico. Their work on the island is
fully self-supporting and they are the first
denomination to send missionaries to
other Latin American countries.

They cooperate with the Protestant
Council of Churches and send students to

The
services are enthusiastic, with hand
clapping, playing of musical instruments
and expressions of happiness and even
ecstasy. Many people who feel a lack of
selfhood, love and acceptance join the
Pentecostal Church, become attached to
its religious practices and find fulfilment
for their lives.

They feel an urgent desire to express
their joy and new sense of love and to
offer them as gifts to others. Neighbours
who do not understand this desire
minimize the relevance of their
experience. To them the Pentecostal
Church is more nuisance than help in
uplifting the community.

Whose Freedom? The Supreme Court
noted that contemporary society is
fundamentally secular and people value
their rights and liberties over the public
expression of religion. People are entitled
to peace and quiet in the home. Freedom
of religious practice is not a licence to
create a world apart that disturbs the
total harmony of society.

The church was encouraged to insulate
its building to avoid disturbing the
neighbourhood, thus preserving the peace
and winning good will.

One feels as if religious freedom is in
peril in Puerto Rico.

President Julius Nyerere, the gently
charismatic President of Tanzania, was
recently guest of Governor General Sir
Paul Hasluck at Government House,
Canberra. The visit of this African
Statesman brought an invitation to Neil
Gilmore, as President of the Australian
Council of Churches to meet with the
President. The meeting took place at the
Canberra Re.: Hotel in company with
several others from university and student
centres, in a thoroughly informal
atmosphere where close and personal
conversation was the order of the
evening.

As Neil Gilmore talked with the
President, the conversation turned, quite
naturally, to the role of the World
Council of Churches in supporting the
liberation movements of southern Africa
and elsewhere through the Program to
Combat Racism. There was some special
reference of course, to those movements
operating out of Tanzania into the
Portuguese colony of Mozambique.

“Mr. President,” said Neil Gilmore,
“How significant are the grants being
made by the WCC? In size, at least, they
are little more than token gestures of
support — are they at all significant from
the African end?”

“it is impossible,” replied the
President, “to over-emphasize the
significance of these grants. Impossible to
over-emphasize what they mean as a sign
that somewhere, somebody, especially
the white Christians, care about our
struggle.”

“We are being challenged that these
grants are being used, directly or
indirectly, for the purchase of arms rather
than for humanitarian purposes as
required in the terms under which they
are made.”

“But that’s absurd!”, exclaimed the
President.

“How is it absurd, Mr. President?”
“We do not need money to buy arms.

I have or I can obtain all the arms that I
am likely to need without money. When I
go through the south of my country, and
they say to me, ‘We need arms’, I know
what I am going to do. But when they say
to me, ‘We need a school here’, ‘a
hospital here’ or ‘an ambulance some
other place’, I do not know what to do
about it. These things simply cannot be
obtained without money and money I do
not have. It is absurd to say that any aid
coming to us is used to buy arms. Every
22 (238)

dollar we obtain by way of aid and grants
is used for welfare, education and
humanitarian purposes.”

President Nyerere went on to make
the point that in the Tanzanian struggle
for independence, arms could not be
obtained from western sources. Thus they
were forced to turn elsewhere, to sources
which they did not particularly like but
which were the only sources available to
them. Now, since they obtain arms from
these sources, the West refuses help and
