Sister Blundy spoke with feeling as she
responded to the speeches and although
she had some doubts in her mind about
retiring she concluded that she made the
right decision in order to enjoy the time
for which she had been preparing for
some years.

That young
man eventually became a Secretary in one
of our Brisbane Churches, later he
married a Christian girl and they are both
faithfully serving Jesus Christ with
dedicated lives.

Yes, the "Way-side" pulpit has been
used of the Lord, because one man. Bill
Finger, has used his God given talent, and
has been a faithful steward with the gift
God has given him.

A group of us stood in the pouring
rain the other Sunday to see marathon
runner Terry Cox conclude his
record-breaking Adelaide to Frankston,
Melbourne, run. He had run 494 miles by
the time we first saw him. He had raised
during the week over $3000 for crippled
children and adults, in a run that was
sponsored by the Rotary Clubs along the
way.

We watched him over those last
gruelling miles. Terry had been averaging
75 miles a day in cold and wet weather.
His feet were badly blistered and
bleeding. His knees were swollen. The
pain in his body as he approached the
finish was intense.

Yet strangely he had been in a worse
condition during 1969-70 as he said to
me “I had been drinking about 16 beers a
day. I was a compulsive drinker and I
really needed help. I treated my wife and
family in the worst manner. I desperately
needed help and nothing succeeded with
me until one night I fell on my knees and
asked God to make me a new man. I am
not afraid to admit it. From that night I
found in God the strength to see things
through.”

Terry Cox has openly said to the press,
radio and television that through God he
has found not only the strength to
conquer long distances and great physical
hardship but that he has found strength
to conquer himself.

Terry says “There are a lot of people
in this world who need help and that is
why I am doing this run”. He is
right—there are a lot of people who need
help, and who need what he found, the
strength to see things through.

So many people start out on
something and never finish. They lack the
inner power that is required to complete
what they commence.

Consider how many home bookshelves
are cluttered with half-finished
correspondence courses; how many
cupboards are littered with
half-completed undertakings; how many
drawers are choked with diets that have
never been carried out. So many people
never have the strength to complete what
they commence.

This is a contemporary need within
society when it is so easy to start things
and so difficult to finish them. ________

This sermon was delivered by Gordon
K. Moyes, minister at the Church of
Christ, Cheltenham, Vic., at a recent
telecast service presented over the A.B.C.

It iS interesting to reflect upon the last
days in the life of the apostle Paul. He
was in prison and about to be executed.
He wrote his last letter to Timothy and in
the concluding lines reflected upon his
life, his ambitions and his achievements.

He wrote “I say this because I won’t
be around to help you very much longer.
My time has almost run out. Very soon
now I will be on my way to heaven. I
have fought long and hard for my Lord,
and through it all I have kept true to him.
And now the time has come for me to
stop fighting and rest. I have fought the
good fight. I have finished the race. I have
kept the faith” (2 Tim. 4:6-8).

Here was a man completely at ease
with himself and his world. He had
completed what he had set out to do. He
had found the strength to see things
through. He had fought the good fight.
He had finished the race. He had kept the
faith.

The Apostle Paul speaking out of his
own experience said “The Spirit helps us
in our weakness” (Rom. 8:26). “I can do
all things through Christ who strengthens
me” (Phil. 4:13). “The Lord is faithful,
he will strengthen you” (2 Thess. 3:3).

This is the great need of our time. So
many people want to discover the answer
to their own question “How can I find
the strength to see things through?”

I consider that there are five rules to
finding the strength to see things
through:—
1. BRING GOD INTO THE PICTURE.

Whatever your situation—at work, in
your marriage, in your study, in keeping
up your diet or persisting in your sporting
activities, whatever is of challenge and
difficulty to you, bring God into the
picture!

But what good does bringing God into
our 20thC. situation do?

You may discover that when God
comes into your situation a new
perspective enters in. Because you have
invited God into your life your work,
your business, your marriage, or your
interests you begin to look at things with
a new point of view. You see things in a
new light. You have a new perspective.
When you look at things bom God’s
point of view new solutions appear.

