CHRISTIAN
COMMUNITY SCHOOL

(Vic.) An ecumenical adventure in
education came to fruition in the opening
of the -Maryborough Christian
Community School. The inauguration of
the school and the commissioning of the
Principal, led by the local representatives
of the four participating churches, the

Anglican Church, the Methodist Church,
the Church of Christ, and the Roman
Catholic Church, took place last month.

According to "Church Scene" the idea
began with Canon John. Leaver, rector of
Christ Church, Maryborough, for the past
nine years. He was concerned that
Anglican children of Maryborough should
not have their family background of
Christ eroded and ridiculed by
assumptions made and occasionally
propogated vigorously by teachers in
local Government schools. He shared his
concern with Fr. Peter Claridge, of the
Roman Catholic Church, and found that
his misgivings were shared. Further
discussions with members of the
Methodist Church and Church of Christ
resulted in a proposal to proceed with the
setting up of a Christian Community
School.

The Headmaster is Peter Harris,
formerly on the staff at Haileybury
College and tutor at Farrer Hall, Monash
University. The school opened in
February this year with 130 students
covering first to sixth secondary years.

Sir James Darling said that the school
is "the most exciting move in Australian
education in the 44 years I've been here."
Ian Adams, Church of Christ minister at
Maryborough, says that discipline i.n the
school is very high and the classes are a
delight to teach because of their
receptivitiy. The students are already
asking why they need to be separated for
special teaching sessions and are more
united than even the high hopes of the
sponsors. .

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“DAMNATION OF
SOCIETY CAUSED BY GREED”

WHAT the Archibishop of York, Dr. Donald Coggan, called "the damnation of
society" has come because self interest has been put before interest in God to­
others.

SPEAKING on 'The Creed of Greed' to
the Religious Weekly Press Group at the
Cafe Royal, London. Dr Coggan went on:

"I think Amos might say to us, if he
stood in my shoes 'You have polluted my
world, therefore shall your supplies dry
up and your lungs choke, because you
have not learnt how to handle that most
precious gift of nature. And you have
made a valley into a dust bowl, therefore
I will visit you with agricultural chaos and
lung trouble.'

Raise up
"Or I think he might go on to say 'You

have burnt up my oil supplies with which
I have enriched my world, therefore I will
raise up a Sheik Yamani, who will be my
weapon of judgement upon you.'

"And again I think if Amos were
catapulted into our 20th century and into
our London from Israel, he might be

inclined to say 'Because you have allowed
80 per cent of the world's goods to go to
20 per cent of the world's people,
therefore I will visit you and you will find
pound becoming worth less and less. I
cannot teach you by common sense, I
will teach you through economics.'

"Or again, he might say 'I will visit you
because you have put into the seats of
power in your country men whose motto
seems to be I'm all right Jack, You have
never had it so good, but I will see you
have it a bit better. You have cared
remarkably little what percentage of your
GNP goes overseas, therefore shall you
never have it so bad.'

"And may it not be that Amos would
not be very far out if he saw through the
exigencies of our present situation to a
word of judgement from God on the
people?"

Dr Coggan concluded by saying that
God's commandments must not be
relegated to "an appendix in church life
or national life".

children as a separate Mission enterprise,
the Board in consultation with the
missionaries, determined to move from
near the town to the newly-created
reserve. Ken Roberts selected an
admirable site nine miles north along the
Coolgardie highway and railway, on a hill,
150 yards off the road. It had a gentle
slope north and appeared to be an ideal
position for a Mission complex. This
selection has remained and been

NORSEMAN ESTABLISHED AND GROWING. developed as the permanent location of
the Norseman Mission.

Federal Conference Adelaide, 1941,
received a deputation of Roy Raymond
and Albany Bell on behalf of the W.A.
Conference. The request was that the
Churches of Christ in Australia officially
establish a work among aboriginal people.

CONFERENCE RESOLVED: "To
create a Federal Aborigines Mission Board
to attend to the evangelisation and
general uplift of Australian Aborigines
and half-caste people." Because at that
time W.A. had the largest aboriginal
population (except perhaps Queensland)
and those in WA. were living in more
desperate and degenerate conditions, it
was1 determined the Board should be
established in Perth.

