work of extending the cause in «mr own
State should he entrusted. This Committee
is the .servant of the churches for Christ's
sake, ami it will do it- bc-t to further the
interests of primitive Christianity according
to the means that the churches furnish it.

But organisation mu-i go further than
this if our best is to be done for the cause.
We need—

1. An organisation of the transfer of
members. The writer is convinced that a
great part of the leakage that is deplored is
due to our failure just here. Members re­
move from one place ami locate in the vicin­
ity of a sister church, but no communication
is sent to the sister church ak»ut the math r,
with the result that when months after­
wards the member is discovered, he i-
found to have become indifferent. <«r ha-
drifted into one of the denominational
churches.

But
to do this there mu*t needs be a little more
willingness on the part of some churches.
an enlarged vision on the part of others, and
more worker* supported in the great har­
vest field; and when this is done, there will
still be the hosts of new fields into which
we should enter.

3. An organisation of the collecting of
funds. The writer is convinced that, with
the numerical strength we have in Victoria.
and the wealth that i* found among the
brethren, we should be contributing to and
spending vastly more in Home Missions
than we are. In every church there should
be a giving every week to Home Missions,
jn.-t as there is to the local work. This regu­
lar giving should be done either through the
duplex envelopes,or by mean* of collectors.
Deacons that fail to provide for this are
missing the mark.

Then al annual offering time there should
be an effort made to reach the last member
and to induce that member Io contribute to
thi- all-important work of Home evangeli­
sation. While the Committee sends out in­
formation, envelopes, and appeals, it rests
with the officer* of each church to organise
the matter in such a was a* to secure an
offering from all. and one worthy of the
1 huruli. Elder-, deacon-, and evangelists
-hotild take a pardonable pride in securing
a -ub-tantial offering from the local chur­
ches. Shall we make a big, united, organ­
ised effort to go beyond Z650 on Feb. 2,
1913. for Victorian Home Mission*?

Every new field occupied becomes a strat­
egic jioiiit from which surrounding points
can be reached. But, first, get the centre
strong. To do that, the wdiole consecrated
wealth and energy of the brotherhood rep­
resented in the Home Mission Committee.
must be concentrated there. Do that, and
success will be achieved.

What the Country Churches have
Done for the City

I’nder the term “country" I include nut

only the rural churches, but al-o those of
the country centre.-, whose life and inter­
ests are one w ith them. I have -ecu Emer­
son quoted a- saying that “the city is re­
cruited from the country: the city i- onh
the countrv which came to town flay before
yesterday/’

This i- title of Australia with it- over­
grown Stale capital-. “ The problem of
rural Christianity i- only the problem of
national Christianity, -latcd a few genera­
tion- in advance." Even count n church
holding ill) the ideal- of Chri-t. and by the
gospel winning boy- and girl- for Chri-t
and the church, i- helping to keep -wccl ami
wholesome that ever running stream of
young life that lbw- cityward-. Tint- in­
directly it helps the problem of the city 

worker. Neglect the country church, and
evil follows, not only to the rural commun­
ity, but al-o to the city. This is one great
contribution of the country church. The
city church also receives directly a far
larger proportion of members from the
country than it gives. This works in two
special ways to the advantage of the city.
'fhe young and ambitious who win honor in
the schools, go to the city for further op­
portunities. The country loses their help.
Those al-o. who have made a competence
retire, as a rule, to the city. This tendency
is becoming more pronounced. Thus the
country church is a constant contributor to
the city church. What about the contra
side, i.e.. those sent out to positions from
the city to the country centres? Owing to
the small number of such churches many of
these are lust to our work'. To conserve its
own fruit, the city church must be interest­
ed in the country church. It is a future
feeder, and a pre-ent home for it- scattered
member-. I could illustrate this out of my
own experience if space permitted.

Another question we arc “up against" i-
that of preacher supply. Where is the prin­
cipal source of supply ? Three American
College president.-, Dungan, Cramlct, ami
John-on, say that the proportion of stud­
ents from the country church is from 75
per cent, to 90 pur cent. Bro. Main, of ”Ur
own College at (lien Iri- (and aside—both
he and hi- colleague, C. M. Cordon, are
"country" church boys) ,-ays that about 70
per cent, of the students who have entered
are from country centres. This in spite of
the fad that our city membership is con-
-idcrablv over double that of our country,
if the \ ictorian proportion is an indication
of the general. This is not to dull) either
the quantity or the quality of the city’s con­
tribution to preacher -apply, but to urge
that in establishing country churches, we
arc creating a source of -upp’ly for this need.
It seem- that the -mall church is more fer­
tile here than the large one. Thi- contribu­
tion -hould be repaid by those who go out
returning with matured mind* and trained
|hiw<t to count it an honor to he a “coini*
tn" preacher, and give their be-t to build
up the caii-c of Chri-t.

The College in Relation to
Home Missions

Once more the time has come when each

brother will perforce manifest his attitude
to Home Missionary work. It is character­
istic of Christ and his claims upon us that
they give us no option: not to choose is in
a sense to choose, not to be with is to be
against; not to help is to hinder. There
seem to be four po.-siblc positions for us to
take up with regard to Home Missions.

1. We may be antagonistic. Wc arc glad
that there are indeed few who are thus
minded. There may be found a few who,
because the Home Missionary Committee
has not the gift of omniscience, who object
to a place helped, or to a man placed, op­
pose the whole work. This is not the Col­
lege relation. College supporters are not
antagonistic to Home Missions.

2. We may attempt to ’be neutral. There
may be circumstances in which it i- pos-ible
to rightly speak of a “benevolent neutral­
ity.’’ But tile birds work will not permit
of a neutral position. We relied on the
fate of Meroz: “ Curse ye Mero/, -aid the
angel of the b»rd; curse ye bitterly the in­
habitants thereof; because they came not to
the help of the Lord, to the help of the
bird against the mighty” (Judges 5: 23).
We cannot afford to be neutral.

