Japan appears to l»e affecting the nerve*
of the Anglo-Saxons. In the United States
there is a strong anti-Japanesc sentiment,
with anticipation on the part of many uf
serious complication". In the Canadian
Parliament a legislator has drawn a harrow­
ing picture of the re.-ult- of the possible
landing of 200.000 Japanese troop- in Brit­
ish Columbia, while in Australia our military
advocates are ever keeping before us the
danger of an invasion of the Northern Ter­
ritory by these same bloodthirsty barbar*
ians(?) At the pre.-ent rate of progress it
will not be Jong before our little children
will l>e as frightened of a Japanese bogey as
our fathers were of the French. As a simple
matter of fact, the Japanese are the allies of
Great Britain, and, besides, their hands are
so full with the settlement and government
uf Korea and Formosa that there i- not the
remotest likelihood of their undertaking re­
sponsibilities involving war with the British
Empire.

Our own conviction is that the
matters which make for real prosperity are
often overlooked in political excitement. Wc
venture to think there are questions of even
graver import than those placed before us
for settlement in the Referenda. The forces
that make for the righteousness which ex­
alts a nation are apt to be neglected in the
desire for party triumph.

Politics and Religion.
But we started in the preceding note to

comment upon the energy displayed by a
large proportion of the electors, and side­
tracked off to reflections on the election it­
self. The point wc had in mind was the
amount of work done by Christian- on both
sides to gain the votes of others. If for the
next three months the entire religious forces
of Australia would devote a- much lalxvr
and energy in seeking to win men for the
party of Christ, as they have devoted for the
past three months to win votes for their po­
litical sides, what a mighty influence they
would exert upon the large number now­
outside of church influences!

Ik appealed t0
the superior civil court on the plea of right
of conscience, but the court interpreted hk
act as one of disobedience to a higher officer
and remanded him to the dungeon. He then
took his appeal to the Imperial Cabinet, and
was set free. With his freedom went the
general order that any soldiers might claim
right of conscience in the matter of attend­
ing religious service.” This incident, for
which we are indebted to the C/irisli<in-
Evangelist, must have been felt as a severe
blow by the ecclesiastical authorities. It is
noteworthy that while in Protestant coun­
tries, such as Australia, Roman Catholics
claim and readily receive full religious lib­
erty, there is no country in the world where
Romanism rules and Protestants have re­
ligious freedom. But the spirit of tolera­
tion is in the air, and even Italy, Spain. Por­
tugal and the other nations which still rec­
ognise the power of the Pope arc being in­
fluenced by the breezes which blow from
more favored countries. In the meantime
Popcry is vainly trying to gain the influence
in new’ lands which she is so justly losing in
the old ones. .

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The Pressing Bread Problem.
By z\. W. Connor.

"Labor not for the meat that pcrLIieth, but for
lh.it meat which enilurclh unto everlasting life.
which the Son of man shall give unto you, for
him hath God the Father sealed."—John 6; 27-29.

The background of these words of Jesus
is the miracle of the multiplied bread.
Throngs had been attracted to Jesus by his
words and works. In the hour of their
dire need he had fetl them in the wilderness.
Intense excitement at once followed. Deeply
stirred, they came to make him a king by
force. But he, who will willingly wear a
crown of thorns, and thus come to world
dominion, can not be forced to wear such a
crown as they would offer. He was to them
simply the "bread King." They sought
him only because they ate of the loaves and
were filled. They saw in him one who could
supply their material needs and perchance
lead them to political freedom. Beyond this
they did not sec; they were blind to the
spiritual beauty of his character, and had no
cars to appreciate his words, that told them
of spiritual freedom. Jesus perceived the
shallowness of their enthusiasm and with­
drew front them. When on the morrow
they find him in the city, he answers their
Raping wonderment with a stinging rebuke.
l hey sought him not because they perceived
the true significance of the miracle, but be-
Wuscthcy "did cat of the loaves and were
filled." Then followed the words of ottr
text, which tested them all. So severe in­
deed was the testing that from that time

