The real cause at issue.
It should be clearly understood that the

quarrel between the Romish Church and the
State is not one as to curriculum, but as to
whether it shall be denominational or na­
tional. No system of education, purely
national, will ever satisfy the Romish
Church. It is a mistake to suppose that the
introduction of Bible lessons into our
national system is the only objection. An
objection it may be, but it is not the funda­
mental one. The fundamental objection
which Rome has to any system of national
education i* that it takes the teaching func­
tion out of the hands of the Church. Make
the national system of education purely sec­
ular. and the Church of Rome will denounce
it as “ Godless.” Make provision in it fur
some kind of religion* instruction, with
every safeguard for religion* liberty, and
this too is denounced, a.* violating the Ro­
man Catholic conscience. The opposition of
Rome to public schools is nut confined to
Australasia. The same conflict is going on
in the United States. Father Crowley, in
his “ Romanism: A Menace to the Nation/'
says: “ There is an open.liotorious and evi­
dent hostility of priest* ami prelates, at
home and abroad, toward the public *eh'-<l.
Catholic publication* are filled with article*
and editorial* which *h >w mod malignant
hatred of the public school. Catholic cler­
ical hostility toward the public *cho<>l i* a
fact with which the American people will
be forced t-» deal with sooner or later—//m
sooner the belter.. The Catholic clerical

The tinal trend.

It will Ik: conceded that if Roman Cath­
olics arc opposed to national education as a
system, they should have liberty to institute
schools for the education of their own chil­
dren. This liberty they have, and are avail­
ing themselves of it to the full extent of
their means. It is one of the privileges they
enjoy in a free country, but one which the
Romish rulers, if they were in (tower, would
never concede to their Prote-tant brethren.
These schools not only impart secular but
al*o religious instruction. The religious in-
'truclion is the chief element, and is impart­
ed to the scholars, for the most part, by
priests and nuns. The final trend of this re­
ligion* instruction is thus expressed by Dr.
Chas. Strong, of the Australian Church, in
a lecture on “Romanism and Education”:
” Everything,” he sard, “the nation, the
Government, the people existed for the
church, above which there could be noth­
ing.” And as the “ church” in this ca*e
mean* the Vatican al Rome, it follows that
Roman Catholic children arc being taught,
among other thing*, that the supreme (tower
in spiritual and in secular matters is vested
in the hand* of a certain number of Italian
pric*t*. In the la*t annlyri", their loyalty is
demanded by a foreign jutwcr. \ system
which ha* an i*sue like tin* may be toler­
ated. but should not be encouraged.

.4 hold challenge.

In view of thc-c things, the demand to
share in the State prize* and scholarship*
hi* a fair amount of audacity in it. \Vc
may regard the demand, however, a* only
the prelude to something bigger. The for­
mer, once granted, will only paw the wax
for a*king and getting a -eparatr grant from
the publii fund* for R>man Catholi.

They have inherited from their fathers
the -e human creeds and confessions, and
arc outgrowing them, but have not sufficient
strength ur courage to cast them aside.

a National Conference was held at Shang­
hai. This Conference, we arc told by an
American contemporary, “sjxike with great
positivencss in favor of a .single missionary
church in China, eliminating all western de­
nominational lines. Even pending actual
organic union, it was urgently recommend­
ed that all churches should discard every
distinctive name and assume only the single
title, “ The Christian Church of China.”
How long will it be before the Protestant
churches in Australia are prepared to hold
such a conference and make such a recom­
mendation? The Conference was wise in
suggesting the adoption of a common name.

We arc
persuaded that denominational apellations
are amongst the greatest barriers to "the
unity of the Spirit.” It may be that in their
prosecution of missionary work the home
forces will receive an unanticipated impetus
in the direction of union. This is a reflex
influence of Foreign Missions never dream­
ed of by the originators of modern mission­
ary movements.

" Ministerial Laziness.”

He as­
serts that “much of our ministerial de­
ficiency and incompetency is due. not t<>
cold, worldly, unkind churches, but to sheer
ministerial laziness, and says that “if a
travelling salesman went into his territory
and loafed on the job* as «umc ministers
do, he would get .1 message hot off the
wires, calling him in before he had made
his third town.’

