It would be a good thing for the world
generally if the criticism which men have to
offer’was devoted to finding out the good
and the beautiful, and exposing that which
was bad and ugly. But it too frequently
happens that criticism is bent only on find­
ing out the bad, and if the bad does not ex-
fct, of inventing it. Dean Swift, himself
the most cynical of critics, regarded critic-
i'ni as a malignant deity. *’ The malignant
deity Criticism,” he says, ‘‘dwelt on the top
bf a snowy mountain in Nova Zcmbla.
Her immediate attendants were Ignorance.
Bride, Opinion, and her children were Noise
and Impudence, Dulness and Vanity, Eosit-
jvencss, Pedantry, and Ill Manners.” Mak-
,nf» every’ allowance for Swift’s infirmities.
bnc has to admit that there are examples of
criticism to be found which merit his de­
scription. Such an example, so it seems to
**.'• may be found in the attitude of the an­
cient Pharisees to John the Baptist and Jc-
su? Christ. Of John they said. “ He came
neither eating nor drinking.” and their ver­
dict was, “ He hath a devil.” Jesus came
noth eating and drinking, and the best they
could sav of ]fnn w.rs o p.choid a man glut­
inous, and a winebibber, a friend of pub­
lican- ami sinners.” Even the splendid

dom has the habit of vindicating itself.
Applied to the lives of John and Jesus, we
at once sec the force of this. The criticism
of the Pharisees is only remembered for its
malignancy, while the names of John and
Jesus arc remembered and honored; the
former as the splendid, heroic, unselfish
forerunner of the Messiah, the latter as the
world's great Redeemer. The self-right­
eousness of the Pharisees, who drew aside
their skirts when a sinner passed by, is con­
demned as hypocrisy, while the term of re­
proach bestowed upon Jesus. “A friend of
publicans and sinners," is as a halo of glory
upon his brow. And so. wisdom is justified
of her children.

What is wisdom?

This reply of Jcmi- to the criticism of
the Pharisees is worthy of further consid­
eration. It emphasises the value of wisdom
and indicates the way in which it may be
tested. If it is the genuine article, it will
stand the test of time, ami will be vindicated
by its results. The Bible gives a high place
t<» wisdom. It is said to be the principal
thing; to be belter than gold, and it* price
above rubies. If we turn to our dictionaries
we will find that it is said to be "the right
use of knowledge.” This is a good defini­
tion as far as it goes. It sometimes happens
that knowledge is regarded a* synonymous
with wisdom. But this is a mistake. Know­
ledge and wisdom do not always dwell to­
gether. The ability to accumulate know­
ledge does not always imply the ability t"
use*it to the best advantage. A man like
Haeckel, whose knowledge of biologx i-
verv great, shows eery little wi-dom.or how­
to rightlv ibc his knowledge, when he al­
lows it to land him into a rank matei iali-m.
It is true, a> a great scientist said: " The
imdcvout astronomer is mad." It is equally
true in regard to knowledge connected with
Biblical subjects. \ man may be a distin­
guished Hebraist, hut quite at - a a a Bib­
lical vxegete. Many completion example*
of this mav be found tn the destructive
criticism of modern times.

The highest definition.

Hie highest definition of wisdom is found
in the Bible: " Behold, the fear of the Lord,
that is wisdom; and to depart from evil,
that is understanding.” With this definition
of wisdom before us, we may apply the test
that wisdom is justified by Its results. If
applied to the history of nations, it will Ik
found that when men in their own wisdom
have dethroned God, and ceased to fear
him, they have surely brought a Nemesis on
their track. “ In the long millenniums of
history,” says F. W. Farrar, in his lecture
on "The Voice of History,” "we see the
great tidal waves of retribution overwhelm­
ing every nation which forgets the eternal
distinctions of right and wrong.—we hear
that voice of seven thunders which every
true historian has always heard, proclaim­
ing aloud that 'for every false word and un­
righteous deed, for insult and oppression,
for hist and vanity, the price has to be paid
at last. Truth and justice alone endure and
live. Falsehood and injustice may lie long-
lived. hut doomsday comes to them in the
end.’" There is nothing more true than
this, that the nation* that have not wisdom
pcri*h. It is in vain that the wisdom of men
is arrayed against the wisdom of God, for
in the long procession of the centuries, the
wisdom of men ends in disaster and confu­
sion, while the wisdom of God vindicates it­
self.

