the lost book.
And Ililkiah answered and said to Shaphan

the scribe, ‘ I have found the book of the law in
the house of the Lord.’ And Ililkiah delivered
the book to Shaphan.”—2 Chron. 34: 15.

In these days, when the Bible is being
printed by millions of copies and distrib­
uted all over the world, it seems strange to
speak of it as a lost book. It may be lost,
however, in a different sense to what it was
in the days of King Josiah, just as one
sometimes finds the greatest solitude in the
biggest crowd. .And the particular way in
which the Bible has or may become a lost
l>ook is referred to in a sermon by a Mr.
J. R. Walker, and published in the Chris­
tian World Pttlf'ii; and as it is worth read­
ing and paying attention to, we give fairly
full extracts from it.

In cleansing the Temple, the men engaged
in the work happened upon a book which
they brought forth and read to the king.
The reading of this Ixvok marked the be­
ginning of a new epoch in Israel’s history.
It occasioned a great heart-searching on the
part of the king, and on the part of those
over whom he ruled. It set them thinking.
It showed that there were great faults in
the national life. It made it clear that they
had not only been doing things which they
ought not to have done, but they had been
leaving undone things which they ought to
have done. In short, it gave a new impulse
to national righteousness, and provided Jo­
siah with a basis from which he was able
to organise, and to carry forward, one of
the grandest reforms of which the Bible
speaks.

What rediscovery means.
For a parallel to this incident of the find­

ing of the law we have to come clown a*
far in the world’s history as the sixteenth
century. .At that time, religion had sunk s«*
low in Central Europe as to be a negligible
quantity. It might almost be said, in fad.
to have disappeared. Tctzcl, the Domin­
ican monk and papal indulgence-seller, was

going about Germany on his blasphemous
errand. His wares were disposed of at the
very lowest rates. The right of murdering
an enemy could be purchased for seven du­
cats; those who wished to rob a church
were pardoned if they paid nine ducats;
while the murder of father, mother, sister,
or brother, cost only four ducats. The peo­
ple who bought these indulgences naturally
liked to get value for their money, and
crime abounded wherever the pardon-seller
went. .And where was the Bible while this
was going on? It was neglected, forgotten,
lost sight of. It was relegated to the dust­
heap very much as this book of the law was
in the times of Josiah. But the lost Book
was rediscovered. In the town of Erfurt,
in Saxony, a young monk, named Martin
Luther, came across a dusty copy of it in
Latin, hidden amongst the neglected con­
vent books. He took it, and began to study
it, and new light broke into his mind. Later
on. he was sent to Rome, and there in the
papal city, under the very shadow of St.
Peter's itself, he learned the lesson that was
to issue at length in a regenerated conti­
nent. “ The just shall live by faith”; not
by works, but by faith; by personal trust
in Jesus Christ. This was the fact that was
brought home to him; and it is not too much
to say that out of that ili-covcry the relig­
ious history of the world was changed.
And so we get a second instance, a compara­
tively modern instance, of what rediscovery
of the Book means.

How lost.
In all this there is a very important les­

son for us to-day. It would be too much to
say that in our day the Bible is in the
dust-heap; but it is very nearly <-n the
dust-heap. .And if it is not quite there, for
the great majority of people it might just
as well be there. It certainly i> not read.
One has only to listen to conversations
alxrut it to discover that. In a Christian
home, not long since, a mother asked her
-on, a jotmg man and a church member,
where his Bible wa-. " I don I know.
mother,” he said, ” I guc« it > m my trunk 

upstairs." Somewhat surprised, the mother
turned to her daughter, and said, "And
where is yours. Mary?" The daughter
looked rather confused, and said, " Well,
really, mother, I can’t tell you; I think it is
in one of my bureau drawers." These re­
plies are suggestive of a great deal that is
happening amongst us at the present time.
The Bible is being neglected. It is being
thrust away, and not read, and other books
are taking its place. From time to time our
religious leaders give us little glimpses into
their own experience in regard to this mat­
ter. And what do they tell us? Well, they
all tell us the same story, namely, that the
Bible, so far as they can discover, is being
laid aside, and not u-e I to-day. Some time
back. Mr. Shake-pcare told us that, speak­
ing from his experience, a pretty wide one.
the Bible, so far as the ordinary person was
concerned, was practically a lost book. Dr.
Charles Brown, another man of wide ex­
perience, declares that the practice of Bible
reading among Christian people is becom­
ing less and less common every year.

