A Federal Evangelist.

The success of the Ixiunceston mission is
a gratifying demonstration of the power of
co-operation. Here is a work in which
churches, all over the Commonwealth have
fellowship, and which, if we are only wil­
ling, may be repeated on a similar scale in
many other important towns and cities.
Why .should not the churches agree to con­
tinue the work? There are several cities
in which the cause of primitive Christian­
ity has but a feeble existence, and where by
the co-operation of the many the work
could be placed on a linn basis. Tasmania,
Queensland and West Australia present
special opportunities for evangelistic effort
on a large scale. If the churches in the
large centres arc firmly established they
will become perpetual fountains of blessing
to the smaller towns ami to the whole coun­
try. Now, in the time of commercial pros­
perity. is the moment for decisive action.
Surely no church is so p<x»r as to be unable
to share in this glorious privilege. Arc
their not fairly well-to-do brethren who
could encourage the hearts and strengthen
the purpose of the Federal Executive in
their desire to permanently engage an evan­
gelist to do the work Bro. Griffith is doing
in Launceston? A few large gifts just now
would pell sucm -s and stimulate the chur­
ches and brethren generally. But every
church and every member ought to unite iii
this blcascd fellowship. What is most
needed is immediate action.

Christian Union: Is It Wanted?

The question of Christian union has been
in the air for some time, and appears likely
to remain there for the present. To some
it appears impracticable and therefore un­
desirable, while to others it seems undesir­
able and therefore it becomes impracticable.
The majority of our readers, doubtless, re­
gard organic union on a Scriptural basis to
be within the reach of practical realisation
provided there be first a willing mind. ’ As
has been frequently pointed out, a couple
who earnestly desire to marry can generally
overcome the obstacles in the road. “Where
there’s a will, there’s a way.” But if on
cither side there exists an unwillingness to
enter the bonds of matrimony, difficulties
that could otherwise be removed immedi­
ately become insurmountable. It must be
frankly admitted that many of the negotia­
tions to promote union are about as profit­
able, to use a homely illustration, as an at­
tempt to shear a pig, and result in “much
cry and little wool.” When the Scriptural
basis of union, as presented in Eph. 4: 3-5,
is proposed, insuperable difficulties at once
arise. The fact is the majority of denom­
inational leaders have no real desire for
union unless it can be accomplished on the
lion and lamb system, and they can do the
swallowing. They are prepared to unite on
the give and take principle, provided they
do the taking and the other party the
giving. Our contention is that the matter
of union must be settled by an appeal to
the Word of God. It is not a question of
giving and taking, but of an investigation
of the teachings of the Holy Spirit in his
word and with mind open to receive them
wherever they may lead. This is the posi­
tion that has been adopted by those known
as Christians or Churches of Christ, who
for the sake of union have abandoned de­
nominational names, creeds and usages, and
who arc pleading for a union of all upon
the clearly revealed and generally admitted
teaching of the New Testament. They be­
lieve that disunion is caused by the introduc­
tion of unscrinlural doctrines and practices,
and that people differ, not about what the
Scripture clearly says, but about what it
docs not say. Their suggestion is not that
any one denomination should be absorbed
by another, nor that denominations should
make concessions to each other in order to
muon, but that all parties should agree to
unite upon what the New Testament most
plainly teaches, and anything not expressly
taught there should not be regarded as a
test of fellowship or condition of union. To
us, with our experience as an organic move­
ment largely composed of people who have
come out of the various denominations, this
appear; a simple and practicable solution of
the union problem. 'I he one great difficulty
is the lack of a desire for union sufficiently
strong to lead deuominationalists to be wil­
ling to sacrifice denominationalism.

It would accept the statement that
there is “one body,” the church, which i-
“the body of Christ.” Its preachers, when
preaching the gospel, would state that “he
that believeth and is baptised shall lx
saved; but he that disbclieveth shall be con­
demned,” and would instruct inquirer' to
“believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and thou
shalt be saved”; and also to "repent and k
baptised in the name of Jesus Christ unto
the remission of sins,” Its converts would
"go down into the water” and be “buried in
baptism” and “rise to walk in newnes* of
life.” Its members would “come together
on the first day of the week to break bread"
and “continue steadfastly in the apostle*’
teaching and fellowship, in the breaking "f
bread and prayers.” They would be anim­
ated by the “one hope” of a returning Sav­
iour and "a crown of life,” and "having thi-
hope in him” would “purify themselves even
as he is pure.” All these and other thing'
expressly and, beyond all doubt, clear!}
taught would be unreservedly accepted, and
such churches would be “ churches <•»
Christ” or “churches of God,” being en­
tirely composed of “disciples of Chri-t call­
ed Christians.” On the other hand tin?

