
The Bible’s Witness to Christ.
Having considered briefly the matchless

teaching of the Christ as recorded by the
four evangelists, we may turn with even
more assurance to

T he ch.True ter of Jesus 
as depicted in the Gospels.

The almost universal tribute which men—
believers and unbelievers alike—arc willing
to pay to Jesus as the best man who ever
lived renders elaboration unnecessary. To
quote a striking phrase, there is but "one
Master of the art of right living." When
men criticise unworthy Christians,the stand­
ard of criticism is the standard of Christ
himself.

" 1 f you want to know the difference be­
tween that life and all other lives," says J.
Lewis Paton, “ I can put it to you in a sim­
ple story of Charles Lamb, lie knew the
great men of letters of his day, and they
were there talking together in l/mdon about
this very subject that we are discussing to­
gether this afternoon; when they all had
their say. quiet Charles Lamb came in, and
in hi> inimitable way. he hit the nail u|M>n
the head, ami summed up in one short sen­
tence all that the others had been trying to
say at greater length. 1 The fact is, gentle­
men,' he said, ‘that if William Shakespeare
were to come into this room now, we should
all rise to our feet; but if Jesus of Nazareth
were to come into this room, we should fall
upon our knees.’ ”

'fhe influence of that holy character has
been felt in all the succeeding ages and in
all the world. Lccky (no biassed critic) de­
clares that "the simple record of three short
year-, <>f Christ's active life has done more
to regenerate and soften mankind than all
the disquisitions of philosophers, and all the
exhortations of moralists.’’

Seeley puts it: “All human sorrows hide
in his wounds; all human self-denial' lean
on hi cross." This is “ but a picturesque
way of living.. .that all that is purest, ami
strongest, and sweetest in human life to-day
takes it< inspiration from Jesus Christ.

Let no one think that we arc begging the
question. Whether the gospel writer.' were
right or wrong in their assertion that there
actually was a Holv Person whose charac­
ter thev portrayed, the fact remains that the
character is delineated. That character nicr-
it' all that has |>ecn -aid heretofore, rhe
only thing to be settled is, Whether is it 

more reasonable to believe that the writers
described a Holy Original, or that they in­
vented the character?

We shall briefly consider the view that the
character was a pure invention or an ideal­
ised picture. (These are separate view', yet
may be considered together.)

Consider what the nature of the alleged
invention was:

i. To quote the rationalistic John Stuart
Mill, it was the invention of a unique char­
acter. “ Whatever may be taken away from
us by rational criticism, Christ is still left.
a unique figure, not more unlike all his pre­
cursors than all his followers, even those
who had the direct benefit of his teaching."

The invented character was of such a
kind that the polished French sceptic Renan
said: "Whatever the unexpected phenom­
ena of the future, Jesus w ill never he sur­
passed"; "all the ages will proclaim that.
amongst the sons of men, none has been
born who is greater than Jesus.”

There is the remarkable fact that four
writers have been able to depict such a char­
acter. and only four—men who lived more
than eighteen centuries ago, men not. >o far
as we know, specially favored by literary
ability as that is generally described, or by
the time' and circumstances in which they
wrote.

In the work of these men there is a mark­
ed diversity, and yet a most marvellous
unity. They give a four-fold portrait of the
same person. Why was there never a fifth
writer found able to depict the perfect char­
acter?

3. The Gospel writer* essayed the great­
est ta*k. They sought to combine the hu­
man with the divine. This is a perilous thing
for a writer of fiction to do. No other than
the Bible writers did it with even passable
success. Why did Mark, ami Matthew, and
Luke, and John, so signally succeed where
all besides have failed?

4. The universality of the character of
Je<us as depicted in the Gospels has to be
noted. There is absolutely nothing that i-
narrow or parochial about it. There i- no
Jewish prejudice in it. “ There is nothing
even peculiarly Oriental in his thought' and
teachings. He i* not the representative of
a cl.i's; we forget in his presence distinc­
tions of rank; we see him attracting to him­
self men" of every nation and condition.
Did any exclusive Jew invent that charac­

ter? or did the church do so—the church
which also still lacks the vision of the uni­
versality of Jesus?

5. Another remarkable feature of the
method of the evangelist* is the way in
which they let Jesus’ acts ami word* convey
the notion of the perfect character. We con­
trast this method with that of the noveli't'.
Take up any novel; what do you know of
the hero? That he was brave, or kind, or
eloquent. Why do you believe >0? Because
the writer slops to assure you that he wa*.
In similar fashion you have the declaration
made that the heroine jio'sessc' all the finer
feminine graces. I low rarely it is that you
have the deeds depicted, which will them­
selves prove the marvel of the character!
lbw very seldom we have the eloquent
speech so recorded that we are impressed
with the oratorv! Il is much easier to -ay
a speech was thrilling and stirring than t >
give a speech which will thrill the reader!
Contrast this with what you are told of
Jc.'iis. Not one of the Gospel writers stops
to prai'C Jc'iis; for them the character w.w
above the reach of human compliment. Thcv
tell the acts which he wrought who "went
about <loing good." and leave u> to judge
whether or Hot these acts are such as should
commend themselves to men: they record
the speeches of Jc*us, and at once we know
that "never man *pake as this man."

