
Our Indebtedness to the Men of Bygone Days.
In recent months wc often have had in

mind the debt of gratitude we owe to the
faithful brethren of days gone by. At the
Jubilee celebrations just held in various cen­
tres, much mention was made of the noble
service rendered to the cause of Christ by
the pioneers. The appearance on the plat­
form of disciples of forty and fifty and
sixty years’ standing was an inspiration to
many Much mention was made of their
splendid services, of their faithfulness in
the midst of adverse circumstances, and of
the magnificent heritage into which they
have enabled us to enter.

Within a very short time we have lost
some noble leaders who in the early days of
the churches in Australasia rendered vali­
ant service. I*. G. Dunn, M. W. Green, II.
D. Smith and D. A. Ewers have all gone
from us within fifteen months. It is fitting
that we reflect on the debt of gratitude we
owe such men of God, who labored well
and into whose labors the present genera­
tion has entered, and on the qualities which
were conspicuously present in them, enab­
ling them to do the great work for God
which they accomplished.

i. They were men of faith in God. It
needed great faith to make the break with
old associations, and to take the stand they
took for a jmsition then unpopular. Our
pioneer preachers were fond of quoting.
“ We must obey God rather than men”: "If
God be for us. who can be against us?"
“ One with God is a majority":

“He is a slave who dare not Ik,
In the right with two or three.'*

The memory of their faithful lives is with
us as the best commentary on the text,
“ Have faith in God.”

2. The “old guard" loved the Bible. They
have often been described as "men of one
book." Sometimes this was literally true;
hut, even where they had drunk deeply of
other fountains of knowledge, the Bible
was for them pre-eminently “the Book.”
They believed profoundly in the inspiration
of the Bible writers. They were adepts in
the use of the Scriptures. They were skill­
ed in the division of the Word. In their
public discourses, they quoted much Scrip­
ture. and in their private discussions they
made constant appeal “to the law and to the
testimony.” The Bible, or at least the New
Testament, was carried in their pockets 

ready for reference. Bro. I. J. Haley in his
recent discourses has often contrasted the
love of and familiarity with the Bible dis­
played by the members of the church a gen­
eration ago with the knowledge or lack of
knowledge of the present day. One of our
chief needs is a revival of Bible study.

3. The faithful men who went before us
were lovers of the church of God. They
loved the church, even as Christ did. One
of their favorite hymns was—

“ I love thy kingdom. Ix>rd,
The house of thine abode;

The church our blest Rcdeantr l> night
With his own precious blood";

and. when they sang, these words were lit­
erally true:

"For her my tears shall fall.
For her my prayers ascend.

To her iny cares and toils be gisen.
Till toils and cares shall cud."

They used the word "church" in no sec­
tarian sense. 'They weie wont to say that
in addition to being associated with a local
congregation, or church, they were mem­
bers of the church—the church of which all
who are Christians are eo facto members.
They declared that they were members of
no other church : there was nothing between
the local assembly of saints and the church
universal of which they could scriptiirally
be members. This love of the church fol­
lowed on their faith in God and belief in
his word. It manifested itself in a strong
attachment to their brethren of like faith.
The local church was a family united in
bonds of love. Members would go many
miles to enjoy the communion of saints. The
weather would have to be very unprupit-
ious indeed before it kept them from "the
breaking of bread." Again, this love of the
church of the New Testament revealed it­
self in the actions of the disciples who were
scattered throughout the country. Where
there was no church they built one. They
did not sink their convictions and become
members of sectarian bodies. In humble
way, in cottage homes, they had gathering-
on the Lord’s day in memory of the Sav­
iour. They made a habit of breaking the
memorial loaf “on the first day of the
week." Very many of the churches of
Christ in Australia to-day have been started
in this manner. The movement owes it-
strength to the faithfulness of those sturdy
pioneers, wlx> did not wait for a big con­
gregation, or a tent mission, to say nothing 

of a regular evangelist. If Australia is to
be won foi Christ and primitive Christian­
ity, we must follow the example so nobly
set by our pioneer brethren and sisters.

4. There was a strength of conviction
about our early members which was alto­
gether admirable and worthy of imitation.
In some cases, this led to a hardness and
dogmatism which were not commendable,
but on the whole, it was one of their best
qualities and one of the chief sources of
their success. These men had come out of
sectarianism through sheer conviction that
they had found in the Restoration Plea a
belter way. They were not in the church
of Christ because of their parents' beliefs.
They had come to their new position after
much anxious thought and heart-searching,
after earnest Bible study ami prayer, after
counting the cost; and they came to stay.
With the fervor of personal conviction they
presented their plea for a restoration of
primitive Christianity, and for the union of
God's people on the \'ew Testament basis.
With convincing amt attractive definiteness
they told men what they should do to he
saved. Our early preachers preached their
beliefs and never their doubts: some of
then) seemed to have no doubts to preach.

5. ()ur pioneers were evangelical and
evangelistic. They had at times difficulty
in persuading the people that they were
evangelical, hoiuing tn the great cardinal
doctrines of the Christian faith. But their
faithful promulgation of the great-gospel
truths—the atoning death of Jesus Chri't.
salvation by grace, ami justification by faith
—has led to our being recognised as thor­
oughly evangelical. It was never made a
reproach to our pioneers that they were not
evangelistic. ’ They were noted f< r this.
Even convert was a proclaimer of the mes­
sage. As in early days, the scattered disci­
ple*' preached the Word. They could, ami
did, say:

“ X< w will 1 tell t ■ all at< und
Wh.it a dear S.ni'ur I have* f tnu!"

