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A Prayer for Suffering and for Service.
Our familiarity with common sayings of­

ten hides the strangeness or greatness of
the truths they convey. No group of words
is more in use among Christian people than
that which our Master gave in the model
prayer, and that which he himself used in
his Gethsemane petition. Yet, how strange
the words sound when addressed to an Al­
mighty God by a finite creature! "Thy
will be done!"—but " Who hath resisted
his will?” In a true sense we may
believe that the Divine purpose mu.'t
be worked out; we are explicitly told
that God “worketh all things after the coun­
sel of his will.” Still, while neither on earth
nor in hell can God’s will be permanently
and finally thwarted, we are to-day sadly
aware that his will is not done on earth.
Free will and divine omnipotence may seem
to be an abiding antinomy. “I would, but ye
would not” may contain a mystery which
the Christian theologian ami philosopher
cannot solve, but at any rate the words af­
ford an explanation of the state of the war­
ring world to-day. " In the world what
is the meaning of all this want and misery?
al) this violence and sin and shame? all these
lives so grievously wasted? all these faces
on which God’s image is so deplorably de­
faced? all this ‘insane religion, degraded
art, merciless war, sullen toil, detestable
pleasure, and vain and vile hope in which
the nation.", of the world have lived since
first they bear record of themselves?’ ” The
meaning is that God's will is disregarded
ami defied.
A life principle.

A principle for a life lurks in the words
of the familiar prayer. The follower of
Christ can find no better life’s motto than
that winch is attributed to our I«ord Jesus:
" Lo, I come to do thy will, O God." Arch­
bishop I^eighton summed up the Christian’s
desire in this, "that his own will may be an­
nihilated and the will of God placed in its
room: that he may have no will hut God’s;
that he may be altogether subject to God's
commanding, and his working will, to do
what he command’', and to be heartily con­
tent with what he does; for both these
things arc in it." This is confidently pre­
sented as the only way to peace of mind, to
quietness and contentment. ” Who is there
so outwardly prosperous, but meets with
many things that cross his will.-” Some
Christian folk have manifestly done the
thing which Leighton recommends. Luther, 

for instance, dared to say: “ I do not ask
Thy will be done, but My will be done. For
thy will is now my will, and I best get my
own will by unquestioning acceptance of
thine.” Few of us will be so bold as to talk
thus: and we have the best authority and
example for putting the petition in another
form, " Not my will, but thine, be done.”

One of the flawless lines written by one
of the three geatest poets of earth sets forth
the reward of him who subordinates his hu­
man will to the divine. " In his will is our
peace”: surely Dante learnt it from the
Lord and his word. Our English |x)et, too,
has caught the spirit of obedience and sub­
mission :

“Our wills arc ours, wc know not how;
Our wills arc ours to make them thine.”

God’s will embraces both sutiering and
serving." The petition, " Thy will be done,"
clearly has to do with both of these, though
we very frequently limit it to one.
The prayer of resignation.

When our Lord Jesus in Gethsemane
prayed in agony for the removal of the cup,
he added, " Nevertheless, not my will, but
thine, be’ done." We have here the perpet­
ual condition of acceptable prayer. If in the
Father's provision for the salvation of men
it was needful for the well-beloved Son to
drain to the dregs the cup of agony, then
he, the obedient Son, was willing to drink.
lie who saved others could not himself be
saved. Wc note that while the bitter cup
did not pass from our Saviour, still the
prayer was heard and answered: " There
appeared from heaven an angel strengthen­
ing him.” So in " Thy will be done” lies
also the condition of answered prayer.

Was there ever a time when the prayer
of submission was more appropriate than
now? The woes of the world were never so
great. Very many of God’s children are
called upon to drink the cup of sorrow.
They may well pray that it may pass; yet
thrice blessed are they if they can add.
" Nevertheless, thy will be done.” The ex­
periences which he brings to us.or permits to
come to us, oft cause us wonder and dis­
tress; but let us stay our souls with the
thought that wc are never beyond the circle
of his love and care. ” If we be his (as wc
profess), then we may be assured he loves
us; and if we believe that, and withal be­
lieve that he is wiser than wc, then we must
confess that whatsoever he doth with us is 

better than our own choosing for ourselves
could be.” Our appropriate prayer will be:

” Renew my will from day to day:
Blcml it with thine; and take away
All mw that makes it hard to say,

‘ Thy will be done.'"

