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Real Eye Comfort
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With What?
Wc begin this editorial with a story. Our

excuse for so doing is that we have found
no better point for an arrow that needs to
be let fly just now. The story is as follows:

A young clergyman, who was. spending a holi­
day in a small, out-of the-way town, went to the
local barber to get a shave. The barber, like all
his fellows, was a more or less loquacious soul.
He showed a friendly interest in the stranger,
who, by the way, was not dressed in clerical garb.
He began to question him:

'Stranger here, ain't you?" The parson ad­
mitted it.

“Travelling-man?" said the barber.
“ No," said the parson.
"You don't live here, do you?’

“ No," said the parson.
“What arc you doing over here?" asked the

barber.
“ 1 am supplying the pulpit," said the parson.
"Supplying the pulpit?" echoed the barber, who

had apparently never heard the phrase before.
“With what?’*

" With what," indeed? Let the preacher
ask and answer that question, and he will
have discovered the reason for his success
or failure, or for the measure of either that
has attended his work. Paul’s counsel to
Timothy was to "preach the word," to take
heed to himself “and to the doctrine." And
he assured the young evangelist that in so
doing he would save both himself and his
hearers. But how easy it is, in this age of
a thousand vagaries and fads, to forsake
the Word for the philosophies of men, or
for science falsely so called! How easy,
also, to substitute the mere recitation of
Scripture texts for a fervent proclamation
of the truth as it is in Christ Jesus!

“ With what?" Let the church answer
this question, and it will be the better able
to choose one who shall labor for them "in
word ami doctrine." A man we know came
near being run down by an automobile in a
city street. The traffic officer, who prevent­
ed an accident, found time to say to the one
he had rescued: "Watch the driver’s eyes,
ami you can tell where he’s going." Watch
the preacher’s eyes: if he looks towards the
world's boasted learning, he will try to lead
that way, and failure will result; if he looks
toward art or entertainment, poetic embel­
lishment or rhetorical gymnastics, that's the
way he means to go: if he begins to deal
out his doubts or to inform the people about
the vastness of what he does not know, then
he will get no place. Watch the eyes of
him who would "fill the pulpit." and it will
^oon appear with what he expects to fill it.

"With what?" Some small churches
grow, some very weak ones get strong, and 

sometimes, where no church is, one will
spring up. On the contrary, some large
churches run down in membership and in­
terest, some strong ones become weak, and,
in fields here and there, where churches
have been planted, they die out entirely.
And in most cases the secret of these
changes is to be found in the sort of food
dispensed from the pulpit. Where the “sin­
cere milk of the word,” and "strong meat”
for the more mature, are the regular diet,
the cause will thrive and grow. Where
“current topics," “book reviews” and “trav­
elogues" arc the stock in trade, the public
very sensibly turns to those who excel in
such attractions, and the church is stranded
high and dry.

What means the doctrinal campaign but
that we are going back to our first love—
the matchless, Ixmndless, never-fathomed
Word of truth? Let every man who "fills
a pulpit" ask himself. "With what?" and
then dig deeper for fresh gems of truth.
Thus will the doctrinal revival prove to be
an evangelistic and ethical revival as well.
—American " Christian Standard.”

Was It Right?
The religions reformation led by the

Campbells had for its aim the union of
Christians, and in order to that end, the res­
toration of the New Testament standard of
church membership or Christian fellowship.
It never occurred to them that there could
be union among Christians without a uni­
form standard of church membership: nor
did it occur lo them to look for such au­
thoritative and uniform standard of mem­
bership anywhere else than in the New Tes­
tament.

Two courses were open to these reform­
er.-: They could seek to maintain their re­
lationship to existing ecclesiastical organi­
sations by giving only such advocacy to the
principles of the reformation as would nut
disturb these relations, or they could boldly
advocate and practise these principles and
become a separate and independent move­
ment within the church universal, with the
view of ultimately helping thereby to heal
its divisions. As we know, they chose the
latter course, because no religious body in
existence offered hospitality for the new
truths which they felt to be essential to the
unity and efficiency of the church. Nor can
it be doubted that in this way the principles
of the reformation have been far more
widely propagated and have exerted a much 

greater influence on the religious thought
and life of the world than would have been
possible under the other alternative.

