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The Lord’s Supper.
“At the Lord's table we find the most cen­

tral as well as the best authenticated part
of Christianity." This word of a well-
known Anglican writer expresses the
thought of the average member of the
church of Christ concerning the ordinance
of the Lord's appointment. The Supper
presents to us “the sum of the Gospel": it
speaks to us of our only I«ord and Saviour
and of the salvation which we enjoy through
the sole merit of his atoning death.

zl mark of unity—or a subject of con­
troversy?

To the devout Christian, the Lord's table
is a place of peculiar sacredness, hallowed
by many blessed memories and by the rich­
est of his spiritual experiences. Of it Mr.
C. Anderson Scott says: “ There is no other
feature of Christianity which so nearly ful­
fils the condition that it is observed ‘every­
where, always and by all’ believers. This
practice of meeting together to eat bread
and drink wine in commemoration of our
Saviour has been in all ages the most dis­
tinctive and the most nearly universal mark
of the ’Catholic Church. It is hallowed for
each of us by countless individual associa­
tions, and for all of us by the accumulated
experience of earlier generations, who have
found in this observance a gateway into the
unseen, a means of ineffable communion
with their Lord. It is hallowed further by
that discourse which after its first institu­
tion he pronounced, expounding with
matchless tenderness the relations of the
disciples to himself and to one another."

The very meaning of the feast as a com­
munion of the lx)dy and blood, of our Lord,
and particularly the Saviour's dear state­
ment of the spirit of unity and love which
ought to be manifested in his disciples who
have the privilege of silting at his table,
should have ensured that controversy, dis­
sension and wrangling would be absent
from its celebration and from the church’s
statement of its meaning. " In presence of
the very symbols of reconciling love the
sounds of the wrangling voices of Christian
brethren disputing its significance offend
one’s devout sensibilities as a desecration.”
It is one of the dreadful things in the his­
tory of the church that the rite which was
intended to be “both a mark and a means of
unity" should have been the centre of a dis­
cussion at times fierce an dacrimonious. It
1S sad that the controversy should persist to
our own day. Yet “it is ever the subject of 

most sacred and profound significance that
arouses the sharpest conflicts.” Dean Stan­
ley could refer to the Supper as “unques­
tionably the greatest religious ordinance of
the world, whether as regards its almost
universal adoption in the civilised world, or
the passions which it has enkindled, or the
opposition which it has evoked."

Wherein Christians agree.
While there is much difference of view as

to the sacred feast, still there is remarkable
agreement up to a certain point. Practic­
ally all professing Christians agree on the
following things. (Our statement is adapt­
ed from C. Anderson Scott's summary.)

As touching the Lord’s Supper, we arc all
agreed in regarding it as an ordinance of
the Lord’s appointment, and of a perpetual
obligation in the Church.

We agree in holding that the due use and
the due administration of this ordinance
form one of the marks of the true ’Cath­
olic Church.

Also, that it cannot be neglected by the
individual, except with grievous loss and
danger.

We agree, further, in regarding partici­
pation in the ordinance as the privilege of
all Christians—a privilege granted by the
Head of the Church to all who are members
of his body.

And. as touching the meaning of the ord­
inance, we are agreed in recognising it as a
solemn commemoration of our Lord’s death
and passion, as a symbol of the intimate
union of all those who believe in him. and
ns a peculiarly impressive acknowledgment
of their engagement to be his.

The above is not presented as an adequate
statement of the significance of the Supper;
but it is well to remember the great extent
to which there is common belief. When
wc go outside the things above enumerated.
the differences of Christendom begin to be
manifest. An exhaustive treatment of these
would be impossible, as it would be unpro­
fitable. Still it may be necessary to notice
some of the perversions of truth in ordc:
that wc may the more certainly set forth the
truth in its pristine purity.

The Scripture teaching.
In an essay on the Supper. Stanley writes

that "by dwelling on the original form we

pass out of the midst of the modern con­
troversy to a better, simpler, higher atmo­
sphere." It is our purpose to deal with the
scriptural teaching of the Lord's Supper.
All essential religious truth is found in the
pages of the Bible. Error anil superstition
abound when we depart from the Book of
books, it has to be borne in mind that a
large amount of the difference between re­
ligious people is due to a difference in the
interpretation of Scripture which all accept,
so that we cannot hope in an examination
of the New Testament teaching regarding
the Supper to escape all controversy. It is
also true, however, that much that is claim­
ed to be a different interpretation is rather
a substitution of a superstitious practice in
place of the Lord’s requirement, or a read­
ing into the New Testament narrative of the
papal error or dogma of a later day. When
wc are all content to abide by what the
Word reveals, differences of interpretation
as such will not cause much trouble. It is
subtraction from or addition to that Word
which has made a "symbol of dissension"
out of what should be the mark of unity.

The Scriptures which tell of the Supper
arc chiefly the four accounts of its in-titu-
tion, which wc find in Matt. 26: 26-29;
Mark 14: 22-25: Luke 22: 14-20; 1 Cor. 11:
23-25. In addition, information regarding
the celebration in the early church may be
found in Acts, chapters 2 and 20, and in 1
Corinthians it. Apostolic teaching appears
in 1 C<»r. 10: 16-21, and it : 20-34. Without
committing ourselves to the view that it con­
tains a direct reference to the Supper, we
may call attention to John 6: 27-5S, which
at least expresses thoughts peculiarly wor­
thy of our remembrance when wc partake
of the feast.

The records of the institution.
There is no need to reproduce the four

narrative- of the institution. As all stud­
ents of the New Testament know, the-c are
in beautiful general agreement, while they
'exhibit Mime remarkable variations in de­
tail. The accounts should be read carefully
and the differences noted. Especially should
presidents at the lord’s table consider these.
It is somewhat painful to hear—as we d >
hear very frequently—attempted quotations
which really con>i-t in a c •nfti'v! mixture
of the various accounts. Often, too. expre
si ms are attributed to the sacred writers
which, if they happen to have the merit of
being true to fact, p -t's the demerit of 
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not being an exact statement of what any
inspired writer has recorded. It is well to
U‘e unexcepti. nal phrases when we speak of
such a sacred thing as the Supper of the
Lord.

