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The Preaching of the Faith.
(The following is a portion of a striking leader

on "Will He find faith on the earth?” which re­
cently appeared in the London “ Christian.”]

Substitutes for the Gospel of Christ
are everywhere offered and every­
where accepted. The glory of his
atoning sacrifice for sin, of his free wel­
come to all who come to him, and of the suf­
ficient Grace of the Holy Spirit for all the
demands of the new life, are literally un­
known by thousands in our cities and vil­
lages. For from countless pulpits they are
simply not proclaimed. In their place we
have schemes of social reform advocated
as the solution of all human ills. Mere
nostrums of sacrarnentarianisni are offered
instead of the unconditioned grace of God.
One the one hand a section of the ministry
proclaims itself the exclusive channel of
heavenly blessing, and thereby (with appal­
ling lack of vision) denies its own relation­
ship to Christ. Another frankly forsakes
spiritual aims and espouses political causes,
as being most likely to bring about its ob­
jectives. Men are urged to come to the
church,—which they won't do, instead of
to Christ,—which they will. In many the­
ologies the sovereignty of God has been dis­
placed by the deity of man. The authority
of his word has been undermined by hostile
criticism in the name of liberty, and its pro­
found statements concerning human destiny
are invested with an air of interrogation
and uncertainty. The cross has been sup­
planted as the pivot on which the mercy of
God turns, by a formless idea of his toler­
ance. The precious blood is unmentioned.
The depth of the unspeakable Sacrifice by
which the world was redeemed, is lost in
the width of the Divine good-nature. Noth­
ing is definite now, nor certain afterward.

This is no attempt at caricature, for the
matter is altogether too serious for light­
heartedness. We simply state the facts as
we see them, and ask,—can it be wondered
at that under such conditions the Faith of
Christ declines? What conviction of sin
can such travesties of the Gospel produce?
How can world-weary and sorrow-stricken
hearts come to him of whom they have not
heard? We are not surprised that so many
are turning to systems which seem to offer
more solid comfort than an adulterated and
emasculated Gospel, which too often is all
that the churches have to offer. This is in­
deed their hour and the power of darkness.

But is not the professing church largely
to blame for this? Docs not the ultimate 

responsibility rest upon its officers who
teach these things, and its members who
love to have it so? And do not these pres­
ent days—which for all we know may be
the ushering in of the day of the Lord—
call us all to honest self-judgment in this
same respect? For implied in Christ's
searching query is the solemn truth that
such as refuse to believe in him gradually
lose all power to believe; and allied to it
is the strange saying that the light by which
some are content to live is but darkness.

Arc we to rest satisfied with things as
they arc? Can we justify the faith that is
in us except by devotion to its high tasks?
In the irrefutable formula of Archbishop
Whately: “If our faith is false wc arc
bound to renounce it. If it is true we are
bound to propagate it.” And never was
there a time when the need was greater or
the conditions more propitious. We repeat
that there are literally thousands in our
country who arc living in what is virtually
heathen darkness, and who can only be
reached by a determined forward move­
ment on the part of the whole church.

Give us a watchword for the hour,
thrilling word, a word of power;

A battle cry, a flaming breath
That calls to conquest or to death:
A word to rouse the Church from rest
To heed the Master’s high behest.
The call is given; ye hosts arise!
Our watchword is Evungc/tfc/
The glad Evangel now proclaim _
Through all the earth in Jcsu’s Name;
This word is ringing through the skies
/•; migdircf liiangeliscl
To dying men, a fallen race,
.Make known the gift of Gospel Grace;
The world that now in darkness lies
livan&flise! Exungeluel

We arc making no plea for any largely-
advertised mission efforts, with their costly
machinery for securing some semblance of
united interest, their frequently undesirable
features, and their questionable permanent
good in any community. For it is the un­
disguised misgiving of many that the abid­
ing result of such efforts is frequently alto­
gether out of proportion to the expenditure
involved, and the dislocation of ordinary
Christian work entailed. Our call is rather
to individual Christians to face their own
obligation in the light of Christ's coming.
If this necessitates personal self-scrutiny as
to the Faith, on the part of some who have
unconsciously drifted from early assurances
and enthusiasms, let there be open return 

and renewed allegiance. We believe that
such a movement would soon quicken dead
churches, and cause ministries which have
become sapless to be bright and fruitful
again. Men will certainly come to Christ
when lie is faithfully uplifted; while those
by whom He is uplifted will experience a
strengthening of faith in the work of soul­
wining, which nothing else can ever give.
Shall wc clear ourselves of complicity in
the present state of things?

His Choice.
“ Men say that the pulpit has run its

career, and that it is but a little time before
it will come to an end. Not so lung as men
continue to be weak and sinful ami tearful
and expectant, without any help near; not
so long as the world licth in wickednc • .
not so long as there is an asylum over and
above that one which we see by our physical
senses; not until men are transformed ml
the earth empty; not until then will the
work of the Christian ministry cease. And
there never was an epoch, from the tim: of
the afiostlcs to our day, when the Christian
ministry had such a field, and there was
such need of them and such hope and cheer
in the work, and when it was so certain th it
a real man in the spirit of God would reap
abundantly as to-day; and if I were to
choose again, having before me the possi­
bilities of profits and emoluments of mer­
chant life, the honors to be gained through
law’, and the science and service that come
through the medical profession, and the
honored ranks of teachers, I still again
would chouse the Christian ministry.—
Henry Ward Beecher.

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The Passover and the Lord’s Supper.
In several ways the Passover, the great

Jewish feast which commemorated the de­
liverance of Israel from the bondage in
Egypt, is associated with the Supper. Each
is a memorial feast speaking of salvation
and freedom. The release from Egyptian
bondage is regarded by all as a type of the
redemption from the guilt and power of
sin which we enjoy. Christ is referred to
by the .Apostle Paul as "our Passover....
sacrificed for us.” Moreover, the ordinary
reader of the New Testament believes that
it was while celebrating the paschal supper
that Jesus instituted the ordinance known as
the I word’s Supper. Eor these reasons it is
a matter both of interest and of importance
to consider the Passover feast and the orig­
inal setting of the Supper.

