Churches
and States will forget their isolation and
their geographical divisions, and will unite
in the most glorious enterprise in which re­
deemed men can engage.

A safeguard against ultra Congregation­
alism.

Churches of Christ are known to be
Strongly congregational in spirit. The local
church brooks no interference with its af­
fairs. No other church, or conference of
churches, may dictate to it. It takes its com­
mands from no human authority, but from
Christ, the Head of the church.

The danger with a congregational form
of church government is in part that Chris­
tians will become self-centred. They will
forget the greater interests of the kingdom
of God, that the church which Jesus loved
furnishes a communion of saints which is
world-wide, that Christ would have his fol­
lowers think imperially and not parochially.
As Christians we arc bound by tics of love
to every member of the church of Jesus
Christ. We have a duty towards all men
for whom Christ died, not merely to the few
who happen to live within the circle of our
local church activities. Yet, sometimes we
meet with members and officers who look
upon offerings for brotherhood and world­
wide enterprises as a drain upon church
finances, and to a certain extent an en­
croachment by outside institutions upon the
more legitimate home demands.

It is patent to all that there is much work
which cannot be effectively done by single
congregations. Unless the work of Christ.
hi; conque-t of the world, is to be hindered,
wc must have a hearty co-operation. Such
united effort in missionary activity is, neces­
sary to the carrying out of our Lord’s com­
mand', and has in the experience of the
centuries been proven to be a means of
strength to the local church. The church on
fire with missionary enthusiasm—-which, in
the best sense, has the world in its heart—
is the successful church; the anti-missionary
church, or the o-mi-sionary church, will vis­
ibly shrink and freeze to death with the de­
clining warmth of its lowered spirituality.

in Missionary Enterprise.
Sonic definite gains of our Federal

work.
So far wc have written of the local

church. Churches of Christ have progress­
ed beyond a recognition of the perils of isol­
ation. They have seen that it is wise that
provinces and countries unite in enterprises
too great for one district or State to carry
on successfully. So in Australia, wc have
a .Federal Conference directing our foreign
missionary work. We believed, and still be-

licve, that this is better than a system under
which each State would seek to manage its
own affairs. What are the gains? Space
permits the enumeration of but a few:

i. The brotherhood feeling engendered
is no little thing. After all, sentiment counts
for very much in this world. In the political
world, wc deplore the existence of State
jealousies and rivalries, and such are no less
an evil in the religious world. Our union
in this work is an evidence of the working
power of our plea for Christian union. What
value would there be in our preaching the
theory, if wc did not exemplify it in prac­
tice? Our Lord lets us know of the connec­
tion between the union of his people and the
world’s salvation: how farcical would our 

pica for the former appear if we declared
it impossible or impracticable to make a
united effort for the latter!

2. Apart from a Federated work, the
smaller States might find it difficult to par­
ticipate in Foreign Missionary effort t • any
adequate degree. They could nut properly
equip a mission station, and so would cither
send their missionary to labor in such eola­
tion as would cripple his work and depre--
his soul, or they would need to work in with
a station which would be known by the name
of a larger State. This latter could not pos­
sibly be the best means of arousing interc't.

3. It is practically certain that more
fields are now occupied, and a greater num­
ber of missionaries engaged, than would
have been the case had our Foreign Mi.--' n-
ary work not been federated.

4. From the business point of view, there
is a gain. There should be economy of ad­
ministration. With united interc-t-, and
with a concentrated effort for one great of­
fering, on one Lord’s day, a common litera­
ture can be used, and printing and other ex­
penses are lessened.

5. Our united work, with its diversity of
fields and its increased number of mi-sion-
aries, makes a wider appeal. Each man in
each State is much m>»re likely to have his
interest aroused. Suppose one State were
to concentrate on India; there are many
Christians whose thoughts arc centred in
China; they would not be likely to be ‘•tirred
by the Indian appeal. One, again, who can
be stirred by the thought of the Chri-th-
millions of India, would perhaps not be led
to give if his State happened to be concen­
trating upon some smaller island field. A'
it is, we have a partnership; we each one
share in the work of India, China, Japan.
and South Seas, in addition to helping ali­
ens within our gates. If one wish to special­
ise for a particular field he can easily mark
his contribution for that particular country
or mission.

How clear and insistent the call is to u-l
The Christ himself seeks our co-operation.
and bids us take the gospel to the whole cre­
ation; the cry of the nations who so sadlv
need the message of life rings in our er-;

What is a Call?

A vision of need has impelled many of the
great missionaries. L

William Carey said his call was an open
Bible before an open map of the world. *

Robert Morrison faced the question of his
life work in a heroic manner. “ Jesus, I give
myself to thy service. The question with
me is, where shall I serve? I consider ‘the
world’ as ‘the field’ where thy sen-ants must
labor. When I view the field, I perceive
that by far the greater part is entirely with­
out laborers, or at least has but here and
there one or two, while there are thousands
crowded in one corner. My desire is to en­
gage where laborers arc most wanted."

