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The Campaign for Temperance Reform.
Victoria is now the scene of battle for six

o’clock closing. There is the prospect of a
referendum and a well fought fight result­
ing in as signal a victory as that gained in
South Australia, Tasmania or New South
Wales. The campaign of the Churches of
Christ was opened at Swanston-st. on Tues­
day last. The whole-hearted sup|>ort of
every Christian must be given to the move­
ment for reform. Apathy may lose the day.
Devious ways will be tried to defeat the ob­
ject we have at heart. With apologies to
Bret Harte—and also to "The Heathen
Chinee"—we may amend a well-known quo­
tation :

Which I wish to remark.
And my language is plain.

That for ways that arc dark.
An<l for tricks that arc vain,

King Bung and his friends arc peculiar.
Which the same I am free to maintain.

Sobriety and legislation.
Though the "Age" published as an adver­

tisement Bishop Golding Bird's sermon, re­
ferred to in our last issue, still that journal
itself continues to devote splendid leading
articles to the work of temperance reform.
In last Saturday’s issue appeared another
of such leaders, which incidentally replied
to some of the intemperate declarations of
the bishop. We quote some of its state­
ments :

" When the anti-reformer becomes bank­
rupt of argument, he generally takes refuge
in the exploded aphorism that you can t
make men sober or moral by Act of Parlia­
ment.’ We are asked to believe that liquor
'•elling can never be regulated by law; that
people have appetites, and that they will
gratify appetite, some way or other, law or
no law. Because the prohibition law against
drink in the State of Maine failed to make
a community of total abstainer.', they argue
that it is quite useless for Parliament to
order hotels to conform I » the same trade
regulations that rule in other avenues of
commerce. And so we have dinned into
our ears the mon'trous platitude that Par­
liaments cannot make people sober. 1 hat is
the kind of cant that John-on begged Bos­
well to clear his mind of. The very silhne."
of it ought t > prevent all but h pekss imbe­
cility fr« m using it. A mere glance around
at any phase of the society in which we live
convevs to us the proof' that Parliament-.
in a thousand way-, can restrain open and
flaunting vice. It may not be able to make
a murderer moral, or a thief h »nc-t; but it
can check h •micidc from breaking out into 

overt acts, and it can lay the thief by the
heels, to the discouragement of the rest of
his kind."

Bishop Bird repudiated.

No thinking man believes that Bishop
Golding Bird’s sermon reflects the mind of
the great Anglican Church on the liquor
question. It would be as foolish for us to
judge that church by one silly episcopal ut­
terance as it was foolish for the bishop to
set one case of crime caused by eating raw
meat over against the thousands of crimes
due to alcoholic liquor.

We are glad to notice a statement of Mr
I*. 11. King, Vicar of Sunshine. The whole
of his letter to the “Age" is worthy of no­
tice. We can quote but a few sentences:

“ ‘ Drowning men clutch at straws,’ says
an old adage, and in this case the liquor
parly is the drowning man, as regard' six
o’clock closing, and the straw, or one of
them, is his lordship’s sermon. 11 they have
no better argument for the use of liquor
than those contained in that their case is
pretty well hopeless.

" I wonder does this bishop feel proud
that he has achieved such notoriety? I do
not envy him his gaiters or his position in
the eyes of God when I think of our Lord,
who would say, ‘ For their sakes I sanctify
myself,’ and Bishop Bird, in an opposite
camp, upholding a traffic that has done
more harm, wrecked more homes, broken
more hearts—but there, your readers know
this.

" I also am an Anglican clergyman, and
for the edification of your readers 1 may
stale that I am sure there is not an English
Church clergyman in Victoria who would
champion the Bishop of Kalgoorlie in his
Ixd'tering up of the liquor evil. His is not
the voice of the Anglican Church, for all
right-thinking men of that church, as well
a' of every other body, will vote one way,
and that which will tend to shorten the
hours of selling of this greatest of al! evil'
—drink.”

Should clubs be exempt?
One of the ways by which the people’s

will may be thwarted i- suggested by a dep­
utation which waited on the Premier, which
a.-iked that clubs be exempt fr m early clos­
ing legislation. We sincerely tru-t that in
-trenuous fashion the Christian folk of our
land will oppo e any proposal to this end.

