The 1'rce Churches of England have ex­
pressed their sympathy with the \nglican
Church in its great effort Not unnaturally
some I‘rec Churchmen have thought that it
would have been better had there been a
truly " National" Mi—mn inaugurated. As
we in .Australia know to our sorrow, the
Anglican Church not only holds it-elf aloof,
but it has an awkward habit of calling it-
denominational meetings " National Svr-
v ice-."

The church is always in danger, if not
“put in continual remembrance," of falling
asleep upon the great truths of the Christian
faith. Familiarity often leads to the aban­
donment of inquiry. In the New Testament
wc have pictures of the life of Christ, rev­
elations of his mind and disclosures of his
heart: we have depicted for us the estab­
lishment of his church upon the acknow­
ledgment of his deity; we have a record of
the great facts embodied in the idea of rec­
onciliation.

The person of Christ is the unique factor
in the gospel. He is Christianity's contri­
bution to the religious life of the world.
There has been only one Jesus; there can
never be a second. Such is the message of
the New Testament. In much modern
thought, however, there is an attempt to re­
pudiate the unique factor :n the gospel, and
absorb the distinctive feature of Christian­
ity into an eclectic creed hospitable enough
to include in its pantheon every form of be­
lief. As a result, at the centre of Christi­
anity an ideal is substituted for a person,
thus discrediting the history from which it
sprang. Il is just this change of thought
which makes so many of the lives of Christ
valueless. Learned theologians who have
attempted to interpret for us the shorter
statements of the gospels, have lamentably
failed, while those who have attempted to
set forth the principles of the New Testa­
ment as di'tant and detached critics have
attempted the impossible. Thus history re­
cords the failure of the Ebioniles, Gnostics,
Ncoplatoni't', Arians, Socinians, etc., and
in the failure of these may be predicted the
failure of modern Cnitariani-m. In this
divorce also may be read the root error of
the doctrine of Strauss who interpreted the
memoirs of Jcmis as a series <4 vision'-, the
writings of Renan, who made Jesus the
hero of an Eastern romance, and found the
origin of Christianity in a few hysterical
women; the ‘•peculations of Baur and the
W’ellhausen school with their separation of
the “person" from the “ideal" and conse­
quent denial of the validity of the gospel
narratives altogether.

Now while wc dissent from such views,
we arc blind to circumstances if we fail to
see that they have had an influence upon the
thought of the world. They Maud. as all
unbelief, a perpetual challenge to the Chris­
tian faith. But what has the Christian
church to say in support of its earliest
creed—“Thou art the Messiah, the Son of
the living God"? The church replies,
"What say> the New Testament?" But
what is the New Te-lament witnc'S? To

what in Christianity do wc link our hopes
that assures for it universal conquest? My
mind sweeps over the pages of the open
Bible, and one by one things sometimes
credited to Christianity arc paralleled in the
Old Testament. Isaiah describes the Chris­
tian God. Moses holds to a high ethical
monotheism (Isa. 40: 25, 26; Ex. 34: 6).
Isaiah speaks of social hope and social
righteousness, but the principles are those
of Jesus (Isa. r: 12, 16, 17). In Christian­
ity the ultimate triumph of the good is re­
vealed. But we err, "not knowing the
Scriptures," when we make the dream of
social justice and universal peace revela­
tions of Christianity (Isa. 2: 4). It is some­
times asserted that Christianity has contrib­
uted the idea of a loving Father. Yet Isa­
iah and the Psalmist shared that view (Isa.
49; >5; I’Milm 103: 13). Again the univer­
salism of Christianity is anticipated by the
prophet (Isa. 19: 24, 25). Here are some
suggestions taken at random which will il­
lustrate the point at issue. Christianity in
many particulars may be paralleled in Juda­
ism, but Judaism fails at one point—it has
no Jcsns. He is Christianity’s distinct con­
tribution.

But who is Jesus? distinguished theo­
logian on being asked, "Who is the Holy
Spirit?" replied. "The Holy Spirit is God
in the heart of man." And in answer to the
question, "Who is Jesus?" I reply. "God
manifesting himself in human form." Back
of this I am not able to go. I read the
word of inspiration, my mind gives a con­
tent to the thought, but whether that con­
tent is that given to the record by the divine
Mind. I cannot know. I love to think of
Jesus as the manifestation or incarnation of
God, but the “ how" of this manifestation
must be left to a greater Mind than mine.
bor myself, the incarnation and reconcilia­
tion underlie the doctrine of the person of
C hri'-t. I love to think of God manifesting
himself in our world of finiteness and ex­
pressing himself under the limitations of
our humanity. Under these limitations God
revealed a new standard of conduct and a
new jxiint of contact with himself. Jesus
as the incarnation of God become' the in­
carnation of his own teaching. His person
becomes the dynamic of Christianity; his
character the standard for imitation.’

