Sometime.-', now-a-days, when we go to

church, we might imagine ourselves attend­
ing a patriotic concert with a recruiting
speech as a prominent item on the pro­
gramme. Oil ami water do not mix. Pat­
riotism belongs to one sphere; religion per­
tains to a sphere entirely different. The
patriotic Book of Maccabees is not in the
()ld Testament proper. And just so patriot­
ism, at most, is a sort of ajKicrypha from the
standpoint of the church. It should be kept
in its place. The Christian horizon, also, is
broader far. People ought not to hear war
talk at church. On every hand they com­
plain, and properly so.

If ever patriotism and religion combine,
however, it is in the matter of carrying the
Christian evangel to the homeland. To do
this is essential to Christian faith; it is the
best possible thing we can do for our fellow
citizens. Jesus ordered us to go to the ends
of the earth, to the limits of humanity, but
he required of us that we begin at Jerusa­
lem. Our Jerusalem is round about us. Il
stares us in the face. It waits upon the mes­
sage our dumb lips should utter. 1 f we can
not reach those near at hand, how shall we
come at those who arc remote?

No man seeking’ the restoration of apos­
tolic Christianity can fail to go everywhere
preaching the Word. New 'restament
Christianity was not a matter of hair-split­
ting. Spiritual selfishness brought condem­
nation. That Christianity was glorified with
heroic sacrifice. The frown of the doctrin­
aire surrendered to the sweet smile of out-
reaching love. In Christ, men's mean an­
tipathies and artificial barriers were swept
away. Where Chri-t held sway, the realms
of divisive thought were invaded and con­
quered. So, we must bear the tidings to all.
But a Chri-tlike interest in the far-distant
docs not mean we may disregard our kins­
men.

.And who would say Australia is not in
spiritual need? Satan will never cast out
Satan, lie will never rc'.id himself. If
liquor's grip is ever to relax; if gambling,
if greed ami corruption, if the various evils
that menace our homes and our national
welfare are to be met effectively, there mu-t
be a power of righteousness ever increas­
ing. Where is the righteousness that will
exalt our nation to come from? How may
public opinion be trained and aroused to op-
jxjsc evil ami demand right? If not from
the church, whence?

Ami this plea of our*, is it dead? Is it
worth while? Is it sufficient to ju-tify our
existence? 'Is it needed? To these inquiries
who would answer, No? The plea has slim
cd our age. Not any opposition can deprive
the plea of it- strong appeal to the people
of God. Let u- render it mightily articu­
late.

The Outlook and Our National Need,
The Minister of Dofence said recently

that the position of affairs in the great
struggle of the nations was by no means as­
suring. and that we are in a worse po-ition
to-day than twelve months ago. Personally
wc see no reason for disputing the word' of
Senator Pearce. We have with sadness to
admit that our optimistic hopes of a year
ago have not been realised yet.

We cannot hope for his ap­
proval when we allow the evils that at pres­
ent prevail to menace us from within. We
should overthrow the great enemy of the
drink traffic that is marring our national ef­
ficiency and corrupting our moral fibre. We
should suppress all extravagance and waste
through pleasure and selfishness. Racing
should be stopped, and the attendant cancer
of the gambling evil suppressed. Instead
of giving ourselves to amusements and god­
less love of material pleasure, we need a
spiritual quickening that will lead us (u turn
in the hour of our greatest need to God.
What a wonderful influence it would be if
we were to have a day of national humilia­
tion ami prayer—ami if God saw u- as a
people turning with one heart in humiliation
ami intercession t<> him.

Tile greatest obstacle experienced in a
discussion of the meaning of "repentance”
is nut in the fact that two different words
in the original text arc translated by the
word "repent." but in an attempt to reduce
spiritual truth to mathematical formula.*.
Much of the writing and preaching of the
past has been occasioned by this fatal error.
Some of my readers may be acquainted
with the age-long and sometimes bitter con­
troversy between Roman Catholic and Prot­
estant theologians as to the fundamental
meaning of repentance. Such discussion!
as these arc made possible by mistaking the
nature of the issue. It is my firm convic­
tion that, as far as the meaning of "repent­
ance" is concerned, the Protestant theolo­
gians were right. Yet they failed to grasp
the inevitable sequence, because they separ­
ated the word Used by Jexits in his initial
statement concerning the kingdom from its
complementary expression—the kingdom.
In this initial statement lies the real nature
of repentance, 'flic Protestant theologians
wire literal!) correct wlnn they interpreted
the word used by Jc'iis, " Think again." No
violence is done I • the text when translated
“ Think again, for the kingdom of heaven is
at hand."

Nov.- since this i. s;», it i, obvious that the
term "change one’s mind" is a derived
meaning. It is not suggested by the word
‘repent." This derived meaning arises
when the whole of the initial statement of
Jc-us is c n-iderc I. Thus while the sense
of s< rr »w is not implied in the word "re­
pent," it becomes the inevitable sequence of
repentance by virtue of its complementary
expression. To catch the New Testament
emphasis the whole expression of Jesus
must be studied.

Il may be, however, that the word "re­
pent” translated "think again" does not
.cc//i to vxprv" all tnat is suggested by the
word. This is (hie, most probably, to our
previous training, or in not attempting to
view- the two factors "repent ye" ami the
"kingd in" as one factor. But the /«•<» fac­
tors mu-t l e viewed as one, for the word
ripent admits a de rived meaning when in­
terpreted in the light of the kingdom. For
if a nun i to think again -this time in re-
l.aii  n t ■ the kingdom—to honestly consider
hi-, life face t > face with Jesus’ life, as an
ii < vitalde result he will turn toward the
kingd in. Separated from the "kingdom”
the term can mean nothing, since it is possi­
ble for a man io think a^ain, and his second
thought be a- foreign to the central idea of
the kingdom a- the first.

