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Do Not Muzzle the (5
HAVE you noticed how often a frag­

ment of Scripture will suggest a 
beautiful panorama of eastern life? The 
divine command stated by Moses in Deut­
eronomy 25: 4 and referred to by Paul in 
I Corinthians 9: 9, and again in 1 Timothy 
5: 18 presents a picture of farm-life in 
ancient Palestine. "Thou shalt not muzzle 
the ox that treadetli out the corn," it 
declares.

At the end of April the "latter rains" 
cease: and during May the hot south and 
south-east winds begin to blow. Then the 
green crops rapidly mature into golden 
corn. Amid great rejoicing the crop is 
harvested and can ied to some level rock 
surface near the village. Under the open 
sky the thrashing of the corn begins. A 
layer of wheat is.spread over the smooth 
stone floor, and oxen are driven across it 
again and again, until the corn has been 
well trodden under foot and thrashed.

We can understand how anxious a 
farmer would be to save all his corn, par­
ticularly in periods of drought. He would 
be tempted to save every stalk and even 
to muzzle the oxen so that they could not 
deprive him of some of his precious grain. 
To surround the ox with tempting feed 
and then to muzzle him. is to torment him 
cruelly. Thus, to curb human selfishness 
and to avoid cruelty, the Mosaic law was 
imposed upon the farmers of Israel.

I.
This Mosaic principle has a higher ap­

plication. If it forbids cruelty and selfish­
ness in a man s, treatment of the ox that 
treads out his corn, does it not also apply 
to tlie attitude church members ought to 
adopt toward tliose. wlio labor on their be­
half in tlie ministry of the gospel?

Paul seemed to be aware of an unwill­
ingness on tlie part of certain churcl imem­
bers to provide adequate support for those 
wlio were giving their life for the spread 
of the gospel. Had not the people wlio 
had been brought to Christ tlirougli the 
ministry of evangelists become recipients 
of many blessings? The good seed sown 
by the faithful preacliers had brought fortli 
a rich and abundant harvest. Just as
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any farmer partakes of the fruits of the 
trees he has been tending; so, Paul main­
tained, the one who gives spiritual over­
sight to church members, and makes it 
possible for them to enjoy the fruits of 
the Spirit, ought to be allowed a share of 
the harvest. The very least of the bless­
ings that ought to be provided are the 
material needs of life. To withhold these 
from.the spiritual laborer means that churcli 
members have descended to the level of 
the farmer who muzzles his ox and shows 
selfishness and cruelty.

If the appeal to the better nature of 
Christians fail; if they are not moved by 
humanitarian motives, then there is an­
other factor that might impel action and 
produce support ; that is the command of 
Christ. "The Lord ordained," Paul wrote, 
"that they which preach the gospel should 
live of the gospel." The word translated 
"ordained" may be given as commanded or 
instructed. "The Lord commanded that 
those preaching the gospel are to get their 
living by the gospel." There is, then, an 
instruction from the Lord for Christians 
that they provide for the needs of those 
preaching the gospel. How else can the 
preacher give full attention to his work 
unless he is adequately provided for by 
those to whom he ministers in the name of 
the Lord? The preacher is instructed to 
live "by the gospel"; and the saints are 
commanded to make adequate provision 
for him.

When Jesus, sent out his disciples to 
preach, he requested they make no pro­
vision for their own support. He" desired 
them to rely upon "worthy" individuals 
for their material requirements (Matt. 
10: 11).

By referring to principles set down in 
the Old Testament Scripture and to the 
leachings of Christ, Paul called upon the 
Corinthian Christians to - recognise their 
obligation toward preachers of the gospel. 
While he was not prepared to take their 
material help for his own needs, he made 
it clear that he was entitled to it, just as 
otlier evangelists were (i Cor. 9: 12). 
However, there were occasions when Paul 
did accept the help of his brethren (Phil. 
4: 16).
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To provide for the support of those "who 
have the task of preaching and teaching" 
(i Tim. 5:17, 18, Moffatt), Christians must 
be ready to set apart a share of the spirit­
ual and material blessings which they have 
enjoyed because of the goodness of God. 
These gifts are presented to the Lord, and 
out of them provision is made for the needs 
of the evangelist.

