"TOT OST of the great evangelistic and revival movements 
have started, not from the council of the great 

leaders of the church, but from the pressure of the Spirit 
of God on obscure and humble men and women. It is 
only rarely that such new beginnings have been acclaimed 
and welcomed by the church. Much more often the 
pioneers have been despised, persecuted, and cast out. 
Only when the verdict of history has declared them to be 
in the succession of the apostles, only after the success 
of their work has become unmistakable, has the church 
set itself piously to build their sepulchres. There is never 
a time when this warning is not needed. Only if the 
church is prepared in every part to learn a new humility 
and a new sensitivity to the voice of God, can it be safe 
from the danger of falling again into this oft-repeated 
error."—Stephen C. Neill.
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It was in 1903 that Mr. and Mrs.

in membership. Reminiscences, and a 
visitors' book were other highlights of 
the occasion.

A bountiful jubilee tea was held in 
the Mechanics' Hall, a centre of in­
terest being the two tiered birthday 
cake.

B. P. Huntsman (Vic. Conf. Pres.), 
was the speaker at the thanksgiving 
service held in the evening, when 
musical items were rendered by the 
youth choir, and the Goudie quartet 
party from Hamilton.

At the "every member present" ser­
vice on Sunday morning, June and 
Irvine Goudie sang a duet, and Mr. 
Huntsman gave the address. At the in­
spirational service at night, a former 
member of the Drummond church. A. 
C. Mudford, was the speaker, and 
musical Items were given by youth 
choir, and a solo by R. Patterson.

Former preachers, H. A. Saunders, 
and R. Patterson, took part in some 
of the services, along with D. Oakes, 
present student preacher. Attendances 
were large, many former members and 
friends returning for the occasion.—J.

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News of An Ancient Natal Base
A. recent news item to the effect that Israel 

plans to set up a modern smelting plant at Ezion- 
geber, to exploit the deposits of copper ore there, 
is intriguing, for Ezion-geber was known to the 
Hebrews in the early days of their history. It be­
came one of the greatest naval bases of the ancient 
world. Moses knew it well, having passed through 
it on his way to the land of Midian, and again 
as he returned to Egypt at the behest of God. 
When he led the children of Israel from their 
Egyptian bondage they passed through Ezion- 
geber. After wandering for forty years in the 
wilderness, they came to it again before marching 
north to the conquest of Canaan.

This ancient city was situated at the head of 
the Gulf of Akabah, and it was used by Solomon 
as a great commercial port, six hundred years after 
his forefathers had passed by it. In 1 Kings 9: 26 
we read:

"And King Solomon made a navy of ships in Ezion- 
geber, which is beside Eloth, on the shore of the 
Red Sea, in the land of Edom."

As we know, Solomon had made an alliance 
with Hiram, king of Tyre, and Hiram sent his 
navy and experienced seamen to help him gather 
gold and bring it from Ophir as well as almug trees 
and precious stones. In 1 Kings 10: 22—

"For the king had at sea a navy of Tharshish with 
the navy of Hiram: once in three years came the 
navy of Tharshish, bringing gold, and silver, ivory, 
and apes, and peacocks."

John Masefield's poem "Cargoes" is probably far 
better known than the above from which he takes 
the following portion—

"Quinquereme of Nineveh from distant Ophir, 
Rowing home to haven in sunny Palestine
With a cargo of ivory. 
And apes and peacocks 
Sandalwood, cedarwood and sweet white wine."

Solomon's sailors had been to Ophir a thousand 
years before that. According to those who are 
supposed to know, quinqueremes did not come into 
use until after 300 B.C. These ships had five banks 
of oars. The biremes, ships of two banks of oars, 
were the largest afloat in Solomon's day, so far 
as is .known, though one could quite easily believe 
that Solomon may have had larger ships.

