The church at the holiday centre 
of Tootgarook, Vic., rejoiced in the 
opening of a chapel and Bible school 
hall on Sat., Dec. 31, 1955.

In a simple ceremony outside the 
chapel at 3.30 pm., B. F. Huntsman, 
Vic.-Tas. Conf. Pres., handed the key 
to Mrs. Magilton (with her husband, 
a pioneer of the cause), who opened 
the building. With a capacity of 200, 
the chapel soon filled for the ser­
vice which followed, led by Mr. Hunts­
man. Others who took part were Mrs. 
Ryall (soloiste), B. J. Combridge 
(speaker), T. R. Morris (greeting), 
C. G. Taylor (prayer), J. D. Watt 
(reading), while B. Cochaud spoke as 
secretary.

Basket tea was served in the Prog­
ress Hall (where the church had 
previously met), and at the evening 

youth rally Steven Corlett projected 
the film, The Stones Cry Out. A duet 
was sung by Misses Watt.

On Sunday, Jan. 1, the morning 
service was crowded to overflowing, 
with 250 in fellowship around the 
Lord's Table. Mr. Baensch presided 
and B. F. Huntsman spoke. Another 
capacity crowd was present for the 
gospel service, when P. A. Youens 
spoke, and messages in song were 
presented by Mrs. Cole. It was an in­
spiring weekend for the church.

The help of many was appreciated, 
especially that of the small band of 
ladies, who conducted a stall on the 
Saturday, and presented the church 
officers with £50.

Visitors holidaying on the penin­
sula are assured of a warm welcome. 
Any who can help in a working bee 
over Australia Day weekend for com­
pletion of the chapel will be especially 
welcome. Contact Mr. Cochaud at 
McCrae P.O. if you can help. Meals 
will be arranged.

Over 130 people gathered for the 
opening of the new chapel at Cave- 
side, Tas. The ceremony was per­
formed and the meeting presided over 
by H. Crowden, now of Ulverstone, 
who was one of the foundation mem­
bers of the church at Caveside, and 
from 1918 to 1935 had been the main­
stay, under God's guidance, of the 
work. He told how he had been at the 

opening of the old building over 40 
years previously.

D. Holloway (Devonport-Ulverstone) 
gave the dedlcatoiy address.

Many letters and telegrams of con­
gratulations, and greetings were read. 
Members were present from Sulphur 
Creek, Ulverstone, Devonport, Inver- 
may and Margaret-St., also the Home 
Missionary from the Methodist Circuit 
of Mole Creek-Chudleigh and Cave- 
side district.

R. M. Wilson (Invermay) gave@ 
stirring gospel address at night, prior 
to which he commended the local 
church on the opening of the new 
chapel, which cost approximately 
£2,500, and was opened free of debt. 
He said, "Which ever way I have 
viewed it from, it is full of dignity 
and beauty," and he also remarked 
that the architect (Ralph Spinks, of 
Launceston) was to be congratulated, 
as well as all those who had helped 
in any way.—V. E. Harvey, sec.
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After Ten Years

There have been some failures, as 
there are failures, unfortunately, even 
among those who promise so well in 
our home churches. But, looking from 
the vantage point of ten years, we 
can see that a work of grace has gone 
on, and that there are many young 
people who owe both their physical 
and spiritual well-being to the lives 
and labors of those who toiled througli 
the years.

Violet came in at the beginning of 
our history here. Today ^e is married 
to a Christian young man and main­
taining a home that is a credit to 
her. May was one of the very little 
ones in the early days, she is now in 
Perth at High School. So are Katy, 
Duxie and Ronnie. Whatever they 
may make of their lives, it is only 
the Mission that has given them the 
opportunity to be where they are to­
day.

But how can the missionary labor 
of ten years be assessed? Much of the 
work may have seemed humdrum, 
routine, back-breaking. It is hard 
work. The pressure of needy cases 
has been so great that there has 
never been a sufficiency of staff, and 
workers have had to accept heavy 
loads. We are still short of workers 
today. But, looked at over the years, 
it is obvious that even the most 
menial task has been part of the 
building of Christ's Kingdom.

The Next Ten Years
We anticipate that in the near 

future less emphasis will need to be 
put on buildings and equipment, and 
more on the young people growing 
up in the Mission. The. first and con­
tinuous emphasis needs to be upon 
spiritual things. This alone will equip 
our Mission young people for the 
problems and difficulties they will 
have to face In life.

