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The church at Parkdale, Vic., pur­
chased a hut from Eildon through 
the Campbell Edwards Trust. A group 
of volunteers spent a week at 
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Workers on the job at Parkdale.

Christmas dismantling the building, 
which was transported free of cost 
by three of the Bible school parents, 
to the comer of Imes and Chandler- 

Sts. This block of land had been 
donated by a church member for the 
purpose of erecting a youth hall.

Local working bees and skilled 
labor were organised by F. Jones, to 
prepare for a brotherhood working 
bee. The CM.S., witli the assistance 
of T. R. Morris, organised men of 
surrounding districts to work on June 
16. Plans for this day were handi­
capped by heavy rain. Volunteers 
arrived at 7.30 a.m., but disbanded. 
When the weather improved, 50 men 
were on the job and by dusk more 
than half the walls were erected and- 
portion of the roof ready for iron. 
More than a quarter of the building 
was primed.

The following Saturday, many of 
the men returned, and while the 
building was not completed, much 
work was done, including erection of 
walls,t laying most of the floor and 
half of the roof. Further local work­
ing bees will complete the job, which 
is estimated at approximately £2,500. 
Ladies of the church provided morn­
ing and afternoon tea, and meals.

The church at Parkdale appreciates 
the help of all volunteers. This hall 
will now make it possible to hold the 
present Bible school of over 100 kin- 
ders in a worshipful atmosphere, and 
to cater for mid-weelc activities for 
youth, who have no provision on the 
east side of Nepean Highway.

Bible Reading: Malachi 3: 1-7.
The garden is hardly the place where 

we expect to find cleanliness; rather 
the opposite is the general rule. For to 
spend many minutes working in the 
garden, is usually to be sure of dirty 
hands— dirty clothes, dirty shoes.

For the thought of finding cleanliness 
In the garden is quite foreign to us. 
But to certain Bible people it was 
far from unusual. As a matter of 
fact, to many people the practice of 
finding material for washing in the 
garden was as familiar as finding 
food for the table.

Soap in the form that we know it 
today was quite "unknown in older 
days, but the word "soap" has de­
rived from terms which were used of 
a preparation of vegetable alkali. 
The method of producing the pre­
paration was by burning the par­
ticular plant, and adding enough 
water to the burnt ashes to make a 
thick paste, which later would solidify.

It is said that numerous plants 
capable of yielding alkalis still grow 
in abundance in parts of Palestine, 
and that many people still choose 
to use the cleansing properties of 
these plants in preference to the 
modem soaps. So, in a real sense, 
the garden produces cleanliness.

But in a richer, deeper sense, the 
garden speaks to us of cleanliness 
of thought. The beauty of blending 
colors and fragrant flowers is always 
good recompense for soiled hands 
and soiled clothes.

To pause for a few moments In the 
well-kept garden is always a good 
"mind-wash." To think of the God 

of love and beauty behind the won-• 
ders of creation is always soul- 
cleansing.

In Formosa, during World War II, 
an elderly woman and a young man, 
both of whom had had a course of 
training in a Bible school and had 
become evangelists to theh own 
people, started gathering small groups 
of people together for Bible in­
struction. The method caught on and 
began to spread, until there was a 
real Bible movement. The Japanese, 
fearing it might have , some political 
significance, tried to stamp it out, 
but they only succeeded in driving 
it underground. . . . From time to 
time, little groups of mountain people 
would creep down the valleys under 
cover of night, slip past the police 
cordons, and make their way to a 
house where a Christian teacher 
lived. They would rouse him from 
sleep with the request: "Teacher, 
give us a Bible lesson. We have only 
half an hour to spare, for we must 
be back home by day-break." For 
half an hour they had their Bible 
class, then, their lesson over, they 
would slip back to the mountains, 
carrying with them a few more 
crumbs of th? gospel to share with 
their folk at home .. . When the 
missionaries returned after the war 
they found that thousands had be­
come Christians and were waiting 
to be received into the Church: the 
fruit of the work of two humble, ill- 
trained workers, with only the Bible 
in -their hands.—A. M. Chirgwin.

