Thirty years ago, the term "Social Service" 

was practically unknown amongst Churches of 
Christ in Australia. "Temperance Committees" 
sought to curb the liquor traffic and other such 
social evils. But service to society in accord 
with the "second great commandment," "Thou 
Shalt love thy neighbor as thyself," was almost
nonexistent.

Today a totally different pic-, 
ture is, presented. In all main­
land States we have Homes 
dedicated to meeting the often 
desperate need of elderly men 
and women for accommoda­
tion, care and hospitalisation. 
In W.A. there is a hospital con­
ducted by members of Churches 
of Christ. In N.S.W. and Tas­
mania there are Boys' Homes 
where neglected, unwanted, and 
even homeless boys are given 
all that goes with a true home 
— care, . individual attention, 
sustenance, love, a chance in 
life, and, above all, a spiritual 
foundation and Christian train­
ing for life.

In four States there are chap­
lains appointed to take Christ 
and 'the ministry of his Church 
to the sick and dying in our 
great public hospitals.

Marriage guidance, education on social ques­
tions, the provision of relief for the needy, care 
for displaced persons and political refugees, 
prison chaplaincy, prisoner rehabilitation, minis­
try to migrants, active representation on social, 
communal, national and international organisa­
tions, endeavor to correct social evils, the con­
duct of the Christian Fellowship Association, 
etc., are amongst the practical services being 
rendered.

Whence came the inspiration, vision, and im­
petus which have wrought so remarkable a 
recognition and fulfilling of the social implica­
tions of the Christian gospel? From a man upon 
whom the -Author, of Christianity, the Lord of 
the Church, laid his hand, calling him to leader­
ship in the realm of the application of Chris­
tianity to social needs and questions.

For 50 years, through varied experiences, cir­
cumstances and positions, the Lord prepared 

Will H. Clay for this special work. Then, 30 
years ago, he set him aside to accomplish it. 
So well has he labored, so clearly has he im­
parted his vision to others, so deeply has he 
moved them with his own zeal to make the vision 
reality, that amazing advances have been made. 
The story of the development of the social
conscience and institutions of our brotherhood 

is almost like a fairy tale in 
the rapidity with which the- 
seemingly impossible has been 
accomplished.

Now in his 82nd year, yet 
still alert of mind, clear of 
eye, keen of hearing, Mr. Clay 
has, nevertheless, been feeling 
the physical strain of his con­
stant service, and has been 
compelled to seek relief there­
from. The Victorian Committee 
acquie^ed in his desire, but 
has requested him to continue 
as Director, simply in a con­
sultative and representative 
capacity.

To honor Mr. Clay for his 
30 years of outstandingly suc­
cessful and effective work on 
Social Service, and to celebrate 
the 21st anniversary of the 
formation of Mr. Clay's brain- 
child, the Christian Fellowship

Association, a dinner and public meeting were 
arranged by the Social Service Committee at 
Lygon-st. chapel, Carlton, Vic., on Tuesday, Sept. 
4. At the dinner, attended by representatives of 
Conference and all Departments, tributes were 
paid by V. L. Gole (Vic.-Tas. Conference), Mrs. 
M. Ward (Social Service Women's Auxiliary), 
Howard Earle (Federal Conference), H. J. Pat­
terson and Reg. P. Clark (friends and associates), 
Mrs. H. Miller (Homes' staffs and guests), R. A.

CAN A WOMAN SERVE?
While it is agreed in aU circles 

that women should, can and do give 
themselves for service in the Church, 
the exact nature of the service which 
they may render has always been a 
matter of controversy. We cannot 
hope to dispel the genuine doubts 
and prejudices of the past centuries 
in one study, but we can, with fuU 
assurance, place on record that which 
the Bible states.

Women form part of the Living 
Body which is the Church, and as 
such, have a function to perform. As 
God's messengers, they carried the 
glad tidings from the tomb, "He is 
not here, but risen." As part of the 
waiting gi'oup in the Upper Room, 
they joined in the prayer and suppli­
cation whicli culminated in the re­
joicing of three thousand saved souls 
on the Day of Pentecost.

