equipment. For instance, one boy 
can only communicate with others 
by typing his words on an electric 
typewriter. Each child helped will 
have a lesson structure worked out 
to its capacity and level. This means 
at present a 1 to 1 basis of teacher 
and child.

Whilst their children are being 
taught the Scriptures and our 
Lord's love for them, their parents 
are able to worship in church 
service knowing their youngsters 
are being looked after and helped 
by dedicated Christian teachers.

GEO. PATTERSON, who 
recently joined the staff of the 
Keston College Centre (Eng.) 
for the Study of Religion and 
Communism. He is pictured at 
Church of Christ, North 
Essendon, Vic., where he gave 
this message.

As we have shared today in this service — the hymns and 
the readings which told of a God of wonders and a Christ who 
healed — I could not help thinking how much we betray the 
Word of God. Because none of us really believes the hymns 
that we sing or the Bible that we read.

We are reminded of the Moses who carved a way through 
the Red Sea, of David who killed his tens of thousands, of 
Elijah who slew 400 prophets on Mount Carmel, of Jesus who 
fed 5000 people, of Peter who healed the lame man, and of 
the group of men who turned the world upside down.

We are encouraged by this and have a nice feeling inside of 
us and it never dawns on us that we ought to be doing 
something about it.

If he is the God of wonders, why aren't we carving a wav 
through the Red Sea? Why aren't we overcoming our enemies? 
Why aren't we producing miracles in our time? Why aren't we 
turning our world upside down? The answer is because we 
have betrayed our Master.
We Have Betrayed God.

In the 20th century, we have betrayed God, and the 
message comes to us as it came to Hosea long ago, "I will no 
longer be your God. You are no longer my people."

I went to Asia 30 years ago. I spent a year in China in 1946 
and went on to Tibet and spent 10 years there. At that time, 
the work of several thousand missionaries, two hundred years 
of Christian activity, and millions of dollars of investment in 
missions were disappearing in the face of a group of men who 
had a vision given to them by a man who had spent five years 
in an evangelical Christian college in Germany and who was 
disappointed in Christianity. He looked for something else and 
found it after years of study in the British Museum.

He wrote "Das Kapital" and started the movement which 
was to transform the world. This movement took hold of 
China and while I was in Tibet, Christianity in China 
disappeared into oblivion.

You read in your papers, see on TV and hear on your radio 
of the overwhelming triumph of communism in Vietnam, and 
right now you are seeing the death of the institutional 
Christianity we have known.

You are closer to it now than we are in Britain because we 
have.pulled out of Asia, but you are a part of it.

What is happening now in Vietnam will spread to other 
countries in Asia and by the end of this century we may well 
be asking if the triumphant God of which we sing and speak 
will be able to cope witn a dynamic communism.
The Church That Vanished
' I went to China in 1946. All of the activities of the Roman 
Catholics and Protestants and all of the various divisions under 
that general unbrella, all of their missionary organisations were 
to be eliminated by dynamic communism in the next 15 years.

Effectively, all of the structures of Catholics and 
Protestants were removed so that there were no practising 
Christians, in any capacity whatever, meeting openly. Those 
who have been meeting together secretly, have been reading 
their Bibles, and finding out that there is a relevant God. A 
God who is not bound by buildings. There is a living God and a 
living Christ who could survive. That the men who had turned 
the world upside down in the first century could be emulated 
in the 20th.

Thus there was bom in China the underground church. The 
Chinese leaders are afraid of the underground church. While I 
was a journalist I learned that the Chinese expect that they 
will fight, eventually, against Russia, and they expect to win. 
They are prepared to lose 300 million people and still survive 
and still win. But they fear the underground church as the 
only threat to the Party within China, the underground secret 
cells who have found the living Christ for today.

So there began for me in China a new hope.
A New Hope

This new hope could come also to Australia. We must 
beware of producing only sterility among the youth. The 
younger ones here this morning will, by the end of the 
century, have little interest in the kind of service we have Been 
conducting. There is a hunger that will not be fed by 
platitudes or worn-out modes of worship.

This hunger may not yet be evident in Australia but it is in 
Europe and America. It is not a hunger for church attendance, 
or even for a Christian church, it is for something meaningful 
and personal, that means something to them and to their peer 
group and their neighbours. They are looking at their world 
and then at the Christ and like Peter they say, "To whom else 
can we go?"

