The incomparable Christ is revealed, 
not so much in a comparison of 
philosophies and ethics, but in the words 
and actions of Jesus Himself.

Jesus came preaching the "Kingdom" 
and that idea raised profound issues. He 
proclaimed a gospel of brotherhood and 
gathered his first followers into a social 
unit with a real communal life.

The Sermon on the Mount is full of 
social teaching. His healing miracles 
expressed his passionate desire to help 
men physically as well as spiritually. The 
problems of the poor were always a 
concern to Jesus. He declared that "man 
shall not live by bread alone", but neither 
shall man live without bread at all and 
Jesus always remembered that.

Jesus claimed the whole of life as His 
province. His religion was to invade every 
corner of men's experience, every 
department of public and private life, 
every nook and cranny of the world. No 
man is able to draw a line and say, "Here 
Christ's authority stops. The rest is 
beyond your sway!" Dual control of that 
kind, Jesus insisted, would imply a radical 
insincerity. There cannot be two kinds of 
truth — there is only one. The only 
alternatives are to apply His religion to 
every relationship of life or else drop that 
religion altogether. There is no third 
option.

Jesus headed no social revolution and 
He legislated for no current social 
problems; but He brought and imparted a 
spirit that was bound to set men 
crusading against injustice everywhere. 
The Spirit of Christ touched the infamy 
of the gladiatorial shows and shrivelled 
that barbarism out of existence. He 
touched the institution of slavery and 
that gigantic evil came crashing down. He 
touched the appalling factory conditions 
of the 19th Century and put something 
better and more decent in their place. He 
touched the tragedy of unrelieved distress 
and pain and hospitals and homes of 
healing sprang into existence.

Jesus regarded the family as a 
miniature of the Kingdom of God and He 
deepened the sanctity of the family by 
what He did for womarihood and 
childhood. He refused to be drawn into 
political debate and to legislate on 
particular points of contemporary

politics. However, His words, "Render 
unto Caesar the things that are Caesar's" 
imply that privilege always carries 
obligation with it.

Jesus regarded sin as an evil thing 
which would devastate and have dire 
consequence for man's whole existence in 
this world and beyond. He offers release

• OUTREACH IN 1975

WESTERN 
AUSTRALIA

The Churches of Christ, Christian Welfare Centre in .Perth is a multi-service 
Crisis-oriented agency, the only one of its particular type in W.A.

The Agency has two qualified Social Workers, who are both also qualified 
Marriage Counsellors, (the Director is also an ordained Minister), two 
experienced Welfare Officers, Secretary, part time Transport Officer, and a team 
of voluntary workers, (some of whom are ex-clients). All problems of social, 
emotional, spiritual and physical needs can be met. The Agency provides help 
around the clock (after hours pbone numbers are available in a crisis).

The Centre's reach-out service centred around a therapeutic workroom, toy 
workshop and budget shops. Interpersonal relationship at a basic informal level, 
combined with contact with Social Workers, has produced a therapeutic 
workroom atmosphere. As migrant ex-client turned volunteer said, "No one will 
know what this place has done for me. When I came here I was depressed, had a 
low opinion of myself and would cry at anything." She claimed that in this 
atmosphere of acceptance of herself as a person, she found the reality of faith.

She said, "It wasn't because people talked about it all the time, but it was in 
the acts and deeds done. Now I feel I can talk to God as a friend. I am so 
thankful for what I have, and not envious of what I have not. I can see now that 
I am of some worth."

A young English woman recently arrived in Australia, having deserted her 
husband and child. After several days involvement in our workroom and Social 
work contact she was reconciled to her family.

We have examined closely what we have operating and plans are under way to 
structure a programme so that more people in need of such support can benefit.

Plans are to extend the use of the therapeutic concept, to co-ordinate thii 
into a more efficient service in conjunction with the opening of a new Shop 
Front Reception Centre. This is due to open early in July '75 and will operate as 
an off-street information and Counselling area.

The Centre has always acted as a catalyst in the setting up of Community 
Welfare Services — e.g. Task Force, Recovery, Post Release Hostel for 
ex-prisoners and is now reaching out in the area of Half-way Houses At present 
the Director is involved in setting up one such — Richmond Fellowship Half-way 
House for emotionally distressed women.