Hie Australian Financial Review of
April 13 had a startling article reprinted
from “The Wall Street Journal” entitled
“More American Corporations call upon
God as Senior Partner”. This article
outlined the staggering number of
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successful businesses who are seeking to
work from a Christian perspective and
who discover that when they operate
from a Christian perspective they have a
new outlook upon old problems.
Solutions appear because they seek to be
Christian in what they are doing.

You may discover also that when God
enters the situation he cleanses it. Many
difficult situations, businesses, marriages
and personal relationships, are improved
because God has cleansed them. His
presence shows up the problem and
speaks of forgiveness and cleansing.

The international magazine “The
Rotarian” recently had a long article by
the prestigious psychologist Dr. Karl
Menninger entitled “Whatever Became of
Sin?” In this article he urged men to
recognize sin in their own lives as a step
to having it cleansed by God to enable
them to begin life anew.

You may further discover that when
God enters your situation you are
encouraged to persevere because you now
have access to resources beyond your
own. So many people cannot manage and
cannot cope. But the assurance that God
is behind them endues them with strength
and empowers them with persistence.

“They who wait upon the Lord renew
their strength. He gives power to the faint
and to him who has no might, he
increases strength. Even youth shall faint
and be weary and young men shall fall
exhausted; but they who wait for the
Lord shall renew their strength, they shall
mount up with wings like eagles, they
shall run and not be weary, they shall
walk and not faint” (Isa. 40:29-31).

2. BELIEVE THAT GOD WILL
STRENGTHEN YOU.

This is a fundamental proposition of
both the Jewish and the Christian faith.
Right through the Bible is the continuing
conviction that God gives a person the
strength to see through whatever faces
them. Listen to some of the great words
of scripture: “As your days so shall your
strength be” (Deut. 33:25). “The eternal
God is your dwelling place and
underneath are the' everlasting arms”
(Deut. 33:27). “God is our refuge and
strength, a very pleasant help in time of
trouble” (Ps. 46:1). ‘‘The God of Israel
gives power and strength to his people”
(Ps. 68:34). “He is able to strengthen you
according to my gospel and the preaching
of Jesus Christ’” (Rom. 16:25). ‘The
Lord is faithful, he will strengthen you
and guard you from evil” (2 Thess. 3:3).
“At my first defence no one took my
part but all deserted me but the Lord
stood by me and gave me strength” (2
Tim. 4:16). God strengthens us by inner
reinforcement. A building like this
Church can be strengthened by placing
new bearers, pillars and beams inside.
God gives us inner reinforcement. Paul
frequently uses the phrase “The working
of his power within us”. The Greek

phrase is our word for energy and God
gives us the inner energy that enables us
to cope.

But God also strengthens us by outer
buttressing. Some great Gothic Churches
stand strong not only , because they gave
inner pillars to hold them up but because
they have great outer buttresses that
support them. Paul often referred to his
friends Silas and Timothy for the strength
that they gave him. How often is our own'
experience it has only been the support
and comfort of our friends around us that
has enabled us to see through a difficult
situation. The fellowship of the Church
becomes very real when one learns to lean
upon it. *
3. LOOK AT YOUR LIMITATIONS
CONSTRUCTIVELY.

Most people live under hardship,
difficulty and limitations. Some people
become overwhelmed by their limitations
and handicaps, while others learn to use
them constructively. As the squirrel said
to the mountain “If I cannot carry a
forest upon my back neither can you
crack a nut”. The people who see through
difficult situations have learned to look at
their limitations and handicaps with a
positive eye.

Joseph in prison uses his situation to
further his advancement in the Egyptian
Court. Robinson Crusoe uses his isolation
to discover his latent powers and abilities.
Handel suffering the paralysis after a
stroke nevertheless uses his left hand to
write the Hallelujah Chorus. Beethoven
composed in spite of deafness. Milton
wrote in spite of blindness. Bunyan wrote
in spite of imprisonment, Byron despite
lameness, Robert Louis Stevenson despite
T.B. and Alexander Solzhenitsyn, the
cause of so much international
controversy in recent months, wrote his
mammoth accounts of the Russian
treatment of political prisoners in Siberia
under immense difficulty of personal
hardship and political restrictions.