Initial members comprising the Board
were: J. Wiltshire, chairman; Roy
Raymond, Secretary; Albany Bell, C. R.
Burdeu, W. S. Bown, A. C. Olds, T. A.
Marsden and A. B. Povey.

Without delay, in a long weekend,
working like slaves, A. B. Povey and A. T.
1974

Thomas travelled the 450 miles to
Norseman, divided the hall and upgraded
the ladies' living conditions with kitchen
and bathroom. Soon Miss Joan Saunders
from College of the Bible and Miss Elsie
Roxburgh of N.S.W. were appointed to
help in the work and at a later date Ken
Roberts from the same College joined the
team. Miss Eadie through ill-health had to
return to New Zealand and Miss Bentley
returned to Mt. Margaret.

Some small vegetable and orchard
irrigation was started using the expensive
Goldfields water supply. But the
constantly recurring problems of adults
and children living so close to the town
were a hindrance.

About this time W.A. Government
gazetted a 19,700 acre reserve north of
the town mainly for natives, but with
timber cutting rights for the needs of the
mine.

Because of the difficulties and a
growing public conscience to caring for

Neither Brotherhood nor Government
had yet developed much financial
conscience. The Board was receiving 4/—
per week per child up to 20 children but
no more; however many children needed
help. Two military disposal buildings
became available near Fremantle; one of
our Western Australian men put in 100
pounds and another 80 pounds to buy
them. A large team of volunteer workers
from metropolitan churches on two
Saturday efforts dismantled the buildings
and loaded them on to trucks at
Fremantle. To get them to Norseman,
freight alone cost 200 pounds.

When they were located on the new
site, nine volunteer workers organised by
Stan Gale, journeyed the 450 miles to
Norseman and in eleven working days
removed and erected the hall from near
the township and incorporated the
disposal building materials in a
reconstructed set-up and the Mission was
in business on the new site.

EFFECTIVE
CHRISTIAN
EDUCATION
By Richard W. Lawton

Let’s start by getting our wires straight.

If you want effective Christian education in your
congregation this year, the easy way to it is probably not by
appointing a new whiz of an organizer, administrator, or
educator to your Sunday school staff, ' •

It is probably not by reorganizing the structure of your
Sunday school.

It is probably not by conducting exhaustive training
sessions for your teachers.

It is probably not by changing to another curriculum which
might approach things differently.

Let’s face it. The fact is that there is no easy way. And, of
course, very few people would imagine there would be.

QUALITY OF LIFE
The most effective Christian education that can take place

in your congregation in 1974 is the raising of the quality of
your congregation's life, work and witness, • so that the
congregation becomes a happy, deeply committed, sharing
fellowship of people.

If the congregation is less than this-if- worship is dull, if
newcomers don't feel welcome, if there seems to be no life or
enthusiasm in the church, then any good work being done by
keen Sunday school teachers in being undermined.

You may want to look at what happens when your
congregation worships, k it a joyful time? If not, how could it
become joyful? Is worship something done by one man
up-front, or is it something in which the whole congregation is
actively involved? Is it purely an adult show? Or is it
something in which children as well as adults can catch the
spirit of Christ?

It may mean that you will look at the way in which your
congregation shares its faith with others? • Is the faith
something'which you keep to yourselves because you don't
know how to give it away? How can you share it with others
genuinely?

It may mean that you will look at the way in which your
congregation serves the needy? Where are the needy in your
community (or in your congregation for that matter)? Of
course • you care. The crunch question is whether your
congregation is actively attempting to do something about it.

It may mean that you will look at the quality of the
fellowship of the congregation. Is the congregation made up of
a hundred individuals who happen to meet together on Sunday
mornings for an hour to worship God? Or are they a family of
people who care for each other, who spend mornings for an
hour to worship God? Or are they a family of people who care
for each other, who spend time together other than for the
Sunday worship hour, whose conversation is deeper than
"Hullo., how are you? I'm all right thanks. Wasn't it a good
game yesterday? "It's so hot today . . ."