3. We may have a mild interest and give
a half-hearted -upport This will scarcely
be better than the former: it was not an
angel, but the bird Chri-t. who -aid. ” I
would thou wert hot or cold ”

4. We can and should be whole-hearted.
entlm-ia-tic. zealous in the Lord’- cause.
Tlti-. I trii-t. is the College attitude. Wi
believe that it will be found that the mo-|
ardent supporter- of the College arc zeal-

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Most significant. too, were the simple
iimitocs that decorated the vast auditorium
iu which these mm met.

(>n study ing these features, one is im­

pressed with the thought that there is noth­
ing unreasonable in any of them, and usually
the only reason for not putting any or all
into vogue is spiritual inertia. Obviously,
unless your preacher is enthusiastic, little
interest will be aroused in the congregation.
(■ranted that he be on lire with missionary'
passion, and has a committee of. say, five to
give him needed assistance, the programme
of prayer and education can be made effec­
tive. "An every member canvass for mis­
sions." and the "weekly offering’ for mis­
sions" must then follow if the congregation
is to attain the standard.

Ami why not make a systematic, every
member canvass for missions? Why* should
any man refuse to pledge a definite amount
for missions every week? In my former­
work we scut an elder of the church to each
member, to secure if possible a definite
weekly sum for missions. The plan worked
admirably. Ami why not make an offering
every week? When the apostle gave his in­
famously neglected advice in 1 Cor. 16: 2,
he was not appealing for the local work, but
for others. And herein is demonstrated th<*
value <»f the duplex envelope, which is so
designed that in eparated ends of a perfor­

ated envelope, current expense offerings
and missionary offerings arc laid by on the
first day of every week, and the congrega­
tion is not periodically lx>red with a .special
appeal for special funds. A systematic in­
struction can be given and received with
suspicion. Only' to advertise a missionary
collection .sends a cold chill down the spirit­
ual spine of even some of the elect!

With the programme as outlined in the
characteristic features of the missionary
congregation, carefully and painstakingly
applied, a revolution in our offerings and
the spirit in which they arc given would be
the resultant. The next generation would
rise still higher in the evolution of the mis­
sionary congregation.

"The Old Jerusalem Gospel”

I have heard it said that, when Robt. G.
Ingersoll wished to attract the greatest
number, he always chose for his subject,
" What must 1 do to be saved?"

There’s a reason. Why was it Because
men and women are more interested in that
theme than any other.

There is only one answer. It is the same
earnest cry that came from the hearts of
men on Pentecost, and the answer comes
just as clearly as when Peter spoke the
words eighteen hundred years ago, " Re­
pent, ami be baptised unto the remission of

True, G»d has
wonderfully b\ . d our efforts in tin-
but in the light of the divine dictum that

"To whom much is given, from him much
shall be expected." we can only interpret
the success of the past, as investing us with
greater responsibilities for the future.
Brethren, with a desire to faithfully dis­
charge that responsibility your I kune Mis­
sion Committee have taken on much larger
obligations for this year, and while it is with
deep regret that 1 have to state that our
financial position at the present time is such
as to cau.-e your Committee no small anx­
iety, yet wc feel we can confidently rely
upon the loyal generosity of the brethren to
confinn our action by increasing your Home
Mission offering. You have never yet failed
us, and we believe you will make good our
expectation on this occasion.

Wc have gone carefully into our financial
position, and can assure you that if your
Committee is to be relieved of any financial
anxiety for the remaining portion of the
Conference year, nothing short of £750 will
be required in our Home Mission collection
on Feb 2. Wc are only asking for £118
more than yon gave last year, notwithstand­
ing our increased membership.

Brethren, we mu«t increase, if wc are not
going to decrease. Growth is a law of life:
where increase ends, stagnation begins. It
is the running stream that gives out fresh­
ness, fertility, and vitality, the stagnant
pool that breeds the germs of disease that
culminate in death. To-day’s progress
should decide to-morrow’s proposals.

Moreover, brethren, permit me to remind
von that our interest and joy in any work
will always be regulated by the sowing.
" Hr which soweth sparingly shall reap also
sparingly, and he which soweth bountifully
shall also reap l»oimtifully." and all Chris­
tian experience has taught us that nowhere
is the reflex so rich as in our gifts to God.
There i', -ays the inspired penman, that
scattcreth. and yet increased!, and there is
that w ithh.dd.’th more than is meet, but it
tendeth t<> |H»vctty.

Evangelistic Work in the South-
East.

By Edwin Edwards.
The State of South Australia contains

within its Ixirders .some of nature’s richest
treasures. tk>d has wondrously shown his
goodness to the children of men in the rich
provision he has made for their tcmjxiral
well being. Perhaps in no part of this
large State is this fact more manifest than
in the South East, that strip of country
s me 150 miles long by 50 miles wide, which
has for its south eastern Ixmndary the bor­
der of Victoria. It has been wisely termed
the “garden” of S.A. Its soil is of great
fertility, and its climate ideal; droughts,
which strike terror to the hearts and bring
so much misery to the lives of those who
dwell in various parts of Australia, are prac­
tically unknown in the South East. That
these* ideal conditions exist is made abund­
antly evident by the rapid strides which are
being made in this district. Tens of thou­
sands of pounds have been expended in
opening up this country. Railways have

been built linking the larger towns to the
capital, others have been authorised; money
is being freely spent in repurchasing anil
cutting up large estates, and preparing the
soil to yield up its rich treasure. Settlers
arc streaming into this “ New Land of
Promise,” ami on every hand are to be seen
signs of progress and prosperity.”

What are we doing towards proclaiming
the God-given message in this God-given
land? Surely we have a responsibility
given to us by our blessed Master to win
this goodly heritage for primitive Chris­
tianity.