the flesh and the eye grips us. There is no
time for the culture of the spiritual. Here
is oit^joint of danger. The mad scramble
for v ealth; the pursuit of pleasure; the pas­
sionate struggle for physical good, all tend
to a one-sided life. This word of Jesus is a
sobering one. There is another ’ kind of
bread. It is abiding, satisfying, even unto
eternal life. Call a halt. “ Man 'hall not
live by bread alone." Some of the thing'
that shut Christ out of our lives arc desir­
able enough in themselves, but first thing.'
first. These men were fixing their minds
on what Jesus gave. He would have them
fix their thoughts on himself. Ik is the
bread of life. G. J. Romanes in some notes
left behind, when he died in 1894, spoke
words out of his varied experience that
should make us think. lie says, " I know
from experience the intellectual distractions
of scientific research, philosophical specula­
tion, and artistic pleasure, but am also well
aware that even when all are taken together
and sweetened to taste in respect of conse­
quent reputation, means, social position, the
whole concoction is but as high confection­
ery to a starving man. He may cheat him­
self for a time into the belief that he is
nourishing himself by denying his natural
appetite: but soon finds he was made for
some altogether different kind of food.
There is a vacuum in the soul of man which
nothing can fill save faith in God."

None but Christ can satisfy. " Lah>r not
for the meat that perisheth." " Seek first
the kingdom of God." What a transforma­
tion if we could but get Christ's perspective
of life! But if this bread be so needful,
how can we procure it? This verse has for
it' in (he next place.

A word of direction.

" Labor" for this abiding bread. How?
Work for it. says Joik. I' this a surpri-e?
I' not this bread a gift of God? and
this verv verse says that the Son of man
"gives" it. But thi' is true in the procuring
of the bread for physical lite We pray,
" Give us this day our daily bread." But L
it given unconditionally? In the material
sphere God i- the great provider, but let
men cease to work and starvation -tares
them in the face. So here, Chri't give*. but
hi' gifts are not to mere cffortle" desire.
Seek. ask, knock. st rive. labor, arc the em­
phatic word* of ottr l^f’l I*’ '*<» nothing
I* tin- fatal herv-y. This is the wav to
be lost, for. "How shall we escape if we 
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neglect?" Salvation is not by formula, nor
by sacramental magic. Having corrected
our false emphasis, Jesus bids us transfer
to the sphere of the Spirit, the intense earn­
estness which now goes into secondary
things. It is true, gloriously true, that we
are justified by faith apart from works of
law, but not without zcork. Xo one need be
discouraged. Jesus is saying to us, " Take
pains," "be earnest." " Labor for that
meat." One day a man saw some work­
men pushing wheelbarrows over an empty
and rough piece of ground. On enquiring
he was told that they were making a garden.
" Oh," said he, "I thought a garden ju*t
grew." And docs it not? Well, yes, a gar­
den does grow. It certainly is the gift of
God, but a garden means intense toil as well.
We fall into the same foolish blunder when
we think that we may attain unto life with­
out earnest lalxir. How, then, shall we get
this living bread? And Jesus answers our
question by saying. " Work for it." But
thi.* taken by itself i- but a hall truth, and
may thus be as bail as false. Let us follow
it out. Thi' direction still leaves us full of
questionings, and we ask, " What shall we
work that we may work the works of
God?" In answer to this we have given by
the Master himself,

A statement of the indispensable work.

" This is the work of God, that ye believe
on him whom he hath sent.” There is no
hesitation. The duty is clear. Xo time
need be wasted in fruitless experiments.
Xoticc the characteristic claim of Jesus. He
is the " Sent of God." This whole chapter
and the whole of John’s Gospel is full of
these stupendous claims fur himself. He is
Shepherd, Bread, ll'afer, II 'ay. Truth, Life
ami Light. He is the revealer of the Father.
the rest giver to weary humanity, and the
redeemer of men. He is the sinless one, the
Son of God, and the .S'mi of man. In all
soberness Jesus made these claims for him­
self. They arc implied in this answer of
his. Surely he is no egotist, eaten up with
conceit, nor yet a mad-brained fanatic. If
not, then he must stand on a higher plane
than our common humanity. He i- the su­
preme One. " His supremacy is not com­
parative, but absolute." Do yuu to-night.