And the hard
saw must not feel hurt if we refuse to shave
with it: but we will gladly use it to
wood." Then again, unsympathetic chur­
ches have much to do with a preacher’s lack
of success. Many a man who fails in one
field succeeds in another. But after making
all allowances for lack of church apprecia­
tion and mental or physical incompetency, it
must be admitted that in all religious bodies
there are those who fail because of sheer
indolence. “ The fact is, most ministers are
just ordinary men ; some of them must ord­
inary. How can they hope to be resuitful
in this most difficult, exacting and onerous
if sacred task without extraordinary indus­
try?" It does not do for a man to “depend
on his college training, or his accumulated
sermons,’ or the inspiration of the moment
and leave out the precedent perspiration.”

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“ Ye shall be Witnesses unto Me.”
By H. H. Strutton.

A Sermon from Acts 1: 8. preached before Missionaries at Mahablcshwar, India.
April 27, 1913.

A fortnight ago, as we listened to that
helpful address on “ Judge not, that ye be
not judged.” the thought came to me that
the only reference that Christ gave indicat­
ing that his disciples were at any time to
occupy the position of judges, was concern­
ed more with their future position in heaven
than their present one on earth.

What, then, was the position above all
that he wished them to occupy down here ?
It is indicated in several of our laird's
words to his disciples. It is even indicated
in his choice of them at the outset. Had
Christ been other than the Son of God;
had he not known what was in man. or
needed that any should tel) him what man’s
mind was like, he would probably not have
chosen the men he did to be his disciples.
He would perhaps have overlooked men
that hail nothing but their guilelessness to
recommend them and have sought to attract
•mto himself some of the scribes and Phari­
sees who were then being drawn by John’s
preaching and baptism. ()r he might have
waited until a year or two of successful
miracFes had ensured a |>opularity with the
multitudes and from among*! many adher­
ent* have clto-en tho*e who were of good
't.itu, in Jewish society. All this he might
•Jve done had hr been other than he was.

their boats, watching or helping them catch
their fish, or seeing them extricate their
boats from difficult and dangerous places.

Christ, apparently, was not requiring
highly educated men to discourse ujion his
teachings and doctrines after he went away
from them. He probably foresaw that such
men might depend upon their own learning
more than upon their memories, and he did
not only want men to teach, after his de­
parture, his hidden meanings and doctrines
unto mankind. He wanted men who could
be depended upon to remember what he had
done and said. He teamed ^ood teilnesses.

Later, when he foretold them of the ad­
vent of the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of Truth
who was to testify of him, he said. "And ye
also shall bear witness because ye have been
with me from the beginning."

Qualities for witnessing.

In the teaching of his disciples he con­
tinually used matters of daily familiarity to
illustrate his |»oints, he even got them to
leave their profession, after helping them to
success in it. He could have given them
learning beyond the attainments of the doc­
tors of law in the synagogue, for he him­
self possessed this at the age of 12, but he
gave them more than this, an opportunity
to sec for themselves the wonderful works
of God, and to hear the divine voice in ap­
proval of the Son, through and by whom
these works were wrought. All this enabled
them to say later on, ” That which we have
seen and heard declare we unto you."

These men, Christ’s disciples, became
fully persuaded that above all else, their
great sphere of work was witnessing. Their
preaching, as recorded in the Acts, shows
upon examination -to consist of a repeated
telling of others what they themselves had
seen and heard, coupled with references to
< )!•! Testament writings, and. at the close of
a long period of ministry, Peter write* of
him-elf still as a witness of Christ, having
ever kept before himself the idea Christ
put in hi* mind concerning the work he was
to do. He might surely have Ik-ui excused
if. after so -treiiii-u* a life of lab-.p, he had
taken upon him elf to act a* a director of
th- numerous ch irch a -cmblic-

\dvocatc than in ours; he is the Spirit of

Truth who will lead men into all truth, and
too often our leadership is as bewildering as
Peter's was. We are witnesses, not advo-

We read that all throughout the ages (hid
ha* not left himself without wituc**es. At
times their light may have been dim, and
they themselves almost obscured by the
idolatry and sin surrounding them, such a*
an Obadiah in the court of Ahab, but there
has been always one found to speak of the
wonderful works and wisdom of God.