Did the lustre of her genius,
did the liberality of her institutions, did the
glorious roll of her eloquence, did the lyric
sweetness of her song, save Greece from
the infamy of her obliteration, when she
perished under the eating cancer of her fav­
orite sins? Did the iron sceptre or the in­
vincible sword, did the dignity of her gov­
ernment, or the strength of her determina­
tion, deliver Rome from the long agony of
her vile corruption and pitiable decay?"
Let the voice of history answer.

In the church as in nations.

And as in the history' of nations, so in the
history of the church. Whenever the wis­
dom of men has been arrayed against the
w isdom of God, it has always spelt disaster.
It was the wisdom of men that made the
Papacy a hideous monster of power and
corruption. That gave us a sample of
"the boundless ambition of Boniface VIII..
the greedy avarice of John XXII.. the
shameful violence of Urban VI., the un­
blushing nqxitism of Sixtus IV., the ex­
ecrable crimes of Alexander VI.. and the
aggrandising wars of Julius II." The whole
eloquent lesson tn the twentieth century is
this, that the peoples, whether as nations or
churches, that set themselves against the
wi.dnm of Cod. arc courting disaster. The
wisdom of God vindicates itself.

Church Union.

After a long scries of negotiations it ap­
pears that the United Brethren of the
United States, numbering alraut 250,000,
and the Methodist Protestants of the same
country, aggregating about 200.000, are
about to unite. A basjs of union has been
cnthu-iastically adopted by the two Con­
ferences, ami now only awaits the ratifica­
tion of the individual congregations. This
is another indication of the trend of public
opinion.

Another R.C. Dogma.
\\ e notice by the cables that Pope Piu- X.

has expressed hi-. intention of proclaiming
the assumption of the Virgin into heaven a-
a dogma. In the middle ages it became a
eommon impre-ion that after death the
lx>dv of the mother of Jous did not remain
in the (crave, but was translated to heaven,
If the cablegram report is correct, this will
now boroniv a dogma of the Church, and
hiing proclaimed by Hr, Holiness, who,
wh<n peaking .a cullndta. i- infallible, it
mil t be received without doubt or he ita-
tioii under pain of eternal punishment. No
Roman Catholic may even dare to question 
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this ab.urd duguu. The la>t dvgiiia. to be
proclaimed were the Immaculate Concep­
tion in 1854, and the Infallibility of the
Pope in 1870, both by Pius IX. What will
be the next ? This is called an age of un­
belief, and yet 200 millions of people will
swallow whole any doctrine or dogma, how­
ever unreasonable or preposterous, that the
head of the Church may see fit to pro­
nounce.

An Unenviable Premiership.
West Australia holds the unenviable posi­

tion of the premier State of Australasia, if
not of the whole world, in the consumption
of intoxicants. According tn the Reformer,
the able and uncompromising organ of the
W.A. Alliance, the drink bill of 1912 am­
ounted to no less than £2,696,695, or
LR/ift/- per head of the population. This
is more than double that of any other State.
According to the latest figures, S.A. spends
£3/1/5 per head; N.Z., £3/14/11^; Vic­
toria, £3/16/1; Queensland, £3/19/7^4;
N.S.W., £4/0/6, and the United Kingdom,
£3/10/9. Of course, there is a larger pro­
portion of men in W.A. than in the other
parts of the Commonwealth, but even allow­
ing for this the drinking capacity of the
Western State is altogether disproportion­
ate. As a necessary result there is a corres­
ponding cost for ]>olice protection and a
corresponding increase of crime. The re­
form party is waging a gallant fight against
overwhelming odds. Politicians are prodi­
gal in promise but rraverly stricken in per­
formance, and the drink party has the pow­
erful support of the leading paper of the
Stale. And so the country goes on wasting,
or worse than wasting, £52,000 a week and
reaping in return a rich harvest of destitu­
tion, degradation, crime and death. The
drink (rawer is strongly entrenched, ami
vested interests are so powerful, that it
would almost seem hopeless to fight. Dur­
ing the last 17 years £38.346,520 have been
spent in drink, and the dividends of brew­
eries held by rcspectablef?) shareholders
have been fat. The one gleam of light is
that the sale of drink fell off 6/5 per head
last year as compared with 191'1, and in
spite of the tremendous odds the party for
national righteousness was never more
united and determined to succeed.