Ashamed to read the Bible?
It may be that some of our young people

are not a little ashamed to be seen reading
the Bible to-day. I f they read it at all, they
read it in secret, and they arc not anxious
for other people to know that they lead it.
Why it should be so I cannot say. They are
not ashamed to be seen reading Shake­
speare, or Browning, or Tennyson, or Mil­
ton. or any of the great authors of which
Englishmen arc proud. Why, then, should
they be ashamed of reading the Bible? Is
there any book that has accomplished what
it has accomplished ? Why nine-tenths of
what other books have accomplished, they
have accomplished becau e of their indebt­
edness to the Bible. Take the authors men­
tioned— Shakespeare. Browning, Tennysun.
Milton—why their lxx»k> arc simply full of
the Bible. You can scarcely turn a page
without lighting up :i inc Biblical refer­
ence. All the masters have drawn from this
‘■torcliou* ■. all the lightvis have gathered
their weapons from this armoury. Why, 
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then, should we be ashamed of reading the
Bible? There is a story told of a
Frenchman who was being entertain­
ed by a Christian chief in one of the Pa­
cific Islands. The chief had a Bible, which
the Frenchman sneered at, saying that in
Europe they had got past that. The chief
led his guest out of the house, showed him
where they used to cook and eat their meals
in cannibal days, and clinched everything by
saying, “My friend, if it had not been for
that Book. I should have been dining upon
you now.” Why should we be ashamed of
such a Book as that? It is simply our pre­
judice and lack of culture which makes us
ashamed of it. We show \\ hat we are when
we sneer at the Bible. Wc show our lack
of historical sense, and critical acumen, and
everything else that makes great men.
Sneer at the Bible, indeed? Why, we might
as well sneer at the sunlight, or at the force
of gravitation, for these things are not more
indispensable to human safety and human
progress than is this Book of which I am
now speaking. One can stand a good deal,
but to hear people sneering at the Bible is,
to say the least of it, a little trying, for it is
just about as incongruous as if some mos­
quito were to sneer at an archangel. It will
be linn- for us to be ashamed of the Bible
when ue are ashamed of that which the
Bible produces; till then we had better set
oiirselvcN to cultivate a little modesty, and
not try to kick down the ladder by which
we bate climbed out of ignorance into
knowledge, out of peri! into safety, out of
barbarism into civilisation, and it ill be­
comes any of us to be ashamed of it under
such circumstances.

4 revelation from God.
The Bible is the Book by which wc have

come to know something of God’s move­
ments in history. It is the record of his
revelation. It is not the revelation itself;
it is the record of his revelation. The rev­
elation was made in history. It came
through the medium of human life; and
what the Bible docs is to preserve the record
of it, and to hand it on to succeeding gen­
erations. From this Book we are aide to
gather something of what God did for men
in the ages that are gone. We are able to
trace his footsteps, and discover his lead­
ings, and so to arrive at an estimate of his
character. Can wc afford to be ignorant of
a Book like that then? Can we afford to
put it on the top shelf, among the dust and
cobweb.', and never read it? Is not the
knowledge of God and of hi. character the
knowledge that we need above all other
knowledge? In neglecting the Bible, wc
are neglecting a treasure of the value of
which, from the point of view of what it
tells about God alone, it is sirnply impossible
for us to over-estimate.

Among the Poles.

What appears to be a very promising
work has been started among the Poles of
Wisconsin, U.S.A. They are very numer­
ous, and there is room for considerable pro­
gress. Moreover, they are responsive to the
truth, having already, to a large extent,
drifted from the influence of the Romish
priesthood. Some converts of influence
have recently been received, among them
Witol Chwalibog, a Polish priest and an au­
thor of note. Louis R. Patmont, himself a
Pole, with,a committee of brethren to as­
sist him, is taking the leadership. A period­
ical in the Polish language is to be started
at once, a tent procured for missions, and
three or four bright young Poles are to
take a course of college training to fit them
for service. The work among these people,
as also among the Russians, has received an
impetus from the success of the Restoration
work in their native countries.

Church Efficiency Congress.

ficiency Congress, which met from Novem­
ber 17 to 23, at Davenport, Iowa, is the lat­
est. Selected speaker.-' delivered addresses
on all phases of church and Bible School
work. The subjects discussed included pas­
toral, educational, evangelistic, temperance
and social , problems, while specialists
dealt with Seventh Day Adventism, Mor­
monism, and other modern delusions. As
leaders in the various departments of work
and worship were to be the principal speak­
ers and instructors, there is every reason to
anticipate a most successful rcjxjrt.
Among them were C. R. Scoville, D. M.Can-
right. Z. T. Sweeney, S. S. Lappin, P. 11.
Wclsheimer. M. M. Davis, L. R. Patmont,
Jeremiah J. Crowley, James Small, J. L.
Brandt. I. N. McCash, J. V. Coombs. J. II.
O. Smith, F. D. Kershner, and a host of
others. A great interest ha<l been aroused,
and the gathering should prove to have been
very stimulating.