Since there is an evident desire in many

quarters to popularise the church and to
make our religion easy and palatable for
the masses, it would be well for us to turn
to the Go.-pels and ascertain Jesus’ attitude
toward this question.

Did Jesus seek to popularise religion?
Emphatically, yes! The very trend of his
religion is toward the masses. The spirit
and genius of his teaching was popular. He
broke down the walls of narrowness that
would limit the bounds of the kingdom, and
-ent the invitation out into the highways
and byways. His ministry was distinctly ;l
movement for the people, lie mingled with
the crowds freely. He taught at the street
corner, in the market place, in die temple
court, by the seaside, wherever the people
congregated in large numbers. His was a
-ort of out-door religion, an open-air min­
istry. He did not invite the people to come
to hear him, he went to them with his mes­
sage. His teaching had a popular ring
about it too, for we are told that the com­
mon people, f.r.. the great multitude, heard
him gladly. Great crowds followed him
and hung upon his words in breathless in­
terest. Surely he -ought to make his re­
ligion popular.

But while it is true that Jesus sought to
make his religion popular, he never did so
at the expense of the truth, nor in the spirit
of compromise. Jesus never sought to make
his reltgiun popular by making it easy.
Here i- a les-on for the church to-day.
There is too often a desire to make things
just a- easy as possible for those whom. we
arc seeking to reach. In some there i- a
• li-position to let down the bars, to make
wide the door, to season the conditions of
church membership to suit the world's pal­
ate. It is a mistake. The world may com­
plain that the conditions are too hard, and
that we are narrow minded and fanatical.
but when we would alter things to the
world's liking, hoping thereby to gain the
goodwill of men ami to bring many to
church member.-hip, we suffer cruel disap­
pointment. Men will not rush into the
church that is working to make religion

they invite all and sundry to come upon a
confession of faith, irrespective of obedi­
ence to the lord’s command. What has
been the result? So far as I have ascer­
tained, the policy has not proved the great
success that was anticipated, and in some
instances, at least, it has proved most dis­
astrous. People have not rushed into the
church as it was thought they would. Prin­
ciple has been surrendered ami prestige has
not been gained. In America a few chur­
ches of Christ, some four or five, out of a
total of eleven thousand, have been carried
away with this desire to make the church
|K)pular. They have been deluded into
thinking that human conditions can be made
more attractive than the divine conditions’
So they’ have weakened on the ordinance of
Christian baptism, and have invited the peo­
ple to come into fellow-hip with them re­
gardless of the Lord’s command. With
what result? One might expect to hear re­
ports of great ingatherings, of Pentecostal
revivals. But such results have not been
enjoyed. In one instance, the church did
not have a -ingle conversion for a whole
year, and in none of these churches has
there been anything like a |xjpular move­
ment towards the kingdom. Jesus never
.-ought to make his religion popular by mak­
ing it easy, and the church that attempts to
du <0 will make a fatal mistake.

Jesus not only did not make his religion
easy, he consciously made if hard. This is
clearly shown in the Gospel-. Take, for in­
stance, Luke 9: 57-62, “As they went in the
wav, a certain man -aid unto him, Lord. I
will follow thee whithersoever thou guest.”
(Inc can almost hear the ring of enthusiasm
in the voice of this new disciple. The man
has been carried away by the personality
and teaching of the Master. He feel.- that
he wants to l>e in his presence continually.
He declares his intention of doing so. But
notice how Jesus throw- cold water tq>on
hi- enthu-iasm a.- he replies, “ The foxes
have hole-, the bird- of the air have nc-l-;
but the Son of man hath not where t » lay
hi- head." Any other leader would have
manife-ted pleasure at -uch an expre-ion
of devotion, and no doubt would have
grasped the man’- hand and congratulated
him upon hi- good re-ohiti on. But Jc-us
adopt-tin .-ppu-itc course. Nut became he
wa- not iiitcrc t* I in the nun. Not bcv.iu •
he did not want hi- allegiance. But because
be wanted the man to know what following
him meant I n - would tell him the whole
li nth m n .it he 1 i-k of appearing hard and
unappreciative.