Here i- the i'-ue. Put the character pre­
sented in the four Gospel' side by side with
the finest creation of human genius, am! it
i* not a Gospel writer who will suffer by
the comparison. Our own William Shake­
speare wa* the finest delineator of character
the world of jtoctry or imagination has pro­
duced. The products of hi- genius are the
best proof of the appropriateness of the trib­
ute he pays to human irower*: “What a
piece of work is a man’ h<>w noble in rea­
son! how infinite in faculty: in form am!
mwing how express and admirable! in ac­
tion how like an angel! in apprehen-i- >11 how
like a god! the beauty of the world! the
paragon of animal-'" But doe- Sh.ikv-ptarc
succeed in the delineati -n of a Ihwle" char­
acter? It is !• t -o. .Wither he nor any
other great portrayer of character would
suggest for a im incnt that there omld be
comparison of his creation with the charac­
ter depicted in the Go-pel-. Whv did the
four New Testament writers all succeed
where cwn a Shakespeare fails?
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Pastor Russell.
I’.i'lor Rti'scll appears to be discredited

in the United Slates. The " Brooklyn
Eagle" published some damaging revela­
tions about hi' character. The matter has
come before the courts, and the highest
Xew York State bench has affirmed the
verdict of the jury, which found that the
” Brooklyn Eagle" told the truth alxmt Rus­
sell. The " Christian-Evangelist” states
that "In consequence. Russell is spending a
few tlmusands of his ‘miracle wheat’ profits
in flooding the country with literature of a
vain-glorious character in an effort to coun­
teract. as far as possible, the damage the
court investigation has done him." Mr.
Rtf-ell’' name has been prominently before
the American public in connection with
divorce proceedings and bogus "miracle
wheal" transactions, while his prophecies
concerning the manifc'tation of Christ in
October, 1914, have all proved wrong. And
yet his scrim in-. aty being published in many
Australian country paper-, and he has quite
a number of followers still in this country.

Our Young Men.
It is a question whether the churches are

making the best ti'c of the talents of our
voting men. One of the most promising
features of our work is the number of
.o'iing men in church membership, but a
large proportion of them take no public part
in the work of the Lord. Why? Doubtless
tin re arc many who lack educational or
other qualifications, though those who think
Ihcin-ckv' incapable arc not always the
le.i-t qualified. It may be that with a little
persuasion many could be induced to assist,
and tlni' not only directly help the churches,
but at the same time develop their talents
and fit them elves for increasingly efficient
service. Much can be done in C.E. Societies
and Sunday Schoil work, and perhaps even
more in Mutual Improvement Societies,
which, by the way, are not so much in evid­
ence "f late year -. Then, again, our young
men could a^-i'l with short addrc"cs .at
pr.ivtr meetings, and. later, speak at the
regular worship meetings on the Lord's day
nx.ruing. All this is doubtless being done
to some extent now, but we question
whither in all case- they arc being -ought
out mid encouraged to cultivate their abil-
itic as they should. Preachers and church
officers should ever lx? looking for and help­
ing voting men to fit themselves for active
work.

Speaking Talent and Church Extension.
vroimd all our large cities arc rapidly <le-

’ ping suburb' where as yet there arc no
rhnrrhi 1 -I ddi bed pleading for the simple
Chi 1 lianity of the Xew Testament. In many

of these there arc resident brethren who
could form the nucleus of a church, but
lack, or think they do, the requisite speak­
ing talent to conduct the services.- In all
the larger churches of these cities there are
a number of speakers rusting for want of
work, and a bountiful supply of latent talent
which only requires encouragement and cul­
tivation. Should it not be possible with
cities .such as Mcllxjurnc, Sydney, Adelaide,
Perth, and Brisbane, to say nothing of
smaller towns, to have missions or preach­
ing stations in many of these suburbs?
There is a tendency to lean upon the 1 Ionic
Mission Committee, and it is owing to this
lack of initiative on the part of the residents
concerned, the speaking brethren, and the
nearest churches, that more is not done.
There is also a tendency to underrate the
abilities or influence of unpaid preachers
and to postpone commencing until an evan­
gelist and the means to support him are
available. Fortunately the pioneers of the
work in these cities were built of more self-
reliant material, and trusting to the scrip-
turalness of their position they commenced
their meetings in a humble way, depending
on God and themselves instead of waiting
for Home Mission Committees and evangel­
ist'. It will be understood that we do not
undervalue the importance of these |x>wcr-
ful agencies for the dissemination of the
gospel, but we do emphatically contend they
should not displace or set aside the large
amount of unpaid |x>wer which only re­
quires encouragement and suitable outlet to
materially increase the efficiency and pro­
gress of the movement with which we arc
identified.

Our Attitude to Denominationalism.

The churches of the Ijord not only have
a mission to the unsaved of home and hea­
then fields—they have also a mission to dc-
nominationalism, and this is sometimes not
dearly understood. We are pleading for the
union of Christians as well as for the sal­
vation of sinners, for the downfall of sec­
tarianism as truly as for the destruction of
oilier sin. Denominationalism is a plant that
our heavenly Father has not planted, ami it
must therefore be rooted up. J. V. Coombs,
one of our best known preachers in Amer­
ica. in an article in the “ Christian Standard"
put> this 'ide of the subject in a forcible
light. He |x>ints out that when God called
Luther to preach to the Roman Catholics he
went among them. He might have gone to
!• inland, or preached in Morocco, but he
was called to reform Roman Catholicism or
destroy it, and he went where it was thick­
est. Wesley was called to reform the Epis­
copalian', and preached among them; and
Bro. Coombs contend.' that “just as sure as
Luther was sent Jo the Roman Catholics and
Wedcy to the Episcopalians, we are called
of God to preach to the denominations. We
mii't go where they are the thickest. To
federate means stagnation and the disap­
pearing of our plea. We must not stand
with them, but preach to them. We must
place the axe at the root of the tree of dc-

nominationalism, ami never cease chopping
till the old tree falls and decays." ]n ]la£
moiiy with this idea he therefore urges: " if
there is a town of five hundred people with
one church ami another of the same size
with five churches we must go where the
five arc. It is over-churched, and we must
go to eliminate. The one church can take
care of the religious interests belter than
five can." 1 Ic imagines the pioneers of the
work in America refusing to preach where
the denominations were already entrenched,
and concludes that we arc specially called to
preach in such places, that the existing .sec­
tarianism may be replaced by primitive
Christianity.