They were instant in season ami out of sea-
miu. To their zealous promulgation *jf the
truth, we owe our knowledge of the way of
life and the present standing which the
churches of Chri't in this land po<'cs-.

We pray that God will raise up for his
work a mighty host wh • will follow the ex­
ample of our noble' pioneers, and of the
faithful who have pa«>cd on before us, even
as they followed their Lord.
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“The Mom that Shall Tearless Be.”
“And God shall wipe away all tears from

their eyes.’’ These are the tendercst words
in all the Bible! I have hesitated to touch
them, lest by touching them they should be
spoiled. Words like these fall on the heart
“softly as tired eyelids on tired eyes.” “God
shall wipe away all tears from their eyes.”

“And 1 saw a new heaven and a new
earth: for the first heaven and the first
earth were passed away, and there was no
more sea. And I, John, saw the holy city,
New Jerusalem, coming down from God
out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned
for her husband. And I heard a great voice
out of heaven, saying, Behold, the taber­
nacle of God is with men, and he will dwell
with them, and they shall be his people, and
God himself shall be with them, and be
their God.”

Is there anything else that needs to be
"aid or that could be said? Yes, there is
one thing—one thing which comes more
closely home to us and enters more deeply
into our soul than all else; it is in these
words which immediately follow: “And
God shall wipe away all tears from their
eyes.”

It needed that sentence to complete the
triumph. It is a triumph which leaves no
trace of tears. Not of many triumphs in
this world can that be said. Never do vic­
torious troops come home, but some eyes
are dim for those who come not back. In
every crowd that cheers the victors arc
some who cannot cheer for choking. Every
warlike triumph involves some breaking
hearts. Some day we shall consider them
first; but the time is not yet.

When He conies in triumph with all His
hosts there will be no wet eyes, no desti­
tute hearts.

See the delightful homeliness of this fig­
ure. A child has come in with some trouble,
crying and sobbing, and the mother has
taken her in her arms—that warm, unfail­
ing shelter for every troubled child since
the world began—hushing its grief with
brooding words of wondrous pity, and so/t-
ly wiping all the tears away. “ There!” she
has said, “it is all right now.” And it has
been al! right! How can any trouble live
long within those enfolding arms, and near
that dear face?

Why .when we are grown, and even when
we are men and women, let any crushing
trouble come, and our thoughts fly at once
back to that early shelter, and to all that
mother means!
“Oh! mother, think not I forget, when I come

back to town,
And wander the old ways, and tread them up and

down:
I never smell the clover bloom, nor see the swal­

low* pass.
Without I mind how good ye were unto a little

la«s.
I never hear the winter rain a-pelting all night

through,
Without I think and mind me how cold it falls

. on you;
And if 1 come not often to your bed beneath the

thyme,

Mayhap, it's that I’d change with ye, and give my
bed for thine."

Certain it is that, as we grow older, and
without waiting till we are old, more and
more our thoughts go back to some famil­
iar home scene, and to those who were good
to us, compared with which and with whom
all the knowledge we have gathered, all the
power we have gained, all the success we
have achieved arc as nothing at all.

I think that is why words like these ap­
peal to us, and satisfy our hearts, far more
than all the glories of the other world as
set forth in the closing chapters of the Rev­
elation. We are able to read of jasper walls
and pearly gates, and streets of gold, with­
out being greatly moved. Even their mag­
nificent symbolism seems less than the mu­
sic of the words, "And God shall wipe away
all tears from their eyes.”

To all our trouble, our tumult, and our
fears He will say, as one whom his mother
comforteth, “All is well.” And all will be
well!

They are the words of a great emancipa­
tion. “All tears.” Tears have many causes,
but the cause is always conflict of one kind
or another.

When great waters are flung upon great
rocks there are showers of spray, and the
spray showers are the tears of the deep.

It is the impact which breaks a big body
of power into a myriad fragments.

I f you take the milder figure and com­
pare tears to rain, there has still been the
impact of cloud with cloud, till the sky was
black, and from the general disturbance of
the upper air the rain has fallen.

Trace tears to their source—tears of love,
tears of pain, tears of vexation, tears of
disappointment, tears of penitence—and al­
ways they are the result of agitation.

Therefore the drying of tears is the har­
monising of all discord and the hushing of
all unrest; it is life's great emancipation.
“ There shall be no more death, neither sor­
row, nor crying, neither shall there be any
more pain: for the former things are pass­
ed away.”

" E’en the penitential tear is wiped away.”

this, then, is the promise of our redeem­
ed life. Arc we keeping it before us? Docs
it hire us on? Is it making the road It^ss
wearisome, less lonesome? It should. It
is our Lord’s will that it should. It is our
Lord’s will that we should travel without
dread and without distrust, till travelling
days are done.

When our beloved rise
To gird them for the ford, and pass
brom wilderness to springing grass.
From barren waste to jiving green—
We weep that they no more arc seen;
And that the River flows between.
A!>! could we follow where they go.
And pierce the holy shade they find.
One grief were ours—to stay behind!
One hope—to join the blest unseen!
To plant our steps where theirs have been,
And find no river flows between!