The prayer of service.
It would almost seem as if Christian folk

were so impressed with the thought of res­
ignation to the divine will, that they read
into the third petition of the model prayer
the thought of passive .submission instead of
that of active service. It may be regarded
as certain that when Jesus told his disciples
to pray, " Thy will be done on earth as it
is in heaven," he had the joyous, ready ser­
vice which the heavenly hosts ever render.

For us to pray, " Thy will be done,"
means that we earnestly endeavor to carry
out the Lord’s behests, and seek to get
others to fashion their lives after the divine
pattern given to man. The petition reminds
us that

" Gml cannot make men’s best
Without best men to help him."

One writer is recorded as praying, in the
light of our Lord's petition, that God would
"tame, evangelise and angclisc" his will.
The method of heaven is the pattern fur
earth—"as it is in heaven." How is God’s
will done in heaven? Leightun says the
obedience in heaven is (t) universal, with­
out choosing and excepting; (2) cheerful;
(3) unanimous and harmonious. The
psalmist says:
‘••Bless Jehovah, ye hi' angel',
That are mighty in strength, that fulfil his word.
Hearkening unto the voice of his word."
This is an appropriate attitude on earth.

Wc may re-echo the wish of F. W. Far­
rar: "Oh, that we all felt more those say­
ings of the old Rabbis: ‘The day is short,
the work abundant, the laborers remiss, the
reward great, the Master presses’, there­
fore ‘be bold as a leopard, swift as an eagle,
bounding a> a stag, brave as a lion, to do the
will of thy Father which is in heaven.’”

Paul was a great man who might have

been great under any circumstances, be­
cause he possessed great qualities, anl
would very largely have made his own cir­
cumstances. But that he was a great apos­
tle, a great teacher and preacher, and a
great soul-winner, does not necessarily arise
out of these natural endowments. Indeed,
if Paul a> his own candid critic can be relied
upon, then one would be disposed to con­
clude that Paul found his natural endow­
ments a hindrance rather than a help in the
things of the Spirit. Does he not say “Cod
forbid that 1 should glory save in the cross,”
and again, “ What things were gain to me
tho>e I counted loss for Christ,” and again,
" Most gladly therefore will I glory in mine
infirmities, that the ]x,wer of Christ may
rest upon me”? Speaking again to the
Corinthian church, he says, " I came not
with excellency of speech, or of wisdom, de­
claring unto you the testimony of God,....
and I was with you in weakness and in fear
and in much trembling. .. .in demonstration
of the Spirit and of power.”

We arc not to suppose that the ajiostlc’is
advocating puerility in speech and preach­
ing, nor that a man should ape the imbecile
in order to obtain divine approbation. Spur­
geon’s keynote of good preaching is nearer
the mark, which was " B natural,” not "A
liar”

The apostle was simply disapproving
two things, first “the employment of pulpit
pyrotechnics,” and second, “dependence
upon natural gift' and abilities in the work
of the Spirif.” Both end disastrously, to
pulpit and pew alike.

J’atil did not employ these things. It is
to be presumed that he could have done so
had he desired to please men. But he relig­
iously kept the tendency to do so under, and
spoke only speech seasoned with .grace, in
demonstration of the Spirit and of power.

Since Paul h.’id not allowed himself to
gain a reputation as a great orator, we must
look elsewhere for his greatness as a
preacher of the Word, ami as a winner of
souls. The verse at the head of this article,
with many others which the reader may
personally add, stating the same truth, gives
the key to the apostle’s secret.

Paul did not learn preaching first. He
became a preacher of necessity; he simply
could not help himself. Spurgeon’s advice
is again good, “ Young man, don’t preach
if you can help it.” Some young men start
on the second rung of the preaching ladder,
they begin just to preach. Paul began just
to pray. His whole mini-try was but the
outcome of this “first thing” in his Christian
experience. He became a great preacher
and a great everything else because he be­
came just a great "prayer.” Similarly we
find him passing the suggestion on to Tim­
othy his son in the faith. " First of all sup-

plications, prayers, intercessions, and giving
of thanks be made."