An independent movement, then, being
necessary, under the then existing condi­
tions, it was as natural as it seems to have
been necessary that the local churches es­
tablished under the preaching of these re­
formers should conform in their faith and
practice, and especially in their conditions
of church membership, to the principle- of
the reformation they were urging a- a
means of Christian union. In doing this
they were not saying, " There are no chur­
ches of Christ in existence; therefore we
will plant some!" What they did say, and
what their action implied, was: "The chur­
ches now in existence have so far departed
from the New Testament pattern, in name,
in creed, or confession of faith, and in their
understanding and use of the ordinances,
that Christian union among them is ini[x)s-
sible without a return to the simpler and
more catholic basis of fellowship given in
the New Testament. Therefore, we will
illustrate in the churches we organise the
principles and'truths wc advocate, and dem­
onstrate their practicability."

Was this the right course to pursue? The
modern question of letting down the bars
so as to admit persons holding all kinds of
doctrine, and having submitted to all kinds
of "baptism," into our local churches is in­
volved in this prior question. The conten­
tion that our plea for Christian union com­
pels us to ignore in practice the basis of
union wc are seeking to illustrate, or to rec­
ognise as valid the very errors we arc seek­
ing to correct, is based on a fundamental
misconception of the meaning and purpose
of our movement. Nor does it weigh prop­
erly our obligation of love and service to
our brethren in other churches, who. equal­
ly with us, hold to Christ as the living head,
but who, in our understanding, have made
the fulfilment of his prayer for unity imjK’--
siblc by the denominational barrier- they
have erected, or which were erected for
them, and which they have not removed.
We be-t show our love to them, as well as
our loyalty to Christ, by practising the truth
as God has given us to see the truth.—"Tile
Christian Evangelist."

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The Sunday School Decline: Its Cause and Cure.
Home papers recently have been occupied

to a great extent with the question of the
decrease in Sunday School scholars. The
Baptist and Congregational Unions have
just reported a decline. Other bodies suf­
fer also.

At the recent Methodist Conference held
in Melbourne the subject of the Methodist
decrease came up, and "a long, interesting
and at times animated discussion took
place." The Methodist organ, " The Spec­
tator," devoted much space to this discus­
sion, of which we give a brief epitome,with
a minimum of comment. All interested in
Bible School work will find food for
thought in the expressions of opinion given.

Mr. II. H. Williams, Organising Secre­
tary of the Methodist Sunday School De­
partment, “dealt with some of the causes
for the decline in the numbers. There was
a serious leakage, but he believed that, if
we had accurate figures, we would, in all
probability, find that, after taking off the
number of enlistments, and transfers of
teachers and scholars to teachers’ and help­
ers’ roll, they had only gone back to the ex­
tent of 500. Among the reasons given, in
the supplementary schedule sent out for in­
formation on this matter, were the follow­
ing:—(1 > Schools closed for lack of work­
ers; (2) schools of other churches opening,
and so taking the children of those chur­
ches who had been in our schools; (3) mi­
gratory population; (4) errors in previous
years; (5) parents indifferent to religion;
(6) week-end holiday habit; (7) senior
scholars indifferent; (8) more careful re­
vision of roll; (9) teachers not alert for ab­
sentees; (10) counter Sunday attractions;
(11 ) lack of suitable buildings; (12) Sun­
day picnics; (13) military camp visitation;
(14 > failure to secure those who came from
country in city. He thought that the rem­
edy Jay along such lines as these:—(11A
spiritual revival in our church and people;
(2) recognition of the fact that, as preach­
ers and teachers, we have to educate public
opinion; (3) the all importance of giving
some elementary training to our teachers."

Mr. R. Beckett "considered that the ex­
planation given for the decrease did not ac­
count for it, but that the true ex­
planation was to |>e found in the
state of religion in our churches.
The class meeting and the after­
meetings, that were the barometer of the
church, showed a marked decline in spirit­
ual life. We were laying emphasis upon
the Junior Department, but not upon the
Senior. The Kindergarten did not touch
sufficiently the religious instincts of the
child, and wc should aim at doing this more.
He was afraid that our own people were
not as anxious for their children to receive
religious instruction as they were, through
a loss of their own sense of responsibility.”

Mr. R Bayles "thought that the new
methods were not responsible for the de­
crease, but they had not stopped the drift.
Wc ought to go slowly in the introduction 

of new methods. A certain gentleman had
come to these shores some little time ago to
introduce more scientific methods, but in
some instances these methods, instead of
evolution, had brought about revolution. It
had been said, Make the members of the
Bible Class helpers in the lower grades of
the school. What was the result? In a lit­
tle time they tired, and ultimately were lost
to the school altogether.”