Some of the verba! variations in the nar­
ratives may be noted. In each case we quote
the statements as they appear in our English
Revised Version.

Matthew gives us the words, " Take, cat;
this is my body"; Mark, "Take ye: this is
my body”: Luke, "This is my body which
is given for you: this do in remembrance of
me"; Paul. " This is my body, which is for
you: this do in remembrance of me.”
Again, Matthew gives our Lord’s words
concerning the cup: " Drink ye all of it; for
this is my blood of the covenant, which is
shed for many unto remission of sins."
Mark’s account is shorter, omitting the
words, " Drink ye all of it" and "unto the
remission of sins.” Luke records these
words, “ This cup is the new covenant in my
blood, even that which is poured out for
you”; while Paul has, “ This cup is the new
covenant in my blood: this do, as oft as ye
drink it. in remembrance of me.” It will
be noticed that Luke’s narrative is more
closely related to Paul’s than is that of Mat­
thew or Mark. This is not to be wondered
at, harmonising as it does with what we
know of the close association between the
Apostle of the Gentiles and the author of
the third Gospel.

Bishop Motile calls attention to some
other variations: "We may note further
that Matthew and Mark say that the Lord
‘uttered blessing' before he gave the bread,
and 'uttered thanks' before he gave the cup;
Luke and Paul say that he ‘uttered thanks'
lie fore giving the bread, and they say noth­
ing of thanksgiving before the cup. (This
may be implied, however, in the words, "in
like manner.”] Matthew and Mark further
add his remarkable assurance that he would
‘drink no more of this fruit of the vine’ till
a great day yet to come." The same writer
seeks to |xdnt the lesson of the variations:
" We gather from the variations just given,
not that we arc to be uncertain of the Mas­
ter’s acts and meaning: for all these narra­
tives are, to the believer, ‘accounts of the
occasion revised by himself.' But we arc
on the one hand to fix our thoughts first
upon the central words and actions, and on
the other hand to take note of what one ac­
count adds to the others.”

When there is Peace.
" When there is Peace, this land no more

Christ the Stronghold.
The fortress of Gibraltar is a place of ab­

solute safety to none, except to those who
arc inside of it. The Ijord Jesus Christ is
the spiritual Gibraltar to every soul that has
fled to him by faith and who abides in him
with the spirit of obedience.

The word "stronghold” is a very happy
description of our atoning Saviour; for he
is the refuge from the curse of a broken
law of God; he is a place of deliverance
from the destroying power of sin; he is a
hiding place in storms of trouble; he is the
citadel which all the hosts of hell cannot
storm. There is no condemnation to them
which arc in Jesus Christ.

The gospel that is needed in these ‘‘shaky’
times is a tonic gospel; it puts iron into our
blood. It is well also to remind people
pretty often that there is such a doctrine of
the Bible as the good old-fashioned doctrine
of the perseverance of the saints; rightly
understood, it is the faith of all those in all
denominations who believe in a full salva­
tion by the sin-atoning Son of God. John
Wesley and John Calvin have probably
come to a full agreement about this doc­
trine since they got to heaven, even though
they may have had a different way of put­
ting it while they were in this world.

Is the soul that has fled to Christ and ac­
cepted Christ and abides in Christ perfectly
safe? Most assuredly he is. Such a soul is
kept by the power of God, through faith,
unto salvation.

To such the Saviour declares, " Ix>! I am
with you al way.” Of them he declares,
" My sheep hear my voice, and I know
them, and they follow me; and I give unto
them eternal life and they shall never per­
ish, and no one shall pluck them out of my
hand." “ He which hath begun a good
work in you will perform it until the day of
Jesus Christ.” (The Revised Version says,
" He will perfect it.”) "The Lord forsak-
eth not his saints; they were preserved for
ever.”

These are only a few of the solid bul­
warks of that stronghold into which the be­
liever runneth and is safe. It is good to
walk occasionally around our Gibraltar, to
tell its towers and to mark well its bulwarks.
As we look over the portal we read, " He
that bclieveth on the Son hath everlasting
life and shall not come into condemnation.”
And on the ample folds of the snow-white
banner that floats from the bastions in the
breeze, we catch the inspiring words.
"Faithful is he that calleth you, who will
also do, it.’’ " My grace is sufficient for
you.” Glorious stronghold! Built on the
Rock of Ages! Cemented in every stone bv
atoning blond 1 While the ornni|>>tcnt love
holds out. these walls of adamant endure.
While Jesus Christ lives, the believer also
lives.

If the success of the plan of redemption
had been dependent on man alone, it would
have come to naught long ago. There would
have been no security for a ‘•ingle sinner’s 

salvation. Jesus Christ has purchased the
redemption of believers; he has a chartered
right to the full salvation of all who pm
their trust in him. He had the promise of
the regeneration and sanctification and per­
severance to the end, of a multitude that
no man can number. This promise was
never out of the Redeemer’s sight. "Ail that
the Father giveth me shall come to me. and
him that cometh to me 1 will in no wise cast
out.”

Would you feel safe, then, brother?
Abide in Christ. Would you have solid
peace amid all the heavings and tossings of
life? Abide in Christ. Would you attain
to holiness? Abide in Christ. Would you
have a faithful, useful, happy life, and
power to win souls? Abide in Christ.
Would you come off more than conqueror
over all the powers of hell? Abide in
Christ. And one of the surest ways of abid­
ing in Christ is to strive to bring everybody
else to him that you can get hold of. Work­
ing Christians arc seldom troubled about
their own assurance of salvation. Those
who venture on the enemy’s ground are the
ones who arc captured. Jesus Christ never
guarantees backsliders. If these lines fall
under the eye of any backslider, let me ex­
hort you to hasten back penitently to him
who only can restore you. Who will an­
swer for you if you should die while you
arc wandering from the stronghold?