At the outset a certain difficulty presents
itself, into the full discussion of which we
cannot now enter. The view above men­
tioned, that Jesus and his disciples had par­
taken of the paschal supper prior to the
first celebration of the Lord’s Supper, has
been challenged, For ourselves, we believe
the accounts given by the Synoptics to be
so definite as to force us to accept this posi­
tion. Matthew tells us of two disciples who
were sent to prepare for Jesus "to eat the
Passover.” Jesus by them sent a message
to a man, " I keep the Passover at thy house
with my disciples" (26: 18). The two "did
as Je-us appointed them; and they made
ready the Passover" (verse 19). The Lord
and his c. mpany came to the appointed
room and the prepared feast; and "as they
were eating” (surely Matthew means eat­
ing the thing the preparation of which was
ordered I "Jesus tool: bread," and so the
Supper was instituted. Mark is rather more
definite (see 14: 12-21). Luke is most ex­
plicit. He says, "the day of unleavened
bread came, on which the Passover must be
sacrificed" (22: 7). Peter and John "made
ready the Passover. And when the hour
wa- come, he sat down, and the apostles
with him. And he said unto them, With
desire 1 have desired to eat this Passover
with you before I suffer” (verses 13-15).
Then follows the story of the institution of
the Supper. The intention of the writers
of the first three Go-pels could hardly have
been made known more clearly. Yet there
is much to be -aid on the other side, though
we do not think that the frinta facie case
-it forth above has yet been successfully
confuted. The chief objection to it lies in
the fact that John seems to refer to a supper
(presumably to be identified with the same
supper as that to which the Synoptics re­
fer) "before the feast of the Passover"
(13: 1), and that after this supper the Jews
would not enter into Pilate's palace, "that
they might not be defiled, but might cat the
Pa M>ver" (18; 28). The statement in 19:
14. that, when Je-us was crucified, "it was
the Preparation of the Passover" is also an
objection. An attempted solution of the 

difficulty has been found in the supposition
that Jesus anticipated the usual Passover.
Farrar, for instance, says: " It seems prob­
able that the Last Supper was not the ord­
inary Jewish Paschal meal, but was eaten
the evening before the ordinary Jewish
Passover; and that the language of the
Synoptics is perfectly consistent and explic­
able on the view that our Lord gave to his
last Supper a Paschal character (‘to eat this
Passover,' of this as a Passover, Luke 22:
15), and spoke of it to his disciples as their
Passover." We cannot regard this as wholly
satisfactory; but for our present purpose it
is sufficient to note that "in any case the
Last Supper took place amid the associa­
tions of the Paschal season.” Some of these
associations we must notice if we are to ap­
preciate the celebration of the Supper on
the night of institution.

The question of the time of the Paschal
Slipper, and therefore of the lord's Sup­
per, is interesting. It is evident to the most
casual reader of the Gospel narrative that
in respect of time the original celebration
was very different from the practice of the
church to-day. To quote Stanley: " It was
not, as with us, in the early morning or at
noonday, but in the evening, shortly after
sunset—not on the first day of the week,
nor the seventh, but on the fifth, or Thurs­
day, that the Master and his disciples met
together. The remembrance of the day of
the week has now entirely perished except
in Passion Week. It was revived in the time
of Calvin, who proposed in recollection of
it to have the Christian festival and day of
rest transferred on this account from Sun­
day to Thursday. But this was never car­
ried out, and the day now remains un re­
membered.**

The warrant for the day of celebration
will be noticed later; but meantime it is in­
teresting to note that practically no believ­
ers—or no body of Christians—consider the
time of celebration as fixed by virtue of the
Paschal hour. Sundry individuals there are
who demur. We have before us a literary
curiosity in which an attempt is made to so
associate the Supper with the Passover that
an admission that the Passover was a yearly
feast is tortured into an argument that
therefore it is sufficient that the Supper be
celebrated once a year, and indeed that an
annual celebration is the only scriptural one!
Again, there are a few advocates of the
theory that the Supper necessarily should be
attended to at the evening hour. Philip
Mauro, in his recent book, is as capable a
defender of this position as is anyone we
know. There can be no possible objection
to an evening celebration—except, perhaps,
that thereby many aged saints would be de­
prived of the privilege of fellowshipbut
we feel that to cavil at the hour is to exalt
an accidental matter to the level of an cs.
sential.

The chief items in the celebration of the
Passover in our Lord’s day may be noted.
There were certain modifications of the
original practice. The previous month
Adar, was a month of preparation: roads
and bridges were repaired, sepulchres were
whitened, etc. On the evening of 13th Abib,
the head of the house searched out all
leaven. On the 14th, the lamb was slain.
The slaying took place at the temple, the
blood being thrown before the altar by the
priests. The lambs were then dressed, and
the fat offered, while the Levites chanted
the Mallei (Psa. 113-118). The roasting
of the lambs took place at home. The Pass-
over meal had to close at midnight. Those
partaking of it were clothed in their best
apparel. The old practice of eating stand­
ing had fallen into abeyance; a more social
fashion had come in, and the participants
reclined (Matt. 26: 20; cf. John 13: 23).
" Though not enjoined in the law, wine
came to be regarded as an indispensable
part of the feast. Each one must be pro­
vided with at least four cups of red wine,
even if the money had to come from the
fund for public charity, or was raised by
the pledging of one’s garments, or by his
labor. Another dish, which later seems to
have been usual, but which was not obligat­
ory, was the haroseth. It consisted of
bruised fruits, such as dates and raisins,
mingled with vinegar (a symbol, it was
said, of the clay from which the bricks
were made in Egypt). The real meal, how­
ever, had for its elements (a)the bitter
herbs, of which the Mishna specifies five
varieties: (b) the unleavened cakes; (c)
the hagigah, or freewill offering; (if) the
Passover lamb. The supper was opened
with the blessing, pronounced by the head
of the company over the first cup of wine,
which was then drunk. Then came a hand­
washing and an accompanying prayer. Then
the bitter herbs, dipped in the haroselh,
were handed round. After the pouring of
the second cup of wine came the question
of the son, or of one speaking for him, a*
to the significance of the feast (Ex. 12: 2b).
Following the father’s explanation came the
first part of the Ilallel (Psa. 113 and I!-!)•
After the third cup grace after meals was
said, and after the fourth followed the com­
pletion of the Ilallel (Psa. 115-118)."