Mary Lyon, the founder of Mt. Holyoke
College, and for twelve years its principal,
was wont to say: " To know the need should
prompt the deed.”

James Gilmour of Mongolia decided the
question of his field of labor by the logic of
common sense. " Is the kingdom a harvest
field? Then I thought it reasonable to seek
work where the need was greatest and the
workers fewest.”

Ion Keith-Falconer, a man of most bril­
liant attainments, son of a peer, rich, one of
our greatest athletes, Cambridge University
reader in Arabic, said: ‘‘A call—what is a
call? A call is a need, a need made known,
and the power to meet that need.”—■“ Evan­
gel.”

Hens or Men.
The inimitable Bert Wilson says: “ Last

year the members of the Christian Church
averaged about forty cents apiece for For­
eign Missions. In the large cities that is the
price of a dozen eggs, and not always good
eggs at that. Imagine a full-grown man
standing at the altar of sacrifice and saying,
‘ Lord, here are twelve eggs; take these and
evangelise the world.’

" The average Plymouth Rock hen will
lay over two hundred eggs a year. At this
rate, the average hen would be worth more
to the kingdom of God than the average
man.

"The Lord never put this world task upon
our chickens, but it might be done more
quickly if we would turn the financialjiart
of it over to the hens. Which shall it be,
Hens or Men?”

“ Having set my hand to the plough, my
resolution was, the Lord helping me, never
to look back any more and never to make a
half-hearted work of it. Having cho«cn
missionary labor in India, I gave myself up
wholly to it in the determination of my own
mind. I united or wedded myself to it in a
covenant, the bands of which shall be sever­
ed only by death.—Alexander Duff.
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Captain Cook’s Miscalculation.

In his excellent mission fiudy text-book,
•‘The Kingdom in the Pacific,” Mr. Frank
Paton quotes a pronounce ment on mission­
ary work by the great navigator, Captain
Cook.

Roman Catholic missionaries from Peru
had attempted to introduce the gospel into
Tahiti in 1772. Their effort failed. In 1775
these missionaries abandoned Tahiti.

In speaking of this failure, Captain Cook
said, “ It is very unlikely that any measure
of this kind should ever be seriously thought
of. and it can neither serve the purpose of
public ambition nor private avarice, and
without such inducements I may pronounce
that it will never be undertaken.”

On this “pronouncement” Mr. Paton well
says, “ The great sailor little knew the con­
straining power of the love of Christ.” God

provided an answer to Cook’s apparently
unanswerable argument. The *‘answer”was
John Williams, a not less great man than
the great sailor himself.

Public ambition”... ."private avarice.”
The imperial project of Foreign Missions
owes nothing to either of these inspiring
worldly motives. It is the noblest and most
eloquent testimony to the impelling jiower
of the love of Christ.

Brethren of Victoria! To what extent
does our missionary activity testify to the
sway of Christ over our lives? One evid­
ence of the power of Christ’s love in our
hearts will be provided on July 2nd. Last
year—was it from love to Christ?—we gave
on an average one-halfpenny per week to
the great cause!! Surely our Master ex­
pects more of us to-day!

Annual Convention, Jubbulpore.

The Annual Convention of the Di'Ctples
of Chri't Mi'sion met in Jubbulpure, India,
from March 3 to 8. There was a good at­
tendance, only a few missionaries being un­
able to attend. The friends of the Australian
Mission could nut be present, but sent greet­
ing'. Mi" Jerome, of Hiram College, was
present. Friends from the home lands are
always a help and an inspiration. The mis­
sion wa> glad to welcome ten new mission­
aries, and also those who have just recently
returned from furlough.

The devotional theme throughout the con­
vention was "What think ye of Christ?” It
was studied under the folowing topics:—
" His Humility,” " Hi' Courage." " His Re­
lationship to tiie Father," " His Friendship”
and "As a Personal Worker.” The general
theme of the convention, " Messages of
Christ," was presented as follows: ** Christ’s
Message to the Missionary," “ Christ’s Mes­
sage to the Indian Church," " Christ’s Mes­
sage to India," "Chri't’' Method of Life
and Method of Appeal,” “Chri't’s Message
of Peace."

On Sunday evening a memorial service
was held in memory of Mi" Boyd, who was
called lu me last June. Miss Kingsbury led
the service. She and Miss Boyd were two
of the first missionaries who came out 34
year.' ago. They had worked together dur­
ing most of the time since they came. Two
of our mi'sion children. Clinton Bcnlehr and
Stuart Eicher, also left us during the year,
and they were remembered in the memorial
service.

As usual, the bit-incss sessions were full
of perplexing problems, one of the great­
est being the lack of missionaries and Indian
co-workers to adequately carry on the work.
Opportunities to open new work have to be
put a.'ide, as there arc not enough workers
to carry on the work already begun. The
outlook was never so bright as now.

The mission has asked that at least twenty
married couples and twenty single ladies be-
svnt t<> the field in the next five years. Al­
most that number could be u-cd at once in
earning on the work already established.