It is inters -ling to note that the publicans
arc opjKj.ing this suggestion. We think 

they are quite right in maintaining that the
hour.' for the sale of liqu »r in chib- should
be no mure than for the sale in public hou-cs.
"The Argus," which u-ually -land- up for
Beer & Co., in this matter opposes the pub­
licans.

The chief argument advanced in favor of
the exemption of chibs is that in them the
sale of liquor i- n it puslic 1, there being no
individual profit on the part of club mem­
bers. To this Mr. John \ ale, edit >r of "The
Rechabite,’’ makes the following rejoinder:

"The success of the business at most
chibs shows that the sale of liquor nee is no
pushing. Given the alcoholic thirst, and the
easy facility of gratifying it, the sale of
liquor is pushed from the consumer’s -ide of
the bar. In a certain club, games which ab­
sorbed the members' attention too long were
discouraged, the treasurer occasionally
walked round, saying, ’ Nov,, boys, it's a
long time between the drink-.' ”

Probably’ the most amusing rea put
forth by the chib deputation to the Premier
was that "many members are teetotalers.”
This would seem a fair argument if the pro­
posal were to abolish liquor from clubs; but
how can it stand as an argument why late
liquor selling should be indulged in ? The
many teetotalers are not the folk who will
patroni.-e the open bars. We are surpri-ed
that these "many member'" should be part­
ners in a co-operative liquor-selling bu-i-

The trade sell-judged.
From Koroit Hotel. Victoria, come- an

extraordinary confc—ion. in the form of a
letter to the "Argu-.” The writer pleaded
for better supervi-i- n of hotels after cl >sing
hour-, and was opposed to the curtailment
of the hour' of liquor -elling on the ground
that the law would certainly be broken.

The Measure of a Mother’s Influence.

In the belief that the surest way to train
criminals for the future is to deprive hoys
and girls of a mother's care wlrile they are
young, the experiment is being made of giv­
ing a small weekly grant from public funds
to mothers of young children who would
otherwise be compelled to be absent at work
in the factory or store or in the houses of
others. 3'his necessity may be due to the
death or illness of the father, or his absence
in prison. If the mother is not Icept at home,
the children will be apt to grow up on the
street; and one knows what that means.
The sensible idea of those who have father­
ed the new scheme is that it is cheaper to
prevent boys and girls from becoming crim­
inal', by giving them a mother’s care, than
it would be to care for them after they are
criminals.

Are the officers on the right track? Is a
mother's influence so great as they seem to
think?

The question was answered by Daniel
Coit Oilman, long the president of Johns
Hopkins Cniver.-ity. " If ever I make any­
thing in this world, or another, I shall owe
it to the blessed influence of home," he once
wrote. At another time he said that it was
his mother who brought out the best that
was in him.

Again, answer was made by Calvin Wil­
son Matter—the author of the "Matter Les­
sons in Chinese,” used by nearly all mission­
aries—who died in 1908, after marly half
a century of mis'ionary life in China. He
always iii'istcd that the influence of his
mother had been most potent in his life. She
longed to see her children receive benefits
which had been denied her, and to this end
she made comities' sacrifices through many
year.'. It was a bitter grief to her that she
had never had a college education; indeed,
the story is told that once she dreamed of
entering as a student at Mount Holyoke, but
awoke in tears to find he was white-haired.
Children brought up by such a mother could
n»4 fail to flu-ire the education made possi­
ble by careful planning and economy. It was
in large mea'Ure owing to her home train­
ing that her seven children made a record
almo t unequalled: four bucaine mission-
ark • ; a fifth was kept from the mission field
only by ill health; a sixth reluctantly gave
up a mi'-i mary career when duty seemed to
indicate that he mu-t go into business; the
seventh became a college professor in
America.

Gipsy Smith, the world-famous evangel­
ist, adds hi' testimony. He fuels that he
owes everything to the mother who, when 

ilying, asked him to be a good boy. The
memory of her words and of the way she
,'ang when she was near death,

“1 have a Saviour in the promised land,"
gave him no peace till he was himself a fol­
lower of the King.

The biographer of Horace Greeley indi­
cates how the great journalist would have
answered the question. His mother was a
busy woman; in addition to her work in the
house .'he raked and hoed in the field, and
even helped to load the hay waggon. But
she had time to gather her children about
her, tell them .stories from the Bible, teach
them to read the Bible for themselves, and
help them with their studies. To her he
owed more than he could tell of the ;x)wer
that enabled him to write so as to move the
nation.