But the heart craves for more than a
standard of conduct, and the person of Je-
siiS" supplies the need. In him men find
their |>oint of contact with God. Hr. as is
the manifestation of God in human form.
assures us of forgiveness and blessing.

This is what a study of the New Tc-ta 

ment reveals. Jesus appeared t«> his
pies as a divine as well as a human bcin-
In him they found fellowship with the |?u-r.
nal, for he was eternal. Throughout the
New Testament he appears as the " Mt-
siah,” the " Son of God," the " Risen Sav
iour,” the "pre-existent Christ," the “O)K.
who in the beginning was the Word ami
with God, and God." And the experience
of every age is but the repeated experience
of the New Testament.

Finally,Christ may not appear the same
to every one. There may be differences of
experiences. 'You may not find or demand
what others find in him. But as central to
all the varied experiences is the same
Christ. At once we have the ideal character
of all history, and the supreme revelation of
God.

The Onward March of Prohibition.
Despite the misleading and untruthful

statements of the manufacturers of news
among liquor trade journalists, the United
States is still going toward the goal of
national prohibition. Live Slates, Michi­
gan, South Dakota, Nebraska, Montana and
I tab, have all carried prohibition during
the past week. Kansas reaffirmed its prohi­
bition law, while California, in spite of all
the opjxisition of the liquor business, carried
partial prohibition. The territory of Alaska
with its mining camps and hard-working
citizens has also gone for prohibition. This
makes 25 States out of 48 in the Union pro­
hibition. Others may be expected to follow.
These great victories will hearten workers
to greater diligence both in the United
Stales and in our own land. We are in a
winning fight. The public conscience is be­
ing aroused, and the day is fast approaching
when the deadly drink traffic with its un­
measured and relentless evils will be banish­
ed by the people. May that great day soon
come.

America and the War.
In a most striking criticism the editor of

the “ Christian-Evangclist" -ccently pointed
< ut the comparatively small part that the
United States is playing in the great world
'tnigglc of the nations. He commenced
his note by saying that the latest informa­
tion declared that there are no more chil­
dren under seven years of age in Poland—
al) had died from starvation. Similar con­
ditions exist in Armenia and Syria. The
amount subscribed in the United States for
the Polish Relief Eund was two-fifths of a
penny per head. To Belgium they haw
K:wn fivcpcnce per head, while little New
Zealand, beside bearing her part in the war.
has given five shillings per head. On the
other hand, the United States has received
in her bill for explosives thirteen limes as
much as she has given for the relief of the
milli ms of lives of those non-combatants
uho-e lives haw been devastated by explo­
sive-. We haw previously noticed this
same editor’s somewhat caii'tic criticism of
England, but we are free to confess that he
seems just as frank about his own land. We
haw been glad to know that our American
brethren arc doing a great work in the ^’ic-
coring of the needy and • ■ppre—ed. 1 his
has been some compensation for the fact
that she has never declared her*  elf as avia­
tion. nor dune anything warlike to hi Ip in a
struggle that is for her liberty as well a-

< ,:r own. These statements, Itowcvcr, seem
t-» -ugge-t that there is much still for our
American brethren to du before they haw
reached the standard of heroic *clf-acnhrc
th.it would be worthy of such a great pe<-p’c.