It L
impossible for us within the limits of this
paper to analyse the relation between
thought and conduct, yet we may be ri . n-
ably sure that insofar as we arc rat. > ’al
beings our conduct is preceded by thought.
Now if the term repentance—thinking
again in the light of the kingdom—is inter­
preted by the truth already referred to,
namely, "as a man thinketh in his heart >
is (or docs) he," it will be seen to involve
far-reaching results.

We need take but little time and space
discussing the term "kingdom." Pa d has
given us a striking definition. "The king­
dom is not meat and drink, but righteous­
ness, joy and peace in the Holy Spirit." It
may be well, however, to compare the ex­
pression as used by John and by Jesus. An
expression on the lips (>f John would scarce­
ly have as rich a content as upon the lips of
Jesus. I take it that John shared the com­
mon conception of the kingdom. Hi- mes­
sage can only be understood in the light of
national life—a kingdom of God. fin the
other hand the message of Jesus must be
taken in reference to a spiritual life—the
kingdom of God. This is but a change of
emphasis, but a change with important con­
sequences. There is no reason for rejecting
the statement that John shared the limited
national view of Exo<hi> 19: 6. When.
therefore. John declared "Think again, for
the kingdom of heaven is at hand." it at
once suggested tn his hearers that their life
was not in accord with the God-sanctioned
national life, hence it was necessary for
them Io think again for the restoration of
lhe lost ideal. John’s expression may cor­
rectly be translate.!. " Think again, and in
so f.ir as you have erred, amend." John’s
challenge was for a return to the glory ->nd
Rramlcnr of national life as outline.I in Fx-
odus.

The Commission to India and China.
Every missionary board or society finds it nec­

essary at times to send representative- of the
li-unr base to the fields where the work is being
d <nc. Foreign Missionary work i- comprehensive
and complex; it has numerous problems peculiar
to itself. Many matters call for personal atten­
tion, if possible, and arc exceedingly difficult to
handle at a distance. In order that there may be
a wise administration, information is needed that
can scarcely be obtained through ordinary chan­
nels.

At the present time such a visit has been found
necessary in our own Foreign Missionary work.
This interest has never been given bv our Aus­
tralian churches the place which is due to it as
the greatest enterprise and the neediest cause
with which the modern church is confronted. At
best, we have given it a secondary place. It has
been allowed very largely and in important re­
spects to take its own course. The support it has
received has made it impossible to do otherwise.
As an inevitable- result of these haphazard and in­
adequate methods, difficulties have increased. In
view of such considerations the recent Federal
Conference at Adelaide instructed the Federal
Foreign Missionary Committee to send a delega­
tion to India, and to any other fields where it
might be necessary.

In consequence of this, the Committee have de­
cided to send Bren. Morrow and Paternoster to
India an I to Shanghai, in China. Chin-, has a
vast population of more than 400,000,000.
Amongst all that inconceivable mass of humanity
we have one Imv missionary, Miss Tonkin, who
is at Shanghai. l-’i r many years Miss Tonkin lias
worked together with the missionaries sent to that
city by our American brethren. The Foreign
ChriMian Missionary Society, however, have had
to cb'Sf down their Shanghai work. Consequent­
ly, Mi-s Tonkin has been left alone, and has
bravely carried on a promising and valuable work-
in rented premises. It is necessary to decide if
‘In- shall continue or relinquish this enterprise,
for the existence of which, and as our faithful
representative, she is humanly responsible. If
‘be is to remain it will be necessary to purchase
property; also, at the first opportunity to send
out other vyorkers, if possible a married couple,
for her assistance. The advice of reliable breth­
ren on the ground has been hopelessly contradic­
tory. In view of these fact', and seeing also that
ti e entire qm-tion of <>tir continuing in or depart­
ing from China is involved, it has appeared inev­
itable that the Commission •hould go also to
Shanghai, if at all possible, after completing their
1 .hors in India.

It would be a pity to with­
hold it from them; it would be a shame to be­
grudge it to them. Let all of us look at the mat­
ter in a large hearted way. The two brethren on
the Commission are charged with very heavy re­
sponsibilities. Their going is not a trip; it is a
task. Our entire brotherhood should follow them
with our p.aycrs, that in al! things they mav be
led to decide aright, and that the result of their
labors and their counsels with the workers in
their various fields may be in the interests and to
tlic advantage of all our future work.

The Federal Committee arc keenly conscijtis
of the trn<t which has been imposed in them.
They realise that they are called to no light ta-k
in the necessity that is upon them of getting our
Foreign Missionary work established on a satis­
factory and effective basis. They crave the sym­
pathetic co-operation and intercession of all the
brethren. Only thus may they expect to carry on
successfully this holy and most important work
the Master has laid upon us all.

Without a shadow of doubt the dearth of work­
ers who are actuated with a constant sense of
their vocation is due to lack of prayer 011 the part
of Christians. Let the pastor give himself ntr.re
and more eo this blessed and omnipotent ministry
of intercession. Let the prayers offered in the pul
pit evidence larger obedience to the prayer-com­
mand of Christ. Let the monthly missionary
inciting correspond more faithfully t » the orig­
inal idea, when in the churches it could he appro
priately termed "the monthly concert ot prayer."
Have the officers and teachers of the Sunday
School from time to time unite in prayer that the
Holy Spirit may separate from among the y -.ung
those whom God would have one day preach
Christ where he has not been named. Exhort
parents to pray that their own children may be
guided into tlic work of God's own appointment.
Influence earnest ymm^ men and women in the
church to make the choice of their life work and
life field a matter of special prayer until God's
will is made clear.