II.
. Just how much Christians ought to set 
apart for the work of the Lord is not set 
down precisely. The Jews were required 
to give a tenth of their gathered fruits. 
Paul set out the principle which ought to 
govern giving when he was making an 
appeal to the Corinthians for money. "I 
want it to be forthcoming as a generous 
gift, not as money wrung out of you. 
Mark this, he who sows sparingly will 
reap sparingly, and he who sows gener­
ously will reap a generous harvest." "God 
loves the giver who gives cheerfully." The 
apostle points out that generous giving 
"shows what you are, it makes men praise 
God for the way you have come under the 
gospel of Christ whicli you confess." (See 
2 Cor. 9: 5-15, Moffatt.)

III.
What financial provision ought to bfe 

made to meet the needs of the preacher? 
If church members give according to the 
blessings they have received, there would 
be enougl ito provide preachers with an 
income to meet their needs. No preacher 
ought to be expected to live on a wage 
less than that given to a skilled tradesman. 
Like the tradesman, he must have training, 
and he must have money to buy the books 
which are for him very much the same 
as tools for the carpenter. Some preach­
ers receive less than unskilled laborers. 
They are, therefore, partly muzzled. They 
are being denied their rightful share in 
the blessings many church members are 
enjoying. While these conditions prevail, 
men on low incomes and with heavy re­
sponsibilities are not able to provide against 
sickness, unemployment or old age. The 
Preachers' Provident Fund is very help­
ful ; it is able to lielp many who can help 
themselves a little,, but it does not ade­
quately meet the needs of the struggling 
preacher.

Some preachers cannot spare money out 
of their low incomes to send on to the
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fund. They are not able to make any ade­
quate provision for old age or sickness. It 
is evident that while the Provident Fund is 
able to give some help, it is not able to meet 
satisfactorily the needs of all preachers forced 
to retire because of age or sickness.

Two things are required:—
1. Preachers' incomes ought to 

meet immediate needs and

to provide for their future.
2. Some uniform scheme making it necessary 

for preachers and churches to unite in 
supporting the Provident Fund so that 
all preachers will be covered and assisted 
as the need arises.

Unless this is done it is difficult to see how 
"those who proclaim the gospel are to get their 
living by the gospel."

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TThe Eternal Purpose of God
A definition of -dispensation, appearing in our columns some weeks ago, created, interest. 

J. E. Thomas presents another view. We believe many will gladly study 
this statement and, compare it with the Scriptures.

IN the Epistle to the Ephesians Paul sets 
forth in a sublime and majestic way the 

eternal purpose of God as it ls being accom­
plished through the church. He looks back 
at past ages and forward to future ages. In 
chapter 3, verses 10 and 11, he shows that It 
is God's plan in this age to make known 
through the church the manifold wisdom of 
God; and in verse 21 he .exclaims, "Unto him 
be glory in the church by Christ Jesus through­
out all ages, world without end."

in a recent article the writer sought to show 
that dispensation is not a Biblical term and 
that it was modernistic. His method of elimi­
nation would in its logical setting assume that 
because the word occurs only once in the 
entire Bible it should be set aside. With 
the same process of argument we would dis­
card many other precious words. Calvary is 
only mentioned once in the Gospels, but that 
is a most beautiful word. Churches of Christ 
is only used once, yet we accept that as a most 
appropriate name for the churches of like 
precious faith. The term Lord's Supper is 
only used once, yet we do not doubt that this 
is a most acceptable name for the supper of re­
membrance. When we go into terms we find 
that the Lord's Supper is referred to about 
five times in the New Testament, baptism is 
spoken of not more than 25 times, while the 
return of our Lord is referred to about 320 
times, so that in point of frequency of men­
tion the coming of our Lord is surely a 
momentous truth. The purpose of eliminating 
the emphasis on dispensational truth is ap­
parently to show that the belief in a personal 
reign of Chilst upon the earth is erroneous, 
and that those who believe in what is called 
the millennial reign of Christ upon the earth 
are mistaken.

It would be better for us to see whether the 
facts are time, and then we need not be con­
cerned about the term dispensation. A more 
acceptable word would be age,° for the original 
word aion occurs 124 times in the New Tes­
tament. It is sometimes translated as world 
when we read about the end of the world, or 
it is translated age. The word signifies a 
period of time, and clearly shows that our 
wonderful God moves to the accomplishment 
of his eternal purpose in definitely conceived 
steps that are called ages. Alexander Camp­
bell finely said that there were three king­
doms or ages clearly set forth in Scripture— 
the kingdom of law, which was the Jewish 
age; the kingdom of gi'ace, in which we now 
live, and the kingdom of glory. It seems quite 
evident that we can rightly divide the ages 
of God into these definite steps in the pro­
gressive revelation of his eternal purpose.