The land of Ophir is still somewhat of a mystery. 
Josephus said it was India, whilst others believe 
that it was Arabia along the shores of the Red 
Sea. But some day that question will be settled 
in the same way as the spade and work of archaeo­
logists and the enquiry of scholars have settled 
so many of the historical Biblical sites, which 
those, only too ready to discredit the Book, claimed 
that such places had never existed.

Ezion-geber appears once again in the Old Tes­
tament. It is some four hundred years after 
Solomon, when Jehoshophat made an effort to 
restore prosperity to Judah by reviving trade with 
Ophir. To this end he had his deputy in Edom 
build a fleet of ocean-going vessels (possibly ten, 
although Moffatt says one). We flnd the story in a' 
single verse of scripture; viz., 1 Kings 22: 48—

"Jehoshophat made ships of Tharshish to go to 
Ophir for gold: but they went not; for the ships 
were broken at Ezion-geber."

Whether the fleet was broken by enemy action 
or was wrecked upon the reef before it had cleared 
the harbor we do not know—and may never know 
in this world. When, however, the ships lay broken 
and shattered, so were Jehoshophat's hopes, and 
with them died Ezion-geber.

For two thousand years the once mighty port 
and naval base was little more than a name which 
was printed broadly across the maps because its 
exact site was unknown. But a few years ago. 
Nelson Glueck, now Principal of the Hebrew Union 
College in Cincinnati, located and explored it, 
uncovering the ancient smelting furnaces which 
Solomon had built.

Ezion-geber will possibly be restored to some of 
its former glory which, we hope, will be used to 
bless posterity. Whatever our hopes on that score, 
however, we cannot think of the city without 
realising how transient is temporal power and 
glory. Unless nations, countries or cities, not only 
seek that "righteousness which exalteth a people" 
but maintain it, they may all too quickly become 
one with Nineveh and Tyre and Ezion-geber.

Again Ezion-geber reminds us of those who have 
sent their ships out and they have returned with 
rich burdens. We may think also of those who 
failed to send any ships out, but who never ceased 
to complain that life had dealt with them hardly. 
Changing the figure, they are like the man who 
buried his talent. But we think also of those whose 
ships, like Jehoshophat's, got no further than the 
harbor bar. All the golden dreams of yesterday are 
unfulfilled, and all the grand hopes we possessed 
are now shattered. Few, if any, go through life 
without some such experiences. But there is one 
great spring of sustaining power left to us whereby 
our cherished dreams and hopes may be revived. 
It is faith. Faith in God as a loving, heavenly 
Father. What a wonderful thing it is to know him 
as such and to have his presence, thought and 
power permeate our whole existence. To know that 
from even the worst tragedies that can befall 
men, he ever works to bring good out of such, to 
those who love and trust him.

Philippians 2: 15, 16, ". .. in the midst 
of a crooked and perverse generation, 
among whom ye shine as lights in the 
world, holding forth the Word of Life." 

The traveller is coming home late at 
night. A biting wind is blowing, and the 
darkness presses close around him. But 
as he comes to the top of a slight rise, 
the lights of the distant town twinkle 
before his gaze, friendly, warm and 
cheerful. That sudden glimpse of lights 
in the darkness is enough to renew his 
vigor, and spur him on! In the Chris­
tian life, there are many weary pil­
grims, travelling through a dark and 
dreary wilderness, who are looking for 
an encouraging light..Perhaps Paul was 
thinking of some such traveller as he 
wrote to the Christians at Philippi, 
reminding them that they were lights 
in a dark world.

If we are to be the Lord's lights, most 
of us would pref^ to shine where the 
company is good, where there are mhny 
other lights nearby sharing in the task 
of dispelling gloom. We would prefer 
to be like the light on a busy street, 
where neon signs are flashing, and 
lighted doorways are making yellow 
paths across the pavement. "Let me 
shine in the church," we say. "I want 
to be in the company of the saints.-I 
di-ead the loneliness and darkness of 
the outside world." But perhaps the 
Lord has other plans for our lives. He 
may not want us to shine in the busy 
street, or over the front door to wel­
come visitors, or in the reception room 
where the talk is gay, and laughter 
rings. There are many dark comers in 
the world. And the darker the comer, 
the more the light is needed! Perhaps 
there is some steep cellar stair, where 
danger lurks, and people come but sel­
dom. In such a place, opportunities 
for usefulness are few. But when the 
necessity does arise, how important is 
that unimportant Ught!