Facilities and staff will be required 
for practical training. Boys must be 
equipped with knowledge and prac­
tical experience in woodwork, garden­
ing, animal care and general farm 
work. Girls need training in conking; 
sewing and general housework.

Another aspect of the work which 
will require a growing emphasis is 
that of the after-care of oui 'young 
people. As they go out into the world 
they need adequate pastoral care, 
counselling, encouragement and guid­
ance. The Mission needs to be their 
spiritual home, the Mission staff their 
best allies in the battle of life.

These ideals have always been be­
fore us, but the presure of expansion 
and the shortage of staff have pre­
vented their full achievement. In 
these matters the next ten years will 
count. — D. G. Hammer.

The Vic.-Tas. Properties Corporation 
and the Campbell Edwards Trust 
combined to purchase from the Vic­
torian State Rivers and Water Com­
mission seven buildings to meet the 
urgent needs of new Bible schools. 
Thousands of parents in rapidly grow­
ing new areas are calling to us to 
provide their children with a moral 
and spiritual basis of development.

On Monday, Dec. 26, 1955, nine men 
arrived at Eildon to begin dis­
mantling these beautifully built pre­
fabricated Swedish buildings. Others 
came on Tuesday, until there were 30 
willing volunteers from Parkdale, 
Moreland, Coburg, Brunswick, Pascoe 
Vale and Bendigo, together with the 
the Christmas family of husband and 
wife and two girls, who had only 
arrived from England a fortnight be­
fore. Leading two of the groups were 
Frank Jones and Bert Barnden, both 
master builders and B.S. teachers. 
Joseph Plummer supplied tea and bis­
cuits. Helpers came in cars, caravans 
and wagons, and even the children 
were given pincers with which to pull 
out nails. Experts took the roof off 
an eighty foot building in the time 
it took me to drink a cup of tea.

Section by section, partitions and 
walls were taken apart (a real joiner's 
job), to the admiration of the builders. 
Day by day the men worked and 
whistled, as they found the sections al­
ready marked by the Swedish makers 
where they were to fit. Then the 
transports came and loaded the 
buildfrigs for their respective des­
tinations. Despite appalling weather In 
Melbourne and elsewhere over the 
holiday period, the workers at Eildon 
were blessed with sunshine.

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NEW YEAR HONORS
WILL H. CLAY, M.B.E.

Members of Australian Churches of Christ and 
many other friends of Will H. Clay were delighted 
when it was announced in the New Year Honors 
that this well-loved veteran leader of Social 
Service in the brotherhood had received the 
M.B.E.

Though he was born in Birmingham, England, 
Mr. Clay was brought to Australia at the age of 
two, and it was in this country that he found a 
full and satisfying life-work. He has a splendid 
record of forty-four years' service in our Australian 
churches.

While his ministries at South Melbourne, Vic. 
and Subiaco, W.A. werp outstanding, he soon 
showed after his appointment as secretary and 
superintendent of the Victorian churches' Social 
Service Department in 1926 that this, was to be 
his major work. He has-served as Director since 
1950, and through the years has represented the 
churches on many public organisations.

Many will recall the Food for Britain Appeal 
which he organised after the last war, resulting 
in over 10,000 parcels being forwarded through 
the Social Service Department. But many would 
regard as his major contribution to the brother­
hood the establishment of three splendid homes 
for the aged — the Christian Guest Home, 
Oakleigh; the Emmaus Rest Home, Murrumbeena; 
and the Will H. Clay Nursing Home, Murrumbeena.

He was President of the Victorian Conference, 
1935-36, and it is fitting that B. F. Huntsman, 
present Vic.-Tas. President, should write: "Victoria 
congratulates W. H. Clay, M.B,E., on the honor 
bestowed upon him by the Queen. Victoria has 
benefited in a special way from his labors. While 
the honor is a personal one, it does recognise 
what has been done under his leadership, by a 
brotherhood co-operating together in social re­
sponsibilities."

Social Service leaders in other, States have 
known the help and shared the enthusiasms of 
the Federal Director, and will readily join in the 
congratulations our brother is deservedly re­
ceiving. May there be yet much joy in service for 
Mr. and Mrs. Clay.

The Melbourne Age (7/1/56) featured a fine 
New Year message from Mr. Huntsman, which we 
are happy to reproduce:

"With the festive season over, and most workers 
now back at their daily responsibilities, we can 
now reflect perhaps a little more clearly on the 
ministry of living during 1956. Living is a ministry 
first to ourselves, for out of life's experiences 
comes a widening of the horizons. We' do not live 
to ourselves — always there are others to be con­
sidered, to influence our future, consciously or 
unconsciously; and we can decide which of these 
influences will be allowed to dominate our living.