Principal W. G. ROBINSON ("Christian World") sees the Epistle to 
Philemon as ....

A SHEET OF NOTEPAPER
You might call the letter of the 

apostle Paul to Philemon a mere 
sheet of notepaper, for it is the 
shortest of all his letters and it can­
not have been much larger than a 
single sheet when he first wi'ote (or 
dictated it) in Greek. But what kind 
of a sheet of notepaper did he write 
on? Let us tlirow our minds back 
to the time when Paul and others, 
both within and outside the New 
Testament, were writing their letters, 
and imagine the circumstances. Our 
word "paper" comes from the old 
word "papyrus," which was the 
material on which most of the writing 
was done at the beginning of the 
Christian era. It was made from the 
pith of the papyrus, a sedge-like 
plant, laid in strips in a vertical and 
then in a horizontal layer for each 
sheet, damped, glued, pressed, dried, 
and smoothed; each sheet was roughly 
of quarto size—that is, nine or ten 
inches by five. The pen was a 
sharpened reed, the ink a mixture of 
soot, water and gum. If the writing 
was a lengthy letter or a treatise, the 
sheets were gummed together, side by 
side, to form a roll which might be 
as long as sixty or seventy sheets. 
The letter to Philemon can hardly 
have been longer than a single sheet 
rolled up into a tiny scroll, tied pp, 
and addressed on the back.

Many of our letters today run to 
conventional formulae. .The address 
. .' . Dear So-and-so. How are you 
keeping? News .. . Love from all of 
us ... Yours .. . The writer's name. 
So with the letters of the ancient 
world. They too had their formulae, 
First the name of the sender, then 
of the recipient . .. Greeting and 
thanksgiving. The- body of the letter 
. . . Good luck! Farewell! You will 
notice that Paul's letters conform 
largely to this type, but with important 
differences: he "Christianises" them; 
his greetings are concerned with grace 
and peace and love; his farewells and 
good wishes have nothing to do. with 
luck; and he makes a place for 
earnest prayer for his readers.

A Simple Letter
We have grown so used to think­

ing of New Testament "epistles" (a 
high-sounding word which suggests 
a high-sounding piece of literature) 
that we tend to forget that funda­
mentally they are simply letters. This 
is certainly true of the letter to 
Philemon, even though-some of Paul's 
other letters had a more careful 

literary flavor and were meant to be 
passed round (cf. Col. 4: 16). To re­
capture something of its nature as a 
simple letter, let us turn to a modem 
translation such as the Revised Stan­
dard Version or Moffatt, or to a 
translation-paraphrase like J. B. 
Phillips' Letters to Young Churches. 
It then stands out clearly as what 
Mr. Phillips neatly calls a "covering" 
letter, sent by Paul with Oneslmus, 
a slave who had run away from 
his master Philemon, who was a 
Christian in whose house the Colos- 
slan church met. Paul was in prison, 
and we do not know how he had come 
into touch with the runaway— pos­
sibly through Epaphras, who belonged 
to Colossae and was with Paul at 
the time this letter and Colossians 
were written (Col. 1: 7; 4: 12). One- 
simus, whose name meant "Useful," 
had been far from useful to Philemon 
(Phllem. 11) : possibly he had stolen 
a sum of money from his master; 
certainly he had run away and so 
deprived his owner of the use of him­
self as his property. Here, at its 
simplest, is Paul sending him back 
to his master with a brief accom­
panying note.