Authorisation for Service
The inspired Word of God speaks 

of Dorcas as being a "woman, full 
of good works and almsdeeds which 
she did" (Acts 9: 35). One cannot 
read the story of this woman, of 
Peter and the miracle of her rising 
from the dead, and doubt God's 
authorisation of the service which she 
performed.

Again, we read Paul's commen­
dation of the women in Timothy's 
life, "I call to remembrance the 
unfeigned faith in thy grandmother, 
Lois, and thy mother, Eunice; and 
I am persuaded thht in thee also" 
(2 Tim. 1: 5). Could any mother 
want a better testimonial than that 
her son had the same strong faith 
in God whicli she had learned from 
her mother and imparted to him?

On a still wider field, a woman and 
her husband, Priscilla and Aquila, 
were used of the Holy Spirit to bring 
Apollos, "an eloquent man, mighty in 
the Scriptures" to see "the way of 
God more perfectly" (Acts 18: 24-26).

Philip, an evangelist, "had four 
daughters,, virgins, which did pro­
phesy" (Acts 21: 9). The apostle 
Paul sanctioned theh' prophesying by 
his uncondemning presence in their 
father's house. Moreover, he gives 
instructions to the Corinthian church 
on the nature of their attire when 
prophesying (1 Cor. 11).

We note from Paul's Epistle to the 
Philippians that women labored v/ith 
him "in the gospel" (Phil. 4: 3). 
Yet Paul tays, "I suffer not a woman 
to teach" (1 Tim. 2: 12). Is he con­
demning tlie women who labored with 
him, or Phoebe whom he commends 

to the church in Rome (Rom. 16: 1), 
or Priscilla, whom he instructed? No. 
The Greek construction would sup­
port the statement that, while Paul 
considered it the duty of men to 
preach, teach and pray publicly, he 
placed no similar duty on- women, 
leaving it rather for each individual 
woman to serve where God called, 
privately, as in Eunice's case, or 
publicly, as in Priscilla's.

In explanation of the seeming 
contradiction of Paul's view, "Let the 
women keep silence in the churches" 
(1 Cor. 14: 34), it is rather a con­
demnation of idle gossiping which 
destroys the reverence of the service, 
for he says, "Let your women keep 
from chattering like monkeys in the 
churches." Thus, no personal blame 
falls on the sincere woman who 
speaks "a word for Christ."

There is, however.

Limitation of Service
She is not to usurp "authority 

over man." Here the Word is clearly 
defined, and stands no criticism. (1 
Tim. 2: 13.) Man, being "first form­
ed," was to be the one in authority 
when the occasion arose for earthly 
leadership. Rather than preventing 
women from service in the Church, 
this tends to relieve' them from the 
responsibility of the "ordering" of 
the work, and gives them the free­
dom to "do" the work. This, after 
all, is the position more relished by 
us. Very few women, be they Chris­
tian or otherwise, would wish to be 
part of a committee in preference 
to being active workers. Those women 
who are "in Christ" will give "silent 
attention" to the works of God, not 
willing to cover themselves in glory, 
but that they might serve the Church 
and lead another to Christ.

We can thus see that, though a 
woman is not given a commission to 
teach, and definitely may not take 
a position of authority over man, she 
nevertheless may, if led of the Spirit, 
perform such useful tasks as being a 
Bible school teacher, a missionary, 
an Auxiliary worker, giving con­
tinuous personal witness, without fear 
of being unscriptural.

But we must have

Consecration for Service
Paul measures consecration by 

attire, stressing "that the women 
adorn themselves in modest apparel, 
with shamefacedness, and sobriety; 
not with brolded hair, or gold, or 

pearls or costly array; but with good 
works" (1 Tim. 2: 9-10).

Just as in the days of Peter, Paul 
and the other apostles, so now, the 
world looks to the things of the 
world, and the worldly woman adorns 
herself with cosmetics and glamorous 
attire to attract others of the world. 
If we, then, follow the world in the 
use of these embellishments, be our 
use of them moderate or excessive, 
we are falling below the standard of 
those who own Christ. "If ye then 
be risen with Christ (and as Chris­
tians we claim to be), seek those 
things which are above, where Christ 
sitteth on the right hand of God" 
(Col. 3: 1). God demands, through 
the inspired writings, a high stan­
dard in the women who serve him. 
We cannot, therefore, cast aside his 
injunctions as being only for the 
women of that day. Consecration to 
God can give as much light and 
beauty to the faces of his followers 
today, as it did when Christ spoke 
of the city on the hill which could 
not be hid.