I have been so encouraged in the last few years as I have 
worked in the toughest profession in the world, that of a 
journalist, believing nothing, trusting nobody. But in Asia! 
have seen a resurrection, a revitalising of the Christian gospel. 
In several countries of Asia the leaders, for the first time in 50 
years, are concerned about the Christians.

That is why President Park of Korea is putting the 
Christians in prison. He has been arresting Christian leaders, 
even a Roman Catholic bishop, and in the past few months he 
has arrested hundreds of Christians, including seven student 
Christian youth leaders. He gave them sentences of death and 
hundreds more have been arrested, some of them being 
sentenced to long terms of imprisonment.

But the people will not be silent. They are tired of 
corruption, tired of the men who are trying to order their 
lives, tired of the official church which blesses the 
parliamentary procedures, and they are taking to the streets. 
They are saying, we wiU have righteousness, we will have 
justice, we will have freedom, and we'll have these things in 
the name of Christ.

Christians in Korea are in prison for Christ and are being 
put to death for Christ, but we learn from the Book of Acts 
that when.the authorities start arresting believing Christians 
and putting them in prison, the God of the Christians starts 
taking them out of prisons.

Three months ago, the Prime Minister of Singapore held a 
press conference, the main point of which was to attack young 
Christians who were getting involved in politics. He rebuked 
them for speaking out on behalf of the exploited and 
underpaid workers. He said they should be going back to the 
traditional practices of Christianity which, he said, were a kind 
of mild leftist stance with some do-goodism. Those who 
wanted to could be mild leftists and moral do-gooders, but he

had to call a press conference to tell the young people to stop 
loving God with all their hearts and getting involved with their 
neighbours' needs.

President Marcos, who took over the Philippines, has been 
increasin^y threatened, not by the opposition which he has 
silenced, or by the army which he controls, but by dynamic 
Christians, Catholics and Protestants. He arrests more and 
more of them but still the opposition spreads. They do not 
care that he has instituted law and order, they do not care that 
he has stabilised the currency. What they do care about is the 
fact that there is far too much corruption, that there are still 
eight million people in the Philippines who are still living in 
hovels, that the peasants are still being exploited like cattle, 
and they care for each other. And they said, "We do not care 
if you put us in prison, we do not care if you put us to death."

The Departed Glory
A few months ago, a bishop in Manila publicly rebuked his 

president, and went against the church's official decrees. 90% 
of the people in the Philippines are Catholics, but many of the 
priests and their people are rejecting the direction of the 
Vatican and orders of their own leaders and are seeking to 
establish righteousness and justice and, above all, mercy.

God says he doesn't want sacrifice, he wants mercy! It is 
not enough to have pity after the event. And it is not enough 
to take away a few poor innocent children, the victims of the 
long war in Vietnam. It had to be done! Ilie children had to 
be saved, fed, clothed, but the lesson we must learn is never 
again! Never again must the church bless the soldier^ and the 
weapons, and this applies to Cardinal Spellman and equally to 
Billy Graham or whoever else went to Vietnam to bless the 
struggle with their presence.

The churches have to learn again what their responsibilities 
are, what their priorities are in this century, and if we don't 
get them right the church will not survive this century.

A few months ago in Britain, just before the enthronement 
of the new Archbishop of Canterbury, Bishop Stockwood said 
that Britain will be an atheistic country before the end of this 
century and that before the year 2000, 6000 clergymen will 
have retired from office. There are fundamental crises in the 
churches of England and Scotland. They are finding that their 
missionaries are not wanted in various countries of the world. 
They claim that there will not be enough clergymen or church 
members in another 20 years to carry on the activities of the 
church.

God is writing Ichabod! on the churches who are failing 
him. "The glory of the Lord is departed." Except in Asia and 
in Africa. In Africa it is the Christians who are changing the 
country. Christian chiefs, Christian statesmen, men like 
Kenneth Kuanda, who are prepared to break with tradition 
and the bondage of the past.

Jesus healed a man on the sabbath. The rules and tradition 
said that a man should not carry a bed on the sabbath. But 
Jesus said, in effect, are you prepared to break every rule that 
says that you should not carry your bed on the sabbath? "Yes, 
Lord!" "Then walk!" And he walked. The first people he met 
were his fellow religionists. And they asked him, "Do you 
know who said to you. Rise up and walk?" The man said, "I 
couldn't care less, I'm walking!"