The Department must 
perforce gather its rags about it and 
crouch close to the small and fitful 
embers of the wintry kitchen fire".
1954 — MAJOR BREAKTHROUGH with 
purchase of the old Perth Bible Institute 
for £12,325.0.0 for the first Christian 
Guest Home on an Annual Income of 
£2,444.0.0 ... 1975 — Capital 
Investment in Homes $2,750,000.00. 
Numbers housed: Units 249, Hostels 20, 
Lodges 111; Total 380.
1960 - MAJOR BREAKTHROUGH with 
modest beginning of the Christian Welfare 
Centre on an Annual Income of £877.0.0 
.. . 1975 — Six full time staff members 
and 120 volunteers deal with 8,000 
clients annually (one every 12 minutes of 
a work day) on an Annual Budget of 
$50,000.00.

In a little over two decades men and 
women have turned dreams into 
destinations by establishing two 
specialised areas of Social Welfare which 
are highly respected in W.A. The 
opportunities open in the next decade are 
beyond imagination for those willing to 
be involved in the "stream of human 
suffering".

TASMANIA
In 1947 Mr. and Mrs. Harper Knight 

inspired by their concern for children in 
ne^ of care in a home environment 
donated their property at Dover for a 
home for boys. This was re-located at 
Lindisfarne in 1956.

Mr. and Mrs. Hindman were the first 
Superintendent and Matron of Bethany 
Boy's Home and Mr. and Mrs. Ray 
Morffew gave the longest service of 
twenty years to what is now Bethany 
Children's Home. During Bethany's 28 
years, 50 children have been provided 
with a stable home life in a Christian 
atmosphere.

VICTORIA
The beginnings of Social Service of 

Churches of Christ in Victoria were 
largely concerned with Temperance. In 
1923 the character of the work was 
broadened and became known as the 
Social Service Committee. This marked 
the beginning of a new era.

A number of projects were undertaken 
at different times when specific needs 
arose. These included A League of 
Friendship to provide employment for a 
number of men. Food for Britain, 
clothing for Interchurch Aid to refugees. 
The Christian Guest Home was 
established in 1938, to be followed later 
by the Will H. Clay Nursing Home and 
Emmaus Rest Home. C.F.A. was 
launched in 1935.

Some of the men associated with these 
ventures have become legends in their 
own life times. Such men include C. R. 
Burdeu, Will H. Clay, C. Young and W. T. 
Atkin.

OUTREACH '75.

Today the Church is working in wide and varied areas of human need. 
Through the Social Service office and the office of the Hospital Chaplain 
material help is given and counsel and advice is offered.

In these affluent days one may expect a decrease in social problems and 
needs—but the opposite is so often true. Deprived families often need relief but 
counselling is a n^ experienced by all. Assistance is often sought on pensions, 
family difficulties, housing, employment, accommodation, legal advice, marriage 
problems, financial needs and material assistance in the form of food, clothing, 
shoes, blankets, furniture etc.

The Girls' Hostel is much in demand and each year many girls are turned 
away. The churches, especially those in the country, have reason to value its 
ministry. The Christian influence of the home assists the girls in finding and 
maintaining a vital Christian faith.

Aged care makes very great demands on the churches welfare program. It is 
an increasing need as more people are living longer and although we are 
providing 60 nursing beds, 86 hostel beds, and 27 cottages (4 under 
construction) we still have a long hopeless waiting list.

We are planning a five storey complex for Joslin. This Home will offer 30 
nursing beds and 62 hostel rooms and day care facilities for local residents living 
alone at home.

In the area of family care we would like to plan a supportive program to assist 
inadequate families but lack of funds hinders this program. Work with families in 
their homes is the only way of saving some of the families and educating them in 
better ways of living.

| OUTREACH '75. VICTORIA
This year a feature of Outreach of Social Service work in Victoria centres 

around Chaplaincy Service.
Don Stewart (Hobart) served as full voyage chaplain from Great Britain to 

Australia on the "Australis". This could be the last appointment of this type due 
to the decrease in migrants entering Australia by ship.

The Department has become more involved with Hospital Chaplaincy Services 
through the Victorian Hospital and Charities Commission Chaplaincy Advisory 

1 Committee and the recently formed Inter-Church Chaplaincy Committee. The 
following churches are co-operating and developing an Inter-Church Ministry, 
viz. Anglican, Baptist, Churches of Christ, Congregational, Methodist and 
Presbyterian churches.

The Anglican Church gave a lead in Pastoral Care Training at the Austin 
Hospital, but in 1975 the responsibility for this work came under the direction 
of the Inter-Church Chaplaincy Committee. Some students from our college of 
the Bible have the opportunity for short term training, and John Paver, formerly 
minister at Hampton, completed full time training and became an Assistant 
Supervisor until June 1975. He is now full time Chaplain to the Cancer Institute 
(Peter McCallum).