Men have used their handicaps to their
advantage. Ben Chifley never lost his train
driver image and Sir Robert Menzies in
spite of the educational limitations of
Jeparit in his day constructively
developed his ability.

Your very weakness can become your
strength if you look at it constructively.
Hanging over the side of his ship Charles
Darwin was impressed at how the
seaweed survived the crashing onslaught
of the sea as it clung tenaciously to the
rocks near the shore. The waves would
smash mighty ships yet the seaweed
thrived. “I know of few things more
surprising than to see this plant growing
and flourishing amid those great breakers
of the ocean which no mass of rock, be it
ever so hard, could long resist.”

But its flexibility, its weakness, its
limitation became its strength.

God strengthens you despite your
limited resources by making you look at
them in a new light. How could a boy

with a few loaves and fish Provi(^
ingredients of a lavish lunch for a
of 5000 men? When we offer our limited
abilities and talents to God he can
great things with them.

4. TACKLE ONE JOB AT A TIME.
The thing that defeats so many people

and makes them overwhelmed is that
they become disorganised. And a
disorganised person is a dis-spinted
person. Work piles up and threatens by its
very presence. .

When a light plane crashed in the
snows of the French Alps in blizzard
conditions no one believed the pilot
could have possibly survived. With a
broken leg he walked an amazing distance
over the next eight days through the
blizzard because of his philosophy which
he expressed to an astounded world
“What saves a man is that he takes one
step and then another and then another.”

What enabled Terry Cox to run his
500 miles without a decent break was the
fact that he ran one mile and then
another then another and so completed
the course.

Tackling difficulties one at a time.
living through hard days no more than 24
hours at a time, undertaking difficult
situations by starting at the beginning and
working at it steadily is one of the great
spiritual laws of God. We are promised
strength for one day at a time. We are
asked to pray for our daily bread. Jesus
tells us to be concerned only for the
immediate and-not for tomorrow’s cares.

Every member of Alcoholics
Anonymous knows that they cannot last
for the next five years but by living one
day at a time they manage. Michaelangelo
could never have painted the whole
Sistine Chapel roof that has become one
of the world’s masterpieces at his
advanced age, but this elderly sculptor
divided his work into sections of large
panels and then, lying on his back
commenced painting one at a time until
the years passed and one of the world’s
greatest art masterpieces was completed.

People find strength to cope under
difficult circumstances by focusing their
effort to the job immediately at hand, by
disciplining themselves to place their
tasks in order and then by tackling one
job at a time. *
5. KEEP AT IT.

It is always too soon to quit.
I stood at a farm watching men boring

for water only to give up in despair. In a
later drought the same hole was used only
to find that plentiful water was available
just a few feet further on through the
rock. How many times have men not
struck oil because they stopped drilling
too soon. Many advertising campaigns
have been unsuccessful because they were
stopped too soon before their effect was
fully realised. There needs to be
persistence in our efforts and endurance
in our work.

Jesus understood that. He said “He
who endures to the end shall be saved”
(Matt. 10:22). He undertook the most
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difficult assignment ever—the salvation of
man—and he suffered the cross despising
the shame because he had the persistence
to see things through.

The famous English Army Chaplain,
Studdert Kennedy, brings that out in one
of his poems that speaks about the death
of his friend Bill in a military hospital. He
wonders how Bill had the strength to see
through his suffering. He then meditates
on the fact that God’s answer to the
prayers of Jesus lay in the strength that
Jesus had to endure the cross.