ADULTS LEARNING
People coming together in this way are bound to have

questions. Who is this Christ who obviously means so much to
this congregation? How do I answer the question of so-and-so
who said...? What does the Bible have to say about...? When I
went to the hospital and found X who said....? What does the
Bible have to say about....? When I went to the hospital and
found X what happened? My children wanted to know what
such-and-such meant in our worship the other day, and I'm
not too sure myself I

What we are hearing are pleas for opportunities to come
together and ask questions and discover answers concerning
the faith and concerning life itself. What we are hearing are
pleas for groups in which adults (often with young people, and
sometimes with their children) have the chance to ask
questions, to explore issues, to express their feelings, to receive
information or the clues to getting information.

For years when "Christian education" has been mentioned
we've immediately thought of children in the Sunday school.
We've assumed that if we can "get the children" the parents
will follow. By and large it hasn't worked out that way,
and we've finished up with neither.

If our Christian education is going to be effective in 1974
then it will need to take the adults seriously-their questions,
their needs, their feelings, their fears, their ambitions.
Sometimes they will want simple sharing groups. At other

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1943 and they have played a considerable
part in the ecumenical movement since
then. I think that both the Baptist Union
and the B.C.C. will be the losers from this
move."

Members of Churches of Christ in our era realisethat we have
traditionally been Christocentric but this very issue of "Jesus is
God" was a hotly debated point during the 19th Century.
Alexander Campbell stressed the need to call Bible things by
Bible names. He insisted that he was neither Unitarian nor
trinitarian, although he was accused by both sides as being the
other. He said nine-tenthsof humanity could not understand the
terms or the issues involved and that the complexity of
theological jargon went much further than the Holy Spirit's
guidance of the N.T. writers. Campbell, the keen debater,
avoided debate on theology as such, and Bethany College's
Charter forbade the teaching of theology. Even today, ours are
still "Bible Colleges" not Theological Colleges. No major work
has ever been published on the trinity except to oppose
trinitarian beliefs. Likewise unitarianism has been opposed.
There is the struggle here between a sect with restoring concepts
and a church possessing orthodox faith.

Jesus is called Son of God (Word Talk 106), servant of God,
image of God (W.T.95), form of God, fullness of God, mystery
of God, and other like terms and on a number of occasions he is
called just "God".

However, the manuscript evidence in the passages where
Jesus is called God, with one exception, are all varied and
difficult. 'The Word was God" (John 1:1) is translated by the
N.E.B. not making the identification between Jesus and God
complete but as descriptive, "What God was, the Word was". It
does not say that Jesus was God but rather that he was divine.
John 1:18 speaks in the best manuscripts as Jesus being "the
only begotten God" whereas later manuscripts use the word
"son". Other passages where Jesus is called God was found in
Heb. 1:8-9, Col. 2:2,9;2Peter 1:1; 1 John 5:20;Titus 2:13; 1
Tim. 3:16. In all of these passages there is some manuscript
difficulty. The only clear occasion in the N.T. where Jesus is
called God is John 20:28 where Thomas, surprised and adoring,
says "My Lord and my God".

Yet without question each individual writer of the books
accepted Jesus as God. It seemed the language of prayer and
devotion struggled when it came to being written. All the N.T.
writers, except Luke, were Jews and strictly monotheistic. Jesus
was no rival god. Jesus himself taught his submission to God in
will, power and knowledge. Paul thought of God as supreme
even over Jesus (1 Cor. 15:28). John shows Jesus was seen in
obedience (John 17:3; 14:28).

No theological reasoning, but rather the personal experience
of the Apostles led to the growing understanding of God —
Father, Son and Holy Spirit. This trinitarian concept (2 Cor.
13:14) was to provide grounds of credal debate for centuries to
come.

BAPTISTS WITHDRAW
FROM V.C.C.

The General Council of the Baptist
Union of Vic. has voted to leave the
Victorian Council of Churches because of
concern felt about the theological views
of some member churches.

The General Supt. of the Baptist
Union, the Rev. Norman Pell, said that
the decision was not taken with reference
to future Roman Catholic participation in
the Council, although the move to leave
the Council followed the debate which
was sparked off by the publicity given
last year to the possibility of the Roman
Catholic Church making application to
join the Council.

Mr Pell said, "The basic reason for
withdrawal is our denomination's
embarrassment at the failure of Baptists
to give the Council meaningful support.
There is a variety of reasons for this, but
the basic problem stems from the fact
that there is wide disaffection with the
theological viewpoints of some member
churches of the Council."