At present there arc only two evangelists
in this large field, stationed at Bordertown
and Naracoorte respectively. At Border­
town the work has made rapid strides dur­
ing the past few years, the church is now
flourishing and maintains a branch cause at
Mundalla. At Wampoony, some 15 miles
from Bordertown, there is a small church
of faith fid members. To work this field
with one evangelist means travelling long
distances and continual effort. Good work
is being accomplished by the church al
Naracoorte, and opportunities for more ag
gressive evangelisation arc becoming larger
as new settlements are formed, so that the
church at Naracoorte will become a might*'
force in “sounding forth the word of life.'

The H.M. Committee with its limited
funds can but touch the fringe of this large
district with only two preachers, and when
we think that there arc large towns, such a*
Mount Gambier, Pcnola, Millicent, and
Kingston, also a host of villages ami settle­
ments where the primitive gospel is never
heard, we arc compelled to exclaim, “ What
arc these among so many?”

Oitr I.ord and Master, with the weight
of a sin-stricken world u]xm his loving
heart, said, “ I must preach in other citie-*
also.” He saw the greater need and gave
ii' a divine example. He has entrusted !•'
us the gospel of his love. Shall we be true
to that truth? On every hand we sec the
evidence of God’s favor towards US. zlhe
earth has brought forth abundantly of hei
good gifts What shall we render unto the
D»r<! for his loving-kindness?

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Home Mission Phosphates.

Our statesmen are concerned about our
small population, and by baby bonus, immi­
gration, and other means, are trying to in­
crease our numbers. Christian states­
men have another problem which they are
trying to solve, viz.: how to make disciples
of Christ of those who are born here and
those who conic to us from other countries.
The statesman is concerned about the quan­
tity of our citizens, the Christian is con­
cerned about the quality. The statesman
wants in every city, town and village to see
a schoolhouse, shops and library, the Chris­
tian wants side by side with these—a church,
a Bilile School and Kindergarten. When
tile Christian sees a community of people,
his first thought is how he can make them
followers of Christ—when the business
man sees the people he thinks how he can
make them desire his goods, and he spends
money in sending his travellers to persuade
them to buy from him.

\\ lien Good Gregory saw the little Brit-
i h children in the slave market in Rome
his first thought was how t<» make these
people love and serve Jesus Christ, and that
desire was the parent of the first large mis­
sionary work in Great Britain.

To-day in South Australia we have hun­
dreds if not thousands, of people not reach­
ed at all, other thousands only occasionally
hi ar the gospel. Some of the large and im­
portant town- have no gathering of people
known as Christians only.

The Home Mission Committee see this
need and are anxious to enter the open
doors, but while the harvest is white, the
money is lacking, and unless a generous of­
fering is received on February 2, some of
the men now employed will have to be asked
to resign.

The people of Au-tralia tax themselves
heavily to attract people here and defend

Thinking and Doing

For one to write regarding Home Mis­
sions is made difficult, because the work is
everywhere recognised as the right and
proper thing. The whole church is agreed
that we should evangelise our own land, but
the whole church has not yet made a worthy
effort in that direction. It would appear
that in religious matters both in the church
and out, the great need is not so much in­
formation as inspiration. It is of course
true that we need knowledge, ami much
more of it than we have at the present, but
if all who arc not Christian were to-morrow
to undertake to carry out what they know
they should, there would lie a mighty move­
ment into the ark. If also the Christians
were at the same time to begin to do as they
all recognise it is right they should, we
would need no more appeals for mission
funds, and soon there would be a hundred
workers for Christ, where now but one
toiler exists.

In the terrible picture that Jesus himself
draws of the judgment, he makes the divi­
sion between the indifferent and the active •
not between the ignorant and the informed
Perhaps those who carried no f<x>d to the
hungry, water to the thirsty, or clothes to
the naked, were not only as fully conscious
of the needs around them, but also intended
to relieve them some day. I don’t think of
a more fateful expression than "A more
convenient season,” or a more urgent word,
than God’s own “ To-day," as these ideas
are expressed in the lives of professing
Christians towards Australian missions.

I would not profess to know of what the
joys of heaven may consist, but I can imag­
ine it sweet beyond the power «>f expression
to know all through eternity as we li.i'k in
the divine radiance, that we have d me dur­
ing our earthly probation that little we
could, to show our love for him who first
loved us. Neither would I suggest that 1
know what is the character of the punish­
ment reserved for the lost, but I can think 

that a never-dying remorse for neglected
op]x>rtunities, afforded not only to prove
our love but to make full our heaven, would
be doom indeed.

Northern District Conference

We should certainly have an
evangelist devoting his whole time to this
large and important field.

!x»chie1, once a strong, flourishing church,
has for years been passing through seasons
of decline and depression. Owing to re­
movals and indifference, the work almost
ceased to hold together. Since the Northern
Conference took charge of the work there
has been a wonderful revival of interest,
and the attendances have increased over
one hundredfold since our first service. So
far there have Itecn five confessions, and
there is every prospect of a strong church
being reorganised there. At present Ixtchiel
contributes 10/- per week to the Northern
Conference.

As opportunity offers, we trust our Con­
ference will push out into new fields and be
continually enlarging its borders. We be­
lieve we are entering on a new era in con­
nection with our work, and with the assist­
ance of all of our 1200 members, the co­
operation of all our churches and the bless­
ing of our heavenly Father we will be able
to greatly extend the cause that is so dear
to our hearts.

Wallaroo.

This busy town is located at a distance of
about 123 mile* north we*t of Adelaide, ami
is built iqx»n the coast of Spencer’s Gulf.
By many authorities it is said that her nat­
ural advantages claim for Wallaroo a lead­
ing place amongst the shipping ports of
South Australia. \t the back- of the town
lies a vast area of wheat producing land.
for which she is the natural port, and every
year many thousands of bag* of wheat are
here shipped.