Jtsus. Crown him to-night, friends, as
lx»rd of your life. You need wait for no
reformation of character. Such “doing" is
deadly. He will take you just as you are.
But you must want him. You need him,
and in your best moments you want him a*
well. Chic day your heart will cry out for
him as the one who alone can satisfy.
Everything else will fail. Health, wealth,
position, youth, pleasure, and intellectual
gratification will pass. Christ alone abides.
Seek the abiding bread. Re-isl 'in. or it
will destroy. Beware of seeking to feed the

Our friend is, in fact, the bearer of a
letter from General Li Yuan-hung to the
President ami Directors of his Society, ex­
pressing deep appreciation of its efforts in
the past for the good of the Chinese people,
and urging them not to slacken their hands
at the present critical time. Moreover, a
large number of the men who have taken
their seats in the new Parliament, as well
as of those who must constitute the Cabinet,
arc devoted Christian men. It is therefore
no empty form of words in which the mis­
sionaries and churches in China have been
desired to pray earnestly for the people gen­
erally and for all in authority.

It is true the non-Christian leaders are
seeking, not the eternal salvation of the
Chinese, but their temporal betterment, for
China might be described at the present
time as a country without a religion; and in
order to secure this, they greatly desire the
recognition of the new (k>vcrnment by the
great Powers. They have been intcn-ely
disappointed at the delays which have taken
place, and Mr. Archibald looks on the re­
quest for prayer as an appeal from Ine
“ Christian Powers" to the Christians' God.

Definite support of missionary work on
the part of the Republican Government i*
not to be looked for, ami discerning stud­
ents <»f Church History will by no mean' re­
gret this. Toleration will lie the grea
working principle. The Chinese leader*
will not patronise Christianity, but IM
make no secret of their belief that lb <'•'*
semination makes for the uplift of the ,ia
tion. and every facility will be given to
missionaries. As an example. Genera •
Yuan-hung insists that in doing yicy
carrying out the spirit of the teaching
China’s own ancient sages.

The Bible as a Book of
Proof.

By Lionel Johnston.

Members of the Churches of Christ in an­
nouncing to members of denominational
churches the plank in our platform, "Where
the Bible speaks wc speak, where it is silent
wc arc silent," are told in dismay, "All of
the churches profess to take that position.”
But the following extract from an address,
delivered by the Anglican Bishop of Ox­
ford, and published in the February number
of "The Bible in the World,” the British
and Foreign Bible Society’s publication.will
show that the Anglican Church at least
makes no such claim. The extract reads as
follows:—

“I agree entirely with my friends of my
own communion that the Bible is nut to be
taken by itself. I daresay I am talking to a
majority of those who are not of my own
communion; but you will forgive me if I
explain what I mean.

“ Churchmen hold to the principle—it is
their traditional principle—that the Bible
dues not stand alone, and that it is the func­
tion of the Church to teach, and of the Bi­
ble to prove. They say that the Church ami
the Bible cannot be severed or separated.
They point to the fact—and it is one of ex­
traordinary significance—that the New
testament was never written to give people
’,1V![ ideas alxMit the meaning of the
Christian religion. That is an indisputable
ytorical fact. You cannot read the l>ooks
°t the New Testament without perceiving
that they are written for those who have
ecu already instructed in the meaning of

the Christian religion—that they assume,
mid never give, the rudimentary instruction.
that you will *ee, if you read the preface to
‘ t ' Luke’> Gospel, which might stand as a
preface tu any other Gospel. It is apparent
m the Acts and in St. Paul’s Epistles. As a
jnonber Of t]K. Church of England I take
1 rC'|l Pv,c anr* j°- *n n°ting that the things
. the New Testament assumed as already
<4 ° r'* arc t^le vc9 things conveyed in
t.lr a”d Catechism—the meaning of

Father, Sun. ami Holy Ghost, the
moments of the life of Christ, the

•<amng of his death and resurrection, the
oral duties of Christianity, the idea and 

the true meaning of the Sacraments—all
these things which form the topics of the
Creed and Catechism are always in the New
Testament, not taught but assumed. 1 am
not in the least ashamed of the principle of
the Church that the Bible was not written to
give rudimentary instruction. It is the func­
tion of the Church to teach, and then the
function of the Bible to test and prove that
teaching and to build up the individual
members of the living Society in a living
and personal faith, enriched, deepened and
sanctified. The Church existed long before
all the books of the New Testament were
written, but all Christians required the same
instruction."