Now when Christ appears on this earth
the need is again emphasised. He wanted
all of his works spoken of boldly later on.
He wanted his words remembered, and
right at the outset he begins with the two
or three witnesses from the mouth-, of whom
everything should be established. Ye shall
bear witness, because ye have been with me
from the beginning.

A retentive memory and an honest heart.
then, were the qualification-. Christ looked
for in his first disciples. Later on he had
others, better educated, amongst the num­
ber. but these seemed to form no important
part of those who stood before the multi­
tudes after Pentecost and witnessed to such
good purpose that thousands believed.

Successful witnesses.
When these apostles were brought before

the Sanhedrim and confronted by the chief
priests and elders of Israel, with what great
concern was the question asked: What
shall we do to these men? The answer was,
That it spread no further amongst the peo­
ple. let us straightly threaten them that they
speak henceforth to no man in tin* name.
They realised that the only way to ileal ef­
fectually with such outsfioken witnesses was
to keep them quiet.

But Peter answers, " We cannot but
speak the things we have seen and heard.”
So they let them go. finding nothing how
they might punish them for testifying to
the truth. We notice they threatened them
with dire punishment if they continued to
speak, but we also notice that there was no
one there to stand up and refute their wit­
ness, and surely at >0 early a stage after
Christ’s death this would have been done,
had Christ’s enemies there present had re­
liable witnesses to put forward. No one
t«dd Peter. "These things did not happen
as you >ay they did ’’

Present-day witnessing.

Surely, then, it is fur us to emulate the
example given us by the earliest of the apos­
tles; to realise that’, if in this world we arc
not to Im judges of right and wrong, wc are
at least to be witnesses for the right and
fur the truth in Christ Jesus. We can leave
the conducting of our cases in the hands of
the Advocate sent by the Father; wc can
leave the successful issue of the case against
heathenism, in which we are summoned to
be witnesses in the hands of the Judge of
all the world, knowing that he will do right.
All we have to do is to sec that wc witness
a goad confession.

A judge in any court does not allow a
witness merely to express an opinion. The
lawyers arc the only men in court that arc
allowed opinions, and it is with these they
often seek to baffle the witnesses; and yet
the i"Ue of the case is really in the hands
of the witnesses. Let a witne-s give his
evidence dearly, being sure of his position,
and hi' evidence is unassailable, and carries _
conviction with it.

Fearless witnessing.

Nut long ago I had a visit from a Patel
of a village who had previously expressed
hi.' willingness tn become a Christian. We
talked of many things, but J could see wc
hadn't reached the puqxisc he had in mind
in paying this visit. After the final salaams
had been said, it came out. and he told me
he was in trouble because he had been called
to be a witness in an assault ca-c. where a
man had been set upon by the village
rough', beaten and thrown into a prickly
pear hedge. This Patel was called upon as
a witne-s. ] asked him if he had seen it all.
He said he had, but begged me to go and
•ce the judge in order that he should not be
called upon to give evidence. When asked
why, he -aid, "Oh. the pahliwan (chief
wre tier) says he will beat me well if I tell
what 1 uw that dav. What can I do? I
am an old man." 1 told him he must tell
the truth and try and dodge the beating.
Well, I met him a week afterwards, and
■aid to him: * How did you manage in that
c.i‘c?" He ‘aid. "All right." lint I said,
“ How did you get through?" He said. " I
told a little truth and a little faLclmcd.” So
I replied. "\on have c-caped the beating,
but what did the judge say?" "Oh, hr
didn't ay anything." the old’man answen d
Pern.ip - he t-- > wa- afraid of the pahliwan.

Every one respects the word' of a man
speaking under conviction of the truth of
his message; so that, in addition to being
Christ's witnesses we must be possessed
with the importance of our testimony. A
reluctant witness in a court case does real
harm to his own side. He is of no use fur
or against the case. " He that doubteth is
damned," seem very strong words, but wc
can understand that a doubtful witness will
cause more doubt, and perhaps prejudice a
case against an innocent person.