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Are the Critics Right about Daniel?
No. 3- By C. M. Gordon.

The principle underlying the threefold
division of the Hebrew Canon, set forth in
our last study, is endorsed by quite a num­
ber of distinguished scholars, among whom
we find Delitzsch, Oehler, Keil. Havcrnick,
Hergstenbcrg and Witsius. It is but fair to
say, however, that others, belonging to both
the conservative and radical thinkers, take
exception to it. One of the most popular
objections to the theory is that the experi­
ence of Amos disproves it. Amos, it is al­
leged, is neither a prophet nor the son of a
prophet. Yet in the Hebrew Canon his
book is placed among the prophets of the
second great division.

Amos.

We freely grant, in reply, that if Amos
did not belong to the class of official pro­
phets, then the inclusion of his book among
the writings of that class is sufficient to up­
set the principle we arc contending for. But
if our readers will take the pains to look at
Amos 7: 14, R.V., the verse on which the
objection is based, they will find that the
case of Amos gives no support whatever to
the objection. Amos, in reply to the Aina-
*‘ah, says: “ I was no prophet, neither was
* a prophet's son; but I was a herdsman and
a dresser of sycumore trees; and Jehovah
took me from following the flock, and Jc-
h 'vah said unto me, Go, prophesy unto my
people Israel.” It is very obvious that when
Amos says he "was no prophet," he is re-
hrring to his life prior to the call of God.
In those days when he dressed his trees and
cd his flocks among the pastures of Judea.

Amos, therefore, belongs to the class of
official prophets, ami because he belongs to
that order, his book is found in the second
division of the Jewish Canon among the
writings of those who were prophets in the
same official sense.

Inclusion in the Canon.

But why is the Book of Daniel found
anywhere in the Jewish Canon? The fact
that it is found in the Canon at all. no mat­
ter what may be the fiosition assigned to it
there, tells with almost irresistible cogency
against the critical view. Had it made it'
appearance at so late a date and under such
suspicious circumstances as are claimed for
it by the critics, it is virtually certain that it
would never have been given any place in
the Canon. It mud not lx- assumed that the
Jews recklessly admitted books to their
Canon. Indeed, from the scrupulous and
laborious care with which they transmitted
and preserved their sacred books, it may be
safely inferred that, not until they had in­
disputable evidence of the canonicity of any
document, would they give it a place in their
sacred collection.

This is also evident from the fact that
they excluded the Apocrypha from their
Canon. Some of the Apocryphal books arc
valuable indeed. Take, for instance, the
First Book of Maccabees. This lx ok is no
"pseud-epigraph." no pioifs novel; it repre­
sents a high degree of historical reliability.
It deals with one of the most patriotic
struggles to be found in the annals of any
people. No Jew, with any measure of
racial spirit, could fail to be thrilled through
and through by its record of magnificent
achievement in the interest of the national
cause. It was written in the latter part of
the 2nd century D.C., certainly before the
year 106 B.C. Yet this book is given no
place in the Jewish Canon. How, then, in
face of the exclusion of this book, can it be
suggested that an imaginary romance, foist­
ed on the people little more than half a cen­
tury earlier than the composition of I. Mac-
cabcc', would lx included in the sacred
Canon 1

As a further illustration, take the Bo »k of
Ecck-'ia-liens, another of the be-1 Ixnflcs of
the Ajxxrvpha. Il iU' written cire. 200
B.C.. mark forty years earlier than Far­
rar's h\|-.tintical date for Daniel On what

The fact
of the matter is, that if the Book of Daniel
had originated as the critics say it did, it
would have shared the -ame fate as the
A[X)cryphal literature. Maccabees and Ec-
clcsiasticus and all the books of the Apocry­
pha were excluded from the Canon Ix-cau-e
the Jews clearly recognised that they repre­
sented the voice of man; Daniel was in­
cluded because it was recognised as repre­
senting the voice of God. It1- inclusion in
the Sacred Canon is fatal to the critical con­
tention.

Jesus, son of Sirach.