“The Note of Certainty.”
R. Wilson Black, of Fulham, London,

speaking at a public meeting at Southfields,
as re|x»rjcd in the Bible .Idvocute, contend­
ed that “ What we want in our churches to­
day is men of conviction. The note of cer­
tainty secni' to have largely died out among
the |.opular preachers in the surrounding
denominations. We want the conviction of
John the Evangelist. He speaks of the
things we know. Wc know that wc have
passed from death unto life; wc know that
wc are of God : wc know that God abideth
in us. With the early Christians there was
no uncertainty, but just the note of real con­
viction. Uncertainty has never yet produc­
ed any martyrs. The man who is uncertain 

as to his faith and portion in the Lnri
Jesus Christ is not likely to do much” lu
Black is right. The pulpit loses its*
when occupied by preachers whose sermons
lack the note of certainty Moody is crv,i.
iled with having said that " God has no use
for a discouraged man,” and it is certain
that he has no use for the worker without
a positive message. The man who has not
a profound faith in his evangel is not likely
to arouse faith in the hearts of his hearers
The curse of much of the preaching to-dav
is its vagueness; but when men with the
grand old primitive faith in the grand old
primitive gospel proclaim a definite message
we may cx'pcct to find the gospel to be still
the power of God.

Cruelty in the New Hebrides.

If we are to believe the representations
made by the Protestant missionaries in the
New Hebrides—and there appears to be no
room for doubt—the administration of jus­
tice on the Islands is a farce, and the rule
of the Condominium a failure. We have
before us a pamphlet by Frank II. L. Paton,
F.M Secretary of the Victorian Presby­
terian Church, which details a number of
gross failures of justice in matters of ad­
ministration of the law in native affairs. In
every case dates and names are given with
such particulars as arc calculated to make
one’s blood boil. The servitude of the na­
tives to their French masters is absolute
slavery. Men have been shot dead for en­
deavoring to avoid being “recruited, ’ while
women have been illegally recruited for im­
moral purposes. Britishers under the dual
management are compelled to keep the laws
which Frenchmen break with impunity, nor
can they obtain redress for wrongs done
them by Frenchmen before a French court.
Were not the evidence so overwhelming, tin*
real state of affairs would be incredible.

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The Second Advent of Christ.
Paper Read before the Preachers' Association. Mcllxnirnc, by Joseph Pittman.

This is without doubt one of the greatest
of all the great themes of Holy Writ. Its
importance to the Christian cannot be over
rated, as it is so closely bound up with his
dearest hopes of the life to come. It is to
be feared, however, that the supreme place
it held in the hearts of the Christians of ap­
ostolic days is largely supplanted, in the
minds of Christians to-day, by the vague
and undefined hope of an intermediate
state.

hope of the apostles and early Christians
was not an intermediate state. but the re­
turn of the Son of God from heaven. Well
will it be for all Christ's people when they
are once more fully seized with this blessed
hope. Then will they say with enraptured
joy, " Even so come. Lord Jesus.”

For the sake of clearness. I think it well
to deal with this theme under its different
leading aspects.

A personal appearing.
1. First it must be understood that the

second coining of Chri't will be personal,
and not as some try to make out, spiritual
or mystical. It is true there are two 01
three passages which appear to teach a
spiritual coming of Christ: such, for in­
stance, as John 14: 23. " If any man love
me he will keep my words, and my Father
will love him, and we will come unto him
and make our abode with him.” But such
passages do not in the least conflict with or
weaken those which indicate a real corjwreal
personal coming. It is im|x>ssible to think
of the following Scriptures in any other
light." " If I go and prepare a place for
you, I will come again ami receive you unto
myself, that where I am there ye may be
also" (John 14: 3). " This same Jesus, who
is taken up from you into heaven, shall so
come in like manner as ye have seen him go
into heaven” (Acts 1: it). " The Lordhim-
self shall descend from heaven (1 Thcss.
4: 16). " When he shall appear... .we shall
see him as he is" (1 John 3: 2). " Behold
he comcth with clouds, and every eye shall
sec him” (Rev. 1:7).