To an­
other man Je-n- -aid, "Follow me."
The man answered, “ Lord, suffer me first
to go and bury my father. ’ Jc.-tu seem-
unnecessarily harsh when he answers, “ Let
the dead bury their dead: but go thou and
preach the kingdom of God." The man ha-
made a seemingly’ reasonable request. But
Jesus saw something that doc- nut appear
on the surface. The man was he-itating.
He had not arrived at the fxiint of full sur­
render. The Master want- to help him to
make the choice once for all, and speak-
frankly, and it would seem even somewhat
harshly. He will nut allow the man to
think that following him will be an ea-y
matter. He sounds the note of self-denial
and calls him to follow.

Another -aid, “ Ix»rd, 1 will follow thee,
but let me first go bid them farewell which
are at home at my house." Another nat­
ural request, ami one altogether reasonable
under ordinary circum-tance-. But Jesus
again applies the te-l—" No man having
put hi- hand to the plough ami looking back
is lit for the kingdom of God." Our Ix»rd
hail nothing to keep back from those who
would become hi- follower-, and he wanted
them to keep nothing back from him. He
would have no divided intere-ts, his claim-
mu-t take precedence over every other
claim made upon the hearts of men. Ac­
cordingly, on another occasion, he turned
ami -aid to the multitude, "If any man
come to me. and hate not his father ami
mother, ami wife and children, and breth­
ren ami sisters, yea. and hi.- own life also,
he cannot be my disciple." Such a course
seems suicidal in one who would gain the
leader-hip of hi- fellow -. But Je-ns, in hi­
de-ire to make the way popular, did not
hesitate to make it hard. What a contrast
to some religious teacher- of to-day, who
want to eliminate everything that would be
"objectionable.” or would appear hard ami
un-avory to the world.

“ Popularity at any price" would be sui­
cidal for the church. It i based upon a
wrong assumption, viz., that crowd- count
for more than principle-, ami that an easy­
going, spiricle-- religion will be in-ic at­
tractive than the religion that call- to -Jf-
denial ami sacrifice. Our I/ard never ad­
opted such a policy. In one sense he ig­
nored absolutely the whim' ami fancies, the
like- and di-like- of the multitudes, lb.
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A Visit to the Orient.

Everyday Sights in India. No. 2.

One of the most familiar sights in every
city and village of India is the fakir', or
holy men of the Hindoos. Naturally we
have all read of them, but no page ever
written am give one a true conception of
these individuals. The fakir is a beggar,
and yet not every beggar is a fakir. India
is a land of beggars and holy men. It is
C'timated that there arc no less than six.
millions of such people who move alxnit and
live on the credulous Hindu. Nani. the an­
cient Hindu lawgiver, says of the Brahmin.
” Let him ever subsist by alms." “ Service
is termed dogs* livelihood, therefore one
should avoid that." The people are ever
ready to follow this advice!

The fakir is looked U|x>n as a holy man,
ami as .such receives the gifts and adoration
and oft the worship of the people. Some
among them may be holy, but as a class they
are the most unholy lot of people which can
be imagined. In the name of religion some
of them live most shameful lives, and the
poor ignorant heathen join them in their
sins, in the holy name of religion. W’c saw
them in every town we were in. Their name
is Legion, and you can scarcely go to any
public place, or bazaar, or temple, or bath­
ing ghat, without coming across them.
Walking through the Baramati streets in
the ten days we were there, we saw them on
every hand, and two especially impressed
themselves on our minds. One had a long
knife, and had 'lashed himself across the
arm until the blood Bowed. He looked a
horrible creature, scarcely human, and yet
he was held in reverence by many. Another
was covered with weights and chains and
pieces of metal that must have weighed a*
much, if not more, than the man himself,
ami this wa' hi' method of announcing to
all ami sundry that he was a holy man.