The Spirit of Unity.

It appears to us that while the contention
of J. V. Coombs, as presented in the fore­
going note, is well grounded, much depends
upon the spirit in which we enter a town of
many churches. When F. M. Rains was in
Australia he stated in one of his addresses
that while we had a special mission to the
denomination.', we should not approach
them meat axe in hand. The truth, of
course, must be spoken in love. Moreover,
while vve are pleading for union it is well to
remember that we are already one in spirit
with the great body of believers of all de­
nomination.' in our faith in Christ, and our
op|M>sition to the crying evils of the age.

1 hi' being so, there is no reason why we
should not heartily co-operate with them in
every jiossiblc way that (Iocs not compromise
our distinctive position as a people protC't-
ing against partyism and pleading for the
Xew Testament platform of union, a plat­
form which they can only occupy by an un­
qualified abandonment of sectarian name.',
creeds, and usage'. There is, of course, a
pu'.'ibility that we may, while protesting
agaiii't denominationalism, ourselves display
a sectarian spirit. The attitude which docs
not recognise the Christianity existing in
other communion', or which docs not sym­
pathise most heartily with all that is Christ-
like wherever it may be found, is not the at­
titude that will commend itself to our sep­
arated brethren or to our Leader. We can
never hope to bring about Christian union
in the absence of the.spirit of unity. Xor
may we close our eyes to the possibility that
our cherished convictions may not be ntcc'-
sarily infallible. While we believe that our
|M)sition on the matter of union is scriptural
and invincible, it becomes us with unbiassed
minds to be readv at all times to receive
fre'h light. In the meantime we owe it t<>
the religious world around us to kindly I’111
pcr.'i'tently present the truth as we have re­
ceived it. and to pres.' home iqxni our breth­
ren of all names the sinfulness, as well as
the unwisdom, of existing denomination3 -
i>m, and the fact that there is a divinely pre­
pared platform of union. In this we have
a mc'age for the party churches, a menage
that cannot be delivered if we neglect to en­
ter the fields where they exist, or entering
hold ourselves aloof from them.

Seventeen hundred walled cities in China

are now open to the gospel for the first time.
There arc 1537 large cities in China still un­
occupied by missionaries.

There were 1170 entries for the Victorian
Sunday School Examination held last week.
the Victorian Methodists print two Sunday
School papers every month, " The Method­
ist Sunday School Teacher," and “ The
Methodist Sunday School Scholar." The
" Scholar" has a circulation of over 15,000.

Lionel B. Fletcher, who has been holding
successful evangelistic meetings in Wallaroo
and Kadina, has accepted the call of the
Congregational Church, Cardiff, Wales, ami
will leave Australia in January. 1 le was un
til recently the popular Congregational min­
ister of Port Adelaide.

Bishop E. E. Hoss, D.D., LL.D., ol th:
Methodist Episcopal Church South. U.S.A.,
is visiting Australia to assist in the Method­
ist Centennial celebrations. John Weslev.
himself an Episcopalian, ordained bishops
for America, though he did not for Eng­
land. Hence the Methodist Episcopal
Church, which is far-away the largest of
the many branches of Methodism.

President Yuan, of China, has ap|>ointcd
a national day of prayer for the peace af
Europe. Thus heathendom is praying for
Christendom.

In Korea, says "The King’s Business,”
all differences between believers are settle I
by the elders. 1 Cor. (>: 1 is literally carried
out. A Christian cannot sue an unbeliev- r
in court. They actually take God’s Word to
mean what it says, and live accordingly.

Dr. Camp­
bell Morgan is not going to give up Web­
minster Chapel. He ha' withdrawn hi' res­
ignation. despite hi< ill-health.

Opposing Rome:
How it Worked in Greater Pittsburgh.

Five years ago I was utterly indifferent to
what Roman Catholicism ua* or pnqjo-ol.

1 knew nothing, except in .1 very general
way, of its prc'ent character, and 1 refused
to permit the bloody things <•! its cider days
to influence me against it: for I had many
personal friends among them, that ranked
with the best people I knew, and 1 concluded
that modern American Romanism was an­
other. a new and a better thing.

But one day the “ Menace" fell under my
eye. I read it and was astonished, and ra­
ther resented its terrific charge* against Ro­
manism.

But 1 was inclined t > see another copy of
the " Menace." and I did. and. after reading
it. 1 decided that the thing was worth inves­
tigating if that " Menace" was not lying.
and 1 had not found a false statement upto
that time, and I “proved al! things."

J determined to make an original and in­
dependent study of the hi'tory ami dogmata
of the Roman Catholic Church, and would
subscribe for tite " Menace” and '.mie other
anti-Cath die sheet'.