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In the Religious World.
Dr. Robert Laws, probably the greatest

living missionary in the foreign field, has
been the recipient of many congratulation*
upon the completion this month of forty
years’ unbroken service in Central Africa
As the head of the famous Scottish Presby-
terian Mission at Livingstonia, he has play.
cd many parts since 1875, as pioneer, doc­
tor, engineer, explorer, architect, surveyor,
builder, electrician, linguist, printer, and ag­
riculturalist. Village schools are universal
over a wide area in Nyassa territory, the
mission alone having 860 schools, 1560
teachers, and 50,000 scholars under its con­
trol. The medical work is equally striking
in results, with eight medical missionaries,
whose patients numbered 40,000 last year.'

Mr. W. J. Bryan, cx-Secretary of State
for the United States, gave an address at
the Winona Bible Conference, taking as a
text the first commandment, “ Thou shalt
have no other gods before Me.” He de­
scribed the false gods as the gods of gold,
fashion, fame, intellectuality, travel, chance,
passion and drink. “ These gods,” he said,
“are all summed up in one god—self.” Dr.
A. C. Dixon, of the Metropolitan Taber­
nacle, following Mr. Bryan’s address, vig­
orously objected to some of Mr. Bryan’s
anti-war sentiments. “ War in its exter­
nals is hell, but in its sacrifices it is heaven,"
Dr. Dixon said. “ Michael and the rebel­
lious angels were driven out of heaven by
a war made on them. If there had been no
war in heaven, heaven itself would have be­
come hell."

Because of the new lighting regulations
the Sunday evening service at St. Paul's
Cathedral, London, is discontinued.

Dr. Leu G. Broughton, who went recent­
ly from London to the First Church, Knox­
ville, Tenn., is, says the Chicago “ Stand­
ard," broken in health, and is at the sana­
torium at Clifton Springs. Dr. Broughton
is reported to have said that he had been
“cured of an independent church.” He
thinks that “independentism” has seen its
day.

T. H. Darlow, the Literary Superintend­
ent of the British and Foreign Bible Soci­
ety, points out that the Society was born
under the shadow of the sword. It was
founded in 1804, when England was in the
agony of her long struggle with Napoleon.
Its marvellous efforts in previous wars have
been far surpassed during recent months.
For example, a New Testament was pre­
sented to each member of the contingent?
from the Overseas Dominions anti Colonics.
In Canada alone 60.000 Testaments have
been thus distributed. Thousands of Tes­
taments and Gospels have been sent to
British prisoners in the German internment
camps.

A Brave Exponent of Our Plea.
An Appreciation from our Federal

President.
We have lost a brave and valiant soldier

of the Cross by the death of Bro. D. A.
Ewers.

To my knowledge he had worked cease­
lessly by night and day, with voice and pen,
to further the interests of the Redeemer’s
kingdom for over thirty years. Liberal in
his views, and progressive in his ideals, he
nevertheless remained stalwart and true to
the principles of the Restoration movement.

He was an outspoken and caustic critic
of some of our methods, and wrought dili­
gently to make our plea attractive to the re­
ligious world. I have always received pro­
fit from his writings.

In New South Wales he was instrumen­
tal in lifting the church at Petersham to a
high level. It was during his ministry that
their present chapel was erected.

Later, he came again to this State, and
did splendid work as evangelist and organ­
ising secretary.

His optimism was contagious, and few
could resist his wit and humor. His appeals
for Home Mission funds were always ef­
fective.

I followed him at Petersham, and he fol­
lowed me at Perth, W.A. In that State
some fifty additions were made to the
church during his first year’s service. He
won a good degree everywhere, and his in­
fluence was far-reaching.

Personally, I regret very much that he
has left us, and as Federal President will
miss his advice. Bro. Ewers vvas a shrewd
and wise administrator, -and his place will
be hard to fill.

I admired him for his fixity of purpose
and for his brave fight against a physical
infirmity that would have depressed the
majority of evangelists.

His contribution to the success and wel­
fare of the brotherhood has been a good
one. We thank God for his zealous labors
and rejoice in his fidelity "even until death.”

but it was not to be. At 11.30 p.m. I re­
ceived a telephonic message to come at once
as’ he had gone to his reward. A man loyal
to the cause with which he was identified,
who spared not himself, who bravely re­
mained in harness to the last, ami who in
the hands of God was permitted to do a
great work.—Walter J. Manning.

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The Funeral.
“ Oh. dentil, where is thy sting? O grave,

where is thy victory?” On Sunday aftei-
noon all that was mortal of David Amos
Ewers was placed in the grave to await the
resurrection morn. His spirit had gone to
be with Jesus. A brief service was con­
ducted at the liouse, H. J. Horsell rcidmg
the words of comfort which Jesus spoke to
his disciples, and which John records in the
14th chapter, after which Ira A. Paternos­
ter led in prayer. Many tears were min­
gled with tliosc of the family bereaved, yet
not the tears of those who have no hope.
The casket was slowly borne from the
house by Bren. II. J. Horsell, W. Morrow,
II. R. Taylor, W. J. Manning, G. Perriam,
G. Clarke, J. E.’Thomas, and I. A. Pater­
noster, and the cortege proceeded to West
Terrace Cemetery. In front were the chil­
dren of the Mile End Bible School, where
otir. brother spent so many years in loving
service, and the officers of the church. Fol­
lowing were members of the Home Mission
Committee, brother preachers, and many
member.- of the churches and friends.
Grote-st. Bible School joined the procession
along the route.