Paul’s prayers were not talks with his
Father, were not simply sweet communings
with the Spirit of grace and glory. They
were conflicts, combats, agonies, travailings,
death and.conquests. He woii not on Mars-
Hill by his burning eloquence and zeal. The
eloquence and zeal had been generated in
the secret place. His speech was but the
leaping forth of the flame that had been
kindled by contact with the Divine Spirit
where no eye but God’s could see. “ My
little children of whom. 1 travail in birth
again until Christ be formed in you.” ” I
would that ye knew how great conflict I
have for you.” " Night and day praying
exceedingly.”

Such was Paul as a man of prayer. Such
was the secret of his preaching power and
the source of his success as a winner of
souls. He who will imitate Paul in his
praying will likely accomplish something in
his preaching too.

Biblical Geography and the War.
It is interesting to notice how the geog­

raphy of the war is spreading over the lands
of the Bible, so that, as one religious jour­
nal claims, "The Bible maps are the clear
est interpreters of the latest military move­
ments. A chart of Paul's missionary jour­
neys from the back of our Bibles is a better
exposition of what is going on in the Bal­
kans and Turkey than most newspaper
maps.” The red tide of war is certainly
flowing in the direction of Palestine. Thus
we read, quite incidentally, that, as part of
the preparations for an attack on the Canal,
"a double-track railway line has been con­
structed from Damascus to Jerusalem and
Gaza and some distance beyond the ancieqt
frontier line of Turkey and Egypt to the
Isthmus of Suez. Jerusalem is transformed
into an armed camp, defended by trenches
and containing 100,000 men. All the con­
vents have already been converted into hos­
pitals. with Turkish and German staffs, and
the inhabitants are under strict supervision."
A cablegram reports that "a French cruiser
bombarded and entirely destroyed a German
factory at Haifa (Syria) used for the man­
ufacture of war material." Haifa is at the
foot of Mount Carmel, where the prophet-
of Baal had a bad time. " Baal, on the oc­
casion of the visit of the French cruiser,” is
the comment of a Paris journal, “had ob­
viously gone on a journey.”

If a great battle is fought in Pale-tine, it
would almost certainly be on the plain of
F.sdraelon, the scene of the battles of many
centuries. Fortifications dating back two
thousand year' before Christ have been
found deep beneath the soil of this pain. Be­

twixt the plain of Esdraelon and the plain
of Sharon stands Megiddo, where, as some
people read the Book of Revelation, the
mystic Battle of /Xrmageddon is to be
fought. The traditional site of the Garden
of Eden is at the junction of the Tigris and
Euphrates. Ur of the Chaldees is a little
further up the Euphrates. Think of Turks
and Russians and British fighting over such
classic spot- as these! The great Persian
oil-fields, with their vast storage tanks at
Mohammerah, form part of the landscape
which is the scene of the life of Daniel; and
it is these oil-wells which have, perhaps, in­
spired the march on Bagdad.

Mount Sinai, the Mount of the Law, was
reached in the fighting around Suez lad
year. Akaba, the modern Turkish town
which a British squadron bombarded, Ljl|v
tiny port where Solomon built his navy, /H|C
real hero of the Dardanelles, religious jour­
nals claim, is not Xerxes, or Alexander, or
Leander : it is St. Paid. Renan's "ugly
tie Jew,” with worn cloak and sandals, st'^**