Several ministers spoke in defence of the
new methods of school grading and teach­
ing. declaring that the loss was in spite of,
not because of, them. One is reported as
saying that, if the decrease was so large
under the new methods, he trembled to
think what it would have been with­
out them. Another pointed out that the
newer system had been chiefly applied to
the lower classes, and that it was in the
number of the elder scholars that the de­
crease lay: “the fact of success in the lower
part of the school accounted for the appar­
ent want of success in the higher.”

” To rest on their oars and leave the old
methods undisturbed " Mr. Delbridge is re­
ported as saying, was not the best way to
meet the conditions which accounted for the
leakage. “ The remedy was not to be found
by taking up a hypercritical attitude to­
wards the Department, for behind these
methods lay the best educational and psy­
chological principles. The best remedy was
to raise the barometer of the church. There
was no remedy unless the church would
take the work of God among the young
more seriously. Now it was more or less
a side issue, but it must become the main
object of their work. They must attend
more to the better training of their teach­
ers.”

Mr. Henry Yeo voiced in Conference a
criticism which has often found expression
during the last year or so in the pages of
"The Spectator.” He is reported as ask­
ing: "As touching the papers used in con­
nection with the Department’s work, was it
true that they were produced in conjunction
with the minister of another church, who
was permeated with the spirit and teaching
of the Higher Criticism? Could we won­
der that there was a declining influence
when in the Sunday School Paper we were
told that our Saviour participated in the ig­
norance and was not above the level of the
genius of His time. He thought that most
of the trouble could be attributed to the
premature introduction of the ideas of the
Higher Criticism into our church literature.
Could wc wonder that there was a decrease
in the schools when the teachers were in
doubt as to what they should teach?"

Mr. Ernest J. Little "believed that we
were not placing enough emphasis upon the
main problem. Some said that the reason
for the decrease was to be found in non­
churchgoing, but they failed to note that it
was the defect of their own system that en­
couraged that very thing. The great
trouble was that they were not educating
their people, and especially their young peo­

ple in the habit of church-going. About 40
per cent, of our children did not go to
church. If the school were not linked up
to the church, then it was not only a menace
to the church, but in the end to the school
itself. If they could make their children
churchgoers, then they would soon have a
generation attached to the church. They
were not taking hold of the children early
enough. They could, with a little effort,
get <So per cent, to the morning service.
Surely there was some way by which the
children could be brought into closer touch
with the church.”

“ It was not always the trained teacher
tiiat was successful,” remarked Mr. G.
Lloyd, “it depended upon the personality
and the spirituality of the teacher. Teach­
ing, like preaching, was a gift of God. It
woidd be improved by training, but not im­
parted. The Kindergarten system was l>e-
ing abused by not having an age limit.”

Mr. II. Wilkinson touched on some im­
portant matters. He said, “the real cause
was that the parents did not care. That ac­
counted for three-fourths of the leakage.
It was the old battle of the church against
the world, and it would seem as though wc
were now at the world's flood-tide. The
denominational blight was one cause of the
parents’ indifference. On account of the
stress of denominational differences, there
was a strain upon the denominational loy­
alty." "Another reason was that they had
lost the clement of fear in their religion.
There was no conviction of sin like there
used to be. All these things made the par­
ents feel that it did not matter whether the
children went to school or not.”

In his reply .Mr. Williams, Organising
Secretary, dealt with the references made
to "the premature introduction of the ideas
of the Higher Criticism." " He claimed
full liberty in the matter of Biblical inter­
pretation, and thought that both sides of
the question should be presented to the
teachers of our adult classes. He urged
that where the Spirit of the Lord was, there
was liberty, and that that was the only true
Protestant position."

Wc may venture the suggestion that,
while truth must be sought and spoken at
all hazards, the proper way to instil a rev­
erence for God's Word—without which
there can be no robust Christian life—is not
to insinuate a doubt into the mind of the
child as to the truth of the Biblical narra­
tive. The parents who send their children
to Sunday Schools may presumably also
have the right to a measure of liberty; and
they for the most part want to be assured
that their children get simple Bible teach­
ing. In school or in church let the Bible be
discredited, ami wc may expect a dreadful
leakage. I f wc sow the wind, let us not
profess unbounded astonishment because
we reap the whirlwind.

The discussion above referred to will be
found to contain very many valuable hints
for our own schools as well as for those of
others.