I often recall the solemn words uttered
bv the great John Owen before the British
Parliament: “A man may want liberty and
yet be happy as Joseph was. A man may
want children and yet be happy as Job was.
A man may want money and yet be full oi
comfort as Micaiah was. A man may want
friends as Paul did in Nero’s judgment hall
and yet be full of joy. But tie that lacks
Jesus Christ, lacks everything.” He that b
not in Christ has no beginning of good and
no end of sorrows. He that is not born
again had better never have been born at all.
It will be the hell of hell to have shut our­
selves out of Christ; and it is the beginning
■ f heaven to come humbly ami gladly unto
Jesus, the invincible stronghold, and Io abide
in him. When he shall appear, we .shall ap*
pear with him in glory.—Theodore L. Cuy-

Notes on Current Topics.
Jas. E. Thomas.

Social Purity.
These words suggest to us a very grave

and vital question that is frequently left
alone because of the natural delicacy we
have in discussing it publicly. There is a
grave danger, however, in a silence that al­
lows an evil to exist knowingly without
some word of warning to those who may ul­
timately be its ignorant victims. For a long
time we have been persuaded that the social
diseases that are so loathsome and perilous
are growing in our new land, and the dan­
ger to our young life is increasingly great
each year. In some States we have had
deputations asking that we should at least
have a restriction on those affected, and as
well, instruction given in our State schools
to the rising generation concerning the won­
derful bodies God has given to them, and
the danger of defiling them. There has
been a sort of truce among advocates of
notification of disease until the report of the
Royal Commission that has been laboring
for months in Great Britain should be made
public. This is now given, and it has con­
firmed the alarming reports that were al­
ready made. It makes tremendous and ap­
palling statements as to the prevalency of
this terrible scourge, and goes as far as to
say that notification is imperative if the race
is to be preserved. This is all testimony
that comes in addition to the knowledge we
have of the conditions that prevail in our
midst, and leads us to feel the increasing
need of education in our homes, schools and
churches. We also regret that the war is
adding to our peril, for hundreds of young
men arc, or will be, returning to our shores
afflicted in the most regrettable manner
with this result of their own folly. We
would not assume the role of an alarmist,
but we have seen too much that has come as
the result of ignorance, that we arc per­
suaded that someone should raise the warn­
ing word. Let parents realise their sacred
duty to teach their children as they come to
years how wonderful and sacred their ImmI-
ie> are. In our boys and girls' clubs. Sun-
da;. School classes, ami Young People’s So­
cieties we should -cek for suitable people to
uivr wholes'<mc teaching on the house we
live in. W. C. Brooker, of South Australia,
has done untold good in speaking to men
and giving really wonderful teaching about
themselves. The foundation of a good,
clean life, and of pure citizenship, is laid in
'">r hom and schools.

The Transit of R. J. Campbell.
Because of his prominence in the minis­

terial life of London, much has been writ­
ten and -aid of the passing of R. J. Camp­
bel! from Non-conformity to Conf rnrty.
At first it seemed almost inconceivable that
one who made such an appeal for liberalism
in his unfortunate and detrimental cr mpila-
thm known a- the New Theology, sh add go
into the realm of Ritualism and through the
ordeal of a fresh ordination that almost de­

nies the scripturalness of his previous min­
isterial office and life. Yet we must remem­
ber that Mr. Campbell was in his youth con­
firmed in the Church of England, and was
for years a member of that body. It is fur­
ther evident that he still retained that love
for the aesthetic ami ritualistic that was
doubtless cultivated in his early religious
training. He did not contribute much to the
strengthening of Non-conformist churches,
but rather assisted to spread the germs of
scepticism concerning the great fundamen­
tals of our faith that seem to have grown in
an unfortunate manner in the church with
which he has been connected. He seems to
look upon himself as a kind of apostolic her­
ald in the Church of England, who will act
as a leavening disseminator of the principles
of Christian union. But this can scarcely
commend itself to those who have had their
faith shattered in the stability of this wan­
dering prophet. A few months ago he ex­
pressed his willingness to unite with the
Roman Catholics even in their work in
France. Surely such a man, however sin­
cere and spiritual he may be, has not yet
gotten hold of the true principles that make
for Christian unity, or he would not be car­
ried away with such a speculative ideali-m.

Church Gossip.
We have heard a record on the phono­

graph called " Town Gossip,” by the hum­
orous and philosophical " Uncle Josh." He
tells us the news in pumpkin centre for
about four minutes, and gives a wonderful
variety. Unfortunately such talk does not
always end in such a hearty laugh as he
gives. There is no more dangerous weapon
used by Satan for the weakening of God's
work and the dividing of the church than
that of church gossip. There are a few in
almost every church who, like the Athen­
ians, -pend their time in nothing else but
to tell or to hear some new thing. Unfor­
tunately these new things have sometimes
never happened, ami this makes the offence
all the worse. We can understand secular
paper- having columns for society gossip,
spirting gossip, and various kinds of gos­
sip, but the business of the church of Jesus
Christ i- t •» serious and sacred to become
the occasion for idle talk. We need to re­
member that even in the worst preacher and
the poorest choir leader, or the most inef­
ficient Sunday School teacher, there is prob­
ably an earnest soul and a consecrated heart.
There is, too, some little bit of good about
even the worst, and it would be far more
profitable to tell of that than to abuse or
condemn such for the frailties of their fee­
ble flesh. If we are truly busy about our
Master's work, we will have no time for idle
talk It is a light estimate of our fellow-hip
in service and of the church Christ died for
that leads any one to injure either a fellow­
worker or the work by worthless and some­
times injurious gossip. If the preacher
needs a word of correction, tell him; do 

not enlarge his faults before the world, or
lessen his influence by secondhand talk. If
some officer is lacking in duty, give him a
kindly word; do not make him the theme
for Mrs. Partington's tea party. If -ome
Christ-likc soul, well-intended, but not over
efficient, has not filled the po>t of Sunday
School teacher according to your ideal, go
and give him a helping hand, but do not dis­
hearten him by unkindly criticism behind
his back. About our brethren in the
choir, ami all that are doing their very best
for God, let us find something good, how­
ever -mall: but if we cannot, let us remem­
ber that of all things in our Chri-tian ami
church life the greatest is love.