It will be remembered that, according to
the received text, Luke tells us of two cups
(22: 17-20) ; the former of these doubtless
was one of the cups of the Passover feast.
Attempts -have been made to identify th<
cup of the Lord’s Supcpr with one of these
also. It is, of course, quite possible tha
Jesus took one of the cups prepared for t ’c
Passover feast and passed it round; but tie
attempted identification, as Phunnicr s-9-»
is futile. The hymn which our Lord am
his disciples sang is frequently refcrrci 1
as part of the Ilallel; this may be right-

State Conferences.
Eastertide is the occasion of the Confer­

ences of all the States except South Aus­
tralia. It is a fitting season for gathering
to tell of the victories of the Cross, and
planning for greater things that we may
do in the name of him who died to save the
world. The work has naturally been handi­
capped somewhat by the cloud that is upon
us in these days of war. So many appeals
have come that sometimes our finances have
suffered. So many laudable works claim
our time that the work of the church has
also been less aggressively undertaken than
in normal times. Still wb can rejoice that
good work has been done, and men have
been loyal and true to their Lord as well
as to their king and country. There is a
pleasing optimism prevailing in all our
States, and we are unitedly determined to
do our utmost that the work may not go
back. Especially has there been good pro­
gress in the work among the young, arid
good reports are to be presented to our Con­
ferences of the faithful service given to
our Sunday Schools. Then we have pur­
sued a steady, faithful jiolicy of ardent
evangelism, and on the whole we must con­
sider the year as most satisfactory in its
results. The West Australian President,
E. G. Warren, has earnestly labored in the
evangelistic field with special missions, and
he has been much blessed. In Queensland
Bro. A. C Rankinc is leading the faithful
church at Brisbane to greater things. We
trust that our Northern State will have a
year of progress and an united forward
move that will be resolved upon in their
Conference. Victoria and New South
Wales are planning for an uplift at Confer­
ence, and Tasmania is heartened by a splen­
did 6 o’clock victory on the eve of their
gathering. We can at least rejoice that in
spite of any depression our financial posi­
tion is encouraging, and we have retained
a great measure of interest in the active
work of the churches. Let the brethren
gather together in the same spirit of conse­
cration to plan even bigger things for God,
and we believe he will lend us to greater
days than we have dreamed of. and to more
glorious victories in the coming days.

The T. J. Gore Fund.
Some weeks ago our churches were ap­

pealed to in order to inaugurate a fund that
will be a suitable and worthy recognition of
the splendid and lifelong service our vet­
eran preacher, and beloved Bro. T. J. Gore
has rendered to the cause of primitive
Christianity in Australia. There have been
some commendable responses on the part of
some few of our congregations, but on the
whole the conflict of appeals for various
funds has so far kept a great many from
a hearty response. It is to be hoped that as
our Home Mission offering has now all
been received, there will be a further effort 

made to add to the amount already received
for the purpose named. It is intended to
invest the whole of the amount received
with the Aged and Infirm Evangelists’
Fund for the sole benefit of Bro. Gore and
his beloved wife. For one who has render­
ed over 50 years of loyal service, and for
whom there is such a widespread love and
esteem, we are sure that there will be a sum
raised that will show in a tangible way that
our words of appreciation are i.ot merely
from our lips, but that they are accompan­
ied by a practical evidence of the regard wc
have for such a veteran preacher of the
Word.

Six O'clock Strikes in South Australia.

This does not mean an ordinary strike,
but that six o’clock closing came into oper­
ation on Monday, March 27, in South Aus­
tralia. There as great joy in the hearts .of
the temperance folk, and they held a crowd­
ed meeting in the Exhibition at night to
commemorate this great advance in temper­
ance reform. It was a remarkable and his­
toric meeting. The Premier, the Hon.
Crawford Vaughan, gave a straight-out
manly temperance address in which lie left
no uncertainty as to his attitude on this
great question. The Hon. W. Morrow
gave a very fine address, in which lie re­
viewed the splendid provisions of the new
Licensing Bill, ami showed that Parliament
had commendably given to the people even
more than they asked for. The Hon. S.
Manger, of Victoria, gave a magnificent
address on “ The Outlook for Social Re­
form.’’ His words were wise ami educa­
tional and were heartily received by the
great audience. Mrs. Helen Barton also
took part in the meeting, and reviewed the
past in an encouraging way. The offering
amounted to £120. There was an organised
attempt on the part of about 30 or 40 un­
couth youths, including a few unworthy
representatives of the soldiers, to disturb
the meeting. Many of them had evidently
visited the hotels before 6 o’clock, and got
a supply of that which gives speech but not
sense. They grew weary in their evil do­
ing. and left in a body early in the meeting,
and peace thereafter reigned. Outside the
building there was a crowd of indignant
and rather unmannerly 11 o’dockers, who
farewelled the speakers with rather uncom­
plimentary and undignified remarks. The
streets of .Adelaide are not dark nor dreary
as it was predicted they would be, but a
very wholesome effect is already manifest.
Cars and trains are filled with sober and
orderly people; soldiers are not more rowdy
because of the unfortunate influence of
liquor, but arc a credit, all of them, to their
king and country. Even those who used to
spend their evenings at hotels arc glad,many
of them, to find new and more profitable 

pastures. One well-known journal in Ade­
laide records that a pic stall owner reports
a falling oft in sales, and a sandwich shop
proprietor said that as men do not get their
regular tonic, their appetites are failing,and
they arc consequently not eating so many
sandwiches and pickled onions. This is des­
ignated as "the aftermath of 6 o’clock clos­
ing," but that excellent paper will doubtless
soon record the fact that drapers, grocers,
ard other tradesmen have received more
patronage, and that, though a few may suf­
fer, the community at large is soberer ami
more prosperous. As the Premier said,
" 11 o'clock is dead, and there will be no
resurrection, glorious or otherwise. The
more the people see of its good effect, the
greater will be their determination nut only
to continue as they have begun, but to go
on working till this deadly and pernicious
traffic is completely banished from the
land."