It is fitting that Foreign Missionary work
should be marked in many ways by methods
used by Christ himself. To mention med­
ical missions is to prove this assertion. The
use of a native ministry is also a case in
point. The characteristics of such minis­
tries continue the resemblance. The Lord’s
own native ministry, before and after attain­
ing to apostleship, was marked by weak­
ness, error in judgment, enthusiasm, dis­
couragement. In a word, Peter and James
and John and the others were quite human.
So are modern native ministries. In many
ways they try the patience and weary the
heart of the missionary, himself a creature
of flesh and blood. Many are the shortcom­
ings of the evangelist, yet surprising, after
all, is his array of excellencies. And in any
case he is a necessary cog in the machinery
of world-evangelisation.

There arc limits to what a missionary can
do. He is a foreigner, with all that that
means in the way of a handicapped ap­
proach. He never can free himself from
that handicap. He never can be anything
but a foreigner. 1 f you would know thefor-
cigner’s feeling toward the missionary, re­
call your own feeling toward the foreigner.
The native evangelist is a solution of the
problem. But the missionary must take him
as he finds him, faults and all, and make the
best of him. That is what Jesus did with
Nathanael and Levi cl al. With all his limi­
tations the native preacher’s value can hard­
ly be over-stated. No principle of mission­
ary work is older, or more strongly held,
than that the evangelisation of a country
can be accomplished best by its own people.

The value of educational missionary work
at once becomes evident. The missionary
has to teach. This, again, was the Master’s
way. Bro. D. C. McCallum’s work at our
Bible College. Vigan, P.I., is a fine example
of the training of bright young men and
women for efficient service as Bible women
and evangelists. The modern cement build­
ing suggests the high grade work done. < )nc
of our pictures shows Bro. and Sister Mc­
Callum and their son John with a group of
earnest Ilocano students. The third mis­
sionary is Bro. \V. 11. Hanna, our veteran
worker in the Philippine-, a man of great
faith and unusual versatility. In addition to
his own large work, he help- Bro. McCal­
lum in the Bible College. Bro. McCallum
thus renders a service of priceless value.
The study is Imth thorough and protracted.
One can scarcely credit the rapid and re­
markable development of the students. Thus
they go to their labors with a proper assur­
ance.

This is good. For these men nut-t face
the per.-i.-tent and powerful opposition of
age-long sy-terns and superstition- routed in
the very heart- of the people: the oppo-i-
tion of ignorance, prejudice ami malice.
Think of the Japanese evangeli-t, confront­
ed with a Buddhism that is adapting itself

For in-lance, the
prototype of the Buddhist Young Men’s As­
sociation i- obvious. Consider what i- re­
quired of the evangelist in the Philippine-,
where he must meet an opposition directed
by the vile genius of Jesuitry. In Moslem
lands he must withstand chronic, innate re-
actionaryi-m and the ugliest fanaticism on
earth.

" God so loved the world that he gave his
only begotten Son” gives a faint indication
of it, but we all agree that the greatness of
God’s love for the heathen is beyond human
comprehension. If, however, in spite of
such great love, God would let the heathen
die in their sins rather than interfere with
our responsibility in supplying the money
to take them the good news, how tremen­
dously great must be our reqwnsibility to
God in this matter!

If, or rather when, Christian unity comes
to pass, it will, wc believe, be the direct re­
sult of Foreign Missions—" The East and
the West.”

The most beautiful word, to me. in these
distracting days of hate and blood-shedding
is the word “international.” I do not know
to whom we arc indebted for it, but I know
this: it stands for everything genuinely
glorious. It stands for a lasting love among
the nations, and believes it to be a practic­
ally attainable object. It docs not put any
nation first, it puts humanity first. Il stands
for the circulation of a universal body of
opinion founded on Christian love.

The missionary is an internationalist in
the highest sense, lie has the international
mind, the international heart, and wherever
he goes he tries to build up an international
conscience. I le i> never found on the side
of any imperialism. The only imperialism
he knows i> the imperialism of the Lord of
Life. Racial exclusiveness and national
snobbery have no place in his character.

The missionary is irrevocably committed
to the international cause, lie deals with
‘‘nations.” He is to disciple them. That :s
his commission. It is found in the Rook he
carries. His i- a work of conciliation. All
the missionaries employ an international vo­
cabulary. They never use narrowing terms.
In this they resemble Paul and Jesus.

And this is the only temper that will get
the world on and up. The present inter­
national duel grew out of a temper, and to­
day the world tolls out its piercing misererr.
Our temper must not be one of tear, but one
of love. The kind of spirit that united.Paul
the Jew to Cornelius the Roman. This j< the
power that will alone bridge the yawning
chasm of racial prejudices.

The missionary applies his belief in the
I'athcrlnod of God ami the Brotherhood of
man, the doctrines which will do the most to
break down world dissensions ami hatreds.