There can be no doubt of the feeling of
Matthias \V. Baldwin, founder of the great
Baldwin Locomotive Work', as to the im­
portance of a mother’s influence on the life
of her children. He very properly felt that
one of the most imjxirtant events of his life
followed his return home one day with a
shingle which he had selected from a pile
before a new building, with the intention of
trying his knife on it. He showed his treas­
ure to his mother, who insisted on knowing
where he had found it. After she talked
with him about the sin of taking what did
not belong to him he lost all interest in the
wonderful things he had proposed to make
from the shingle. Nothing would satisfy
him but its return to the pile from which he
had taken it. His disappointment was
severe, but he was already learning that it
was wise to be guided by the judgment of a
careful mother.

William Lloyd Garrison, the apostle of
emancipation, gave his answer when he
wrote to a friend: "You 'peak of a mother’s
love, and ask, * What love is comparable to
hers?’ An allusion like this dissolves my
heart and causes it to grow liquid as water.
I had a mother once, who cared for me with
such a passionate regard, who loved me so
inteii'ely, that no language can describe the
yearning of her soul."

Wcn’dell Phillips, the associate of Garri­
son, would have made like answer. His
testimony as to his mother’s influence on his
life through teaching him the Bible makes
one think of the famous words of Ruskin:
" Whatever I have done in my life has sim­
ply been due to the fact that when I was a
child my mother daily read with me a part
of the Bible, and daily made me learn a part
of it by heart.”

Thu answer of Daniel Macmillan, the
founder of the publishing house of The
Macmillan Company, is given in his words
regarding his mother; he called her “the
sheet anchor of my life,” Again, he said of
her that she was "the most perfect lady jn
all Scotland.” He was an invalid, who per-
si'ted in working till death came to his re­
lief at the early age of forty-four. Once
his life was prolonged by his mother’s care

when she went back with him for a seas
to the island of Arran, where he was born
There he wrote of her: "The end of fi/
whole matter is, that 1 think there i> nub odv
like mother in the whole world. If ever 1
saw anyone with the same tendcniu-s
strength and calmness, the same joyuusneJ
of heart, with the same depth, 1 should in-
stantly fall in love with her; that is, if there
was any chance of its ever coming to any­
thing!”

In a volume of Hastings’ "Great Texts
of the Bible" a testimony to the work of
such mothers is given in this quotation from
a contributor:

"Yesterday afternoon, as the sun went
down, I >at by the bedside watching the wan
face of a wife and mother who had prem­
aturely worn out her life in toil for her hus­
band, and her children, and was even then
most absorbed in certain tender parting
charges concerning them when she should
be no longer able to care for them. * She
wouldna be there,’ said the stalwart, but
deeply grieved, husband, * but for slavin’
and slavin' for us.’ There was an instance
of vicarious self-sacrifice. In the annals of
womanhood there are many such. And
whatever we may think about its justice or
expediency, there is something in us which
endears us to the person who has obeyed the
sacred law; and our pulses beat quicker at
a thing which puts fresh honor upon our
community.”

Christina Rossetti’s testimony to the love
of her mother is none the less valuable be­
cause it is in sonnet form:
" Sonnets arc full of love, and this my tome

Has many sonnets; so here now shall be
One sonnet more, a love sonnet, from me

To her whose heart is my heart's quiet home,
To my first love, my mother, on whose knee

1 learned lovc-lorc that is not troublesome,
Whose service is my special dignity,

And she my lodestar while I go and come.
“And so because you 1 >ve me, and because

1 love you, mother, I have woven a wreath
Of rhymes wherewith to crown your honored

name;
In y. 11 not fourscore years can dim the flame
Of I we, whose blessed glow transcends the law*

Of time and change and mortal life and death.
But perhaps you want a more convincing

answer than any that I have quoted. Very
well, then ; think of your own mother—-and
the question is answered so emphatically
that it will be a question to you no more for

The Allies’ Advance.
The news we have been receiving the last

When this comes the power of
Bulgaria will be broken, Turkey will be isol­
ated, and the Austrian debacle will be com­
plete. Surely there is great cause to hope

-that in the providence of God we shall soon
see the beginning of the end. and with the
crushing of the militarism and false ambi­
tions of Germany, there will come the deliv­
erance of the noble little nations of Belgium
and Servia, and the longed-for peace among
men. We can only pray that God will so
bless our cause and over-rule all for the
good of mankind, that when we come Io the
end of this struggle there will be ushered in
the day of lasting peace.