The Red Plague.
It is gratifying to sec that men are being

an-n.-cd t<» the enormity of the evil that has 

been for so long eating its way into the
vitals tif i ur nation. We haw as a people
spoken in whispers as though it were an
improper thing to warn people of the dead­
ly ravages of venereal diseases in our land.
Mr. McLeod, the Chief Secretary of Vic­
toria. recently stated in Parliament that the
British Royal Commission found that in
1912 13/79 of our standing army of
215.5G9 were affected with venereal disease,
and in the navy 12,667 out of 119,540 were
affected! The Australasian Medical Con­
gress showed that there were 3.32(1 deaths
of infant? in 1914 in Australia from inherit­
ed syphilis and gonorrheea. It wa- shown
that 25 per cent of children treated in Mel­
bourne had this disease, while Professor Al­
len said that out of 200 deaths (:6 per cent.
showed unmistakable traces of this disease.
Innocent wives and children are victims of
this loathsome disease. Our coming gen­
eration will be blighted by it. Many lead­
ing English women, including Lady Bird­
wood, Lady Roberts .11. Countess Ilard-
wicke, Mrs. Samuel anil others haw issued
an appeal inviting all wives and mothers
throughout the Empire to join in demand­
ing that the notification of venereal disease
'hall le treated in the same way as other
in fictions diseases. They state that the dis­
ease is now largely spread among girls of
between 15 ami 18 years of age. If treat­
ment of this dread scourge were made com­
pulsory, the curse could be largely stamped
out. We would like to see not only this
'Hep. hut a clause in our marriage ails re­
quiring compulsory certificates of health be­
fore marriage. We know these things may
be debatable, but it is ab-olutely certain that
every precaution should be taken to warn
our y. ting people and to heal the older ones
of this terrible ami far-reaching plague. It
is time we ceased t<» hold our peace in the
face of such an enemy.

The Increase of Juvenile Crime.
We learn from the cables that there Ins

The call to return to New Testament

always felt able to tell anyone what this
New*Testament  name is. Nothing i- clearer
to u< than that the name of Christ is the
name for the follower of Christ. The dis­
cussion of the Name has always been a
pleasing thing for us. At no point of doc­
trinal debate have we fell more at case. The
Christian preacher revels in the exposition.
and carries it through with a line sense of
security and superiority, Every preacher
am .mg’us has at least one sermon on "The
Name." This feeling of security is natural
and well founded, for success has invaria­
ble accompanied the demonstration. He
would be a p. or Restorationist who could
nut hold his own in a discussion U|xm the
Name. The jnith..d of presenting the name
Christian as the badge for all the servants
of Christ has remained about the same
throughout our history. Sermons on th"
Name are all tarred with the same bri’-h.
It has been a proof largely by inference.
The inferences arc many and logical, and
this massed attack has invariably carried the
trenches of the enemy. The outline of such
a presentation would run s•nncthing like
this: An inlroducli »n. showing that a name
is nut an unimportant thing. It has mean­
ing. history and instruction in it. Then there
would follow an exposition of the follow­
ing divisions:

1. The disciples were called Christians
first at Antioch.

2. The name honors Christ.
3. The name is unifying in its effects.
4. It is the name under which the disci­

ples suffered.
5. I'aid persuaded Agrippa to become a

Christian.
And so on. Then there would be a con­

clusion .slmwing tint human names arc divi­
sive and dishonoring, etc.

This presentation is true, strong, persua­
sive, and has been normal for <>ur preachers
for a century. Under such presentations,
many have been led I • discard human names
and lake only that Name which is above
every name.

To wear the name Christian i- nt
a reflection on the Christianity of the sec­
tarian, but it is a reflection on the sectarian
Haute. The contrast is not one of faith-, but
of names. The wearing of Christ’s name i-
a rebuke to the wearing of a human name.
It is a protest fur Christ. In wearing the
name *’ Disciple” we lose this protc-t for
Christ. The wearer of the human name feel-
perfectly comfortable in the presence of
" Disciple." No issue is raised. The edge
is dulled. The protest is quashed. Had
James lived in our day, he never could say
that the heathen ‘‘blasphemed" Disciple. < hir
wearing the name Christian does not call in
question the Christianity of a Lutheran, but
it docs challenge the right of any Christian
to wear Martin Luther’s name. Our people
have been wont to say that we wear the
name Christian, ‘‘not because we are the
only Christians, but because we arc Chris­
tians only." I hate to question this epi­
grammatic antithesis, which seems to be in
good standing anti full fellowship, but it is
not true. It is a good epigram, but a p wr
statement of fact. We do not wear the

name because we are Christians only. The
name vxi-ted when the wearer- of it were
the only Chri-tian-.

Foreign Missions: How Affected by
Present Conditions.

\V. A. Eagle, al Boorish Conference.
The missionary, whoever he may be, working

tip n the fields of God, in the midst of these ter­
rible troublous times, always ne^ds to realise that
his calling is n >t of man, but divinely appointed;
and whin the hardest task is set before him and
the ways and means seem to be gone, you will
hear him say again and again, “ We must and wc
can do something."