It would be quite scriptural to say that be­
fore the Jewish age was the patriarchal age, 
when God spoke through the patriarchs or 
fathers. Then in the Jewish age he spoke 
through his chosen people, the Jews, and ruled 
by the law; while now he speaks" through the 
church and by the Gentiles in the gospel of 
his grace. All this we are doubtless agreed 
upon. It is also clear in Scripture that there 
are ages yet to come, and about these there 
is much said in the word of God.

It is true that we cannot follow Dr. Sco­
field's Bible as authoritative, for that is merely 
his opinion, excellent; as it is in many places. 
Nor can we follow Phillip Mauro, for he has 
shown how human he is by completely revers­
ing what he taught so clearly in former books 
in his latest book, "The Hope of Israel." In 

this book the Author seeks to spiritualise every­
thing, and even asserts that the millennium is 
a spiritual thousand years which runs its 
course during this age. Surely we- are a long 
way from the millennium in this day of chaos! 
It would help- us to have in mind certain de- 
,finite truths that seem to be clearly taught 
in the word.

First, we believe that God has not turned 
away his people, the Jews. Because of un­
belief they have for the time been cut off and 
are scattered through the world, but they will 
be again restored to their own land and will 
hail Jesus as Messiah and King. In Jer. 31: 9 
we read, "He that scattered Israel will gather 
him and keep him as a shepherd doth his 
flock." In Isaiah 43: 5, "Fear not, for I am 
with thee; I will bring thy seed from the east 
and gather thee from the west." In Ezek 37: 21, 
"Behold, I will take the children of Israel from 
among the heathen, where they be gone, and 
gather them from every side, and bring them 
into their own land." Zech. 12: 10, "And I 
will pour upon the house of David and on 
the inhabitants of Jerusalem the spirit of 
grace and supplication, and they- shall look 
upon me whom they have pierced, and they 
shall mourn for him as one moumeth for his 
only son." 14: 9, "The Lord shall be King 
over all the earth; in that day shall there be 
one Lord and his name one." We cannot but 
see that unless God fulfils all these and many 
other promises to bis people, the Jews, then 
he has failed them, and this could never be. 
Paul shows very clearly in Romans 11 that 
Israel will be again" grafted in to the olive 
tree, and in verse 26 he says exultantly, "And 
so all Israel shall be saved."

We further learn that God has a wonderful 
purpose for the church. It will not be de­
feated nor be crushed. Some day Jesus will 
come for his church. Heb. 9: 28, "Unto them 
that look for him he will come a second time." 
1 Thess. 4: 16, 17, "For the Lord himself shad 
descend from heaven with a shout, with the 
voice of the archangel, and the trump of God; 
and the dead in Christ shall rise first. Then 
we which are alive and remain shall be caught 
up together with them in the clouds to meet 
the Lord in the air, and so shall we ever be 
with the Lord. Wherefore comfort one another 
with these words." When the church is caught 
up there is to be what is called the great 
tribulation, when great anguish will be in the 
earth. Then after that tribulation the Son 
of man will come in power and great glory 
(Luke 21: 27), and the church will come to 
reign with him. Zech. 14: 5, "The Lord my 
God shall come and all the saints with thee." 
Jude 14, "The Lord cometh with ten thousand 
of his saints." 1 Thess. 3: 13, "The coming of 
our .Lord Jesus Christ with aU his saints." 
Col. 3: 4, "When Christ who is our life shall 
appear, we also shall appear with him in 
glory." Our glorious hope is that if we suffer 
with him we shall reign with him. John saw 
those who were beheaded for the witness of 
Jesus, and that worshipped not the beast, and 
they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand 
years.

Is it a foolish dream to believe that this 
very Jesus who once came and was rejected 
of men and crucified, will some day reign on 
this very earth where he was humiliated? He 
will reign in an age of peace and justice when 
men will turn their swords into ploughshares 
and their spears into pruning hooks, and they 
shall not learn war any more. This is not 

some new doctrine. The early church believed 
and taught it for 250 years till the days of 
Origen, who commenced to spiritualise all 
these promises. Millions have since believed 
in this personal reign of Christ. Surely this 
glorious view of the future gives us comfort 
and assures us that God has wonderful plans 
for his people in the ages to come! When this 
personal reign is complete, we shall enter after 
the great day of judgment into the never- 
ending age of glory that remains for all that 
have been redeemed out of every nation and 
tribe and tongue. If we do not all agree as 
to the steps by which we reach the glory 
that is to follow, we are one in our belief that 
we shall be with him in the glory for ever.