I. Humility
We are to shine, says Paul, "in the 

midst of a crooked and perverse 
generation." That suggests, first of all,
that we must cultivate that most elusive 
of all Christian graces, humility. If 
the Lord has some humble task to be 
done, some insignificant corner to be 
illuminated, some dark spot from which 
he wants the gloom dispelled, let us 
be willing to humble ourselves to do 
his will.

In the dark generation of today there 
is probably less need for neon signs and 
searchlights, and more need for low- 
wattage bulbs in dark comers. While

we struggle to outshine each other along 
the brilliantly-lit liighway, the dark­
ness gathers thick in the alleys. The 
world does not so much need leaders 
as servants. "Be not many masters." 
"He that will be greatest among you, 
let him be servant of all."

Tlie example of the Lord Jesus him­
self should be sufficient reminder, for 
in the chapter from which we took our 
text we are reminded that he "being 
in the form of God, counted it not a 
prize to be on an equality with God, 
but emptied himself, taking the form 
of a servant, being made in the likeness 
of men." See him, shining in the dark­
ness of the village in the hills of Galilee, 
calling humble fishermen to be his 
friends! See him stooping to do for 
them that which they would not do for 
each other, as he washed the disciples' 
feet. Here is One who has climbed the 
heights ... of humility. As F. W. Faber 
wrote:
"Jesus, who deemst it not unmeet 
To wash thine own disciples' feet. 
Though thou wert Lord of aU;
Teach me thereby this wisdom meek, 
That they who self-abasement seek 
Alone shall fear no fall."

2. Service
The second thought, of service, fol­

lows naturally. A light is not simply 
to be in a dark comer, it must shine. We 
are saved to serve. We are only lights 
in a dark comer when we are really 
shining, holding forth the Word of Life. 
Here is a simple little illustration some­
one has provided, dealing with clocks:

"Some Christian workers are like an 
old-fashioned clock; they will not work 
unless they are placed precisely to their 
liking. But the more useful workers are 
like watches, they will work equally 
well in any position."

Anyone who has had the task of 
levelling a pendulum clock will see the 
point! And anyone who has had ex­
perience of that kind of Christian will 
recognise the type. Or, to come back 
to Paul's reference to lights, there are 
many lights which can only shine in 
circumstances that suit them. But 
the Lord needs lights that will not 
flicker when bumped, and will keep 
shining even when a cold wind blows. 
He needs lights that shine!

3. Steadfastness
It is not enough for a light to shine 

sometimes! It must be shining both 
wherever and whenever it is needed. 
The darker the corner, the greater the 
need for faithfulness. F. B. Meyer says

"If the Master has put you as a light 
on the cellar stair, never desert that 
post because it is lonely and distasteful, 
and because the opportunity for ser­
vice comes rarely. To be found doing 
your duty at the unexpected moment, 
when his footfall is heard along the 
corridor, will be a reward for years of 
patient waiting."

His footfall may herald the approach 
of some traveller, needing the light to 
find his way. Or it may be the coming 
of some child who will stumble and fall 
if the light be not shining. Or it may 
be the coming of some timid soul who 
fears the shadows and needs the en­
couragement of our light. And, in the 
final count, his footfall may herald the 
day of his return. "Be ye therefore 
ready, for in such an hour as ye think 
not, the Son of Man cometh." Wliat if 
he came and our light was not shining?