"The strangled life is one in which there is no 
great priority. Life needs a saving priority, 'Seek 
ye first the Kingdom of God.' But living is also a 
ministry to others. With the coming to Australia 
of many people a little different in color, speech 
and habits, and with the athletes of the world 
visiting us this year, we will have many oppor­
tunities of building goodwill towards others.

"Let us make 1956 a year of building circles of 
friendship, crowding out intolerance, hate, pride, 
insincerity and over-indulgence, and circling in 
love, consideration, truth, friendliness, temperance, 
and all that will help to make the heart of 
Australia Christian."

An honor of a different kind must go to these 

young Australian missionaries, serving with our 
British churches' Mission in India.

Readers will remember that charges were 
brought against a fellow-missionary. Jack Christie, 
and that much expense has been involved in a 
succession of inconclusive trials and other legal 
activity. The bitter experiences involved made 
Keith Skillicorn believe that Mr. Christie had 
been right in originally wishing to gb to jail, 
rather than be involved in frustrating litigation. 
As a result, when charges were levelled against 
Keith himself, he refused bail, and was imprisoned 
as from December 14. "Suffering love is the 
greatest weapon God has given us," he affirms. "If 
we litigate against corruption we only accentuate 
it."

We urge the brotherhood to remember Mr. and 
Mrs. Skillicorn and their young family in earnest 
prayer. Mrs. Skillicorn writes, calmly dependent 
on the care of God and thankful for the many 
letters she has received.

VOICES OF THE VETERANS (1)
A. C. Caldicott's article, "Res­

toration or Monumentation" (A.C. 
20/12/55) will provoke tliought in 
your readers' minds, and depression 
in the hearts of some. However we 
may read our statistics, the fact is 
undeniable that we are making little, 
if any, progress. A crumb of comfort 
may be picked up from the con­
clusions of Mr. Caldicott when we 
examine the Conference reports of 
each State, and similar figures for 
the several denominations, but there 
is little to be elated about. Having 
lived, and ministered, for some years 
in every State of the Common­
wealth, except Western Australia; 
and having a fairly clear recollection 
of the history of Churches of Christ 
in something over sixty years, I may 
be pardoned for stating my reasons 
for the retrogression. It is not pos­
sible to give all of them, fur some 
are major, and others minor.

Among the major ones, the grow­
ing

Lack of Interest 
in Evangelism

is undoubtedly one of the deadliest. 
The gospel service is relatively un­
important to perhaps half of our 
membership. At any rate, quite half 
do not attend. We have lost the vital 
quality of enthusiasm. This is due, 
in part at any rate, to the altered 
attitude of Christians to Scriptural 
verities. The urgency of the gospel 
no longer moves us, and we seldom 
beseech men to "flee from the wrath 
to come."

Ecclesiastlclsm has paralysed a 
majority of our churches. A full- 
time trained preacher is demanded 
in nearly every congregation, whether 
small or great. We admit that Aus­
tralian people are more cultured than 
they were fifty years ago, and a 
majority of Australia's youth has 
some high school education; but the 
sad fact is that young men, without 
full theological training, are not 
often encouraged to exercise their 
gifts, and the rank and file mem­
bership deprecates the "lay preach­
er." Those who take the course of 
studies, provided by training classes 
in almost every State, find little op­
portunity to exercise their gifts, or 
become soul winners. A brother (now 
retired) told me that some years ago 
the Lismore circuit supplied fifteen 
preaching stations with speakers, 
who were trained chiefly by the 
minister of the central church. The 

circuit system, so splendidly demon­
strated by the Methodists, is one of 
the answers to the question, "How 
sliall we stop the drift?"

I am not opposed to educating 
and training our preachers. Every 
man who contemplates a full-time 
ministry should get as much train­
ing as possible, .but there are many 
men in our churches, some of them 
well educated and very capable, who 
could give effective witness if en­
couraged to do so. Those of us who 
urged the establishment of the 
splendid institutions at Glen Iris, 
Woolwich, Glen Leith, and else­
where are disappointed that the 
great progress we predicted has not 
come. The Colleges are not to blame. 
Their work is of great value, but 
we do blame the churches which 
said, "The colleges will train the 
men, and they will do the work"; 
"We do not want to see every Tom, 
Dick and Harry on the platform." 
If Tom, Dick, and Harry cannot 
speak to edification, and are in­
capable of taking a course of train­
ing, they ought not; to be there; but 
if they are acceptable preachers 
we are making a serious blunder by 
not using them.