What it Tells us about
Paul

If ever a writer's character could 
be seen on one sheet of notepaper, 
it is here. It was a difficult task 
which Paul essayed. Philemon was 
a Christian, but he was also a slave, 
owner and he had been deeply 
wronged, according to the slave- 
owning standards of the Roman 
Empire. It was with the most delicate 
tact, and yet with a firm touch, that 
Paul approached him. Paul had the 
right to make Remands upon Philemon 
—as ills Christian leader, as one to 
whom Philemon owed his very self 
(verse 19), as one who could expect 
to count on his partnership (verse 
17),.and as a prisoner grown old in 
Christ's service (or, as the variant 
reading of verse 9 has it, as an am­
bassador of Christ). Instead, he asked 
for his willing consent and co- 
operation (verse 14); he dared to en­
liven his letter with a joke about 
Useful who had been useless, and 
with a mock I.O.U. (verse 18); and 
he opened and closed the letter in 
the most natural way by sending 
greetings to the whole church and 
by assuming that there would always 
be a guest room at his disposal in 
Philemon's home (verse 22). It is a 
masterpiece of persuasive letter- 
writing. But it is more than that.

It ls "a priceless memorial of the 
great apostle" and of the way he 
fulfilled his apostleship.

Wliat it Tells us about 
the Church

The letter is equally revealing In 
showing us a picture of one of the 
early lchurches. The church Itself 
stands out clearly — probably in 
Colossae, meeting in the home of a 
wealthy Christian, led by Philemon 
and Apphla (his wife?) and Archippus 
(their son?), and with many happy 
contacts with other Christians (as 
the closing verses show). It speaks 
of fellowship or partnership among 
"saints" (verses 5, 7)—the members 
are fellow-workers, fellow-soldiers, 
(verses 1, 2) and fellow-prisoners 
(verse 23) with Paul in- a fellowship 
of faith (verse 6), and in partnership 
one with another (verse 17); they 
can expect unlimited service and "re­
freshing" from each other; they are 
bound together by no merely human 
ties but by that grace of God and of 
his Son which sustains their in­
dividual and their corporate lives.

Wbat it Tolls us about 
Christianity in Action

Paul's plea must have been suc­
cessful, or we should scarcely have 
had the letter preserved. He was 
right in his judgment about the kind 
of church it was, and the kind of 
members in it. But there is a serious 
problem which remains on our hands. 
Paul seems to take slavery for 
granted. He does not condemn it or 
protest against it. Was he wilfully 
blind to it? Was he afraid of the 
dangers of Christianity being equated 
with social unrest? Was he "soft- 
pedalling" so as to be tactful to 
Philemon? No. Although there is no 
open attack on slavery, its death- 
knell is sounded in the very nature 
of a Church to which such a letter 
could be written and of a Saviour 
who had called such a Church into 
being. In Christ there is neither bond 
nor free (Gal. 3: 28; Col. 3: 11). So 
Paul sends Oneslmus back "no 
longer as a slave but more than a 
slave, a beloved brother" (verse 16). 
Slavery is transformed and trans­
cended. It has been supposed that 
Oneslmus later became an important 
figure in the Christian Church, and 
even that he helped to collect and 
publish Paul's letters. His importance 
is more than that. Without being 
freed, he had received his freedom 
in Christ: being freed In Christ, he 
was bond-slave to Christ to serve 
him continually (cf. 1 Cor. 7: 21, 22).

Native Welfare in Australia
In the Northern Territory, today, 

we have less than 14,000 aborigines, 
all told, and we estimate that only 
600 of them are still nomadic; that 
all the others are in regular touch 
with Europeans, and more than half 
of them are living in close asso­
ciation with Europeans. In a State 
like New South Wales, where there 
are about 11,000 persons described 
as aborigines, most of them are of 
mixed blood, and all of them are 
living in close touch with Europeans.

I mention this to remind you that 
the advancement of native welfare 
today is not simply a question of 
ministering to the primitive and 
nomadic tribesmen of the Central 
Australian deserts. The major task 
—and, indeed, the more urgent, com­
plex and difficult task—is set by 
those native people who have already 
lost touch or are losing touch with 
their aboriginal way of life, and have 
not yet been fully received into the 
European way of life.