This same consecration will bloom 
in concentration on the things of 
God. "Study to show thyself ap­
proved unto God," says Paul, and 
again, "Pray without ceasing." Earn­
est and concentrated study of God's 
Word can make it truly a "sword 
of the Spirit," to be wielded with a 
force to win souls. Earnest and 
believing prayer can move the 
mountains of despondency, and give 
to the one who would serve an op­
portunity and ability to present 
Christ, proclaiming the whole gospel. 
Although the pulpits may not be 
opened -to a woman preacher (and 
it is better that it be not so, lest 
she be tempted to usurp authority 
over man), she has bom ability to 
talk.

A woman may start from any 
premise, and, whether the sequence 
be logical or otherwise, she will bring 
the conversation rapidly to just that 
topic about which she desires to 
talk. In doing so she will carry her 
hearer, be it male or female, right 
into her train of thought, and con­
quest will be made.

Whilst a passing man may glance 
at a group of women talking and, 
with a shake of the head or a shrug 
of his shoulders, place them men- 
taUy as idle gossipers, the leader, 
under the direction of the Spirit, may 
be drawing her hearers to a point 
of decision which the preacher, at

the appropriate time, under the lead­
ing of the same Spirit, may reap as 
harvest for the Lord.

Women's service in the Church does 
not start or end with personal tes­
timony, but her- service may be in 
silent action, in prayerful consecra­
tion, in direct witnessing or in hun­
dreds of little ways that form a part 
of her life.

"My times are in thy hands," says 
the Psalmist, and that is where they 
must be. It is not enough to know 
that women have a right to serve; 
each woman must say personally to 
God, "Here am I, Lord, send me!" 

Will you all pray that this may be 
so, that the Lord Jesus Christ may 
have all the glory, for this is the 
real purpose of Conference."

Dr. Stephen Greenleaf Bulfinch 
must have had a brilliant academic 
career, if we may judge by his 
graduation from a university at 18, 
and from a theological school at 21. 
He is also described as "a man of 
beautiful spirit." He served in Uni­
tarian pastorates (of increasing 
length, be it noted!) in Georgia and 
New England States, coming very 
close to his jubilee in the ministry.

When only 23, he published a 
volume entailing considerable re­
search and original poetry, and bear­
ing the self-explanatory title and 
sub-title: "Contemplations of the 
Saviour: A series of extracts from 
the gospel history, with reflections, 
and original and selected hymns." 
It would be from a hymn in this 
volume that many will have made 
their .first acquaintance with Bul­
finch — "O suffering friend of human 
kind" was attached to a section on 
Peter's confession of Christ.

One of Bulfinch's communion 
hymns strikes an unusually broad 
note of brotherhood—"In creed and 
rite, howe'er apart, one Saviour still 
we own." In a later verse he tells 
of "a thousand spires o'er hill and 
vale" and how "a thousand voices 
tell the tale;" then in unusual fashion 
brings in references to "Europe's 
ancient fanes," "the boundless West­
ern plains," to Greek and Armenian, 
and even how in "Lapland's months 
of night, the peasants' hymns as­
cend."

Today's hymn (our No. 221) ap­
peared in the "Contemplations" with 
the first line "Hail to the Sabbath 
day," and related to the passage of 
Jesus' walk through the cornfields 
(Luke 6). In clearer recognition of 
the place of the Sabbath, the open­
ing line is amended to "Hall to this 
holy day." In its four-verse form, tlie 
hymn does not seem over-long; the 
fifth verse would, in fact, seem to 
"round off" the hymn with a refer­
ence to the final "Sabbath of rest."
"Lord may that holier day
Dawn on tliy servant's sight
And grant us In thy courts to pray 
Of pure, unclouded light."

Characters
Let me tell you of two I've met, 

whom Jesus has recently brought to 
himself.