My fellow Christians, for many years I kept all of the rules. 
I preached in Scotland. I went abroad as a missionary. I did all 
of the right things. But it was a long time after that that I 
learned about the living God, who is as real today as ever he 
was. And that Jesus is as real to us as he was to the man who 
walked.

Unless we learn to look afresh at Jesus, to hear him speak 
the words that will lift us above the bondage of the life and 
the handicaps of man-made rules, we shall never be able to 
walk through the day that is given to us.

You are living so close to a spiritual revolution in Asia. It 
would be a tragedy if it had to pass you by.

The Hirosaki Church in northern

The "Explorer" Boys' Clubs can trace their beginnings back to 1939, 

when Keith Jones was Secretary of the Young Peoples' Department of 
the Victorian Churches of Christ. The first recorded club "Chief" was 
Pere. Foster from North Fitzroy. In 1942, Will Newham of Surrey Hills 
was invited to accept the position of "Chief" which task he fulfilled for 
18 years. During this term the organisational life of the Explorer clubs 
developed quickly into such areas as camping, indoor and outdoor 
sports, service projects and club championships. These activities have 
continued to this present day. Lyndsay Smith from Chelsea has held 
the position of Explorer Chief since 1959.

Permission has recently been received for Senior boys to 
participate in the Duke of Edinburgh Silver Award through 
the Explorer Organisation. As from 1976, any boy gaining 
this award will become a "Top Explorer". The Explorer 
Executive (consisting of Chief, Secretary, Zone Leaders and 
Activity Organisers) arranges a programme each year which 
consists of events such as swimming sports, boating camp, 
orienteering day, leadership training, dormitory camps, hike, 
camps, * worship activities, service month, indoor and 
outdoor sports and knowledge projects.

Our contribution in the field of aboriginal 
child care is held in high regard by State 
and Federal Government Departments 
and, because of this, opportunities for 
development are continually before the. 
Feder^ Board.

Single workers: Single ladies and men 
can be of real assistance in the works 
programme of the Mission stations. There 
are never-ending jobs to be attended to 
on the practical side as well as the normal 
day-to-day areas of work. Single ladies in 

particular are needed to help in child care 
in the family-type setup as well as in 
other areas of service such as teaching 
cooking to aboriginal teenage girls, 
teaching in subjects like laundry, house 
care, mothercraft, music, art, sport etc.

WORD TALK NO. 118
THEMES IN JOHN

IN THE STUDY.
In John 7:3-9 we have an interesting insight into the 

understanding Jesus had of the right moment for God's work. 
There are many words for "time" in °scripture, the most 
common meaning a fixed season or measured duration. These 
words are found in John (5:6; 14:9; or in 2:4; 7:30; 8:20; 
12:27; 16:2;4:25 etc., and other associated words connected 
with the passing of time in 1:18; 3:4;5:37;21:16).

In John 7:6, 8, John uses a unique word meaning "my 
time". This was a word that summarised human opportunity 
and divine appointment.

Christ broke into time from eternity at Bethlehem. Within 
his life came many particular moments of opportunity. But 
there was only one time that stands above all others — the 
Cross.

The time was fulfilled (Mk 1:15) with the coming of Jesus. 
This was fullness of time (Eph.1:10) but his time came most 
completely at the Cross.

John uses the phrase "to go up to" in connection with the 
visits of Jesus to Jerusalem. He also used it in connection with 
his ascent to the Father. (3:13; 6:62; 20:17). This phrase was 
also used of his elevation on the Cross (3:14; 8:28; 12:32, 34).

For Jesus there was a divinely appointed moment of 
history. That was also mankind's most important moment.
FROM THE PULPIT.

In 1922 Henry Luce published a new weekly international 
news journal called "Time". The last 2750 issues have been 
devoted to recording the events of each passing week. Every 
person has exactly the same amount of time as everyone else. 
Some use it for greater effect than others.

"The times are a changin'", sang Bob Dylan. He recorded 
the fact that we are living in the most rapidly changing era of 
history.

Some people are reactionary to the changing events of time. 
They want to turn the clock back. Other people, just as 
foolishly, want to be ahead of the times to attract attention to 
themselves.