We also have eight ministers conducting part time chaplaincy duties in city 
hospitals.

A Training Course in Hospital Visitation and Pastoral Care for lay members 
was conducted May-June 1975. Professional lectures and group leaders were 
involved. A consensus of opinion indicated that the course would be beneficial 
to all who participated and further courses should be conducted.

The Inter Church Trade and Industry Mission is another area of department 
activity. The Director is a member of the Board of Management. Financial 
support is provided by the Department and Churches in Victoria toward the 
conduct of the Mission. Churches of Christ have seven ministers involved as local 
Chaplains to Industry and one to local police. These men have received training 
through the Mission for this specialised ministry.

Since February 1975, W. B. Burn has been full-time Regional Chaplain for the 
Latrobe Valley. One of the exciting aspects of I.T.I.M. is the requests from 
Industry for the services of chaplains. The Mission is serving in organisations 
such as the S.E.C., Police Department and Victorian Railways together with 
private companies and large industrial enterprises. Chaplaincies open up to the 
church new areas of Outreach, surely this is the church in action.

WE REACH OUT TO THE SENIOR CITIZENS —

In addition to an expanding programme of accommodation for the aged, an 
intensive programme is in operation in the form of Chapel facilities at Pendie 
Hill, recreational and occupational therapy.
WE REACH OUT TO THE SICK —

Joe Shaw, Chaplain, provides a ministry to two Sydney hospitals, and 
co-ordinates voluntary hospital chaplains activities.
WE REACH OUT TQ INDUSTRY —

Mr. Shaw and several of our ministers serve as Chaplains to industry.
WE REACH OUT TO THOSE IN CRISIS —

A Social Worker is involved in case-work and counselling people in crisis 
situations.
WE REACH OUT TO CHURCHES AND COMMUNITY —

Educational Courses are available to local churches. These include: "Those 
Magic Years" (the Pre-schooler); "Your Adolescent"; "Family and Marriage 
Enrichment"; "Preparation for Retirement".

"Marriage is for Living" and "Operation Sam" are series to be conducted by 
the Department later this year.

DREAMS
CAN COME TRUE!!

He was 95 years old, and as he turned 
the key, the doors swung gently open — 
and a dream became a reality!

It was the dream of W. C. Roffey in 
the 1950's when he was instrumental in 
the construction of the first Aged 
Person's Units at Pendie Hill; it was the 
dream of Miss Ashwood who brought 
into being a Home for the care of elderly 
ladies; it was the dream of Charles Cole in

C.F.A. What it is!
What it does!

The Christian Fellowship Association 
(C.F.A.) operates in all States and had its 
roots in the dedicated service of twenty 
women who, during the depression, set 
aside oneshiliing per week to help others.

C.F.A. was launched in the Melbourne 
Town Hall in 1935 as a type of insurance. 
Originally, assistance from C.F.A. meant 
an interest-free loan or a relief payment 
to members of C.F.A. only, and in those 
difficult times of mass unemployment it 
gave many people a feeling of security. 
Contributions were then as low as one 
penny per week but there has never been 
a maximum high. The value of assistance 
given bore no relationship to the amount 
of the pledged membership — need was 
the governing factor. The average amount 
of assistance given in individual payments 
has steadily risen from $20 or $30 to 
$300 or $400. There were and are many 
members who contribute for the benefit 
of others. This is part of the scriptual 
basis of C.F.A. "My neighbour as myself" 
and Gal. 6:2 "Bear one another's burdens 
and so fulfil the law of Christ" is another 
part

A few years ago in Victoria the policy 
was changed to provide assistance for 
anyone having some association with the 
church. This covered the general church 
membership, families of bible school 
scholars and others. C.F.A. funds have 
been used to help in times of 
unemployment, ill health or accident 
with home rental, doctor's and hospital 
bills, general living expenses, light and gas 
accounts, arrears of hire purchase, 
property rates, school books and 
uniforms and funeral expenses. C.F.A. 
funds may not be used as home loans and 
associated finance.

The original aim "Every church 
member a member of C.F.A." is still 
relevant. Enquiries will be welcomed by 
your local church agent or the Social 
Service Director in your State. C.F.A, 
may operate in slightly different ways 
outside Victoria.

the 1960's when he first put the 
proposition of a Nursing Home to 
Conference; and it has been the dream for 
many years of the elderly residents of our 
Homes and cottages, who have wonderedi 
and worried about their future when they 
may be unable to care for themselves.