“I have just bin readin’ a story ’ere,
Of the night before Jesus died,
And of ’ow ’e prayed in Gethsemane,
’Ow ’e fell on ’is face and cried.
Cried to the Lord Almighty above
Till ’e broke in a bloody sweat,
And ’e were the Son of the Lord, ’e were,
And ’e prayed to ’im ’ard, and yet,
And yet ’e ’ad to go through wiv it, boys,
Just same as poor Bill what died.
’E prayed to the Lord, and ’e sweated

blood,
And yet ’e were crucified.
But ’is prayer were answered, I sees it

now,
For though ’e were sorely tried,
Still ’e went wiv ’is trust in the Lord

unbroke
And ’is soul it were satisfied.
For ’e felt ’e were doin’ God’s Will, ye

see.
What ’e came came on the earth to do,
And the answer what came to the prayers

’e prayed
Were ’is strength to see it through.”

No matter what your situation, what
your problem, whether it be at home, at
work, in your study, profession or
marriage, no matter what it is that seeks
to defeat you, if you bring God into the
picture, believe God will strengthen you,
look at your limitations constructively,
tackle one job at a time and then keep at
it, by the power of His Spirit then you
will be strengthened and enabled. You,
too, will be able to look back and say “I
have fought the good fight, I have
finished the race, I have kept the faith”. I
have had the strength to see things
through.

On a wild, wintry day, 300
women of W.A.'s C.W.F.

God's Children."

Briefly she told the story of
her life-a nominal Christian
growing up in church life,
thinking that attending church
regularly was all that was
required of her. But God, in his
wonderful mercy, at a time of
crisis, answered her prayer of

faith so miraculously that she
knew from that moment He
must come first in her life. She
concluded with a moving solo,
inviting all to "expect a miracle
from God, and by faith you will
receive." Her wonderful
testimony is seen in the 320
young people she directs as "All
God’s Children."

Many who heard the
compelling message of this
woman were challenged to a
renewal of their faith in our God
of miracles, and an
overwhelming desire to share the
knowledge of him with others.

INTRODUCING

CARNARVON
C.W.F.

Are you finding that your C.W.F.
Program is not -reaching out to
non-Christian women? We asked ourselves
this question in Carnarvon last year. Were
we just having the meetings because it
was tradition?—we sat down to review the
situation and here are our findings:—

C.W.F. is for Christian women and
should be geared to their needs—i.e.
growing in faith and knowledge of the
Lord; getting to know how to love and
share with each other; learning how to
reach out to other women for Christ. So
we revitalised our C.W.F. Program to
cover these points, and then we thought,
"What do we do with women we
contact?" So our Woman to Woman
Evangelism program commenced under
the leadership of Mrs. Margaret Jones. We
have a series of evening meetings, six
weeks apart, at which we have a secular
speaker and then a Christian speaker who
quite clearly presents the Gospel.

We have been thrilled at how the Lord
has blessed these meetings, so much so
that we had to commence a fortnightly
Coffee and Discovery morning to cope
with the desire which was awakened in
non-christian women, to know what the
Bible has to say to them for their daily
needs. Our sister Olive Bieunderry on the
Mission Staff is interested in these
programs with a view to adapting them to
reach our native women for Christ also.

Difficulties? Yes, we have lots of
them. You see Carnarvon is in the
North-West and we are not able to ring
around the suburbs to find suitable
speakers. We have to work at least six
weeks in advance, keeping our ears to the
ground for visitors whom we could use as
our Gospel speakers. Then we have to
cope with the Gascoyne River. At least
half of our ladies live on the other side of
it and while it is dry we have no problem
BUT when it is flowing, these missionary
ladies have forty miles instead of ten to
travel. Also they have to organise around
their hundred-odd mission children to fit
in our meetings. Many of our town ladies
work and this makes it difficult to
prepare and decorate the hall, provide
transport and run around baby sitters.

So in this isolated spot of W.A. we are
providing an avenue for women to hear
about Christ. Many come and hear the
Gospel and say, "We never knew it was
LIKE THAT!" Some have come to a
personal knowledge of Him and we give
Him all the glory.

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PARAMATTA
- CITY & PEOPLE

Magic words like “citizen involvement”
and “community participation” received
a buffeting at a seminar
Parramatta-People and City held
recently in Parramatta.