The motion of withdrawal stated:
"Believing continued membership of the
V.C.C. is a matter of serious potential
division within our Union, which far
outweighs any possible advantages, the

Before the accident, Wun’s only
interest was photography. He wouldn’t
have anything to do with Christianity.

The story of Wun and the events that
alteted the course of his life are told in a
filmstrip released by the Bible Society in
Australia as part of its 1974 Youth
Project.

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INTERNATIONAL CONGRESS
ON WORLD EVANGELIZATION

(LAUSANNE, Switzerland)—Four speakers at the forthcoming
International Congress on World Evangelization have cautioned evangelical
Christians to take culture seriously and to communicate the Gospel in
terms that are understandable in the cultures in which they work.

The advice is contained in position papers by four theologians on four
continents. Their texts are in the second group of papers being mailed in
advance to the 2700 participants in the congress, July 16—25.

Writers of the second set of study
documents are: Susumu Ada, Japan
Christian Theological Seminary, Tokyo;
Howard A. Snyder, Free Methodist
Theological Seminary, Sao Paulo, Brazil;
Francis A. Schaeffer, L’Abri Fellowship,
Huemoz, Switzerland; and George W.
Peters, Dallas (Texas) Theological
Seminary, U.S.A.

As their papers were mailed,
participants’ responses to the first group
of documents were beginning to reach the
congress office in Lausanne. In an
unusual procedure, every person invited
to the July meeting of Christian leaders
has been asked to read the texts and to
respond in writing within two weeks after
their receipt. Their comments and
questions are being forwarded to the
authors, who will spend most of their
allotted time on the congress platform
discussing points raised in the written
replies. '

Material in the second group is likely
to evoke an even livelier response than
that in the first.

Snyder, writer of a paper on ‘The
Church as God’s Agent of Evangelism,”
asserts that when the Bible speaks of
“church” it does not mean
denominations or other institutional
structures. He claims that the church is an
organism and not an organization bound
by cultural patterns.

His text supports denominations and
specialized evangelistic organizations, but
he calls them “para-church” structures.
The dean of Sao Paulo’s Free Methodist
Seminary notes that such groups are
“useful to the extent that they aid the
church in its mission, but (they) are
man-made and culturally determined.”
He adds, “Whereas the church itself is
part of the new wine of the Gospel, all
para-church structures are
wineskins—useful, at times indispensable,
but also subject to wear and decay.”

Essential to Biblical church growth,
Snyder claims, are these four elements:
proclamation of the Gospel,
multiplication of congregations, building
of the Christian community, and
exercising spiritual gifts.

Uda, from a different theological
position, declares that the church is the
church only so long as it proclaims the
Biblical message. The Japanese Reformed
Presbyterian theological professor,
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writing on the topic “Biblical Authority
and Evangelism/’ warns that “there
would be no foundation for Christian
faith and action” without the divine
revelation known as the Bible.

“It has been the faith of the people of
God from the very foundation of the
church until today that the Bible is the
word of God in such a sense that
whatever it says, God says,” Uda writes.
He adds that this high view of Scripture is
nothing new, nor was it the invention of
16th and 17th century Protestants. “It
was indeed held by the Jews, by the early
church, and through the centuries.
Standing on the promises of God found
in the revealed word of God has certainly
been the essential characteristic of the
faith of God’s people.”

Schaeffer, founder and leader of the
L’Abri Fellowship which has attracted
intellectuals from around the world,
describes Christianity as a “specific body
of truth.”

“We must be careful to emphasize
content in our messages,” Schaeffer
advises. “How much content will depend
upon the people with whom we are
working. In a university setting, the
content will be slightly different than in a
situation where people, are not as
educated. Nevertheless, whether we work
with a man or woman who is not as
educated or whether we work with an
intellectual, in all instances, the Gospel
we preach must be rich in content.”

The Swiss-based Presbyterian
theologian warns that Christians must
back up their verbal proclamation with
their actions. He claims that some
evangelical churches have negated their
own message by failing to live up to their
preaching. He cites the example of
congregations which fail to welcome
young people with “hippie” patterns of
dress and talk and thus,, in effect, add to
the Biblical requirements for Christian
fellowship.