Wallaroo is also the centre of operations
for two extensive companies—the smelters,
where the copper ore from Wallaroo and
Moonta mines is treated, and the largest
phosphate works in South Australia.

At these three industries several hundred*
of men find regular employment and arc
able to well maintain a population of four
thousand five hundred people.

The people seem to be of one class, and
the public mind is generally turned in nuest
of what is true and eternal, hive of the
largest religious bodies have for a long time
been represented in Wallaroo in order to
meet the spiritual requirements of her peo­
ple. Without undervaluing the worth of
these friend-, and without reflecting tqxm
the work which they have done, we may <ay
it i* to Im- greatly regretted that the many
people of tin’s important town should have
been called upon to wait so long for the 

presentation of the full, free gospel which
was enjoyed by the early disciples, and
which was designed by our Lord for the
happiness of his people to-day.

The Church of Christ has been organised
in Wallaroo for one year. There is a
faithful little company of believer*, number­
ing fifty-two in all. striving in hope ami
patience, under many disadvantages, in sea­
son and out of season, to bring this large
town into the enjoyment of the church’s
God-given and blood-bought privileges. We
feel our weakness but, brethren, pray for
us and help us, that with our little strength
we may, at any rate, keep our kind Master’s
word.

But there are
blessings which compensate. The work has
prospered during the past year in a marked
manner; especially is this the case at Mar-
rar. where the membership has more than
doubled.

The future prospects are bright. We hope
soon to commence services at Mimosa,
which is a field of great promise, and all the
way out to Ariah Park (some 66 miles)
openings are presented for presentation of
the glorious gospel.

We need here three Gs—Grit, (Sumption
and (Io. Co-operation in service is no­
where more needed than in this bright
country field, where ripe as the fields of
wheat is the harvest of souls.

A minority rejxirt was also presented. It
advised immediate action:—“ Let us go up
at once." It expressed assurance of vic­
tory:—“ We are well able to overcome it."
It set forth the supreme condition of suc­
cess:—"If Jehovah delight in us then he
will bring tis into thi- land."

Not infrequently minorities are in the
right. They often repre-ent the truth and
justice of a cause. Many time- God is on
their -ide and against (he majority. It wax

011 thi- occa-ion. Numerically the min­
ority wa- represented by two men. But it
was two men of great faith—pin- God and
hi- omnipotence. These men had seen the
land—and more. They had caught the
vision of God’- purpose and power for his
redeemed people. The difficulties were
there, but they were not insurmountable.
< »b-tacle> were in the way, but thev were
not immovable. The cities were fortified.
Ini the) were not impregnable. Giant-
were in the land, but thev were not super­
human. " If Jehovah delight in us”—this
wa- thu key to thu situation. W ith hi- fa­
vor they were invincible. W ith him on
their side, circumstance.- and condition-
Hire ju-t op|M»rlunitiu- of expressing their
faith, and magnifying hi- power.

In thu mother Statu of the Common­
wealth. there rcmaiiicth very much land to
be po-su-.-ed. It i- a goodly land. Fruit­
ful harve-l- have already been gathered
from its rich soil. There is no majority tu 

discourage operations looking to the larger
possession of this country for Christ and
his church. The followers of our Leader
are united. It is possible for them to van­
quish every giant; conquer every city; and
occupy all of its territory. Here is the sec­
ret of victory:—“ I f Jehovah delight in us."

A. The Method of its Going. The help
given to churches takes one of three forms.

1. A-si-ted Churches: Those who con­
tribute a certain amount to the Committee.

3. Churches on a Reducing Subsidy;

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Christian Evangelism
By Andrew Hutson.

Our subject suggests the possibility of
various kinds of evangelism. We read of
the New Evangelism and modem substi­
tutes for Christianity. But we write of an
evangelism which is essentially and truly
Christian and ajx»>udic.

Evangelism is simply the gospel in its
natural state of activity; hence Christian
evangelism is Christian people making that
activity possible. In these modern times we
are apt to forget our individual duty in our
efforts to evangelise in the collective sense.
Our duty is continuous, not periodical. As
individuals and churches we should make
an aggressive evangelism not something ex­
tra, but a normal disposition or condition
out of which any extra special effort in th'*
shape of a mission should spring. We are
apt to rely too much on special missions, re­
vival services, and forward movements.
These, necessary and useful as they are, do
not exonerate any single Christian from
consistent efforts to extend the Master's
kingdom. If. as individual Christians, we
arc not epistles known and read of all men,
I fear all special or extraordinary methods
to evangelise will be dangerous rather than
Useful.

It happens regretfully often that chur­
ch .-s become cold, indifferent, and inactive,
and when at la-t they dimly discover signs
<»f decay and <1 ith. a special mission is siid-
<1 nly decided up n in order to arrest the
decline and revive the church. They seem
to think the mis'ioncr. by some magical
|MWcr, can cure all their ills, instead of aris­
ing as an awakened people and by the grace
of God throw off their lethargy and luke­
warmness.

Most nii'sioners have had the painful ex­
perience of trying to work up a mission at-
m .sphere in 'itch a church; the mission
c id' with an exhausted if not disheartened
preacher, and a clinical church.

Inside the Church

|.r -mi'iiig h isiility to a "one-man" ministry .
In all other point', sound and Scriptural.

Secondly, in organisation: Few of our
churches are Scripturally organised with
elders and deacons. For the must part our
official Ixrards are composed of brethren who
were leaders of the cause twenty years ago.
but arc now hopelessly out of date in ref­
erence Io methods of work. We tolerate
few agencies, other than the Bible School,
for spreading the truth. We arc splendidly
equipped with church building', and the
'crvicv' are conducted with reverence and
decorum. The I/trd’s Supper is "the” 'er-
vicc.