If this candid statement is representative
of the Church of England attitude towards
the New Testament we can well understand
how fitting is the appellation " Churchmen,"
used to denote members of that Church, as
they set the authority of the Church above
that of the Scriptures. If it is the function
of the Church to teach, and of the Bible
only to prove, there must be some other ba­
sis of doctrine upon which the Church's
teaching is founded. Is it oral tradition?
Tradition is laden with grotesque fables and
childish absurdities. Is it an inherent power
possessed by the Church such as that upon 

which the Roman Catholic Church bases
her infallibility? This, too, is full of Haws;
for Church councils, courts, and authorities
have given their sanction to some of the
most cruel and disgusting deeds of history.
They have .sanctioned lies and hypocrisy,
and given expression to the worst features
of depraved manhood. Neither will the Bi­
ble as a book of proof serve to eliminate all
that is objectionable from what is author­
ised either by tradition or Church authority
and retain all that has divine sanction; for
the Bible is called in by every fanatical sect
cri Christendom to sanction its absurd tenets.
Among the Anglican Articles of Religion,
Article VI., which ought to exclude un-
scriptural practices, by the inclusion of the
words “nor may be proved thereby,” opens
the way for the practice of any innovation
suggested by the clergy. If it had simply
read " Holy Scripture containcth al) things
necessary to salvation: so that whatsoever
is not read therein is nut to be required of
any man. that it should be believed as an ar­
ticle of the faith, or to be thought requisite
or necessary to salvation." then to conform
with this doctrinal test it would be neces­
sary to make a vast revolution in her polity
anti practice.

Only by giving the Bible its rightful place 

Jesus before Pilate.
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as the Basis of Doctrine, and not merely the
proof of doctrines, can we hope to have our
faitli and practice accord with divine ap­
proval.

Regarding the Bishop’s statement, which
he says is a fact of extraordinary signifi­
cance, that “the New Testament was never
written t<> give people their first ideas about
the meaning of the Christian religion,” and
that "they assume and never give the rudi­
mentary instruction," we have only to de­
cide what arc these first ideas and rudimen­
tary instruction in order to test his state­
ments. If they consist of the fact and
proof that Je>us was the Christ, the Son of
(k>d, and also the conditions of salvation,
we have the former set forth most clearly
in the four Gospels, and the latter in the
.Acts of Apostles, simpler and plainer than
in atty creed or confession of faith in exist­
ence.

Again, the preface of Luke’s Gospel
could not stand as a preface to any other
Gospel. Luke’s Gospel was written to a
person that he might know the certainty
concerning the things wherein he was al­
ready instructed: but John’s Gospel was
written for those who had not already be­
lieved. He says, “ Many other signs there­
fore did Jesus in the presence of the disci­
ples, which arc not written in this book; but
these arc written that ye may believe that
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that
believing ye may have life in his name”
(John 20: 30, 31).

Luke’s purpose was to strengthen faith,
and John’s purpose to produce faith, fur­
ther, the immediate design of an inspired
author does nut exhaust the purpose for
which a book was written. We have to
reckon with him who inspired. Though not
expressed in Luke’s treatise, it is quite ap­
parent, from the subject matter it contains,
ami its wide circulation and miraculous pre­
servation, that that Gospel was intended by
God fur other, and a different class of read­
ers than the one to whom it was addressed.