Dr. Trumbull gives this illustration: If
we sec our neighbor’s house on fire, wc
don’t go and timidly knock at his door, as
if afraid of disturbing him, and when he ap­
pears, say, " I’ve reason to think that there
is a fire in the vicinity, and I think it would
be well if we met somewhere and discussed

it. and if necessary investigate the matter."
We say, "Here, man! Come out! Yoiir
house is on fire, and you’ll all l>e lost if you
don’t hurry." Depend upon it, a little more
conviction as to the importance of our work
as witnesses, and of the consequences to
those on whose behalf we witness, would lx*
well for the success of our missionary en­
terprise. And this conviction as it grips
and energises us will also draw us closer to
one another in our labors. We shall gladly
see our difference.' of opinion regarding
what we have thought in the past to be es­
sential doctrines to be taught to all and sun­
dry, assume their right proportions, while
we strain every nerve to co-operate with
those who like ourselves have been called
by the Master to witness unto him.

The man
who holds to his office when truth calls him
elsewhere, will find that the office itself be­
littles and impoverishes him, and leaves him
poor and naked in the presence of God

It surely
cometh, the season of weakness, and sor­
row and death, and the fool takes no oil
with him. And here is another example of
the company of the fools: "The foolish
man, which built his house u]>on the .-and."

And already the floods are gather­
ing on the hills, and the storm is brewing
that will bring their structure to naught.

AtOSES* REQUEST REFUSED.

Sunday Schaul Lesion for July 27,
Exodus 4: 29—fi: l.

A. R. Main, M.A.

After God’s call to Moses and the overcoming
of his reluctance, the chosen leader returned to
Egypt with "the rod of God in his hand.’ Jethro
gas e gracious permission. Aaron by divine direc­
tion went to meet his brother "in the mountain of
Gad,” if., 1 lurch (cf. 3: t). All we knew of
Aaron before was that he could speak well, and
would be spokesman (4: 14-16). Now, we are
told that Aaron, as Moses was the subject of
divine revelation; and that Moses and Aaron
talked over their great mission. Then the two
brothers came b.forc the assembly of "the elders
uf the children of Israel." With eloquent speech
Aaron declared the will of God. Signs were
wrought to confirm the message (cf. 3: 29).
Mose* then saw that he had erred when he said
to God. "They will not believe me" (4: t): for
we read: "The people believed; and wbn they
I rani that Jehovah had visited the children of
Israel, an 1 that he had seen their afflict! >n. then
they bowed their head* and worshipped."

Pharaoh’s refusal.
It was one thing for Moses to he received as the

accredited leader ul his brethren; it was quite a
different matter to induce Pharaoh to fall into
line with the Divine will. As it turned out, Pha-
r-uh made a definite refusal: "1 will n it kt Is­
rael go.” He did this on two grounds: (it lli.it
Jehovah was no! his G>d, and had in authority
over him. Contemptuously, he dismissed the
thought of his responsibility to the G >d «>f Is-
rati (a) He frankly conk --d that lie f .mid the
labors of the Israelites profitable, ami therefore
he would retain them. "It will be observed,"
Rawlinson well remarks, "that hr does n •: dis­
pute Moses* facts or the reasonabknesi nf the
claim that he had made; he simply goes upon his
own rights—Jehovah is nothing to him."

It will stem tv us a shocking thing that any
man should tay, "Who is Jehovah, that I should
hearken unto his voice?’’ Hut we must remember
the position uf Pharaoh. The Christian L- hi

Again, we reflect that while few or none will be
found to say in words ’’ Who is the Lord, that I
should obey him?" in practice we often deny his
authority. Ail sin, all disobedience, is a flouting
of God; it is rebellion, a declaration that we will
not have God to rule over us.

The three days* tourney.