\\e are now ready to examine Dr.
Driver's second argument. As expressed in
hi' own words, it is as follows :—

"Jesus, the son of Sirach (writing c. _iuo B.C.),
in his enumeration of Istaclitish worthies, ch. 44
50, though he mentions l-aiah, Jeremiah. Ezekiel
anil (collectively) the Twelve Minor Prophets, is
silent as to D.inicL"
Jesus, son of Sirach, is the author of Ec-
clesiasticus. the Apocryphal book about
which we have just been writing. He com­
mences chapter 44 of his Ixxik with the
words, " l.et us now praise famou- men,
and our father- that begat us,” and then
proceeds to give a list of these famous
fathers with appropriate comments on each.
He begins with Enoch and Noah, and men­
tions some thirty or more of the prophet'.
priests and kings of Israel, who-c deeds of
righteousness and renown shed glory upon
the nation. But, strange to say, he does not
mention Daniel; ami because he fails to do
so the critic reasons that the Book of Daniel
was not written when Jesus, son of Sirach,
composed Ecclesiasticus.

Now-, w e arc quite prepared to admit that
the silence of Jesus, son of Sirach, is some­
what remarkable; but that it sustains the
critical inference is anything but probable
The argument from silence is one that
should be used w ith the utmost reserve and
caution. The critics in the past have been
somewhat recklc-s in their use of it, and
they -till seem to place considerable reliance
upon it. notwithstanding that it has fre­
quently recoiled with fatal force again-t
their contentions. For instance, a number of
critics at one time u-cd it to prove that the
Hittite-, Sargon, and Belshazzar had no his­
torical being. But in the light of all that
Archaeology has had to -ay about the Hit­
tites, Sargon, and Belshazzar, how unutter­
ably stupid appears tlul reasoning which
once proved that they had no existence!
We ought, after -uch an object le--< n, to he
exceedingly careful how wc employ the
argurncn/iiin <1 silcntio. That the ‘-.•fence of
the o-n of Sirach proxe- nothing again-t the
generally accepted view of Daniel and h ,
lx>ok we ••hall see in our next study.

Whereas 50 years ago men
only attacked the outworks of Christianity,
now largely through the Darwinian theory
and the influence of German criticism, the
very foundations of our faith are being as­
sailed. Men who were ten years ago the
pillars of orthodoxy, are discussing the dif­
ference between the historic Jesus and the
Christ of the churches. The admissions
made in the recent volume by Prin. Jackson,
“The Preacher and the Modern Mind,”
and which received the approval of many of
his denominational brethren, would cause
the theologians of ten years ago. were it not
for the enormous tombstones upon them, to
literally turn in their graves. Modern criti­
cism has made such attacks on the Bible that
if everything were taken out that has been
questioned, hardly a sentence would remain.
Happily, you arc far removed from the
scenes of such controversy, but I venture to
remark that within the next few years in
this Commonwealth you will have the same
spirit of theological unrest, and I want to
ask: What will happen to your faith? Is it
so rooted and grounded that it will hold
secure? In other words, is the faith you
have your own, or is it merely your father’s ?
In ancient days the weapons that caused
Augustine to fear for the future of Chris­
tianity were the spears and swords of the
ignorant barbarian ; now men fear the theo­
logical professor whose weapons are the
shafts of thought. There will be a new age'
of martyrdom, but it will be in the arena of
ideas. Unless we have thought out our
faith and can say with Browning, “ I am
very sure of God." we shall be like bewil­
dered children. It is only the man that can 
speak of God in his own terms, and ha-
learned the reality of Christ in the midst of
change,, that can look without fear on the
theological storms. Such a one will always
near the voice of the Elder Brother, saying,
*' Let not your heart be troubled, ye believe
in God, believe also in me." Rest assured
t«od is behind all truth, and the only effect
Higher Criticism can have is to shake the
human foundations and to break the fetter­
ing creeds. Above all, there is no need to
be frightened; there is no alarm in the
heart of God. All the men mentioned in the
eleventh chapter of 1 I ebrews held on to God
•amid the readjustment of the religion of
their day. So in our own time the same
process is at work, but behind all the pro­
cesses of the human mind and behind all
movements of humanity is God.

Still a Land of Promise.
The Agricultural Possibilities of Palestine.

By Harold J. Shcpstone.