We must conclude from Scripture testi-
m .tn like this that the 'ccond coming of
Christ will be as real and personal as was
hi' first coming, with this grand distinction.

have been two great parties among Chris­
tians'in various ages since apostolic days
known as premillenarians and postinillen-
arians. 1 need not explain what you doubt­
less know as to the belief of these two par­
ties, but I want to point out that both arc-
agreed in accepting a view of the thousand
years’ reign, the truth ol which 1 am bold
enough to call in question. If I am right
in my view of this question, the Ixme of con­
tention between these two parties will be re­
moved and they, will generally think alike
all along the line. The view which both
parties hold in common is that a time of
universal peace is in store for this sin-
cursed world of ours, to last a thousand
years, commonly called "the millennium."
That is a brief summary of the view held in
common. The question that divides these
parties is whether Christ will come before
the millennium ur at its close. The truth as
it appears to me is that thi' view cannot be
fairly concluded from the Scripture itself.
Let me explain. It is a safe rule in seeking
to understand the Scripture to avoid forc­
ing thought or matter into any given pas­
sage which cannot be fairly drawn from the
passage itself. Bearing this in mind, let it
be observed that there is nothing stated in
this chapter concerning the locality of the
reign; nor is there anything about the living
saints participating in it.

Now please note: The first three verses
>pcak of Satan being bound for a thousand
years. Wonderful metaphors are here em­
ployed (as throughout the book), and it is
not always easy to understand their mean­
ing. It is pretty certain that this is nut a
literal binding. It doubtless indicates a
striking- restraint of |x»wcrs. That restraint
is in reference to Satan’s power' of decep­
tion. The deception can hardly be absolute,
covering all forms of deception, or univer­
sal, applying to all the human family, fur it
is simply incredible that after a thousand
years of absolute Mnlessness Satan should
j*e allowed to go out and undo all the good
that had been done, or that mankind could,
after such a period of halitiv". and peace.
be so foolish to be led again by the devil 
at his will.

I am persuaded that the deception men­
tioned applies to one particular phase of
Satan’s work, and that the 4th verse, helps
us to understand what that phase i< It
reads thus: "1 saw thrones and th.y 'at
upon them and judgment wa« given unto
them, and I saw the souls of th- m tnat were
beheaded for the witne- of l< <1-. ar I f r
the word of God. an I whuh hi I • v.Mr-
shipped the beast, neither l-.i'i n.igc. iwHln.

vants also and their brethren that should be
killed as they were,should be fulfilled.” That
this Scripture and that in Rev. 20 refer to
the same class there can be no reasonable
doubt. Both treat of the holy martyrs. In
the sixth chapter they are under the altar,
indicating oppression. In the 20 th they are
on thrones. In the former Scripture they
cry for vindication. In the latter they are
gloriously vindicated, and that condition
lasts for a thousand years. Now there was
a time when the nations of the world, de­
ceived by the devil, persecuted the saints of
God and put them to death as heretics. All
the world believed them to be heretics, and
under the curse of God and unfit to live.
Millions on millions of Christ’s true follow­
ers have lain under this awful ban. They
arc represented as crying for judgment,
vindication. They are told to wait patiently
till the roll of martyrs should be filled up
and then would come the time of their vin­
dication. That time has come in Rev. 20.
The whole glorious company of martyrs are
on thrones, no longer under the awful ban,
no longer misunderstood and cursed; but
living and reigning with Christ. The whole
picture is a metaphor and presents a great
truth. For centuries now the nations of the
earth have been slowly but surely learning
that the holy men and women who suffered
death as heretics were saints of God; and
instead of their being under the altar, as it
were, monuments are erected to their praise
and they are regarded as the most honored
servants of Jesus Christ. The thousand
years of this wonderful resurrection may
have commenced already. The removal of
the scales of deception from the eyes of the
nations may be gradual ‘and the thousand
years may merely indicate a long period of
time. At the close of that period the nations
will lapse into their old state of bondage
and deception and will again seek to de­
stroy God’s people. But the end of the
world will speedily follow, and thus the evil
work stopped for ever. Then shall follow
the coming of Christ, the resurrection of
the dead and the final judgment.

Remember!

In all the stress of evangelistic effort in
a city like Ephesus it would be needful that
a young man should have his mind well es­
tablished upon the basic truth of the system
of which he occupied so important a part.