In other places we 'aw them in all man­
ner of style'. Some of them would lie on
bed' of 'pikes, others would cover their
l»odiv' with a'hc.' ami cake their long hair
with cow refuse, for the cow is holy in the
eyes of the Hindoo. Others would 'how
oinc deformity, or may l>c rc't their arm -

ami bidv on a kind of a swinging platform,
a - they 'iip|>ort thrnwlvc' in a half reclin­
ing jMi'itioii, never lying or sitting down,
year after year. It all seemed so strange to
ti . W’e could scarcely realise that all this
wa' done to gain merit, ami yet it is -.1.
Pfobably many clioose this life of n-efti*--
i'lii because they find it an easy way of se­

curing their daily bread; but many show
conclusively that they arc sincere in their
purjwse. and through long lives of suffer­
ing faithfully follow the course they have
chosen. Many of these poor misguided
heathen believe their acts the highest form
of religion. Lucy Guinness, in expressing
the belief of the people re this matter, very
aptly sums it up in these words; “This is
the highest thing to do. Existence i» an
evil; emancipation from it in this life and
in countless future lives is the one hope.
Detach yourself from earth—go without
clothes; have no home, no friend', no peo­
ple: do no work; take no interest in any­
thing at all; enjoy nothing, feel nothing,
hope for nothing, eat carrion or nameless
abominations; hold your arms up till they
wither, and the nails grow through the
hand; do anything and everything, and so
get rid of your supreme curse, conscious
existence."

Whilst one’s heart was tilled with pity
for the poor misguided fakirs, they taught
ii' at least one great lesson. 1 f we in the
Home land had but one half the devotion
to Jesus Christ that the fakirs have to their
false religion, we would be stirred up to a
greater consecration of purpose to go forth
and tell the people of India of the Christ

who says: “ Come unto me, and 1 will gi\c
you rest.”

We next turn to another sight which
meets the eye in every town ami village, a-
we speak of the temples and shrines devot­
ed to heathen worship. Needless to say,
every town has dozens of shrines and tem­
ples of one kind or another, for where there
are 330,000,000 of gods, there must of ne­
cessity be many places of worship. Some
of these shrines may be only a few upright
stones, with a painted image placed in the
centre, or sometimes only a painted stone
at the foot of a tree. Sometimes these
'brines are to be met with by’ the roadside.
One day, in journeying with Bro. and Si'-
ter Strutton, they pointed out a wayside
'brine that the worshipper had placed by
the road side in order to increase the pros­
perity’ and productiveness of his field. Wc
alighted from the tonga for a closer inspec­
tion and took a photo, and this is what wc
saw :—The worshipper had made several
miniature ploughs and agricultural imple­
ments, in wood, about a foot long, and had
placed them on the ground. Then an of­
fering of betel nuts bad been made for the
god to chew, and grain and rice for the god
to eat. and bangles for the god to wear.
Then there were little wooden and metal
boxes which contained powder for the god
to use in various ways, and in making these
offerings and worshipping the god repre­
sented by the plough, the poor people
thought their fields would receive great
blessing.' and more bountiful harvests
would result. At another place we saw
cobras cut out of .'tones and worshipped by
the passers by. There arc thousands, pos­
sibly millions of these little shrines of ”’|C
kind ami another, and the wonder is that
any human being can bow down and wor­
ship the'e blocks of wrnxl and stone.

But all the temples arc not small "r

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primitive. There arc many fair-sized tem­
ples which have cost thousands of rupees to
build. Some of these larger temples are so
sacred that no European is allowed inside.
We stood outside one in Jubbulpure with
Mrs. Dr. Brown, of the F.C.M.S. It was
devoted to the worship of the monkey god.
Hanamun, or Maruli, i> a black-faced god
in the likeness of a monkey, with his tail
conspicuously flourishing round his head.
At this temple in Jubbulpore scores of mon­
keys were scampering in and about, and on
the roof. They arc very mischievous ani­
mals, and as likely a- not will climb along
the roofs and down the verandah posts and
steal nuts and fruit and other luxuries, but
no one dare protest, for they are sacred,
and belong to the temple.