I did thi'. and fur nearly two years I put
in all my spare time 0:1 this work as a special
side line. My study lifted the issue out of
a mere intellectual pastime into the realm of
mv soul's deepest concern. I made discov­
eries that amazed me ami finally mastered
mv. ami literally forced me into the necessity
of declaring to the people the thing* 1 had
learned. Mt utter indifference, through ig­
norance. had become a compelling passion
after 1 knew. (I was destined to learn a
great deal more after I came into active con­
tact with this awful hierarchy.)

I announced to my people that for twelve
Sunday night', beginning with the first Sun­
day night in November. 1912. I would give
a series of addre"vs on •* The Hi'tory am!
liogmala of the Roman Catholic Church,"
and that 1 would open the series with an ad­
dress on " Martin l.uthcr ami the Reforma­
tion."

I never even dreamed of what that bare
announcement would do.

I had told my people that there would be
no invective, sarra'in or diatribe ibcd in my
addresses, ami that I carnc'th desired all the
Catholic people who could be induced to
come, to do so; ami I assured them that I
should offend no one pur|M»scly, but that I
was prompted by the loftiest j»O'siblc mo­
tives,

On the occasion of the first address, I
could hardly get into my own church, so
tremendous wa- the congregation. As I
walked toward the church, 1 met throngs
coming away who told me I would have a
hard time to get in.

After that I had to is-uv tickets of admis­
sion. telling the people that there was a
ticket for each scat in the building, and if

they did not get a ticket it would be useless
to come.

It was a wonderful experience. Protest­
ants of all faiths ami communions praised
ami blessed me; the Catholics soundly hated
and damned me, ami threatened me by an­
onymous letters and angry words and coun­
tenances. " But none of these things moved
me." (Just here let me say that the man that
dares to teach the truth about the Catholic
Church may expect to be lied upon, threat­
ened and annoyed. His life and reputation
ami good name he takes into his hand. Only
a few months ago I was warned anonymous­
ly by letter in these words: ” We never for­
get. Beware.")

My addresses covered the whole ground
of Roman Catholic doctrine, and a fairly
wide field of its conduct among people, par­
ties and institutions.

After 1 had .sjxikcn four or five time', so
clamorous did the people become for dak -
for their communities that I found myself
the very busiest I have ever been. I made,as
many outside dates a> my time would allow,
ami filled them safely, although I had some
rather exhilarating 1 !) experiences. The
night of the 17th of June, 1913, I shall never
forget.

Many letters, always anonymous, threat­
ened my life if I did not desi-t. and the
warnings and threats concerning the speech
I was advertised to make in Carnegie Hall,
N. S. Pittsburgh, were especially numerous
ami severe.

I could not bring myself to believe that
any one would really injure me; but that aw­
ful 17th night of June disillusioned me. I
shall not attempt a description of it, nor of
the miracle of my escape: but. if you can
imagine two thousand hate-crazed men rush­
ing. shouting, exclaiming " Kill the liar."

Mob the scoundrel. ’ interspersing their
-limits with the vilest blasphemy, and then
sec that column of enraged brutes rush uikhi
tile door' to the hall where I stood before
.mother two thousand calm, determined men
ami women, each one ready to do or die. and
could hear the crash of doors as thev gave
wa\ before the fearful impact of that rush.

might get something of an idea of the
situation.

To cr..nn llie horror of the tiling. there
'IohI the i.ihcenteil of (lie citv—Catholic al-
mo-l to a man—not one elTor’t made thev to
stop that mob.

Mme was the pioneer anti-Catholic work
done in this city, and I never dreamed of the
hate I would incite, the danger I would con-
front, or the good I would be used of q^i
to do; still, knowing all that I do to-day |
would do it over again. Every Protestant
preacher owes it to his community and Io
himself to inform himself iqxin the charac­
ter. conduct, doctrine, and ambitions of the
Roman Catholic Church and to declare what
he learns to the public he serves.

There is not so much danger attached to
tiic doing of this now : but it still requires a
stout, true heart and a fearless man—one
who is willing to pay his full debt to hi,
world.—" Christian Standard.”

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The Development of the Truth.
J. Pittman.

Nearly all things natural arc governed by
the law of development. The seed sprout*
and produce* "first the blade, then the car.
then the full corn in the car." The acorn,
after ages of growth, become* the mighty
oak of the forest. The infant develop- into
the full-grown man.

Were it not for known results the mystery
of this development would be inscrut ible.
No one could have discovered the giant tree
hi the tiny seed, if the tree were not the
known product of the seed; and so in all
nature’s kingdom.

In the law of development in nature there
is always a climax in view—a perfection to
be reached—beyond which nature docs lot
go. Thus the wheat seed aims at "the full
com in the ear," and when that is reached
it* work is done. The child in course of
years attains to full-grown manhood, hut
there it* development ceases: its work ■>(
growth i* done. So all through nature.
There i* a grand final result aimed al: and
when that is reached nature gees no farther.

The process of development in nature.
with its mysteries and results, is the coun­
terpart of the same law of development in
the spiritual world. My purpose in this
paper is to deal with one aspect of this pha*c
of the question, viz.. The development of
the truth which ('.oil has been graciously
pleased to reveal. As in nature, so in reve­
lation, we see development from the simplest
beginning, through a series of thousands of
years, to a grand climax, and every succes­
sive stage in that revelation was a mystery
which no human mind could penetrate, and
tne climax of that marvellous rcvelali »n is
reached, beyond which there is nothing more
to be said. A few illustrations of this prin­
ciple will suffice to complete this paper.