Upon arrival at the cemetery there was
seen immediately the esteem in which Bro.
Ewers was held. A large gathering of
church members and many friends had as­
sembled out of sympathy. It would be im-
jxjssible here to state the many expressions
from loving hearts which were heard as wc
passed on our way to the grave. One said,
” He buried my mother." Another,” I was
baptised by him.” Still another, “ I have
I >vcd him for many years.” There were
hundreds present who felt their personal
loss!

The bearers, representing, as they did, the
church at Mile End. the Federal Confer­
ence, the Home Mission Committee, the
Foreign Mission Committee, and the Bible
School Union, were preceded on their way
to the grave by the scholars and church
vh >ir, -inging hymns of hope and comfort,
the soft sweet tones being wafted on the
breezes indicative of that peace and rest
which wc arc all conscious our brother now
enjoys.

(hir father in Israel, T. J. Gore, officiated
at the grave. How beautiful was the
sound of those words so confidently s|x>ken
by our brother: " 1 am the resurrection and
the life, sailh the I«ord.... Whosoever liv-
cth and belicveth on me shall never die.”
J. Wilt-hire, the preacher of the Mile End
church, announced the favorite hymn of our
late brother:

W.i- there ever kindest shepherd
Half s:i penile, half so sweet,
As the Saviour, who would have 11-
Conte and gather at his feet?
For the love of God is broader

And the heart of the Eternal
F most wonderfully kind."

After the hymn had been sung through,

Bro. Wiltshire led the company in prayer.
Bro. E. W. Pittman then spoke as President
of the Conference. He said he had known
Bro. Ewers in Victoria and in South Aus­
tralia, and had often wondered how one
man could jjossibly do so much work. He
was always with his pen and voice ready to
do all he could to extend Christ’s kingdom.

J. E. Thomas also sj>oke a few words.
He said no man was more widely known in
our brotherhood than Bro. Ewers. Tele­
grams had come from all over Australia.

There's a wideness in God's mercy,

Wc should take him at his word.
And our lives would be all sunshine

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The Closing Hours.
The following extract from a statement

prepared for the immediate friends of the
family tells u> of the last days of our bro­
ther:—

bather was in quite his’usual health un­
til Wednesday, September 22nd. lie had
put in a great deal of time and care over
South Australian Conference matters, the
Conference being held on September 9 to
16. The death of H. D. Smith affected
father greatly. He had considerable pain
in the region of theJtcart before Mr.Smith’s
funeral, and mother had very great diffi­
culty in getting him home. He immediately
went to bed, and for two weeks suffered
intensely at times. Then all pain left him,
and on October 25th he and mother went
to Stirling for a week While there father
developed a serious shortness of breath,
the slightest exertion causing distress. For
the next three weeks he continued in.this
state, sometimes being a little better, lie
gradually took interest in his ordinary af­
fairs, and wrote letters and articles for the
“ Christian,” etc. He knew that he was a
changed man, and that his eml might come
at any time, but thought that possibly he
might be spared to do light work, writing,
organising, etc., and was eager to make
fresh arrangements with the Home Mission
Committee. His one great expectation was
that of seeing his four sons again at Christ­
mas. No doubt he had matters he wished
to discuss, ami arrangements he wished to
make, knowing full well that he would
never see them again. He fully expected,
however, to live till this Christmas time.

On Thursday, November 18th, father
was very restless, and passed a very bad
night, but next day he appeared very much
better, and put in a large part of the day
writing, finishing Editorial Notes for the
"Christian” with great difficulty. He said
to mother, "If the people get as weary
reading these as I am in writing them, they
will not he very interesting." He was bent
on attending the Home Mission Committee
meeting at night; and. as the doctor gave
permission, did so. returning home alxmt
I0.30, apparently none the worse. After
talking cheerfully for some time, he retired:
and, after getting into bed. got his watch
and took his pulse. He exclaimed. 96:24
too high." These were his last words. He
turned his eves slightly toward mother, and
in a minute' he was gone, without making
further sign. His eml was as calm ami
peaceful as could be. Wires were sent to
all the capitals, and most of the churches
heard the sad news on Sunday. Friends
were very kind indeed to mother, and did
everythin;; possible for her. On Sunday
montintf Percy and Will, arrived, and tin-
cheered mother considerably. A very large
number of people came to take the last look
at one they loved so well.