State Schools.
There have been many discussions at our

Slate Conferences in reference to the im­
portant matter of Scriptural Instruction in
State Schools. These have led to frequent
exchanges of opinion and to fraternal dif­
ferences at times. The Methodists of South
Australia have had a somewhat spirited de­
bate upon this fruitful theme, and some
frank statements were made. Mr. O. Lake,
the retiring president, said that the move­
ment for scriptural instruction was an effort
to Anglicise our schools, and he declared.
“You cannot trust the Anglicans in this mat­
ter.” This seems a very strong statement
to make, and only likely to perpetuate par­
tisanship rather than tend to a unifying of
Christian forces. While we are ourselves
not in complete accord with all the claims
made on behalf of the Anglican clergy bas­
ed upon the erroneous doctrine of apostolic
succession, and while we regret their appar­
ent aloofness in some Christian movements
from ministers of other religious bodies, yet
we feel that they are sincere in their desire
to make known the Bible to the young, and
to give them religious instruction in order
to mould the future lives of those who are
in our schools. Mr. Lake or any other
Methodist minister appointed would have
just as much opportunity of instructing the
Methodist children as any Anglican clergy­
man would of teaching those belonging to
his denomination. We fail to see. therefore,
where there is any unfair advantage or any
need for a lack of confidence in those who
seek such a desirable object. There is cer­
tainly a most urgent need for anything that
can improve the morals of our community,
and this can only be accomplished by the
teaching of the Word of God. It is not to
be brought about by mere external reforms.
We are ourselves anxious to avoid anything
that may savour of religious control of our
schools, for we believe they are rightly sec­
ular institutions. We are also desirous of
discountenancing anything that would lead
ministers to usurp in any way authority that
should not be theirs. We believe there would
he no such assumption, and that a* in other
States the scheme would work harmoniously
and beneficially. The great thing alxmt this
proposal is that it has worked well in other
States. This is after all the great argument
for the Bible—it does what it says and
works out in life. We have seen the leach­
ing of the young in schools in Western Aus­
tralia, New South Wales, and Queensland
work amicably and to the help of the young
in the schools. As for ourselves, we think
it is about time men gave over some of their
unworthy controversialism. and entered
more wholeheartedly and unitedly into an
effort to bring God and Christ ami his
teaching into the hearts and lives of the
young in our community, who so often have
no help whatever apart from the Sunday
School, and often do not have the privilege 

of attending there. We would like to see
this scheme given a trial in Victoria and
South Australia. •
The Advance of Temperance Sentiment.

We arc glad to notice that week by week
the demand for m re rigid legislation to
govern the accursed liquor traffic is increas­
ing. The “ Sydney Morning Herald" re­
cently contained a • triking article in which
it declared: " Mr. II >lman is capable of any
casuistry if he sees a -ide track in the path
of Government, especially if bis critics al­
low him opportunity for speech and some­
thing like an argument to be turned or twist­
ed. But in this case no amount of clever
dodging or denial can mask the demand of
the people of New South Wales for early
closing. It has become a roar in unison.
There is no room now for side-stepping. It
may be possible by the arts of Parliamentary
finesse and chicane to put off the issue till
the general election is at hand, but if the
Government takes such a course it will be
fatal—to the Government. An aroused pub­
lic has a knack <»f asserting itself even un­
der existing conditions, and every attempt
of the Premier to double ami twist will
make the final punishment of his time-serv­
ing ami trickery the more severe ami humil­
iating." We do not wish to join in any in­
dictment of any leader in |»olitical life that
may seem beyond our realm as a religious
paper, but we believe there is a great ileal of
wholesome truth in the statement of the
“ Morning Herald.” and events seem to in­
dicate that Mr. Holman as an intelligent
man, if somewhat lacking as a temperance
reformer, is awakening to the fact that the
people arc determined to lessen, if not blot
out, the evil that is being wrought by this
deadly business. Sir Alexander Peacock
has also promised to do some more think­
ing and to “confer with the Cabinet” some
more on the matter. It is to be sincerely
hoped that a gentleman who makes such
frank ami somewhat unbiblical statements
concerning the Kaiser, will seek as well to
see that something is done to damn the ac­
cursed enemy in our midst, that a greater
than Sir Xlexamler said is doing more harm
to our nation than all the German subma­
rines put together. It is regrettable that so
many public men arc so slow in seeing the
signs of the times. The church must gather
fresh courage and hope, and the time will
be hastened when liquor bars will close not
at 6 p.m., but for ever.