His name is in all
the churches. We doubt not that he is
known in the Commonwcatlh by many in
our brotherhood. His loss will be keenly
felt, but his works will live after him. We
sincerely sympathise with the dear ones
who mourn, and we pray that God may
bless them and bless our churches in the
great loss that has come to us all. We can
only look for comfort and guidance to the
great Lord of the harvest, who does all
things well, and who will assuredly raise up
others to carry on the work.

S.A. This i- a sch<x)l that has pe­
culiar advantages, being in the midst of a
community who are almost all engaged on
the great Moonta copper mine-, ami who
arc all encouraged by their consecrated
manager. Mr. 11. Lip-on Hancock, to give
their bc-t work to the Lord and for the chil­
dren. It is a splendid thing to sec such a
man so given to this great work. The school
has put into practice a great many methods
that were emphasised by that keen and cn-
thu-iastic though somewhat dogmatic spec-
iali-t. G. Hamilton Archibald. They have
al-o avoided some of the extremes to which
he was apt to go. The school bears the im-
pre-- of Marion Lawrence, of Cleveland.
Ohio. than whom there is probably no more
capable and consecrated leader in America 

to-day among Bible School workers. It is
a thoroughly departmental school—well or­
ganised, in which there seems to be abund­
ance of workers. The machinery is just
enough to find work for all that will work,
and yet not so cumbersome that it is un­
wieldy. There are many splendid features
well worth studying, and in most places it
will be possible to profitably introduce at
least some of these helpful aspects. Those
who wish to learn more will find great in­
terest and profit in reading the book, "A
Sunday School of To-day,” published
by Hussey ami Gillingham, Adelaide.

The Horizon of the Moslem World.
There has been a very considerable dis­

turbance since the outbreak of this awful
world war in the countries that have been
so long dominated by the Mohammedan re­
ligion. It seems that from this terrible con­
flict we may at least expect and hope that
the power of this tremendous menace to
Christianity will be overthrown and that lib­
erated nations will seek a more uplifting
and purer religion. Dr. Samuel T. Zwcmer
has written an article in '* The East and the
West" upon "The Horizon of the Moslem
World," in which he seeks to show the fu­
tility of the German hopes of exploiting
Pan-Islamism with the aid of Turkey
against France and England. Dr. Zwcmer,
who has been over thirty years a missionary
in Arabia, is probably the greatest living
authority on Moslcmism. He says: " Pan­
Islamism from a political standpoint is
hopelessly dead. More than ninety million
Mohammedans are enjoying the liberties
ami economic advantages of British rule.
One can never expect a subject race to be
loud in the praise of those who occupy or
administer their country, but the loyalty of
the Mohammedans of India in this great
crisis has been prompt and strong in its ex­
pression. The same is true of most Mos­
lems in Egypt and British East Africa."
What Dr. Zwcmer says is further com­
mented <>n by a suggestive article in "The
Church Standard," in which it is pointed
out that in Morocco a new era of liberty
has begun, ami from there the light is
spreading into Africa’s darkest parts. In
Tripoli, under the Italian ride, good results
may als» be expected. In Egypt last
November the greatest Mohammedan paper
in Cairo wrote that Great Britain was the
true friend of the Moslems, and famous for
justice and good government. Many years
ago I heard Dr. Zwcmer say that internally
Mohammedanism is crumbling to decay.
We have seen that the Kaiser has s.rnght to
befriend the Sultan and win the allegiance
of Turkey by promising them those things
that will extend the power of Islam even,
he hoped, unto Egypt and India. But the
Nizam of Hyderabad, who rules 60,000,000
Mohammedans, has been a most princely
giver and a magnificently loyal supporter of
the Empire. Egypt and India will welcome 

the conquest of righteousness through the
Allies, .and the power of Turkey and all
hope of the domination of Moslemi-m
through the Sultan its head, will be for
ever banished. This will lead to incrca-cd
opportunities for Christian missionaries,ami
the great Sudan mission and other kindred
societies will have abundant liberty to go
forward in the name of our Lord to the
liberating work of the religion of Jesus
Christ. Then will commence with increased
zeal ami well founded optimism a new cru­
sade. It will not be the crusade that goes
under Richard or Peter the Hermit, to take
a tomb or capture the 1 Joly City or subdue
the land of Palestine for Christendom, but
a great army of the servants of God that
seek not the country but the people for
Christ, ami thoe will go to supplant the
Crescent by the Cross. This is the great
conquest for which we may watch and pray.
It may be very soon that Jesus will reign in
the land where once he was slain, and that
the sword of Mohammed will give place to
the all-conquering power of the Word ami
Son of God.