The War and Scepticism.
Those who have read the very cntcrlain-

in and philosophical articles of Horatio W.
Bottomley, the famous Free Thinker on the
war, as recorded in his paper, "John Bull,"
will be interested to learn that he has be­
come a convert to the Christian faith. The
" Christian Advocate in a recent report said
that this brilliant atheist said. " Now to-day,
in my fifty-fifth year, and after about as
strenuous life as any man of that age ever
lived, I believe in (kid and in the immortal­
ity of the soul of man. If Foote (the great
atheist leader who had just died) had died
a few years ago I am nut sure that 1 might
not have been a candidate for his successor­
ship. But now it is tco late. The great
world war has done it. If war does not en­
gender faith it must of necessity breed de­
spair. In these soul-searching days no man
can be content with a mere negative philos­
ophy.* The doubter must go to the wall.
Pure rationalism, however scientific, has no
word of comfort fur weary watcher- or of
solace for broken hearts. I believe that God
ha- a divine purpo-e fur not only the blood
of heroes, but equally for the tears of wo­
men; the quivering anguish of the human
heart, ami the sacrificing effort of the un­
selfish aim." These are great words from
a sincere soul. It is only a little while since
M. Henri Lavedan, the great French scep­
tic, renounced hi- atheism. Joseph McCabe
ami the Rationalistic pre s association have
no message to semi to the trenches, or any
word of comfort in their blatant scepticism
for aching heart-. They can - umd no la-t
post, nor give any hope of the grand review
on the other side of the river. When Rob­
ert Ingersoll died, am! the arrangements for
hi- funeral were telegraphed t<» the New
York paper-, they said, "There will be no
music." What music has atheism to give to
the sorrowing, or what sweet -wan song to
the dying? When we stand in the presence
of death—the death of thousand-, and come
to thousand- of h me- that are filled with
mourning, God will be with u-. He cam ■ !
be crowded out. Jv-u- will be there and say
to the sorrowing, " 1 am the rc-urrectivn
and the life." Mr. Bottomley i- -incirc,
and so are a thousand more. The war i-
bringing men to say. I believe in the resur­
rection from the dead, and in the life ever­
lasting. and thi- is one compensation for the
aw fid -trife that many will come by the Cal­
vary w ay to God.
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James Manning.
On March 23. Bro. James Manning, after

a few weeks of >evere illness, fell asleep in
Christ. Bro. Manning had been for many
years a prominent member of the church in
South Australia, lie was torn in /Xdelaide
on January 15th, 1851. lie was a man
greatly esteemed by all. I Ic became a mem­
ber <>f the church when about 16 years of
age. He was for many years an elder of
the church. He will be greatly missed from
the councils and work of the church. For
29 years he was secretary of the church in
Grote-st. He occupied the same position at
Mile End for eight years previous to his
death. lie was a trustee of the Bible Col­
lege in South Australia, and secretary of
the Church Extension Fund Committee
fn m its inception. He was an able speaker,
constantly preaching and teaching in the
church. Bro. Manning was not one to push
hiniseif fur ward, but was always willing to
do what he could. He was the preacher's
frien 1, and esteemed and loved them for
their work’s sake. He was for many years
clo-ely identified with the work of the Hume
Mission Committee, of which he has been a
member since its inception. He was never
an ornamental member simply of any com­
mitter.

Bro. Manning was for many years an ard­
ent worker in the Temperance m ivement.
He was one of the foundation members of
the Star of Edwardstown Tent of the I.O.
Rechabitcs 47 years ago. He outlived all
the other pioneers. In 1885 and again in
1898 he occupied the j>t>-iti- >n of Chief Ruler
of the Rcchubites. As President of the Al­
liance he did a vast amount of work. He
occupied that position during the great ami
miccc--fid campaign in favor of the closing
of liqu »r bars at 6 o'clock.

The writer of this and our brother were
friends for 49 years,-and when he was seiz­
ed with his last illness I often saw him. He
liked me to spend a few minutes in prayer
with him. A few days before the end of his
life he said to his daughter, "Send Bro.Gore
birthday congratulations these words:—
' I lope you will be spared for more years of
bk-sing and usefulness. Many thanks for
your kindness to me.’ ” My birthday was
on March 23. and this was written very
s|i rtly before. It was like him to think of
hi-- friends up to the last day of his life. As
I entered my seventy-eighth year he entered
on an eternity of years ot unending joy.

THE CLOSING DAYS.
Bro. Janie- Manning entered Miss Hill's

private h■ -pital <<n February 25, where he
imni. diately underwent an operation which
revealed conclusively that there was no hope
uf recovery.

To them
we extend tenderest sympathy, and pray
that the homcgoing of one so dear to them
and to us may cause home to seem nearer at
hand.

The funeral took place on March 24, and
was conducted by Bro. T. J. Gore. A short
service was held at the late residence in
Torrensvillc, in which various brethren took
part. From thence proceeded the funeral
procession to West Terrace Cemetery,
where a vast throng of sympathising friends
awaited its arrival. The singing of the
hymn “ My God. my Father, while I stray,”
by the Mile End choir, again reminded
those present of the Christlike submission
of him whom God had just taken.

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A Model Sunday School.
Jas. E. Thomas.

The Departmental Sunday School is of
recent development. It represents the at­
tempt of those who have carefully studied
the child and its development to adapt the
teaching and methods of Sunday School
work to the various ages and requirements
of the child life. There are some who are
by nature so conservative in their ideas that
they condemn these progressive methods of
idealistic experts as being too mechanical
and experimental. Others fee! that their
schools are so small and teachers so few
that it would be impossible for them to ad­
opt any of these modern innovations. There
arc still others who think that because they
have not the equipment to put all the depart­
ments and improvements of a large organ­
ised school into operation, it is no use
trying at all to organise. To all such we
can recommend either a personal visit to
the school at Moonta Mines or some such
school, or a careful study of the literature
published that tells of their methods. It was
a very happy idea that led the Committee
of the Northern Conference to arrange with
M. IL Lipson Hancock, the general super­
intendent of this famous school, for the
delegates and visitors to be shown over the
buildings and have the methods of work ex­
plained carefully to them by the staff of the
school. We are quite sure that even to the
most conservative and unsympathetic visitor
there came some inspiration that will lead to
an attempted advance in the school to which
he belongs. It will be impossible to elab­
orately describe all the departments of work,
but a brief account emphasising points that
appealed particularly to the writer may be
of interest.