Well Done, Tasmania!
The 6 o'clock wave is moving onward.

Public opinion cannot be kept back even by
anti-temperance premiers, or weak-kneed
governments. The will of the people must
be carried out. Tasmania is tin- second
Stale to strike 6 o’clock, and we heartily
congratulate the workers ami pc .pie of the
beautiful Island Stale. They have had a
strenuous fight, and faced the general mis­
representation of liquordom in the campaign
just' concluded. It is a must gratifying re­
sult, and it will hearten workers in the lar­
ger States. We arc learning the value of
the ballot Ixj.x, and also verifying the fact
that despite all the powers against it, the
truth at last will prevail. Wc believe Tas­
mania will be an even better place I < live in
when the hour of 6 is realised. May the
day soon come when New South Wales.

He
is a man of earnest purpose, ami has sought
to enter into anything that make- fur the
people’s good. This act of hi', therefore.
may be instrumental in commendably cur­
tailing racing in South Australia. " Punch"
once depicted Australia as an individual
ridden by a horse, and when we hear of so
many race meetings throughout our Com­
monwealth, we almost believe there is
something in the satire. The Victorian
Premier estimates there arc 800 to 1000
race meetings a year in that State alone.
There is just as much in proportion else­
where. If wc arc to seek God together wc
must give up the things that keep men fr«. in
Him. It i' our- to help all we can. but to
win mtn for Christ wc must be willing t •
wait continually on Him.
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Christianity and War.
James A. Wilkie.

The great conflict now raging has been
the occasion of much loose thinking ami still
looser speaking on the subject of " Chris­
tianity and War"—a notable instance being
the article by Harold Bcgbie, entitled " The
Rout of Religion,” in a recent popular mag­
azine. This looseness of thought and utter­
ance is largely due to vague notions as to
what Christianity really is. There is thus
an evident necessity for us to define our
terms.

The latter word, someone may tell us, re­
quires no definition—we are in the midst of
war, its consequences and evidences are seen
and felt on every side—and yet we know'
:: thing c< mpared to the stricken inhabit­
ants of the scenes of conflict, and many a
returned soldier-lad becomes tongue-tied
when a*ked to describe his experiences; he
has looked into Hell, and the remembrance
is a horror. The coming centuries will bear
the scar of the awful waste of precious ma­
terial and far more precious lives.

V.’c must, therefore, carefully distinguish
between agressivc and defensive wars; be­
tween a war of might conquering right—
greedy of territorial and commercial gain—
and a war on behalf of the weak and op­
pressed; between a war waged for the lust
and madness of supreme power and a War
that may be termed a police war—to re­
strain the madness of the other.

What a difference between the war of
Cromwell’s Invincible Ironsides, fighting
for religi ms and political freedom, and the
war t f the Bloody Alva in the Netherlands,
whose massacres were truly a “ Policy of
Fright fulness”; or again, what a gidf of
contrast between Abraham Lincoln's War
of Emancipation and Napoleon’s campaigns
waged to gratify his tremendous ambition!

The term “ Christianity" has so many dif­
fering exponents that its definition calls for
care and exactness. The word is not found
in the New Testament, but its origin is de­
rived from the word "Christian.” applied
in the New Testament to the Disciples of
the b>rd Jt-us Christ. Hence the primary
meaning of the word "Christianity”—"that
system of religion revealed through Jesus
Chri-t, and taught by him and his apostles."
The Lord Jcmis Christ wrote no book, but
he expressly declared that he would give his
apostles supernatural wisdom, so that to
hear an apostle would be equivalent to hear­
ing Christ himself.

When we enquire as to how we may learn
the teachings of Christianity from the apos­
tles, we arc offered two ways. The one is
by oral tradition handed down from one
generation of Christians to the next, and
coming to us to-day as the teaching of
some churches. Unless we have some guar­
antee of this long chain of transmission be­
ing preserved from flaw and break we can­
not put much weight upon it: so we prefer
the alternative way—of taking our Chris­
tianity direct from the writings of the apos­

tles as found in the New Testament, the au­
thenticity of which is constantly receiving
fresh corroboration,the book being recognis­
ed as auth ritative by all Christians. We
certainly place much value on the experi­
ence of nineteen centuries of applied Chris­
tianity; but as the final court of appeal as
to the teachings of Christianity we look to
the New Testament Scriptures.

The Christian religion arose in an age
when evil in all its shamefulness was almost
unrestrained. One of the most remarkable
passages in the writings of antiquity is in
Plato's " The Laws,” where he represents
Socrates as discussing whether there is the
smallest hope that the unnatural vices (those
fearful perversions that disgraced the anci­
ent world) should ever be expelled. Others
are in despair; he alone sees hope, and he
sees it in the advent of a Divine person as a
teacher, and in a possible Divine illumina­
tion of the conscience of men that should
brand all such actions with a public stigma
as "shameful." One little word, he says,
"shameful," will do the work. No predic­
tion of Hebrew prophecy is more remark­
able in its fulfilment than that wistful long­
ing of Socrates. The Divine Teacher has
come, the conscience of men has been div­
inely illuminated, and as a result men have
branded certain actions as shameful, and by
the influence of this Divine Teacher’s fol­
lowers these habits are almost unknown
among the more enlightened nations.