All of us can afford to catch this spirit.
In mo't of our racial discussions we over­
work the first personal pronoun. It is al­
ways in the lead. The Slav thanks God he
1 not a Teuton, ami the Teuton that he is
n t like the Slav. The German contends
that he i- better than the Frenchman. and
the Frenchman knows he is better than the
German. The Britisher claims superiority
• •ver the German, ami the German over the
Britidur. \ll meh talk a- this is sickly.
deadly, imxcu able Pharisveism. The world
cannot be saved by the u-e of blistering and
conceited adjectives. Nations come to­
gether when tin y learn to 1 >ve one another,
and they do thi- by the cultivation of the
spirit of the missionary. lie is one of the
world’s peacemakers.

The quiet work of Mr. O. A. Carr and
Mr. G. L. Surber. Mr. A. B. Maston, and
Mr. T. J. Gore did more to fraternise .Aus­
tralia and America than did all the bluster
and all the show of flag’ and plumes and
-hip; an 1 guns ami r ekets during the visit
"f the American Fleet. David Livingstone
did more t» unite Africa and England than 

the British Navy. The heart of G. LAVhar-
ton in India is greater than that of Lord
Clive. Dr. Macklin in China and Sydney L.
Gulick in Japan are doing more for the sol­
idarity of the race than are all those men
who arc hankering after military prepared­
ness.

Just now when the cancer of war is eat­
ing the life out of many nations, we are un­
der bond to remember the words of Paul,

The Bible in China.

In the China Mission Year Book for 1915,
Dr. Bondfield states that at a rough estimate
the various Chinese versions of the Bible
represent the continuous work of one man
for 242 years, supposing he did nothing
else. Over one hundred Europeans and
Americans have given the best years ()f their
lives t<» the task. At a low estimate. £56,000
have been expended on the translation and
revision of the Scriptures into Wenli, Easy
Wenli, and Mandarin. If the Chinese ver­
nacular versions be added, the number of
vears spent by one man would he approx­
imately 363; the number of missionaries en­
gaged 150, and the total expenditure £84.
000. Dr. Botidfield's brief note concludes
with the words:

“And it was worth while.”

We are glad to report that Bro. Shah h.r>
returned from the Kasanti Pasteur In-ti-
tute. He found a number of men wh > were
at the same place for treatment, who had
never heard of Christ, so was able to d<
evangelistic work amongst them.

Wheat harvesting has begun, so we have
to get out early when we go to the villages
We started shortly after 4 o’clock one morn
ing last week to work in one village on on-
way to one of our outstations. Spent tw 1
hours with some of the women there, then
went on to our destination. Found our evan­
gelist away at a village, and his wife l> -d
gone to the river for water, but the h >>•.- .•
was unlocked, so we went in and made our­
selves at home.

We visited a number of houses in the af
ternoon, and in the evening eight of us ha.t
dinner together in the yard in front, as it
was more pleasant than in the h.nt'C. A
few years ago only the evangelist, hi fam
ily, and myself. were Christians. The ot’tv.
four had been in different castes, and wo i'.d
not have eaten together. One of them vdl
not touch beef, as he was brought up to wor­
ship the cow, so of course we do not have
any on such occasions for the sake of <*ur
weaker brethren.

In visiting some of the low caste homes
we were pleased to find that sonic of their
boys were now going to the Government
school. We well remember what difficulty
one of the same class of boys had when hr
first came to one of our school-. in Hard..
The higher caste l>oys did their be*t to make
it urpleasant for me. hut the missi •muy
helped all he could. He i> now a Christian
teacher.

We started at 4 o’clock again on our r< •
turn journey, and reached another village
just after daylight. As we were talking n»
several women on the verandah of one of
the houses, the man of the house came h me
with a number of men, who had come there
from another district. He sail], “Th.-vmcn
have never heard of Christ: come out in the
yard into the shade, and speak to them."
He carried the bed out for jis. and we three
women sat on it while he and the other men
sat on the ground around u<.

We arc thankful for the many opportun­
ities of reaching not only the women in th •
homes in Ilarda, but many others in the
villages, some of wh'm have never hear I
before.

A Plea for West Australian Chinese
E. G. Warren.

Yes, brethren, 1 have heard it said that
we have between two and three thousand
Chine'e in West Australia. There are a few
little mission schools in and around Perth
conducted by the different denominations.
But what i- seriously needed is a Chinese
evangelist to work Perth and Fremantle.
This could be done. Just previous to open­
ing our Chinese mission in Fremantle a lit­
tle over nine months ago, the Chinese came
to my h nne and pleaded with me to open a
mission school. They came on four or five
different occasions. How could we turn a
deaf car to these beloved men for whom
Christ died? We opened the mission, and
now have fourteen Chinese scholars and
fourteen workers. At the opening of the
mission eleven Chinese gave £7/10/- to­
wards buying an organ, and some few
months after they paid £6/18/- for chairs.
One of the largest socials given in the Fre­
mantle church fur many years was the
Chinese mission social.