Women and the War.
We arc told that there arc 3.500.000 at

work making munitions, and of these
660,000 arc women. While we regret that
such toil and expenditure are called for. in
this deadly business of war, we are certain
that we owe a great national debt to these
heroic workers wh ■ have toiled so inces­
santly to make our Empire secure. We
especially wi'h to pay our tribute to these
noble self-sacrificing women, who come
from all ranks of society, and voluntarily
give their services to this great common
cause of our nation. How much we owe to
Womanhood! History will never record the
names of these devoted daughters of our
Empire. It is enough for them to know
that they have faithfully and willingly done
their part while their loved ones have been
fighting for our righteous cause. What sor-
r"'-v it brings to our hearts when we remem­
ber the sufferers that can never be number­
ed with aching hearts, shortened lives, whit­
ening hair, and yearning souls, who have
lovingly waited at home while dear one'
have been far away. Some will sec their
loved bi.V' no more. They have only the
memory of faithful sons who nobly died in
i'Omc foreign land. Others will welcome 

their husbands or sons who return maimed
and ill. Thousands will welcome those for
whom they have waited long with open
arms when the day of peace comes. Let us
not forget in these days when we rightly
cheer our buys, and sing of their dauntless
heroism, to thank God for the loving moth­
ers who gave them to our Empire, and to
pay our grateful tribute to these noble
mothers, sisters, and dear ones who in the
loneliness of their lives fill each clay with
toil for the Empire, and wlu, doing their ut­
most in the great struggle, remind us that
they also serve. We will be for ever grate­
ful to the noble women who toil s » faith­
fully and sacrifice so willingly in our Em­
pire’s cau«e.

Home Rule Difficulties.
When the Home Rule Bill was pas'ed at

the outbreak of the present great war, it was
agreed by both parties in the contention that
had arisen to delay the operation of the Bill
till after the war. Unfortunately this has
been departed from, and the matter is again
causing a keen discussion. There were those
at that time who seemed to resent the sug­
gestion that it was a religious question, but
the fact that the re-opening of the debate
has come so closely after the Sinn Fein rebel­
lion, which seems to have been fostered by
sectarian partisanship as well as German
spies, indicates that there is an element of
Roman Catholic persistency underlying the
movement. We do not wish to debate the
wisdom of giving Home Rule to the south­
ern part of Ireland, for that will be a ques­
tion that will, we trust, be favorably answer­
ed when the new Act gives this long-sought
privilege. We only wish to relied that ac­
cording to the statement of Mr. Augustine
Birrcll, as well as other significant indica­
tions, the Government have been apparently
perplexed to know how to face the condi­
tions that prevailed. The whole position
discloses a weakness on the part of the Gov­
ernment that is very regrettable. There
sccni' to be a certain section who feel that
they would be better under German militar­
ism. and allied to such a power, than under
the present generous reign of England. It
is quite evident, however, that I’Lter does
net want Home Rule, and that they will still
persist in remaining loyal to the throne, ami
unseparated in any way front the Empire.
For this loyalty Ulster has been condcmne 1
by some unfair critics. The fact remains
that Ulster has sent more men to the front
than all the rest of Ireland put together, ami
she has by her loyalty and glorious sacrifice
not only demanded, but bravely won the
right to the concc'-i n> that arc to be made
not • nly during the war. b it we trmt f r
ever. We ■•till believe that the underlying
demand for Home Rule is n 4 |xj|itic >!. but
religious, and events h ive justified this as­
sumption. We can only hope that the c m-
mendable tolerance of Mr. Redmond ami
the farsccing wisdom of Sir Edward Car-
son in the future of the people of Ireland, 

will lead to a lasting and peaceable settle­
ment of the difficulties, ami that all may live
in the one beautiful island in the enjoyment
of civil ami religious liberty and incrca-cd
prosperity.

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The Marriage of the Gods.
Albert J. Saunders, M.A.