1 was greatly impressed by an open letter to the
laymen of the Christian Church in Great Britain,
which has been issued ami sent forth by a body
of leading and influential laymen in England—
such men as James Bryce. Lord Balfour, Sir An­
drew Frazer and others. It is an appeal fur the
church to stand by the cause of missions during
the war. The letter says: "The measure of the
Empire's greatness is the service she can render
the world: ami no source is greater than the
quickening of the faith and ideals by which a
people Jive.” It pleads that the need of missions
shall lot be made to go short monetarily; short
through the sacrifices the war entails,—but that
willingness of men t>» sacrifice their lives fortheir
country, shall lead those living to make heroic
sacrifice fur Christianity, and urges there was
never a time when it was so necessary to extend
the kingdom of God as the only sure means of
ultimate peace. The most ringing paragraph in
the appeal is the one that sets forth the privileges
ami opp irtunities before the church in the East
just now. “The present position of the work in
the great mission fields is startling indeed jc. after
long years < j patient labor a period has been
reached, fruitful beyond all expectation, of mis­
sionary success • mJ opportunity. The tides which
are mning in the Orient will wait for no man.
and n it eve; the absorbing claims of the great
war can absolve the church from its responsi­
bility fir giving the gospel to the heathen in this
nmincntoii. hour in their history." Nevertheless,
the record of the j» i-t year is (nil both of sore dis-
app intinent*.  and of unexpected rnc mragernents.
Amongst the former must be counted the arrest-
ing of cxtensii n w >rk in China, the stoppage of
mi‘si. n work in many parts of Africa, and the
d ising of the German missions in sonic countries.
At the -aine time the set back is n >t so serious as
was anticipated. Wc understand that in China
thus far missionary enterprise has ken less seri
ou -y affc.'.ed than might have been expected. The
t.LM. is able to report that the war has hail no
adverse influence.

In India, that which is most prominent from the
mi -i marv p out of view is the closing of all Ger­
man missionary work. This work, however, is
now citliir under thr care of other missions, or
has bun tran-ferred to the missions of neutral
countries.

In India, as in China, plans for extension have
been st pptd, and one large mission will probably
Ii.kc to withdraw from a portion of its field

There arc, however, many 1110-1 eric .uraging
feature' in the past year's operations.

The evangelistic campaigns in Japan, China,
and India, are being pressed forward with great
enthusiasm. Throughout Japan special meetings
were held, and there were 5.000 enquirers. In
China, 7,000 high officials, scholars, and ruling
gentry who hold the destiny of that vast empire in
their hands turned t-» Christianity, and arc now-
enrolled and studying in Bible Classes. But the
most staggering success is in India. The Clian-
dliris (Patels) of 200 villages in the Punjab re­
cently voted in conference to use their influence
to help make the entire population of their vil­
lages Christian. We should be grateful to God
that India is at last opening up in earnest to re­
ceive the blessings of Jesus Christ.

Wc learn that this movement is spreading
throughout the whole Empire, for which wc can
only say, " Praise God, from whom all blessings
flow." As a result of the war, Madagascar re­
ports much more friendliness on the part of its
Government. It is remarkable that in both China
and Japan the sales of Scriptures show a very-
large increase on all previous years.

An event of great importance is the decision of
the Rockefeller Foundation to devote large sums
of money to the development of medical work in
China.

During 1915-16 the task of making the adminis­
trative machinery of mission work m ire satisfac­
tory was proceeded with in all fields. In spite of
the war, many missions opened new stations and
started new work.

An event of special importance was the < pening
of the new; Christian College for women in Mad­
ras, in which 12 missionary societies are co-oper­
ating.

The striking way in which Indian women have
thrown themselves into many kinds of war relief
work opens a new stage in the development of In­
dian vyomnnhood, and promises new and import­
ant missionary opportunities for evangelism.

It is recognised in most countries that modern
civilisation and Christianity are not synonymous,
and that the teachings of Christ arc thrown in
bright relief against the lurid background of this
most terrible cruel and awful war.

Nevertheless, the present outlook in the world
looks as if things are going to be put to a tremen­
dous test, both by supplies and finance. Every­
th xly can sec the terrible position which ultimately
must take place caused through the awful conflict
which is draining the nations at many million- of
nninds sterling daily. This must affect very
largely in the future the world-wide mission fields.