The supreme business of the church in this 
age is to call men to Christ by the preaching 
of the, gospel. Let no difference of opinion 
divide us or turn us from that divine purpose. 
It is ours to tell a sin-cursed, war-stricken 
world that there is a Saviour whose will it is 
that men should love one another and live in 
peace. He will come some day to judge the 
world and to overthrow all that is evil. God 
will not fail in his purpose, though in mercy 
he still waits for men to turn to him. When 
this glorious Lord shall come every knee shall 
bow and every tongue confess that he is 
King, and he shall reign and we shall reign 
with him for ever.

"O blessed hope, with this elate, 
Let not our hearts be desolate;

WORLD OF BOOKS

"Livin' Under Tension"
By H. E. Fosdick. Published by Student 

Christian Movement Press. Price, 9/6; posted, 
10/-.
THIS volume of twenty-five sermons, selected 
i from the recent utterances of a great 
preacher by himself, is a sincere effort to 
meet the special needs of believers in Christ 
in these dark and troubled days. The state 
of affairs which it seeks especially to forestall 
may be expressed in the author's own words: 
"The church in wartime easily becomes the 
echo of the .warring masses with every distinc­
tive quality of Christ's teaching well-nigh for­
gotten." It deals convincingly with pertinent 
problems and the issues of peace and war. 
"Can Satan cast out Satan?"

The first sermon, "Living Under Tension," 
from which the volume takes its title, is 
based upon the necessity of living in two 
worlds—"the one material, physical, visible; 
the other immaterial, invisible, intangible." 
"Don't Lose Faith in Human Possibilities," the 
next sermon, is a tonic for discouragement on 
account of world-wide and other disappoint­
ments. But even a brief notice of all twenty- 
five sermons would faU to give an adequate 
idea of this vital book.

The volume would be more acceptable to 
many if some of-the outspoken modernist views 
occasionally expressed, and which are in no 
way vital to the ethical value of the preacher's 
message, were omitted. But no one can afford 
on that account to bypass this store of power­
ful, stimulating thought; discussions on revelant 
topics by a sincere, great mind, gifted with a 
sympathetic understanding of human nature; 
themes eloquently and skilfully presented and 
enhanced by reference and iUustration drawn 
from wide reading and knowledge of the 
world. The thoughtful reader, when he has 
finished the volume, will be able, we are sure, 
with added emphasis to say in the closing words 
of the fourth sermon: "Blessed is the man 
who, with the passing years, is more and 
more persuaded that what Christ stands for is 
the truth."—P.D.McC.

Christianity in Russia
article in "The Cliristian World" by Mr. 

A W. T. Elmslie, M.A., on "The Christian

Text.—"Whosoever therefore shall confess 
me before men, him will I confess also before 
my Father which is in heaven."—Matt. 10: 32. 
-tyHAT does it mean for me to confess

Christ? The context would be suggestive 
of a confession which might involve death. We 
are not to be afraid of them that kill. We 
must not count our own lives of supreme im­
portance. The man who witnesses to Christ 
and owns Christ as Lord and Saviour will be 
acknowledged by him. "With the heart man 
beUeveth unto righteousness, and with the 
mouth confession is made unto salvation."
Not Orice Only

Some folk may fondly believe that having 
witnessed concerning their faith before bap­
tism there is then no further need for con­
fession. Never was a bigger mistake made, 
for to confess Christ as Lord is to place our­
selves under his direction. This old world 
of ours to-day is suffering because of sin, 
and much of it is due to the failure of Chris­
tians to witness in reality to the Christ. We 
not only confess him in that one special way 
common to our churches, but we confess him 
In baptism, in communion, and In our lives. 
It is in the daily representation of Christ 
to men that confession is so urgently needed. 
We deny rather than confess him. We are 
not courageous enough to stand up for the 
right. Doing a thing on the ground that It is 
for a good cause does not justify the action, 
nor docs it acknowledge Christ to be sovereign 
Lord. If Christians the world over would 
confess him as Lord we should be nearer a 
solution of tlie world's problems.

"laymen" in conducting worship and visiting 
congregations. Thus the situation caused by 
the acute shortage of pastors is being relieved.