Yes, this world needs lights. It needs 
Christians who are willing and able 
to be lights in the darkness. The 
strength and purity of our lights, and 
consequently their real usefulness, de­
pends upon our consecration, our sur­
render. For in actual fact we are only 
lights because we reflect the light. The 
moon and the stars shine as they re­
flect the light of the sun. The Christian 
shines as a light in a crooked and 
perverse generation in just so much as 
he reflects the Lord Jesus Christ. The 
world needs us, because it needs him

. . therefore.
"Keep me shining, Lord, keep me 

shining, Lord,
In all 1 say and do;

That the world may see Christ lives 
^ me

And learn to love him too."

"Rise up, O men of God!
His Kingdom tarries long;

Bring in the day of brotherhood
And end the night of wrong.

"Rise up, O men of God!
The Church for you doth wait:

Her strength shall make your spirit 
strong, \

Her service make you great."
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OLD TESTAMENT 
Psalm 20.
Summary.

This Psalm gives the assurance of 
God's help in the day of trouble. It 
was a prayer of the people on behalf 
of the king as he prepared to go out 
in battle. Stacy Waddy suggests that 
it was a sacred song to be used in the 
field of battle prior to a charge, per­
haps witli the enemy already assembled 
on the opposite hill.
Explanatory Comments.

"The name of the God of Jacob" 
(v. 1). — This is a reference to God 
according to his known character, that 
is, he is "Ged the Conqueror." In 
Psalm 46: 7 he is spoken of as "God 
our Refuge." The term "Jacob's God" 
is a favorite of David, and refers back 
to the promise of God which is found 
in Genesis 28: 15. W. F. Barnes gives 
as a paraphrase: "May Jehovah in his 
known characteristics of power, eter­
nity, and holiness set thee upon high."

"The sanctuary" (v. 2).—Undoubtedly 
the holy place which David had es­
tablished on Mount Zion. God's help 
is regarded as coming especially from 
the place where he had "set his name."

"Remember all thy offerings" (v. 3). 
—This is addressed to David. We have 
record of some of David's offerings in 
2 Samuel 6: 13, 17; 24: 25; I Chronicles 
15: 26; 16: 1; 21: 28; 29: 21. It is not 
suggested that David made the sacri­
fices with his own hands.

"Now" (v. 6) . — Duhm suggests that 
the.Psalm was not only used in the 
day of battle, but was also sung in 
the Temple on great days in the king's 
life. First, there was the intercessory 
prayer for the king (w. 1-5) which was 
recited. Then comes an Interval during 
which the sacrifice is made from the 
offering which the king has provided. 
Next, after the priests have carefully 
considered the outward signs, and have 
satisfied themselves that the sacrifice 
has been accepted (cf. Genesis 4: 4-5),

the song is resumed, giving the king 
assurance of victory.

"Some trust in chariots, and some in 
horses" (v. 7). — David's enemies in 
the north, the Syrians, were especially 
foiinidablo because of cavalry and 
chariots. Once David took from Hada- 
rezer. King of Zobah, 1.000 chariots and 
7,000 horsemen. (1 Chronicles 18: 4.) 
Suggested Theme.
"ONLY BY GOD COMES VICTORY."

Introduction. — Life is not always 
easy. There are many times when even 
the most self-assured people feel the 
need of help, from one greater than 
themselves. Notice, for instance,

I. VICTORY SOUGHT. The people 
were conscious of great need, and so 
they turned to God in the hour of dis­
tress. They called on him, not only on 
their own behalf, but more especially 
on behalf of the king (see verses 1-5). 
Then consider,

II. VICTORY'S SOURCE. We are 
not 'left to ourselves. We have the as- 
sui-ance of Divine help (a) Some people 
put their faith in the wrong things 
(like horses and chariots). (b) The wise 
look to God who has already helped 
them many times in the past, and who 
has therefore proved himself.

Conclusion. — If victory in Christian 
living can only come from God then let 
us call upon him, in faith, and he will 
hear and answer us.

NEW TESTAMENT 
Acts 23: 1-11.
Summary.