Let us get back to the New Testa­
ment Ideals — "No difference between 
clergy and laity," "All Christians are 
priests unto God," etc. Do not wait 
for fully equipped places of worship, 
and well organised congregations. Use 
everyone able and willing to serve. 
"Let him that hears, say come."

Suffering from Delusions
Another major hindrance is, in my 

opinion, the delusion that beautiful 
buildings, splendid equipment. Con­
ference departments to take the in­
itiative, ordination of ministers, well 
trained choirs, and elaborate planning 
are necessary before we can commence 
to enlarge our borders. I am not 
against any, or all, of these aids, but 
if we fail to use the means made 
ready to our hands, we will be routed 
by the enemy. When I look back on 
the days of my young manhood, and 
think of the almost complete lack of 
equipment prevailing, and the be­
wildering organisation of today, I am 
filled with amazement. Setting up the 
Lord's Table In a house, commence­
ment of gospel meetings in a hall, 
and the use of earnest, perhaps un­
trained, preachers meant progress, and 
the establishment of a church. This 

Is precisely how the outstanding suc­
cess of the work at Kilburn, S.A., was 
achieved. Scores of other places be­
gan in the same way. Space does not 
permit further illustrations. Let usi 
get back to "the old paths." The 
finest opportunities in history are withI 
us today. Housing areas, soldier 
settlements, new industrial suburbs, 
etc. Get after the children, and you 
will grow a church. They will fiock| 
to your outdoor Bible schools, "Happy 
Hours," Youth Fellowships, etc. It! 
is not so much the theory of "our| 
plea," as its practice; not the building| 
but the people in it; not the in-f 
teUectual presentation of the message, 
but the spirit of the messenger that{ 
matters. Let the Church plan, pray,! 
push, proclaim, and postulate the 
gospel. Ignorant ranting will get us no-j 
where, but do let us once more con-j 
vlnce the people of the reality of the 
Christian life by a living and active। 
presentation of "the truth as it is in I 
Jesus."

Indlanisation, whilst a 
necessity, nevertheless brings its own 
problems. The problems have not been 
made easier by the return of some 
of our older experienced workers in 
recent months.

Christmas cheer monies have been 
appreciated once again this year, 
enabling all districts to have some 
share. Despite the good rains and 
more seasonable employment there 
are still many under-nourished people 
in the villages. Relief is still needed 
for some of these folk.

Miss Vawser writes, "We certainly 
thank the Board for generous 
Christmas gifts. Honestly, you do go 
out of your way to make us realise 
your thoughtfulness . of us all. We 
never doubt your consideration of us 
all. Truly, we will never be able to 
tell you how much we owe you all. 
At all times, just to tell you of our 
problems seems to be such a help."

Mr. and Mrs. E. W. Heard have 
settled in again at Baramatl, having 
charge again of the Boys' Home and 
the general evangelistic work. Other 
changes that have taken place are: 
John Bairagi goes back to the Primary 
school as Principal, whilst Miss K. 
Taylor, who was Principal of the 
school during the period Mr. Bairagi 
was away, takes over the direction of 
the women's evangelistic work. Miss 
H. Skuce has been transferred from 
the women's evangelistic work to 
share in the work at the Bhlgwan 
station,

Mr, and Mrs. Bruce Munro are ex­
pected back from America about Feb­
ruary, and will spend a short time 
in Australia prior to their departure

ISLANDS.
The launch Grace, that was donated 

by a. Victorian family for Island ser­
vice. has rendered excellent service 
during the whole time of operation. 
It has now reached the stage where 
repairs are necessary and very costly, 
since all parts have to be shipped 
from Sydney and have freight and 
customs added.

Commenting on these problems, H. 
J. Finger, writes, "You may have 
noted there has been some expense 
for parts to replace some that have 
worn out. The engine is beginning 
to show signs of wear, and will 
have to have careful nursing 
from now on to keep it going satis­
factorily. The engine has done a lot 
of work in the seven years we have 
had it, and has done about 1,700 fiat 
out, which is the equivalent of 60-70 
miles In a car doing the same num­
ber of hours in a car going flat out. 
We have had no grounds for com­
plaint, since it has never failed us 
when out at sea. There will be other' 
parts needed before very long, so ex­
penses will continue."