In the whole of Australia, the num­
ber of persons of aboriginal blood, 
who are classified by the statis­
tician as "aborigines," number only 
73,000. That is a very small number, 
when set against the background of 
a total Australian population of nine 
million. In round figures, 46,000 of 
this total are full bloods, and about 
27,000 are mixed bloods. Nearly all 
the mixed bloods, and about 24,000 
of the full bloods, are living in 
proximity to European settlements. 
That is to say "that probably less 
than one-third of all the "aborigines" 
in Australia are still more strongly 
under aboriginal influence than un­
der European influence. Of these, 
about 3,000 are in Queensland; about 
3,000 in the Northern Territory and 
about 15,000 in the northern part of 
Western Australia and in the cen­
tral desert regions of Western Aus­
tralia.

A Social Problem
The second point I should like to 

make is that the work of native 
welfare in Australia in the present 
day is a social problem, and not a 
racial problem. What do I mean by 
that distinction? A social problem 
is a problem concerning the way 
in which people can live together in 
the same society, with benefit to 
themselves and to each other. For 
example, slums and poverty are 
social problems. Behaviour of the 
child delinquent, or of the alcoholic, 
or of the mentaUy retarded, or of 
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the unemployable, are all social prob­
lems. There are problems set by a 
small group in the community who 
find difficulty in fitting into the life 
of, and achieving the standards of, 
the rest of the community. It be­
comes the responsibility of the com­
munity to help improve their con­
ditions and to change their outlook, 
so that they can live as happy and 
useful members of the society to 
which they belong. There is no 
thought of shutting them out from 
the community, for it is recognised 
that they do belong to it. A racial 
problem, however, is a problem con­
cerning the way in which two groups 
of people of different race may live 
in the same community, while main­
taining their separateness as a group 
and retaining the physical character­
istics, the traditions and habits which 
mark them as belonging to a separate 
race.

I suggest that the problem of native 
welfare in Australia is not a racial 
problem at all. There can be no doubt 
that the only possible future for the 
very small minority of aboriginal 
people in Australia today is to merge 
Into and be received as full members 
of the great community of nine mil­
lion European persons which sur­

rounds them. It may take several 
generations for this to be achieved, 
but I feel sure that it will be 
achieved.

Our Individual 
Responsibility

If you agree with me that this is 
a social problem, then two conse­
quences will follow. The first is that 
you will set out deliberately and 
consciously, to give all these people, 
and especially the younger generation, 
all reasonable opportunity of be­
coming members of the -Australian 
community on terms equal to those 
of any other member of the Aus­
tralian community. The second is 
that you will recognise that, as in 
every other- social problem, regard 
has to be paid first of all to the 
individual.

The task that is , lying at your 
doorstep and at my doorstep is to 
see that this boy and that girl has 
the chance to live a better life, that 
each is helped as an Individual, and 
that each, as an individual, over­
comes the handicap which he or 
she carries.

This tendency on the part of the 
Australian community to think oi 
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the Australian natives simply as a 
group and to forget the individual, is 
associated with two other very mark­
ed tendencies. The first is the ten­
dency to let the Government do 
the whole job. The second is the 
tendency, which is so common as to 
become almost a national character­
istic, to carry resolutions of protests 
or exaltations rather than to do 
anything of a practical kind that 
will make an immediate difference 
to the life of another human being.

You, and not the Government, 
form the community into which he 
or she is to be received. You, and 
not the Government, are the society 
that can either encourage a new 
member or can repress him. You, 
and not the Government, have in 
your hands the power to help this 
individual to live a happy and a use­
ful life alongside you, or to reject 
him so that he must live as an 
outcast, no matter what may have 
been done by the Government to 
educate him or to teach him Euro­
pean ways. I have found that for 
every ten persons in Australia today, 
who are eager to tell someone else 
what to do, there is only one here 
and there who is ready to put out 

his own hand in friendship to help 
the individual colored man, woman, 
boy or girl to live a better life.