One was a Brahmin—quite a bril­
liant young journalist. He had been 
brought up as a very orthodox Hindu, 
but, sickened by the proud exclusive­
ness of ills own high caste, and dis­
illusioned about the temples and gods 
of Hinduism, he had turned away 
from religion altogether and become 
an ardent Communist, even being 
imprisoned for the new cause. But 
from Communism, also, he turned 
away, disillusioned and heart-hungry. 
He wanted to write a book that would 
provide a philosophy of life for young 
men like himself. But he could not. 
All he could say was that Hinduism
and Communism did not satisfy. He 
did not know what did! In a last, al­
most desperate search, he went on pil­
grimage to the Holy City of Pand- 
harpur. He came away not only un­
satisfied but disgusted, and in the 
train he met a missionary (the hus­
band of a lass with whom I've been 
staying), who told him of Christ. So 
interested was be that, breaking his 
train journey, he stayed with that 
missionary for two days, talking and 
listening hour after hour. And the 
Good Shepherd found this sheep. 
That is only about nine months ago, 
but that gifted young man, devoted 
to the service of Christ, has now 
gone forth to preach and write of 
him.

The other was a leper. Sunday by 
Sunday, missionaries from the Rame- 
bai Mukti Mission, where I have been 
studying, went out to a little village 
where there were no Christians. 
There they preached, and the people 
listened. Often right at the back of 
the crowd was this leper. He was 
diseased, poor and shunned. He heard 
the stories of a loving Saviour, of 
that one who loved and healed lepers 
— and the Shepherd brought this 
sheep into his fold. That old man and 
his wife, who later contracted an 
even more virulent form of the 
disease, suffered almost indescribable 
pain and hardship, but their faith 
was in Christ. One day the missionary 
asked the wife, "Are you a Christian, 
too?" "Yes," she replied with con­
viction, "Jesus Is my Saviour, and 
have we anyone else but him?" No, 
no one else but him. But in him. 

even for a leper, "all things." With­
in the last two months, these two 
have both died. The wife died first, 
and then one day in his distress, 
the old man prayed, "Lord Jesus, 
take me soon." He went out into 
the sunshine, and he died—and the 
whole village wondered, and listened 
with new intentness to the gospel 
that gave an old man victory in 
leprosy, and even in death.

The Lord Jesus said, "Other sheep 
I have .. . These also I must bring."

Paul said, "I am not ashamed of 
the gospel of Christ, for it is the 

. power of God, unto salvation, to 
everyone that believeth."

The General Secretary of the World 

Convention was in Edinburgh on last 
July 26 and 27 to confer with the 
local committee concerning the 1.960 
meeting of the World Convention, 
which will be held Aug. 2-7 of that 
year. The President of the Sixth 
World Convention, Charles K. Green, 
of Stockport, England, and Leslie Col­
ver, of Leicester, England, a member 
of the Convention's Executive Com­
mittee, were present for the two days. 
The chairman of the temporary local 
commlttee-for our churches In Scotland 
is Albert Williamson, minister of the 
Dalkelth-rd. Church of Christ (Dis­
ciples). A number of recommenda­
tions were considered, and favorably 
acted upon. These will be considered 
by the Executive Committee next 
year. The most important recom­
mendation was that Usher Hall, lo­
cated in the centre of Edinburgh and 
seating 3,000, be secured. An option 
for the dates of the convention in 
196() was secured from that city.

The Executive Committee of the 
World Convention will meet on Feb. 
21 and 22, in Indianapolis, Indiana. 
The President of the Sixth World 
Convention, Charles Green plans to 
be present.

year, will attend as a fraternal dele­
gate from the ' Churches of Christ 
(Disciples) in Great Britain and 
Ireland. He will leave the United 
States for his home on Oct. 26.

Recent church membership statis­
tics, which have just been released 
by the National Council of Churches, 
indicate that, for the first time, 
church membership in the United 
States has passed the 100,000,000 
mark. The new total, as compiled 
from official statistics of the Chur­
ches, is 100,162,529 in all faiths. In 
percentage, exactly 60.9% of all 
Americans are church members — a 
gain of 2.8% over the previous year. 
The population gain in the same 
period was 1.8%. One hundred years 
ago less than 20% of Americans be­
longed to any Church. In 1900, 43%; 
in 1930, 47%; in 1950, 57%; and in 
1955, 60.9%.