The most difficult thing is to live with change and yet be 
secure. Christians are called to remain secure in eternity while 
accepting the changes of time.

"Nothing is so powerful as an idea whose time has come".

In a world where incredible swiftness of time can lose a 
man, everyone of us most be sensitive to the right moment or 
else we can lose eternity.

"Now is the acceptable time;, behold, now is the day of 
salvation" (2 Cor.6:2).

Procrastination, that thief of time, has robbed many a man 

of eternity.
I was visiting a man who had sat on the edge of our church

He sat stunned, then 
continued "I think Iam just stalling God of the time he has to 
use me, because I am afraid of what he might have planned for 
me".

Many people afraid, rob God of time that could be used 
well in his service. Sometimes they wait too long. "Time like 
an ever-rolling stream bears all its sons away".

Mordecai summed up beautifully the fact that we are the 
now generation with his comment to Esther "Who knows 
whether you have not come into the kingdom for such a time 
as this? (Esther 4:14).

IS

THE LORD'S
The Earth is the Lord's, and the 

fullness thereof. A noble phrase 
expressing a fine sentiment. I wonder if 
we understand the full implications of it? 
I doubt I do.

A few thoughts spring to mind. First, I 
think that those who see the "spiritual 
realm" as "good and Godly" and the 
"worldly realm" as somehow "dirty" and 
"bad" must jettison the idea. It was God 
himself who looked upon the world and 
saw that it was good.

Yet God must see a "good" world as 
having certain characteristics. He must 
have a vision—a plan. A plan, not to be 
fulfilled in the hereafter-4)ut in history. 
There would appear to be evidence of this 
in God's creation of Man (and all that 
involves), in the delicate balance of 
nature, in God's direct intervention in 
history e.g. The Exodus, The Incarnation, 
etc.

We can know what is involved in God's 
vision from scientific knowledge, the 
facts of history, the Word Made flesh as 
witnessed to in the Bible, from his 
Church, and from the experience of the 
Holy Spirit.

We know that God wishes us to use 
our free will With love. That man should 
recognize dependence upon nature and 
not destroy our God-created globe. That 
man should love God with all his heart 
and not the idols he prefers to substitute, 
such as possessions, respectability, the 
work ethic, indivualism, etc. That God 
wants his Church to be united as one 
Body. That men should love their 
neighbours as themselves and therefore 
create a world of peace, freedom and 
justice and not the horrors of oppression, 
exploitation, racism and war we now 
ex^rience—these are the wishes of God.

But, of course, these wishes involve 
tremendous changes in our thinking and 
way of life.

The injustices in our own society will 
only be put aside by a basic change in 
property relations and control of decision 
making processes.

The deprivation of the third world will 
not end by charity—the giving of crumbs 
from the rich man's table—but by massive 
changes in the distribution of the world's 
wealth and resources.

'The unity of the church will develop 
when we become aware of the fact that 
there are no divisions in the Gospel.

The end of our globe—from pollution, 
the energy crisis and the food, 
crisis—largely caused by Western 
extravagance and greed—will not be 
avoided, except with drastic changes in 
our pattern of production and 
consumption, the adoption of alternative 
energy sources and new attitudes to the 
ecological system which sustains us.

The earth is the Lord's—but he's sure 
relying on us to fix up the mess we've 
made. We could begin by realizing that 
we, too, are seekers after truth, and not 
the sole superior possessor of it.

RE-ARRESTED IN KOREA 
To the Editor,

I refer to the item regarding the release 
of Christians in Korea. Several of those 
released at the time of your report have 
been re-arrested and there have been eight 
hangings without benefit of appeal, 
althoudi that right was promised to 
'Amnesty' observers at the trial.

The charge against those hanged was 
'that they were members of the 'People's 
Revolutionary Party'. Ilie government of 
South Korea have not yet been able to 
prove that such a party exists yet eight 
were hanged for membership in that 
non-existent group.

Tlie Rev. John Brown and the Rev. 
Dick Wootton (both Presbyterian 
ministers who have served for long 
periods in Korea as missionaries and are 
well acquainted with many of those 
under arrest), and myself were received 
by the South Korean Ambassador to 
Australia, Mr. Lo, on May 2.