The final act in making this dream 
come true was a few weeks ago, when the 
beautiful Nursing Home in the Pendie Hill 
Retirement Settlement was officially 
opened. Dr. R. E. Klugman performed 
the Opening Ceremony, assisted by 
George Mobbs, the oldest resident in our 
Units, who turned the key. J. V. Ellerby, 
Chairman of the Social Service 
Department, told of the conference 
decision to recognise Mr. and Mrs. Charles

Cole's work in the development of the 
Nursing Home as they headed up to 6000 
member Brotherhood team, and that the 
Hospital is to be known as "Cole House". 
Miss Bettye Harcus and Arthur Glover 
presented musical items.

The hospital, together with the 
Ashwood House Wing for ambulant 
female patients, will provide care for 61 
patients.

Together we have given $60,000 in 
gifts and endowments to make this dream 
come true. A cheque for $2,000 was the 
immediate response from M. E. C. Wade 
when the Nursing Home was first 
proposed — and from there the 
enthusiasm has known no bounds: from 
an embroidered coat-hanger knitted by an 
84-year-old lady, to chocos sold by the 
hundreds, to lamington drives, to a Grand 
Musicale at Greenacre and on and on.

Together we've done it — "We've made 
a dream come true for the glory of God, 
and the care of his people."

TASMANIA NEED
The Bethany Committee of 

management is aware of the need to 
provide a residential home for young men 
and women as an extension of Bethany 
Children's Home. The latter is ideally set 
up to provide care for young children 
although when Bethany chil^en have 
commenced work they can still live in as 
long as they wish.

However a separate residence for 
working young people, with Christian

oversight provided by a mature married 
couple would fill a great need. Young 
people come to Hobart from the country 
and other areas and require board. This 
project would need to be self-supporting 
financially and would be' possible if a 
debt free house is available to commence 
the enterprise.

There is sufficient land on the Bethany 
property to build a suitable home. 
Sources of finance . and other 
investigations are now being considered 
and it is hoped some form of progress will 
be made in 1975.

OUTREACH ,5 QUEENSLAND
There seems to be no limit to the opportunities for expansion of our work in 

Queensland. The Social Service Committee receives requests from churches as 
well as from country communities for help in establishment of retirement 
villages or Family Group Homes for the young.

There is also expansion work associated with our established homes, not only 
in material assets and buildings, but in Christian service.

Over 600 people are cared for in our Homes and Hostels involving 181 
full-time or part-time' staff. To minister to the needs of these people is a big task 
and we rely on our Chaplains to bring pastoral care to all concerned.

Recently, a 30-bed Hostel was opened at Bribie Island along with six further 
cottages. Mr. and Mrs. Ralph Edwards from Belmont, Vie., are giving needed 
oversight to the Village as it establishes itself under the spiritual care of the 
Redcliffe church.

Hillcrest Nursing Home is being rebuilt to accommodate 82 patients at a cost 
of over $700,000 and the former patients from there have moved to our recently 
opened Home, "Brig-0-Doon", in Yeronga.

At Fassifern Retirement Village at Boonah the Nursing Home is being 
extended to 30 beds and plans are well under way for further units at Golden 
Age Retirement Village,

Sir Bruce Small has asked our Committee to sponsor a large Village at the 
South Coast to honour his wife. This complex will be known as "Lady Small 
Haven" and will eventually provide accommodation for over 250 people.'

Along with these activities, are various calls for individual personal help from 
day to day.

It is obvious that the Committee must give keen attention to its work under 
the leadership of the Director, Eric Hart, who has recently been joined by an 
Associate, Colin Dredge.

HELP FOR NEW NATIONS
(Geneva) A $1.5 million material aid 

programme to four newly independent 
African nations and for liberation 
movements in another two countries was 
approved by the Commission on 
Inter-Church Aid, Refugee and World 
Service (CICARWS) of the World Council 
of Churches.

CICARWS had previously supported 
material aid projects to liberation 
movements in the former Portuguese 
colonies of Guinea-Bissau, Cape Verde, 
Mozambique and Angola. Because of 
events in Portugal of April, 1974, and the 
subseq4ent ae-colonization process, 
assistance to these countries will be 
channeUed through newly formed 
governments and transitional 
governments and churches as these 
establish cooperative and service 
structures.

The programmes, which include 
agricultural, medical and educational 
assistance, amount to $200,000 in 
Guinea-Bissau; $200,000 for Cafe Verde.