But possibly for many of the 120
people attending, the concept of citizens
having a stronger voice in decisions which
affect their lives, was a new one.

The Seminar was organised by the
Parramatta group of Action for World
Development, a body backed by the
Australian Council of Churches and the
Catholic Church, and a local organisation,
Dundas Community Development Group.

The seminar took a look at the effects
of urban planning on the people of
Parramatta, in many respects it posed
more questions than it answered for at
present a plan to develop the city centre
of Parramatta is with the S.P.A.

Mr. Neil Wilson said a team of planners
from the S.P.A. and Parramatta Council
was conducting a study to ascertain how
best the plan can be carried out.

He referred also to the Sydney Region
Outline Plan which sees Sydney’s regional
population hitting five million by the

year 2000 or 2010. It was proposed this
growth be located in three main sectors
or corridors—one ■ south through
Campbelltown, Camden and
Appin—another north through Gosford
and Wyong—the third west through
Parramatta, Blacktown and Penrith.

Milo Dunphy was highly critical of the
State Planning Authority which he
claimed had lost its grip on major
decisions. More control had gone to
Government departments which could be
influenced by industry.

The seminar chairman, the Rev. Neville
Ross summed up: “The situation is very
different now from what it was five years
ago.

“I think we have come to the position
not only in Australia, but perhaps later in
Australia than in other places, where the
people really want to be involved in the
processes that are going on.

“It’s not a question of whether or not
the authorities will agree to our being
involved. We are going to be involved.

“But it is a question of how the
community will choose to be involved

and whether that involvement will simply
be an obstructionist action or whether it
will seek to be a creative participation.

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The concept of resurrection from the dead developed
within the Jewish faith only in the last couple of centuries
before Jesus, probably under the influence of the Greek
philosophy of immortality. The only positive O.T. reference is
in Daniel 12: 1-2. The famous passages in the O.T. (Isa: 26:9;
Job 19: 25-27; Psalm 17:15) can have resurrection read back

By the time of Jesus, Greek and Eastern thought had joined
with Jewish speculation about resurrection. The Sadducees
denied the possibility of a resurrection from the dead (Matt.
22: 23-33; Acts 23:8; 26:8). The Pharisees believed in a
general resurrection.

The resurrection of Jesus is the cornerstone of our faith as
Paul strongly argued (1 Cor. 15: 13-19). His resurrection
carried the potential of our resurrection (1 Cor. 1522). He is '
the first of many brethren to be raised from the dead (Rom.
8:29).

The resurrection of Jesus was foretold by him constantly
during his ministry (Mk. 8:31; 9:31; 10:33-34), but was only
understood after the event. Hundreds of eye witnesses gave
testimony to the resurrected Lord before his ascension (1 Cor.
15:3-8).

The resurrection hope of the believer is that in Christ all
shall be made alive (1 Cor. 15:22). We can be restored in him
(Rom. 8:11; 15:15-21).

The raising of other people from the dead by faith
(un-named people. Matt. 11:5; Jairus's daughter, Mk. 5:39; the
widow's son, Lk. 7:12-14; Lazarus, John 11; Dorcas, Acts

|9:37; Eutychus, Acts 20:10) cannot be considered
resurrection. That was yet to come for them. They were
however brought back to life. Resuscitation is the correct
term. To raise people from the dead was part of the missionary
charge (Matt. 10:8).

They are not living before
they die. Edward the Confessor's last words were "Weep not. I
shall not die but live; and as I leave the land of the dying, I
turn to see the blessings of the Lord in the land of the living."

We believe in our own survival after death but we leave our
body in the grave or in the-crematorium urn. But the body of
Jesus was not left. It was needed as part of the conviction
concerning his resurrection. Every theory has been promoted
to account for the empty tomb but all have equally failed. The
areatest objective proof of the resurrection is not the empty
tomb but the changed lives of the disciples. The greatest
subjective evidence lies in the occupied heart of the believer by
the risen Lord. The indwelling Christ is his own proof.

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I was invited to the Moreno’s home for
a meal after Sunday church. I asked
Beatriz Moreno if her mother was a good
cook.