“The evangelical church often will not
accept the person with his lifestyle unless
it fits into the middle-class norm in that
particular geographical location,”
Schaeffer notes. “Unhappily, we often do
not realize what we have done when we
do this. It is not only a lack of love. We
have destroyed the absolutes of the word
of God by making something else equal
to God’s absolutes?’

— WHY AREN'T THE KIDS INTERESTED IN THE CHURCH?------- --------
To-the Editor,

Sooner or later every Sunday we get round to the question, "Why
aren't the kids interested in the Church?” Last Sunday afternoon I
found myself wondering what the kids are interested in.

They are interested in characters like Johnny Cash who
understand how they feel, and put into words for them what they
are against and what their hopes are. Maybe in the church we don't
understand how they feel, or we wouldn't be wondering why the
kids aren't interested in the church. We'd jolly well find out from
them.

They are interested in "rock". It’s alive and vigorous and gets into
their bones. If you’ve ever been to a rock concert you'll know why
the kids don't "turn on" to a church service. But is there any New
Testament ruling against services being alive and vigorous and getting
into our bones. Is there a verse that says they have to be exactly the
same every Sunday?

They are interested in protests and demonstrations about
pollution and war and aboriginal rights. They don't ask if they do
any good. All they want is some action that they can feel and see
and be involved in. In a world where the kids "dig" action, what
overt action can they see in the church that catches their
imagination?

They are the children of change. There has been more change in
their lifetime than in the previous fifty years. They don't understand
the static and the status quo. If it happens in the church the same
way six times in a row, they can't cope with it, any more than we
"oldies" can cope if it doesn’t happen the same way six times in a
row.

It's strange that they aren't interested in the church. The church
follows the most understanding person who ever lived, and had some
rough things to say about those who didn't understand young people
(something about a "millstone" if I remember rightly). The Lord of
the church likened his new way of life to a lively wedding feast,
when taxed by ancient "stuffed shirts" for practising religion
differently. And talking about action, on the day the church started
they were accused of being "drunk and disorderly." As far as change
is concerned, wasn't it Paul's enemies who complained that he was

RELIGIOUS POLICY AND PRACTICE IN
COMMUNIST CHINA
A Documentary History by Donald E. Maclnnis (Hodder and
Stoughton) $9.50.

There has been nothing vague about our impression that
Communist China has been anti-religious and that Christians
have suffered both as individuals and institutionally since Mao
Tse-Tung came to power. But there has been little available
from official sources to show what has been the views and
practice of those governing the largest population in the world.
Donald Maclnnis is director of the China Programme of the
National Council of Churches (U.S.A.). He was a teacher in
China in the 1940s, and has written extensively on China
issues. He has brought together 117 source documents which
show that there has been Tier from unanimity of attitude to
religion. Although seeking to be detached and objective,
Maclnnis admits to a bias: that China's leaders will follow Mao
Tse-Tung and the implications of Article 88 of the State
Constitution to allow adherents of all religions to freely and
openly practise their faith. Mao said "We cannot abolish
religion by administrative decree or force people not to believe
in it . . . The only way to settle questions of an ideological
nature or controversial issues among the people is by the
democratic method, the method of discussion, of criticism; of
persuasion and education, and not by the method of coercion
or repression.''' Religion, whether Christian, Buddhist, or
Moslem, is regarded as a tool that was used to deceive the
people, consolidate the position of the "reactionary ruling
class", and to oppress and exploit the people. This is the line
taken by the schools. The official view was much more
tolerant of religion than the local practices suggest and there
were many Chinese writers who defended the principle of
freedom of religion. However, the Cultural Revolution silenced
these and the Red Guards terrorised and local extremists
persecuted many believers. This will be a helpful reference
book for students of China and for those seeking to
understand the difficulties faced by Chinese Christians.
UNDER 5 IN AUSTRALIA
by Patricia and Don Edgar, Millicent Poole, Tom Roper, and
Margaret Higgs (Heinemann, 1973. 174 pages. $2.95).

By the time a child is five his personality and the way he
acts and reacts to events are pretty well set for life. Sure,
conversion is possible.

The book contains material on how we grow and
become persons in Australia, how the child relates to other
people- in his world, play and places to go, painting and its
place in development, television and other media, and
pre-school.

There is valuable material here to help parents and teachers
understand their children, and what they themselves are doing,
and there are many practical ideas.