Thirdly, in reference to ambition: We
are enthusiastic—inteU'ch 'O—but in a way
understood only by those who have grasped
Queensland condition' \\ c long for pro­
gress and for better things, but sadly lack
leaders. High water mark in ambition was
reached in 1910-1911, but owing to certain
failure' in the co-operative plan of Home
Mi"ion work', the diurchc' haw slumped
a little, but only temporarily . I am sure

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Spirituality in the Churches
By H. Urquhart Rodger.

When Jesus Christ sounded out that soul­
thrilling note of victory and of conquest re­
corded in Matt. 28: 18-20, we had given
unto us that which for all time would be the
great incentive for a deep spiritual life in
every' individual church. “ Lo, I am with
you alway,” I take it, may be a clear indica­
tion of the spiritual atmosphere in a congre­
gation of God’s people.

If Christ has that supremacy he ought to
have in an assembly a high spiritual tone
must and will permeate throughout the var­
ious organisations operated b}' the saints of
God. Queensland is the State of distances
—of isolated, struggling churches, and shall
we say ofttimes discouraged and despond­
ent disciples. We feel there is a great need
of deep spiritual experimental teaching be­
ing set before us. <0 that we may get a clear
vision of God and his purposes for the
church. When such feelings well nigh
overpower us and the cry is forced from our
hearts, “To whom can we look for help?"
the answer rings back from the source of
all spirituality, “ Ix>ok unto me and be ye
*-aved.”

Here we have the crux of the whole mat­
ter: here we have the solution of all our
difficulties, a clear vision of God. realising
the fulness of that great salvation provided
for us. May the experience not he ours of
retrogressing, nor of stagnation in spiritual
things, but may we in the various churches
go on from strength to strength, knowing
somewhat of the transforming power of
God as revealed in 1 Cor. 3: 18.

A Macedonian Call

It was the vision of a man that awakened
Paul to a real sense of the need of the peo­
ple of Macedonia. The record says, “There
stood before him a man of Macedonia.”

My purpose in writing is to try and stand
before you a man of Queensland, in the
hope that you will not only see him, but hear
his appeal, “ Come over and help us.”

Numerically we are weak; spiritually we
•ire not what we ought to be. Financially
we are not rich. Still we have a herculean
t;ok before us. arid arc facing it with brave
hearts and joyful anticipation.

Queensland presents many and excellent
opportunities for work. Let us see to it.
brethren, that we buy up the opjjortunities.

Other writers are dealing with the chur­
ches’ condition. I want to bring you face to
face with the type of man with whom we
have to deal; in other words, let you know
the character of the soil in which the seed is
sown.

The Queenslander, like the climate, is of
a sunny disposition, warm-hearted, gener­
ous, usually trustful, ever ready to take a
man on his merits; hospitable to a degree,
sharing with the wayfarer the bounty of
his table; seldom acts from a sense of duty;
usually it is spontaneous.

One grave danger besets him, and that is
the excessive love of pleasure, amusement
and case, that is so characteristic of all Aus­
tralians. The writer has known young men
and women to ride twenty and thirty miles
to attend a dance, or a race meeting. Hun­
dreds barter their hope of eternal salvation
for a few hours’ enjoyment. I have re­
peatedly heard young people say, “ It is
Christ or my pleasure, and my pleasure I
must have.”

Among our young people there is a sad
lack of respect for age, and an absence of
reverence for spiritual matters. The out­
come, I think, of indifference more so than
a desire to reject the Christ’s claims.

This, then, is the man who calls “ Come
over and help us." Warm-hearted, gener­
ous, a lover of his fellow, fond of society.
Surely these arc good qualities I Bring
them under the swav of Christ and we know
from experience that they arc God glorify­
ing.

Queenslanders need Christ; Christ wants
the Queenslanders. Christ is the solution
to all of life’s problems; the moulder of
characters into the Christ image; the shaper
of destinies where lives arc committed to
his control.

We, brethren, have the very message that
Queensland needs; the gospel, in all its nat­

ive simplicity, proclaiming Christ as Sav­
iour and men as brothers in him.

My brothers 1 Queensland’s need is great,
the opportunities arc correspondingly great;
the Master says, “Go ye I” We all are in­
cluded.

The Revival We Need.

There are really few things in this world
more interesting than a genuine revival of
religion. A religious awakening attracts
the people as nothing else docs. Nor is it
merely curiosity that attracts the crowd; it
is something deeper than that. It is, first
of all, the thought of God in the human
conscience—a thought the most deeply fixed
of any that takes possession of men’s lives.

Again, it is an interest in men. Crowds
draw crowds. Whatever stirs a man’s heart
deeply interests his brother man. If there
is a profound religious awakening in any
community, there will be crowded houses,
no matter who really preaches.

But. brethren, we must not lose sight of
the fact that possession entails responsibil­
ity—the fjossession of this land places upon
us, its citizens, a great responsibility. Ours
i> the responsibility of taking possession of
the hind for God, and of keeping it for him.

home of a nation serving and loving the
God who gave it them.

The Moravian Church
By T. H. Scambier.

To most of us the Moravian Church is
known chiefly because of its zeal in Foreign
Missions. The people who are known by
that name have an interesting history, and
exhibit many worthy characteristics. They
object to being called a sect, not, as we do,
because they see the evils of denomination-
alism, but because of the general nature of
their principles, which they hold in common
with all religious bodies. The present
movement dates back to 1722, though it is
said to be a continuation of the old Bohem­
ian church, which was almost annihilated by
persecution. Colonies of Moravians are
found in various parts of the world, all of
which are responsible to the General Board
in Bohemia.