Nor is it an argument against the design
of preliminary instruction, to say that the
Church existed long before all the 1xx>ks of
the New Te-lament. The Inspired B<x>k
tvok the place of inspired men, ami before
the'.e inspired men had died the New Tes­
tament or sufficient parts of it had been cir­
culated sufficiently so as to prevent the
Church being left without the verdict of in­
spiration to guide it. Peter refers to Paid’s
Epistles as Scripture (2 Peter 3: 16), and
Paid writing to t imothy uses the same ap­
pellation regarding a statement of Luke
(r Tim. 5: 18), ami Luke had completed
Acts after Paul had been two years a pris­
oner at Rome; and so ample time was given
for these writings to be disseminated.

A church that relegates the Bible to the
position of a mere book of proof is endeav­
oring tn bolster up a mere human and tot­
tering structure.

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Personal Evangelism.

Andrew brought his brother, Simon
Peter, to Jesus, quickly disappeared from
the horizon of the New Testament, and is
chiefly remembered for having brought his
brother to the great Teacher. Because of
this service of Andrew, his greater brother,
Peter, occupied a conspicuous position
among the apostles, rendered a signal ser­
vice in the early church, and because of his
relation to Catholicism remains to-day as
one of the most prominent characters in hu­
man history.

Andrew will ever be remembered as a
true representation of the highest type of
Christian evangelism. He brought his own
brother. He used fleshly relations as a
channel through which to render Christian
service. How suggestive to-day to Chris­
tians that they should strive to bring their
relatives to the Lord and Master of men.

Andrew was willing to be forgotten if
only he could win to Christ some other in­
dividual. What a beautiful spirit of self-
abnegation. He had learned early from his
great Teacher the profound lesson that wc
live only by using and surrendering our
lives in service to others.

The lesson of personal evangelism needs
emphasis to-day. Christ discovered and
emphasised the place and worth of the in­
dividual and set him to the task of evangel­
ising the world. This work cannot be done
by wholesale nor by substitutes. It must be
done by the individual and often by the
kinsman. It must be carried on perpetually,
else the church must soon perish from the
earth. It brings great blessings to the con­
gregations in whose circle the work is done.
It gives infinitely greater blessings to the
man who is the agent in the hands of God
m bringing his fellow men to the Saviour.

his fame, preserved in Holy Writ, will last to the
end of time. His case is as that of the humble
woman at Bethany, the fragrance of whose deed
and life have filled the world. Joseph the Prime
Minister was as great in his life as in the memory
which the world has preserved of him, but he
lived in the time of the Shepherd Kings, foreign
usurpers of the throne. Joseph said, “ Every
shepherd is an abomination to lhe Egyptians.” It
was exactly so. The detested “shepherds" and
all their hordes from the desert were never any­
thing in the months of the Egyptians but "the
pest/' the “abomination." And when they were
driven out, the Egyptians made such effort to
eradicate every trace of the *'pe»t,’’ and, more­
over. succeeded so well in their efforts to destroy
the records, that to this day it has been impossible
tu learn front the Egyptians any other name for
these foreigners; and their ethnic name is still un­
known from any source. Thus with this destruc­
tion perished the record of Joseph's name in
Egypt. There only remain in that land certain
incidental sources of information. To these a few
notices have been added by ancient Greek writers.

the changes through which it passed down to the
dead Coptic of to-day they still remain. This
Semitic language was used in the region of the
kings of Joseph’s lime. So Joseph’s tongue was
in use and in great influence in Egypt when he
came.

Again, one of the most famous events of Egyp­
tian. history was a great naval expedition to the
land of Punt. Not even the great campaigns of
war became more famous or left a deeper im­
press upon Egyptian history. Yet this expedition
was what would seem to us but a holiday excur­
sion down the Red Sea. Why did it seem so
great to the Egyptians? They were not sco-going
fei-fle. In all the early history of Egypt, down
even to Greek times, the Phienicians were lhe for­
eign traders for Egypt. Phoenicia was the mis­
tress of the sea in those days, and Egypt did not
challenge her rule. On the contrary, she accepted
her services. But the Phtenicians were first cous­
ins of the Hebrews. So Joseph's kinsmen did the
foreign business of the empire in Joseph’s day.