The mention in verse 3 of a three days’ journey
has seemed strange and difficult to many. We
know of God’s intention to deliver Israel utterly
out of the power of Pharaoh, and knowing this,
we find it al first hard to appreciate this request:
" Ltt us go, wc pray thee, three days’ journey into
the wilderness, and sacrifice unto Jehovah our
G id, list lie fall upon US with pestilence, or with
sword.” Reading this with the knowledge of
what took place, many have failed to sec in this
aught but a lack of candor or even deception.
Was the real intention that Israel should go and
not return, though three days’ absence was asked
fur? If so. then 11 >t only would the veracity of
Israel be impeached, but that of God himself (for
see 3: 18). There i* no med to take this view.
It is a gratuitous assumption that Moses wished
to hoodwink Pharaoh and take advantage of a
brief leave of ah.cnee. The request was a test of
Pharaoh; it was a must moderate and reasonable
petition. If he refused this, then his heart was
indeed hard. Cli.idvvick well puts the advantage
which would have accrued to the Israelites if the
Egyptian monarch had granted the request: “The
excursion which they proposed would have taught
the people to move and act together, reviving their
nali >nal spirit, and filling them with a desire for
the liberty which they tasted. From such an ex­
cursion, therefore, the people would have return­
ed, already well-nigh emancipated, and with rec­
ognised leads rs. Certainly Pharaoh would not
listen to any such proposal, unless he were pre­
pared tn reverse the whole policy of his dynasty
towards Israel"

divine plans

The Egyptian monarch not only haughtily re­
fused to acknowledge the supremacy of Jehovah,
but he framed new rules for the oppression uf
God’s people. To such an extent were the cap­
tives ground down tint Moses called upon God,
"Lzird, wherefore ha t thou dealt ill with this
people? Why is it that thou hast sent me?" (5:
22). The query was a not unnatural one, consid­
ering the light that Moses had. Later, when the
divine plans were accomplished, he would learn
more of God’s methods, of the uses of adversity.

They are usually from 4 to K in-v,*
square and i'j to .• inchc* thick, unbaked, bat
very hard. An especial confirmation of the Bible
story, and proof that this is one of the very cities
that the Hebrews built, is the fact that 'the lower
courses of these walls, and for some distance up,
arc of well-made bricks with chopped straw in
them; but higher up the courses of brick are not
so good, the straw is long and scanty, and the
last courses have no straw at all, but have sedges,
rushes, and water plants in the mud.’"

Some, however, have taken another view. Pro­
fessor Flinders Petrie writes: " It is by no meant
essential to mix straw in the bricks, and m-'-tui
the ancient and modern bricks do not contaia
straw. As the people demanded straw it is more
likely that it was not for mixing in the brick, a.
that only adds to the labor of making a given
number. But finely chopped straw, as from a
threshing-floor, is very useful to dip the hand in
to prevent mud sticking to it, also to dust over
the ground, and to coat eacli lump of mud before
dropping it in the mould, so as to prevent sticking
at each stage, and to enable the work to go on
quickly and easily. Thus, the order, ’there shall
no straw be given you, yet shall ye deliver the tale
of bricks,’ shows that the work would be slower
ami more difficult, owing to the lack of straw-du?t
coating.”

Tarbril gives what is called a "probably better
explanation": "It was soaked in water and th-
acid dissolved from it was used in ‘weathering
the bricks. Bricks ‘weathered’ by this gall-tsnn^
acid dry quicker and better than when left to W
dried only by sun. The sudden withdrawal 0 e
straw would cause an interval of several O’
when no bricks could be weathered, as seen Hl’
question of verse 14, ‘ Wherefore have ye na* -'
filled your task both yesterday and to-day.

With the Damoh Evangelists.
The Orphanage of the F.C M.S. is at Damoh.

We support some orphans there. The evangelist,
Yakub Masih, mentioned in this article, was sup­
ported as an orphan from South Australia before
beginning his life’s work ns a native evangelist.
The writer of this article i> Mr-. N. G. Alexander,
one of the missionaries at Dam ih, in whose home
the Federal F.M. Secretary was hospitably en­
tertained for two nights on his recent tour
through India.

We are just back from a ten days’ tour full
of interesting sights and experiences. At Gtmji.
our first camping place, our tents were pitched in
a mango grove, near a large tank or pond, along
one side of which is the village itself. One bank
has a row of fine old trees, and one of these shcl
ters a collection of the village gods. Most of the
idols are small ones of rudely carved stone. Fore­
most among them is an image of Hanuman, the
Monkey Grid. It is made of stone, painted red,
and is about four feet high. Scores of real, live
monkeys swing in the branches overhead. Among
the villagers whom we saw worship this god was
nne man whom I particularly watched. His first
•ict of worship was to take a bath in the pond.
Then he brought up a vessel of water which he
poured over the idol. Then he bowed down be­
fore it until his forehead touched the idol’s feet
and then, rising, he salaamed seven times. As
Io his mental processes I can not give so exact
an account, but he went away looking happy.