The Canaan of the Bible is so often re­
ferred to as a land flowing with milk and
honey—twelve times at least in the Penta­
teuch alone—that it is interesting to learn
that the modern Palestine still stands first.
or might do so, among the honey-producing
countries of the world. It has been sup­
posed that the Scriptural "honey" included
all sweet things, the phrase being too spac-
ioiis-to apply only to the product of the bee.
Vet there is little doubt that honey, both
wild and cultivated, did literally flow from
the combs in the trees in this Eastern land.
and that it i- veritably true that in the days
of Saul, when the men of Israel "were come
into the wood, behold the honey dropped."

The fact that Palestine was and is fav­
ored for the production of honey is due, of
cour-e. to its remarkable flora. Some re­
turned travellers have told u- that Pale-tine
ha- no flowers; but they have never seen it
when the year is at the flood, ami the laugh­
ing fields arc painted in red and yellow.
when there is spreading green in the desert. 

and poppies ami pimpernel- bloom by the
million over corn ami mixirland in Sharon.
As a matter of sober botanical fact, Pales­
tine is the meeting place of the flora of three
different continent-, and this, with other
circum-tances, produces a condition most
favorable to honey culture.

Some time ago two brothers in Jaffa—the
apostolic Joppa, where the hungry Peter
had the vision of things to be eaten descend­
ing in a sheet from heaven—formed an ap­
iary on novel principles. They conceived
the idea of furnishing the bee- with ma­
terial for honey-making purposes through
eight months of the year. Camping first at
a low altitude, they waited until the flower-
of that locality were over, and then convey­
ed the hives on camel-back to a higher
place, thus following up the consecutive’
blossoming of different flowers. They were
even able to separate the honey of these
overworked bees into "orange-blo-som
honey,” "thyme honey," and -o on with each
succeeding flower.

The experiment has been sufficient to
show how well capable is this ancient land
of honey-production. By using modern ex>
trading machinery and replacing the combs,
one hundred hives were made to yield six
tons of honey in the year. This is nearly
three times as much honey per hive as the
maximum yield on the honey-farms of Aus­
tralia and America.

Nor is this an isolated instance of the
natural wealth still to be won from the land
which fostered one of the greatest agricul­
tural nations of the ancient world. The
chosen people were not only to "suck honey
out of the rock." but they were to "eat the
increase of the field-”—
" Butler uf kino, and milk of sheep.
With fat of lambs.
And rains of the breed of Bashan, and goats.
With the fat of kidneys of wheat;

Smith, "might be a scene of upland agricul­
ture in our own country."

And there is the Jordan Valley, formed
in prehistoric times by volcanic action and
as yet uncultivated, but sonic day to be the
mn-t potent factor in the development of
the country. From the Dead Sea to the Sea
of Galilee it stretche-. and has been likened
to a tropical oasis sunk in the midst of a
temperate zone. The Sea of Galilee is a
natural reservoir of beautiful fresh water,
twelve miles long by six broad. 200 feet at
its greatest depth, and with a daily supply of
<ix million tons of water. It stands at the
head of zoo,cx>o acres of deep, rich, alluvial
snil Owing to the great heat in the Jordan
Willey, everything grows with .surprising
rapidity and to an enormous size. Bananas,
oranges, sugar-cane, cotton of perennial
growth and long, fine fibre, together with all
the fruits of a semi-tropical climate, can be
raised in abundance. Wheat and barley can
be grown plentifully. That fodder plant
called lucerne produces under irrigation ten
crops a year. According to experts, the ir­
rigation of this valley by canals leading
along the foothills is quite feasible and
would transform the region Into a second
Eden.—" Sunday at Home.”

It is commonly believed that the son of Ram-
cses II. (Meneptah or Merneptah) was the
Pharaoh of the Exodus.

Pharaoh urged the
departure of the Israelites, Bifi re they went, the
people demanded money and jewellery from the
Egyptians, who apparently were in their extremity
ghd to give in order to get rid of them. It will
be noticed that the R.V. differs from the Common
Version in Ex. 12: 35, 36. Many have stumbled
at the "borrowing" of the Israelites. If they bor­
rowed and never returned the loan, it was theft
and deceit. Rut the R.V. shows that they asked
or demanded part of that which was due. AU the
Israelites received was far from being compensa­
tion for the years of servitude. Money was not
lent, but given; and still we may believe more
was justly due.