The city of the great goddess Diana, with
all the ignorance, superstition and vice at­
tendant upon heathen worship, would be no
bed of roses, no nice comfortable pastorate
to which the young Timothy had been call­
ed. “ Consider what I say. .. .and remem­
ber that Jesus Christ of the seed of David
was raised from the dead according to my
gospel.” Two things that any young
preacher must needs do, tor the matter
of that, all who desire to fight a good battle
in the kingdom and service of God must do.
It is the “considering" and the “remember­
ing" of the truths of our message that shall
equip us, enable us, empower us in the per­
formance of our God-given tasks.

A story is told of a minister who, all
conscious of his failure in his work, was
praying with terrific fervor in his pulpit one
morning for power. “ Lord, send us power;
IxjhI, baptise us afresh; I^ord, give us a'
Pentecost; Oh, send us the power, Lord,”
and so on and so forth. Down in the con­
gregation was one who had fought many a
battle for his Master, and who knew some­
thing of the secret of success. In the midst
of the minister’s fervid appeals he called
out, “ Nah, Lord, it be ideas he want. Lord,
give him ideas.” Just so in the ministry of
every man one of the great essentials is
“ideas,” Here, then, we have the divine
method of obtaining ideas such as shall
equip us for the ministry of preaching.
“Consider what I say." May the Iz>rd give
us grace in these days of stress and strenu­
ousness to make time, take time, steal time
if we must, in order to “consider" the divine
message to our souls.

In this connection there is a word of Dr.
Torrey's, I think it is, that should prove
helpful. He tells of travelling on a boat
one time, and while on the journey spent a
certain portion of each day in Bible study.
Another of the passengers accosted him one
day while studying with the words, “ Hullo,
Doctor, getting up a sermon?” That he
said he was afraid was too frequently the
case with ministers. They studied the Bible
with a view to making sermons and not to
get food for their own souls. I think it is a
point worth noting. The man who studies
the Word of God devotionally will not need
when the time comes to hunt far for a mes­
sage to deliver to the people.

Then the ajmstle in that trite fashion
which is one of the marks of divinity in the
Book, summarises the whole scheme of
Christian truth in one brief verse of eight­
een words. It is scarcely |>O'-ible to find an
essential doctrine of Christianity that is not
implicitly stated in the thing that Timothy
is exhorted to remember. And how marvel­
lous to comprehend that that divine scheme 
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of redemption that occupied 4000 years i
its development is here stated in so few
words that one finite human mind may re­
member it without almost any effort of the
mind at all“ Remember that Jesus ’Christ
of the seed of David was raised from the
dead according to my gospel." Here we
have the humanity of the Christ, the divinity
of the Christ, the regal dignity of the true
Messiah, the death, burial, and resurrection
of the Saviour, and all that attendant truth
which is comprehended in the closing words
“according to my gospel.” And this is the
foundation, the abundantly adequate foun­
dation for the mental exercise of the young
preacher at Ephesus. This one thing was
to stay him. and satisfy him amid all the
confusion of thought in that idolatrous city.

Things have changed somewhat since the
flays of Timothy, but they arc the same in
essentials, the same in requirements as far
as the preaching is concerned. That which
was to supply Timothy’s mental furnish­
ings will equally supply ours. Error is ba­
sically the same as of yore; truth is identi­
cal with lineaments of olden days. Paul at
Corinth acted upon the determination to
know nothing but Jesus Christ and him cru­
cified amongst the Corinthians. To Timothy
at Ephesus he seems to suggest a like course
of abstention. The needs of humanity are
the same the world over, the supply of those
needs is ever the same whether it be at Cor­
inth, Athens. Rome, Ephesus, Australia, or
China, Christ and him crucified is alone suf­
ficient to meet the needs of a perishing hu­
manity. Remember he is the bread which
came down from heaven that a man may cat
thereof and not die. The vague hungcr-cry
of the world's millions has ever been, “Ever
more give us this bread.” How shall we,
then, who are put in charge of this sacred
deposit take a stone and give it to men when
they cry for bread 1 God help us all and al­
ways to remember that the furnishing ot
the preacher and the supply of the hunger­
ing are alike met in this grand truth, l»a‘
Jesus Christ of the seed of David was rabp,
from the dead according to the gospe.
Ours is the privilege coveted by angels o
making it known.

They show that, amid all
the hurry of their modern life, the men of
that day still had a conservative reverence
for sacred things.—E. G. Harmer, in Chris­
tian World.