Inside the temples are gods and god­
desses. I f anyone desires to sec the beauti­
ful. they need not seek for it in the idols
shown in the temples. Of all the hideous.
outrageous, awful images, the idols surely
easily stand first. Let me describe two, the
god Siva and his wife. The following is a
copied description of them: “ Siva is cov­
ered with ashes of funeral fires, drawing a
veil over the sun, and driving creation into
chaos. A glance from the third eye. in his
forehead strikes dead those who offend him.
His necklace is of human skulls, and his
rosary is.of the same; serpent' writhe in
hi-, hair and wreathe his neck.** Of his wife
it is said: “Her body and four arms are
dark blue, the hands red. to intimate her de­
light in blood... . The mouth is open wide
and the tongue, all red with blood, is hang­
ing out. .. . The hands on the left 'ide are
extended in welcome to her worshippers.
Those on the right hand hold a wca|xm of
war and the head of a giant."

Think of it. these two are worshipped by
millions of poor deluded people. Hou dif­
ferent to the worship of the pure and holy
and spotless Son of God!

But there are yet larger temple'. How
can we describe them, for word' fail to tell
of the beautiful architecture of the most
im|x>rtant ones. Sometime' they stand a
hundred feet high, and arc composed of the
most exquisite carvings amt sculpture'.
Sometime' the pillars and panels arc carved
out of a single 'tone, and how the work
could have been executed without fracture
i' a marvel, Passing through Southern In­
dia, we saw as the train passed through the
wonderful ami world-famed temples at
Madura, and in all the large citic- vi'ilcd
the sculpture of the Hindu architect'
strongly appealed to us, ami m ire beautiful
temples it i- impossible to conceive of, ami
yet these temple' are med to worship id •!-.
and arc frequented by heathen, many of
•• h<>m know not their right hand from their
left, and arc living in the deepe-t ignoram e.
the grossest darkness. and the mo t degra 1
rd sensuality and sin

“ You arc not sorry alsmt it?”
" Not at all.”
" Putting it bluntly, has anylxxly told you

“ Oh. heaps of them haw done that I/jts

of jwople have come to me and said it is fol­
ly to throw away a good commercial con 
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ccm in the heart of the city, with a good
long lease, to become a preacher. Realising
all they told me about the hardness of paths
in this world, I saw that it needed a hide
like a rhinoceros and the constitution of a
horse to overcome some of the difficulties
of living, and therefore I am mighty glad
to do something for somebody else. I do
not believe in namby-pamby religion.”

” Therefore,T suppose, you not only de­
spise but arc able to discern the religion
which masquerades under a cloak?'

“ Yes. Many men have come to me ami
said, ‘ Hullo. Brooker, I sec you are taking
on the church. Now. if there is anything 1
can do for you in the way of buying some­
thing from your establishment, of course
you can count on me to do it.’ ”

“What did you reply to them?”
" I said, 4 Get out of this shop. If my

goods arc not worth purchasing for honest
values. I would rather not be in business at
all.”

Mr. Brooker is a member of the Evan­
gelists’ Committee, which is the Executive
of the Church of Christ Conference, and
he is also a past president of the latter. His
father and grandfather before him were
elders of the church, and he himself, al­
though free from the long whiskers and
venerable appearance which generally mark
those august men, holds a similar position.

“ What about religion in the business
world?" he was asked.

" I would say," he replied, “that my ex­
perience in the business world is that the
man who takes Christ into his office and
into his daily commercial transactions, is
not only going to succeed so far as this life
is concerned, but he is going to get more
out of it than the fellow who doesn't. Many
of the business men of this city arc to be
found at the prayer meeting. That is the
meeting the least attended, and it should be
the most. Eor eight years 1 have been the
head of a large department in this city,
pioneered a business concern, and did all
the preaching for one church. They told
me I would ‘snuff out,' as the saying goes,
through burning the candle both ends, ami
my reply was that if that was so. 1 would
ccrtaihly lose my faith. I have not lost
cither so far. 1 am not sanctimonious or
the owner of a long, cadaverous face. 1
cannot stand the religion which makes a
man melancholy. My religion makes me
glad. You cannot do good to others with­
out making yourself happy also. | |Iave
made a practice of doubting my doubts and
believing my beliefs."