). The Bible reveals the origin, history.
and eternal destiny of mankind. The Bible
alone does this. Science guesse* at it. but
the Bible reveals it The Bible begin* with
man’s beginning, and end* with his end. It
tells of bis being made in the image of God.
"f his (.di. of hi* history, and of his eternal
destiny.

2. The Bible reveal* the character of
God. That character was unfolded by de­
cree*. From the first we see all the divine
attribute* at work; but the most cursory
reader of the sacred volume see* that char­
acter grow in glory and beauty a* the age*
advance. Speaking broadly. God revealed
him-elf a* to hi* perfect holiness and right­
eousness ; and on this immovable ba-i* he
revealed hi* wonderful love. Thi* mystery
'•■a> hidden for age*. A glimpse of it could
have been seen in promise, prophecy and
b'pe; but eye could not see nor heart con­
ceive the crowning act which revealed the
love of God in all it* glory till it was reveal­
ed in the Lamb of God who bcareth away
the sin of the world.

3. Tne character of man, like that of
God. wa* designed t.> be subject to the law
of development. The basic principle of cor­
rect character is justice. The law as given
through Moses from first to last rested on
this principle. The nation of Israel wa*
under it* guidance. When Christ said: "Ye
have heard that it hath been said, an eye for
an eye. ami a t olh fur a t <>th." he wa* re­
ferring t<» that law. It wa* strictly a law of
justice.

Again, when Chri-t said. “ Ye have heard
that it hath been s lid. Thou shall love thy
neighbor and hate thine enemy," he was re­
ferring to an ()ld Testament principle w hich
justified the Israelites in making war upon
their enemies. David, a man after ('.oil’s
own heart, breathed thi' spirit in many of
hi- I’salm*. Why? because he had been
taught that it was an act of righteoii*iic*s to
dc'troy the enemies of the Lord.

But ju*t as the love of God is revealed in
the New Testament in a manner undreamt
of under the old covenant. so the character
of the man of God takes on a new and won­
derful form. "A new commandment I give
unto you." says Christ, "that ye love one an­
other ns I have loved you." Nay, more. " I
*av unto you, love your enemies; hie** them
that cur*c you. do good to them that bate
you. atiil pray for them that dc*pitefully n*c
you ami persecute you; that ye may be the
children of your Father w hich is in heaven."
Thus the character of the Christian i* to be
"made perfect in love." Love is the "great­
est" of all the virtue*, and is the completing
grace of the Christian.

.1. The development in Biblical revel­
ation regarding the Chri't is a theme
worthy of a hundred times in >re space
than we ran afford it. Very appro­
priately and suggestively the fir-t Scripture
referring to the Messiah appears in the form
of a "seed." The greatest of all mysteries
to dwelt p into the greatest of all wonder'.
" I will put enmity between thee ami the wo­
man. and between thv seed ami her *ccd. It
shall bruise |cru*h| thy head, ami thou 'halt
bruise |cni*h| hi'heel.” Wonderful proph-
ecv, marvellously fulfilled in the death of
Chri't! In the very act and by the very
means of his own death on the cro** the
Saviour administered the blow that wa* to
dcstrov the devil and hi* work*. There i*
an Indian idol with a huge serpent entwined
round hi* body from head to foot. The rep­
tile 'Ceni' to be putting forth all it' strength
t<> strangle the deity, but thv god i* standing
with loth feel on the head of the serpent.
crushing the life out of the monster.

There are two *et* of Scripture' in the
Old Testament predicting the Messiah that
appear to be quite irreconcilable. One line
of prophecy set* him forth a* a mighty
Prince with divine glory, subduing all bi'
eneniie’ and reigning in glory for ever. The
other serie' of Scripture* *ct* him forth a* 

a man of sorrow*, de-pi-ed. and rejected.
pouring out bi* * nil unto death. It sccilb
that neither the prophet* who foretold the*c
thing* nor even the angel* of heaven under­
stood the mystery. But how wonderfully
do they all harmonise and meet in the cruci­
fied ami glorified Je*u*!

The truth given t’ni* by portion* wa* gath­
ered up, o t > <ak, and inc >rp rated in
the Mo-ai.- '\-tem. the uh le forming the
< Id covenant Scripture*. Then Je*u* came.
ami in hi* wonderful ministry and doctrine
he brought out of the divine treasury thing*
new and old. separated one from the other,
and -lb wid to hi* di'ciplc* the perfection
and beautv of the new truth which he came
to unfold.

But truth could not be perfectly revealed
while Chri't wa* on earth. Hence he *aid.
" It i* expedient for you that I go away. For
if I go not away the Comforter will not
come unto y 11. But if I depart I will *eml
him unto you." " Xml when he. the Spirit
of Truth i* c mie. he will guide you into all
truth : for he shall not *peak of him*clf, but
whatsoever he *hail hear that 'hall be
speak ; and he 'hall *h »w you thing* to come.

mine and shall 'how it unto you." Thu* it
:* clearlv shown that the a|x>*tlv* were to be
honored with the power, in thv Holy Spirit.