The brotherhood in Australia will always
be indebted to I). A. Ewers for his great
work for God in the lung years of hLs earth­
ly ministry. There has been no m..re ener­
getic or faithful preacher in this Common­
wealth. He had remarkable natural gifts
as an organiser, and as a writer. He wa*
as well a clear, convincing ami consecrated
preacher • >1 the Word. Few men air. ng us
had such a grip of the W< rd of G<id and of
the distinctive plea <>f the Churches of
Christ. It i> a great Ions to a growing
movement that he has been removed from
us. He has been such a sane thinker, such
a kindly-spoken defender of.the principles
for which we stand, and such a brotherly
adviser to all, that we feel that a father in
Israel has gone. He always had wi-e coun­
sel concerning possible dangers ahead, but
went furward fearlessly, and with the op­
timism of faith and hope. He was an in­
spiration to his brethren, ami we can scarce­
ly contemplate how much he has really
done for the great cause with which he has
been so long identified. He was a most
striking example of a self-made, yet God-
made, man. He did whatever he could with
all his might, and did hi' be-t to encourage
others to do the same. 1 lis life is deserving
of our highest tribute, and wc younger men
are the richer for our choice fellowship
with him. He has always been to me a
source of profound admirati -n as he battled
against physical infirmity, ami the handicap
under which he labored when his asthma
grew so bad at times that he seemed like
Paul to literally experience what it was to
alxniml and to suiter need, and to do all
things through Chri-t who .strengthened
him. His place will be hard to till, for
there are few men with such all round
qualifications ami endowments as he had.
My ministry at Grote-st has been made -o
much easier and mure fruitful and blessed
by the splendid work he did prior to my ar­
rival. I le knew he was only filling the gap,
but he labored devotedly ami unselfishly
that the church was in a splendid condition
when I came. Mong with my brethren I
had hoped to see him remain and still help
us by his counsel: and though he is no
longer here in Ixxly. we can all *-ay that "he
being dead yet speaketh.” He rests from
his lalxirs. but his work' follow him. May
the memory of his devoted life ami loyal,
loving service be an inspiration to us. and
may wc be faithful to uur Master tliat
though another worker beloved lias been
railed to his reward by the laird of the Har­
vest, yet we shall see that the work still con­
tinues.

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A Useful Man.
In the departure of Bro. 1). A. Ewers we

not only know he has gone, but we feel
he is not here. We were nowhere near
ready to lose him. We had regarded his
presence and work as a necessity, and if we
ever thought of the inevitable end. we plac­
ed it many years ahead. From his own
words I judge he placed it there himself,
until he found him-elf suddenly incapacitat­
ed for work, and then he thought and said
that work would soon be finished. How it
came to be, seemed to puzzle him, but if it
meant departure, he was ready to depart.

Wlto did not know Bro. Ewers? 1 knew
him well. I can only ask for room to refer
to him particularly as a useful man, but
must first say that I knew him as a Chris­
tian. His religion was Christian only. Our
Lord’s description of his messengers as
“laborers in his harvest” was truly applic­
able to him. I Ic was a great laborer, and
did many things. He had a dear under­
standing of those Bible truths which called
into existence the Restoration movement,
closely adhered to what is termed the aim
of the churches of Christ, and had an in­
timate acquaintance with the history and
progress of the brotherhood. His preach­
ing was distinctly for the purpose of turn­
ing men to God. He preached the gospel,
believing it to be the power of God unto
salvation to everyone that bclicveth, and his
speaking was clear and direct, never involv­
ed or difficult to understand. His work was
of an aggressive and progressive nature,
hence his success as a pioneer preacher, ami
his writings were particularly plain, terse
and interesting reading. He could write’up
matter for publication without hesitation or
apparent difficulty in finding suitable words.
His efficiency and acceptability in every de­
partment of church work—if we except
singing—marked him out as a man who
was fit and ready to he used for every good
work, and the brethren always recognised
his worth by accepting his varied services.
The presence of Bro. Ewers anywhere
gave an assurance that if help was needed
he could and would render it. He was a
master of details, and nothing was too in­
significant for him to do if it would help the
cause. One never felt afraid that he would
make a mess of anything he undertook, or
say or do anything which would be much
better if not said or done. His latter years
were specially devoted to Home Mission
work, and I think in this he rose to the
highest peak’of his life work. One feature
in all his work was his reliability; he felt
he must personally attend to everything
which he had undertaken; he knew no neg­
ligence. It seems to me this characteristic
made him set his mind on attending the
committee meeting on the evening of his
death, and in doing so strained his diligence
to its utmost limit. His devoted and useful
life is ended. He has gone from his fam­
ily, from the church, and from the world.
Where has he gone? Gone to be with
Christ, which is far better.—Jas. Manning.

A Great Worker.

me over the 'phone on Friday night. I could
not realise it, for only a little over an hour
ago we had wished him good-night at the
Home. Mission Committee meeting. Early
on Friday afternoon I had gone out to his
home, and enjoyed fellowship with him. We
had tea, and, together with Sister Ewers
and Miss Nettie, walked around the garden.
Bro. Ewers took great pains to show me
the crop of passion-fruit, and expressed the
hope that it would be ripe at Christmas,

talked over the work of the churches, which
were ever his first thought, and he express­
ed the hope that my trip the coming week
would be a help to the brethren. He felt,
however, that this work for him was at an
end. “ I could have wished to be spared
for many years in this work, as nothing
gave me greater pleasure than to visit the
brethren, and in this way help forward the
work. But I am afraid those days arc at an
end.

Webster’s famous remark to a young

lawyer, who complained that the legal pro­
fession was over-crowded, “there is plenty
of room at the top." will apply to the Chris­
tian Church. While there are quite enough
minimum Christians (who will probably
have only a minimum heaven) there are
some who arc becoming sick of themselves
and of their low attainments. To be barely
alive does not satisfy them. " Friend, go up
higher!" He who imparted to you such
spiritual life as you have, offers to you “ life
more abundantly." Jesus Christ is the in­
exhaustible source of strength and joy, and
it depends upon yourself how much of these
you shall possess. Growth is not a momen­
tary, magical gift; it is a process, and you
must do the growing. Paul was no perfec­
tionist when he exclaimed. ’’ Bill one thing
I do; J press on toward the goal unto the
prize of the high calling of God in Jesus
Christ.” There was something yet higher
before him.