The Clergy and Excommunication.
There has been an interesting case in the

Civil Court in Adelaide in which an Angli­
can clergyman was sued by a prominent citi­
zen for damages. The clergyman evidently
overestimated the power of the clergy, and
excommunicated this member of hi- church
because he had criticised the Bishop ami
himself in a manner thought by the clergy­
man to be o blameworthy as to merit such 

punishment. This excommunication was
withdrawn by the minister at the Synod, but
the aggrieved gentleman sought retire— for
damage to his character. Tile Prc-bytcrian
Judge did not think that ckrgy had such
rights as had been claimed, ami awarded
damages at £50. The comment- of the learn­
ed judge were mo-t helpful ami illuminat­
ing. Personally, we regret that such griev­
ances find their way into oar law courts.
especially a- in -ttch a ca-c as thi-. where
we believe the minister i- a m .-t worth} ami
sincere Christian gentleman. It only -hows
that it i- foolish of any minister of the Word
of G >d t.» assume any greater privileges or
prerogatives than th ?.-e intended in the in­
structions given in the New Testament con­
cerning the work and office of an evangelist
or pastor, whose sacred and ('•oil-given dut­
ies are dearly not intended to be any more
to-day than in the ministry of the New Tes­
tament church.

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The Spirit of truth....abideth with you, ant
shall be in you.—John 14: 17.

This matter 01 the Holy Spirit is one of
those points concerning which the Churches
of Christ are sometimes misunderstood. It
is actually reported that there is disbelief
among us and that we believe there is no
1 loly Spirit! That idea is wrong. We are
a Bible people. The Holy Spirit is’in the
Bible. We cannot get that teaching out of
the Bible. We have no desire to take it out.
Therefore, we must include belief in the
Holy Spirit in our religion. We are not in­
fidels on this subject. It may be that some­
times we have said too little about it. If so,
we ourselves are to blame if we are mis-
judged.

Permit, also, a slight reference to one or
two matters, seemingly of little moment,
yet not unworthy of notice. We should
avoid speaking of the Paraclete, the Com­
forter, as the Holy Ghost. Our people of­
fend less in this connection than others do.
In the American Revised Version the ex­
pression, " Holy Spirit,” is used invariably.
This is the more satisfactory name. It is as
easy to be correct as to be otherwise.

Again, the Holy Spirit should be thought
of and referred to as a person, not a thing.
The neuter pronoun should yield to the per­
sonal. Observe the pronouns used in John
14: 16, 17: “And I will pray the Father,that
he shall give you another Comforter (Para­
clete), that he may be with you forever,even
the Spirit of truth: whom the world cannot
receive: for it beholdeth him not, neither
knoweth him: ye know him. for he abideth
in you, and shall be in you.”

After what has been said on the point in
an earlier article in this series, and in view
of the Scriptures then quoted, there is little
need now to set forth in detail who receive
the Holy Spirit. These Scriptures are John
14: 16, 17,7: 37-39; Acts 2: 38 ; 5: 30-32;
Luke it : 13. Their purport is simply this:
the Holy Spirit is not given to unbelievers,
but he is bestowed upon those only who obey
the gospel. Further, to substantiate this
conclusion the following passages may be
cited. " Because ye are sons, God sent forth
the Spirit of his Son into our hearts crying,
Abba. Father" (Gal. 4:6). "If ye arc re­
proached for the name of Christ, blessed arc
ye; because the Spirit of glory and the
Spirit of God resteth upon you” (1 Peter 4:
14). In Gal. 3: 2 Paul asks, " Received ye
the Spirit by the works of the law or by the
hearing (message, marg.] of faith?” (cf.
Gal. 3: 5). And this question the apostle
himself answers before he leaves the sub­
ject. " Christ redeemed us from the curse
of the law....that we might receive the
promise of the Spirit through faith” (Gal.
3: 14). It may seem presumption to say so,
but the word "receive" in this text appears
to be inadequately rendered. Probably the
translation would be less deficient if it could 

be paraphrased thus: " ....that we might
receive the fulfilment'of the promise,” or,
"that the promise might be realised by us.”
The life of faith must be a reality or the
Holy Spirit will not enter, the promise of
the Spirit cannot be realised. Again, “Here­
by know ye the Spirit of God; every spirit
that confessed) that Jesus Christ is come in
the flesh is of God” (1 John 4:2). It fol­
lows inevitably that the Spirit abides in a
Christian man and makes a reality of the
spiritual life.