Palestine and the War.
To students of the Bible and especially

those interested in the relation of the land
of our Lord to the book, there comes a feel­
ing of sorrow when we hear of the land be­
ing overrun by cruel Turks ami arrogant
and repulsive German officers. Especially
do we grieve that the Holy City has been
transformed into such a place of war. (Ju
the Hill of Calvary, where our Lord was
crucified, is a battery of Krupp guns,
while on the Mount of Olive- are targets
used for gun practice. At the foot of Cal­
vary German trader- retail their wares, and
at night non-commissioned officers gather
in the booths there erected to smoke and
drink lager and sing their lewd songs. The
Garden of Gethsemane lias an artillery
depot established there, while further up
the mount on Scopus and Olivet mameuvres
are regularly conducted. How -ad it i- that
war-calls sound out and bloodshed is being
prepared for in the city in which the
Prince of Peace died for us all. Through­
out the land march armed battalions, and
through this land, along the route that
Moses came, the hosts of Germany and
Turkey fondly hope to march upon their
deadly mission to the capture of Egypt. We
believe they will be sadly disappointed. The
land of our Lord is not for the Turk or the
Teuton. We believe that the king of the
north, who i- the Czar of Ru-.-ia, will come
down, ami that the Briti-h nation will come
from Egypt in the south, ami move to the
emancipation of the land and prepare the
way for the final return of the Jew - to their
own beloved land, and look for the time
when our b>r<l shall reign as their King ex­
alted. and when they who once rejected him
will be his messengers of salvation. A-
once in the long ago the go-pel came fn m
Jerusalem, according to our bird’s wish.
so in the end of this age le-u- will again
scud forth his messengers out of Zion.
Amen I Even so, come, l/'rd Jesus.
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The Last Baptism of Jesus.

“ Hut I have a baptism to be baptised with, and
how am 1 straitened, till it be accomplished!”—
Luke 12: 50.

The Master in these words surrounds the
coming days with visions of fire and blood.
He sees the fires, long smouldering, burst
into flame. Before him runs the stream of
death into which as into a mountain torrent
he must be plunged. The fires light up the
sky. Not far ahead is the baptism into
death. I’or this he had come; and the hour
is near. Till that hour he is straitened. The
kingdom cannot be brought in till he rises
fn m the waters of death. Not til! then
can he bring his own with him into his lim­
itless kingdom.

The symbol of baptism.
The use of baptism in these words carries

the reader back to that little turbid stream,
the‘Jordan. That river is not famous for
cities on its bank, but it has its secure place
in the spiritual symbolism of all mankind,
for there the Saviour himself was baptised,
and the Spirit descended upon him. This
memory gave the language to the Saviour,
as he faced the new landmark of his life.
That first baptism had been for him the sig­
na! for the beginning of his new life. There
he had Mood with his people, though him­
self without sin: and out of the river he had
come sealed for his new task. The old life
at Nazareth was over; henceforth upon him
rested the burden of his vocation as Mes­
siah and Redeemer.

Now. a second baptism was before him,
an initiation into a new life. Till it was
passed he lived oppressed and straitened;
afterwards he would come into his glorious
liberty. Death was the dividing line.

It is a baptism which in their measure his
followers may share, but he goes first. He
conies to cast fire, but not as a man might
light a train with a fuse from a distance;
he must go through the fire himself. Be­
fore many days were past his disciples
would be plunged into death; but no one of
them could say that the Master had de­
manded <>f him more than he himself had
given. This is the secret of leadership; the
true leader says not ” Go!” but “ Come!”

There have been many at the Front of
whom the proud word comes back to us—
■■ He fell leading his men.” That is the
privilege and honor of the leader. “ Jesus
fell leading his men.” To his own
he gave the assurance that he. too, must
pass through an awful baptism of blood;
they must go into an abyss of trouble, but
however deep they went Jesus Ind been
there before them, the Captain of their
faith. The death of the Saviour means
more than this; but the disciples could never
forget that the cross was the sacrifice of a
Leader who did not bid them face loss,
peril, anguish, death, which he could not
know himself.
An Inclusive baptism.