We were met at the entrance by the new
scholars and visitors’ committee, which
consists of ten gentlemen. The welcome we
received was enough to commend such a
committee, even if it were smaller, to any
school, In the unavoidable absence of the
General Superintendent, which we all re­
gretted, we were heartily welcomed by Mr.
W. H. Hayes, and one of the assistant sup­
erintendents, Mr. W. R. Pcnhall. The party
then divided, and was conducted in groups
around the various departments of the
school, which we will follow in order.

/ Ar Cradle Roll.—This was one of the
first departments started in 1908. Since its
inception 229 babies have been enrolled.

1 hc'c arc visited by a faithful committee.
consisting of six ladies, and upon each birth-
d-i\ the children are posted a greeting card.
This, of course, pleases the mothers more
than the children at first, and is the sure way
to the parents’ hearts. A school with a good
cradle roll will have a good mothers' meet­
ing—and good Home Department, if work­
er-. follow up the good done. When these
children become three years old they are
sent to the school.

7 Ac I.it tie Beginners aged three to
four years is the first department to which 

the children come. They are sealed on little
chairs or on a nice carpet that makes a most
comfortable seat for them. The children
are taught some of Carey Bonner’s simple
child songs. The superintendent, Mr. Hol­
lands, is one of the older gentlemen, but evi­
dently an enthusiast. It was a pleasing fea­
ture to sec how many men are willing to
give their time and ability to teaching the
young, loo often we imagine this is simply
women’s work—and we leave the faithful
women to do it all. The men of Moonta
Mines are consecrated enough to help the
noble women, ami many of them are leaders
of departments. The teaching in this de­
partment is naturally very simple, and is
largely aided by sand trays, toy animals,
and pictures. There is also a splendid
method called stick laying, by which the lit­
tle tots are able to make pictures of roads,
houses, and other almost unrecognisable yet
interesting things to illustrate the lesson
story. There are thirteen workers in this
little department of 46 scholars.

From nere the scholars go into
The Kindergarten Department—in which

they stay from the period of four to six
years. This consists of 49 scholars and 18
officers and teachers, presided over by Mr.
W. R. Penhall. This gentleman is a won­
derful enthusiast, possessing the solidity
am! earnestness of an Australian, combined
with the vision and progressiveness of an
American. The children sit in one circle
during the lesson story, with a -and tray in
the middle. They then.divide the class, ami
march to the four corners of the room to the
accompaniment of music from the piano,
and cither draw upon blackboards or give
upon sand trays their impressions of the les­
son. Some,of those shown were very cred­
itable indeed. This room was nicely lighted
and the windows were prettily decorated by
one of the former teachers. It is pleasing
to sec that the aesthetic in the child is stud­
ied more in these schools. Doubtless they
will evolve a better idea of church architec­
ture than was possessed in earlier days and
even now bv many in our fair land. It is
very contradictory to ask children to thank
God for “all things fair and beautiful’’ if
we persist in retaining as their class room
some of the relics of antiquated buildings
that arc unworthy of such a cause.

The next department is
The Primary, from 6 to 9 years. This

part of the school has grown so much under
the superintendent, Mr. Rule, that they
have had to enlarge the room. Il is now a
very fine, well equipped airy place. There
are 34 teachers ami officers am! 71 scholar*
in this department. The scholars arc taught
the Bible stories, and then record their im­
pressions. Some of the written work show­
ed a vivid imagination, and good grasp of
the lesson. 10 minutes are allowed for the
lesson story, and to minutes for the impres­
sion or written work of the scholars. It 

seemed very encouraging to those of us who
experience the painful process of begging
for teachers to sec how many arc on the
stall. We further learned that each depart­
ment has a weeknight service fur prayer and
study of the lesson. What a lot of joy and
sunshine some folks arc missing who could
be teaching, but because of some tired or
indilfcrcnt feeling aic missing the blessing.

The Junior Department, which is the next
grade, consists of children from 9 to 11, is
not so large numerically as some, but they
have 23 teachers ami workers for 38 schol­
ar*. What a fortunate superintendent Mr.
Sampson is. I used to hear that this school
was over organised, but as I learned that
every worker had some work to do and did
it, my doubt.* were dispelled. This depart­
ment, like other*, has its own musical instru­
ment, and is well furnished. It is in this de­
partment that the Bible is used for the first
time in the course, and the sch dars learn
therefrom its simple truths.

The Advanced Junior i* a new depart­
ment, ami a most practical and estimable
one. The scholars are provided with desks,
ami they write in books that arc taken home
by them for study and preparing outline of
the lesson. The scholars are studying under
their superintendent. Mr. E. J. Trennery,
a system of Bible outline called the " Rain­
bow" system, which deals with the Bible in
period*. :omething like the .*v*tcm in Mcn-
inger's “ Training for Service." It i* a splen­
did ground work for the intelligent under­
standing of the Won! of God, ami appeals
to our idea of how the Bible should be
taught. The General Superintendent, Mr.
Hancock, is bringing out a book <>n this de­
partment, and system of study which will be
of interest to any seeking further informa­
tion.