The Lord Jesus and his apostles gave
rules and principles of conduct to their fol-
lowers; the apostles’ mission was to every
creature, but their Master had instructed
them that it was only those who acknow­
ledged " Jesus as Ix>rd," who were then to
be taught all things that he had commanded,
and it was only from such definite disciples
that obedience to Christ was expected;
hence we must be careful in applying the
laws of Christianity to men and communi­
ties who remain untouched by Christ. We
find, however, that humanity is so like
shcphcrdless sheep that when men come in
contact with genuine Christians, who clearly
ring out the will of God, these Christians,
while yet a small minority, can so influence
the community that the public conscience is
enlightened and the process is in operation
for which we have the modern word "Chris­
tianise.” The natural mind recognises the
wisdom of the teaching, and many gross
sins arc largely abandoned. This process
harmonises with the prediction of Christ
that his followers would be as salt—pre­
serving from corruption what it touched—
and as leaven, permeating the surrounding
meal.

We may now enquire what are the condi­
tions determining (1) the extent of the in­
fluence of Christians on the outside world?
and (2) the rate of progress made by the
influence of Christians on the outside
world? We shall confine our attention to 

the two chief conditions, though other de­
termining factors could be named. The first
condition is the manner in which the New
Testament deals with a particidar wrong or
evil. The second condition is the degree of
faithfulness with which Christians apply the
New Testament teaching to a particular
wrong or evil.

Thus, in an instance where the Scriptures
definitely pronounce a certain course of con­
duct as sin, and Christians as individuals
and as churches arc faithful to their Guide,
they exert such an influence that, while
quite outnumbered, they raise the whole
tone of public opinion. It is in this manner
that all civilised nations legislate on Chris­
tian lines in regard to murder, theft, adul­
tery, incest, and other sensual sins. In par­
enthesis we may remark that the term
" Christian nation” is only a comparative
term, and that even in Britain genuine
Christians are very much in a minority when
we have such figures in evidence as the fol­
lowing from last year's average expendi­
ture per head in Britain:—

For alcoholic liquors .... £3 14 3
For tobacco............................. 014 7
For foreign missions .... o 1 0

•Returning to the first condition, we ask,
Do the Christian Scriptures deal with all
evils in the same definite manner? Do they
prohibit polygamy and slavery as clearly as
they prohibit murder and adultery? A care­
ful student of the New Testament must an­
swer in the negative, and will also discover
what may be recognised as a “law" govern­
ing the attitude of Christianity to particular
evils. This law may be stated thus: Where
an evil operates in men as individuals then
Christianity issues a definite prohibition;
but where an evil operates in men as nations
then Christianity acts us an enlightening in­
fluence, giving clearer guidance as the com­
mon Christian conscience develops.

Slavery and polygamy are now recognis­
ed as evils, even though there have been
contented slaves and happy wives in polyg­
amous unions. The first Christians did not
recognise these evils as we do. There were
slave owners and polygamists in member­
ship in the apostolic churches. It L thus
plainly evident that the common Christian
conscience has been wonderfully educated
on these matters since the first century atti­
tude. These being national evils arc not
dealt with in the New Testament by way of
prohibition; but it is undoubtedly the devel­
opment of the Christian conscience through
continued contact with the great principles
of Christianity that has opened our eyes to
the hideous aspect of these national evils.
No Christian church would receive now into
its communion a slave owner < r polygamist,
and every civilised nation has legislated to
prohibit these institutions.

It is evident that until this change took
place in the Christian conscience, Christian­
ity was powerless to lead the nations in the
path of liberty and purity in these matters,
and this applies to all other national evils.

1 he influence of Christianity is limited by
the stage of conscience development that
has been reached regarding any particular

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Prophecies concerning the Last Days.
T. J. Bull.

I am glad of the interest in this matter
indicated by Bro. Pittman’s articles. 1
could have wished that “the blessed hope"
which wc have in Christ had been brought
into clear prominence. This is so little un­
derstood that many Christians seem actually
afraid of the coming of the Lord. The fact
that the apostle calls it “the blessed hope,”
and that he says, in reference to the revela­
tion he had received in regard to it,
“Wherefore comfort one (mother with these
words," clearly shows that, instead of being
an object of dread, it ought to be an object
of earnest desire and joyful expectation
(1 Thess; 4: 13-18).

Paul clearly distinguishes between the
hope of the lord's coming for his people to
be their Deliverer out of the coming wrath
(1 Thess. 1 : 10),and the "day of the Lord”
which "so cometh as a thief in the night,”
involving in "sudden destruction” those who
are so doomed "when they are saying,
peace and safety” (1 Thess. 5: 2, 3). " The
day of the Lord" is a day of wrath, but
"God appointed us not unto wrath, but unto
the obtaining of salvation through our Lord
Jesus Christ.” “ For our citizenship is in
heaven; from whence also we wait for a
Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ: who shall
fashion anew the body of our humiliation,
that it may be conformed to the body of his
glory, according to the working whereby he
is able even to subject all things unto him­
self” (Phil. 3: 20, 21). This is not the
pious opinion of an ancient saint who was
mistaken ; it is the very word of God, not
written for us to explain, for it announces
what is beyond human power to explain;
much less is it written for us to explain
away. It is written for us to believe, not
on the ground of our ability to explain it,
or to understand it. but on the ground of
the simple fact that God has said so. All
so-called “difficulties” about such precious
and exceeding great promises arc created
by our unbelief. When Paul would meet
the question, " How arc the dead raised?
and with what manner of body do they
come?” he says simply, "Thou fool," for
what follows in i<t Corinthians is not an
answer to these questions. We can ask
questions about the every-day processes of
nature that are just as far beyond our
power to answer as to answer the questions
"How are the dead raised?” 'How will
the Lord come?” " How will all those won­
drous changes be effected which must be
effected when all the glorit us promises of
God are fulfilled?” The “how?" is with
God, to believe that they will be is our priv­
ilege in grace. May we so believe and so
live that we shall be "prepared to welcome
the happy hope and forthshining of the
glory of the great God and our Saviour
Christ Jesus" (Titus 2: 13. Eniph. N.T.).