Brethren, tell me why could not a white
man learn the Canton dialect here, as well
as in China, and then teach them, or learn
this language in China and come out to

Australia and work among the Chine.e.
Listen! brethren! If we will, take up die
question of Foreign Missions in dead earn­
est, there arc hundreds of heathen Chinc-e
in our own country that could be won fur
Jesus Christ. The young Chine-e I baptised
on March 19 of this year said, " Now I go
home to China and tell my people about
Jesus.” If we win these men for Christ
here, that is exactly what they will do.
Brethren, on July 2nd you can settle the
question about a Chinese evangelist for
West Australia. “How shall they hear
without a preacher?"

The Opportunity of the Isolated
. Member.

The church members who. because of en­

vironment arc denied the privilege of church
fellowship, may endeavor to excuse them-
->elvc.N in giving sparingly to Home Missions
on the ground that those who are enjoying
the privileges of church fellowship should
give more liberally: but when Foreign Mis­
sions make their appeal no such excuse can
be offered. Foreign Missions are as near to
us who are isolated as those who are work­
ing in the various churches. In fact, this
call for help ought to appeal to us the more
urgently. It is a request for help from
th.i-e wh > are i> dated to those who arc isol­
ated, and they a*k for something that wc
can give, they tell us something that we can
do. S nue who have been isolated have
grown careless, indifferent. The reason
given for this condition is, nothing to do, no
definite church work in which to lake an in­
terest. Nothing to do’ Nothing in which
to take an interest in Christian work!

Place before you a map of the world;
mark on it the field where we have mission­
aries laboring; know them by name; learn
of their i pportunitic' and difficulties; write
to them, pray f r them, and then give to
snpjxirt them. In this way you will feel that
you are laboring with them, and this will
keep your interest in the work of saving
others to such an extent that the influence of
it will be felt upon your own life.

Hie Foreign Missionary work spells op­
portunity to tn who are isolated in a won­
derful way, and wc trust that the appeal this
year will meet with a generous rcs|xmse,
particularly from those wh*) cannot give
their time to the work of the church in the
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Nursing the Soldiers.

Although I do not get much time for writ­
ing, I do not forget you, and I am sure you
will understand. The heat is very bad just
now, 106 degrees in the shade. I turned
sick after spending the morning in the oper­
ating room, so our Senior Sister has given
me the day off, and I am going to write a
few letters. I am in charge of the surgical
wards and theatre. We have done over 40
operations during the last two months. Most
of our cases are arms and legs, as they can
come up from Bombay in ambulance trains.
We have had to do several amputations. One
jxior young man was shot in the foot; there
was a large piece of shrapnel, a piece of
lioot and sock, in the wound. He was ban­
daged on the battle-field, and not dressed
again for three days, so of course blood
poison set in, and we had to take his leg off.
Our Senior Sister, Miss Harvey, has writ­
ten to headquarters to ask for someone to
relieve me for ten days; if so I shall go to
Mahableshwar, as Mrs. Strutton has invited
me to go if possible; and I want to see them
all; it is six months since I saw any of our
Australian folks.

1 am so glad Miss Cameron has passed
her first year exam. I am doing an hour a
day with the high school master, but other­
wise I never hear the language, as Marathi
is not spoken in these parts; but I hope to
be able to speak it in the sweet by-and-bye.
I think I told you before that the Scotch
Canadian Mission was very strong here;
they have over 70 missionaries in these
parts; in Mhow alone they have schools,
and at Rasalpara, two miles out, they have
a large industrial works, where 300 native
Christians are employed; they make silk,
furniture, iron for roofs, rugmaking, print­
ing, blacksmithing, etc. Mr. Russell Gra­
ham is in charge of the industrial work; he
is very nice; he often comes to the hospital
to sec our patients, and gave us a good
wheel chair, which was made at the mission.
Mi'S Harvey has had several of the mis­
sionaries to dine with us at times, and it i*
so nice for me; because the military folks
are not interested in the same things as wc

Not in Australia.
Occasionally a church looks upon its mis­

sionary offering as a task rather than a free­
will and loving gift to Jesus Christ. Every
now and then a church treasurer writes m
that the church has fully met its apportion­
ment for the year and is keeping what was
left over for a good start on the next year.
Churches that do this do not realise that the
ap|K>rtionment is simply a suggestion and
not an ultimate goal, and that no church can
ever meet its full obligation to our b>rd>
great work in the ends of the earth. It ,s
gratifying to know that many churches sim­
ply use the apportionment as a stepping'
stone, and desire to give for the work 01
missions freely and abundantly.
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The Blessings of .the Living Link Idea.

The idea of supporting a missionary in
the foreign field as well as a preacher of the
gospel at home should Im the object of every
live missionary church. For nearly three
years the church at Grotc-st. has been sup-

The more we have heard of him,
and the longer wc have kept in personal
touch with him, the more we love him and
his brave and good wife for their own selves
and the noble work they arc devotedly en­
gaged in.