The long hot summer season hail come.
The sky was cloudless; the dry, parched
fields and hot, dusty roads told of rainless
days. The white foreigners to the hills had
gone, and yet the ancient and sacred city of
Madura, left to itself, and with the coming
of the heat, seemed to awake out of sleep,
for it was the wooing lime of gods. Every­
where there were evidences of a coming fes­
tive season. I.arge pandals were erected;
the mandopams, or pilgrim rest-houses,were
made clean and decorated, each with its pal­
myra portico. The bazaar men really tried
to make their funny little shops attractive;
while the great rank and file of the people
took special pains with their dwellings; here
was a daub of whitewash or paint, there a
garland or fe-dot n, while before the front
zfoor on the swept steps and ground were
innumerable circles and curves and forms
*f rude Indian art. I say there were evid­
ences everywhere of something unusual
about tn take place. One could feel the very
spirit <»f expectancy. And as one talked
with men and asked. What is this? Why
all these preparations? What do they mean?
the s m of India replied with a strange, in­
credulous smile, verily believing all the
world must know, why—this is the mar­
riage of the gods.

It is a strange story, and its origins are
hidden in the mythology of a primitive peo­
ple in the unkn nvn ages of the past. The
Dravidians of S uthern India were here
ami were well c-tabli-hed long befi re the
< >mii:g of the Aryans. They were demon
v.or ’uppers, and in Madura was set up the
ti.nplc of their great goddess—Meenakshi.
Some three th m-and years ago the Aryans
began t » extend their borders, and found
their way into Northern India. Later, clans
••f Aryans pushed their way into Southern
India. In Madura they came in contact
with the ancient civilisation and religion of
the Dravidians. Here was a real problem
before the’-c invading Aryans. What shall
we do with the religion «,f the natives?
There wire ■ cviral things the) might have
attempted to do, but they decided to unite
the two >y terns of religion. It was a happy
thought, and probably the very best way out
i f the difficulty. livre were the inhabit­
ants of the country with their goddess—
Mceiiak-hi; and now come in a vastly sup­
erior race with greater civilisation and edu­
cation. and a much higher form of religion
with their great god Siva. What better
thing could he d me than to unite in the
m > t natural way the two religions by the
marriage of Siva and Meenakshi? So it
was ordered, so it was done; and that mar­
riage of the gods ha been celebrated by
millions of pioth Hindu through thousands
of years in this old city of Madura.

The marriage festival.
There are three principal events in this

celebration which I wi h briefly to tell you 

about. The first one is the marriage festi­
val. It took place in the marriage hall of
the great temple. It is a long building,
beautifully carved in wood and stone work,
and gorgeously decorated. At the north
end is the raised platform, or dais, with its
canopy of many colors. The crowd liter­
ally throngs in hours before the appointed
time. I had a talk with one of the chief
priests, a holy man with considerable wealth.
It was he who had beautified the hall to the
extent of loo.coo rupees, and in conse­
quence his family was held in the highest
esteem. 1 lis son, a bright boy, is one of our
students in the American College, but we
hope that he may be led to use his influence
and money in a far more worthy cause.

The crowd becomes denser; there is pull­
ing and pushing. Here a poor little child is
protesting with all the strength of its lungs
and voice against the whole show. Bands
come with their shrill music, followed by all
kinds and orders of unholy and dirty holy
men. But see here, one’s attention is dir­
ected by a great shout to the entrance, and
borne on the shoulders of strong men there
arrive the minor deities to witness the mar­
riage. Here comes Ganesh, the elephant
god, riding on his little mouse, and there is
Subramanian, riding on his beautiful pea­
cock. And, strange to say. these are their
children come to the wedding of the par­
ents. The excitement now became* in­
tense, and noise—why, it is pandemonium.
A tremendous shout announces the arrival
of the god and goddess. Siva is the hero.
of the crowd, but Meenakshi receives the
attention of the priests. She was clad in the
most gorgeous salees—-dresses, that Mad­
ura could produce. She had on her the
priceless temple jewels. I have tried to find
out their worth, but nobody knows. 800,000
rupees have been mentioned as a possible
value. One poor old priest, t ittering to the
grave, came from a little shrine, and pre­
sented the worship of the people to the
dumb and cold godde-s. I can understand
the worship of a living man, bat to see mul­
titudes of people throbbing with life, anil
many of them men of education and |>osi-
tion and wealth, bowing before lifeless
stone, the work of their own hands, i> pa.
thetic in the extreme.

Well, the god and goddo* arc raised and
seated <11 the dais, prie>t> gather round, a
simple ceremony is gone through, the sac­
red thread and necklace arc presented, and
amid the cheering and clapping of the great
throng, Divinity is married by human hands.
Then the pious bring their offerings, and
fruit and cloths, gold and silver arc poured
out at the feet of idols of wood and stone.
I mingled with the throng as we left the
hall; they were happy ami gay. It was sad
to think of grown men and women still
children in such ignorance and superstition,
playing with sacred things.