The Christian faith will not die. The 
church built on the rock will not be destroyed. 
It is well that even in the midst of a world 
war we recognise the supra-national fellow­
ship of the church, composed of all the 
redeemed.
Mind Your Own Business
THIS is scriptural advice. Paul urged the 
1 Thessalonians to "study to be quiet and to do 
your own business." We all know people for 
whom such advice is very necessary, and folk 
so inquisitive and interfering that they seem 
to have no time for their own affairs. But 
there is another class of persons who are too 
self-centred, indifferent to the needs of others, 
thinking alone of their own comfort or ad­
vancement. For such another scripture is 
available: "Not looking each of you to his 
own things, but each of you also to the 
things of others." That Philippian verse is 
as important as the Thessalonian one. A 
recent writer says: "It is the purpose for 
which we interest ourselves in the affairs of 
others that makes it a good thing or a bad 
thing. If it is to help and comfort, then we 
are justified in inquiring into other people's 
affaii's. If it is to satisfy idle curiosity, and 
to provide material for gossip, I think it is 
without defence."

In these days there are innumerable calls 
for service, and many helpful ministries are 
and should be performed.

The World's Need
We speak quite easily of a changed or new 

order as though it could come overnight. Let 
us not blind our eyes to the fact that if the 
war ended to-morrow there would be no new 
order of lasting good. Such will not come 
unless we have changed attitudes, or to put 
it plainly, converted people. All great changes 
come only when men's hearts are changed. 
Abraham Lincoln's heart was stirred as he 
saw the work of the iniquitous slave trade. 
Not till our heart—our whole being—is stirred 
to the depths by the horrors and Injustices 
and ungodliness of the old order will we 
change it. To merely talk of a new order is 
hypocrisy. The world must have changed 
men with a confidence in Christ's new order. 
We—you and I—must confess Christ in life 
and death. Nothing less will be effective.
Why Confession?•

Part of the reason is given above. But you 
and I are Christian and we know Christ lives 
and ls the only Saviour of the world. Some 
of your friends do not know that. Perhaps 
you do not consider it worth the time taken 
to tell it. But if Christ is what he claims 
to be and what we generally affirm is so, we 
should confess it to our friends. Very ' fre­
quently all we do is to give our friends what 
they want. They are superficial in thought, 
so are we; they are ready to compromise with 
honesty and truth, we do not Indicate that 
we disagree with them. We lower the flag. 
We are no more Christian and sometimes 
deny Christ. Confessing him takes In the 
whole of life.

"CHRISTIAN Endeavor is as wide in its pur- 
U pose as is the Christian empire, as com­

prehensive in its policy as is Christ's evan­
gelism, as complete in its progi'amme as is 
the consecrated enthusiasm of the church. The 
purpose of C.E. is world evangelism, organised 
and personal; world citizenship, active in 
every community and country; and world peace, 
inspired and regulated by Christian brother­
hood. ... In principle, C.E. is rigid; 
but in progi'amme it is flexible and adaptable, 
because it is spiritual. The policy of C.E. is 
to recruit, train and. develop Christians for 
world service. Hence it has more members in 
more societies, in more churches, in more 
nations than any other Christian youth or­
ganisation." S. Varcoe Cocks has left this 
tribute in the national handbook of C.E.

From a world vice-president's- (Geo. H. 
Nelson's) pen come these words: "I am think­
ing much and with great gratitude about the 
impact of C.E. upon thousands, even millions 
of lives, including my own. What a cleansing 
and fertilising influence, under God, has been 
this stream of inspiration and challenge. At. 
the back of the covenant obligation, the prayer 
meeting, the opportunities of Christian wit­
ness and service and the indescribable joys of 
inter-church and international fellowship, I 
am profoundly conscious of the call and will 
of my Lord. C.E. has opened for me a vista 
of opportunity and service for which I can 
never adequately express my thankfulness. De­
spite the chaos and dislocation of the times 
C.E. will emerge and go forward as an agency 
of evangelism, training and witness—always 
for Christ—always within and for the church."

"The Methodist" some time ago wrote as 
follows: "The reports of the C.E. rallies 
throughout the State indicate that this move­
ment is gaining the distinctive .place it had 
in the chui'ches in other years. For some 
reason its development was arrested, and in 
Methodism, at least, youth' devotional meetings 
and activities turned in other directions. These 
have proved themselves to be what the young 
people needed and in every way the church 
has been advantaged. Yet none of these quite 
meet the need which C.E. supplied. The C.E. 
movement lacked some elements which the 
later societies made up, but it succeeded, above 
all these, in the promotion of definitely religi­
ous experience in the life of our youth and 
in preparing them through fellowship and 
Bible study for witness and work 'for Christ 
and the church.' Many ministers and public 
speakers owe to the C.E. society • their first 
awakening to the true nature and scope of 
religious life, and began therein to give ex­
pression to their Christian faith in testimony 
and service. The programme sometimes 
failed to include what the later organisations 
have made prominent as objectives, but it did 
lead to concentration upon the inner life 
and missionary task of the church, both at 
home and abroad. The manifest return to 
CN. in many quarters affords grounds of con­
fidence that scriptural knowledge and the 
practice of private and fellowship prayer win 
continue to be regarded as essential factors 
of a spiritual and progressive church."