Once more Paul has to defend his 
faith, which he does very well. As a' 
result of his statement before the coun­
cil there was division amongst his ac­
cusers. Fearing for Paul's life the chief 
captain ■ ordered his removal to the 
castle. That night the Lord visited Paul 
to encourage him, and gave him a 
message of cheer.
Explanatory Comments.

"I Iiave lived in all good conscience” 
(V. 1). — The words here mean that 
Paul was claiming to have lived as a 
citizen of God's commonwealth, that 
was a Greek and not a Jewish idea.

"The high priest Ananias" (v. 2). — 
Thought to be the son of Nedebaeus. a 
notorious, scrupulous, and rapacious 
politician. He was appointed high priest 
by Herod of Chaicis about 47 A.D. Like 
most high priests he was a Sadducee. 
About 52 A.D., he was sent to Rome by 
Quadratus (Legate of Syria) as being 
responsible for the risings in Judea. He 
was acquitted, and when Paul was 
brought before him he was at the height 
of his power. He was assassinated in 
66 A.D. as a result of his pro-Roman 
policy.

"Thou whited wall" (v. 3). — Or, as 
some versions "white-washed wall." 
This contrasts the decent exterior with 
the unclean contents. Paul was probably 
not referring to similar words used by 
Jesus, but to the wall mentioned in 
Ezekiel 13: lOf, which looked stable 
enough, but which fell before a stormy 
wind.

"I wist not.. . that he was the high 
priest" (v. 5). — Various reasons why 
Paul did not ,ecognise Ananias have 
been put forward, e.g., Paul had weak 
eyes; there had been a change in the 
office since Paul's last visit years be­
fore; he was using irony.

"The Lord stood by him" (v. 11). — 
The appearances of the Lord to PauI 
marked the great crisis in his life, 
cf. 9: 4, etc.
Suggested Theme.

COURAGEOUS CHRISTIANS
Introduction. — True Christian living 

is a great adventure. It is a life of high 
standards and great promises.

I. TRUE CHRISTIAN LIVING RE­
QUIRES CONSISTENCY (v. 1). — Pro­
fession and practice must be in har­
mony. Lip and life dare not contradict 
each other.

2. TRUE CHRISTIAN LIVING RE­
VEALS COURAGE (vv. 2-4). — It is 
no easy thing to bear personal injustice, 
yet Paul shows us that it can be done. 
That is one of the marks of a courageous 
Christian.

3. TRUE CHRISTIAN LIVING RE­
CEIVES CHEER (V. 11). — It is the 
Lord's comforting presence which en­
ables us to go on living lives of daring 
discipleship.

Conclusion. — The church and the 
world today needs, desperately, those 
who are courageous Christians.

★
Men may preach many ways con­

cerning the soul's salvation. It is not 
men's "theories" that we should 
hearken to, but to the Word of God, 
"Once and for all delivered unto the 
saints." When that word tells us to 
"Believe on the Lord Jesus Clirlst," 
let us hear and obey. When that word 
tells us to confess that faith in Christ 
"before witnesses" let us not deny our 
Saviour by our silence, but openly con­
fess that we believe that Jesus Christ 
is the Son of God. When the scriptures 
say that we should repent and turn to 
God, let us do so. And as that word so 
often, so clearly and so .definitely states 
to be baptised, i.e., buried in the watery 
grave and raised from it, let us un­
hesitatingly yield to the will, word and 
teaching of the Master. It is not the 
scriptures in part that we should obey, 
but the "Whole Counsel of God."

The Moody and Sankey revival at 

the end of last century stirred Scotland 
deeply. It is the story of how two un­
known Americans — one a preacher and 
the other a singer—created under God 
a religious fervor that swept Scotland 
like a flame.

There can be very few left who re­
member those far off days, but, on the 
other hand there is a large number of 
elderly people who lived on the edge 
of that time, the pattern of whose 
religious life was shaped in no small 
degree by the inspiration that resulted. 
Much of the zeal aroused no doubt 
quickly evaporated, but sober judgment 
could, I feel sure, claim that a great 
deal of the best in the religious life 
of the generation that followed owed 
its impulse to the Moody and Sankey 
campaign.