As this launch-will have a few more 
years' reasonable service before a new 
engine is Installed, we will, for safety's, 
sake, have to keep the launch in nor­
mal repair. As our general expenses 
are high already, and these costly 
repairs have not been anticipated on 
the budget, we would be open to re­
ceive special donations for this pur­
pose. It should be recaUed that we 
also have two smaller launches, 
necessary to the work, which also 
have to be maintained. Please mark 
special gifts "Launch Fund."

The very splendid camp being held 

at the Illawarra Youtli Centre was 
suddenly stricken on Friday, Dec. 30, 
by a hurricane hail storm. This storm 
climaxed a series of tliunder storms 
in the State, many of them around 
the Illawarra area. Between 3 pun. 
and 4 pm. the dark clouds began to 
gather, and suddenly the storm was 
on us. Visibility was practically nil, 
the hail was deafening. A water spout 
developed on the lake, and seemed to 
draw the lake water into the air to 
about 80 to 100 feet high. This cut a 
path through the water and when it 
hit the land toppled over some of the 
trees on the water front. Fortunately, 
we were just off its path. But with 
the first thrust of the storm, the 
tents were fiattened and two irre- 
pairably damaged, being tom to 
ribbons. One smaller tent was 
damaged, but can be repaired. The 
Burwood cabin, recently erected by 
the Burwood church, was lifted off 
its foundations and twisted around, 
so that it is about twelve feet out of 
alignment. The cabin was tom from 
a 600 gallon tank, which was left 
standing. Next to the Burwood cabin 
was the partly constructed "Isobel" 
cabin, being erected to the memory 
of Mrs. Ada Reilly. This totally 
collapsed. On the opposite side was 
the C.T.B.YF.S.C.E. Cabin being 
erected by the members of the City 
Temple Brotherhood Society of Chris­
tian Endeavor. This was moved from 
its foundations about six feet. The 
campers had decided to give the after­
noon to a working bee, and some of 
them, being plumbers and builders, 
were putting on the roof of this cabin. 
They were just on the ridging, when 
they had to stop because of the 
storm. It now looks as though this 
cabin and the Burwood cabin will 
have to be pulled down and re-built 
because of the damage to the bearers.

Application has been made to the 
Insurance Company, but there is a 
possibility that the cabins were not in­
sured because they ' were under 
constmctlon and not completed.

A piece of weatherboard from one 
of the cabins pierced the end of the 
Assembly Hall through the weather- 
board and masonite lining. The same 
thing happened to the Wollongong 
cabin.

The experience was particularly 
terrifying for some, and we were most 
fortunate to have had Dr. Roy Millar 
of Burwood as guest speaker for 
the day. He was able to attend to 

several cases of hysteria and shock, 
and we are most grateful to him.

The campers were splendid, and 
quickly rallied round to rescue what­
ever could be rescued. The immediate 
problem was accommodation; with 
tents ruined and cabins uninhabitable, 
this was a very real problem. For­
tunately, the very brotherly churches 
of Wollongong and Warrawong came 
to our aid and offered accommodation 
for the number for whom we could 
not cater. Other local folk also made 
offers.

As a result of this lack of accom­
modation, camp had to be broken on 
the Saturday instead of the Monday.

The Camp was marked for excellent 
team work, co-operation and spiritual 
values.

PRAYING FOR UNITY
"The only path to the realisation 

of Christian unity is the path of 
prayer." These words of a Swedish 
pastor express the conviction which 
lies behind the rapidly growing ob­
servance of an annual period of prayer 
for the unity of the Church. The 
Week of Prayer for Christian Unity 
will be observed Jan. 18-25, 1956. 
Christian unity may be sought for in 
theological discussion and negotiation. 
But, as Olive Wyon says in a valuable 
little book,*  "God alone can create 
unity; that is why prayer must be our 
principal activity." And because our 
very divisions have fragmented the 
vision of the one Church for which 
Christ prayed, that prayer must be 
for unity "as Christ wills and by the 
means he wills."

This was the spirit in which the 
late Abbe Paul Couturier, of Lyons, 
who came to be called the Apostle of 
Christian unity, worked and suffered. 
Through the transformation of the 
Week of Prayer for Christian Unity, 
founded In 1907 by two Anglican 
priests, he set himself to light a fire 
of charity in the hearts of all Chris­
tians, which would bum all barriers 
of hatred and suspicion, and shed 
upon their minds the light of the one 
Truth.

For some Roman Catholics, it is 
true, the Week is an occasion for 
prayer "for the conversion of all men 
to Christ within the fold of the Roman 
Catholic Church." Nevertheless, mul­
titudes of Christians have accepted 
Couturier's basis and have made this 
Week of Prayer an event of devotional 
and ecumenical significance. Its ob-.