The Government's Task
My own Government has respon­

sibility in the Northern Territory, for 
about 13,000 to 14,000 colored persons, 
including mixed bloods. In the cur­
rent financial year we are providing 
under various headings a total of at 
least £lm. to be spent on their be­
half. Included in this total is a sum 
of approximately £240,000 for capital 
works, mainly in the form of build­
ings and settlements or schools for 
aborigines or houses. We are providing 
about £260,000 for an item on our 
own departmental vote which is 
called "maintenance." That covers 
the maintenance of natives in 
Governmental settlements, the main­
tenance of natives other than wage- 
earners on pastoral properties, and 
measures taken at various settle­
ments to provide the people with occu­
pations. For financial assistance to 
the Christian missions in the North­
ern Territory about £169,000 is pro­
vided. There is £62,000 for special 

schools for aborigines and about 
£ 78,000 for the construction of 
schools on pastoral properties. In 
addition, there is the salary of the 
officers directly engaged in native 
welfare work and provision for health 
measures, in which the natives share 
on exactly the same terms as other 
members of the community.

Finally, I should like to refer to 
the great contribution which the 
Christian missions are making to this 
essential work. The Commonwealth 
Government's appreciation of what 
the missions are doing is shown in 
practical form by the fact that we 
are assisting their work financially 
to an increasing extent. We recog­
nise that in educational and health 
measures and occupational training, 
as well as in the spiritual care of 
the aborigines, they are doing much 
to advance the aims of the Govern­
ment for the advancement of native 
welfare. Beyond that, we regard the 
work of the missions as being of 
special value because of what they 
are doing in their religious teaching 
to give meaning and value to the life 
of these people. No man or woman 
can live and grow in a vacuum of 
no beliefe

Broadcast quizzes provide en­
joyable and informative entertain­
ment for the listening audience, who 
learn a great deal about human 
nature, its frailty, naivety, and even 
Its loveliness of character.

A Personal Quiz
A quiz about ourselves would re­

veal similar characteristics in us, 
so that "it ill becomes the best of 
us to criticise the rest of us." As we 
go through life, the rewards, in pros­
pect, can be very heartening. Start­
ing off as children, we learn that, 
if we are attentive and studious at 
school, there is the eventual reward 
of the Leaving Certificate, with its 
"open-sesame" to many otherwise 
closed doors. We may go to the 
University to study our chosen course, 
with its reward of degrees in Arts, 

Medicine, Law, Engineering, etc. — 
provided we can answer the ques­
tions!

But all of us pass through many 
other quizzes. Who will be our 
friends? We need companionship. What 
aesthetics will claim our attention? 
We must keep a healthy mind. Shall 
music, literature, painting, architec­
ture be our choice? What sporting 
activities shah we employ to pre­
serve a healthy body? Shall we be 
a player or an onlooker? How will 
we deal with religion? Shall we feed 
or neglect 'the soul and our spiritual 
nature? All this is quizzing we can­
not avoid. Our lives will be colored 
by the . answers we give. More than 
that, our . destiny is determined by 
the reply we make to certain ques­
tions. We cannot evade the question 
that began with Pilate, "What will I 
do with Jesus, who is called Christ?" 
We are not in a position to wash 
our hands of the matter. Our subse­
quent behaviour depends on our de­
cision.