The next meeting of the Central 
Study Committee of the World Con­
vention of the Churches of Christ 
(Disciples) will be held in Indian­
apolis, Indiana, on Sept. 21. There 
are, at the present time, a total of 
34 study commltees in 19 countries. 
There are over 300 members of these 
34 study committees at work on six 
study . subjects. These study com­
mittees are* working on manuscripts 
on the six subjects which will be 
studied at Edinburgh In 1960, ln much 
the same way as at Toronto.—Jesse 
M. Bauler, General Secretary.
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. OLD TESTAMENT 
Proverbs 9: 1-10.
Summary.

In Proverbs 9 we meet "The Two 
Rivals" — Wisdom and Folly, who 
are personified as women, inviting a 
young man to a feast. This chapter is 
the closing part of a long section 
that began at 1: 7, and which is
given in the form of an address by 
a wise father to his son on the 
matter of religion, which he describes 
as "fear of God." J. E. McFadyen 
tells us that this chapter which deals 
with "The Two Hostesses — Wisdom 
and Folly," falls into three parts, 
namely, vv. 1-6' being "The Invitation 
of Wisdom," vv. 7-12 setting forth 
"A Collection of Proverbs," and vv. 
13-18 giving "The Invitation of 
Folly." Our reading includes the first, 
and part of the second division.
Explanatory Notes.

"Wisdom hath builded her house" 
(v. 1). — "The word wisdom is in 
the plural, to indicate her variety 
and perfection" (Dummelow).

"slie hath sent forth her maidens" 
(v. 3). — "The spaciousness of the 
house, the lavishness of the banquet, 
and the generous Invitation for all to 
come and eat are in striking con­
trast with the private 'dinner' des­
cribed in chapter 7. Compare Jesus' 
parable in Matt. 22: 2-10" (Fritsch).

"a scomer gctteth to himself 
shame" (v. 7). — The word "shame" 
or "abuse" originally meant "little­
ness," and then it. came to mean 
"disgrace" or "Insult."

"the fear of the Lord" (v. 10). — 
cf. 1: 7. The word fear is better un­
derstood as "reverence" or "awe." 
Suggested Theme.

"THE VOICE WE OUGHT TO 
HEED."

Introduction. — Voices of all kinds 
clamor for the attention of modern 
man. Some of them are Important, 
but others of them are not. One 
voice which is worthy of our atten-

Studies on the planned Sunday morning readings
in Heb. 10: 25. a compound of this 
word is translated 'the assembling 
. . . together.' . . . The synagogue 
here may be the Jewish building, 
which Jewish Christians still fre­
quented; at a later time the name of 
the Jewish building might perhaps 
be used for the place of Christian 
worship; but the word is best taken 
with the R.V. margin as 'assembly'" 
(Bennett).

"partial in yourselves" (v. 4). — 
"Are ye not divided' in your own 
mind?" (R.V.). That is, "divided be­
tween the Christian duty of regarding 
all alike as brethren (Gal. 3: 28), 
and the interested desire to associate 
with wealthy people" (Century Bible). 
One translation has it, "Do you not 
make distinctions among yourselves?" 

"the law of liberty" (v. 12). — 
"Better, 'a law of liberty.' There can 
be no true liberty without obedience. 
A law of liberty is one which a man 
obeys freely, not because he must, 
but because it is the law of love, 
which is gladly obeyed. To serve the 
Master, Christ, is perfect freedom"

tion is that which calls us to a life 
in which God is reverenced. That is 
the voice we ought to heed. In this 
passage we have an Illustration of 
that voice at work. First we observe

I. A WIDE INVITATION (vv. 1-6). 
—Knowledge of God, which is true 
wisdom, is available to all who seek 
for it sincerely. Any man who is 
anxious to know about God can find 
him, and know him. This wisdom is 
obtainable (vv. 1-2) by all who want 
it, and it is offered (yv. 3-6) to any 
who seek for it with a simple and 
sincere faith. Next we see