We expressed our concern at the 
rearrest of several people including The 
Rev. Park Hyong-Kyu and the poet, Kim 
Chi Ha. Grave fears are held for the safety 
of the latter and we sought specific 
assurance that Kim Chi Ha is, in fact, 
alive and well. The Ambassador spoke of 
the poet with great cynicism as '"another 
Sol^enitsyn" and his vague assurance of 
his safety was not very convincing.

Let no one assume that the situation 
in Korea (South) is easing. It is reasonable 
to expect the situation to worsen for 
those Christians who dare to speak out in 
support of the poor, the homeless and 
those suffering injustice.

Hie government of President Park is 
the more threatened, not without cause, 
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since the fall of South Vietnam, 
Cambodia and Laos. The fear of the 
North, amounting almost to a paranoia, is 
evident in the Embassy in Canberra. Let 
me say again that they have good cause to 
be afraid and to feel threatened. 
Communist North Korea, under the 
reportedly ailing Kin H Sung, must feel 
heartened by the events of Indo-China.

IVANHOE"
REFITTED

JAY'S 
FOR 
JUNIORS

The Mission launch 'IVANHOE' which 
met with a mishap when travelling 
between Aoba and Santo last year, has 
been refitted, and is sailing again.

The Overseas Mission Board is grateful 
for generous giving which enables finance 
to be available for the maintenance and 
provision of much needed equipment on 
our overseas fields.

In expressing appreciation for the 
refitting of the 'IVANHOE' and the 
provision of other practical needs at the 
Banmatmat Bible CoUege in the New 
Hebrides, Graham Warne writes:

"I am thrilled to report that the 
'IVANHOE' has been returned to the 
water, fully equipped with sails, 
lifejackets, lifebuoys, bilge pump, and 
drum tight blinds! We had to improvise 
quite a bit with the sails' rigging, but I 
was determined to get them up, and we 
did! The boat really looks smart sporting 
two clean white sails. I had no trouble 
with the expensive gooseneck, and the 
boom fits beautifully. The gooseneck 
makes movement of the boom extremely 
easy. We had to take a few puUeys from 
various old pieces of equipment (such as 
the remote steering from the outboard, 
which has been long out of use) but 
managed to scrounge enough to fix three 
pulleys atop the mast—one for the jib, 
one for mainsail, and one for hoisting the 
boom out of the way. The jibstay was too 
thick for the sail, so we ran a parallel jib 
stay alongside using the steel cable from 
the outboard remote control. It's a little 
bit amateur-BUT FT WORKS!

"The crew took the boat for a run to 
Ambrym and cut off '^ hour on the 
return using the sails (moderate S E 
wind). However, the wind was too strong 
for my improvised jib-stay and the 
second-hand outboard cable snapped! So, 
I'm afraid I'm going to have to purchase 
some new cable. We can still hoist the jib, 
but it won't stand a strong wind.

"We have also fitted the radio aerial. 
All in all, the boat is getting ship-shape, 
and I thank the brotherhood sincerely for 
providing the necessary items. We now 
have a good, sturdy, safe and seaworthy 
boat in our hands. The Ranputor men are 
also quite thrilled about the additions to 
the boat's fittings.

"We have also made good progress on 
completing our incomplete buildings, 
thanks due to Alan Baker who spent the 
best part of a month working here—really 
only weekending at Ranmawat! Thanks 
to his good work:

Boatshed is now almost complete, and 
only requires a few sheets of fibro to 
complete it.

Boys' Dorm, has had new doors fitted, 
barge boards and guttering, plus 1000 

gallon tank. This makes the building 
complete except for internal lining and 
painting.

Dining Room has been lined, and is 
complete except for louvres and painting.

New Bakehouse has been constructed 
which is quite complete. Only painting is 
required, though this is not essential for 
this building which will have so much 
smoke enveloping it.

Library nee^ a small amount of 
weatherproofing along the southern side, 
and the whole exterior requires painting. 
Interior has been finished off with the 
addition of blackboard, noticeboards, 
tables and new Namco chairs (20). It 
looks attractive inside, but is still rather 
shabby without.

Married Quarters still require a good 
de^d of work. Money has been provided 
to repaint them, and paint has been 
purchased. However, some rotten timber 
needs to be replaced, and the houses 
weatherproofed by the addition of a 
coverway (over the doorways). This will 
reduce weathering and provide protection 
on the front sections. It is debatable 
whether guttering is required, but new 
guttering has been installed on one house 
to provide water catchment for the 
tank."r

FOR CAMBODIA
World Vision of Australia emphasized 

the agency's readiness to send food and 
medical supplies into Phnom Penh, 
Cambodia.