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AID FOR AFRICA DROUGHT
(Geneva) — The Commission of 

Inter-Church Aid, Refugee and World 
Service agreed to a two-year $3.6 million 
rehabilitation programme in the Sahel 
countries of Africa which are just 
emerging from a five-year drought. The 
Commission acknowledged the need for 
this follow-up to a massive emergency 
assistance effort which since 1973 has 
made available material and financial aid 
of some $20,412,338 from WCC-related 
churches and agencies to Senegal, 
Mauritania, Mali, upper Volta, Niger and 
Chad.

The programme will hopefully 
undergird the efforts of the people of the 
Sahelian countries to overcome chronic 
problems of underdevelopment and 
international economic injustice. The 
drought merely revealed this situation to 
the international community, he said.

EXPELLED FROM NAMIBIA
The Rt. Rev. Richard J. Wood, 54, 

head of the Anglican Church in Namibia, 
was ordered to leave the territory 
together with his wife, Cathleen, by June 
23. A similar deportation order was 
served on Rolf Friede, the West German 
director of the Christian Centre here.

Learning of the expulsion order, the 
WCC's Commission of the Churches on 
International Affairs (CCIA) last week 
condemned the South African 
government's repeated harsh treatment of 
Christian leaders who seek to protect 
human rights. Last February Bishop 
Wood together with Lutheran Bishop 
Leonard Auala won a legal battle to end 
the practice of "flogging" prisoners on 
tribal court orders. The CCIA also called 
upon South Africa to accept t),e will of 
the UN Security Council and "cooperate 
in making plans for the immediate 
independence of Namibia".—EPS

CANADIAN WOMEN 
IN MINISTRY

The General Synod of the Anglican 
Church of Canada voted to allow the 
ordination of women to the priesthood, 
but bishops who oppose the right can 
refuse to perform such a ceremony. The 
lay vote was 88 for, 18 against; 75 priests 
voted for, 30 against; 26 bishops were for 
and 8 against.

A prediction that the first women 
priests in the Canadian Church will be 
ordained by Easter of 1976 came from 
Bishop David Somerville of New 
Westminster, B.C. He told newsmen he 
has two female deacons awaiting 
ordination as priests. Other bishops also 
have candidates.

This year's action, confirming the 
principle accepted by the 1973 General 
synod at Regina, Sask., was necessary to 
translate the matter into canon law.—EPS 

The efforts of the World Council 
community are an attempt at solidarity 
with people who are straggling to build 
their own future and a sign of Christian 
commitment to dialogue with people of 
other faiths.

GOOD OLD SELFISHNESS? —--------------------------
To the Editor,

We don't seem to hear about selfishness any morel They've made 
it respectable. We hear about "finding self-expression", or "creating 
an identity for oneself." A friend of mine tells me he has 
"contracted out of non-fulfilling social obligations." His wife is on a 
course aimed at "building up her self-awareness". And these days 
everybody's doing his own thing. Selfishness is having a sort of 
"with-it" face lift. It is becoming sociologically and psychologically 
respectable.

It's all a bit confusing to an ordinary person. In the good old days 
when selfishness was selfishness you could do three things with it. 
You could ignore it. and have a ball, until all hell broke loose around 
you. You could accept it as a fact of life and live in splendid 
isolation from the people who have learned of your nasty little habit 
of using them up. Or by the grace of God you could do something 
about it, and become a more normal and healthy person the hard 
way. But with all of these new-fangled descriptions of selfishness it's 
hard to tell if you are ignoring it, accepting it, or doing something . 
about it.

I've often been going to ask you . . . about all of these letters I 
send in...what's in it for me?

SOUTH AUSTRALIA
1950 was a very significant year for 

Churches of Christ in South Australia. It 
marked the beginning of our welfare 
services in this State with the 
appointment of a Social Worker/Director 
and it marked the beginning of our work 
in aged care with the purchase of the St. 
Georges property.

Entry into chaplaincy services in 
hospitals in 1956 with the appointment 
of J. E. Shipway and prisons 1957 with 
A. R. Jones were also important events.

Welfare shops commenced in 1960 to 
give support to our welfare work with 
much needed finance. 1960 also marked 
the beginning of courses in preparation 
for marriage, an effort on the part of the 
church to stem the rising tide of divorce. 
Many young people benefit each year 
from this program.

Accommodation for country students 
concerned us, so in 1962 the Medindie 
Hostel was opened offering a Christian 
home to 31 country students.