She laughed, “My mother is a very
good cook. “Then,” I said “I shall gladly
come”.

Mrs. Moreno is a very good cook, and
we had a delightful time of Christian
fellowship in this home which is part of
the Church of Christ in Mexico City.

Christian fellowship is what the World
Convention is all about. That is why we
were in Mexico, to meet with the
Mexicans. But in a city of ten million
Mexicans, it is not all that easy to meet
up with them.

It is easy to have fellowship with
Queenslanders in Mexico City, if they are
staying in the same hotel, eating at the
same table, travelling in the same bus, and
going to the same meetings. Likewise the
Western Australians, Californians, Texans,
Oklahomans, and New Zealanders. But
Mexicans were something else.

The big problem was the language
barrier, and there were puzzled
expressions on the faces of the Latin
Americans when I used my version of
“Bueonos noches,” “hasta la vista.”

. Either the Mexicans don’t speak
Spanish, or my Spanish isn’t.

Daniel Lopez de Lara, Vice-President
of the 9th Assembly of the World
Convention, and Secretary of the Bible
Society of Mexico, introduced me to the
Moreno family. Mr. Moreno is a lawyer,
but his first concern is for the church. I
could not speak directly to him or his
wife, for they do not understand English.
But their daughters, Beatriz and Sylvia,
do. Their friend, Dulzie, a schoolteacher
was also able to translate. So we got along
fine. And the language barrier was no
impediment to the enjoyment of good
food.

Mrs. Moreno was bom into a
Christian home and joined the church at
the age of nine years. Her husband,
previously a Roman Catholic, as are most
Mexicans who are not agnostics, became a
Protestant at the age of 16. They met at
church, and later they joined with the
Disciples of Christ because they liked
their new church’s way of witnessing for
Christ.

The Morenos have four children, two
sons are married. Beatriz, 23, works for
the Bible Society. Sylvia 19, is preparing
to enter the University where she hopes
to study sociology.

The Mexico City Church of Christ, the
only one in a city of 12 million, was
founded about 12 years ago. We have 23
other churches in Mexico, but they are
scattered throughout the country. To
serve the 1323 members, they have 12
full-time ministers.

Mr. Moreno says that his church’s
greatest need is for more ministers and
leaders. People everywhere, especially
young people, are confused by their
world. The Mexican churches are not
fulfilling their responsibilities. They are
doing a great deal of social service work.
This is necessary, and the churches do
well to concern themselves with such
needs. But they are not active in the main

business of the church, which is preaching
the good news.

The church should be strong on
evangelism, and if it is strong everywhere
but here, it is still weak. With their new
minister, the church in Mexico City is
endeavouring to be evangelistic. He is
Herliodoro Fis, a Cuban who trained for
the ministry in the U.S.A, and has only
been there a few months, but already
there are signs of growth. I met seven
young people who are being prepared for
baptism (see photo).

Quite a few of us were at the Mexican
church on Convention Sunday. The
preacher was Hartzell Cobbs of University
Church, San Diego, Calif., and Mr. Fis
was the interpreter. We sang gospel
hymns whose tunes are known all over
the world and I did the best I could with
the Spanish words, usually having a few
over at the end of each verse.

On Sunday evening the fifteen young
people of the church meet to sing with
piano and guitar and to study the gospel
of John with Mr. Fis. The Women’s
Society meets on Mondays. On Tuesday
evening there is prayer and Bible study
for the whole church. And the members
meet on other days in their own homes,
and always the note of evangelism is
sounded.

The offering at the World Convention
communion service amounted to about
$6000. This was given to the Mexican
churches. It must have been a great
encouragement to them as they met the
following week in their own national
.convention. They were to meet on a
ranch in the State of Zacatecas, where
their surrounding would be fairly

'primitive—no electric light, no church
buildings—in the open air. They would
certainly give their priorities to the gospel
and there, too, I guess they would have
made their own assessment of the World
Convention.