There is nothing new in saying that we live under the
tyranny of things. What we all want to know about this old
and true saying is what we ought to do about it Here is a
delightful book about the simple life, which turns out to be
rather complicated. It is the simple life which is complicated,
not the book. The book is written brightly and with
enthusiasm. The book is in three sections. The first part
examines what Jesus (and company, including Paul) had to say
about the simple life. Then Eller presents the interpretation of
Soren Kierkegaard of the N.T. view. Finally, Eller gives his
summary and expression of both. He concludes that the "sole
motive of Christian simplicity is Hedonism." This is sure to get
a reaction because most of us Christians have been opposing
Hedonism all our lives. Hedonism teaches that pleasure is the
chief aim of life. Eller goes on to explain that the "sole motive
of Christian simplicity is the enjoyment of God himself (and if
that be hedonism; let's make the most of it!). Very
stimulating. The sub-title is "The Christian Stance Towards
Possessions."

PLAIN TALK ON PRAYER
By Manford G. Gutzke (Baker House) Paperback.

This is another in the series of "Plain Talks" by Dr. Gutzke.
It seeks to answer a lot of questions about prayer and comes
up with some positive answers in a day when prayer is not
practised as widely as it once was. The chapters are short,
there are 43 in 182 pages. The section on what to pray for,
given in the context of the sickness and death of his son,
shows an appreciation of the proper object of prayer that will
help all who have the burden of concern for others.

Peters, professor of world missions at
Dallas Seminary, says it “may prove
disadvantageous if not disastrous” to try
to use the same evangelistic methods in
all cultures.

“We do not need renewal of the
Gospel,” Peters writes, “but we do need
continuous renewal of methodology to
communicate the age-old Gospel in an
intelligible, meaningful and purposeful
manner.”

The Dallas professor, a Mennonite,
illustrates the need for different styles of
evangelism: “Culture has cast the mind
into a certain mould of thinking. Some
cultures are more rational-logical, others
meditative-intuitive, still others
imaginative-mythological. Our generation
is rapidly becoming existential. And it is
this cultural mould of mentality that
determines principles and practices of
communication. Communication does
not take . place in the same way
everywhere.”

Peters concludes his paper with a
warning that evangelism must “always
remain supremely a message” and that
methods and structures must remain
subordinate and subservient.

Do the two statements that follow say the same thing?
1. "A Christian's dialogue with another implies neither a denial of the uniqueness of
Christ nor any loss of his own commitment to Christ, but rather that a genuinely
Christian approach to others must be human, personal, relevant and humble ... As
Christians we believe that Christ speaks in this dialogue, revealing himself to those who do
not know him and correcting the limited and distorted knowledge of those who do.
Dialogue and proclamation are not the same. The one complements the other in a total
witness." -»
2. "True dialogue does require the humble admission that each may have something to
learn from the other and the Christian thus not only understands another's belief but also
shares his faith in Christ. In this sense, dialogue and the call to conversion can and must
be combined."

One of these statements comes from an acknowledged spokesman of "conservative
evangelicals", John Shepherd of the Latin American Mission. The other is taken from the
Report of the Uppsala Assembly of the World Council of Churches. Both indicate that
humility does not rule out certainty and that listening must be a legitimate aspect of
missionary endeavour.

"The call to conversion remains central to the mission (of the church) ... How do we
witness to men of other faiths and ideologies with respect and humility and yet with
firmness and clarity? Our ways of thinking may change; Christ our Saviour remains the
same, the only way to the Father."

From which of the two sources does this quote come? It affirms clearly the centrality
of the uniqueness of Christ for Christians. The statement is contained in the Minutes of
the Central Committee of the World Council of Churches, August 1969.

There are some Christians at present who are stressing "dialogue" because they believe
that some Christians have not been humble enough in their evangelistic approach. There
are others who are stressing "proclamation" because they believe that some Christians
have not been confident enough concerning Christ in their approach to others. Both
stresses are needed for a witness that is true to the Bible.

By the way, it was the first quotation at the beginning that came from the Uppsala
Assembly. Did you pick it?