Probably the Moravian Church surpasses
all others in Foreign Missionary enterprise
This work was begun by them in 1731,
when two missionaries went out from Bo­
hemia to the island of St. Thomas, in the
West Indies. Their purpose was to work
among the slaves, and they were prepared,
should it be necessary, to submit themselves
to slavery, in order to carry the word of life
to the miserable captives of the island. This
splendid spirit of self-sacrifice has been
characteristic of the Moravians throughout.
McLean (Missionary Addresses, p. 18)
says they send out one missionary for even­
seventy of their number. They have a far

larger membership on the mission fields
than at home in Europe and America

Contrary to a generally accepted rule—
that the prosecution of F.M. will bring
blessing and success at home—the Morav­
ians are not holding their own. One of our
American preachers, H. F. Lutz, who was
brought up in the Moravian Church, attrib­
utes this decline to the neglect of the base
of supplies. Their peculiar attitude towards
sectarianism leaves them without a message
to the religious people of so-called Chris­
tian nations. He says: “They have no
special mission to America, no fundamental
reason why they should seek to make all
Americans Moravians, and therefore they
have neglected their base of supply and have
heroically sacrificed their very existence to
the cause of Foreign Missions’* (Standard,
April 29, 1911).

The lesson is obvious; the warning wor­
thy of rejprd. “ Home Missions” means
due attention to our base of supplies, and
joy and success at home and abroad.

City and Country

Home Mission Week in America

'fhe simultaneous and united action of all
the Protestant churches in observing a week
in the interest of Home Missions is another
sign among many of the awakening con­
science among the American people. It in­
dicates a growing consciousness on the part
of our citizens that unless our tremendous
commercial activity and material prosperity­
lie matched by a corresponding develop­
ment of the spiritual life of the people, we
are sure to encounter the fate which has be­
fallen other nations which have forgotten
God. There is no danger that we shall have
too great a zeal in sending the gospel to
non-Christian lauds, for that is in the exact
line of God’s will and purpose; but there is
danger that in our blind optimism we will
fail to realise the perils which confront us
in our own beloved America. Some recent
statistics concerning crime, and particularly
the crime of murder, among the civilised na­
tions of the world, place the United States
in an unfavorable light, showing a much
larger per cent, of that capital offence
among its. than among the nations of the
Old World. There arc other facts of a
similar character which ought to chasten
<mr national pride, and lead its to sober re­
flection. We have recently witnessed an ap­
palling manifestation of (xditical corruption
and dishonesty, which shows the need of the
cleansing power of religion to purify our
civic life. This Horne Mission week is in­
tended to emphasise the need of Christian
work in our own land, and to strengthen in 

each religious body the organised agencies
that are doing such work. Let us make
this a great day for Christian patriotism.

We like the idea of a united effort in this
revival of interest in Home Missions, We
have emphasised the value of Foreign Mis­
sions as a motive to Christian union, but
can there be any stronger incentive for evan­
gelical Protestant churches to unite their
efforts in brotherly co-operation than in the
saving of our own beloved land from the
perils of materialism and superficial world­
liness, whihf blighting effects arc already
seen in our national life? It is the motive
of patriotism, re-in forced by the fact that
the salvation of America means very much
for the salvation of the world. Hither peo­
ple from every nation and tribe and tongue
have come to make their homes, and to
work out their destiny.

It is difficult for us to realise how the
eves of the world arc turned toward this na­
tion because of the advanced position it has
taken in reference to human rights and hu­
man government. Its success in this new
experiment has attracted universal attention
and admiration. But if we fail through
lack of moral purpose, and of that stead­
fastness in righteousness which comes from
the recognition of God in all our affairs,
how great would be that fall, and how cal­
amitous to the whole world! Surely here is
motive for those who love the same God.
and who believe in the same Ix>rd Jesus
Christ, to join hands and hearts to make
this land God’s own country, and Jesus
Christ its King. So feeble ami ineffective
has been the Christian life of this professed­
ly Christian nation, that heathenism is erect­
ing its altars on our own shores, ami the
occult religions of the East are exercising
their vague, mystic spell over the minds of
many who have never mastered the simple
principles of Christ. Surely it is time that
we wake up to the perils which threaten our
own country.—Christian Evangelist.

The Claims of Palmerston North
By Lionel Johnston.

The Middle bi-trict Home Mission Com
rnittcc, on account of its limited resource-,
has been compelled to concentrate its ef­

forts, during this Conference year, on one
field alone. The field selected was Palmer­
ston North. That a wise choice has been
made is evident to those who know some­
thing of the district. The population of the
town is about 12,000 people, and judging
by the number of residences being erected,
it is still on the increase. It is the centre of
a large agricultural and dairying district.
Though having no suburban population, a
large number of people live within a few
miles' radius.

Palmerston is well favored with commu­
nication by railway with other centres. On
account of its situation and the few engin­
eering difficulties to contend with, all the
principal routes of the North Island pass
through the town. Ftdly sixty trains pass
through daily.

On account of the advantages I have out­
lined. a military leader would consider Pal­
merston an important strategic |>oint. which
would be of immense advantage to bold.
Places of strategic importance for military
operations are usually of strategic import­
ance as centres to occupy by the soldiers of
the cross as they endeavor to plant the king­
dom of their Lord by preaching the gospel.
Let us gel a firm hold of Palmerston and a
strong basis will be formed by which we
will be able to possess a large area.

A great drawback to the work has been
the lack of suitable accommodation Oper­
ation- have been conducted in a small hired
hall without proper convenience- for Bible
School or go-pel work. The need of a suit­
able building has become more pre-sing
every day,.so that the Home Mission Coup

mittee decided to make an alteration in the
usual methods of evangelistic committees in 

order to meet the need. They sent the
writer on a tour to raise money for the
erection of a chapel at Palmerston. Though
the result has been to brighten the prospects
of securing the object aimed at, still more
money is required to make the scheme a
success.

There are other large centres in the Mid­
dle District, where the principles of New
Testament Christianity are not being advo­
cated. 1 have been enabled, on my tour, to
visit some of these needy fields. Every
year will add to the difficulties of occupying
them. The demand- on our attention to
the-e places are an additional argument why
the work at Palmer-ton should be pushed
ahead. By enabling the church there to be­
come self—upporting, it will soon become a
less burden t.» the Committee, and the money
could then be expended in other centres
I he Palmerston church al-o in turn would
be able to help other- who may then be in
the same position a- it it-elf is in now. .