Moreover, Joseph’s whole name cor­
responds letter for letter, with most unusual ex­
actness, to an Egyptian name made like these
royal names, and means "the one who provides the
nourishment of life,”—that is, “steward of the
realm.” What more appropriate name could have
been given to Joseph in Egypt, and at the same
time it followed the "fashion" in royal names in
Joseph’s day.

Here arc the homes of numbers of retired offi­
cials, scholars, ami business men, who are all
very friendly disposed towards us. After our
jears of work here and on account of the friend­
ship wc have gained, wc believe the time 113-
come when wc should make this Bland a strong
residential station.

Educational.—The school at Milter-road, which
was taken over by the headmaster, Mr. Wang.
has had a successful year, although at its close
Mr. Wang was out of pocket. Wc have been en­
couraged by the Scriptural knowledge acquired
by his boys, especially because at Christmas we
had the pleasure of baptising several of them with
their teacher of Chinese. Two of these lx>ys have
entered Nanking University, where they arc giv­
ing every satisfaction. The school at Yangtsrpco
has continued to thrive, and wc arc not able to
find accommodation for all the boys that have ap­
plied for entrance. The old school building has
long been considered a* unlit and unsafe for oc­
cupation, and wc rejoice to know that a new
school house is in sight.

Women's Work.—Besides caring for the wo­
men’s classes at our self-supporting church, we
opened a much-needed girls' school near our
home. This Mrs. Ware visits daily and conducts
morning worship. One of the greatest needs in the
work is for more women evangelists, and wc ar­
thankful to«bc able to rccord that this year wc
have been able to send three of our women to the
Shanghai Bible training school for women.

General Remark'.—Wc have sent two •( our
young men to the Medhurst Bible School, where
they arc doing most acceptable work, ami giving
good promise for the future. One of these men.
Mr. Dzicn, Foh Sting, is a student evangelist *Up-
p irted by a friend in Australia who is heartily in
sympathy with our Shanghai station and who
requests our pcr*onal oversight of Mr D/irn’s
work. Wc can assure him of the mB-i-ii'- m »'t
sincere appreciation of his co-operation.

During the year we baptised ^7 persons; includ­
ing 7 school boys and 5 girls, and our chief
teacher of Chinese.—Jas.

Christ, the Master Musician.—Dr. .A. C. Dixon
tells of how a summer gathering at Ocean Grove
in America was startled by a celebrated violinist
who, it was announced, would play on an instru­
ment which cost ftooo. Ten thousand people
gathered in the auditorium, and the musician
played as only he could play. The music grew
sweeter and sweeter until the audience was spell­
bound As the strains died away the people broke
into applause. Suddenly, in the midst of the ap­
plause, the musician rose up with his precious in­
strument, and smashed it into a hundred pieces
over the back of a chair. Then, holding a piece
of it in his hand, he addressed the startled assem­
bly. *' Ladies and gentlemen," he said, "that vio­
lin cost iust six shillings!" He then took up the
thousand-pound instrument and played it for their
entertainment. It is not the violins that make the
music; it is the man who holds them. Whether
we arc thousand-pound lines or six-shilling lines,
our Master can make music of us.

Discoveries in the Sphinx—The recent state
ments made by Professor G. A. Reisner, in the
Egy/ifwn Gazelle. regarding the investigations of
that mysterious Egyptian monument, the Sphinx.
are attracting widespread attention. Professor
Reisner (Harvard Egyptologist) lias communicat­
ed to the authorities of the Harvard Semitic Mu­
seum and the Boston Museum of Fine Arts the
result of his work. Inside the Sphinx he f >und a
temple dedicated to the sun. There arc tunnels
leading oil into caverns which have not >< t been
penetrated, for the work has only been going on
for six months. At present, the excavations are
confined to the chamber of the head, 60ft. long by
14ft. wide, which is connected by tunnels with the
temple of the sun, which rc«ts within the paws of
the Sphinx. Inside the Sphinx arc also tiny pyra­
mid'. although the Sphinx was built long before
the Great Pyramids. A pyramid in those day*
was a sun-dial, according to Professor Reisner.
and the Sphinx was a sun-god.

Who Shall Rule Malta?—Sooner or later, a
struggle with Romish forces, in the island of
Malta, seems inevitable.