The people at Gtmji were very friendly and
listened well. India is so dotted with little vil­
lages clofc together that from one camp ottr cvaii-
K li'ts can reach several communities. They plan

R » out three times a day—forenoon, afternoon,
an'l night. When there are four men, they go by
** ' in the daytime and all together at night.
Sometimes a crowd comes to the evangelists’ tent
after the evening meal, and I have heard the
eound of singing and preaching and the music of

.I'.iiy.i’s guitar far toward the midnight hour.

No School.
Gtmji, with a population of nearly a thousand,
,J no school, never has had one, and probably

••id nit have one very soon. I asked a group of
mothers whether they would n like to have a

school “Gc dness me!” replied one,
*hat would we do with a school?” These same

*«mcn were greatly p! a>ed because I visited
- :ne t.f their homes, and they came tn the tent
ta tee me. The English officials sometimes camp

’tas village, so they had s:. n white women be-

that I showed a friendly interest in them and their
babies.

With one exception our workers were received
kindly in all the villages about this first camp.
There was an especially good meeting in Gunji
the last night, and the men fed that they have
left there a lasting impression.

Other Places.
From Gunji we moved to Hindoria, the third

largest town in the district, ten miles from Da­
moh. A malguzar (land owner), who is the
mayor of the town, and his brother were very
friendly, and through them some homes were en­
tered which probably otherwise would not have
been open to us. Here, as everywhere else, it
means a great deal to be introduced to the leading
family of a community. The Malguzar’s brother
showed especial interest in us and our message.
He came to our camp repeatedly, went out with
the evangelists one forenoon, and came to our
communion service Sunday morning. The day we
broke camp he came to bid us good-bye and
walked with the men part way through the town.
Then, like a certain other young man, “he went
away sorrowful." We do not know that he ever
will have the courage to leave property and family
to become openly Christian, but we do know that
the leaven is working in India among both high
and low.

I was invited twice to the home of the Malgu­
zar to visit the ladies of the family, who live in
purdah. The Malguzar’s wife was greatly pleased
with Baby Florence and gave her five rupees and
a silk "fariya." The latter is a bit of wearing ap
parol, a strip of cloth used by little girls to wrap
about the head and shoulders.

In Confusion.
One night in Hindoria, when Mr. /Mcxandcr

and the evangelists went to a low caste section of
town, they found things in great confusion. Some
man had driven out his wife and children, and the
caste committee was sitting on the case. Although
rather excited, they left their court proceedings
to listen to the preachers, and there was a fairly
good meeting. Probably the husband and wife
forgot their quarrel for the moment and wen!
home in peace.

On Saturday, market day in Hindoria, Dr. Me-
Gavran drove out from Damoh. She spent the
afternoon dispensing medicine in the market place,
while Mr. Alexander and the men held evangelis
tic services. People who could not afford bottles
toek away their liquid medicine in e- c-unut skills.
Salve was taken 0:1 a bit of paper or a leaf. Pills
and powders, of course, were managed easily.

People Friendly.
Our last camp was at Kuan Khera, where there

arc three villages almost within calling distance.
Here again pc 'pie were friendly, but the work
was affected somewhat by a wedding in one of the 

villages. Smallpox, too, was on, «o I sat in front
■ f my own tent and left the women of Kuan
Khera for some future visit. Not all of them
neglected me, however, and among those who
called at the tent was a young girl nut quite
through the sealing-off stage of smallpox.

A pleasing thing occurred as we were moving
from Hindoria to Kuan Khera. Mr. Alexamhr
ami Yakub Masih were walking together behind
our tonga when we overtook two men, one of
whom had on his forehead the marks that pro­
claimed him a worshipper of Vishnu. After the
usual salutations and a bit of convcr-r.ion, Yakub
said to the Vaishavitc, ‘‘You’re a Brahmin?"
‘‘Yes," he proudly assented. "Well, sire," said
Yakub, “ I have something to tell you." Then the
tonga rumbled on, and I caught only a word now
and then, but the talc that Yakub told was "the
old, old story” of Him who once proclaimed the
truth to wayfarers on the Galilean roads.—The
Missionary Inlelligeneer.