No fresh light has been thrown by the
explorations of the past season upon the
historicity of the Nile pilgrimage attributed
to the father of their race by the literary
chroniclers of the Jewish people. For the
time being the Bible reader may be content
to synchronise the age of .Abraham with the
twelfth Egyptian dynasty, during which
there occurred the visit of a company of
well-to-do Semitic tourists, of which the re­
markable pictorial record at Beni Hasan is
familiar to all Old Testament students. The
work accomplished during the year by the
two great English organisations. Professor
Petrie’s British School on the one hand, and
the Egypt Exploration Fund on the other,
has revealed a large amount of new material
illustrative of the civilisation of the twelfth
dynasty. By bringing these separate con­
tributions into a single story, a picture may
be drawn that should he of interest to all
who seek to actualize the Egypt of .Abra­
ham’s day.

On the edge of the western desert, behind
the rustic village of Meir, some tomb­
chapels were excavated in that age out of
the limestone cliffs which marked the limits
of the river valley. The walls were decor­
ated with painted reliefs of remarkable
freedom and fidelity to Nature, and copies
of them have been made with admirable
skill by an Oxford scholar, Mr. Aylward
Blackman. These drawings serve to bring
before us with singular completeness the
daily life of a country squire of the blood
royal 4000 years ago. His wealth was de­
rived from fanning on an ample scale, and
the whole calendar of operations is depicted
from the ploughing and sowing to the reap­
ing and winnowing, ami the treading out of
the grain upon the floor. Special attention
is devoted to small breeds of cattle—for all
the world like a primitive Balmoral—and
the farmyard life is enlivened by wayward
bulls, a squatting yokel slumbering upon his
mat, and the home-coming of the cattle in
the eventide. The chief herdsmen are Be-
dawy youths, unkempt, lank, with the hair­
less upper lip and the scanty beard which
have been typical of their race from imme­
morial time. Transfer them to a Judran
background, and you may visualise the
herdsmen of Mamrc and the Hebron plain.

Few passages of Scripture will more repay our
study than will the magnificent prologue to the
fourth Gospel. They who have any doubts as to
the Scripture claims for the divinity and pre-ex­
istence of the Lord should study it well. Here
wc can only notice a few of the leading lessons.

One -writer has said: There was only one man
in the world of all his disciples who could fully
interpret Socrates, and that man was Plato.

Others were
intimate with him, and could tell many things
about him; but his great biographer, through
year* of association and admiration that was al­
most worship, was able to tell the story of his life
so perfectly as to immortalise at once the sub­
ject and die writer of the biography. So there
was just one man who could write the final life
uf Jesus, and that man was John, whose insight
of love had penetrated to the depths of his Lord’s
character and teachings.”

It is wonderful how John can utter the greatest
thoughts in the simplest language’. In this and in
other respects John I may he compared with
Gen. I. Diimmclow writes: “The peculiar union
of simplicity and profundity products the effect
of sublimity, a characteristic often noted by the
ancients, who expressed it by the figure of a soar­
ing eagle, which l>ccamc the accepted symbol,
even as early as the second century, of the fourth
evangelist." The depth of thought and the sim­
plicity of language are specially characteristic of
the prologue.

The Word.
The Apostle John alone of the New Testament

writers uses "The Word" ns a title of our Lord.
We have it in the prologue of the Gaspt-1, in his
first letter (i: i), and in the book of Revelation
(19: U>- With one of the greatest 'tatements in
the Bible, John begins his Gospel and introduce'*
us to the Word. "Jn the beginning was the
Word, and the Word was with G >d. an 1 the
Word was God.” Jew. and Gentile1 . f J fin’s
day had a doctrine of the W >rd. “The Hebrew­
speaking Jews were familiar with the idea that
God reveals him If through his .Wcwini, * r
Word.” The Grcik <pc.iking Jews and the pagan
philosophers had ah 1 a doctrine of the Izigos, or
Reason. John docs n t f 11 w cither of these
views. His doctrine differs chit fly from Jcwi h
and heathen teaching in that f r him the Ligos
is personal and that lie became flesh.

The following quotation from Dumnidow may
be helpful:— “’Ligos' has tw » meanings in
Greek: (l) reason or intelligence, as it exists in­
wardly in the mind, and (3) ri.i >11 or intelli­
gence, as it is expressed outwardly in speech.
Both these meanings are to be understood when

Christ is called 'the Word of God.' He is the in­
ward Word of God, because he exists from all
eternity ‘in the bosom of the Father,’ as much
one with him as reason is one with the reasoning
mind. Nothing is so close to a man as his own
thought. It is within him, and is in a very real
sense himself. So nothing is so close to God as
His own eternal Word. It is within him, and it
is divine like him ("Vv. I, 18). Christ is also
God's outward Word. He expresses and reveals
to the world what God is."