When will you join the church?"
“I have twelve months from the time I

have accepted the invitation last summer to
take up the business actively. I will dis­
pose of it or lease it."

"What if you can’t get a buyer?”
"There is no fear of that, and in any

case I would never worry alxvut it. I enn-
Hdrr it a sin to worry, and the man who
worries, if he is a Christian, is not showing
as much confidence as he should in his Re.
decmer, consequently the future is a blank,
that is so far as ordinary things in this life
arc concerned. There is no blank, however, 
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about the eternal future. If it was his will
to lead me out of this business it will be his
will to lead some one else into it: that is, 1
have no fear alx>ut the disposition of it’at
all.”

“ What about the poor wage parsons are
supposed to gel?"

“ We believe that the laborer is worthy of
his hire. I do not know of a single instance
where we have had any trouble on this
score. It may seem remarkable from the
outsider’s point of view, but we only take
up one collection a week, and that at the
prayer meeting on Sunday morning, believ­
ing that the church ought to be self-sup­
porting.”

Really, it confinns one’s faith to meet
one like Mr. Brooker.

THE TEST OF ABRAHAM'S FAITH.

Sunday School Lesson for March 16,
Gen. 22: 1-19.

A. IL Main, B.A.

When Isaac, the child of promise, was a grown
l.id, his father Abraham endured the greatest
trial of his life. The voice of G ><l came to him
ami hade him "Take now thy s m. thine only > >n.
whom thou Invest, even Isaac, and get thee into
the land of Moriah; ami offer him there for a
burnt-offering upon one of the mountains which
I will tell thee of." The common version of the
Scriptures says that in this "God did tempt Ab­
raham." That word "tempt" i* an unfortunate
one. We generally use it in the sense of alluring
and especially of alluring into sin. Now the Apos­
tle James wrote: "Let no man *ay when he i<
tempted, 1 am templed of God: fir God cannot
he tempted with evil, and he himself tempteth n>
man,” i.c.. with evil (James 13). Genesis and
James do 11 >t conflict. God was 11 t tempting
Abraham in the sense in which James denied that
God would tempt men. The revised reading of
Gint'is 2J: t is, "God did prove Abraham."
Temptation is had; ti-ting, trial, is goad and
neci wary for the development of our characters.

The trial.
Many have been puzzled at the command to

offer up Isaac. They have a-ked, How could God
require such a thing? Some may seek to answer,
What God asks is right: but the former will say
that In but takes the gr mml of an earlier ques
tion of Abraham, " Shall n »t the Judge of all the
earth do right?"

One writer has said: "Two things we must
join together in our min i' and harmonise as best
we can: (1) that G ■ ! plainly did command \b
raham to offer l-aac a* a complete sacrifice: and
(.*» that lie never intimkd him t 1 slay him."
The proof of (.’) is that G »d later forbade flic
‘laying.

As we read the Bible it is well to remember the
circumstances in which and the.person to whom
commands are given. A few words from Joseph
Hall are well worth pondering: "God knew
that he spoke <0 an Abraham, ami Abraham knew
that he had to do with a God: faith had taugh’
him not to argue but obey."

We may see how all this was in a very special
sense a test of Abraham’s faith. It was not sim­
ply that G «d asked of him the greatest sacrifice
'.liat a man ran be called upon to make, but this
asking seemed to contradict what God had before
promised. Bishop Hall supposes one to contem­
plate the matter thus; “But grant that thou,
which art the God of nature, mayest either alter
or neglect it; what shall I say to the truth of thy
promises? Can thy justice admit contradictions?
Can thy decrees be changeable? Canst thou
promise and disappoint? Can these two stand to­
gether—Isaac shall live Io be the father of na­
tions. and Isaac shall now die by the hand of his
father? Whin Isaac is once gone, where is my
seed, where is my blessing? 0 God, if thy com­
mands and purposes be capable of alteration, alter
this bloody sentence, and let thy first word stand.".
11 might have looked a hopeless contradiction t •
same. Yet Abraham believed God. Hebrews
gives ns a solution: ” He that had gladly received
the pr muses was offering up liis only begotten
son; even he to whom it was said.