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Wanted—A Preacher!
Recently the Moody Church, of Chicago,

U.S.A., called to the pastorate a preacher in
succession to Dr. Dixon, who four years
previously crossed over to England to take
up the work at the well-known Metn>|x>litan
Tabernacle, London. The reason for the
extraordinary delay ip tilling the position is
found in a statement issued by the Executive
Committee to the members of the church.
'this is published in the "Moody Herald,"
ami sets f< rlh the type of man which the
Executive believes to be suited to and neces­
sary for ‘the ministerial office." We sin­
cerely trust that the Committee will find in
Mr. Paul Raden a man with the high quali-
fic.iti: ns prescribed, ami. if so, that they will
prize him as he should be prized. The in­
teresting statement read'as follows:—

" There have been perhaps a few, even
among our own members, who have thought
it strange that the church should have been
permitted to go so long without a regular
p.i t r. I’.."iblv a few may have thought
t.hv Executive Committee negligent or dila­
tory. < r, on the other hand, too particular or
hard to please. But a moment’s considcra-
ti m would usually suffice to show’ the ‘diffi­
culties’ of the situation—the requirements
which God hail made plain must not be
wanting in the man of his choosing.

"He must believe with head and heart
the whole Bible, accepting it as Cod’s In­
jured Word from Genesis to Revelation,

“ lie must be right doctrinally—right in
his interpretation of what the Moody
Church regards as the great fundamental
truths of tiic Word, such as the substitution­
ary character of the atonement: salvation by
faith, not by character or ‘good works’: the
victorious life in Christ through the cleans­
ing and indwelling presence of the Holy
Spirit: the eternal punishment of the finally
impenitent: the pre-millenial coming of
Christ for his bride, the church; and other
like essential doctrine'.

" He must be right experimentally—be­
lieving with the heart unto salvation the
things to which the head had scriplurally
given assent.

“ He must be a man of prayer—acquaint­
ed well with the secret chamber of interces­
sion; having experimentally instant and
constant acre's to God: knowing God in
confess! .m. in thanksgiving, in supplication.
in communion, in adoration ; and able to lead
others into the joys and victories of the
prayer life.

"He imi't be intensely evangelistic as well
:h soundly Evangelical, having a passion for
the soul' < f men, as well as for the will of
<' ; 1 and the vital truth' of hi' Word.

" I le must be both preacher and teacher
.</ the Word- proclaiming and instructing.
.■.anting aid edifying: knowing when and

h »w t i preach, or to teach, as occasion might
require; and with it all. moving men to de­
ci-ion and to action.

" J le must be well-poised, a man of sanity, 

of good judgment, of self-control—not
quenching the Spirit, but proving and obey­
ing him; without fear, and yet .spiritually
politic; doing all things decently and in
order: guarding the church against Satanic
intrusions in saintly garb, and against ex­
travagances of every kind.

" He must be not only of sound mind and
warm heart, but of firm will—a man of
executive ability—able to wisely direct and
tactfully control; equal to any and every
emergency.

“ He must be an all-round man—in per­
fect sympathy with young and old, with high
and low. with sick and well, with lovely and
unlovely (not with the unlovely character,
but with the soul that lies back of the un­
lovely character or the unlovely exterior—
the soul for whom Jous died and whom
God loves and pities). He must be in hearty
sympathy with every legitimate department
of church life, wisely counselling and pray­
erfully directing; and through it all, possess­
ing unflinching loyalty and courage, and yet
having the ’love that never faileth’—ever
humble, ever ’hid with Christ in God,’ ever
kiting the Holy Spirit do all the work and
get all the glory.

" We believe that if the Moody Church is
as true to God as we expect our past< r to
be; if it measures up, as a church, to as high
a standard in Christ as it believes that God
has set for him as its pastor— then such a
lime of blessing is ahead as this church has
never yet experienced, of spiritual victory.
expansion and development."

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A Reformer King.
Bible School Lesson for August 22, 2 Chron. 15: 1-15.

W. C. McCallum.
Asa was the son of Abijam, and grand­

son of Rehol>oam. lie turned out a better
man than either of these. Just what influ­
ence led Asa to set under way a movement
of reform, we do not know. His mother wa-
an idolatress, ami so this disposes of the
maternal influence. His father and grand­
father had both followed in the steps of his
great-grandfather. Solomon, in his later
years. Yet here is a king who rises out of
the corrupted environment of the court at
Jerusalem, and pursues a course upon a
higher plane and possesses such strength
that his son Jehoshaphat follows in his foot­
steps.

We may first enquire what was the occa­
sion for reform, what conditions in the little
kingdom of Judah needed changing. The
luxury that abounded in Jerusalem as a re­
sult of the inflated prosperity under Solo­
mon and the idolatry that was countenanced
in his reign, and added to by Rehoboam and
Abijam. had resulted in a corruption of
morals. The cults of several of the foreign
gods whose worship was introduced by
members of the royal harem in Jerusalem
were immoral and degrading. These were
the foreign cults; besides these there were
the native "high places." These sanctuaries
were in the land when Israel took possession
of it. They had been connected with the
local deities, but Israel took them over, and
at many of them worshipped Jehovah, but
with remarkable persistence the connection
with the old local deities reappeared, ami
they were often sources of abuse. The equip­
ment of a high place consisted of the altar,
an upright stone or pillar, and the Asherah
or post, wrongly rendered in our authorised
version, "grove." The use of the stone pil­
lar is not clear, but the blood of the victim
was evidently thrown up against it or pour­
ed out at its base. What the sacred post was
used for we do not know. There is a sug­
gestion that the image when introduced at
the high place sometimes took the place of
this sacred post, for Maacah, the queen­
mother. "made an alxmiinable image for an
\shcrah.’’