Just what are the essentials of that more
abundant life that you should strive after?
The first one is—more faith. A feeble faith
may move mole-hills; it takes a stalwart
faith to move mountains. It is the feeble­
ness of the grip on the Almighty Saviour
and Lord that makes it so difficult to stand
a heavy strain, or carry a heavy load, or ex­
ert a powerful influence over other hearts
and lives. This is the secret of a vast deal
of the unfruitful preaching in the pulpit,
and unfruitful teaching in Sabbath Schools,
and of failures generally to accomplish
much good m the world. I/iok over the
official rejorts of a great number of chur­
ches and you will see that they barely hold
their own ; many—in the mercantile phrase
—have ceased to “pay any dividend.” “Ac­
cording to your faith be it unto you"; that
is Christ’s measurement of spiritual power.
If a minister docs not know whom he be­
lieves. and docs not know that the book he
holds in his hand is God’s own “fire and
hammer," he will not be likely to melt, or to
break many hard, stubborn hearts. Doubt
means debility; unbelief means death. What
is true of ministers is equally true of all
Christians.

Faith is vastly more than an intellectual
process or a mental assent to divine truth.
It is vastly more than a devout emotion, and
a mighty different thing from the pious fet­
ish that some religious quacks are now em­
ploying for purposes of delusion. A gen­
uine Christian faith is just the grappling
union of the soul with the omnipotent Son
of God. "1 am the vine; ye arc the
branches; abide in me." That is the way
in which Christ puts it; and faith makes
that very union. The closer your connec­
tion with Jesus is, the greater will be the
amount of faith that flows into your soul
and out into your daily life. I have seen a
current of electricity sent through a large
horseshoe magnet that enabled it to lift four
thousand |>ounds; the moment that the cur­

rent was drawn off the weights dropped to
the floor. The more abundant your faith,
the fuller and more potent will be the in­
flow of Jesus Christ. " Not I." exclaimed
the old giant of a|x>stolic days—"not 1, but
Christ liveth in me; and the life that I now
live in the flesh. 1 live by faith in the Son of

\\ ith increase of faith will come great in­
crease of spiritual vigor. When a person’s
system is in a low, impoverished condition,
he is liable to catch any fevers which are
prevailing. It is a feeble spiritual life that
breeds self-seeking and covetousness and
worldlmess. and also exposes one to the
ague-fits of unbelief. As weak blood
breeds ulcers, so a weak spiritual state
breeds sinful lusts. With a sick soul, as
with a sick body, the problem is whether
there is internal vitality enough to slough
off the disease. " I have prayed for thee
that thy faith fail not." said Jesus, when
Simon Peter was in a wretchedly bad way;
and but for imparted grace that ugly assault
of Satan in Pilate’s courtyard might have
been the end of |xx>r Peter. After he was
endued with the more abundant vigor of
Christ’s promised Spirit, he withstood fifty­
fold stronger pressure without flinching. It
is very encouraging to weak Christians that
the poltroon who was frightened by the
sneers of a servant-girl, lived to face Her­
od’s gaolers and the threats of death with­
out turning purple in the lips. Why should
any Christian be so feeble and so easily up­
set when he might be strengthened with all
the power, in the inner man, according to
the might of Jesus Christ?

You say that you are not happy; and I do
not wonder. None of us are as happy as
we might be. Many professed Christians
carry such repulsive countenances ami ir­
ritable tongues, and shed around them such
a chill, that if they should ever try to win
an unconverted person, that person might
well retort: “ No. I thank you; if your re­
ligion carries such a face as yours, I don’t
want it.” Such Christians cheat themselves
out of their birthright; Jesus promised
them that if they continued to abide in his
love, his joy would remain in them, and
their joy would be full. Mounts of rapture
are only occasionally reached in the best
lives; hut a healthy person enjoys a ripe
pear or an orange. A loyal husband enjoys
the welcoming kiss of a loving wife at bis
threshold: and there must be something
wrong in you if you profess to love Christ
and pretend to be working for him, and find
no delight in it. How can you possess
Christ and a clean conscience, and not be
happy over it ?

Joy is love looking at its treasures. The
richer you become in having Christ with
you here, and in the expectation of being
with him forever, the more investments you
make in helping other people, and drying
tears and saving mH1L, the fuller will be
your jewel-casket. If yon say to me: “J 

have not enjoyed my religion much lately”
then I may suggest to you that you had i't
much religion to enjoy. Turn a new leaf •
make a new start, with the honest question’
“ Lord, what wilt thou have me to do?” and*
then do it. 1 iis smile will give you sunshine
and put a new song into your mouth. pUf
more conscience into your religion. Weak­
ness means wickedness. Don’t worry over
outside troubles: if you have peace of con­
science, you can stand rough weather cheer­
fully. Jesus offers you “life more abund­
antly” ; grasp the offer and, quitting the
boggy and dark low grounds, let him lead
you up higher!—Theodore L. Cuyler.

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Lemnos to London.
By F. J. Miles, Chaplain to the Forces, representing Churches of Christ, Baptists, and

Congregationalism.