Now, the gift of the Spirit is not purpose­
less. There arc many things he does for us,
the Scriptures setting forth these mercies
being well nigh endless. Here are some of
them:—

" Now the Lord is the Spirit: and where
the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty”
(2 Cor. 3 : 17). Peter speaks of "those who
preached the gospel unto you by the Holy
Spirit sent forth from heaven,” and in the
same passage informs us that "the Spirit of
Christ which was in them" enabled the
prophets beforehand to testify "the suffer­
ings of Christ, and the glories that should
follow” those sufferings (1 Peter 1: ir,
12). "As many as are led by the Spirit of
God, these arc sons of God” (Rom. 8: 14).
" The Spirit himself beareth witness with
our spirit, that we are children of God”
(Rom. 8: 16). " The Spirit also helpcth our
infirmity: for we know not how to pray as
we ought; but the Spirit himself maketh
intercession for us with groanings which
cannot be uttered; and he that searcheth the
hearts knoweth what is the mind of the
Spirit, because he maketh intercession for
the saints according to the will of God"
(Rom. 8: 26, 27). This great utterance
throws a light upon Jude 20, " But ye, be­
loved. building up yourselves in your most
holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit," and
on Eph. 6: 18, " With all prayer and suppli­
cation praying at all seasons in the Spirit."
A passage too long to be quoted here, 1 Cor.
2: 6-16, is worthy of earnest attention. It
is a revelation dealing with revelations
" The love of God hath been shed abroad in
our hearts through the Holy Spirit, which
was given unto us" (Rom. 5: 5). " But ye
were washed, but ye were sanctified, but ye
were justified in the name of the Lord Je­
sus Christ, and in the Spirit of our God"
(1 Cor. 6: it). "For they that are after
the flesh do mind the things of the flesh ; but
they that are after the Spirit the things of
the Spirit. For the mind of the flesh is
death: but the mind of the Spirit is life and
peace" (Rom. 8: 5. 6; cf. Rom. 8: 7-11).

But the relationship of the Spirit to the
Christian is revealed not only in what he
does for us. but. also, in what, through him,
we are enabled to do. " Walk by the Spirit,
and ve shall not fulfil the hist of the flesh
....The fruit of the Spirit [only seen in
the obedient Christian life] is love, joy, 
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peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodneu
faithfulness, meekness, self-control; agafaq
such there is no law” (Gal. 5: 16-23). In-
eluded in the fruits of the Spirit are things
done for us as well as things done by us
But. also, they all represent achievements
made possible to us through the Spirit's
power in our lives. 4 We are the circum­
cision, who worship by the Spirit of God"
(Phil. 3:3). “ Hereby we know that lic
abideth in us, by the Spirit which he gave
us" (1 John 3: 24. cf. 4: 13). " Ye may be
strengthened with power through his Spirit
in the inward man; that Christ may dwell
in your hearts through faith; to the end that
ye, being rooted and grounded in love, may
be strong to apprehend with all the saints
what is the breadth and length and height
and depth, and to know the love of Christ
which passeth knowledge, that ye may be
filled unto all the fulness of God" (Eph. 3:
16-19). What reservoirs of spiritual power
remain untapped by our flesh-encumbered
spirits. What peerless spiritual beauties
might be revealed to us were our eyes not
darkened with the phantasies and fascina­
tions of worldliness. “ The world is too
much with us.” We are superficial souls,
not sanctified saints. The Christian life
rightly lived abounds in spiritual wonders.
Every minute is a satisfaction. Every cir­
cumstance is an experience of great joy.

I f these many, many Scriptures mean
anything, if added together they have any
single message, it is that the spiritual life,
the Spirit-filled life, looms large in the New
Testament. It is a real life. It is a thing
of power and a way of peace. Ought we
not, then, to make more of the Spirit than
we do ? I lave we made it as big in our faith
as the Word has made it in its teaching?
Ought we not to aim at and pray for a
deeper, fuller, richer, and more abundant
realisation of the Holy Spirit in our lives
and in our movement? For our lives mould
and modify our movement. Wc have been
guilty almost of neglect. Let us front our
failings with the Word that wc may be
saved from failure in our work. The dis­
torted ideas of others provide no justifica­
tion for any aloofness or neglect on our
part. While wc fail to find mystery we
must beware lest wc miss the reality. The
indwelling and on-leading of his people by
God’s Holy Spirit is established in the
Word. The fact that that Word is the
sword of the Spirit, the instrument through
which he works, in no wise lessens the real­
ity of his leading and comforting presence
in our lives.