But this baptism is not only the first, it
is inclusive. He goes into the cold stream 

ahead of his men, but he carries them with
him. He dies with them, he dies for them.
The world was waiting; heaven and earth
were waiting for that hour, and for him;
everything hung upon him. It becomes
clearer each day that the thought of his
death as vicarious and representative was
in the mind of Jesus himself, as that is in­
terpreted in the Gospels, and not merely in
the Epistles. He takes upon himself the
season of suitering, which was to herald
the kingdom. He goes for his own through
the zone of fire; he knew himself as a de­
liverer bringing many into his kingdom
through his death. The words he used were
taken from the current vocabulary of his
hearers; but there is in them unmistakably
the sense of an offering made by the One,
the Chosen One, for his people, in order
that the kingdom might come. His bap­
tism is a vicarious baptism. We ought to
be more familiar with this thought to-day
than we once were. We here this morning
are redeemed by blood; we are preserved
in life by the sacrifice of others, not them­
selves for the most part responsible for the
crime of the war.

It can he said of such a teaching as that
of the Atonement—it fits in with the facts
of human life; it is true to the context.
Never was this clearer than in a day like
this. If we had no theory of vicarious suf­
fering we should be driven to devise one.

The alternatives.
There are some who cry out that there is

no redeeming power at work. Man is on
the rack, ami there he must stay till the wel­
come end. What is the only credible alter­
native? Surely it is the amazing message
of the cross, the declaration that God in his
Son threw himself upon the rack and bore
our sins. It is the memory of him who was
plunged into his baptism of death, that
others might not die. The day says to the
potter—" Where is thy place in the fur­
nace?” The thing made says to him who
made it, “ What art thou doing and suffer­
ing in this business?” Ami the answer
conies from that lonely Galilean, who cried.
” I have a baptism to be baptised with. I
come not to be ministered unto, but to min­
ister and to give my life a ransom for
many.” Till that is accomplished Jesus
knows himself straitened. The death of
Jesus is his birthday into a new life. Af­
terwards we see him through his Spirit
working in a widening circle, speaking to
tens of thousands, working with his divine
grace in an ever-growing multitude in all
lands. Wherever in the New Testament
we read the records of the cross we must
never forget that the writers knew him, no
longer straitened, but with all power given
to him; they knew him risen. Till he should
die the full meaning of Mcssiahship could
not be disclosed till then; the very word
would arouse false hopes. Afterwards, he
would be understood, no longer straitened.
The contrast between “before” and “after” 

is suggested as no art could suggest it in the
story of the Resurrection morning in St.
John. The garden with the dew still on the
flowers, the fresh morning light; the quiet
and stillness; the risen Saviour, and the lov­
ing disciple! The story suggests more than
it can say; it brings Jesus to us no longer
oppressed and held back, but mighty in his
risen life.
Il'e live in the after life of Jesus.

We live in that world where Jesus is no
longer straitened. He has been through
that baptism; for us he has emerged front
the proud waters; he is set free now from
the fear of misunderstanding; he is the
King who reigns from the cross. To be­
lieve in the cross may come to us as inevit­
able to-day, but in the Church of Christ
there has been no faith in the cross divorc­
ed from faith in the Resurrection. And it
is ours to rejoice in those resources, and to
avail ourselves of them. The source of
much of our failure in power lies in our
tarrying with Jesus the earthly Teacher, as
though he had never been baptised unto
death for us, as though he had never risen
into his boundless power. We need not be
straitened in him. But once more, there is
only one way to the joy and power of the
Resurrection; it is impossible to make a de­
tour round the cross. The way lies through
the fellowship of the soul with the Saviour
-—through the surrender of the soul to him
in his death—through our baptism with
him unto death. We long for the freshness
of the morning, but we cannot enjoy it un­
til we, too, have been through the experi­
ence of which the Apostle spoke when he
said, ‘‘ We are buried with him by baptism
into death; that like as Christ was raised
up from the dead by the glory of the Fa­
ther, even so we also should walk in new­
ness of life.”

I’or us, too, this baptism marks a divid­
ing line; out of it we shall rise into the Res­
urrection world with its powers unhinder­
ed ; for all that he has ami all that he is be­
comes ours in that new life. He is no
longer straitened, and we are only strait­
ened in ourselves, not in him.—From a ser­
mon preached at Hampstead Congrega­
tional Church, England, reported in “ The
Christian World Pulpit.”

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Church Buildings and Associated Matters
Thos.

If it is worth while for a church to erect
a meeting house, it is certainly worth while
to put up a place that will tell for efficient
service.