We were much interested in the Interme­
diate and Senior Departments. The Hon.
John Verran is a regular teacher in the
Senior Department. We were especially
impressed with a splendid system for retail­
ing young men who have gone through the
Intermediate School. This is a point of
leakage in our schools, and care is alwa <
necessary at this age. The Young Men’s
Department, consisting of those frum 17 to
20, is engaged in a systematic study of the
Bible. They have photos, and maps illus­
trating the life of Christ, and study the ge­
ography as well as the narrative of the !’>'-
ble. They fill in maps, and some are engag­
ed in making a splendid relief map in plaster
of Paris, showing the travels of Je.*us. For
18 months these young men study in the
harmony of the Gospels the life of Chri t.
They then study the life of Paul. It i* the
finest class for intelligent study of the Bible
I have ever seen. It shows clearly that the
Word of God i* *ulficient to hold our young
men if taught intelligently. There arc a! •
Ladies' and Men’s Bible Classes conducted
in the most helpful way. One thing that
impressed me was that there i* n > discus­
sion allowed. This is commendable to my
mind, for thev arc Bible C!a**c* ami m-t
debating societies. Questions are always in

Unsolicited Testimony.

How often the missionary is taken to task for
his methods of work and the life he lives! The
commercial man who visits him, or the soldier or
sailor returning home, lias very little of an encour­
aging nature to say of his work.

There was sent us recently by one of our coun­
try preachers a cutting from a paper containing
the views of a military officer who was sent to do
administrative duties in the Bismark Archipelago.
His unsolicited testimony to the work of missions
and the work of the missionary, written as a sol­
dier would write, is interesting.

The article is headed, "The Missionary Man—
His Good Work Amongst Kanakas," and is as
follows:—

I have seen a good deal of the natives in certain
parts of the Pacific Islands during the last year.
1 also understand something of the African nigger.

In the attempt to force our religions, our civili­
sation up m the dark skinned man very many men
have failed. But I find, after careful observation,
that the great majority of the missionaries who
are to-day working amongst the Mclancse and
Papuans have thoroughly grasped the idea that
they arc more than Bible preachers preaching to
the heathen. The mission people hereabouts have
undoubtedly been the means of showing these
stone axe and stone club people that there is some­
thing better in life’ than killing and perhaps de­
vouring one another.

In many villages, which have come under the
contr< I of the Missions, abortion, sexual lunacy,
inbreeding and very many hideous customs have
»eased. Some of the people already have their
feet up m the first rung of the ladder of light.
True, they arc as yet only a few, but still all things
have a beginning. Generally speaking, the natives
look up to and respect the .Missionary man. They
care for him perhaps more than most people arc
aware of.

At present uc cannot say who will hold these
islands after the big bash amongst the nations has
finished. We can only hope that whatever gov­
ernment comes into power here, they will uphold
and help in the great work the Mission people
have accomplished amongst tribes well worth sav­
ing from destruction and extermination. It is
their solemn duty to d<» so.

The work done by the Missi naries has greatly
impressed me. For instance, in some villages one
notices signs of sanitation. The houses are kept
fairly clean and the gr< mid round is swept. One
does riot 're the woman suckling a small pig and
her child at the same breast. The dead are not
planted under the front door step, and the inhabit­
ants arc free from dreadful sore-. Where once
they fought one another, all is 11 >w peace ami
quietness. The villagers have confidence in one
another and wholesale murder has died out.

Now who is responsible for all this? Was it
the late Government, with its armed constabulary?
I rather think not. I rather think the missionary,
the man whom I have often muttered “strange
oaths" again.t, had quite a deal to do with it. And
now I must tell y >u something more. The native
population of these islands should not be left
without the Missionary. They must have him,
and they need more of him. But they must be
men of the right stamp,* ' lid, good matured men,
not so young perhaps; not the man we generally
associate with having received that mysterious
"Call.’' but plain, h' nest Godfearing fellows, who
"take" readily enough with their fellow men. Not
p.mg-faced individuals who w add make religion a
scare and a burden, but just men.

I do not wish it tlx tight that the majority of
the tribes have come under the saving influence
of the missionary man. They have not. Inland.
and at sonic points along the coast, the natives are
as wild as ever. *' Mission work," so one old man
with 29 years* experience told me, "is so slow,
but," he said with intonati* n in his voice, very like
grim determination, “it is very sure. We will con­

tinue in spite of all.” One could not help admir­
ing this grand old chap. He had a face like the
late General Booth, and one called him " Father”
after a few minutes’ conversation. Some of you
will know the stamp of man 1 mean. He’d bury
a man well, or preach a soldier’s sermon. There
was something in the voice of him, something in
the look of him, which arrested one at once. He
is beloved by all. He is a leader. He is the right
kind of missionary.—W.M.B.O.

In Poona.
Miss Cameron, writing from Poona, where she

is busy learning the language, tells of opportun­
ities which come to her to do a little work among
the soldiers. Her letter says; “I was pleased to
hear that a new worker was on his way out, and
hope he will be a great blessing to the work. Tint
makes three from South Australia. I have not
heard from Miss Tolc lately, although we keep
up a regular correspondence. She is in the Cen­
tral Province.

I go to Miss Ligcrtwood’s school for an hour
each day now, to hear the children at their les­
sons, and in this way hope to get used to differ­
ent voices. To-day I arranged to meet an old
Ayah each day, or rather evening, to talk for an
hour with her while she takes the baby out. She
comes here each Sunday to the servants' meeting.
It will be a great help to converse with her, and
she seemed very happy at the suggestion. I have
my school from 7.30 a.m. to 8.30; Pundit from it
to t pan.; Miss Ligertwood’s 2 to 3 p.m. and the
Ayah from 5.30 to 6jo. This, with my study, fills
the day up.

I do not study much in the evenings after ten,
which is at 7 p.m., but usually go into the men’s
meeting with Mrs. Dannefaerd. There are here
many epp . minifies for helping the men who care
to converse with me, especially the lads—some
have not spoken to a woman for over a year, and
when you remember that in Poona the soldier is
anything but a hero, and here they have no home
life except what this place offers, you will under­
stand when I say that according to Mrs. Danne-
f.icrd’s desire, I regard it as almost a duty to go
to their meetings. I do try to help them feel a
little of the friendliness which God has put in my
heart for these who, sad to say, arc more eager
to give their lives as a sacrifice for their country
than accept the sacrifice which was made for them.
Be that as it may, “Jesus bids us shine,” and we
can only trust the words they hear will tell at
last. They do not stay long here. Some have
gone, and arc killed; others have come back, to
return just as soon ns they arc well enough—it
is strange the little value they, on the whole, seem
to place on life."