The Antichrist is Still to Come.
[Bro. Hi’ll forwards the following quotation

from the writings of Sir Robert Anderson, who,
if he docs not claim t > be a theologian and schol­
arly cxcgetc, is yet a careful Bible student and a
voluminous writer on the teaching of the Book of
God.J

My protest (against finding the fulfilment
of the prophecies of Antichrist in the Pa­
pacy) is made, not in defence of the Papacy,
but of the Bible. If any one can point to
a single passage of Scripture relating to
Antichrist, whether in the Old Testament
or in the New, which can, without whittling
it down, and frittering away the meaning
of the words, find its fulfilment in Popery,
I will publicly retract, and confess my er­
ror. Take 2 Thessalonians 2: 4 as a sam­
ple of the rest. The “man of sin” opposeth
and exalteth himself against all that is call­
ed God or that is worshipped [Greet, that
is an object of worship], so that he sittelh
in the temple of God, setting himself forth
as God." This means merely, forsooth, that
on certain occasions the Pope's seat in St.
Peter’s is raised above the level of the altar
on which the "consecrated wafer" lies! Such
.statements—I care not what names may
be cited in support of them—are an insult to
our intelligence, and an outrage upon the
word of God. [The reference to the tem­
ple is explained by Dan. 0: 27: 12: tt, and
Matt. 24: 15. These teachers ask us to be­
lieve that while the Church of Rome is the
beast and the harlot, and everything that is
corrupt and infamous in apostate Christian­
ity, yet St. Peter’s, the great central shrine
of this apostacy, is owned by God as being
the temple of God.]

Then, again, in the ninth verse, the com­
ing of the “ Lawless One” is said to be "ac­
cording to the working of Satan, with all
power and signs and lying wonders." These
words arc explained by the vision of the
Beast in the thirteenth chapter of the Rev­
elation, which declares that “the dragon
gave him his power, and his throne, and
great authority." And we have from the
lips of our blessed Ix>rd himself the warn­
ing, that the "great signs and wonders,”
thus to be wrought by Satanic power, shall
be such that, “if it were possible, they shall
deceive the very elect" (Matt. 24: 24). In
a word, the awful and mysterious power of
Satan will he brought to bear upon Chris­
tendom with such terrible effect, that hu­
man intellect will be utterly confounded.
Agnosticism and infidelity will capitulate
in the presence of overwhelming proof that
supernatural agencies are at work. And if
faith itself, divinely given, shall stand the
test, it is only because it is impossible for
God to allow his own elect to perish.

When we demand the meaning of all this
we get " Popery." But where, wc ask, arc
the “great signs and wonders” of the Pop­
ish system? And, in reply, we are told of 

its millinery, and its mummery, and all the
well-known artifice- of priotcraft, which
constitute its special -tuck-in-trade. A>
though there were anything in these to de­
ceive the elect of God! To take the low
ground of mere Pr.-tcstanti.-m. it i- notor­
ious that here in England none become en­
tangled in the toils of Rome save such as
have already become enervated and corrupt­
ed by sacerdotalism and superstition within
the communion they abandon. \nd it is n<>
less notorious that, in Roman Catholic
countries, the majority of men maintain to­
wards it an attitude of either benevolent or
contemptuous indifference. Remembering,
moreover, that the followers < f the Beast
are doomed io endless and hopeless de­
struction, wc go on to enquire whether this
is to be the fate of every Roman Catholic.
By no means, wc are assured: for. in -pile
of the evils and errors of the Romish
Church, some within its pale arc reckoned
among the number of " God's elect."

What conclusion, then, are we to come
to? Are we to accept it as a canon of in­
terpretation that Scripture never means
what it says? Arc we to hold that it- lang­
uage is so loose and unreliable as to be prac­
tically false?. We repudiate the profane
suggestion; and. adopting the only possible
alternative, wc boldly assert that all the-c
solemn words still await their fulfilment.
In a word, wc arc shut up to the conclusion
that the .Intichrist is yet to co me. The
Coming Prince."

a punishment f >r wickedness. It is erron­
eous to claim the Divine sanction for the
dark side of these national rv*t m-. He
only permitted their use. as his ch -in pc< -
pie could not then be led to a higher level
of morality.

Conference Message.
In must of the States this month the annual

Conferences will be held. The Federal Commit­
tee desires to express its deep appreciation of the
loyal support of the brethren during the past year.
M st satisfactory reports arc to be presented in
each State, showing a definite interest on the part
of G id's people in this most important work.

The Committee wishes to congratulate the var­
ious Home Mission Committees upon the work
acc. mplislicd in their States, realising that the
work they have done makes possible larger work
in foreign lands. We also desire to thank the
Bible School officers and teachers of the churches
f ir their help in preparing for Children’s Day, and
far their instructing the children in the great
work of the church.

The various State Foreign Mission Committees
have given invaluable help during the past year,
and without the co-operation of each State we
could not possibly do the work now being done.
We wish, however, to take this opportunity of in­
forming the workers of the churches that a pro­
posal has been made by the West Australian Com­
mittee to the Federal Committee, suggesting some
very necessary alterations to the Constitution
under which we are working to allow of the re­
organising the Federal Committee. At present
there is really n;> controlling body, but decisions
may be reached only after a long process of cor­
respondence with the various States, a decision
t • he arrived at by a majority vote of the States.
This necessitates much waste of time and delay,
which has called forth criticism from various
quarters. It is felt the best wav to obviate this
is by withdrawing the control from the various
States Committees and appointing a committee to
have c< ntrol of the F.M. work, this committee to
reside in Melbourne so that half-yearly meetings
may be held, when representatives of N.S.W.,
Tasmania, and South Australia may be present.
with Queensland and West Australia represented
by pr< xy. A plan of organisation is being con­
sidered. and in due time will be presented to (he
Federal Conference, which meets at Adelaide in
September.

It is the desire of the Federal Committee to so
organise for service that the greatest possible ef­
ficiency shall be obtained in the matter of home
administration at the least possible expense; thus
enabling us to accomplish more in the work
abroad. .At present there is too much or too
implicated an organisation at home, and it is
hoped this will be simplified at next Federal Con-
ftrenre. The W.A. Committee is to he thanked
for placing this matter before us as they have
d tic.