This living link idea makes church mem­
bers .to feel thev are doing a definite work
for the Master. They feel that while we
diall see the re-ult of our labor with him in
the great day of the harvest, it is a great joy
to see the fruit being gathered in year by
year in the life we now live. Wc arc able
to personally rejoice that God so uses the
one we seek to support, and in that way so
honors us and the little we bring to him.

It is also a great joy to the missionary to
ted that there is a church at home that is
acting as rope-holder, taking hold of the 

rope while he is seeking to rescue those who
are storm-tossed on the dark and struggling
billows of a Christless heathenism. He looks
for the messages of help and the words of
cheer that come from those who think of
him continually, and who daily remember
him in their prayer-. There is something
mutually real ami helpful in this bond of
fellowship in the King’s service. The young
of the church learn the names of these good
missionaries, and of their children, and this
adds to the growing interest they take as
they advance in years. Some think that it
is too much to expect a church to give
enough to support one worker in the great
world-field. Wc must remember that unless
our giving grows with our work, it will be
impossible to win a thousand millions for
Christ in this generation. Even if wc sup­
port a missionary wc shall still spend at least
six times as much on ourselves and the work
at home. It is not too much to hope that
perhaps some Christian families whom God
lias richly blessed, as well as more of our
larger churches who have been doing well,
but could perhaps do a little more in this
day of tremendous opportunity, will give the
work an uplift by supporting a missionary
themselves, and thus help on this great work
of winning the world for Chri.-t.

Industrial Work.
F. G. Filmcr.

The 36 natives employed have varied in
length of time worked from a few days to
the whole year. They have cleaned around
cocoanuts, cleaned new land, and planted
750 more nuts. They have also cleaned up
several acres on which we have planted
three varieties of cotton. We have in now
about one acre of " Caravonica” cotton, one
and a half acres of " Sea Island” cotton, and
five acres of " Caledonia.”

The ” Sea Island" is the most superior
quality and highest price, but is difficult to
pick, and must be picked immediately ripe,
or else it falls to the ground. ** Caledonia,"
on the other hand, while not bringing such
a good price, can be picked almost at your
leisure.

The students have done a good deal of
work in the afternoons. Wc put in a lot of
time digging and building an underground
tank, which holds 5000 gallons of water, and
has proven water-tight so far.

Finance.—The £23/10/6 raised locally
has been used to pay the four teachers wc
offered to support, who arc at work on
Maewo.

Besides this, the schools have through me
bought their own kerosene, lxx»ks, lights,
etc. The villages of Bwavasink, Wali, Ran-
wadi, and Kumriang have collected about
£jo altogether and bought for themselves
galvanised iron with which they have roofed
new chapels.

Several pound.-.’ worth of the above £23

10/6 was given me in the form of copra,
which I sold to the steamer.

For all purposes during the year these
people have donated over £70. Of course
thev could do better, but considering that
copra has been so low in price, it is a fair
effort.

Sacrifice.

This is the magic word heard on every
hand, and heeded by very many, but passed
by carelessly by not a few. Wives, parents,
lovers, have given their dearest for the
country's need.

The call of God to the churches to carry
on the work of world evangelism is no less
urgent. Nothing can absolve us from our
duty. Here in Wv-lern Australia wc have
not been growing in this work as wc ought
during the last few years. This year we can
make a forward step if we will. But only
by realising the force of the word at the
head of this paragraph.

Wc also need vision. The observatory of
faith needs to be used continuously. Can
we -.till claim the name of disciples of Jesus
—learner-, followers—if we prove recreant
to his will as revealed in the great commis­
sion? There are certain great inexorable
alternative- for every church, and also for
every individual as well. We must evan­
gelise or fossilise. We must send, or wc will
end. Wc must use or lose. Wc must preach
or perish. “ For to him that hath shall be
given, and from him that hath not shall be
taken away that which he hath."

Because wc love men for whom Christ
died; because wc love Christ who died for
men. we must send the gospel to the non­
Christian peoples.

Wc must do it even from a "sanely self­
ish" motive. Our own State must be evan­
gelised. This can only be done by an awak­
ened, aggressive Spirit-filled church. The re­
flex influence of sacrificial giving for world­
evangelism alone will give us such a church.
We must give out that wc may receive.

We trust each individual member in the
churches of the We-t will heed the call, and
rally to the help of the legions of the Cross
on the far-flung battle line.

If the giving on the fir-t Sunday in July
is ‘‘sacrificial." wc will he able tn advance in
our work. Let us not fail or falter in our
duty.

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Baramati Indian Mission.
H. H. Strutton.

The work here consists of regular preach­
ing services held daily in the town and in
outlying village', with an occasional itiner­
ating trip further afield. The number of
these services varies from 60 to 75 per
month, and the number of addresses given
from 150 to 200 per month. The chief cen­
tre i> the weekly bazaar, at which oppor­
tunities arc obtained of reaching large
crowds with the gospel, and at which sales

"of Scripture portions form a part of the
work. This branch of our work has been
very much helped of late by the introduc­
tion of a blind orphan boy, who is a trained
musician, and who plays drums and the or­
gan at such services, and is thus a great help
in increasing the crowds who listen. Out­
side villages are visited by two preachers
every morning.