The festival of the cars.
The next day was a holiday, and all Mad

ura was astir and in the streets to $cc ti,
divine pair lake a joy ride through the ak­
in their lumbering cars. The cars are inter
esting creations. Four prancing steeds with
reins of pearls are supposed to drive them.
But they, like the gods, are lifeless, and liv­
ing men have to do the work. Two im"
mense ropes arc attached to the car, and a
hundred men at each rope draw the car very
slowly along the street. People arc often
crushed and hurt at the car procession, and
I was told that many years ago it was not
uncommon for a mother in the frenzy of
the moment to throw her child under the
cruel wheels of the car, and have its little
life offered a sacrifice to the gods. But
Government will not allow such a thing to­
day.

I was most interested in the beautiful
carving of the cars. It is said to be the
story in carved wcod of this festival from
the earliest times. It is art which certainly
has merit. The crowd was in a jolly humor
that day; nothing objectionable, all orderly,
and happy and gay. It was an outing ami
picnic. Believe me, my friend in a Chris­
tian country, I have been in far worse
crowds at home. I did not see one drunken
man, nor one disorderly act through three
days of the Chitri Festival. My friend, can
you say that in Christian England, America,
or Australia?

The river scene.
Perhaps the most picturesque show of the

whole festival was the river scene. It was
a cinema picture of light and color and ac­
tion, but with a background of sadness. It
was like a great army beating a retreat in
confusion and disorder. Meenakshi has a
brother, the god Alagar, who lives in his
own sacred city, about twelve miles from
Madura. Of course he got an invitation to
the marriage of the gods, and seated in his
slow-going, lumbering car, he proceeded t«>
the festive hall. But it was like a march of
triumph, and it took him so long to reach
ever the river on the north side of Madura.
All along the way were mandopams or re-t-
hotisc-, into which he would go for eight or
ten minutes, give his blessing, which cost
the people of that particular rest-house
eleven rupees towards temple funds. As he
drew near the river, the mandopams in­
creased, and the crowds were tremendous.
It is estimated that upwards of 200,000 pt°*
pie were present at the river. I wa- in a
splendid |>osition, and had a good view "f
the god. He was a poor little, insignificant
image of a boy, about two feet high, dolled
up with the most gorgeous apparel, and hi'
neck and arms laden with jewels of gold
and precious stones. He came riding on ?
h >r?c which was covered with gold-leaf,
and which shone with dazzling brightness
in the morning sunshine. That was the ob­
ject of worship of those thousands of
people.

But now, Alagar had reached the head1
of the river, and proceeding to a special!)
prepared mandopam, he is informed that, 
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The Might of Intercession
An Unused Power.

being so long in corning, the wedding has al­
ready taken place, and he is two days late.
Alagar Hies into a towering rage, and will
not be comforted. He asks to be taken
away to a distant mountain, and there he
remains for three months. On the way the
poor, unfortunate god is robbed of his jew­
els, and at last utterly wretched, sore, and
broken in spirit, he reaches his own temple
at Alagar Koil, goes through a lung purifi­
cation, during which blood sacrifices arc of­
fered in large numbers, and which is the oc­
casion of another great Hindu festival, then
only is he restored to his place of divine
honor and power.

That is our problem, my Christian friend,
your problem, and mine. The immensity of
it almost overwhelms one; the childishness
of it all, the ignorance and superstition sur­
rounding it make one extremely sad. There
are commendable features about such a fes­
tival; there is the deep undercurrent of re­
ligion—the very basis of Indian life; there
is an intense devotion to their gods; there
is an earnest longing and reaching out after
things spiritual and divine. We can take
these as a rich basis, and, purging the fes­
tivals of the ugly and silly features, build
up a Christian civilisation, which may yet
be the wonder >f the world. Yes, it is com­
ing. the day of freedom and redemption to
India. These festivals are losing their hold
upon the people. It will take time and
money; it will require an army of conse­
crated men and women; it needs, oh! it
needs Christian education to bring enlight­
enment and salvation to the darkness of
India