Are 
we worthy of them? Ai-e they just as true at 
this present moment? At times grave doubts 
assail our mind. If we are not worthy of 
such tributes there is only one thing to do. 
By sincerity, faithfulness, loyalty to the pledge 
and the consecration of mental, spiritual and 
physical powers, become worthy. Shall we? 
"By thy grace we will."

the miners arc extra busy and start work at 
5 a.m. and all are hindered l)y the brovsTiout?"

Our only reply is that this little band of 
people has been asking for a mission for five 
years and they have helped in so many ways.
Our First Communion Service

Tlierc are 20 members in the district. All 
wlio were able to attend were present. It was 
a typical Britisliservice. No organs or piano 
was used. The presiding brother witli great 
dignity read a charge to the missioncrs and 
church, then announced a liymn. The second 
liyinn was announced and read right througli 
l>y a brother in tlic audience; other liymns 
likewise. In that way many take part. At 
first it reminds one of an Endeavor meeting; 
but in Britain it is the usual thing, and one 
grows to like it. As the preacher goes for­
ward to give his message the congregation 
sings:

"Tell me tlie story simply, as to a little 
cliild.

For I am wcal tand sinful, and helpless and 
defiled;

Tell me the story .often, for I forget so 
soon;

The early dew of niorning has passed away 
, at noon/' etc.

It was unusually impressive.
But!

These faithful souls have to meet in a small 
room under the School of Arts. Often they 
have to clean , up the place before it can be 
used. Often miners have a meeting at the 
same time in the hall above. At sucl itimes 
singing is not possible. On the first Sunday 
of the mission it was particularly unpleasant. 
At a very impressive moment in our sendee 
someoric in the room above pretended to 
broadcast a description of a horse race. It 
was followed l)y shouts and roars of laughter. 
A few minutes later someone announced over 
the loud-speaker (a few yards from our ser­
vice) so that the residents of Kurri could 
liear, "Come to-night to the School of Arts 
to hear Australia's greatest Leninist."

For about 20 years our people have met 
under similar circumstances. Is there any 
wonder that they desire a church building of 
their own? There arc no people in all the 
world more worthy of encouragement. Here 
are some reasons.

1. They have remained loyal to tlie church 
of Christ in spite of depressing spiritual sur­
roundings. Any town whicli boosts Lenin is 
well peopled witli atheists. I said to a little 
boy standing near the tent, "How about help­
ing me witli handbills?" He replied, "My 
fatlier doesn't believe in God, and he won't 
let iiic go to church." That spells tragedy.

2. Not only liavc they stood; they have been 
liberal in support of every good work. It 
is nearly five years since the writer first met 
these people. It was when the new cause at 
Mayfield was being started. There is not a 
person in the cliurcli witli any money to speak 
of. Not more than six would be earning wages, 
and at times the wages were low, averaging 
about £2/10/- per week for some of the miners. 
Still these people have given (in addition 
to gifts to every good work) at least £400 to 
missions and home mission worl <in tlie last 
four years. Georgetown was a new work. 
They were not able to be present on the 
thanksgiving night, but on the previous night 
wlien they were present every member placed 
an offering in niy hand when shaking hands. 
When totalled up it came to over £60. Since 

they liave been so liclpful to others, if there 
were not so many appeals in these days surely 
every member of our brotherhood would like 
to help them.

3. Whilst Kurri itself is not a big place, it is 
midway between two splendid cities—Cessnoek, 
witli a population of more tlian 20,000, is eight 
miles in one direction, and Maitland witli more 
than 20,000 is in the opposite direction. Owing 
to war restrictions people from tliesc centres 
arc not likely to benefit by our present mis­
sion. Later on these towns must be entered.

4. Not only arc they willing to help others; 
they are determined to help tlicmselves. Al­
ready they have in hand a sulistantial sum for 
the mission. They will give much more than 
tlicy can afford to reduce the building delit as 
far as possible.

5. A splendid site has been purchased not 
200 yards from the Kurri Post Office. As a 
rule in a new place land costs anything from 
£200 to £6004 Here a miracle transpired. Two 
fine blocks were available—£29/10/- in rates 
was owing. Tlie brethren have secured both 
blocks for £30.