"Glory Songs"
There is much that is common be­

tween Moody's and the Billy Graham's 
movement. The same evangelistic 
technique. The same theology. The same 
type of emphasis on the authority of 
the Bible. The same crowds. The same 
absence of obvious efforts to work up 
emotion, and the same quiet but im­
pressive intensity.

In method there was, however, some 
marked differences. There was in 
Moody's approach no organised pub­
licity. Indeed, on Ills first visit in 1873 
his arrangements completely broke 
down, and it was only a, humanly 
speaking, haphazard meeting with F. 
B. Meyer that gave him the platform 
he needed. But once the movement got 
under way, it found an ally far more 
effective than all the high-pressure 
American methods that to us older folk, 
at least, are so very uncongenial.

Music is prominent in Dr. Graham's 
meetings but, as far as can be judged, 
none of his hymns or choruses has 
caught the public ear, not even as did 
the Torry and Alexander "Glory Song," 
Within a short time of Moody's arrival 
in Edinburgh, half Scotland was ring­
ing with Sankey's gospel hymns and 
catching tunes. Many of these were 
Negro plantation songs, sentimental and 
liauntlng melodies into which harmonies 
that any musically untrained ear could 
supply, fitted in most satisfying fashion. 
Others were stirring choruses. The 
words were In the main just simple 
statements of the gospel message, with 
ever-recurring reference to heavenly 
joys.

Soon, every message boy In Edinburgh 
was whistling the tunes and quickly 
multitudes of simple folk had learned 
their lilt and something of their words.

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Publicity Agent
While the Moody campaign in Edin­

burgh was going strong, two "funny 
men" in one of the music-halls stepped 
over the line of decency. One said to 
the other: "Man, Jock, you're looking 
moody the nicht." "Me? Nau, I'm only 
feeling sankyfied." A gasp went round 
the audience. Then someone gave the 
tune, and soon the theatre was ring­
ing with the tumultuous singing of 
"Hold the Fort." It is easy to see 
how these simple tunes proved a 
publicity agent that even television can­
not hope to equal.

As was to be expected, the Moody 
mission met, as Dr. Graham's cam­
paign is now doing, with much criti­
cism. Though warmly supported by 
many of the most respected leaders of 
the day, by Alexander Whyte, Horatio 
Bonnar, and others, it was firmly op­
posed by equally fine people of a dif­
ferent tradition. Especially did they 
resent the intrusive evangelism that was 
urged as a duty on the young converts. 
These were urged to button-hole their 
friends and face them with pointed 
questions, such as "Are you saved?" or 
"Have you found Jesus?" This, Scots' 
reticence naturally resented.

The success of the campaign was not 
confined to any one class. Moody's 
most distinguished disciple was Pro­
fessor Henry Drummond, who, on his 
part, carried the torch to circles where 
Moody did not" enter. With students, 
Drummond had a strong influence. It 
was my fortune to be present at the 
last address that he gave to Edinburgh 
men. He was a figure not easily for­
gotten. Tall, slight and distinguished 
looking, and Immaculately dressed, his 
most striking feature was his eyes 
which, strong and bright and slightly 
close together, had a distinct mesmeric 
effect. His address was, I remember, a 
kind of apologia.

Ball of String
In 1883, that is on Moody's second 

visit, I was taken, aged then about 13, 
to one of his children's meetings. My 
father, a Scots Purltan of the finest

type, never hid from us, his children, 
his deep concern for what he called our 
"eternal welfare" but he was shy about 
making personal appeals, and it was 
his habit to take us to meetings where 
self-dedication was urged. It was no 
doubt for that reason that we were 
present at that special meeting.