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servance was endorsed in 1940 by the 
leaders of the Faith and Order move­
ment and continues to be vigorously 
commended by the Commission on 
Faith and Order of the World Coun­
cil of Churches.

It draws in Christians from the 
Reformed and Lutheran Churches, 
from many other Protestant bodies, 
from the Anglican Communion 
throughout the world, as well as from 
the Orthodox Church, and from 
Roman Catholic churches in Prance, 
Germany, Italy, Belgium, Hungary, 
Ireland, the U.S.A.; from a leper 
colony in the South Seas and an In­
dian village in Mexico, The Roman 
Catholic literature has penetrated 
this year to Brazil, Iran, Iraq, Korea; 
the Faith and Order leaflet has been 
translated into various languages, in­
cluding Thal,

Some account of the diverse ways 
in which Christians use this Week 
may be of help to others who wish 
to join in this great venture of 
prayer. In the United Kingdom its 
observance is already widespread, with 
public meetings held in many cities. 
It would be hard to over-estimate 
t^e Importance which many Chris­
tians in East Germany attach to this 
occasion for united prayer, in the 
faith that "our walls of separation 
do not reach to heaven," as an East 
German pastor put it. One congre­
gation in Berlin uses each evening 
during the Week for a period of 
prayer based on study of the great 
pioneers of Christian unity. There is 
already a well-established observance 
among many German Protestants of 
the Week of Prayer of the World's 
Evangelical Alliance at the beginning 
of January,

In Australia, as January falls in the 
height of the summer holiday season, 
the period between Ascension and 
Pentecost has been chosen as a more 
appropriate time. An unofficial com­
mittee was formed in 1955 with the 
approval of the various Churches, and 
it Issues a leaflet and arranges mid­
day services in the cities during that 
week.

In many ways Christians are 
awakening to the glory of the vision 
which is set before us, and to re­
pentance for the sins which, by per­
petuating divisions, deprive us of its 
realisation. And once their minds and 
hearts have been stirred by that vision, 
they will surely not be content to 
pray for unity during only one week 
of the year, but will pray faithfully 
and continually for the fulfilment of 
Christ's promise that there shall be 
"one fiock, and one Shepherd,"

In the Financial Calendar of the 
British churches, whereby each Com­
mittee is allocated a month in the 
year in which to make its appeal to 
the churches, the month of May is 
given to the Missionary Committee.

In addition to this, however, It has 
become the custom for a number of 
years past for the Missionary Com­
mittee to make a special Christmas 
appeal. Families are asked to make a 
collection at the table or social 
gathering for missionary funds, and 
this usually has good,results.

A number of churches also hold 
Christmas Fairs. The church at 
Evington-rd., Leicester, has raised 
£200 by such an event, and the 
church at Burnley raised £50. It was 
from Burnley that Mary Bannister 
went out to Nyasaland, and the 
church has always had a strong mis­
sionary interest.

A Christmas Fair at Rodney-st., 
Wigan, raised £200 towards the cost 
of re-roofing the chapel and the 
renovations made necessary by such 
a major building operation.

A new chapel has been opened and 
dedicated at Hindley, near Wigan. 
Local members had some anxious 
hours prior to the ceremony. Wide­
spread fog, persisting for some days, 
dislocated transport over a wide area 
and some of the furnishings were not 
delivered until four hours before the 
chapel was to be opened. Workmen 
were on the site even as the congre­
gation was assembling. The dedication 
service was conducted by J. L. Colver, 
General Secretary.

Not for many years have the 
British churches undertaken such a 
heavy programme of new buildings 
and extensions of old ones. Whilst all 
rejoice In this, it has one unfortunate 
consequence. Heavy building costs 
make appeals to the churches 
necessary. At the present time some 
half dozen churches are making 
simultaneous appeals for financial 
help towards the cost of new build­
ings, either for church or Bible school.

The Social Questions Committee re­
ports the adoption of the 30th leper 
child under the BELRA scheme. Each 
child is given two years' treatment, 
with every * possibility of a cure, the 
cost being borne by the church or 
school making the adoption.

Prospective overseas visitors are re­
minded that the Annual Conference 
of the British churches will be held 
Aug. 6-9. Conference has been in­
vited by the Manchester district 
churches, arid the Conference ses­
sions will probably be held in a 
Manchester chapel or, at any rate, 
in the near vicinity of Manchester. 
Local committees are already at work