The "Jack-pot" Prize
We have each been bom into this 

world with a part to play in the 
overall plan of God. Questions of 
right and wrong will frequently re- 

quhe decisions whicli will affect our 
neighbors, as well as ourselves for 
J'no man llveth unto himself." The 
question that Pilate ' asked in his 
dilemma has become the personal 
prerogative of every thinking human 
being. It is the "jack-pot" question 
in the Quiz of Life for all men 
everywhere. The prize of life — life 
here and now, in him; life hereafter, 
eternally with him. If we fail to 
answer correctly, the consolation 
prize isn't worth collecting. It is all 
or nothing. You remember the rich 
young ruler who went away sorrowful 
because he had great possessions? 
He had rejected the best of 
aU possessions, "the pearl of great 
price." You remember Zacchaeus? 
The Quizmaster said to him, "This 
day is salvation come to thy house," 
and his wealth immediately fell into 
its proper perspective. "1 give the 
half of my goods to feed the poor," 
was his response, for money was 
no longer the biggest thing in life's 
quest. "What shall it profit a man 
if he shall gain the whole world, and 
lose his own soul?" Money will buy 
far man certain satisfactions that 
are temporary and purchasable. But 
the best things in life are free. "What 
shall I do then with Jesus?" He 
that will, let him take . . . freely — 
of Jesus, the Water of life.

Aoba Missionaries Speak
FORGIVE THEM

Forgiveness in any language is 
easier to say than to practise. Often 
we blithely ask God's forgiveness 
for some sin of omission or com­
mission which we did, knowing be­
forehand of his disapproval, and 
knowing that we will do it again. 
Or else we say we forgive someone, 
and still let the deed raise a barrier 
between us.

I would like to share with you a 
word from Ndui Ndul, which here 
expresses forgiveness. Not that the 
people are any different in practice, 
but the word struck me as worthy of 
comment.

Ndormndoniikora. It is a compound 
word made up from ndormi, the 
heart, and kora, to lie or pretend or 
gammon.

Ndormi as a noun is the heart, 
the seat of the emotions. But by 
using a verbal prefix It becomes a 
word of action and so is used for 
thinking and willing. In some ways 
these people know better than we do, 
for it is desire springing from the 
heart which sets our thoughts moving. 
Jesus knew this, and repeatedly em­
phasised it.

Now the word kora at first seems 
strange. It can be used to imply that 
someone is lying or deceiving, also 
pretending, but when the words are 
linked it comes out like this; "think­
ing as if the thing committed was 
only pretence." Now here the whole 
significance comes out. We say, 
"Father, forgive" (ndormndormkora), 
and we are asking God to think or 
will as though whatever happened 
has not happened, and so the original 
relationship is restored.

There it is, the restoration of the 
original relationship. God forgives us 
and puts us back on the same in­
timate footing as existed before sin 
came In to break the relationship. 
We forgive and we stop being 
offended, and even though remem­
brance of the deed still remains, it 
does not rankle. It does not affect 
our actions to the one sinning 
against us.

The repetition of the word ndorm 
adds emphasis. It makes the action 
timeless. Forgiveness is not something 
we do now, and then forget about.

It Involves tomorrow, and tomorrow, 
and tomorrow, and what is, has been 
and will be. It is the will in action, 
dominating the events which go on 
about us, bringing them into their 
proper relationship with people.

So much of the world needs to 
know what is™ involved in forgiveness. 
Not the least of them are the people 
here. Though they had, and still have, 
this word, in the past the people of 
Aoba were noted for the relentless­

ness of their feuds, grandparents 
passing on the feud to the grand­
children. But now the knowledge of 
God is slowly taking over, and for­
giveness one day may be real and 
vital in the personal life, just as 
the word is real and vital and a 
constant reminder of the power of 
a loving God.— F. Beale, Aoba.

OFTEN TOO LATE
A young man came one Sunday 

morning to my house, and asked for 
iron tablets. I asked who needed 
them, and why. Old Moses felt weak 
after an attack of fever, and wanted 
them. The next day we heard that, 
even while Robert was asking for 
the tablets, the man was dead.

It's amazing how many people will 
leave sickness of any kind unattended 
for a long time. These people have 
received much help and Instruction 
in caring for their bodies in sickness 
and health. The establishment of 
the hospital has been a wonderful 
means of helping them. Health talks 
and demonstrations at women's meet­
ings, and Informal talks by the way- 
side, have an been given for many 
years.