II. A WORTHWHILE INSTRUC­
TION . (vv. 7-9). — Having come to 
know God personally, and powerfully, 
there may be times when he will use 
us to help others to know him, too. 
Sometimes this may even require 
correction of some fault in their 
lives. True followers of God must be 
intelligent in the use of reproof, for 
some will resent it (vv. 7-8a), but 
others will receive it, and use it (vv. 
8b-9). Finally, we notice

Iir. A WISE INDICATION (v. 10).
—A man reveals his knowledge of 
God, and his appreciation of the 
true purpose of life, by his worship, 
witness, and work.

Conclusion. — In the deep, secret 
places of 'a man's soul speaks the 
voice, of God, calling to a life in 
which he is known, and felt, and 

'served. Such a life displays true wis­
dom. Are our lives like that?

NEW TESTAMENT
James 2: 1-13.
Summary.

James warns us against giving 
preference to men simply because 
they are rich. There are three points 
mentioned in this passage; (1) The 
proper respect of persons (vv. 1-4); 
(2) The real place of rich and poor 
alike within the Christian Church 
(vv. 5-7); (3) The true way to exer­
cise the Christiari law of liberty 
(vv. 8-13).

"our Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord 
of glory" (v. 1). — Our Master is 
"the Lord Jesus Christ, who is glory. 
The glory is hsed for the Sheklnah, 
the visible glory of God in the Temple 
(Is. 4; 5; Rom. 9: 4). So Christ is 
the manifested glory of God (John 
1: 14; Heb. 1: 3; Col. 1: 27). In Eph. 
1: 17 God is called 'The Father of 
the glory'" (Sugden).

"if there come into your assembly" 
(V. 2). — "If there come into your 
synagogue" (R.V.). This word syn­
agogue is used "usually, in the New 
Testament, of the buildings in which 
the Jews met for worship. In Rev. 
2: 9 and 3: 9, societies of Jews were 
spoken of as 'synagogues of Satan';

(Dummelow).
Suggested Theme.

"ATTITUDES DETERMINE 
ACTIONS."

Introduction. — Our attitude to a 
person, ox" a thing, usually controls 
the way we act when we are in their 
presence. Very clearly, James sets 
this fact before us in this passage. 
Just notice what he has to say. 
First of all he tells us

I. HOW TO TREAT PEOPLE (vv. 
1-4). — It is necessary for us to de­
velop right attitudes to people. 
James refers to the man who is de­
ceived by appearances (vv. 1-3). This 
man can't see beyond the superficial 
(v. 2), the material (v. 2), or the 
temporal (v. 3). Then James men­
tions the man who makes distinctions 
(V. 4), and who shows where his 
preference lies. Next we are in­
structed '

II. HOW TO DISCERN PRIN­
CIPLES (vv. 5-7). — This is done by 
pointing out that God's way of doing 
things (v. 5), and man's way of 
doing things are not the same. God 
never makes a wrong choice, men 
do. As Christians, the principle by 
which we should act in all of life's 
situations, is that we ought to look 
at life through God's eyes. Finally, 
we see

III. HOW TO LIVE POSITIVELY 
(vv. 8-13). — Here is presented a 
pointed programme (vv. 8-11), a 
positive pattern (v. 12), and a pre­
dicted punishment (v. 13).

Conclusion. — Be careful and 
prayerful, for attitudes determine 
actions.

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Canon CHARLES RAVEN answers some fears in discussing . ..

Id
Canon Charles Raven, writing in the 

Church of England Newspaper and the 
Record (April 6) on the work of the 
Christian Churches in India, said: 
"After three months in Serampore, 
Madras, Bangalore, Kandy and Col­
ombo, in lectures and addresses (112 
in 92 days) and in talks with mem­
bers of the Governments and with 
educational and religious leaders, it 
is perhaps worthwhile to attempt a 
summary of the results.

"This is the more necessary since 
during that time it was continually 
evident that in Britain, India was 
having a bad press and Ceylon a 
good one, and that I found, contrary 
to expectation, Indian opinion defin­
itely friendly to Christianity and to 
Britain, while in Ceylon Christians 
were very anxious as to the hos­
tility of the Buddhist movement and 
the linguistic policy of the Govern­
ment.