"We have six tons of powdered milk 
and medicines on a chartered plane 
standing by in Bangkok," stated Director, 
Bruce Ogden. "We would like to deliver it 
to Phnom Pehh and follow it up with at 
least $50,000 in relief/medical assistance 
monthly during 1975."

Mr. Ogden stressed that World Vision 
was non-political and that the Christian 
humanitarian agency was in a unique 
position to help.

"We have been helping the Cambodian 
people since early 1970 when mince 
Sihanouk still ruled the country, and that 
assistance has continued without let-up," 
he said.

He explained that before the forced 
evacuation of the capital, World Vision 
had more than 150 Cambodians on its 
staff in Phnom Penh. Half of them were 
part of the agency's medical team, which 
until the new government took over, was 
treating 25,000 patients monthly; the 
remainder were involved in relief 
activities.

World Vision of Australia is seeking to 
negotiate with Cambodian authorities 
through Canberra—in an attempt to send 
medical staff back to Phnom Penh as 
soon as possible.

BOOKS TO READ-1
DAKTAR

by Dr. Viggo Olsen (Hodder & Stoughton) $2.60
Vic Olsen gave a brilliant performance as a medical student 

and was headed for the heights of his profession as a physician 
and surgeon. Then as an intelligent agnostic he responded to 
the religious experience which came to his wife's parents by 
really working on the issues of God, faith, science, and the 
Bible, to prove that the evidence for Christianity was too 
shaky to stand against an effective investigation. He started 
going to a Baptist church in Brooklyn with the sole intention 
of gaining more evidence that religion was phoney. But he was 
honest and when honest men make a deep study of faith they 
are likely to be won over to the very cause they are attacking. 
Vic and Joan Olsen became Christian and this is the story of 
their spiritual pilgrimage and of their missionary medical work 
in the East Pakistan that was to become Bangladesh. The 
horror of the war in East Pakistan and the bloody birth of the 
new nation is told with realism, and tenderness. Torture, 
looting, rape and murder, came to thousands of victims of the 
Pakistani soldiers and, through it all, Dr. Olsen served his Lord 
and the people to whom he had been sent. This is an exciting 
missionary story. It is a must for church libraries and would 
make an excellent gift for young people who are questioning 
faith or seeking answers to life's meaning.
THE MOST REVEALING BOOK OF THE BIBLE 
(Making Sense of Revelation)

by Vernard Eller (Eerdmans)
This is an entertaining book about the Revelation of John 

which most scholars find more frustrating than entertaining. 
Eller argues that what John is revealing is Christ Himself, 
rather than giving an outline of future history that is to be 
related to various "signs" that will, or to be fitted into a 
time-table that will be clear once we crack the codel He warns 
the present time-fixers that earlier date announcers have all 
been proved wrong and they had the same Books to work 
with, were competent observers of history, and had the same

Holy Spirit to guide them. The author does not, of course, 
take all of the mystery out of the last book in the Bible but he 
does help us to see it as a book with a discernible pattern.

Once upon a time, if you wanted to make a faith decision in church, you 
were expected to make it at our evening gospel service or at a special evangel- 
istic mission.

In any case, decision making was likely to be in an environment quite 
different from that of the Sunday School scholar who seldom went to Church, 
and from that of the folk who, coming out of general interest or in response 
to a personal invitation, were strangers to church.

Things have changed a lot since then. For example, not many churches have 
anyone at the gospel service to whom an invitation could be given. In fact, 
those who go to the evening service are usually "twicers" and regarded as be­
ing-the inner core of the church's life. (I know that this is not true of every 
church, but it is true of many).

But we still tend to provide special occasions for decision making appeals. 
There are house churches, house parties, family camps, crusades and fellow­
ship evenings. They all have their place and they have all had successes as 
evangelistic opportunities, but they also contain elements of danger.

• Gavin Reid, secretary for evangelism of the Church Pastoral Aid Society, 
said in London this year that some of our activities are "fantasy fellowships."

He said that the problem is that a non-Christian is in danger of being 
carried along with the warm, happy atmosphere that is created by the joyous 
singing at the Christian musical, or with the happy let-down-your-hair 
feeling at a church camp.