For twenty five years these services 
have continued, extended, showing, very 
clearly the involvement of the church in 
human need as a very real part of the 
churches charter.

NEW SOUTH WALES
In the early days this Department was 

known as the Temperance and Social 
Questions Committee. Such well-known 
names as Verco, Hall, Ethelbert Davis, 
Stitt, Dale, Acland, Crossman appear in 
the records in executive positions. Later 
Roy Greenhalgh, A. C. McLean, W. C.

Roffey, J. W. Boswell made similar 
contributions.

The Committee was largely involved 
with Social Questions and Temperance 
amongst all age groups, and Benevolence 
and Relief, particularly in the 1930s. In 
one year 1100 needy cases were assisted 
involving the distribution of 15,165 
articles of clothing, £60 of new garments, 
£75 of groceries, 120 meal tickets and 50 
bed tickets to destitute people. Free hot 
breakfasts were served to 3400 during the 
cold months of the year.

Employment was found for many 
people. Prison and Police Court Visitation 
was carried out. A Children's Home was 
maintained. The Brotherhood was 
represented on the Inter-Church 
Migration Committee of N.S.W., 
Temperance Alliance, Band of Hope, 
Youth Temperance Education 
Committee.

In those early days great personalities 
were involved in a fruitful work from 
which our present Department has grown.

QUEENSLAND
Social Service work in Queensland has 

come a long way from humble beginnings 
in the earlier part of this century. Names 
like H. W. Hermann, H. G. Payne, S. 
Chalmers, C. R. Burdeu, and many others 
come to mind as those who have provided 
the inspiration for the present committee.

Depression day work in Social Welfare 
(clothing distribution, funeral help and 
counselling) were early activities of the 
Temperance and Social Questions 
Committee. Indeed, the Federal Social 
Services Office in Brisbane was seen by 
some as the Churches of Christ Office 
since C. R. Burdeu, as Committee 
Secretary was acting Director of that 
Department.

The return of C. R. Burdeu in the late 
fifties brought a new inspiration in work 
for our senior citizens with the 
establishment in faith and determination 
of what we now know as "Burdeu 
House".

In this heritage, some further 11 
homes and hostels have been established 
and further work will be done.

In Victoria this week-end, thousands, 

of well nourished Australians will go' 
hungry — deliberately! They will be 
joining in a "40-Hour Famine" planned 
by World Vision.

The hungry Australians will home- 
many sponsors and the accumulated gifts 
will be a contribution to a tragic need.

It is hard for Australians, planning 
their next steak or hamburger, to 
conceive how one third of the world's 
people suffer from continual hunger or 
nutritional deprivation.

Along a hunger belt roughly based on 
the equator live two and a half billion 
people, nearly all of then), under-fed, and 
at least 20% are starving.'

The hunger belt includes Ethiopia, 
where a World Vision film crew earlier 
this year brought to the world's attention 
a famine more widespread and more 
devastating in the southern regions than 
the terrible famine of 1973 in the north 
of Ethiopia.

In fact, all the African countries on 
the edge of the Sahel, the name given to 
the southward reach of the Sahara Desert, 
are facing imminent famine. This includes 
Chad, Mali, Mauritania, Niger, Senegal' 
and Upper Volta.

In other parts of the equatorial belt, 
Bolivia, Syria, Yemen and Nigeria face 
near famine. Parts of India, Bangla Desh, 
Somalia, Guinea and Zaire face extensive 
famine if the next crops fail for some 
reason.

There has been a splendid response by 
our own churches, particularly by the 
young people, and there will be a special 
feature in our next issue to highlight the 
progress of "The Year of the Hungry".

Outward bound on our sentimental journey, the„longest 
hop was 2,783 miles between Fiji and Hawaii. "Hop seems 
the correct word since the symbol on our Qantas jet was a 
leaping kangaroo.

HONOLULU.
If San Francisco is the Golden Gate to the West Coast of 

North America, then Honolulu is the welcoming envoy who 
has come more than half way across the Pacific to greet those 
visitors who venture across that vast expanse of ocean. 
Honolulu is a charming city, at one and the same time simple 
yet sophisticated. It is surrounded by lavishly gay tropical 
splendour.

This was our second visit to Honolulu. We literally zoomed 
in "out of the blue" and within minutes were standing in 
queues presenting ourselves before immigration officials 
because, more than. 2,000 miles from the West Coast of 
America, we were entering the United States. Hawaii is the 
only maritime State of the fifty States of the Union. The 
queues this day in Honolulu were extra long because within 
one hour, four jets had arrived at the airport — from Australia, 
Canada, Korea and Japan. Hawaii stands at the junction of the 
great air-lanes of the Pacific.