How worthwhile was it?
The value of the 9th Assembly was

limited indeed if it was restricted to a few
days in August, but if those few days
mean a new interest of prayer and
involvement of the world church in
Mexico and other Latin American
countries, then the World Convention will
have been a significant investment.

The money will be helpful, but when
Mr. Moreno- was asked what were his
church’s greatest needs, it wasn’t money
he put first. It was ministers, leaders.

BIBLE TRANSLATIONS
To the Editor,

The accuracy of the Greek text on
which English translations of the N.T. are
based is an important but complex

?uestion.
. It is not known what precise Greek

text was used by the scholars who
translated the KJV, but at the time there
were less than a dozen manuscripts
available from which to compile the
Greek text. None of these manuscripts
was earlier than the tenth century.
2. Since then, thousands of manuscripts
have been discovered. The earliest, a
fragment, is dated less than 50 years after
the writing of the gospel by John. There
are other important manuscripts from the
early centuries, including two that
contain the whole of the N.T. and which
date from the fourth century.
3. In determining the original text,
scholars rightly are influenced more by
the age of the manuscript than by the
number that supports the omission or
addition of a particular word or phrase. It
is obvious that many more manuscripts of
a later date survive than those nearer the
original.

Surely Christians should have more to
do than engage in such archaic
discussions. Not the actual words but the
meaning and message behind the words is
what we should take notice of and use as
our guide.

No wonder—to quote Tertius—“the
saints are gloomy-about the future of the
church. The old ways don’t work any
more and we’re too tired to try new
ways”.

Let’s have done with trivia and get
down to the real meat of the gospel of
Christ.

4. Early this century the Bible Society
abandoned the “Received Text”, which
was the text in the 16th and 17th
centuries. (The title comes from an
advertising statement of a printer who in
1633 claimed that “the reader has the
text which is now received by all, indeed
we give nothing changed or corrupted”.
Such a claim does not stand the test of
the evidence.) Surely none would suggest
that the Bible Society is biased against
the fundamentals of the faith!
5. The conclusion is inescapable that
modern translations are based on a Greek
text that is nearer to the original than
that behind the KJV.

There is the further question of how
to translate the Greek into English. That
too is a complex question, for no
translation, including the KJV, translates
word-for-word or always uses the same
English word for the same Greek word.

Good statements about these matters,"
can be found in chapter 6 of Paul Little’s
Know why you believe (Scripture Union)
and F. F. Bruce’s The New Testament
Documents: Are They Reliable? (IVF).

Adlean finds it also very helpful here
because the women have tneir own
special classes where they learn things like
sewing, first aid, macrame work and other
things like that.

All of us settled down very well here in
the college. We have a flat which is made
up of one bedroom, kitchen, bathroom
and toilet, a lounge room and dining
room. The college gives us a food
allowance of $19.00 per week and we do
our own food shopping and also do our
own cooking. This food allowance of
course differs according to size of the
family.

I was doing eight lectures in the first
semester as mentioned above, plus
English and a special lecture on how to
study; also in the practical field we do
field work. Some of these will be changed
during our second semester. I will take
Greek instead of English and psychology
instead of Human Development in
Behavioural Science. It looks as though
next semester will be busier than this one.
I am certainly: looking forward to it. So
far the results of my assignments have
come out very well indeed, and I only
hope that my exams will not be down
very much.

PAPUA NEW GUINEA
The last few weeks have been really

busy for all of us up here, trying to get
everything ready for the Work Team.

VIOLENCE
by Jacques Ellul (S.C.M.) $4.25

Violence has been recognised in many situations that have
been taken as normal so that there is need to raise the question
of the Christian attitude to violence. Following World War I
there was a tendency for part of the Church to move towards
Pacifism but more recently with the rise of the "third world"
the violence of colonialism and economic exploitation have
been recognised. This has led to some sections of the Church
espousing the cause of the underprivileged and exploited
developing countries. Some have openly suggested*that this
violence must be met with violence and Christian concern calls
us to be involved in violence. Much of the reasoning involved
has had Marxist overtones or reactions against Marxist
doctrine. The problem as Ellul sees it is that too often the
Church has accepted the reasoning of the "left" or the "right"
and has then sought to find a "Christian" justification for its
position either from the Bible or its faith. Ellul seeks to
analyse the nature of violence and to draw out some basic
rules by which violence operates. He seeks to help the Church
clarify its attitude to violence. Perhaps his strongest point is
that we as Christians can find no justification for violence and
we must destroy any and every pseudo-christian justification
for violence, for violence always needs a justification.