SPECIAL AWARD
TO STAN GILMOUR

At a public meeting in Melbourne on
Tuesday, the Governor, Sir Rohan
Delacombe, presented a special'
Community Service Award to S. M.
Gilmour, an honoured member of the
Gardiner Church. The award was
sponsored by the Develop Victoria
Council. The Governor said that Mr.
Gilmour had given a lifetime of
community service.

He was Executive Vice-President and
Secretary of the Victorian Employers'
Federation. In this he pioneered a great
deal of new thinking in the Federation to
achieve higher living standards. He
pioneered and fostered special aid to the
mentally ill, he was a founder of the
Victorian Overseas Foundation, an
organisation which fosters apprentices
and offers overseas travel and study to
apprentices. He pioneered the Committee
for Economic Development of Australia,
and similarly pioneered the
Australia-Japan Society. He founded the
Australian Retired Persons Association
and was founder and president of the
Over 50's Association, which has done a
lot in finding work for people who were
finding it difficult to get work.

He pioneered the change to Decimal
currency in Australia, in fact, a radio
broadcast he made resulted in proposals
for the change in currency which
eventually did take place. Then he
1974

founded an organisation known as
Australia Decimal Research organisation.
He introduced a campaign for the
implementation of metric weights and
measures. He was founder and first
chairman of the Develop Victoria
Council, and began the Premier Town of
Victoria contest. He initiated the annual
Community Service Award which
commenced in 1961 and commenced a
programme for the development of
country youth which offers overseas
travel for country young people.

The Governor summed up Mr.
Gilmour's contribution to the community
by saying "As a community leader, his
contribution to this State will be long
remembered as positive and forward
thinking and always designed to involve
the greatest talents of the greatest
number of people in the greatest number
of areas."

Mr. Gilmour was a member of the
Parkdale church from its inception, later
of the Malvern Caulfield church, and for
the past 23 years has been an active
member of the Gardiner church.

Acknowledgement was made of -the
partnership and co-operation with him in
his community service on the part of his
wife and family.

When given the opportunity to
nominate people he would like to have
present at the presentation of the award,
the church was strongly represented in
the presence of three ministers of
churches of Christ and their wives.

HEIMAN RIGHTS BBL

The Standing Committee of the
Anglican Diocese of Sydney has urged the
Australian Attorney-General to withdraw
the Human Rights Bill.

It passed a resolution declaring the Bill
to be ineffective, unnecessary, selective
and unpredictable. Copies of the
resolution are being sent to Federal
political leaders and Anglican bishops
around Australia.

The Motion read:
"The Standing Committee of the

Diocese of Sydney notes with very grave
concern the Human Rights Bill proposed
to be enacted by the Australian
Government

"First it believes the Bill to be
ineffective insofar as it provides no legal
or permanent guarantee of the human
rights it seeks to protect.

'Thirdly, it believes the Bill to be
selective in its use of the United Nations
International Convenants which it seeks
to ratify and, therefore, significant rights
which have been omitted will inevitably
be seen as less valuable than those which
have been included.

"Fourthly, it believes the operation of
the Bill to be unpredictable in that it
contains imprecise language—the meaning
of which is obscure and will remain
obscure, at least until interpreted by the
courts, and therefore, liable to undermine
the rule of law which we seek to uphold
as a protection against the tyranny of
arbitrary rule."

S.A. and The Bible
Society in Aust., to promote the
teachings of Jesus through the
distribution of the book 'The Man You
Can't Ignore," has been an outstanding
success.

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WHO’S WHO & WHAT’S
WHAT - AT CHUNGRIBU
By Fay Christensen (Newly appointed missionary)

Well here I am at Chungribu. As I ’got
out of the M.A.F. plane the pilot said,
“Well, enjoy yourself here — if that’s
possible. If the heat doesn’t carry you
away, the mosquitos will.”

What a wonderful introduction to
Chungribu! But nearly three weeks later,
neither the mosquitos nor the heat has
carried me off (though the mossies have
tried pretty hard) and I am gradually
sorting out who’s who, where’s where and
what’s what.

WHO’S WHO — At the moment the
missionaries at Chungribu are Diana Catts
and Gordon Williams. Diana is working on
the language of this area with the eventual
object of translating the Scriptures into it.
She also does a multiplicity of other jobs,
including showing the new Head Teacher
what she has to do!