Without a forward policy in Home Mis­
sions our 1‘orei ’n Mi—i >n work will Ik*
hampered. Big scheme- arc being entered
into by our representatives in South Africa
for the evangelisation of the natives. When
the preliminary stages have been passed, if
I he expectations are realised, thi- work will
require more men and money. I low are we
going to meet those demands? ()nlv by a
vigorous Home Mission policy. The
can only be met by putting our home chur­
ches on to a solid basis and establishing new
causes wherever a promising field pre-ent-
Wc do not ask you to give less to foreign
Missions, but to give more to Home Mis­
sions. and thus increase the ability of tlie
churches to do more in the Foreign field.

From the Bluff t > Christchurch, the ex­
treme southern ami northern boundaries of
our field, is a di-tance of 386 miles. Yet in
all of that territory we have only thirteen
congregation'. Five of these are in Dun­
edin, leasing bat eight established in other
parts of this great district. In only two of
the^e churches L Home Mission work being
carried on—Gore and \shbiirton being
subsidised by the Committee. Consider the
great distances separating nur ay-emblies;
think of th.- many towns and villages in
which our position has not been presented;
contemplate the need for more aggressive
work in the two cities of Dunedin and
Chn'tilutrch; ami then wr -hall begin Io
get -ume conception of the bigness of the

field which should be occupied for Christ
and his church.

The work is difficult; the fields arc hard;
many things combine to make service more
arduous than in most other places. But the
calls are clamorous; the need pressing; the
demands imperative; and the gospel still the
power of God unto salvation to everyone
that bclieveth—even in these communities.

And our forces are so few. We have but
eight evangelists giving their time wholly to
preaching the gospel. A few other breth­
ren arc doing their best to break the bread
of life to hungering souls. What are these
in the presence of such great need? A
membership of fifteen hundred amid a pop­
ulation of a half-million souls! Our forces
must be increased. More of the local breth­
ren should engage in the proclamation of
the good news. A larger number of evan­
gelists must be employed wholly in the
work. Our fifteen hundred members must
be fifteen hundred witnesses to the power
of Christ to save and to keep. We are weak,
but how strong is our Leader. We are lim­
ited in our power, but how limitless is his
omnipotence.

Il will never be |K>ssiblc to adequately
evangelise this great field until our forces
arc increased. The power of the Home Mis­
sion Committee to direct the work entrusted
to them is determined by the gifts of the
members. Their ability is no greater than
the funds they receive for the work. En­
larged giving, increased liberality make it
possible to increase the number of workers,
and to enter into more fields. This is a suf­
ficient plea for a generous golden offering
for our Home Mission work on Feb. 2.

A New Zeal for the Old Plea

What New Zealand and every country
requires is a people zealous in Home Mis­
sion work-. The early disciples, keeping in
mind the programme of the Saviour, were
zealous in preaching Christ first in the home
field ami then in the "uttermost parts." To­
day, living in the century of missions, we
are apt to reverse the divine plan and think
of the "uttermost parts" first. The need is
certainly great in the Foreign field, and we
must do our utmost to supply it, but a
source of supply will be cut off if we have
not a people in our home lands who are zeal­
ous in Home Mission work. What is re­
quired in Xcw Zealand is a new zeal for the
old plea. Enthusiasm in the great work of
Home Missions is indi'pen-able, and that
which will produce the needed enthusiasm
is the recognition—

j. That the old plea is a proved plea. We
know that it will do what it claims to do for
our knowledge of it i- experimental. The
" New Theology" ha- been responsible for
much strife, but the old gospel faithfully
declared, and expressed in the daily life of
the disciple of Christ, will mean unity of
believers, ami the regeneration and prepar­
ation of men for higher things.

In a French cathe­
dral stands a statue of Peter the Her­
mit : one hand grasps the crucifix, and the
other is stretched out as if in passionate
oratory. It is in memory oi his appeal for
the Crusades. Dean Milman says that per­
haps never before did the single speech of
man work such wonderful results. He
made the people feel that to get the sepul­
chre from the Saracens was the will of God,
ami before the council closed the one long
cry was “It is the will of God.” If the
message of Peter the Hennit, who pleaded
merely for the restoration of an empty
tomb, could produce such enthusiasm, how-
much more should the Saviour’s authorita­
tive command this .side of the cruel cross
enthuse us and enable us to preach the old
plea to all the people.

South Island and Home Missions

Read Matthew 9: 38, and ponder it. Dis­
miss from your minds for one moment all
selfish inclinations and mercenary ambi­
tions. It is hard for human nature to be
purely unselfish. “ They all seek their
own." is an indictment yet applicable, with
little qualification, to the Church of Christ
Our own harvests claim our attention, ab­
sorb our energies, ami sap our vitality. Our
harvests, paltry harvests of corn ami fruit,
make us forget that God has one, a harvest,
an incalculably precious harvest, of human
souls.

God has a rich harvc-l field in the South
Island of New Zealand. We need our eyes
opened to the spiritual resources of this
prosperous country, resources suffering de­
cay under the spirit of materialism, and
perishing under the influence of a cold, cal­
lous morality. New Zealand mint be saved 

from its goodness as well as from its vices,
and the workers who undertake the task
of its transformation will need to be full of
faith and the Holy Spirit. Such men the
country needs, and it needs them sorely.
Respectable heathenism needs a stern re­
buke, and indifferent religion a fiery im­
pulse.

The cry for champions of Xew Testa­
ment Christianity—those who will champion
its spirit as well as its doctrines and pre­
cepts, is insistent, almost clamorous. From
one end of the South Island to the other
there is an urgent request for men. To
leave alone the question of expansion, we
need men for the maintenance of churches
already established. Many churches are
languishing because workers arc lacking. It
i> little use to call for money until we gel
men. Folk won’t pay without a preacher.
The pulpit problem must be settled in New
Zealand before our various obligations will
meet with recognition, not to mention ful­
filment.