The source of life.
After asserting directly the divinity of our

Lord, John goes on to tell us of the divine work:
with emphatic repetition he says that “all tilings
were made by him; and without him was not any­
thing made that hath been made." As the Ex­
positor’s Greek Testament says: “The Word was
with God in the beginning, but not as an idle, in­
efficacious existence, who only then for the first
time put forth energy when he came into the
world. On the contrary he was the source of all
activity and life"; in him was life, “that power
which creates life and maintains all else in exist­
ence was in the Logos." We have a statement
from the Apostle Paul which is worth noting in
conjunction with our text. Paul as plainly as
John declares the deity and pre-existence of our
Lord, and also speaks of his creative work: “the
image of the invisible God. the firstborn of all
creation: for in him were all things created, in
the heavens and upon the earth, things visible and
things invisible, whether thrones or dominions or
principalities or powers; all things have been
created through him, and unto him; and he is
before all things, and in him all things consist."

The source of light.
Jesus declared himself to be the fight of the

world. What the sun is to the world, giving phys­
ical light, so Jesus Christ is to his people.

John says that “the life was me light of men."
“ For not only was the first effect of life on mat­
ter to pr iduce light, but the first condition of see­
ing the light is life." All the light in the universe
cannot make dead things see. Dead minds cannot
kn w."

It has been much debated as to the extent to
which Ji hn refers to the incarnate and the pre­
incarnate experience of the Lagos. Some believe
that in verses 4, 5, 9 and to, the reference is tn
the pre incarnate Word. At least with reference
t*> 4 and 5 it is so. The conn.-clion of the Word
with the world did 11. t begin with the birth of
Jesus. John himself has declared that "by him
all things were made." It is surely not incon­
gruous to think .*f him as the light of bis crea­
tion.

In verse 9 there is a wonderful statement. If
we take the R.V. reading. John says: "There was
the true light, even the light which lighteth every
man, coming into the world." J.din the Baptist
was a lamp that burnt th and shincth, but he was
i» 4 "the true light ." “ True" here is u cl as op-
posed, not to the false or lying, but to the sym­
bolical or imperfect. Christ “is in reality what 

all others are in figure or imperfectly.” He is
the only source of light; others may have light
but a derived light; so Jesus called his disciples
the light of the world.

"The light that lighteth every man." There is
no need to limit this. Of course in the highest
sense Jesus gives light to his disciples. Others
may be said to be in darkness. But yet, in on
unqualified sense, he may be called “the light of
the world,” “the light which lighteth every man."
Wherever there is fight on this earth, it comet
from him as the great source of fight. Intellect­
ually, light is knowledge; morally, light is purity.
Wherever on this earth, there is purity or know­
ledge, it came from him When wc ask men to
accept Jesus as Lord and serve him, wc but ask
them to give him back his own.

The incarnation.
“ The Word became flesh." “ The phrase L-

caiite flesh means more than that he assumed a
human body. He assumed human nature entire,
having a human body, a human soul, a human
spirit." Prof. W. M. Ramsay says that “the divine
nature did not simply remain apart from man­
kind, but expressed and embodied itself in such
form as men could comprehend, and came among
them.”

Jesus thus came that wc might know the Fa­
ther. He came to show us God. Sec Matt. It: 27;
John 14: 6, 9; Heb. 1 : 1-3, etc. As the first les­
son of the incarnation, Marcus Dods put this,
that “from it wc are to take our idea of God.
Sometimes wc fed as if in attributing to God all
good wc were dealing merely with fancies of our
own which could not be justified by fact. In the
incarnation wc sec what God has actually done.
Here wc have, not a fancy, not a hope, not a
vague expectation, not a promise, but accomplish­
ed fact, as solid and unchangeable as our own
past life. This God whom wc have often shun­
ned and felt to be in our way and an obstacle,
whom wc have suspected of tyranny and though
little of injuring and disobeying, has througi
compassion and sympathy with us broken througi
all impossibilities, and contrived to take the sin
ncr’s place He, the ever-blessed God, account­
able for no evil and the cause of all good, accept­
ed the whole of our condition, lived as a creature,
himself bare our sicknesses, all that is hardest in
life, all that is bitterest and loneliest in death, m
his own experiences combining all the .
sinning and suffering men, and all the me a
sorrows wherewith God looks upon sin an 5U

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Foreign Missionary Conference in
Sydney.