The I took of Kings tells us that Asa did
not remove the high places, ami that Jehosh­
aphat likewise did not do so, and that the
people still sacrificed and burnt incense in
the high places. In Chronicles the statement
i' made that Asa took away the high places
in all the cities of Judah. A possible har­
monising of the two statements may lie in
that Asa removed or destroyed all the high
places that had been given over to idolatry.
The student should bear in mind in any com­
parison between Kings anti Chronicles that
the former was completed some three hun­
dred years before the latter, and thus should
be given first place in such comparison.

Asa had enough to do to stamp out idol­
atry without disturlring the high places that
had been kept faithful to the worship of

Jehovah. The three preceding kings had
given countenance to idolatrous practices.
and the royal example for so long a period
must have fostered quite a formidable op­
ponent for a king possessing a zeal for the
!x>rd. Yet Asa appears to have succeeded
in his purjose remarkably well, and the re­
ligious reform resulted in imparting a new
vigor to the nation.

Asa bad not to wait long to reap the
fruits of having rekindled in the hearts of
his people a zeal for the Lord. Zcrah, an
Ethiopian king, already in possession of
Egypt, pressed on toward Asia. He had a
large host that outnumbered Asa's army,
hut the king of Judah cried unto the Lord.
” There is none beside- thee to help, between
the mighty and him that hath no strength:
help us, <) l/>rd our God, for we rely on
thee, ami in thy name arc we come against
this multitude.” The rc-ult was a complete
victory for Asa. He and his people had a
consciousness of being in the right against
this invader, and were sure that God was
with them.

ft was just after this that the prophet Az­
ariah came to meet Asa. The hour of vic­
tory is often the real hour of danger. In
the time of peril we sec the things really
worth while in their proper proportions. In
the hour of trial we are ready to renew our
vows to seek that which is good. National
danger leads to the calling forth of the bet­
tor qualities of a citizenship. It is the hour
of triumph that contains the greater peril
to the moral and spiritual life of a people.
In this case there was a prophet ready to
speak the word in season that turned the
victory over the Ethiopian into a still greater
victory for Judah over the abuses that were
eating at the heart of the nation. Within the
last twelve months we have heard and read
and said much alxmt the quickening of the
spiritual life within the nation in the hour
of national peril. There have been many
movements toward greater seriousness ami
sobriety of life. We rejoice in all this.
These turnings of heart toward better things
arc some of the compensations that we can
find in the present calamity, but the hour of
victory for which we hope will be even a
greater crisis in regard to our grip on better
things. Will we forget the lessons of ad­
versity? Will the church be strong enough
and true enough to do like this old Jewish
prophet? Will men of God be able to turn
a victory of arms into a great and enduring
victory over all that weakens and corrupts
from within the life of the nation? God
grant it may be so ’

reform. His plan was to encourage the go<x!
that he saw in the king's heart. " Be ye
strong, therefore, and let not your hands be
weak; for your work shall be rewarded."

We know that there are times when stern
denunciation i- the be-t cour-e, and we have
our saviour'- example to show that this i~
-»>, but it takes a clear seeing eye often to
judge when the sterner method should be
employed. The good cause -ulTer- more
from lack of judiciou- encouragement than
it doe- from lack of denunciation of -in. We
all need to study how t > encourage. The re
-nils of the le-son well learned and enthusi­
astically applied might -urpri-e n-. Any
way, with Asa the word of encouragement
had mo-t excellent re-uh-. It emboldened
the king, wl’.o had ju-t -uccccdcd -o m 1 ;-
niliccntly in arms, to launch boldly into an­
other and marc complex kind of wart ire.
the struggle with the twin evils, idolatry an I
immorality.

The result of A-a's effort- wa- a great
gathering of the people at Jeru-alem. It
was a great revival meeting. "And they
entered into a covenant." There i- a type
of individualistic Chri-tianity, had very
much in honor in -omc of our clmrche- to­
day. that frowns on covenanting of ail
form- in mtr Chri-tian activities To ilie-e
good people there i- something very wrong
in signing any f rm of pledge or taking am
such form of covenant in relation t » the
Christian life or work. Asa and hi- people
did not have any such scruples. They n t
only vowed to seek the Lord, bitt thev cov­
enanted with each other to do it. This is
proved by the fact that a penalty wa- im-
jx)-ed for failure to keep the covenant. The
frequent over emphasis upon indivi hta!
freedom in our church life is a great 1 — of
strength for the individual and of power for
the church. We need m >re covenanting t
gvther. When a church conforms solemn
resolutions a- a church, and each member
feels that it is for him a Nilann compact,
the jxiwer of that church will be tremendous.

The covenant was to seek the Iz>nl with
"all their heart and with all their soul." Such
whole-hearted seeking is the only worship
of God that can be called such. A half­
hearted seeking is lx>rn of a half-hearted
faith and a miserable, pitiful halting bc-
tweeen the things of the world and the
things of God. It may be that many of
Asa’s people fell far short of their rcsoke
in this matter. They could afford to come
short, and vet do as well as the Chri-tian of
to-day. How many of our church member-
would meet the standard of this covenant
to seek the Lord with all the heart and
with all the soul?

It is not an unusual thing to find men jus­
tifying their weakness for wine on the
ground that Paul commended it ami Jesus
sjnctirnvd it- u-e. This fallacy of interpre­
tation will soon become as archaic as the
hei previous ones, ami men will on this mat­
ter al>o cease to find in the Bible that which
i- not.