Never in my wildest flights of imagination
could I have thought that I should one day find
myself on the largest liner afloat steaming through
the Aegean Sea at over 22 knots an hour on my
way to England; yet that is exactly what has
liappcncd. It came about in this way. It has
been the practice to send a chaplain from Anz-’ic
to Mudros Bay, Lemnos, fur a period of seven
days to visit the sick and wounded in the hos­
pitals there, many of whom arc Australians and
New Zealanders. The Australians and New Zea­
land chaplains have been taking their turns at this
duty. When first asked to go, I begged to be ex­
cused, as the reinforcements of the four battalions
of our Brigade were all in a training camp behind
the firing line for four weeks, and 1 had a splen­
did opportunity for continuous work with them
tor a month. Later it came to my turn tn go on
August 2. I travelled by Fleet Sweeper to Mud­
ros Bay, and found that instead of staying at the
No. 1 Australian Stationary Hospital, as had for­
merly Ixcn the custom, it had been arranged that
chaplains should live on the-----------the Head­
quarters of the Staff of the General in charge of
the Line of Communications, and from there visit
the hospitals ashore. While engaged in this duly,
the new landings on the Peninsula at Anzac and
North of it were made by part of Kitchener’s
Army. Of this new movement you have read in
the daily press. This involved provision being
made for a large number of wounded. I heard
it rumoured that the “Aquitania" was to be sent
to England direct with wounded. It is usual for
a chaplain to travel on each hospital ship. The
“Aquitania" had brought troops out, and it seem­
ed unlikely that there would be a chaplain aboard.
1 found that -',300 wounded were to be sent home
on her, and there was no chaplain on board. The
Medical Staff said that chaplain must go. Would
I? There was no other available on the spot; it
was a most important and urgent call, and I said
that if my Divisional Headquarters had no objec­
tion 1 would go. On cabling, the requisite au­
thority was given, and on August 18th, I was
transferred Io the biggest ship of the Cun-
ard lune, called away from the trans-
Atlantic service. She is not the largest ship in
the world. The “ Iinpcrator’’ and " Vaterland"
arc larger, but they are both interned. Thus the
“Aquitania" is the largest on the sea and in set
vice. She is 130 feet longer than the " Maure­
tania," and ill-fated " Lusitania," a newer vessel,
having only been twelve months in commission.
Her bridge is too feet above the sea level, and
all her proportions are colossal. From two other
vessels we transferred some 2390 wounded and
sick to this great ocean liner, and left Mudros
Hay in the early morning of Sunday, August 15.
Skirling the Grecian coast, we steamed round the
south of Italy, then round the western coast of
Sicily, and making a north-easterly course, reach
cd Naples during the morning of August 17. We
.stayed there for 24 hours, taking in coal and
water. We then steamed for Gibraltar, which
was reached at noon on the goth. We left again
immediately on receipt of orders. We reached
Southampton on Atigu't 23, after a fine voyage.'
We could have reached port much earlier, but the
boom called for arrival by daylight. The trip
could have been both shorter and quicker on such
a ship, but safety was the greatest consideration.
and we zigzagged considerably, and went scores
of miles out of our course in order to secure it.
The voyage was not without its dangers. Not br­
ing a registered hospital ship, w < could n 4 fly the
Red Cross flag or claim any privileges or protec
tion under (he Geneva Convention. At 2 o’clock
on the first day we passed over the spot where the
“Royal Edward" had Lien torpedoed the day
before. On the last afternoon at sea a steamer
was torpedoed fifty miles west of us in the Atlan­
tic. Probably the submarine was waiting for us 

on the supposition that we were going to Liver­
pool.

The great hulk of the wounded were, British.
but there were 222 Australians and 232 New Zea­
landers, while of the 107 officers, I! hailed from
the Sunny South. There were also several Aus­
tralians 0:1 hoard who were holding commissions
in British Regiments. There were 16 doctors, 90
orderlies, 30 nursing sisters, and several passen­
gers. Together with a crew of 672, these made a
goodly ship’s company.

When we originally left Australia we fully ex­
pected to go to England to complete our training,
and I certainly looked forward to seeing my
mother. I last left her (for India) in t888. It
was a disappointment to he side-tracked in Egypt,
but it was manifestly the right thing, and had <o
be regarded as "His appointment." Had I gone
home then 1 should have hail to face the rigors of
the English winter. Now, in God’s good time, 1
came nt the best .'cason of the year, not only to
meet my mother and relatives, but also to ‘cc my
wife and youngest son, who arc now in Lon Ion.
And think of the luxury, to which I take quite
naturally. “ Rich in faith," the Baptist pastor may
Ik-, but he is usually not overburdened with this
world's goods. Yet here was 1—a Baptist minis­
ter—rising from my rich, wooden bedstead in my
state room in the morning, and taking the lift to
the gymnasium, riding an electric horse, taking
rowing exercise and finally swimming in a mar­
ble-faced pool 36 feet in length. After all, such
comfort ami convenience were fitting .for “the
child of a King." Though my orders arc, after
reporting at the War Office, etc., to immediately
return to the front, I have had the joy of happy
reunion with my loved ones while in the pursu­
ance of my duty, and without waiting indefinitely
for the end of the campaign. God is good. My
friends in Australia will understand how intense
is the song of praise in my heart. 1 have been in­
structed to return by the same ship. She is re­
fitting, and I am getting a whole week here among
my relatives and the scenes of my earlier years.
It gives me an opportunity tn meet some of our
own sick and wounded men.