Finally. God "giveth not the Spirit by
measure" (John 3: 34). No; it is like a
Niagara or an ocean. Useless there your
pint measure or your yard-stick. Oceans are
measureless. And the hand that loosened
the fountains of the deep, and holds the
ocean in its hollow, with like illimitable ab­
undance pours out his Spirit on all flesh.
And, listen! Here is the grandest concep­
tion of the human body ever revealed to
man. It is a solemn utterance, too. The
times seek to overthrow it. But it stands

The incident related in the article
below, he assure* us, is “an authenticated docu­
ment of the war."—The Editor, New York "Chris­
tian Herald."

The October day has risen, pale and gol­
den, with this exquisite shade of things,
which, before it dies, throws a sweeter light.
The scene is in a large hospital at Bordeaux.
Each of the white beds along the coid walls
contains a mortally wounded soldier. The
ward is dull and silent. A sigh, a moan, the
low and affectionate word of a nurse....
that is all. The Great Visitor roams around
the suffering ones.

In this room (woidd you believe it. to see
the gentleness and care of all, doctors and
nurses?) Frenchmen and Germans are
mixed.

Here the dark head of a Southerner;
there, the fair hair of a son of Pomerania.
Enemies yesterday, these men to-day com­
municate in the same Pain. In a corner one
calls: “ Maman! Maman 1" In another you
hear “ Mutter! Mutter!”

And the voice is the same. It is the deso­
late plaint of a heart who claims a last car­
ess and the maternal shoulder, to die more
easily.

But how far off they are. the mothers of
those dying men. I low powerless to relieve
their children, to bring them the least ray of
comfort... .their remembrance in this re­
moteness, bringing to the wounded an ad­
ditional pain.

Oh! if Mother were here!
But she is not. and the head fails back.

paler, more tired, heavier; and along the
cheek—so thin—glide some tears, the most
desperately sad the soldier has ever shed.

In a corner, well sheltered, they have put
the sickest of all. They have drawn the
curtain, not to depress the others.

It is an “enemy of yesterday”; but has
hatred in France ever survived for the van­
quished who is going to die?—for the pris­
oner who, in a strange land, will heave, all
alone, his last breath?

No. no’ The nurses, the doctors, are
around him and watch with sympathy the
yellow, thin face across which passes at
times a spasm of pain.

He is quite young—hardly twenty—and
his plaintive voice incessantly calls;

“Mutter! Mutter!”
He shiver* under his white bandage*.

waits a minute and call* again. But the
“ Mutter" does not come, and the child feel*
hi* life going. Then lie murmurs:

This time the call will he heard. The
nurse bends over him. t

“ Will you see the pastor." ( They know
he is a Protestant.)

The wounded assents. They run to fetch
a servant of God, who at this hour always
comes to the hospital to visit the French
soldiers. He comes. 1 lis face is grave and
gentle. 1 le bends over the dying man, says
a few words; but the wounded Germans
near by make a sign to intimate he does not
understand.

The pastor stands up, deeply distressed.
He does not speak German, and this soldier
does not understand French! Is it |x)ssiblc
that, for this miserable difference of lang­
uage, this man will enter eternity without
hearing the words of life?

A *ilent prayer goes up from the French
pastor*.* heart.

At the other end of the room, speaking
with a low voice to a patient, an Alsatian
priest has heard this short dialogue. His is
a broad mind, a generous heart. I le comes
forward and proposes himself as interpre­
ter. Help has been granted.

Then they saw a strange and beautiful
scene: The Protestant pastor, bending on
one side, pronouncing the words which call­
ed to repentance and speaking afterwards
of comfort and peace; on the other side, the
priest translating them faithfully in the dy­
ing man’s ear.*.

At last the shrivelled features relaxed.
The pastor then turned the leaves of the
Book to the twenty-third Psalm:

The Ijird is my shepherd: I shall not
want. He maketh me to lie down in green
pastures; he leadelli me beside the still wat­
er*. He restorcth my soul; he leadeth me
in the paths of righteousness for his name’s
sake. Yea. though I walk through the val­
ley of the shadow of death, I will fear no
evil: for Thou art with me; Thy rod and
Thy staff they comfort me. Thou prepar­
ed a table before me in the presence of mine
enemies: Thou anoinlcst my head with oil;
my cup runneth over. Surely goodness and
mercy shall follow me all the days of my
life; ami I will dwell in the house of the
Lord for ever.