L'p till now, our church buildings in Aus­
tralia have generally been oblong structures
with a porch in front, and vestries behind—
nothing very beautiful to look at. The bap­
tismal arrangements have often been such
that it is hard to attend to the ordinance in
a proper manner, and there has been little
else to help us do our work for the Lord i.i
a pleasing and an efficient manner. Doubt­
less the best possible was done with the lim­
ited means at the disposal of the brethren
in the days of their erection, and many a
sacrifice was made to secure even the mea­
gre accommodation which the house pro­
vided ; but surely the time has come when
we can make an improvement in the houses
we erect for the Lord.

More than an auditorium is needed.
There will be mothers present at the ser­
vices whose little ones will sometimes create
a disturbance. God forbid that such should
stay away, but “crying babies,” like good
resolutions, should be carried out. When a
mother does this she has to go into the
street, no matter whether the weather be
hot or cold, wet or dry. How much better
if there is a room of! the porch into which.
she can go, and after closing the door,
soothe the child, so that she can return to
the assembly.

Then there will be enquirers, and very of­
ten now an evangelist is forced to converge
with >uch amid a buzz of conversation, or
in a back seat, while some other brother is
at the platform trying to conduct an after­
meeting. There should be a room into
which such people can be taken, and where
uninterrupted conversation can be carried
on.

Some of those who remain for conversa­
tion will decide for Christ, and their deci­
sion will be followed by their baptism. The
arrangements for such should be of the
best, for this ordinance is most sacred. The
baptistery itself should be conveniently sit­
uated, and when to be used should stand
open throughout the service; it sometimes
looks ugly to see church officers struggling
to lift heavy pieces of flooring which con­
stitute the lids of the baptistery while an
audience is singing. The inside of the bap­
tistery should be white, if possible, an I
should be kept scrupulously clean. Thee
should be a curtain so arranged that while
the congregation can witness the act of
obedience, the person baptised cannot be
seen going out of the water. The dressing
rooms should be rooms, not shaky screens,
or curtains that can be blown about by th?
wind, and they should be so situated that
the candidates’ have not far to go to and
from the baptistery. In these rooms proper
gratings should be let into the floors, so that
the water from the wet garments will either

run into the baptistery without noise, or
into the drain.

The choir can prove a valuable auxiliary
to the work, and should be provided for. A
proper choir platform is good; the writei
prefers one with the seats diagonally ar­
ranged, so that preacher and choir can look
into each others' faces without difficulty. A
choir room should be provided, if at all pos­
sible; it is awkward if the male singers have
left their hats or the female singers their
wraps in a room where people who have
been baptised are attiring themselves. There
should be a cupboard in charge of the choir
secretary in which he should keep all the
music in an orderly manner.

Speaking of cupboards leads me to sug­
gest that several such are needed about a
chapel; there should be one at least for bap­
tismal garments; another for the evangel­
ist ; a third for the church secretary; and a
fourth to hold Bibles, hymn books, etc.,
which should be carefully put away after
use. It is not good to see, as we often do
now, books lying everywhere in the meeting
house.

The Bible School is an important part of
church work, and so some provision should
be made for it. A kindergarten room should
he first, and then an Adult Bible Class
r>om. The vestries could be constructed
with folding doors, so that they could be
thrown into one for the Bible Class; it is
better to build the kindergarten room be­
hind. There need be no door from this
room into the vestries, but a double wall,
lined with sawdust, would enable the little
tots to sing without disturbing the adults.
The rooms for ladies and the evangelist
could also be used during the school hour
as class rooms, if no better provision can be
made.

If possible there should be a kitchen with
copper, fire-place, and crockery cupboards,
so that the preparation of tea meetings an 1
socials mav be made easier.

It would mean work to keep all this t'dv,
and in order, but it is worth it. It wdl be
urged that to erect such a building would
be costly, but if so, it is worth it also. The
cost would not likely be a great deal mw
than that for the old style of building, and
we would get so much more satisfaction,
ami it would make for efficiency in our
work.

The service in which we are engaged is
the greatest and best of all, and it calls for
thought for prayer and for sacrifice. To
do it efficiently and to make our efforts and
sacrifices tell for the most, let us make our
workshops the best possible; let them be
useful, if not ornamental.

New Zealand Military Camps.
In connection with the work amongst the

soldiers, it has been decided by the Middle
District Executive of the Church of Christ,
acting on behalf of the General Confer­
ence, that our churches shall be asked to
support the building and equipping of an
Institute at Featherston by the Y.M.C.A.,
and 1 have been asked to make the appeal.