NATIVE MARRIAGES ON OBA.

St. Arnaud, March 20, tqtG,
To the Editor, "Australian Christian.’*

Dear Bro.,—Having noticed in a letter of Bro.
A. T. Waters, as published in your issue of March
16th, that two marriages, including one of a
teacher who had been married (native fashion)
fur ten years, and had three children, had been
celebrated, I, with others, would like information
regarding the nature and purport of this " Chris-
tian" marriage. If it were merely a service to
impress upon the minds of the natives the sacred­
ness of the bond entered into by the couple tel;
years before, or something to obtain rccogni’io’i
of the union by the Government, then I feel sure
that no one will find objection. But if on the
other band, the solemnising is based on the as­
sumption that native marriage is no marriage at
all, in the sight of God, and that all included
within its scope arc living in an unholy alliance,
then I think that it is advisable that the brother­
hood generally as well as the native Christians be
informed on what grounds the position is main­
tained.

Is there any inference from Scripture? In
cases recorded in the Bible, the taking unto one’s
self of a wife was a very simple process. Surely
no one will doubt that the apostles recognised the
validity of heathen marriages. He would be a
bold man who would declare that the apostles
required re marriage, with religious rites, of their
converts from heathenism. It must be conceded
that the inclusion of a religious ceremony in
Christian marriages has a post-apostolic origin.
In fact, it was the general law of Europe till the
year 1563 that a mere agreement to marry sup­
plemented by cohabitation was enough to consti­
tute marriage. In that year the Council of Trent
made a religious ceremony practically a sine qua
non for all Catholic countries. Upon the decrees
of this council is founded the hateful Ne Temere
decree, the character of which I had impressed
on me recently by a marriage, which I celebrated
One of the contracting parties has many Roman
Catholic relatives and friends, who were not slow
to impress upon her that the marriage was no
marriage at all. Let us avoid anything of the
nature of a Ne Temere decree among ourselves.
It would not only invalidate heathen marriages,
but also those in otir own country which arc cele­
brated by a Government registrar. ‘

This letter is not written with any desire to
criticise. Far be it from me to place a stumbling
block in the way of our faithful missionaries, who
arc toiling amid many difficulties and dangers fur
our Lord and Master. My only desire is to see
the cause move forward in harmony with the
Scriptures. Probably an explanation by the For­
eign Mission Committee or Bro. Waters him­
self will put the matter in a new light and remove
the impression conveyed by his letter.

The British Drink Bill.
In accordance with its practice, the United

Kingdom Alliance has published a report on the
national expenditure on strong drink in the past
year. Compared with 1914, the increase is to%
per cent. Last year the individual expenditure
was The Alliance attributes the in­
crease to the extraordinary high war wages, the
abnormal development of “shouting," and the un­
precedented disturbance in normal family life, re­
sulting in a deplorable increase in drinking among
women.

Myles Couardale on Bible Study.
In the prologue to his Bible, issued in 1535,

Myles Covcrdalc delivered himself of the follow­
ing words of good counsel to Bible students
“ It shall greatly help you to understand Scrip­
ture if thou mark, not only what is spoken or
written, but of whom, and unto whom, with what
words, at what time, where, to what intent, with
what circumstance, considering what goeth before
and what followcth after. For there be some
things which are done and written to the intent
that we should do likewise; there be some things
also which are written to the intent that we
should eschew such like. Therefore, when thou
rcadcst Scripture, be wise and circumspect."—
"The Christian.”
Mo Sunday Work on Munitions.

In a circular to munition manufacturers, Mr.
Lloyd George has made the suggestion which is
practically a command, that Sunday labor should
be abolished in all "controlled establishments."
The Minister of Munitions points out that, in
conjunction with the Home Office, he appointed
a c immittcc some time ago to study the effect
upon production of munitions of war by continu­
ous labor, involving Sunday work. He now sug­
gests that all workers should receive one day of
rest per week, preferably Sunday. This applies to
all kinds of munition workers, men and women.
" It is better," writes Mr. Lloyd George, “to work
overtime during the week rather than have Sun­
day work."—"The Christian."
Why Some Graded Schools Fall.

Dr. Henry Frederick Cope is one of the, most
capable and racy writers on the Sunday School
problem, and his works on " Efficiency in the Sun­
day School" rank amongst the best obtainable. In
a chapter on why some graded schools fail, he is
c.ireful t<> make it clear that he is not questioning
the principle of grading. He is simply inquiring
why it i-. here and there the best system falls short
• >f the best success. At the close of the chapter
he summarises thus:—Linking over the eases in
general, one may say that when graded schools
have failed, it has been f .r three reasons: they
have n t understood the full application of the
principle ,.f gradation; they have relied too ex­
clusively <m th.e plan as a scheme or device, and
they have ■> tight the aim of scholarly attainment
rather than that < f per-mal life development;
they have been dealing with Sunday School pu­
pil* as with learning mechanisms rather than as
living, gr nving young folks.
Theologian and EX'Premior Honored.

order, but the experience of the teacher, Mr.
Hayes, is like that of others—discussion often
wastes time to no great purpose. Mr. Archibald
when here somewhat ridiculed and almost con­
demned the Adult Bible Class, but here as else
where this is a great factor in the school. There
are always many who cannot teach, and dc-pite
Mr. Archibald’s criticism, I trust we shall always
have good Bible Classes at the head of our
schools. Let all teach who can, but let those who
cannot so help go to the Bible Class, and thus
make a strong department of adults.

The Teacher Training Department is part cf
the school. It is conducted by an enthusiast in
Air. Sampson. It seeks in a businesslike way to pro­
vide for to-morrow. The young are trained as
much for the .Lord’s work as they are f »r secular
teaching. This is as it should be. We must give
close attention in these days, when scholars are so
well taught, to helping our teachers in every way
to be trained and fitted for their work. No expense
is thought too great to help the teachers, and in
this we have much to learn. I asked how these
buildings were erected, and I was cleverly an­
swered, “As we were able.” Some pc >p!c have tne
idea that there is unlimited wealth at Moonta
Mines. Probably there is underground, but it docs
not belong to the Sunday School. These brave.
consecrated workers have caught the vision of
what it means to train the young. They believe
it is worth while preparing them to be the church
of to-morrow. They feel it is as well to spend
money saving our young as reclaiming our old,
and they have spent money wisely and well. Il
has not been an easy task, nor has any one indi­
vidual financed this great school. All have been
glad to do their part, and have done it willingly
and ungrudgingly.