It is the intention of the Federal Committee to
print in this page a report and balance sheet in
full, and this will possibly be to hand next week
or tlic week following. A comprehensive state­
ment has been prepared and will place the work
of the C-mnnittce tor the past year clearly before
the brotherhood. Because of our intention to
have this report printed in this paper, we shall not
send lengthy reports to the State Conferences.

Our prayer is that God will bless you richly as
y nt meet to consider the extension of his king­
dom, and that you may find sweet fellowship
with each other at the time when the world turns
in losing remembrance to the resurrection scene.

A Stranger in a Strange Land.
II. R. Coventry.

It would be futile for me io tell you much
about India at present, because in tins strange
land first impressions are apt to be misleading.
As a stranger I will tell of a few things I noticed
particularly as being new to me, and will also
spi -k of tin- Poona district. It was surely wry
auspicious that I should land in the great city of
Bombay on the 29th day of February.

It was a great joy to meet Bro. and Sister
Strulton on the wharf, and to have them as pilots
in busy Bombay. This is a city of contrasts, fine
Eure pcan buildings on the one hand, and squalid
native sheps on the other. At this important gate­
way to India, one realises <hc vastness of the
work before God’s pec.plc. After a night s jour­
ney over the Western Ghauts, I arrived in I oona
during the early merning, and spent a day in this
interesting city. We were now really on the
Deccan, India’s great plateau, which stretches
right across the Peninsula.

After a stay in Poona we started next morning
frr Baramati, 80 miles away, reaching our head­
quarters in the afternoon. This, the home of my
adoption, was viewed with mixed feelings I he
bungalow is very comfortable, and tne compound
seems well arranged. This is quite a hive of in­
dustry, with the weaving house in the centre, and
the homes of the native Christians along the far­
ther fence. The villages in these districts are
rather uninviting nt first sight, and present an al­
most deserted appearance from the outside, but
when once inside the village, one realises some­
thing of India’s teeming life. The tlat roofs of
the mud houses are the cause of the squalid ap­
pearance of the villages. The villages appear
to be for the most part of a thrifty nature.

Nearly every dwelling has its oil grinding mill
in front, with room for the oxen to move ar.imd.
These are rather crude, but I believe do very sat­
isfactory work. The natives generally seem t >
look upon the Sahib with an indifferent eye.
Their faces are imperturbable under ordinary cir­
cumstances. The salaams of the little children
who know the missionary are a contrast to the
flint-like faces of their parents. I don’t want to
convey the idea that these people never smile, for
they do, but they seem to have the ability to hide
their emotions. With the native Christians there
is a difference, a bright smile lights up their faces
when you meet them I love these people more
than ever now that I realise a little of what they,
have done in becoming Christians. Outcast! what
docs it mean to the Australian? I am afraid it
is meaningless compared with all it means to the
Hindoo.

Travelling through in the train, I saw flocks of
sheep, but nearly all black, and I at cnee thought
of John 10; 16, where Christ spoke of "ether
sheep” out of the fold. Surely these black sheep
arc typical of these pocr people, not only out­
wardly, hut spiritually also.

At Baramati the compound is rather crowded,
ami there is need for more native quarters im­
mediately. I received such a hearty welcome that
I felt it was almost criminal to leave the station
to go into Poona in order to learn the language.
But it must be done in order for effective work in
the future. It was hard to feel that you did not
understand a word that was being said. The
children's smiling faces were written with the
word “Welcome,” and one little chap who knew
some English, proudly told me his name and his
occupation—carpenter’s boy. 1 would have been
glad at that in; ment of even a limited knowledge
of Marathi. I will be staying in Poona in order
to learn the language, 50 will not see very much
of Baramati for some time.

By the help of God I hope to master the lang­
uage, and then be able to relieve our already over­
worked Bro. Strutton,

The work in the various villages, which are not
close together, needs constant supervision, and
this entails much travelling, which is very slow
in this district, lienee the need for more men in
order to shorten the circuits. The native preach­
ers can reach their own people better than the
missionary, but they need an overseer. The hot
weather is iust beginning, which means an extra
lax upon the missionary’s strength. We there­
fore commit our lives into God's hands for the
necessary strength.

In the Religious World.
Bible Society .Anniversary.

Yesterday was the 112th anniversary of the es­
tablishment of the British and Foreign Bible So­
ciety. This great Society has made nearly every
church and missionary society its debtor. Since
it began its work, it has issued more than
2(13.000,000 copies of the Scriptures, complete or
hi part. Of these more than 90,000,000 have been
in English. For last year it reported the issue of
10,162413 copies of the Scriptures. This aston­
ishing result is made up of 855481 Bibles,
1,803,047 New Testaments, and 7,503,885 smaller
volumes, each comprising at least one complete
book of Holy Scripture. The large war distribu­
tion accounts for the great increase of 1.200,000
copies for the year.
Internment of German Missionaries.

The internment of the German missionaries in
India has left 100.000 Lutheran Christians in
Bihar without supervision. They arc almost all
poor hillsincn. The schools have been handed
over by the Government to the Bishop of Cliota
Nagpur, and C.M.S., S.P.G., etc., from all parts
( f India, have lent some eight or nine English
missionaries to take charge of them. The bishop
told the German missionaries before they were
interned that his clergy would always be ready
to give any help or advice they could, whenever
the Lutherans wished. This offer ■the German
missionaries most gratefully accepted. “ The
whole thing," says one of our missionaries, "has
been arranged with a happiness and resignation
which shows what real Christianity can do."
Pope and Protes'antlsm.

Continental papers give the substance of the
allocution recently delivered by Pope Benedict
XV. on the Roman Propaganda and its Preserv­
ation. In his zeal for Papal order the Pope spoke
with rough energy against all things Protestant,
denouncing the "pestilential pulpits" erected
against the Catholic faith by "emissaries of Sa­
tan," who devote themselves to "diabolical
schemes" and "disseminate lies and calumnies"!
In a word, the Pope used the language of his most
bigoted predecessors, declaring ministers of the
Reformed Faith to be "not merely thieves but
highway robbers"! Given a free hand, such a
"Vicar of Christ" would make short shrift with
humble servants of "the same Lord” who follow
not with himself and his Roman hierarchy.
British and German Missionaries.