The Medical Work has grown in import­
ance, and is a good opportunity for spread­
ing the gospel. Dr.Giakwad, who has charge
of this, gives the gospel personally to each
patient. Beyond a special amount expended
on special medicines for orphans and Chris­
tians, and free treatment for the Bhampta
Settlers, the cost of medicines is defrayed
from the nominal fees charged. The Mis­
sion Di-pensary is becoming increasingly
popular month by month.

Orphans. There have been 15 orphans
at Baramati, and to in Poona for the year.
These latter will either be transferred to
Baramati shortly, or others will be taken in
their place, who will live at Baramati. Three
from amongst the orphans have married
during the year. Others have become sclf-
'Upporting. Two arc now with the forces
in the Persian Gulf, earning their own liv­
ing and serving their country. On the whole 

this work has been very encouraging. Most
of the children here are very young, and are
brought up in separate homes byChristian
women; treated as their own children are.
and paid for by the Mission. ....

Industrial Work. Weaving is still the
most important work done at Baramati; but
owing to the war and the consequent great
increase in the price of dyed yarn, this in­
dustry has been hit very badly. We have
managed, however, to avoid any serious loss
by doing all the plain work, or work on un-
dyed cloth, we could during the year.

Building and carpentry is also done. The 

ing for the most part, on outside jobs, thus
costing the Mission nothing for their sup­
port. Several families are supported in this
way. Two or three families have been sup­
ported for the year on field work. We were
able to do this by leasing some larger field'
for the purpose of cropping and letting
those families work them, as the fields be­
longing to the Mission are not sufficiently
large for this purpose, even in good years.

Bhampta Settlement. This work has now
crystallised, and a permanent settlement is
opened at Baramati. In his report to Gov­
ernment, Mr. Startc, the official in charge of
the Criminal Tribes Settlements of the Bom­
bay Presidency, wrote favorably of what
had been done by this Mission during the
past two years in conducting a gang of 150
to 200 of these thieves, while engaged on
contract work on the Nera Canal excava­
tions. He also said that he would subsidise
for one year, as an experimental settlement,
the Bhampta Colony the Mission had then
opened at Baramati, consisting of forty fam­
ilies. The amount promised is Rs. 300(120).

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The Appeal of the Missionaries.

Standing on a temporary platform at a
jtrcet corner in the city of Adelaide, a re­
turned soldier wa> addressing a recruiting
meeting. It was the noon hour; crowds of
vuinig men had left office and store for
lunch. Hearing the strains of patriotic mu­
se many were drawn to see what was go-
ju,r on. Prominent men in the political life
of the State had sjxjkcn to the crowd, they

Ind advanced weighty arguments on the
Empire’s needs, and the urgent necessity of
ab'v-b >d:vd men offering themselves to de­
fend the land they love. Apparently there
v i' n > response. The listeners admitted
the soundness of the reasons given, but their
v>ill, were not moved. A new feeling ran
thri'iigh the crowd when the returned sol­
dier began to speak. He bore the scars of
active 'mice; he spoke from personal ex­
perience, recounting what the soldiers were
d dug, and were ready to endure. Such a
message touched the springs of patriotism,
and in rc'ponse to this appeal many stepped
forward to enlist.

Out on the firing line of the world’s evan-
’’vli-m. a great war is going on, not with
material forces, but the all-c inquiring
P 'Wer of the gospel against superstition,
idolatry and sin. It is a tremendous strug-
jde, weighty and eternal in its consequences.
H. > e who stay at home may advance good 

reasons why the soldiers of the King of
kings on the world's missionary frontiers
should be supported, and recruits sent to
their help. But the strongest appeal comes
from the workers themselves. They know
the needs, they face the opposition, and
fight the good tight which must go on till
the victorious flag of the kingdom of Christ
floats over every land and people. The ap­
peal that comes from the advance guard is
urgent and imperative, that the work shall
not only be fully maintained, but strength­
ened and increased. Any lack in this re­
spect means the weakening of our forces.

Bountifully, willingly, have the people of
Australia responded to the help of our sol­
diers. More cheerfully and gladly should
our churches answer the urgent call of our
great missionary enterprises, by large offer­
ings on the first Sunday in July. The vic­
tories of the spiritual struggle in missionary
lands will help to bring in the gulden age
of peace and goodwill among all nations.
Let our churches .show that they have come
to the kingdom for such a time as this.

Our Work in the New Hebrides.
A. B. Chappell.