Someone has said that “intercession is a
deeply buried talent." If it is, kt us dig it
up and put it to its intended use. Another
says, “ Had I known what I now know of
the service of prayer, I would have given
three-fourths of my day to intercession."
Those who have given any study to the
great awakenings and revivals of history
know that intercessory prayer played a
great part. When Israel said to Samuel.
“ Cease not to cry unto Jehovah for us,"
they voiced their belief in intercessory
prayer. That instinct still obtains. People
still send to friends whom they know to be
the friends of God, and who have commun­
ion with him, saying, " Pray for me," "Pray
for my children," " Pray for father and
mother." Men still believe with James that
"the fervent prayer of a righteous man
availcth much." The history of the Chris­
tian Church is just one continuous record of
the validity and fruitfulness of intercessory
prayer.

We have happened upon a time when
some of the great needs of the church and
of the world may be best met by a revival of
intercessory prayer. We need revivals
everywhere, and the church may again have
them if her ministry and members will only
use this latent power. The men and women
who in all ages have left an indelible impress
on this sin-cursed world for God and good
arc those who had learned in prayer to pre­
vail with God and man. David Brainard

We cannut -inccrcly a-k ('«od
to help those whom we are refusing to help
ourselves, when that help is in our power.
So true inlerce-sion will lead us to do what
we can toward answering our own prayer-.

How can we intercede effectually? Ilcb.
11: 6 answer.-; " lie that cometh to God
must believe that he is and that he i< a re­
warder of them that diligently -eek him.”
All successful intercessors have been known
as the friend- of God and of men. And we
may be his friend- if we will keep his com­
mandments.—J. I*. Wohlfarth, in “Chris­
tian World Pulpit."

On going to his home I
was surprised io find that I knew his wife, and
had taught one of her relatives to read in Hindi.
Tliis voting woman had been taught Arabic by

arc alway • glad to get into the homes where there
are ‘Indents at our schools.

We have very much enjoyed our work lately
am >ng‘t some of the blind people, as they are so
gl.id t>» see us. One morning we were at the home
of one blind woman, when wc were called to an­
other home mar to sec a relative of hers who was
very ill. Wc found that he was being treated by
Dr. Drummond. I said tn him, "You have often
heard of Jesus Christ." He said he had, but there
were s -me relatives visiting him who bad not.
There wire t-cvcral women present, and wc had
an attentive audience.

First Chrittinn Wedding in Baramati.

In April we had the first Christian wedding that
had b in c<I'.bratid in Ilarajnati. Many of our
j ung men in 1 <•'• <ra bel mging<o Baramati have
b- • n marrii 1 during the past ten years, but on ac-
i •■an! «. f the brides hailing from orphanages in
I’..ma and ebewhere, the ceremonies were always

ti n hmild be inviti-l. A there arc nearly 2000
( hri ti 'I in Alum dn igar, this would have meant
a gr< < spin i. ■ • :! • wedding was arranged at
Bir.imiti, where the guests numbered only about
a hundred.

The Sathc family is typical of what is possible
as an outcome of Christianity in India, the father
and mother, converts from Hinduism, n >w looked
up to by all Christians and Hindus alike; the sons
and daughters well educated and able to hold their
own with anyone they meet.

The ccrcm ny took place in our little chapel,
which was decorated with paper festoons, and
adorned with pots of fern and palms. Such a
gaily dressed crowd bad never been in the build­
ing before, and it was a striking object lesson to
the natives of Baramati, whose one object in life
seems to be to "make a good wedding," as they
term it.

At 8.30 p.m. wc ail sat around a pandal or awn­
ing that had been erected and enjoyed a really
good native dinner. Before partaking of this the
bride and bridegroom had to recite a couple: each
in which were mentioned their own names; the
bride gave her husband's in verse, and he gave
hers. This is called "taking each other’s names."

On the previous day I attended another wed­
ding in Poona, when one of our orphan boys, now
earning good wage', as a baker, in the Commis­
sariat, was married to one of the orphans from
Soondcrbai Powar's home. This was a red letter
day for the rest of the girls in that home, as you
can guess.

An old missionary on that occasion voiced the
opinion of most of us present when he said, "Af­
ter over thirty years of work in India, I am con­
vinced that what India needs most of all is the
Christian family life. Christians, living as such
should live, do more to help the spread of the
gospel, and to win converts, than any other
agency." Wc feel that the families that we have
found work for, and placed out in various parts
of our district, will be a great factor in the future
success of the work.