6. A start was made on April 25 on the 
building. There was a small but happy work­
ing bee. A bigger one is being arranged. All 
of the work will have to be done by volunteers. 
Builders are simply unprocurable. Circum­
stances arc sucli that the mission is not likely 
to bring in a great number of converts, but 
these brethren must liavc their o'wn cliurcli 
home.

No members arc more worthy of help. Would 
you like to encourage these people who have 
so often encouraged others? They have liclped 
every mission for five years, and the mis­
sioncrs feel that they arc owing a great debt. 
Hence this appeal.

UNION WITH THE BAPTISTS 
COMMENDABLE efforts are being made in a 
NJ number of places to bring members of 
churches known as Baptist churches, and mem­
bers of churches generally known as churches 
of Christ, closer together.

Why then, 
when an effort is being made to get all to­
gether, should sucli be drawn up, and assent 
asked thereto? Besides is not such a state­
ment, if authoritative, really a human creed 
against whicli we arc supposed to protest? I 
fear that union will be hindered rather than 
lielpcd l>y sucli efforts. We liavc tlie New. 
Testament and that reveals to us tlie divine 
creed —Jesus Christ. And surely tliat is suf­
ficient.—Thomas Hagger.

Miss V: Wakely will take a further nursing 
course in New South Wales and will also be 
able to visit some churches in that State.

Mr. and Mrs. Hammer are filling the pastorate 
at Tumby Bay, South Australia. They have 
settled in nicely, but are very disappointed 
that they cannot return immediately to their 
island work.

The work has made sucli progress that it is 
felt that it can carry on for a period without 
our missionaries. As the old environment re­
mains they will have many temptations to face. 
The greatest weaknesses will be lack of spirit­
ual oversight, closing of the training class 
which was making splendid progress, and the 
medical work which was proving of such value 
to the people. The figures as supplied to the 
government agent July l-December 31, 1941, 
show that 1842 treatments were given, with an 
additional 278 injections for yaws ulcers. Four 
children were bom at the mission. The agent 
expressed pleasure and satisfaction of the work 
done, and stated tliat if a hospital were estab­
lished, there was a distinct possibility that the 
government would supply a fully trained is­
land doctor (probably from Fiji) and subsidise 
the work.

The new teacher, Abel Barney, has been left 
in charge of the work, and is reported to be 
doing a building-up work. He is spiritually 
minded and a good organiser. Writing to the 
Board after the departure of the nurses he says: 
"We hope to write a few line to you; the 
two sisters here with us in the mission field, 
Miss Clipstone and Miss Wakely, told us the 
government sent her letter and called them to 
go home in Australia very soon. They told us 
this word, but we are very very sorry because 
they help us with much in the gospel, and in 
the medicine. We say, thani cyou very mucli 
for the two sister, and the work of gospel are 
going on well, but we want the two sisters be 
back soon. How can we live well because this 
sad time now? We want you please to write 
us sometime and tell us what to do. God be 
with you all, and until we meet again. Good- 
bye for this time. Your brother in Christ." 
We trust that some of our brethren, C.E. 
societies, etc., will write Abel a line sometimes 
that the brethren might be encouraged. Abel, 
it will be recalled, lost his wife at Christmas 
time. In saying good-bye to the nurses, he 
said, "My heart he still very sore, and now 
you leave. We are like small plants that need 
watering." Brethren, pray for these small 
plants, these babes in Christ, and ere long, 
we pray our workers will return to them. 
Letters to the teacher should be addressed: Mr. 
Abel Barney, Mission Station, Nduindui, Aoba, 
New Hebrides.

Our Endeavorers will be glad to know that 
the iaundi has been pulled up and is under 
cover. It has been painted, and the boys have 
promised to see that the hull is kept wet to 
prevent the seams from opening. Paint has 
also been sent down so that the newly-erected 
liouse can Imve another coat of paint.

INDIA
CINCE air-mails have been suspended, our 
0 mails are more delayed than ever. We are 
thankful, however, that mails are getting through 
and can report that the worl cin India goes on 
as usual.

Dhond Chapel
Dr. Oldfield informs us that they have been 

Very busy in tlie hospital, and a good part of 

his time has been taken up in supervising the 
new chapcl. Materials have l>ecn hard to 
secure, causing many delays, and costs rose as 
time went on. It was expected that the build­
ing would be finished in time for the ; opening 
service at the end of March. Dr. Oldfield says 
the building "looks very well, and will be ex­
ceedingly useful to us." A great number of 
Christians have come to Dhond from otlier 
parts, and have helped increase the numbers 
attending the services.