Through the mists of 70 years I re­
member nothing of what the speaker 
said or how he looked, but I do, most 
clears, recall something that he did. 
The great hall (the Glasgow City Hall, 
I think) was packed with children. 
While the sermon, which must have 
been on the formation of habit, was 
proceeding, I noticed some movement 
in the front of the gallery opposite, and 
saw that a ball of string was being un­
wound and passed along. So thin was 
it, however, that it frequently broke, 
vhien the ball had completed the round 
the speaker stopped and stooping, lifted 
into our view a length of a large ship's 
cable. From this he unravelled a few 
strands. These he held up and snapped 
as easily as the string had broken.

The lesson was obvious and that it 
should have remained with' me through 
all these years proves that at least one 
boy learned that night something of 
supreme value.

AOBA ACTIVITIES

I have been fairly busy since I have 
been the only one at Ndui Ndui. I have 
been trying to help all those who need 
a little help. This includes three Bible 
classes, the teachers' prayer meeting, 
the women's meeting, and their village 
meeting, as well as giving the children 
a little health talk each week. I have 
found out that, by the time I have pre­
pared a little talk for each of these, 
I have very little time for my own Bible 
study. But now that Mr. and Mrs. 
Beale are here all these things will be 
shared.

Mrs. Beale has not started school 
yet, and has said that she would look 
after the hospital for me, while I have 
a short holiday. I went down to a 
neighboring missionary's place last 
week for two or three days. I returned 
on the- Sunday, as that was the wel­
come day to Mr. and Mrs. Beale. On 
Monday, after our missionary prayer 
meeting here, I went home with Mr. 
and Mrs. McLean, and stayed there 
till Wednesday morning, Abel Barney 
said that he would take me over to 
Maewo for a few days, but the wind 
changed, and we could not go there, 
so today I have just been sewing and 
gardening.

Today Mr. and Mrs. Finger should be 
in Santo, and as we know there is a 
trader there with a fair sized ship, we 
are almost sure of their return by to­
morrow. It will be a busy time for 
them getting their goods ready for 
Maewo where they will be stationed. 
Until they have gone out of their house, 
Mr. and Mrs. Beale are living with me. 
Mr. Beale is a handy man, and is doing 
all sorts of jobs round the house — 
leaking roofs, broken doors, etc.

In May, we are to have another 
womens' conference here on Aoba 
when the women will come from the 
other two islands. It takes a good deal 
of organising, for it will be no mean 
task for the women to feed all when 
they come to the conference, although 
most of them will supply vegetables. 
Last year we had one on Maewo, and 
this was our first women's conference; 
unfortunately, the women from Pente­
cost could not be with us, so we just 
had the women from Maewo and Aoba. 
I went over from Aoba with about 36 
women from eleven different villages, 
and we were all very pleased with the 
conference, and the way the women took 
part in it.

As you can imagine they need very

much help, but it is a joy to see them 
and realise the progress they have 
made. Of course getting them all to­
gether creates a problem in transport, 
and we are hoping for fine sea weather 
at that time. We hear that Mrs. Smith 
will be coming over, but not Mrs. Jones. 
Mr. .and Mrs. Jones have a big job 
on hand, getting buildings ready to 
get their school started. I am afraid 
they are both very tired, and will be 
ready for furlough when that time 
comes later on in the year,—A. F. 
Kennedy, Aoba.

AN EVENTFUL QUARTER YEAR
Although the year 1955 is only a 

quarter pa^t, that quarter has cer­
tainly brought some sorrows as well as 
joy.