Those In nearby villages, with con­

stant contact and help, are often the 
worst offenders. One mother brought 
her little girl, who was just covered 
in yaws, which is a type of tropical 
ulcer. These ulcers were painful, and 
the child had to have quite a num­
ber of injections before they cleared 
up. She had been like that for three 
weeks before they came for treat­
ment, and it's only ten minutes' walk 
to the hospital. The same, woman 
brought her son two months later 
in the very same condition. That is 
one example out of many.

To teach the older ones seems 
futile. The young folk are much more 
likely to learn, and to use what they 
learn.•

In the intermediate school at Ndui 
Ndui we're making an effort to 
really teach them. Thanks to the 
Young Women's Fellowship of Vic­
toria and Tasmania we have a very 
smart little first-aid cabinet, and all 
that is needed to do minor dressings, 
and attend to the usual ailments of 
school children here.

During playtime each day, three 
senior girls set to work, preparing 
the dressings and applying them. In 
that way the senior girls, who wlU 
be the mothers of tomorrow, are 
learning how to care for sickness. 
The younger children are to come, 
receive treatment and report sickness 
quickly. Every sickness, even a 
scratch, must be reported. If not re­
ported, drastic treatment follows. 
Some of the sores we're expected to 
dress we can't even see, but that's 
better than coming for iron tablets 
when a man is already dead!—W. M. 
Beale, Aoba.

Religious persecution in Colombia 
has been intensified. Protestants 
there are in the most serious situation 
to confront them since the start of 
the difficulties in 1948. In a com­
munication dated May 1, the Evan­
gelical Confederation of Colombia 
states that during the second half 
of April, 30 Evangelical churches 
were closed and seven Colombian 
pastors jailed. All forms of violence 
have again appeared: shooting, 
threats, and every sort of pressure 
through the civil authorities, in­
cluding jailing, fines, sealing of 
churches, etc.

Sunday, June 24 was the climax 
to seven years of missionary pioneer­
ing, evangelism, and Christian edu­
cation by Australian Baptists in New world, 
Guinea, when fifty-seven converts 
confess^ Christ in the first bap­
tismal service at the Baiyer River, 
headquarters of the Baptist Mission. 
A second baptismal service is planned 
408

for Lumis, second centre of population 
in the district. The formation of 
the Church will, it is expected, take 
place on July 22. Australian Baptist 
leaders will be present for the Field 
Conference, and opening of the C. J. 
and Blildred Tinsley HospitaL We 
rejoice with our Baptist brethren in 
these celebrations.

A consultation took place at the 
Ecumenical Institute at Bossey near 
CeUgny, Switzerland, from April 30 
to May 4 on the present and future 
use by the churches of "audio­
visual media." It brought together 
specialists in radio, television, cinema, 
slides and film-strips,- and represen­
tatives of the iUustrated press, all 
engaged in the service of the Chur­
ches of Great Britain and nine con­
tinental countries. Their exchange of 
information and ideas will make pos­
sible a more far-reaching and well 
defined collaboration. In particular, 
it will be of continuing help to the. 
Protestant minority Churches in the 
Latin countries; these Churches were 
represented by several delegates, who 
made clear the difficulties which they 
had to face. The conference was 
both theoretical and practical. The 
participants were shown films, color 
slides, film-strips and television re­
cordings, which gave rise to lively 
debates: iUustrated. magazines, docu­
ments, film criticisms and posters 
were put at their disposal. They also 
paid a visit to the radio and tele­
vision studios of Radio Geneva.

With the passing of the age of the 
apostles, there terminated an alto­
gether exceptional state of things 
which had prevailed since the day of 
Pentecost, and caused these abnor­
mal gifts of the Holy Spirit to cease. 
This, I believe, gives the reason why, 
in these days, the sick man is not 
always restored to health, even when 
he is anointed with oil in the name 
of the Lord.—T. J. Johnston, Laun­
ceston, Tas.