"Delhi, where I spent seven weeks 
as the guest of Principal Raja Ram 
of St. Stephen's College, is obviously 
the strategic centre of the sub-con­
tinent.

"The magnificence of its ancient 
buildings and of the modem city of 
New Delhi, the planning of fresh 
housing areas, hospitals and schools 
for the vast increases in its popula­
tion, and for the tragic refugees who 
since 1947 have 'squatted' in its out­
skirts, the zest and range of its cul­
tural and political interests, make it 
one of the most attractive cities in 
the world."

Confusion About 
Missionaries

"I was fortunate in having free 
access to all departments of the Uni­
versity, and to many of the colleges 
and schools, and also in having private 
talks with the Prime Minister and 
several members of his Cabinet, and 
with a large number of leading Brit­
ish and Indian residents.

"The first practical result of this 
was to clear up my anxiety as to the 
attitude of the Government towards 
missionaries. We had heard in Eng­
land that restrictions were being 
imposed, that newcomers were re­
fused visas, and that even in educa­
tional posts no English would be 
appointed unless there were no quali­
fied Indian candidates. This rumor 
was, as I know, very seriously affect­
ing recruitment.

"It arose in fact, out of the extra­
ordinary increase of American mis­
sionaries, mainly from small and 
extreme sects. Pentecostalists, Jeho­

vah's Witnesses and Second Adventists, 
who were getting missionary permits 
for the frontier areas, were indulging, 
whether unconsciously or deliberately, 
in political intrigue and, by their 
claims to replace medical attention by 
faith healing, were becoming a threat 
to public health.

"In addition, there had been a glar­
ing case of indiscretion, if not of es­
pionage, by the head of a famous 
Christian school, whicli had given 
opportunity to the small group of 
critics hostile to Christianity. In con­
sequence, restrictions had been im­
posed upon missionaries from outside 
the Commonwealth, and from what a 
late Bishop called 'the Protestant 
underworld.' "

Not a Single Case
"But I was challenged to cite a, 

single case in which any newcomer, 
sponsored by a reputable Church or 
society, from a country of the Com­
monwealth, had been refused admis­
sion or subjected to any kind of 
restriction.

"Indeed,_President Rajandra Prasad 
said at the great public meeting on 
St. Thomas' Anniversary (at which I 
also spoke) that T can also give the 
assurance that there is no intention 
on the part of anyone to curtail the 
freedom of missionaries, or in any way 
to come in the way of their true mis­
sion. If their true mission is the 
preaching of Christianity, placing the 
the life of Christ before our people, 
they are welcome. Similar senti­
ments were expressed on the same 
occasion by Pandit Pant, the Minister 
for Home Affahs, and by Mr. Ki'ish- 
namacharl, the Minister for Com­
merce.

"This attitude was plainly shown 
in the very many discussions that I 
had with Hindu leaders in the Uni­
versity, and in political and industrial 
life. In India, unlike England, religion 
is a subject of universal concern and

there is no hesitation about discussing 
it; even the toughest sceptics admit 
that it is an essential, . and indeed 
the primary element in human life, 
and are prepared to consider it with 
tolerance and sensitiveness.

A Landslide on the Way?
"Add to this that in the present 

Government, and indeed throughout 
the major part of India, the influ­
ence of Mahatma Gandhi, 'Bapu,' "The 
Father of our Country,' is paramount, 
and that it is universally recognised 
that he owed very much of his char­
acteristic teaching to the influence of 
Christians such as his friend Charlie 
Andrews.

"These two facts and the extent to 
which they - . color the Indian scene 
account for the prediction, which I 
heard from several very influential 
people, that a landslide into Chris­
tianity in the near future was by no 
means unlikely."

They sing to 
the accompaniment of a small drum, 
played with the fingers, and a one- 
wired Instrument, which has a^dried 
pumpkin for its base, and sounds 
only one note .. .

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on the land of the people adjoining 
the road as you go, and sell it when 
you get home, for twice as much as 
you gave for it.—G. P. Pittman.