"What is created is a fantasy fellowship. Everything seems wonderful 
because the real continuing world of real continuing relationships has been 
cut out of one's consciousness. When a man decides for Christ he must be 
fully aware of the world in which he lives."

Reid, the author of "The Elaborate Funeral," and "The Gagging of God," 
acknowledges that these special programs can be beneficial, but we need to 
be aware of their dangers.

He offered three guidelines for sharing one's faith: be what you are 
("You and I must learn to be ourselves. If taking a guitar into the local pub 
isn't your scene, don't do it"), sense how people feel ("People need to see 
Jesus before they are called to follow"), and don't push ("I don't like the 
term 'aggressive evangelism'; gentleness should be our lifestyle").

Some of us believe that one of the first things we need to do when planning 
an evangelistic program is to take a long hard, gentle, look at the church into 
which the new disciples are to a find.their place. It is very evident that even 
church members are not over-happy at what is offered to them, or they 
wouldn't stay away so much. The same lack of whatever it is could be the 
reason why we find it so difficult to hold those we win.

We never found it that hard to win quite a lot of folk to the "institution", 
it was in holding them and in building them into the fellowship that our 
weakness was revealed.

RESOLUTIONS
Formula for Giving A new formula was adopted for giving 

to Brotherhood departments based on the budgets presented 
to Conference. The formula which was approved by 
Conference was previously endorsed by all of the departments 
concerned and represent a major advance in brotherhood 
co-operation. For 1975-76 the ''Brotherhood Formula" is: 
Federal Aborigines Missions 8%; College of the Bible 12%; 
Overseas Missions 24%. State Christian Union 1%; Christian 
Education 11%; Home Mission and Evangelism 21%; Social 
Service 15%; Literature Dept. M%; Properties Corporation 
3!4!%; Equalisation Fund 4%.

Victorian Council of Churches Conference instructed its 
representatives on the V.C.C. to approve admission of the R.C. 
Church to membership of the V.C.C. if and when an 
application is made. After a debate in which opposing points 
of view were expressed with strong conviction but in a 
generous spirit, there was a secret ballot which resulted in 159 
in favour and 71 against.

This does not mean that the R.C. Church will necessarily be 
admitted to the V.C.C. A church has to apply for membership 
and the members will then accept or reject such an 
application. There is no such application by the R.C. Church 
before the Council. However, in view of the possibility that 
such an application may be made, it was thought desirable that 

the matter should be discussed by Conference so that our 
representatives should have the mind of Conference as, to their 
attitude if such an application is made. The President of 
Conference, G. R. Stirling, said, "In a free and democratic 
Brotherhood like ours there has to be a majority and a 
minority on such matters. The majority and the minority have 
a Christian responsibility to each other. They should act 
towards each other in the spirit of love, as, happened in 
Conference. And they should continue to listen to each 
other."

Properties Corporation J. G. Todd, a member of the Glen 
Waveriey Church was appointed to the Office of Trustee of the 
riroperties Corporation.

Uranium It was resolved that the Conference urge the 
Australian Government to sell uranium only to nations which 
will contract that the uranium will be used only for peaceful 
purposes and that there will be the utmost responsibility 
exercised in disposing of radio-active waste.

Alcohol and Driving Conference urged the Victorian 
Government (1) to ensure that all learner-driver publications 
include a section on the effects of alcohol and other drugs on 
driving ability and that candidates for licences be also tested 
on thL section, (2) to legislate for a driver on a charge of 
driving with a blood alcohol content over .05% to have his or 
her driving licence automatically suspended for any period 
during which the case may be adjourned, (3) to legislate for 
the driving licence of a person (convicted for the first time of 
the offence of driving under the influence of a drug) to be 
suspended for a period of at least three months..

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IARE YOU LISTENING?
The Adult Committee of the Vic-Tas 

Dept, of Christian Education recently 
concluded six two-hour sessions on 
Human Relationships Sensitivity Training 
at the Briar Hill Church, 7-9 p.m. on 
Sundays. Included were sessions on: 
being sensitive to others in group 
discussions, creative listening and "values 
clarification". Expert input was provided 
by a Psychologist and a Social Worker. In 
summing up the effect the course had on 
him, one member wrote:
Listening

"He that hath ears..."
God, the Creator, dressed each head 

with a pair of rather ungainly pieces of 
flesh that we often call ears. As well as 
becoming cold and sore in winter, ears are 
a nuisance if they bend over in bed but, 
above all, they have a functional' role to 
play in the listening process. Ears are 
functional only if we use them properly 
and, let's be honest, this requires more 
effort than we may at first reafise.