Our stay in Honolulu was, for us, enriched by the 
remembrance of our earlier visit when we were guests of 
George Jacobs, then minister of the Christian Church 
(Disciples). Although George Jacobs is no longer host in 
Honolulu we are sure that the warm friendship and lavish 
hospitality will be showered upon all who attend the Tenth 
World Convention of Churches of Christ to be held in 
Honolulu in 1980.

As our giant jet soared above the brilliant splendour of the 
tropical isle of Oahu, a sombre sight filled us with unutterable 
sadness. We recognised that the deeply indented bay below 
was Pearl Harbour. There, beneath its tranquil waters, 
entombed in the ships they once proudly served lie the victims 
of that fateful attack which eventually brought the United 
States into World War II. It would be thoroughly irresponsible 
and utterly ignoble for any tourist in Honolulu to luxuriate in 
its surpassing splendour and to forget that here is the venue of 
one oi the most dramatic and shameful enactments of man's 
inhumanity to man.

SAN FRANCISCO — ON THE TRAMS.
Leaving Honolulu, with thoughts both of gloom and 

gladness, we resumed our flight soaring into the blue above the 
golden sands of Waikiki. A meal, a sleep and perchance a 
dream and we were in San Francisco. We had deliberately
fanned a two-day rest stop here. Previously we had arrived 
rere by boat from Vancouver and subsequently by bus from

Los Angeles and now it was by jet, only seventeen flying hours 
from Melbourne's winter. Who could possibly rest in San
Francisco on a clear and sunny Summer's Day? So we went to 
all the places we had visited before and did all the things we 
had done before — strolling along Fi^erman s Wharfviewing 
Alcatraz, from outside! Golden Gate Bndg^ Sous^itO; 
sight-seeing in Chinatown and — of course g 
hilarious ride down Powell Street in a cable-tram.

WINGS AND WAGON WHEELS.
Came Tuesday morning and we were aloft again on wings of 

silver crossing the great North American continent travelling in 
the reverse airection of its original explorers. As I sat in 
pensive mood gazing at the snow-capped Rockies, the Western

Plai ns and the mighty Missisippi, my mind recalled scenes from 
that engrossing film: "How the West was Won".

An an exercise in American history a day-light flight across 
America is unsurpassed. That afternoon, with that "inward eye 
which is the bfiss of solitude" I saw more frontiersmen, 
bullocks, covered wagons and Red Indians than I ever met in 
all the history books of my school days.

WHATS NEW IN NEW YORK.
This reverie of histoiy ended abruptly as we prepared to 

descend at Kennedy Airport. We had to take our turn in a 
spiral of planes banked up over Manhattan waiting to take 
their turn to land. I have seem more of New York from the air 
than any other city because each plane I've been in has 
invariably had to circle a number of times over the city before 
receiving a landing time-allocation. New York from the air is 
wonderful but actually to be in it is an experience of sheer 
delight. I grant that, like London, it is a city one either loves 
or hates intensely. We happen to love both cities. For us, each 
has an indefinable magnetism. I never argue with those who 
disagree on this subject. I accept their views, I have to, because 
I can't understand them.

We stayed in an apartment on Manhattan at 85 East. Note 
the word "East", It marks a difference similar to that between 
Toorak and Prahran or Pott's Point and Paddington. The 
apartment was 36 storeys high and was occupied by four 
hundred tenants who owned between them four hundred dogs 
ranging from Great Danes to Pekinese!

In the next five days we revisited places we felt disposed to 
see again. We spent hours shopping on Fifth Avenue — that is, 
window-shopping. We took one of our favourite ferry-rides — 
from Battery Point to Staten Island and back, ft is the 
cheapest ferry-ride in the world. In more than thirty years the 
fare has never been increased. New Yorkers would revolt if 
there was any attempt to increase it. All bus fares on 
Manhattan for any distance, in any direction at any time is 35 
cents, but you must have the exact fare — or walk!

Several things in New York were new to us; a new sky-line. 
The Empire State is no longer the tallest building in New 
York. It is now the twin towers of the World Trade Centre 
with 110 storeys (1,800 feet). But to come down to earth, 
there were a great many people begging on the streets. Many 
were playing musical instruments bearing signs saying they 
were unemployed students needing money to continue their 
education.