While there will be many, including the pacifists, who will
disagree with him, Ellul has made a very valuable contribution
to the church's understanding of this problem. The book can
not be described as easy reading and at times it seems that
"theory" loses its roots in reality. This is a book that deserves
to be read by all those involved in the leadership of the
Church.

"Come Now to His Table" This is a guide to those who lead
our communion services and will be helpful also to those who
receive the emblems. It is stimulating and the section on "How
It's Done" would helpfully point the way to a recovery of the
communion service as a joyous celebration rather than a
formal observance. We have a tradition of "communion talks
in our churches and the writers recognise this and give helpful
suggestions for making the best of the president's "remarks .
With four contributors it is not to be expected that the whole
be consistent in all its parts. Indeed if entrusted to one mind it
would still be difficult to hold in harmony both the ideal and
our present practices. This comment is provoked by an early
statement that the introduction to communion is not a
-communion talk,' far less is it a sermonette. Yet, at the end
we are given two communion meditations that read to this
reviewer like "talks" or "sermonettes". Not that they lack
quality it is simply that we would like to see less emphasis on
improving the communion "talk" and more on "how it s
done" in recapturing joy in the presence of Christ. This said it
is a fine contribution to the church’s hfe and a copy could well
be given to every president along with next quarter s service
plan.

A TURN IN THE LONG ROAD The long road of anguish travelled by
the American people from a place called Watergate seemed to turn
toward happier fields when Richard M. Nixon resigned and Gerald Ford
became President.

Those of us in the U.S.A, at the time were made aware of the new
surge of hope for all those for whom the Nixon administration had no
credibility whatever. Even those who still supported Nixon were at long
last released from their burden of seeking good answers to bad
questions.

For there had come that last fatal release of tapes that showed that
President Nixon had lied. He had lied to his Congress, he had lied to has
friends, he had lied to the very lawyers who were seeking to defend him
and (this was a cause for anger) he had lied to his own family—to his
own daughter who, more than anyone else, had declared her faith in
him and defended him with word and pen. The President of the United
States should be a man of his word to everyone, great and small,
powerful or poor. But no man should lie to his own daughter.

With the departure of Nixon and the coming of Ford there was a
wind of change blowing through the White House. Ford spoke like a
man of prayer, faith, and humility. He seemed to be saying all the right
rhings and doing all the right actions. But the ex-President (contact
with whom seemed to destroy so many men of promise) seemed
capable of harming even his successor. Although Ford had said he
would not take action to pardon Nixon, within a fortnight he had given

the former President’s term of office. There was a cry of anger and
hurt.

This was not due to any vindictiveness towards Nixon. Those of us
who were there found few who wanted to punish Nixon, but they
wanted justice to be done and seen to be done. So many small and
quite a number of great men were ruined. They asked, how could the
leader of the gang be pardoned?

F ord wanted to be done with Watergate—but the disease of
Watergate has so poisoned the body politic of the U.S.A, that healing
could not come through the amputation of the Nixon limb. And the
pardon of Nixon was so secretly decided and so quickly effected, that
another wave of suspicion is troubling the people. It will be ironic if the
new President’s first set-back comes from an attempt to remove
Watergate from the nation by an act of amnesty. As a writer in the
“New York Times” said, Ford may have “erased his greatest asset in
office^the distance between him and Mr. Nixon and Watergate.”

That turn in the road did not at once lead to a new realm. Many are
asking if it was a detour at all—or just another dangerous curve on the
road that wrecked so many lives, and still reaches out into a perilous
future.