Gordon Williams is a tractor driver,
builder, etc., etc. He has been putting up
the new school buildings. Later he’ll be
working on the new airstrip at Gokto. >

Then there’s Mura, a New Guinea
schoolteacher. He teaches Standard 4, and
is a very keen, hard-working teacher.

And there are many more whom I’m
getting to know — Ermot and Wenap, the
pastor and his wife — Gombil, another
pastor, — Sadu and Mangga, our
‘doktabois’ — and lots more.

Of course, there’s my class of Standard
5 school children — who are in most ways
like any other class anywhere else. Some
good, some naughty, some bright and some
dower to learn. I’m enjoying teaching
them though the curriculum here is rather
different from that at home. First, English

is being taught as a foreign language.
Second, the background of the children is
very different from that of other children
I’ve taught What is a ‘wharf’, a ‘cabin’, a
‘wardrobe’? These things must be
explained in the course of a reading lesson.
On the other hand, how does a ‘townie’
like me tackle a subject like ‘Agriculture’
with these rural children?

Last but not least, there’s Standard 1 —
but alas, no Standard 1 teacher. The
teacher appointed to this school was also
appointed to another school — which he
took! Meanwhile Standard 1 is staying
home, until the Education Board can find
us a teacher.

So WHERE’S WHERE? Don’t ask me
where Chungribu is. Buy a map and find
out! We are on a very flat country, so bikes
come in handy. (By the way, I had my first
motor bike lesson the other day!) There
are several villages within walking and
riding distance. From my bedroom
window IJook out onto the airstrip. The
Chungribu church building is a little way
down the track.

WHAT’S WHAT? I’m still finding out.
My Pidgin still has a long way to go, so
communication is rather limited. I can
hardly wait till I can understand everything
that’s said to me, and think of a reply in
less than five minutes. Weekends are good.
With the various church meetings there’s
plenty of opportunity for hearing Pidgin.

Last Sunday was the monthly meeting,
when all the Christians from the various
villages in our area met together and held a
business meeting after the service. The
whole thing lasted about five hours, and do
those seats get hard! It’s good though,
because everyone has a say in the work of
the Church and in decision making.

• ALCOHOLISM & DRUG DEPENDENCE

COUNSELLING SERVICE
After a marked decline in the number of

persons contacting the Counselling and
Referral Service during December (half the
November number) there has been a return’
to normal and, indeed a steady increase
throughout February (a total of 39 new
clients) and our total case-load has passed
600 within 17 months.

The income to meet the budget needs of
the Cousellingand Referral Service drafted
for 1974 (approximately $16,000) is
assured, though this budget does not allow
for expansion of facilities to meet a rapid
rise in client-con tacts. Trust funds together
with funds voted from three Anglican
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Social Welfare Agencies are being
contributed to the running of the
Counselling Service. A fortunate $5,000
carry-over from 1973 will enable the
budget to be balanced.

Three volunteer counsellors have b.een
assisting at the office for some time and
they have now been joined by a fourth.
There is further need of volunteers for this
work. Mature persons, preferably (though
not necessarily) between the ages of 30 and
50 who would, after training, be available
for half a day per week or more are
welcome to contact the Director, at
V.F.A.D.D., Tel. 63-4848 (Melb.).

times they will want some content, some
guidance as to how to work through their
questions, a feeling that they are getting
somewhere and learning something to
equip them more effectively for their life
and witness.

If a group of people have similar
questions or needs, then it may be
possible to choose from the 40 resources
available a study which will be very
appropriate, or which can be adapted to
suit the group. Some churches offer a
series of five or six- week studies, which
may attract different members of the
congregation according to their needs.
Others offer several study courses at once
(perhaps at different times of the week);
their members thus have a choice
according to what they feel is important.
to them at the moment. Most of the 40
studies are also quite appropriate for
young people, or for youth and adults to
work on together.

The Christian Life Curriculum now
offers oyer 40 adult studies. Many of
these -are aimed at increasing Biblical
knowledge (such as Themes in John,
Moses, On the Mount) a study to deal
with the important social issues of our
day. Some (such as The Significance of
Jesus Christ and Study Guide to Christian
Beliefs) are concerned with matter of
belief. Studies such as Worship Today
deal with the church and how it goes
about its life and work; Law and Love in
Human Relationships helps people look
at how they relate to other people.