Our best Home Missionary asset is the
College of the Bible. It will be the most
effectual solution of our church problems.
The member who has either the Home or
Foreign Mission work at heart will be an
ardent supporter of this institution. We
ought to encourage more of our young men
to enter the ministry, or rather, we should
pray them into it. Why should industrial
pursuits claim the attention of our most
brilliant and earnest youths, while God’s
work is in .such distressing need <»f their
support ? The mercenary spirit is cursing
our churches. Our affections are misplaced.
and otir energies misdirected. Thousand*-
are falling into the devil’s snares while re­
ligionists arc living for self. ” Pray ye
therefore the l/>rd of the harvest, that he
will send forth laborer' into his harvest.

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In the Realm of the Bible School.
CAIN AND ABEL.

Sunday School Lesson for January 26,
Genesis 4: 1-15.

A. R. Main, B.A.

Sin when it hath conceived hriiigetli forth death.
We have in this k->*on to witness a wonderful
result of the sin of our first parents It is sad
to think that the first man to pass from the earth
met his death at the hand of his brother, that the
first man born was a murderer, one who killed
his brother because he was a better man than him­
self (t John 3: 12). The story of Cain and Abel
has been familiar to all since childhood, and yet
there arc some things about it which are by no
means easy of apprehension. We cannot here
dwell on debatable points.

Two kinds of worshippers.
“ The Lord had respect unto Abel and to his

offering; but unto Cain and to his offering he
bad not respect” (Gen. 4: 4). If wc could rightly
explain the reason for this difference, wc should
get the greatest good from our study. No one,
of course, believes that there was favoritism. If
respect were given to one brother and withheld
from another, it was because one brother had a
character which the other lacked. God has no
respect of persons but he may have of characters.
It may be true, as is often remarked, that “Cain
and Abel evidently had different dispositions.
The elder son bad apparently grown to manhood
selfish and irreverent; the younger, gentle and
believing." Wc notice that it was not only to (lie
men that respect was given or withheld: it was
also to the offerings. Abel “brought of the first
lings <»f his flock and of the fat thereof," while
“Cain brought of the fruit of the ground an of­
fering unto the bird.’’ Where lay the differ
cnee? What was tin cause of the acceptance in
the one case, and of the rejection in the other?
fit Hcl>. 11 4 gists the reason, or a reason:
"By faith \1h-1 offer d unto God a more excel­
lent sacrifice than Cain." If Abel’s was "by
faith,’’ it seems to be implied that Cain’s was not.
This may include two things*, (a) One has put
the difference thus: "Abel came in faith; he felt
the presence of God, and really gave him homage.
and sought his blessing. Cain semis to have been
a careless and formal worshipper. One who lacks
faith never has soul in his service.” (b) It may
be regarded as certain that God had revealed to
man the proper way to approach him. Sacrifice
was not man’s invention, but God’s appointment.
“Faith cometh of hearing” (Roni. 10: 17). Xbel
came to God and offered what was asked: Cain
apparently thought tliat something rhe would d •
as well. So (2) Cain’s was will worship, which
God ever rejects (cf. C«*d. 2- 23). It setm* to
tnr that apart from the revealed will of God,
which one nun respected and the other ign »rcd.
1! would have been as natural for Cain to bring
’he earth's produce i« for Abel to bring •* limb
I-lirh brought »midhing in the line of hi’ daily

.n 131 We iuiv notice that Abel’s limb
with the f.t i'i.r - f 1 in harmony with the l.itir
sin-offering required. So many think that in the 

acknowledgment of sin, Abd was ahead of Cain
His offering at once set forth his confession of
sin and was a type of the coming of him who was
the Lamb of God which taketh away the sin of
the world.

,-M y brother's keeper.
The insolence of Cain’s question, “Am I my

brother’s keeper?” is apparent. Wc may wonder
that a man could speak thus to God and lite. Wc
may notice also that Cain's implied answer was
utterly wrong. It may be that worldlings mw
would reply: “No; every man's brother ought
to keep himself.’’ But in the world there arc also
to be found men of humanitarian and brotherly
feeling who maintain that the “brotherhood of
man" carries with it obligations of mutual help
fulness. We must ever do the right thing by each
other. We must n only refrain from harm, but
must seek to do good. Not I > help is recognised
as morally wrong. He who secs another rush
over .1 precipice, and will not endeavor to re­
strain or call him back, is morally guilty of his
death.

Phillips Brooks said:—“In one department of
life wc have learned this lesson quite well. The
captain of any ship that has passed by the boat
filled with shipwrecked sailors that he met on the
high seas would not be able to face the scorn ami
contempt of all whom he met on his return to
part. They w-rnld call him a coward, and hold
him responsible for ths* lives of those men in case
they went to the b iltom. We recognise that at
sea every man is rrsp >nsiblc for the life of every
other man whom he meds in distress. And (his
is right. Xml if this hold* true in things that arc
wholly temporal, bow much more true is it in
things that pertain to the eternal life of <mr fellow
creatures

J. Douglas Adam has a word which shows that
Cain's spirit is not dead He 'ays - \\ li< n (• «l
lias spoken Io that mrnny interest in l-ngl.ind
which has killed China with its traffic in opium
saying, ’Where is thy brother,' the insolent an­
swer has been dearly heard more than once, ’Am
1 my brother’s keeper?’ And to the ck>«e h indcl,
hard-hearted employer of men God «ay»: ‘When
is thy brother who wear* out his body for you
every day; what i< his home life; what i* lii-
social life: what arc his revr cations?’ Too often
the same answer comes; ‘I know not; am I my
brother's keeper?’ It i< this attitude, the reptidia
lion of rc*;>on»ibility, which i* the rmnacc of oitr
modern life "