Though not as great a number of brethren of
the churches as the occasion deserved attended
the meetings arranged in the City Temple, Syd­
ney, on Saturday, Nov. 22, by the Foreign Mis­
sion Committee, it is safe to say that not one of
those who did attend was disappointed at the
quality of the intellectual and spiritual food pre­
sented for their assimilation. Every address
given was of a high order, and carried with it a
message that will be of value in the coming days
to those who arc concerned with the expansion
of the kingdom. That we arc reaching new ground
in the missionary enterprise is shown in the fact
that not once during the day was the matter dis­
cussed as Foreign Missionary matter, but always
as missions. The speakers were anxious to pre­
sent the claims of God's kingdom, and that king­
dom has no boundaries. Taking the higher ground
of missions without geographical limitations of any
sort, we were led into the discussion of the means
provided for the working out of the Master’s pur­
pose. For it is the whole world that he wants to

In the afternoon session there were fewer peo­
ple present than at night. Mr. J. T. Lawton, of
the Presbyterian Foreign Missions Board, deliv­
ered the first address, taking the theme, " Power
through Jesus.” He said:—

It was a dangerous practice to count heads.
Christianity did not start with big crowds, yet it
had moved the world. Wc all believe that God 
made the world, ami that he had a purpose in bo
doing. He had a desire to make himself known.
How should it be done? Wc may go into the
laboratory, and by chemical processes and exam­
ination of data, sec what God has done, and is
doing, and see him in Ids work, but it would be
a very I mg process. Hut God had something bet­
ter than this. He wanted to be revealed as a Fa­
ther. He brought himself down. The bringing
of God into the lives of men on a human basis
was the greatest thing ever done. As a result die
whole world is Christoccntrlc.

The programme of God to-day is double. Some
would say it sros single, world wide evcngeltsm.
While we cannot over-estimate the value of evan­
gelism. which is the ultimate programme of God,
we must also notice that that pr< 8Tammc ,s 0,1
in essence, while single in axis. God’s programme
in Australia is not evangelism If anything.we

Jesus is not simply an addition to the world’s
stock of ideals. There arc many who think he is
such. But Jesus is a veritable addition to the
world's stock of forces. A new power was made
available by him. “ It is expedient for you that I
go away, for if I go not away the Comforter can­
not come.” Jesus can be, and is, more t > us to­
day through the Holy Spirit, than he could be in
a corporeal sense. The whole secret of Chris­
tianity, of the Book of Acts, is contained in Acts
1: 8.... Can we not surrender our wills? He
knocks, and knocks, and we do m-t let him in.
As soon as wc let him in he works. I: is all so
simple, and honest, perfectly honest. And the
half of this world is simply longing tn hear of
and know Jesus.

He
had been power fully impressed lately ai he had
striven to discover the real meaning of faith, as
presented in the Incident which occurred imme­
diately after the Transfiguration. What Jesus
meant then was that they needed strong, real, red-
blooded, sincere faith in Jesus Girist and the
power of God. Wc must realise that there is a
power with God so strong that no power of hell
or evil can withstand it. Wc must realise that
or wc will realise that wc arc fcoli«h in .attacking
the problem of world cvang.-li'a’i n T’ •
is essential to the undertaking.

While a bclievi r in apolo­
getics, he believed that a simpler way to convince
the world would be to do things.

They
simply choose to wear it because it is in harmony
with the genius of our plea, and they would be
glad if all who profess to be Qiristians would be
satisfied with this simple Scriptural designation,
since at least one cause of division would disap­
pear."

The Bible in France.—A French correspondent
writes to the Scripture Gift Mission: “The people
are getting more and more dis satisfied with their
own Romanism; as they get education, they neg­
lect the Latin mass and rites and ceremonies; un­
fortunately, they have no Bible to fall back upon.
1’r- tc-tants are few, half a million to the forty
millions of inhabitants. many of whom are scep­
tics and agnostics. Preachers and evangelists
arc consequently also few in number, so that
'piritual or even nligi >us ignorance is simply
awful. Now, your Mission comes and offers the
pure Word of God gratuitously to these people.
They are often astounded. 'WhatI' some say, 'is
it free? That is good.’ Others say: ‘ What is the
Gospel?’ 'Oh.' I have li.ard some say, ’it is a
little mass book'; others, 'a catechism’; but it is
very interesting to see readers stand still and
read, there ami thin, page after page. I like to
imagine Matthew, Mark, Luke and Joan th«n-
scjves entering into the homes of the French peo­
ple; but, better than tint, the Holy Spirit Himself
enter- in with His written Word."