In the light of divine teaching it seems
incredible that ever the time could have been
when men failed to see in the Bible the
great plan of its Author. Still it is true that
uitliin the past century the church ha>
sought to enter upon its centuries-old task.
ih w blind .'ume arc to the light! If ever
a people needed to pray the prayer of the
Psalmist. “ < )pen thou mine eyes, that 1 may
bch dd wondrous things out of thy law." it
is now. As our eyes are opened, and be­
come accustomed to our changing surround­
ings, we arc able to appreciate God's mes­
sage to man in his Word. This message.
to >, will only c nvey such meaning to ih as
we in the largeness of our life, and fulness
of hi' Spirit, will allow. Men to-day ex­
clude the possibility of a larger usefulness
brcaine of a near-sighted vision.

Peter, in his second epistle, speaks of our
adding earnestness along with our faith, and
noblenc's of character with our knowledge;
al«o brotherly affection and love. for. " If
the-e things exist in you, and continually in­
crease. they prevent yoiir being either idle
or unfruitful in advancing toward a full
knowledge of our I. »rd Jesus Christ, Eor
the man in whom they are lacking is blind.
and cannot cc distant objects, in that he has
forgotten that he has been cleansed from
his old sins." Surely such near-sightedness
is what many -offer from to-day ns they
face the great world plan of Chri-t!

vt we do welcome the manifest signs of
increasing vi-ion. Il is with deep thankful-
nc*' to God ue acknowledge "the rediscov­
ery bv the church of a message of a world­
wide redemption, and its emphasis up »n a
world-wide Christian service, within the
one Book.

The spirit of unity and of missions doubt­
less belong to this century, so far as their
re-discovery arc concerned, ami the spirit of
unity has been increasingly deepened by the
development of the missionary conscious­
ness of the people of God. In speaking of
the missionary mesage of the Bible, Dr.
Horton well >ays: " It stands out as an es­
sentially and absolutely missionary book; it
is from first to last the announcement of a
truth, which, from the nature of the case,
must be announced to the world; it is a rec­
ord of missionaries, the sole object of which
is to engage all who hear to become mis­
sionaries themselves.

To weaken its missionary message is to
neutralise its whole work, and to ignore its
missionary command is to reduce the whole
book to an absurdity.”

And when we speak of the Bible as a mis­
sionary record, we do not refer simply to
the messages of the New Testament. Some
of the most inspiring missionary texts are
found in the ()ld Testament, in connection
with the life and history of the Jews.

Wc arc familiar with the commission to
Jonah, and his unique experience as a result
of his efforts to shift the burden of respon­
sibility. It was God, who, because of his
abundant mercy, sent Jonah to preach de­
liverance. Jeroboam received not the mes­
sage of the missionary, as he stood by the
altar, "but made again fr< m among all the.
people priests of the high places... .and this
thing became sin unto the house of Jero­
boam. even to cut it off, and to destroy it
from off the face of the earth."

Amos, of Judah, was sent by God to
prophesy against Israel because of their for­
getfulness, while Jehoshaphat, and Josiah in
his own country and in Israel, conducted
missions of reform.

The ()ld Testament contains many mes­
sage' of prophecy with regard to New Tes­
tament missions; sonic of these might be
mentioned. I he Messiah’s coming, promis­
ed to Abraham (Gen 12:3). The universal
reign (Isaiah 11: 2, q; Dan. 7: 13. 14 Heb.

14; Malachi 1:11).
The forward gaze of Judaism toward the

future blcs'ing and glory mint not be lost
'ight of bv us as we read again those won­
derful books’

\\ hily the Old Testament has its value in
the study of missions, it is after all to the
New I C'l.ament we !<xik for our inspiration.
A. McLean says; This lxx»k that we call
the New 1 estament is a missionary volume.
It i' the greatest missionary volume that has
ever been written, or that ever will be writ­
ten. I*.very part of it has missionary sig­
nificance. 1 he man who would understand
q.l,nl,'3 rv:,<’ 11 thought in mind.
I he. t.ospcls are missionary document'.
I heir name indicates their nature. They
arc good tidings. They are not "tidings" at

all except to such as are ignorant of them.
They arc not "good" except to those who"

.hear them.
The book called "the Acts,” \vhat is it’

The Acts is first of all and last of all and
most of all an inspired record of the mis­
sionary activity of the church in the first de­
cades of its existence. Here is the core of
the lxx>k, " But ye shall receive power,when
the Holy Spirit is come upon you; and ye
shall be my witnesses both in Jerusalem, and
in all Judea and Samaria, and unto the ut­
termost parts of the earth."

The Epistles, what arc they? Eor the
most part they arc letters written by mis­
sionaries t<» mission churches which they
founded. In these Epistles we read, " Is
God lltc God of the Jews only? Is he not
the God of Gentiles also? Yea, of Gentiles
also; it 'O be that God is one, and he shall
justify the circumcision by faith, and the
circumcision through faith."

1 he book of Revelation, what is it? The
kook of Revelation is a forcca-d of the final
victory, when all rule, and all authority, and
all power opposed to Christ shall be alx>l-
ished. and when He shall reign from pole
to pole with undivided and undisputed
'Way. Here is the heart of the lxx>k. "The
kingdom of this world is become the king­
dom of our ivonl and of Ins Christ, and he
shall reign for ever and ever."

Surely the message of this book to the
church is one. The one thing we must see
in it to-day. is the divine plan which, trans­
lated into words, says: " I am come that ye
might have life, and have it more abundant­
ly." Wc must realise the Bread of Life
which came down from heaven is the most
potent need of men to-day. To us it has
liven given in trust. Shall wc stand con­
demned in that we have withheld the bread
from his children!