I add a few notes that may not be without in­
terest to your readers. Lemnos is not so familiar
a name to Bible lovers as Patmos, Samothracc,
and other places in the Grecian Archipelago, yet
it lias its own very distinct fame From time im­
memorial its earth has been noted for it*. healing
properties, and has been exported for medicinal
purpo-c-. Earthenware vessels made from it have
claimed for them the virtue of making it
impossible for anyone drinking from them to be
poisoned. There is still healing fame attadied
to the island, for at Thermos or Therma, about
five miles inland from the site of our Australian
No. 2 Stationary and No. 3 General Hospitals, arc
hot sulphur springs of very great medicinal value.
Castro or Castra, the capital of the island, is old-
fashioned and quaint, with cobbled streets and
grape sines growing over trellis work over your
head as you pass along. Here also is the resid­
ence of the Greek Governor of the island, and an
old time Genoese fort capping a bill and looking
most imposing from the sea. The population of
the i-l.md is mostly Greek, and the people arc
clean ami mat in their dress. One day 1 visited
a village called "Portiano," and wandered through
its streets These were narrow, ami for the most
part quite unpaved. Where any attempt at pav­
ing hail bee.1 made, it was simply the laying of a
few fl it -tone- on the surface. The houses are of
stone and brick, and most <•( them have an up
Stairs floor A central space in the village, bcau-
tif.illy Minded from the noun-day glare by thickly
foli.igul trees, 1. surrounded by cafes. Although
only 150 pe p!e inhabit this village, there is a fine
.T-rated water plant dose by this square. A house
also exhibits the sign of enterprise—“Photographs

done here." There arc several small village*
dose at hand. In one street I found a blacksmith
at work. Behind his fire two pair-, of hdlmv.—
one to the right and one on the left. The blow^
.stood between them, with one hand on each, and
worked them alternately. Many of the women
neatly and cleanly dollied, and with hair care'
fully dressed, were sitting outside their hon>cs in
the shade sewing and spinning. Quite a number
were at the first floor window-, working sewing
machines. Yd it was quite early in the day, ani|
in many places one could mention the housewives
would have been le-s tidy. The belter class wo­
men dress just like our- do, but minus the hat.
The poorer ones go barefooted, ami the Ijlnring
men bind bagging round their feet and up to their
knees in place of boots and putties. One buy
proudly wrote the name of the village in English
in my pocket book, and was highly delighted when
1 returned the compliment in Greek. The wo­
men do their washing in the fields, and lay the
clothes out :» dry. The chief feature of flic
landscapes throughout these islands of the Gre­
cian Archipelago i< the old-type windmill, med
for grinding the corn that grows well on them all.
Fruit is nmv in season; a large bunch of grapt*
can he obtained for a penny, and greengages are
large, luscious and cheap. Donkeys arc med as
beasts of burden, with the same style of pannier
as in Egypt. 1 saw tw.i sheep being taken !<»
market by this mean- 

1 was last in Naples in 1882, during a Medi­
terranean trip that enabled me to hear the gum
firing at the bombardment of Alexandria. Little
did I dream that 1 should be there on duty in con­
nection with a war thirty-three years later. Al
Naples the breakwater and all the inner basins
are new, and have greatly improved the port. It
was a great sight to watch this tremendous trans-
Atlantic liner being berthed in one of these inner
basin-. Though many changes are apparent, noth­
ing lias changed the almost incomparable beauty
of the place. Personally 1 regard Genoa as seen
from the >c.-., tier above tier of houses facing the 
gulf, a> even more beautiful than Naples as seen
from the sea, but the latter was feast of beauty
enough for our fellows. Those who could stand
or walk, hung on to the sides of the vessel, with
fascinated gaze fixed on the Fort of St. Elmo, the
Monastery whence comes Chartreuse, or the cra­
ters of Vesuvius.

Aged and Infirm Evangelists' Trust of
the Churches of Christ in Australia.
At a recent meeting of the above Committee it

was decided that the funds of the Trust be separ­
ated, one account t > be known as the Endowment
bund Account, the other as the General Account,
both with the Savings Bank of New South Wales.

All contributions received from the evangelists
to the Endowment Fund have been paid to the
credit of the Endowment Fund Account, together
with the subsidies granted by the Committee ami
the interest on the contributions allowed by the
Committee. All future contributions by the evan­
gelists, subsidies and interest allowed by the Com­
mittee will be treated in the same manner, so that
the amount standing to the credit of the Endow­
ment Fund account will always represent the to­
tal indebtedness of the Trust to those contribut­
ing to the Endowment Scheme. This money will
never be used for any other ptiqiosc than the pay­
ment of claims as they arise.

The amount at the credit of the General Ac­
count, together with other investments, will rep­
resent the amounts contributed by the churches
and individual brethren throughout the Common­
wealth to the fund, less the amount paid away as
relief, subsidies and interest granted by the Com­
mittee and ail working expenses.

This separation of the accounts is another step
in the right direction, and places the Trust on a
better and clearer footing than ever. For the pur­
pose of showing the evangelists how sound the
linancial position of the Trust is, let me say that
for every £t that the Trust is liable for under the
luul.nvmcnt Scheme, the Trust has, consolidating
both funds. £.1/13/6 in either cash or liquid as-

Otlier matters under consideration arc the al­
teration in the title of the Trust, and the incorpor­
ation • the Trust. These will mean slight alter­
ations in the rules governing the Trust, but the
alterations will not in any way affect or alter the
principles of the Endowment Fund.

The Committee again urges the evangelists who
hate not ><, far become contributors to commence
at once. As business men the Committee con
siders the Endowment Scheme provides an abso­
lutely safe and remunerative investment.