With hi* high, rather singing voice, used
to litanies, the priest repeats the sacred
word*.

The German has opened his eyes for the
last time.

He looks, with a grateful surprise, on
those two men. with such different idea* and
attire, who nevertheless, for the love of his
soul, have joined together a moment to help
him to die.

He cannot speak any more. The death-
rattle has begun. But he thank* them with
his eyes, ami then shut* them again forever
to the light of earth—of this earth he found
beautiful and desirable only a few weeks
ago, but which he does not regret now. He
has seen too many horror* ami iniquities.
Gradually the death-rattle becomes more
distant and shorter. The little German sol­
dier’* face has lost it* rigidity.

Divine peace ha* taken the place of awe.
If hi* mother ha* not come to his call, he

sleep.
The priest and the pastor have watched

the last sigh. When all is finished, alwve
the little German soldier's bed they shake
hands without a word.

Sir Oliver Lodge.

the press that Sir Oliver and Lady lx>dgc
had lost a son in the war, Mr. Alexander
McCallum wrote him a letter of sym­
pathy on behalf of the Melbourne Central
Mission Staff. A beautiful and touching
letter came from Sir Oliver. He wrote:

"Our loss lias been a RTeai > me, but we
share it wish *;» many other*, both from this
side ami your side, and we know how *p!endidly
the Australian contingent ha.» acted, ami what ex­
traordinary difficulties it had to overcome. The
condition* have been terrible, bus the glory all the
greater."

Sir Oliver Lodge also sent a message
which he has been .'ending to friend* who,
like himself and Lady Lodge, are passing
through a time of sore bereavement ami
loss. The message is *o suggestive and
comforting that we pass it on. It will be a
benediction to many.

“ The amount of mourning and suffering
throughout Europe .it the prc'ent time is some
thing terrible to contemplate. The 1 >-» to those
who have gone over is n >t to be minimised; vio­
lent death while young is a serious calamity--a
man-made tragedy with dire consequences—ami
lamentation is natural an I inevitable. They have
done their duty; they have sacrificed a usefid
career here; they have given up all they
possessed; and it will be requited t>» them. Sir-
raw aS their departure i* inevitable, but grief
which i* excessive causes them pain.

“They did their work hire, they will <1 • it
there; and in good time reunion may confidently
be looked forward to. Death alone i» not to man
the greatest evil, and in some sort they are happy
in the < pportunit) of their death. I his ought l>
be recognised by those who survive, and we should
not grieve unduly fur those who have only gone
on befi re us.—Oliver Lodge."

Christmas Eve found him in his lecture hall be­
hind a pile of prime joints of Scotch beef, distrib­
uting them to his proteges, according to the size
of tlie family. The gift also includes one or two
loaves of bread. Not a few have come into the
ministry from humble callings, and some want to
forget their lowly origin.

The Council of Churches, Melbourne, has pass­
ed the following resolutions:—

“ I. That this Council, more than ever alarmed
at the volume and nature of crimes ami tragedies
recently committed in our midst through the drink
evil, most earnestly pleads with the Government
of this State to grant the people the right of ref
erendiim by which to decide at what hour between
(» p.m. and half-past o p.m. all liquor sale* 'hall
cease.

“2. That, with a view to the above, the Premier
(Sir Alexander Peacock) be reminded of the fact
that butchers, grocers, bakers, drapers, ami many
other traders are legally bound to close their shops
at an early hour; that liquor bars have no claim
for special consideration in the hours -if trading,
ns not (inly arc tiny not essential for the accom­
modation of travellers, but also the late hour* of
trading therein give rise to lawlessness and
drunkenness ni"t perilous to our national life,
especially in such times as these.

“3- As a matter of grave public necessity, and
also as a matter of fairne-s between traders, we
are of the strong opinion that immediate ‘teps
jhould lie taken to pass a law bringing the sale of
intoxicants under provisions approximating to
those of the Early Closing Act.

'*4- That these resolutions be forwarded t > the
heads of all the churches associated with this
Council, urging them to take united action to­
wards persuading Parliament to grant to the peo­
ple the right to deal with this question."