Featherston is a town about forty miles
away from Wellington on the Wairarapa
line. There are at the present time <>500
men in camp, and it is expected that there
will be 8000. As at Trcntham, opportuni­
ties are given to the religious bodies to
make provision for the spiritual needs of
the men, and the Institute proposed will be
arranged so that the men may also have op-
|>ortunitics for social intercourse, reading,
writing, etc. Added to this there will be
large and small halls in which meetings will
be held, and special rooms for the chaplains
representing Us in camp to meet the men in
Bible Class work or for private chats. The
Y.M.C.A. have accepted the responsibility
for the building of the Institute, and al­
ready it is on the way.

Your Executive have agreed to support
this splendid work, and to ask that special
offerings be taken up in our meetings for
the puqxise. After thinking the matter
carefully over, I would suggest to you
as office-bearer that you ask the church to
take up during the months of March ami
April in the Sunday evening meetings,
special offerings for this work. In doing
this you will be helping to give to the men
at Featherston the help they need -o much
to stand against the wiles of the enemy.

If you would rather adopt some other
way of giving, 1 do not press the above, but
1 do press the needs of our young men, and
the magnificent efforts of the Y.M.C.A. to
meet them.

()ur religious neighbors, especially the
Presbyterians mid. Methodist-, have made
great sacrifices in order that we might join
in with them and the Y.M.C.A. in seeking
to solve this problem.

These are days when we arc growing used to
thinking in millions. The present world cunllict
has, among other things, made this necessary.
Millions of men have been gathered together.
trained, and hurled at each ether in deadly cum-
hat, with the result that millions have been
slain and millions have been wounded. In order
to accomplish this unChri-’dike feat, millions of
workmen have been employed making millions of
shells and millions of tons of munitions, while
millions of money have been required to pay the
cost of war. In addition to all this, millions -f
hearts have been made to break, and millions of
precious souls have been hastened into eternity.

It is almost impossible for us to grasp the mean­
ing of a million. We use the term as though
quite famiilar with it, yet when we endeavor to
think in millions we arc lost.

Long before this war made it necessary f >r us
to think thus, the church was seeking to enlarge
the vision of people until men would quit think­
ing in terms of units, ami realise the possible
army of the church might be counted in millions.
In India ,318,000.000 souls without Giris! I In
China over 400,000,0001 Do these figures mean
anything to us? I read same time ago the report
cf an American correspondent wh<» bad been
granted permission to pass through the ranks of
the German army. For hours he motored at
high speed, seeing nothing but soldiers, and hear­
ing nothing but the tramp, tramp of their feet, tin
til he was informed that there were over 6,ooo,<xxi
men, the pick of the German nation, who were
marching forth to battle. In order to grasp the
situation as related to the heathen world, the
scene above described must be multiplied seventy
times with regard to China; over fifty times in
relation to India, to say nothing of Africa. Japan,
and other recognised fields. How great is the
task before us! No, they will not all hear, and
many who hear will n d heed. The work is slow,
the task is too great. You say, surely God never
intended his church to accomplish such a task!
Yes, he did! He died that all might be redeemed,
but < wing to unfaithfulness to the divine com­
mand by the church of the past, the task is made
increasingly difficult fur u-, and we in turn make
it more difficult for those who come after us. Be­
cause we are slow to realise the need, the-chain
is strengthened, and the task of breaking it be­
comes harder.

What Delays Victory?

Various m 11-military causes for the delay of
victory, from drink to the Higher Criticism, were
assigned by speakers at the Day of United Inter­
cession arranged by the World's Evangelical Alli­
ance in the Queen's Hall, says “The Christian
World.” Admiral Sir G. F. King-Hall, presiding
at the in ruing session, spoke bitterly of the fail­
ure to conquer the drink evil. It was no good
for the Government to urge economy when they
shrank from following the King’s example them­
selves, and from telling the nation to do so. The
Admiral was also of opinion that the Higher Crit­
icism. "which is undermining the faith of the na­
tions," was largely responsible for the world cat­
astrophe. The Bishop of Chelmsford, speaking
later, recalled the times before the war, when
England was gathering up wealth and begrudging
old-age pensions and money to sweep away the
slums—and now she was .spending £5,000,000 a
day on war. Had their spirits changed? Some
were making money out of the war, and there
were still strikes, slackness, dishonesty, and drink,
as of old.