As they have been able, they have added to the
splendid wooden structure that largely f inns
their class rooms, and have evolved a finely c. n-
ccived school building. Every inch of room is
used This can be done in almost any centre. The
chief essential is not money, but a er nseiousness
of the value of child life, ami the need of getting
all the church to work studying the Word i f God
with the children.

The courteous and capable Secretary. Mr. G.
M. Spry, estimated that the school costs about
£300 per year to conduct, and the funds are sub­
scribed by the children and the church in a regu­
lar and systematic way.

Of course this school is peculiarly fortunate in
being in a community in which all work together
in the week, but this does not detract from the
credit that must be given to the General Manager
of the Mines, Mr. H. Lipson Hancock, for his
work in the school and his fellow workers, b »th
men and women, old and young, who comprise
the 154 teachers and assistants working for God
in this great hive of industry. The number of
scholars enrolled is 405, besides Cradle Roll and
Home Department.

The closing exercises arc ted by the ichobl or­
chestra, who assemble at the first bell, which is
rung by the General Superintendent. The bill is
electric, and reaches every room. All departments
are thus under one directing head, and move punt
tually and quickly when the signal is given.

In many of our schools that are departmental,
the various sections have their own opening and
closing exercises, but it is distinctly an advantage
to have the whole of the. teachers of the school
gather for the united closing service. The teach­
ers of the lower grades dismiss the young schol­
ars, and then gather with the rot of the school.
This assists in preserving the happy fellowship
and splendid discipline of the school.

There is in the school an important emphasis
of the idea of recognition. The class having all
present, all with Bibles, and all gaming full marks
for lessons, is called a star cla... The tap class is
the possessor of a Union Jack till some other class
takes it from them. Even the idea of putting u »
the number of new scholars and ■ f attendances is
very helpful in stimulating the scholars.

There is a splendid Home Department in the 

school, consisting of parents who cannot come am.
old folks or invalid who cannot attend the ■
sessions. This departemnt has its own superin­
tendent and secretary, and a committee of nine
regular visitors who distribute literature and cj >
to see if the lesson has been studied. All the mem
hers of this department arc thus kept in touch
with the school, and study the lessons each wed:
with the scholars. They also co-opcrate prayer­
fully in any way they can for the good of tr.c
school.

There arc no less than twelve standing commit­
tees, all of which find a scope of activity for any
that have a mind to work. There is a Literary
Society conducted by one committee, a social com­
mittee, a sports committee that superintends ten­
nis, cricket and other clubs. These arc all valu­
able adjuncts of the school, and show that the
teachers aim to develop the social and physical
side of the scholars. Ihcrc is also a prayer and
visitation committee, which is really the most im­
portant committee of the school. With so many
schools there seems to be plenty of machinery,
but they lack the spiritual force and driving power
essential t> the successful work of the school. We
need to wait upon God continually for the strength
and help we need in this supremely important
work. We al-o need to do all we can ourselves
to care fur the scholars in our charge, both by
praying far them and seeking to shepherd them
when they arc sick or irregular in attendance.
This w< rk is in the hands of a committee of 15.
Surely every school would do well in having such
a band of workers. We will find our reward in
the results that will follow.

All the visitors were deeply impressed with the
sincerity and beautiful spiritual tone of the noble
hand of workers who so kindly received us and so
willingly and intelligently explained to us the
working of the school.

Mr. Hayes told us that they labor to win the
children for Christ. This, as Carey Bonner says
is the supreme aim of the Sunday School. We
were inf< rmed that men who have willingly acted
as doorkeepers in the school have been w> n for
Christ through the influence of the lessons tliev
have listened to while occupying their honorc I
p st. There is no fear of the church of to-morrow
if we have workers who arc caring for the Sun­
day School of to-day.

Daniel Webster once asked Thomas Jefferson,
who was a Unitarian, “ What is to be the salva-
ti< n of this great nation?" and Jefferson sai 1,
"This nation is going t > be saved, if saved at all,
by teaching the children to love the Lord Jesus
Christ.”

We must not think any effort or expense to a
great that is helping to save our children for our
nation, and for God, through Jesus Christ our
Lord.

All that visited the Moonta Mines Method!
School at this time went away thankful to God
for what they had seen, and determined to do
more and better for the children and the Sunday
School.

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The Bible School and First Principles.
Dear Bro. Editor,—

I am afraid that I gave Bro. Enniss a false im­
pression concerning my attitude towards Graded
literature in your issue of two weeks ago. I am
heartily in favor of Graded literature, but at our
present stage in school organisation, I am opposed
to the introduction of an elaborate series, such as
that proposed by your correspondent. Last year
tiie Sunday School Executive in South Australia
(on the recommendation of the Literature Sub-
commttcc, of which I happen to be the convener)
suggested to our schools that they use the Pilgrim
Press Graded Lessons, published in Great Britain.
Our experience in this State has taught us the
f >lly of trying to adopt a highly graded lesson sys­
tem to a partially organised school. Bro. Enniss
will now see why we are pushing Supplemental
Lessons in First Principles. They are a practical
solution of the question, How can we help our
schools to impart distinctive teaching without
urging the use of a graded literature, covering
this ground, for which they arc not ready?

It is gratifying to note that the Victorian, New
South Wales, and South Australian Departments,
with the same idea in mind, viz., to impart the
knowledge of First Principles to the young, arc
working on different lines. Each State is making
an experiment. Bible School enthusiasts will
watch the result with deep interest. Which will
prove the most serviceable, Graded literature to
include first principles (Victoria), a period of
special study annually, and an examination
(N.S.W.), or the Supplemental Lessons (S.A.)?