Rev. W. Y. Fullerton, Secretary of the Baptist
Missionary Society, sends us a letter he has ad­
dressed to Mr. Delavan Pierson, editor of the
"Missionary Review of the World," with regard
t > the German criticisms of Great Britain in con­
nection with missionaries. Mr. Pierson, as our
readers will remember, is a son of the late Dr.
A. T. Pierson. Mr. Fullerton has noted with re
gret that the “ Missionary Review of the World"
has been circulating statements from the Germans
that arc adverse t<» Great Britain, while giving no
statement of the British case. We take the foi­
l-wing passage from Mr. Fullerton's admirable
reply:—" When the German case, say, of the Cant­
er as set forth by Professor Dcissmann, is
proved by the British Blue Book, and by other
incontestable evidence, to be s-> greatly distorted,
and in many things a’>‘ dutely contrary to fact, a
healthy scepticism as to other German statements
may be safely indulged. And when it is remem­
bered—and it is not fi rgotten on our side, nor
likely t > be forgotten—that, without warning,
British missionaries were sent to their doom on
the “ Falaba" and the." Persia," anything that can
be advanced on the other side must be, in the final
verdict, but as the small dust of the balance.

L. Patton, ex-Presidcnt of Princeton
University, makes this forcible contrast:—“The
modern rninimiser of the gospel takes a few tab­
lets of doctrine, dissolves them in a gallon of rose
water of sentimentality, puts a little in an atom­
iser, and sprays the congregation with the sweet­
ness <>f Christianity and the fragrance of a ben­
evolent life. The New Testament tells a different
story—that man is a sinner, that he has been re­
deemed, that the only way of salvation is through
faith in Jesus Christ. For a Christianity the re­
sults of which do not transcend the grave, I have
no use."

The Victorian Conference statistics just pub­
lished reveal that there have been 775 baptisms in
the State for the past year. Unfortunately, the
1 >.sse-» by discipline and revision of roll were very
heavy, being no less than 803. Some of this loss
is mere apparent than real, but it has reduced the
'nere.iu- for the year. The increases reported arc
as follows:—Churches, 3; church members, 143; 

schools, 4; school teachers, 87; scholars, 37;
Home Mission income, £768/10/5. There has been
a very small decrease in Foreign Missi nary in­
come. On the whole the year has been a good
one for the churches in Victoria.

Plough Work.
“Our minister is always talking to us about

sacrifice. I am getting tired of it. He expects us
to give, give, give all the time. He seems to think
the Church is the greatest institution in the
world."

“ Perhaps he is right. But I agree with you
that wc can't always be giving to the Church.
There arc other things that we must think of. I
am afraid our minister is visionary rather than
practical."

The first speaker was a wealthy business man,
and the second was a successful lawyer. Both
men had very large incomes; they lived not only
in comfort but in luxury, and denied themselves
nothing that they felt it desirable to have. They
were church members, and gave “generously";
but neither of them knew the meaning of the
word "sacrifice."

z\ few months after this conversation, the two
men joined a party that was going round the
world. Before they started, their "visionary"
minister earnestly asked them to observe and to
remember any unusual and interesting things that
they might sec in the missionary countries through
which the party was to travel. The men prom­
ised—carelessly, perhaps—to do so.

In Korea, one day, they saw in a field by the
side of the road a boy nulling a rude plough,while
an old man held the plough handles and directed
it. The lawyer was amused, and took a snapshot
of the scene.

"That’s a curious picture! I suppose they arc
very poor," he said to the missionary who was
interpreter and guide to the party.

"Yes," was the quiet reply. "That is the fam­
ily of Chi Noui. When the church was being
built they were eager to give something to it, but
they had no money; so they sold their only ox
and gave the money to the church. This spring
they arc pulling the plough themselves."

The lawyer and the business man by his side
were silent for some moments. Then the busi­
ness man said, “That must have been a real sac­
rifice."

” They did not call it that," said the missionary.
" They thought it was fortunate that they had an
ox to sell."

The lawyer and the business man had not much
to say. But when they reached home the lawyer
took that picture to his minister and told him the
story.

“ I want to double my pledge to the church,” he
said. "And give me some plough work to do,
please. I have never known what sacrifice meant
A converted heathen taught me. 1 am ashamed
to say I have never yet given anything to my
church that cost me anything."

How much does the average modern church
member ever sacrifice tor his religion? How many
that call themselves Christians ever sold the ex
and then harnessed themselves to the plough?

Re Bible School Union and examination on

First Principles.

consider that at least three months each year
should be specially located and scholars examined.

It should be a Federal matter.

I have held positions as Home Mission Secre­
tary and also Bible School Union Secretary, a
worker in Enmorc school for 22 years, and speak
that which I do know.

I have before me ‘‘Australian Christian," April
13. 1^99, page 128, in N.S.W. Bible-School Union
report It mentions in report that Bro. E. Golc,
then Vice-President of the Union, had brought
tiic matter before them. They bad resolved to
adopt matter, and invited Victoria and South Aus­
tralia to join in. Victoria agreed; South Aus­
tralia decided not to do so.

The first quarter in 1900 was located, and small
leaflets were issued with subjects and questions
for each scholar for each Lord’s day. I have a
bound copy if anyone would care to see it. I will
let them do so at Conference, 1916. The subjects
were:—The Bible, Bro. Colbourne; Jesus Christ,
W. C. Morro; The Gospel. G. T. Walden; The
Holy Spirit, J. Pittman; Faith, G. B. Moysey;
Repentance and Confession, 1). A. Ewers; Bap­
tism. W. S. Houchins; The Church: Its Duty, M.
W. Green; The Church: Its Worship. C. Watt;

These were all very interesting and instructive,
both to teachers and scholars. In all these leaf­
lets were printed questions which needed teacher
to leek subject well up in Bible, and were not
merely historical, affording a firm foundation.