The work which the Churches of Christ
are doing in the New Hebrides depends very
largely upon native teacher'. We have a
school in every village where the natives are
willing, and a native Christian nteacher has
charge of each school. The teacher bolds
a meeting in the early morning ju>t after
daybreak, and another one in the evening*
after dark. In these meetings hymns arc
sung, prayer is offered, and a ]>ortion of
Scripture is read and explained. The
teacher endeavors to lead the people to
Christ, and also does what he can to
strengthen them in the faith. During the
day he mixes with the people, and engages
in occupations similar to those in which they
arc employed. His difficulties he takes to
the missionary, that he might be instructed
regarding ways of overcoming them or that
the missionary might overcome them for
him. The nn"ionary, while at his head­
quarters. takes charge of the meetings there.
But he also pays fairly regular visits to all
the schools in his district. While in a vil­
lage he generally sees alm -'t all the natives
in it ami holds meetings in the school. Thus
he keeps in touch with and controls the work
under his care.

On the island of Pentcco-t Bro. and Sis­
ter Filmcr are our missionaries. Here, be­
sides over 20 of the ordinary schools. Bro.
Filmcr has a training institution in which In­
is preparing native' to become teachers of
the Word. A native cannot teach if he is
not trained and educated to a certain extent.
and thi' institution is supplying a great
need. Already some teacher - have gone out 

from it to the work, and because of it- ex­
istence we have been able to enter villages
for which we would otherwise have had no
teachers. Those in training arc taught
both to study and to work with their hand
On the mission property at Banmatmat Bro.
Filmcr has had over 2000 cocoa-nut' plant­
ed. The oldest of these palms are just be­
ginning to bear nuts, and in a few years’
time they should produce sufficient to make
the training institution self-supporting. Sif­
ter Filmcr holds some classes for the wives
and girls who are to become wives of buys
in training, and also at times conduct.’ meet­
ings for all the women of the village. Bro.
and Sister Waters are stationed on the is­
land of Oba. where they have the oversight
of more than 30 school.-. Bro. Waters also
holds classes for the teachers who arc work­
ing near his headquarters. Sister Waters
works amongst the women ami children of
Nduindui and the surrounding district. The
writer has charge of nine schools on the is­
land of Maewo, and four in the north­
eastern portion of Oba.

There arc still some villages on each of
the three islands, the residents of which re­
fuse to have teachers live amongst them to
take to them the gospel, and some natives in
the villages where we have schools have not
yet yielded themselves to Christ. But the
Word of God is winning its way among'!
these people. Every year some decide f> r
our Lord, and very few go back to heathen­
ism. We do not see so much Chri'tlikene-
in these Christians as we wish. Still, whm
they make the stand there is a change i i
their lives. They leave their heathen cu--
toms and endeavor to live as Christ would
have them. In the thirteen -chools in im.
district there an1 132 Christians, while in the
districts where the work ha' been longer cs.

The word mission implies both a sending
and a going. In the mission wc have called
“ours" Christ sends, and wc go (Matt. 28:
18-20). The sending is an evidence and ex­
ercise of authority; the going is a perform­
ance of duty.

Our mission is to preach the gospel (Mark
16: 15), and wc must not turn aside to de­
liver philosophical or scientific lectures, or
to merely moralise, all of which may be
good in their places, when we should be busy
delivering the great message which alone
can comfort and save. If we would obey
the Christ, do our duty, win men to the One
who died for them, we must "preach the
goijiel." .

The mission on which we arc sent is to
all men, everywhere. To all men in the
home land, and to all men in other lands. It

is a world-embracing mission. And while
there is one man of the most obscure tribe,
in the most remote region of the world, who
has never heard the message, our task, in
part, remains undone.

For the sake of convenience we divide the
work into two parts—Home Missions, and
Foreign Missions; but in no sense arc these
halve- of our work antagonistic, but mutu­
ally helpful.

Of all the news which has reached us
from the scenes of war, none has had a more
depressing effect than the intelligence that
General Townshend, with his brave band of
soldiers, was forced to surrender to the
Turks at Kut-cl-Amara.

It may be urged that as far as the ultim­
ate end of the war is concerned, this incident
nny not have any great effect; but we can­
not shut our eyes to the fact that it has
strengthened the resistance of Turkey, given
inspiration to the enemy, and produced an
unfavorable impression upon wavering neu­
trals.

It gives us pleasure to think that General
Townshend was not to blame, that he and
his noble band of warriors did all that was
humanly possible, but that the disaster was
wholly due to the insufficiency of men and
supplies.

For us who have at heart the conquest of
the world for Christ, this incident has sure­
ly some valuable lessons.

"A fellow feeling makes us wondrous
kind," and we feel sure that every mission­
ary working in heathen lands will have a
deep sympathy for General Townshend, for
knowing the greatness of the task, they say,

. “ How much to be done, and how few of us
to do it.”

We do not know why General Town­
shend’s request for more men and supplies
was refused, but possibly it was thought
that these could not be spared from the
fields and operations nearer home, and thus
the disaster. And is not this the idea in the
minds of many of the members of the com­
fortable home churches, that there is quite
enough to do at home without trying to ex­
tend the borders of the church into the lands
beyond? Arc there not, they ask, enough
heathen around our own doors, and is it not