Interest in Gospel Message
From Dr. Oldfield's letter wc quote: "While 

the world turns in agony, old values collapse, 
democracy is under flre, and economic founda­
tions tremble" (to quote from the "Reader's 
Digest"), our work goes on. After all, the 
kingdom of God is a permanent one, and its 
work must proceed, wliatever other kingdoms 
may fall. In these days there is a real interest 
in the gospel message, and the hearts of many 
are being turned to God. IVe realise liow much 
the present conditions in Australia will inter­
fere witli the work so dear to us all, yet wc 
thank God and take courage as wc read of the 
wonderful response for foreign missions whicli 
even the conquered nations in Europe have 
given in recent days. We know that our Aus­
tralian people will not be behind those of 
other nations even in this hour of crisis." 
. . . "We are planning to go to Panchgani 
for the hot season vacation. Wc would not 
like to go far away in the present state of 
affairs, and we shall be glad to be near the 
boys and probably have them live witl ius 
while wc arc at Panchgani. I shall be close 
enough to be able to visit the hospital, and 
so keep an eye on its activities througlithe 
hot weather vacation also."

source was Miss H. Wiltshire: "From Kedgaon 
we heard about a Christian doctor in Mhow 
whose name was Michael. An Indian Christian 
man in the ranks had testified to the Christian 
character of the doctor."

Committee Personnel

THE Victorian conference has elected Ron.
Strongman, co-opted acting-treasurer for 

the latter half of last conference year, S. Neigh­
bour and A. Griffiths to the 1942-43 committee. 
G. M. Mathieson, who has held a vice-president's 
office for three years, has been elected un­
opposed to the presidency of the committee. 
W. Graham, F. Funston and Mrs. C. Gill, vice- 
presidents, W. H. Clay, secretary, Ron. Strong­
man, treasurer, and S. Neighbour, chaplain of 
the Christian Guest Home, were also elected 
unopposed. The Women's Auxiliary appointed 
Mesdames C. Gill, J. L. Ward, Whittington and 
A. Perkins as their representatives. Miss 
Winnie Lee has succeeded Miss Rita Roberts as 
representative of the C.E. Committee. Miss 
Roberts has completed nine years of most help­
ful service. Twice in eacl iyear she has or­
ganised grocery days for the committee. The 
total value of the groceries received during the 
nine years exceeds £200.

The N.S.W. committee has re-elected R. Green- 
halgl ias its chairman, and T. P. Dale as secre­
tary. These brethren have served these offices 
for a number of years, and liave given abun­
dant proof of their qualifications.

The Christian Guest Home
The accommodation of tlie home is taxed to 

its utmost capacity, and many applications are 
in hand. At present there are 23 guests. A 
very valuable property has been transferred to 
the committee under special circumstances 
which involve a life obligatiori towards two 
sisters who need the shelter and comfort of 
the liome. A proposal to erect a brick cottage 
on the grounds of the home cannot be pro­
ceeded with owing to national security regula­
tions affecting new buildings. A commodious 
lock-up outbuilding 50 x 20 is nearing -com­
pletion. This will meet a long-felt need for 
storage purposes and for firewood. The com­
mittee would be glad to hear from country 
members who could influence one or two trucks 
of firewood for the home. A fair price is 
offered.

Social Service Benevolence
In spite of" the demand for labor which many 

would say makes unemployment unnecessary 
and even a crime, there are still many folk 
on the bread-line. Bodies weakened by ill- 
-cannot stand .the strain of 

hours °of toil. The following is a typical case: 
"We have - been compelled to move to another 
house, as ours was damp. Both of us are far 
from well. We must* now pay 15/6 rent, and 
this, witl ifuel almost unprocurable and so 
dear, make us afraid of tlie future as our pen­
sions arc all we have to live on. We are trust­
ing God for all our needs." A cheque for £2 
was sent. A reply of thanks was received, and 
regret was expressed that the appeal was 
necessary. "You have been so kind to us in 
the past." The writers are in their eighties.

Social Service Women's Auxiliary
Each State committee has a women's auxili­

ary which is always on duty. Throughout the 
whole year eacl i woman is at call to attend to 
all kinds .of emergency needs. They visit 
homes and hospitals, interview mothers, take 
the oversight of children, supply the needs 
of the home, and lavisli care upon the weak 
and needy. Food and clothes are always on 
hand, and at times help is given in cleaning up 
the home. Tlie women usually defray their 
own expenses. Too little is known of this 
quiet Christian service which is going on con­
tinuously. There is no limelight about it. 
These women are keen to serve, and offer 
themselves for any social service task for the 

brotherhood -and sisterhood. Ail honor be to 
these fine women.