As we have mentioned in previous 
articles, our people on Pentecost are 
divided into three groups; North, Cen­
tral and South, and for many years 
there has been a certain amount of 
animosity between them. This is quite 
understandable when we know that it 
is only about 50" years since these 
people were cannibals, and old traditions 
die hard.
We have been striving ever since our 

arrival on Pentecost, nearly eight years 
ago, to join these people in Christian 
fellowship, with a certain amount of 
success; then suddenly the ill-feeling 
broke out again and ah refused to co- 
operate. In the midst of this 
trouble, two brothers in the Central 
district quarrelled, and the rest of the 
people took sides. For a while, our 
position was like sitting on a case of 
dynamite with the fuse burning. How 
careful we had to be not to show one 
man of one group, any more favor than 
one of the other group. While aU this 
was going on, we had two or three days 
of earthquakes. One day we had 31. 
"shakes"; we had to move rather 
quickly at times to catch things as they 
fell off the shelves; however, our sole 
"casualty" was one bottle of jam!

The earthqliakes were followed a few 
weeks later by a near hurricane, for­
tunately the centre of which passed well 
to the south of here, but we had very 
high seas for three weeks, the slipway 
for the launch was tied in a knot and 
about 100 tons of stones were left in 
the place where we usually keep the 
launch.

That seems a recital of all our sor­
rows, but the joys came when the two 
brothers made up their quarrel, the 
differences between the three districts 
seem to be clearing up, the earthquakes 
have finished, and the hurricane has 
passed.—Jack Smith, Pentecost.

During the second week in May, the 

girls at our Norseman Mission moved 
into their new building. It was started 
a year or more ago but as the number 
of voluntary workers at the time was 
limited, little more than the frame- 
work was achieved. Subsequently A. W. 
Potter gave some time to get the roof 
on. Then R. J. McPherson came across 
from Victoria. He and the missionaries 
on the Field have worked tirelessly for 
many months to complete the building. 
They have been meticulous in making 
it a really good job and, when recently 
inspected by the District and Regional 
Inspectors of the Native Welfare De­
partment, was acclaimed as one of the 
best buildings for Native work anywhere 
in the West. We express appreciation 
of the W.A. Government grant of all 
materials, thus making this building 
possible. Furnishings in keeping are 
still to be met to replace those tem­
porarily In use now.

There is a large bedroom for 10 or 12 
small girls and two smaller bed- 
rooms each to hold five or six of older 
ones, a large common room for reading, 
writing, and quiet games; a large clothes 
and ironing room, and a similar sized 
sewing room. Electric switches and plugs 
are in convenient places for easy 
manipulation of electric irons and for 
night lights and supervisory control. 
Heinie Klemm Installed the electric 
wiring throughout.

In the bathing and laundry section 
with concrete floor, there are three 
showers, two cast iron enamel built-in 
baths, and four wash troughs, all con­
nected with a hot water service fired 
by wood fuel. An economical system 
which uses a very small amount of 
wood. The same service supplies hot 
water to the missionary family's kitchen 
and 'bathroom. A septic system ls in­
stalled.

The missionary family's quarters com­
prise lounge, three bedrooms, and a 
very bright kitchen. All of these rooms 
have ample window and air space, and 
the missionaries' quarters are entered 
through the front verandah, a separate 
entrance from that for the girls, making 
for privacy in the fai^lly life of the 
missionary workers. At the same time 
the whole design provides ample facili­
ties for proper supervision of the girls.

With its pastel shade dados, paint 
work throughout, and neat window 
trimmings, this new home for the girls 
will surely lift their ambition and 
demonstrate to them a real standard of 
personal hygiene and clean home life. 
Already they are feeling the Influence 
of these new surroundings.

On the opening day, a large delegation 
of Norseman townsfolk and a male 
choir of eleven from Kalgoorlle church 
joined with the Superintendent, Mr. 
Griffiths, the staff and children in an 
official opening of the building. The 
Chairman of the Norseman Roads 
Board officially represented the district 
and our Federal Aborigines' Mission 
Board Chairman assisted in the open­
ing ceremony. After an inspection of 
the building, items rendered by the 
Kalgoorlle male choir were followed 
with a happy time of fellowship when 
afternoon tea was served, and rtiany of 
the visitors then inspected the garden, 
poultry, tennis courts and other 
features of the Mission.

We praise God for this new milestone 
at Norseman.—Maston Bell.