Of course, we use more than our ears 
in conversation. Other senses come into 
play. People communicate using facial 
expressions, hands and even moments of 
silence can convey meaning. It really 
seems to require a total commitment on 
the part of the listener if inter-personal 
relationships are to develop to any great 
degree.

I am sure we would rapidly put our 
hands up in the air in response to the 
question "Do you always listen to other 
people?" After spending a series of 
evenings recently ,with members of the 
Adult Committee on a Sensitivity Course 
I had to confess that my response could 
not be a firm yes; Along with the other 
participants, I realised that it is not easy 
to listen creatively to other people. Oh, 
there are many reasons—preoccupation, 
indifference, carelessness, a conscious 
desire for non-involvement, business and 
so onybut it is more than a little 
disturbing when you contemplate the 
thought that on many occasions we have 
stifled appeals for help and effectively 
(although unconsciously) skirted vital 
issues., Too often the pat answer, too 
often in a hurry, too often insensitive, 
too often the rushed meal.

Think about it. Do you fit the mould?

It is difficult to finish up with a "catch 
all" statement. The solution really 
depends on your willingness to be a 
creative participant in the multitude of 
conversations that occur each day. Use 
your listening senses in an understanding 
way, be friendly and try to be perceptive. 
Simply put-LISTEN, and listen good.

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QUESTING
WITH

A. E. WHITE

All kinds of people turn up in our 
pulpit, recently we even had a trade 
union leader being interviewed, not about 
the gospel, but about his work. It would 
never have done for those who pioneered 
our cause.

Recently we have had in our church, 
leading our worship, a bank manager, an 
accountant, a cabinet maker, a truck 
driver, a cleaner, and a manager.

Everybody has to be something, and 
all of these folk are dedicated Christians 
as well as being in diverse jobs.

But I gather that your objection is not 
to the man in your church being a trade 
unionist but to the fact that he was 
talking about relationships between 
workers and management and about the 
economic problems confronting the 
worker, hlaybe he even defended the 
workers who resort to strikes!

Without trying to pass any kind of 
judgment on your particular church 
programme, there is no question that 
many churches use the evening services 
(and perhaps the morning) in ways that 
would have appeared strange to our 
pioneers. That is, in their day. rZany of 
them showed a readiness to depart from 
what many churches regarded as the 
"proper" thing and brought a new life 
into the old forms of church meetings. It 
is fair to suggest that many of them 
would be as willing to experiment today.

It is a good thing for people to be 
asked in church about their lives, their

work, their values, and their faith (if 
any). If such interviews help us to. learn 
more about the world in which the 
church is set, or about the people for 
whom the church mainly exists (those 
outside it), then let's have more of them.

There may be particular value in 
listening to what trade union leaders have 
to say. It was out of Christian concern 
that much of the trade union movement 
came, but the churches were soon 
regarded as being out of touch with the 
blue collar worker.

We tend, naturally, to expect those 
interviewed at church to be Christian, 
whatever else may be their role in society. 
But there have been occasions when 
daring ministers have interviewed folk 
from other faiths and of no faith. The 
congregations have learned why people 
hold to this or that religion instead of 
Christianity and they have heard some 
men say why they reject religion 
completely.

The gospel of Christ is being 
challenged and tested as never before in 
its history and we are the defenders of 
the faith in our day. If we have a "closed 
shop" and refuse to listen to others we 
may feel comforted by the support of 
like minds and we may even feel 
informed by Christian leaders telling us 
about the non-Christian world. But surely 
there is a place for dialogue between 
faiths and for discussion with those who 
oppose Christianity.

If the gospel is true (and it is) and if 
we are strong in faith (and we should be) 
then what can there be but gain in 
inviting folk to talk with us. We might 
even win them for Ch'-'st, if we are able 
to show that Christianii/ is far more than 
words about love for all, it is love in 
action.

The quality of the Christian life has 
always been its best defence, but it is not 
worth much if we hide it and build walls 
between us and the world.