THE JOY OF RECOGNITION.
When the people of Perth would ask Professor Walter 

Murdoch why, when travelling overseas, he would invariably 
go first to Naples, he would reply "For the joy of 
recognition". Some tourists are inveterate Athenians, always 
wanting to see some new thing. But there is a peculiar delight 
in a sentimental journey designed to enable one to re-visit 
familiar places and meet again those whom we call our friends.

For this reason, we spent a week with our former 
congregations at Troy and Poestenkile which are virtuaUy in 
the charming New England country of North America. The 
present minister, a young bachelor, made it easy for us to 
enjoy this invaluable experience. He not only encouraged us to 
make this visit but made himself available as our chaffeur, 
guide, philospher and friend. Our delights made him happy 
too. Our hosts, night after night invited him to these suppers 
and soirees. He too had a wonderful round of entertainment 
and festivities. On the final night he sighed wistfully: "To 
think of it! To-morrow nightl go back to hot dogs".

Not everyone has the ability to "rejoice with those that do 
rejoice" as Richard Elwell has. Richard who is over six foot 
tail has a surname meaning "little elf". Why aren't people, at 
twenty-one, allowed to choose their own names? Marriage, far 
from resolving problems of nomenclature, sometimes 
complicates the matter further. The Melbourne "Age" (9.1.74) 
reported that a British couple Miss Duck and Mr. Shooter had 
just announced their engagement in Bahrain! Forgive these 
tendencies of mind to violence. Really, I am at heart a man of 
peace.

And now, Europe beckons us. There is the main focus of 
this sentimental journey. At Dusseldorf Airport a daughter, a 
son-in-law and a grand-daughter are waiting.

So, we must away, and to you we say "Mizpah .

Her family and many 
others, are conscious of a great enrichment in 
their lives from the deep devotion of such a 
gentle lady.

Our Sunday School is reduced to 
almost none at all and now some of our
members are meeting in small house 
groups because they find a "deeper level 
of worship than is found at church". 
When I expressed my concern, one 
member said that the church survived for 
1700 years without the Sunday School 
and that the house church is a New 
Testament example which should be 
followed. Suddenly, the church doesn't 
seem to be needed!

I think the church is needed, as much 
as ever! The New Testament did not 
provide for the church to go out of 
business at any time and I am fairly sure 
that your fellow church members did not 
mean that the role of the church was 
ending, but that it is changing.

Not much can be done in a short 
answer or, let's be honest, in any kind of 
answer that I can make that presumes to 
tell everyone what to do and how to do 
it. The sickness of deflation in the church 
is at least as hard to cure as inflation in 
society.

But I am disturbed that so many of us 
acquiesce in the dying of the Sunday 
School and also seem ready to abandon 
the congregational activities of the 
church.

Some Sunday Schools in some areas 
are full. L.any such schools are successful 
for reasons which cannot help the many 
schools that are in the doldrums 
numerically and inspirationally. But there 
are some experiments which are taking 
place successfully, and they should be 
made and known and considered as

possible answers to general needs.
Our ' last - Federal Conference 

Handbook showed a loss of 4541 S.S. 
scholars in a two year period. There is a 
corresponding decline in boy and girl club 
numbers. (The decline in church 
membership for the same period was 
827). Such a S.S. loss is disastrous.

Since we used to look primarily to the 
S.S. as the church's replacement force, we 
are faced with grave alternatives. We must 
reconcile ourselves to seeing the S.S. 
continue to decline or (a) restore the S.S. 
as an effective teaching and evangelising 
agent of the church; (b) find an effective 
alternative to the S.S. in meeting the 
needs of the church's children and young 
people; or (c) rely on the home to fulfil 
the teaching and nurturing role once 
provided in the church's educational 
programme. (Of course, we have always 
argued for the primary place of the 
home).

There is not much hope in (c). There 
are not that many families within the 
church able and willing to take over the 
goals of the Bible School. Even if there 
were, the vast numbers of non-church 
children which were once reached by the 
S.S. are not even considered in this 
response. Further, the children being 
catered for at home are cut off from their 
peer groups.

In looking at (a) and (b) we know very 
well that the type of S.S. programme and 
the kind of S.S. lesson that belonged to 
the boom days of the S.S. are no longer 
viable. Therefore, if we talk about 
restoring the S.S. we are certainly not 
thinking of turning back the clock. We 
are thinking rather of a Christian 
education programme that meets children 
and young people where they are, that 
guides, equips, and challenges-them to 
meet life with a faith that makes sense to 
them in their world.

This is the task for today and the 
difference between success and failure 
here is the difference between life and 
death for the church.
