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Graham Hyman
Graham Hyman is minister of the Burleigh Heads church in 

Queensland. He is working in the heart of the famous Gold 
Coast". His work brings him into close touch with some of the vic­
tims of the modern materialistic society in which things are more 
important than people. He writes to some of us for whom 
sometimes rules are more important than people ... for whom 
Christ died.

Words like "homosexual", "adulterer", "fornicator", "drug 
addict" and "alcoholic" conjure up ugly pictures in our minds. 
The Scriptural teaching is clear — the practices of these people 
are against the principles of God. Our minds have been con­
ditioned by generations of church teaching that because of these 
practices these people are depraved, immoral, at best diseased, 
at worst children of the Devil.

And yet these people often want help. Many have tried to 
overcome their problem and have failed. They recognize their 
problem as sin but cannot help themselves. In seeking help they 
will frequently turn to Christians, to us. What do we say to 
them?
SPIRITUAL UNTOUCHABLES

I have become increasingly aware of this conflict as I have 
met these spiritual "untouchables" in my five years on the Gold 
Coast. I became acutely aware of the problem recently when, 
after conducting a seminar for grade 12 High School students, I 
was approached by two young men. They were homosexuals. 
They didn't want to be. They wanted to know if they could 
become Christians and remai^'homosexuals. They had tried — 
through other churches, psychiatric treatment and sheer will 
power — to change, but they had not changed. Both had at­
tempted suicide. One was verging on a nervous breakdown.

TRAPPED!
Similar stories could be told of adulterers, people living 

together, drug addicts and others. They are ail trapped. Not 
wanting to be what they are, unable for various reasons to 
change.

The church tends to be unwilling to touch these untouchables 
until they change. They are an embarrassment to us. They 
make us feel uncomfortable. The church will get a bad reputa­
tion. Their sins are overt, ours are covert, therefore they are un­
acceptable.

It is time we began to treat the disease, not change the symp­
toms. We must recognise our true Scriptural role. God does not 
call us to change lives, but to introduce lives to a life _ chang­
ing force. Surely we are neither the watchdogs nor the police- 
men of non-Christian society. We are guides who show the 
hurting where to be healed.
THE WORK OF CHRIST

The time is here for us to concentrate our energies into leading people to a knowledge of Christ, not mor^Tre^^^ 
encourage the hurting into a deep Dersonnl rerorm. lu 
Jesus. To help them see the worldng^^f the Hn?v^ationship with 
lives. And then to watch Christ do HIS WORKS^'Vh "I their

WESTERN AUSTRALIAN 
MINISTERS "GO BACK 
TO SCHOOL

Ministers, like all "professionals", need 
to keep up to date with new develop­
ments in their areas of expertise. The con­
stant demands of pastoral ministry, 
however, make it difficult for busy 
Churches of Christ ministers to catch up 
on new insights in Bible study, theology 
and practical church work. Consequently 
Christian Projects Limited (C.P.L.), an 
associate trust with the Christian 
Building Trust of Victoria (C.B.T.), in­
vited the College of the Bible to ad­
minister certain funds for In-Service 
Training of Ministers throughout 
Australia.

THE FIRST PROGRAM
The first of these programs was held at 

Kum Ba Yah Conference Centre, 
Waterman's Bay (W.A.), on April 14-17, 
1980. C.P.L. raid the air fares of the guest 
lecturers and subsidised the ministers' 
accommodation. Approximately 35 W.A. 
ministers attended.

Dr D. G. Hammer, Vice-Principal of 
Kenmore Christian College, presented a 
series of lectures entitled "The Church 
and its Mission in the 8O's". He shared 
some of the insights of his recent studies 
at Fuller Theological Seminary's School 
of World Mission. He lectured on "God's 
Plan for Humanity Today", "Biblical 
Evangelism in the Current Situation", 
"Problems of Communication" and "The 
Church in a Multi-cultural Society". Dur­
ing the course of the lectures Dr Hammer 
drew on his wealth of experience as a 
minister and a missionary and his per­
sonal anecdotes were much appreciated.

The other guest lecturer was Dr W. 
Tabbernee from the College of the Bible. 
Dr Tabbernee's series was entitled 
"Pauline Perspectives on Pastoral Is­
sues". A study in 1 Corinthians, covering

NEW CZECH 
TRANSLATION

The first 30,000 copies of the new Czech 
translation of the Bible have been printed 
and are now ready for distribution.

The Reverend Bohumir Sedlisky, ex­
ecutive secretary of Czech Bible Work in 
Prague reports that state authorities have 
^iven permission for a total run of 120,000 
Bibles, with a further 30,000 copies ex­
pected during early 1980. Czech Bible 
Work plans to have the remaining 60,000 
off the press during the latter half of next 
year.

The new Czech translation is the result 
of 14 years work by a team of scholars 
from various churches with the final text 
handed to the state publishing house in 
1977.

Celebrations are being held for the 
4()()th anniversary of the publication of 
the first part of the Kraiice Bible which 
has been the traditional Czech transla­
tion. 

the issues of "Marriage. Divorce and Re­
marriage", "Anxiety', "Women and 
Ministry" and "The Lord's Supper". He 
explained Paul's understanding of these 
topics and showed how the Pauline 
perspectives could help ministers deal 
with the same pastoral issues in the twen­
tieth century.

Dr Tabbernee also presented two 
workshops as part of the In-Service Train­
ing Program: the first on "Creative 
Worship", the second on "Visuals".

Input by local ministers included a 
thought-provoking seminar by George 
Smith and Dr Dennis Ladbrook on "A 
Christian Understanding of Sexuality". 
Des Croot, President of the 1979-80 W.A. 
Conference, along with other repre­
sentatives at the National Conference on 
Evangelism, reported on the conference. 
This report stimulated a lively discussion 
on national, state and local strategies for 
evangelism.

The W.A. Ministers' In-Service Train­
ing Program coincided with the 83rd W.A. 
Conference of Churches of Christ. Both Dr 
Hammer and Dr Tabbernee preached at 
various sessions of the conference.

A special feature was a training night 
for ministers and local church leaders 
held at the Brotherhood Centre at which 
both guest lecturers spoke on different 
aspects of ministerial and lay leadership. 
Approximately 100 people attended and 
jomed in a valuable "Talk-back session" 
which followed.
'vThe next In-Service Training Program 
sponsored by C.P.L. will be held at Mon- 
bulk, Victoria, on July 7-11, 1980, when 
Dr Keith Bowes of the College of th Bi­
ble and Miss Dianne Feeney of 
Woolwich Bible College and Robert 
Smith of N.S.W. Social Service Depart­
ment will be the lecturers.

The Australian Religious Press As­
sociation, which brings together 
publications and writers from Anglican, 
Catholic and Protestant denominations 
around Australia, has a new president.

Father Cunningham is the 
editor of the Catholic Record, the official 
Diocesan weekly in Perth.

The Rev. Canon Frank Lowe, an 
Anglican priest from Morwell, was elected 
secretarv. Peter Philp representing 
World vision was elected editor of the 
Association's magazine.

More than 40 editors and media 
directors have just concluded their annual 
conference which was held at Ave Maria 
Retreat House in Sydney.

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ON MY MIND 
STUDYING FOR THE 

FINALS 
Rciy Killmier

Dr E. R. Killmier is one of the great veterans of the faith in 
Australian Churches of Christ. A graduate of the College of the Bi­
ble in 1917, and later of the Melooume University, he became a 
pioneer medical missionary in China. He has been a "beloved 
physician" to thousands and a Christian leader, thinker and 
preacher. He served as a dynamic President of the Victorian- 
Tasmanian Conference in 1970. He is an elder of the Thombury 
church and takes his turn at the organ. The title of his paper is ours. 
(Ed.).

I am getting old. There is an examination coming up. It is 
Judgement Day. I wonder what the questions will be! Not so 
much related, I think, to the human culture and theology with 
which I have lived, as to my love and obedience to Christ. I am 
studying for this exam; but have not much time to read the ad­
vanced books about life. I hope to pass, but have no illusions. 
God has had problems with me. My grandmother once said to 
me, "My boy, if you follow your feelings you will go astray." 
She knew me, bless her! God has had a monotonously constant 
job of keeping me on the right track.

Nor do I think that the exam will be on the themes of 
"Mustard Seeds" or any subjective pro-suppositions. I have a 
cunning idea. That is to concentrate at my trial, on one very 
reliable and objective study of attitudes and beliefs given us by 
the Judge himself. For he is also the Advocate! That pleases me 
because I know him. This study of his is called Christ's Doctrine 
of Scripture. The way to learn it is to read through the Gospels, 
noting the number of times, as he journeyed to his Jerusalem 
death for us, that he said to his disciples, "I go, as it is written 
of me". And they could check on this from the Scriptures (O.T.). 
It was objective, from the Father, and not a human invention. 
There are at least 144 of these statements. Jesus staked his life 
on their accuracy. So do I. So can you.

SWAN NIU'S IttW ERA
A new era will begin in the life of the 

Swan Hill church on June 14, with the of­
ficial opening of a new building complex. 
The event marks the completion of a 21- 
year-old vision. What makes it all the 
more remarkable is that this has been ac­
complished in what would be regarded as 
one of the more isolated portions of our 
Brotherhood. Apart from the close 
regional work at Woorinen, the nearest 
sister church is 120 miles away.

On September 11, 1960, a new chapel 
was deaicated with the vision of 
completing the project with hall, kitchen 
and meeting rooms. These had previously 
been the ola chapel that had been built in 
1910, and shiftea to the present site. The 
church took steps to co^Iete what it had 
previously envisaged. The new facilities 
have a large hall, small meeting rooms, a 
study, as wed as a functional kitchen and 
indoor toilets. The whole complex h^ 
been desired for handicapped people in 
wheel chairs who are able to move freely 
throughout.

Since the arrival of the present 
mmister, John Capom, the activities of 
the church have expanded to the degree 
that the church's buildings could not 
adequately cater for the wo^. Four years 

ago, the church only needed to cater for a 
Sunday School, but it now has to consider 
a boys' and girls' club, youth clubs, 
"Forget-me-not'' gatherings for the more 
elderly, C.W.F.. an expanded Sunday 
School, and a play group. Added to this 
was the cost of mamtenance of the old 
hall which had become exorbitant. The 
church decided that now was the time to 
give it what it needed to operate ef- 
lectively.

The opening and dedication service 
have been put together with the 70th An­
niversary celebrations. On Sunday 
afternoon, there will be the official 
opening and dedication, addressed by I). 
Smith of the Department of MED, with 
Alan Emmett of the Properties 
Corporation, speaking on behalf of the 
brotherhood. Saturday night "The 
Changing Moods" will feature in a 
concert to begin the anniversary 
celebrations. The special guest on Sunday 
will be Allan Avery, who was the 
minister at the church when the chapel 
was opened.

Swan Hill is advertised in the tourist 
advertisements as Sun Centre. The plan 
and vision of the church is to truly maxe it 
Son Centre.

MISSIONARY CONVENTION 
AT SWANSTON ST.

It was with tear-filled eyes and love 
filled hearts that the congregation at the 
Swanston Street Church of Christ spon. 
taneously lifted up their voice in praise to 
God at the thrilling climax to the Ninth 
Annual Missionary Convention on. 
April i3.

The attendances were the best ever 
with an average of 385.

The offerings were the "best ever" with 
a Love Offering in excess of $12,000 and a 
faith promise renewal offering in excess of 
$642 per week. The standard^and quality 
of the personal audio-visuals from each of 
the 14 members of the Swanston Street 
Missionary Family (seven couples) was 
the best ever with many exciting items for 
prayer and praise.

GREAT INSPIRATION
From the pro-convention home cell 

group meetings on the Thursday evening 
right through to the final inspirational 
climax on the Sunday evening, the 
presence of the Lord was very much in 
evidence. The main speaker was Dr Alan 
Cole, the Federal Secretary of the Church 
Missionary Society. His four messages 
were "The Messenger of the Gospel". 
"The Message of the Gospel", "The Need 
of the Gospel" and "The Scope of The 
Gospel". On the Sunday morning, Len 
Newell, Director for the Philippmea of 
Wycliffe Bible Translators, spoke on "The 
Response of the Gospel" particularly 
among the Ifugao people of the Philip­
pines — 60 new churcnes and 6,000 new 
believers in the past decade. On the Sun­
day evening, Neil Wescombe, the Aus­
tralian Director of F.E.B.C., spoke on the 
cost of missionary service with illustra­
tions from the church in Russia and 
China. Two young people publicly offered 
their lives for missionary service.

GENEROUS OFFERINGS
The response to the missionary offer­

ings was gratifying. By faith the target for 
this year s Love Offering had been set at 
$11,000,. Nine years ago when the first an­
nual missionary convention was held the 
target was set at $450 — $900 was 
received. Each year as the target has risen 
it has been surpassed. This year's target 
was $11,000 — $12,000 was receive^ 
Th^e has,been a similar growth in the 
faith promise renewal offering. Nine years 
ago the target was $50 a week. This year $ 
target was $600 per week — $642 per week 
has been received. Over $46,000 will be 
^.ven toward the support of our Swanston 
Street Missionary Family, yet more tb^ 
one half of our membership are students.

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ENTHUSIASM AND DEDICATION
Il5fh Vic.-Ta: Conference

This year's Vic. Tas. Conference, 
presided over by Geoff Foot 
ttaunceston, Tas.), was a time of 
enthusiasm for what has occurred and for 
dedication as the Brotherhood faces the 
1980's with a sense of optimism and ex­
pectancy.

One feature mentioned in reports and 
the handbook which highlight the 
enthusiasm was the increase of 
membership over the year of 77. This is 
the second year in a row to record an in­
crease and people are looking forward to 
further increases. Two new churches were 
affiliated with Conference. They were 
Dandenong North under the ministry of 
Alan Baker formed 31/2 years ago from 
the Oakleigh church and with encour^e- 
ment of tne Dandenong church. Tne 
Toora church was also affiliated. This 
church covers the South Gippsland area 
and has a part-time ministry of John 
Dostine (a recent Woolwich graduate). 
Worship in the home of Mr and Mis 
Payile occurred for about 15 years before 
meetings were conducted on alternate 
Sundays at the Uniting Church.

One sad aspect was the report that 
Lygon Street, Collingwood and Clayton 
had withdrawn from Conference over the 
issue of Roman Catholic membership of 
the Victorian Council of Churches.

Inspiration during the conference ses­
sions came from adaresses at the Presi­
dent's reception by Doreen Gordon 
(C.W.F. President) and by Geoff Foot. 
Dean Hamilton, minister at 
Launceston, Tasmania for nine years 
challenged both evening business sessions 
on "Creative Discipleship in the 80's." 
Musical items from "Right On" — 
Bayswater church, College of the Bible 
singing group, Ken Harris, Graham 
Funder and fan Tippett added to the at­
mosphere.

Business proceeded in a good spirit and 
with a desire that all may come together 
to achieve the work of the Kingdom. 
Changes were made to the constitution to 
enable the Conference Executive to be 
more of an elected body than an ap­
pointed group.

Other issues that were voted upon were 
in the area of casinos, social questions and 
local churches and aboriginal concern. 
The issues of casinos is still yery current 
in Victoria with pressure still on the 
government to allow their opening in the 
state.

Again one very interesting part of the 
sessions were the interviews con. 

ducted by Ron Elbourne (1980/81 
Conference President). Those interviewed 
were E. L. Williams, Mrs Enid Fisher 
and Graham Chapman. E. L. Williams 
was questioned on the amount of work he 
now does since his retirement as Principal 
of C.O.B. When asked about trends in the 
Brotherhood he saw an increasing under­
standing of the implications of the gospel 
and how we are increasingly relating the 
gospel to the whole of life.

Enid Fisher commented that one of the 
major changes she has seen in aboriginal 
work since they left the field was that the 
work has burst wide open.

"Let there be Life" with a challenge. He 
is looking to a 10% growth over the decade 
(this means a membership of 27.000 by 
1890 growing from 11,000 today). He chal­
lenged the Brotherhood to develop a 10 
year program and have conference presi­
dents whose skills help develop that 
program rather than a new emphasis and 
direction every 12 months. The thrust of 
his message and energies will be on 
church growth with also the development 
ofja state wide Bible study program as 
well.

The final evangelistic service on the 

Sunday evening was a fitting climax to 
the Conference. Ted Keating 
(Nunawading) spoke on the topic "Never 
Alone." One young man and a young 
woman responded to the call to commit­
ment. "Harmony" from the Camberwell 
Salvation Army Corps were the featured 
artists. The attendance was one of the 
best seen by the writer of this report.

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The sanctuary of Church of Christ 
Adelaide (Grote Street) was filled and 
more than half the seats of the gallery 
taken for the Thursday night business ses­
sion of the 106th S.A. Conference. The 
sole item on the agenda was to hear a 
presentation of the two year report of the 
five person Commission of Inquiry. The 
35-page printed Report was released four 
we^ prior to the meeting.

The Commission was aetermined by 
the 104th Conference to address itself to 
(1) Brotherhood Structures, (2) Ministry, 
and (3) Ecumenical Strategies. The Con­
vener was Richard W. Lawton and 
members: I. John Chivell, C. Kingsley 
Curtis, Eric P. C. Hollard and Helen B. 
Morrow.

Following discussion from the floor of 
Conference on the Report on the Thurs­
day evening the Saturday session of Con­
ference passed a motion in three parts 
that the churches be asked for their study 
and response to the report, that a Steering 
Committee be appointed by Executive to 
report on the feasibility, implications and 
methods of implementing the recom­
mendations to a special Conference in Oc­
tober 1980 and that the special 
Conference should debate the recom­
mendations in the light of the findings of 
the Steering Committee and make aeci- 
sions concerning their implementation 
with whatever Constitutional amend­
ments may be required for the next 
Conference.

CHRISTIAN REST HOMES
Part of the business undertaken by the 

Conference included two significant deci­
sions for the work of the Christian Rest 
Homes Board. The Constitution was ac­
cepted which allowed the Christian Rest 
Homes Board to become an incorporated 
body rather than act under the in­
corporation of the Churches of Christ 
Evangelistic Union. The new Constitu­
tion makes no significant change with 
regard to responsibilities to Conference 
for its appointments and its major pro­
jects, but it does remove the legal liability 
in the case of financial loss from the Con­
ference,

The other decision on behalf of the 
Home was to allow a $500,000 project to 
develop in demolishing and rebuilding the 
north wing of the St. Georges Home.

It is a matter of rejoicing that three 
days later, news came of Federal funding 
for the Joslin project in the 1982/3 finan­
cial year. This project at a cost of more 
than $2,000,000 will comprise Nursing 
Home and Hostel accommodation as well 
as a Day Care Centre on the ground floor. 
It was a project that had been carried 
through to the drawing stage and had 
been anticipated to commence about two 
years ago.

Conference received into its member­
ship H^py Valley Church of Christ and 
Leigh Creek United congregation.

The Happy Valley church is an ex­
citing dev^opment in the southern sub- 
urbs in a new housing area. The con­
gregation consists almost entirely of 
young families who have moved into the 
area.

Leigh Creek is a town developed by the 
Electricity Trust of South Australia. The 
town has recently moved and E.T.S.A. is 
building a new church complex for the use 
of the churches. There are separate 
meetings for the Roman Catholic Church 
and the Church of England and also for 
the United Congregation consisting of 
U.C.A. and Churches of Christ members 
under the Joint Advisory Council 
operating in this State.

Two years ago Conference made all full 
time ministers, including all those who 
are in retirement, delegates to Con­
ference in their own right. This is in 
recognition of their ministry to the church 
at large as well as to those particular con- 
gr^ations in which they serve at the time.

That part of the Constitution was 
changed at this time to include also as 
delegates to Conference, ministers of 
United Parishes which are affiliated with 
this Conference and Chaplains associated 
with this Conference.

The Department of Christian Educa­
tion had commenced for a two year trial 
period, Birribi — a training centre for 
young people. Conference extended that 
trial period for another 12 months to con­
clude at the end of 1981.

An increase of 87 in membership was a 
pleasing part of the statistical report. 
This is the third successive Conference in 
which we have rejoiced in and given 
thanks to God for membership increase.

CHILDREH'S SERVICE

This year another Children's Service 
was held. The Theme was "Let's 
Celebrate Sunday School". Emphasis was 
given with great rejoicing and colourful 
displays as well as historic and current 
scenes in recognition of the 200 years of 
Sunday School since its founding by 
Robert Raikes in 1780.

PRESIDENTS' RECEPTION
All meetings of the Conference were 

well attended and the Presidents' Recep­
tion on the Wednesday night included 
both the President of General Conference 
and the President of Women's 
Conference. The pattern of Coffee and 
Dessert from 7.00 p.m. allowed the Presi­
dents and their spouses to welcome people 
as they arrived prior to the Service at 
7.45 p.m.

WITHESS TO AUSTRALIA 
RALLY

The Saturday evening session of 
Conference was a shared service with the 
U.C.A. at the Maughan Uniting 
Church. It was the occasion of Dr Alan 
Walker's visit to Australia. The Theme of 
the night was "Covenanting for a New 
Missionary Age". The chairman of the 
meeting, the Kev. Dean Drayton, was sur­
prised when he asked for a show of hands 
of those who were from the Churches of 
Christ who were formally sharing in the 
meeting. Probably more than 60% of the 
congregation raised their hands.

Barry J. Great completed a year of in­
tense personal activity as President. He 
was preaching twice on most Sundays and 
covered vast areas in meeting country 
appointments. His professional training 
and service as a business administrator 
meant that he made creative contribu­
tions both to the churches and the depart­
mental life of Conference.

The business of this Conference that 
was significant in receiving and handling 
the Report of the Commission of Inquiry 
was well expedited because of the careful 
preparation, clear expression and ^ace of 
the President. Barry is currently a Federal 
Vice-President for S.A. and has been 
nominated incoming Federal Conference 
President for the Conference to be held in 
Adelaide in 1982.

Conference very h^pily received Bob 
Clymer, minister at Col Light Gdns, as 
Conference President. He was inducted at 
the closing Service and gave as his theme, 
"The Family of God".

CHRISTIANS QUIT IRAN
About half of the members of the 

Evangelical Church of Iran have left the 
country since it became an Islamic 
republic. Active members of the 
denomination are now estimated to total 
1,500. But most are of Assyrian or Arme­
nian backgrounds.

Meanwhile, although less than 5,000 of 
Iran's 35 million pe^le are Protestant, 
the Bible Society of Teheran reports that 
sales of Bibles in the capital nave con­
siderably increased and that more Bible 
study is taking place among young people 
than ever before.

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The World Council of Churches has
over recent years been under strong at­
tack from many Christiane — ir 
non-denominational groups and from 
the denominations too.

Evangelical Christians,, who have 
been concerned at the failure of the 
WCC to endorse what we consider the 
essentials of the gospel, should find 
some cause for encouragement in the 
imminent world conference.

The Commission on World Mission 
and Evangelism of the WCC is holding 
the conference on the theme Your 
Kingdom Come in Melbourne, from 
May 12 to 25. As you read this it will 
probably be underway.

Of particular significance is the 
prominent place given to conservative 
evangelicals.

Argentinian author and pastor. Dr 
Rene Padilla, who is also chairman of 
his country's Scripture Union council, 
will address the conference on The 
Kingdom of God and Human Strug­
gles.

'I've been privileged to hear two of 
Dr Padilla's messages in Melbourne 
recently and to have interviewed him 
afterwards. He forthrightly proclaims 
personal salvation througn the death 
and resurrection of Jesus, Son of God. 
(He speaks about other things, too, but 
that's his central message.)

John Smith, leader and pastor of the 
Truth and Liberation community and 
president of God's Squad motorcycle 
club will also address meeting plan­
ned for the conference fortnight.

Although John has perhaps become 
better known for his incisive critique of 
Australian society and his prophetic 
proclamation to Christians to be truly 
God's community in this shattered 
world, his fundamental message is also 
that of salvation through the power of 
the risen Christ.

I wonder if the World Council of 
Churches knows what it's in for.

Speaking to God's Squad's John 
Smith this week, I asked him about his 
response to criticisms of his involve­
ment with the WCC: "Well, I'll go just 
about anywhere to talk about Jesus. 
We've been to Lions and Rotary clubs, 
political party branch meetings. 
University campuses and the steps of 
Parliament House. We go to car races, 
rock concerts, pubs and out into some 
pretty sleazy streets. If I can talk about 
the Master, I'll speak to Catholics, 
communists, atheists and even the 
World Council of Churches.

"That's the first thing I'd say. The 
second is you alw^s have to be careful 
when you say, 'Can a^ good thing 
come out of Nazareth?' To limit where 
God can work is a pretty arrogant thing 
to do. I believe the Word of God ana 
the Spirit of Christ work on many 
planes. Even Cyrus was called 'My ser­
vant' in the Scriptures.

"But let me say I don't assume the 
worst about the wCC. It has a very 
wide range of people involved in it ana 
a range of theological perspectives. 
They're not all bad people. It's not as 
simple as that.

"But even if they were, what do you 
do if you follow a Master who 
described the leaders of the church of 
his day as graves full of dead men's 

,bones ... blind leaders of the blind 
'who would all fall into the ditch 

; 'together ... whited sepulchres ... 
children of their father, the devil ...I 
mean, you can't get much stronger 
than that!

"He called them hypocrites and men 
who replace the words of God with the 
traditions of men. He described all 
that and said to them, fmally, "From 
henceforth your house is left unto you 
desolate." And then proceeded, ac­
cording to the New Testament, as his 
custom was. to attend the synagogue 
worship! As his custom was! It wasn't

that he just went there sometimes. So I 
simply say, if Jesus did that, I have no 
trouble with it."

Ronald Reagan, on the campaign 
trail for the US presidency, told of a 
man in a small town who addressed a 
meeting saying, "You know, I m 
fateful to this town because I came 
here with just a bandana on a stick 
over my snoulder and now I own the 
bank as well as the building the bank's 
in and I also own some commercial 
property elsewhere in town and some 
residential property as well."

A little boy came up to him later, ac­
cording to Reagan, and asked, "What 
was in that bandana?"

"Well," he replied, "as near as I can 
remember, $300,000 in currency and

prociotod. Wo do not think howovor that your lack of 
ntotorlol is entirely the fault of the Federal 
Aborigines Mission Board. Wo very much doubt that a 
stotoment on aboriginal affairs by the Board would be 
occoptod by the Brotherhood as "The Churches of 
Christ policy on Aboriginal Welfare". It would be no 
more than the policy of the Board.

Tho Board accepts your call for reseorch into the 
question end hopes to do this without undue delay. 
Our forecast Is that the issue of a Board policy wouid 
create much division of opinion in the Brotherhood 
and also that any resultant action in the broad field 
of todol welfare would in all probability commit the 
Irothtrhood to some political involvement.

Hoving said this we would hasten to add that at 
tho request of aboriginal tribal people, particularly in 
W.A., officers of the Board hove for years with 
aboriginal loaders been involved in discussion with 
Government Departments ot State and Federal level 
in relotion to land rights, mining, sacred sites, tribol 
low, health, housing, etc. Board staff have been 
shown certain oreas of sacred land, and told many 
things by aboriginal tribal people which we are un- 
ebli to talk about. However we have been of service 
to the aboriginal people In having the authorities peg 
tracts of lond at the request of the aboriginal com- 
monity in the area.

THE CHURCH 
IN CHINA

During the "Cultural Revolution" 
between 1966 and 1969 the church in 
China went underground. Many of its 
members suffered persecution and were 
imprisoned. Bibles, hymn books, Chris- 
tian literature, and equipment were 
burned in huge bonfires. Christians began 
to meet secretly in homes. Bibles and 
Christian books were hidden for secret 
reference. Parts of Bibles were faithfully 
copied by hand to distribute amongst the 
faftltful. It is estimated that some two 
million Christians maintained their faith.
EASIER NOW

With the arrest of the "Gang of Four" 
following the death of Mao, persecution 
of Christians in most provinces has 
ceased. The new rerime is apparently 
tolerant of the church and is permitting 
some buildings to re-open and some con­
tact with western Christians.

The Overseas Missionary Fellowship 
base in Hong Kong reports that though 
most Christians are without buildings, 
organisations, and set worship times, tne 
Chinese Church continues as the living 
body of Christ, rooted in the home and in- 
te^ated into the family, and free of 
Western trappings that could be offensive 
to the regime. Those church buildings 
that are open are crowded. A proteatant 
church in Canton reports over 1500 
regularly attending.
HOUSE CHURCHES

Christopher Morris of the Chinese 
Christian Research Centre in Hong Kong 
writes; "Most Christians will continue to 
look to house churches for true spiritual 
fellowship. House churches will probably, 
remain the norm for Christian life in 
China."
OPPORTUNITIES

Just as the Roman Empire brought 
about changes that enabled the early 
church to sweep across the world (com-' 
mon language, roads, the Pax Romana) so 
the Chinese Communist regime has 
brought about changes that could 
facilitate the spread of the gospel. These 
include simpfification of the written 
language, eradication of traditional 
superstitions, improved communications 
and the breakdown of the rigid Confucian 
system which has traditionally been the 
greatest obstacle to the acceptance of the 
gospel by Chinese families, (ed.)

MOSCOW TO EXPEL BAPTISTS
Baptists living in Moscow have been 

threatened with mass expulsion and 
forced resettlement before the Olympic 
Games, according to Amnesty Inter­
national sources.

Amnesty also believes, but is not entire­
ly certain, that Soviet authorities intend 
to remove prisoners of conscience, at pre­
sent in psychiatric hospitals in the 
Moscow area, during the period of the 
games.

It is also claimed that a number of 
rJI^i^iand hospital sentences are to be ex- 

until the games are over so as to

This year the Literature Department 

has decided not to recommend a list of 
books for reading but to encourage people 
to read their ownpublications. Since 1§76 
the Literature Department under the 
name of Vital Publications has issued 14 
paperbacks and three large booklets. 
44,500 paperbacks have been produced of 
which to date 32,000 have been sold. The 
total printing costs have been $58,000.

The most successful of the books have 
been "How to Grow an Australian 
Church" by Gordon Moyes with 13,000 
printed and "Church Growth Prin­
ciples" by Arn and McGavran with 
7,000 sold. Both books have recently had a 
further print run of 1,000 copies printed.

Other publishing ventures have been 
the annual calendar with 51,000 produced 
for the years 1974-79. The Pamphlet Club 

continues to be used as a forum of expres­
sing attitudes within our Brotherhood. 
The current subscription to this is $3.00 
p.a.

Another recent publication is dis­
cipleship material written by Ian Allsop 
and produced in conjunction with the 
Federal Christian Education Depart­
ment. Thia material is designed to cater 
for 16-18 year olds.

For many years there has been the need 
of a pamphlet on Churches of Christ that 
would be suitable for enquirers. A promo­
tion folder "Churches of Christ — Who 
are they?" written by Gordon Stirling 
has just been released. This sells at 25c for 
an individual copy with discounts 
operating for bulk purchases.

The Department is looking to produce 
another two or three books this year.

However the Brotherhood should be made 
aware that the book bounty provided by 
the Commonwealth Government will be 
withdrawn in 1982. This will result in 
much larger costs in printing and hence 
higher prices of books. The result may 
well be a closer look at all publishinjg and 
a smaller number of titles being prmted.

Within the next three weeks the latest 
book to be published by Vital Publica­
tions shoul a be available. This will be 
"Churches of Chrlot — An 
Interpretation" by E. L. Williams and 
will cost $3.50. This is a complete revision 
of his "A Biblical Approach to Unity" 
with extensions and new chapters to cover 
our position in regard to more current is­
sues such as Christians in Fellowshii), the 
charismatic issue and the Uniting 
Church.

YOU AND YOUR LIFE STYLE
Charles F. Kemp (Bethany Press)

Charles F. Kemp is well known to students and many 
ministers for his excellent manual, "A Pastoral Counselling 
Guide Book" (available from C.O.B.). He Is Professor of Pastoral 
Care at Brite Divinity School, one of our American Colleges. 
Now he has written "You .and Your Life Style," a hand book for 
Christian living.

Counsellors frequently give their clients some "home work" 
between sessions. This includes ways to relieve known pres­
sures, learning to relax, spiritual exercises, and practising 
positive responses, it occurred to Charles Kemp that much of 
this material would be useful to most people seeking growth in 
their Christian life styles. Hence the book.

Very practical. It covers realistic thinking, the creative use of 
time, practical prayer, the meaning of faith, the capacity to be 
inspired and a dozen other themes. One of the appendices is "A 
Guide to Free Writing", a method of releasing tension and 
working through problems. The Bethany Press is our American 
Publishing House. Their agency In Australia is W. A. Buchanan

The book includes one of the latest americanisms, "de- 
awfulizing". It has to do with getting things Into perspective so 
that they do not seem so awful after all.

So poorly used are some of 
his references that it is more likely to turn a mature Christian 
away from the Charismatic Movement than to it.

In the book's favour is that it displays Michael Harper's 
talent for making the reader part of the book. It is a pity that 

such an important topic has been dealt with in such a slap/dash 
manner as it has so much basic material to offer.

Definitely not up the author's usual high standard and as 
such is not recommended.

CARTER

the world. Let us pray for Jimmy Carter.
"BORN AGAIN"

himself the total responsibility and blame for the un­
happy failure of the attempt to rescue the hostages 
from Iran. I believe that I saw the real Jimmy Carter, 
the "bom again" Jimmy Carter. I believe that all 
along that is the Jimmy Carter of the White House 
... the bom again Jimmy Carter.
A CHRISYIAN ON THl HOT SEAT

I do not agree with some of his policies, but I do 
agree that he is a genuine Christian on tne world's 
hottest seat. I do not believe that Jimmy Carter is 
"electioneering". I believe that he is acting with in­
tegrity as a Cnristian.
CHRISTIAN RESTRAINT

He has been accused of vaccilating. This may be 
the interpretation put on his Christian restraint when 
being pressured by a trigger-happy, panicky 
patriotism amongst his supporters. Triere are plenty 
of powerful "hawks" who would push him even 
furtner than the "brinkmanship" of cold war. Let us 
pray for Jimmy Carter.
HOW CHRISTIAN CAN ONE BE?

Perhaps the most Christian thing that the Presi­
dent could do would be to go himself in humility to 
Iran, to confess whatever past sins America may have 
committed there, and to seek forgiveness. It is doubt­
ful if even then the mad Ayatollah would release the 
hostages. But that would be the ultimate Christian 
way. Most of us Christians shun that way ourselves in 
our own problems, so we cannot judg>e Jimmy Carter 
for not taking it. It would certainly be unpalatable to 
his people, because in spite of the affirmation on the 
coins, "in God we trust’(the U.S.A, is no more Chris­
tian than Australia is. do Jimmy Carter has bearing 
down upon him all of the diverse pressures of 
American and world public opinion, as well as the 
giant problems of Russian aggression, Iranian intran­
sigence and a home economy shot to pieces. In all of 
that he has to act as a bom again Christian. I believe 
that it is his primary desire to do just that. Let us 
pray for Jimmy Carter.
NO EASY ANSWERS

All of this underlines the fact that simplistic Chris­
tian solutions are not good enough. They used to tell 
the story of the small who quickly completed a jig 
saw map of the world. To his surprised parents he ex­
plained, "There was a man on tne other side. When I 
got the man right the world came right." This story 
was used to point up the message that the answer to 
the world's problems is to save as many individual 
souls as possible.

It is not as ea^ as that. Saved people will make 
some difference, but they need a lot of skills and in­
telligence as well. No one is more saved than Jimmy 
Carter... but wliat does he do next? It is not enough 
to be content to save souls, hoping that when we have 
enough of them the new world will begin.

ALL WE CAN SAY
All that we can say is that there is likely to be some 

improvement when bom again Christians begin to 
think about and work through how the Christian prin­
ciples of love and justice and forgiveness and trust 
and truth and spirituality apply to modem affairs; 
and when bom again Christians begin to work with 
other people of good will towards a more just and 
enlightened society; and when more and more bom 
again Christians find their way into community 
leadership at every level.

"CHRIST IS THS ANSWIR"
I hear sermons in which the diagnosis of the world's 

ills is excellent. I wait anxiously for the cure. But from 
being factual and detailed and down to earth, the 
preachers become vague and general, and tell me 
what I already know ... "Christ is the answer." Sure 
he is, but how? How is Christ the answer in Jimmy 
Carter's predicament now?

BACK TO JIMMY CARTER
Jimmy Carter will try to find a Christian answer to 

his predicaments. His answer may be right and it may 
be wrong and it may be a bit of both. And he will be 
praised and blamed by other bom a^ain Christians 
who are as confused by the complex issues as he is. 
But the fact that he is concerned to find a Christian 
answer will make him a better President than he 
would have been otherwise, A brilliant atheist in the 
same position might do a better job. He would do bet­
ter still if he were willing to look for Christian solu­
tions.

WHAT TO DO THEN?
First of all, let us stop peddling simplistic solutions 

to complex problems.
Secondly, let us accept the fact that in a complex 

world there are no easy Christian answers.
Thirdly, let us realise that bom again Christians 

looking sincerely for Christian answers may well come 
out with opposite convictions on some issues (e.g. 
Alan Austin and his fans and those who want him 
out).

Fourthly, let us surrender our minds, feelings, wills 
and lives to the indwelling Christ, along with our pre­
judices and pre-conceived ideas. This will make it 
more likely tnat we will be a leaven of the Spirit in the 
community lump.

Fifthly, at the risk of being wrong let us keep work­
ing at finding Christian ways through our modem 
problems by becoming better informed, and then 
more vocal and active for justice and truth in society, 
along with others of good will.

Sixthly, let us pray for ourselves and for Jimmy 
Carter and other world leaders, for God alone knows 
what is really going on and where we ought to be going 
from here. (Ed.)

Cyril is currently the chaplain at the 

Mildura High School and as well he 
operates a business "Alternative 
Drinks" which is a wholesaler and 
retailer of non-alcoholic drinks.

Cyril started in the "alternative 
drinks" business after he was called out 
one night in Mildura to two 12 year olds 
from tne school who were so drunk that 
they didn't know who they were. The only 
thing they knew was that they had to 
leave the backyard where they had ended 
up before the police came. Cyril saw that 
it was impossible stopping alcohol getting 
into their hands and tne only solution he 
saw was to provide them with an alter­
native. So a aide-line which is rapidly 
growing was bom.

Before becoming the ch^lain at 
Mildura Cyril trained at the College of 
the Bible and then had a ministry at 
Maryborough for four years. He has been 
the chaplain at Mildura High since 1972. 
He is also active in the local church and is 
one of the Elders at the Mildura church.

Basically his business is a wholesaler 
and bulk supplier although sales to the 
public are maae. He is attempting to sup­
ply hotels, restaurants, shops etc. to bring 
these drinks into the market place. The 
business has been expanding at a rate of 
500% each year since it was commenced 
about five years ago.

BLACKWOOD CAMP

The small town of Blackwood, li/2 
hours North West of Melbourne, was the 
site of this years Christian Work Camp 
in Victoria.

Since 1973 he has been involved and is 
currently co-ordinator of the Northern 
Region of the Health Education Commit­
tee. In this capacity he is concerned that 
after seminars ^ about the problems of 
drugs in our society the dinners.only have 
alcoholic drinks/available. He is pushing 
for alternative drinks to be made 
available at these functions and this is 
under review at present.

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USfNG THE OLD TESTA­
MENT

What is the place of the Old 
Testament in our movement. We plead 
for the restoration of New Testament 
Christianity which leaves me 
wondering what we do with the Old 
Testament. As one who loves reading 
the Old Testament and who has gained 
many insights from it as to my conduct 
as a Christian and as to my relation­
ship with God and his son, Jesus 
Christ, I wonder at times whether 
many in our churches have any use for 
the Old Testament.

Often in our churches if we have 
two readings the one that is dropped or 
replaced is from the Old Testament. 
Many of our Bible study groups plough 
their way through some of the New 
Testament books learning very little 
new but are afraid to tackle any Old 
Testament book at all. I have heard 
others say that they do not road the 
Old Testament because they have 
found it difficult to understand or they 
see it as portraying a God that they 
could not fit into their theology. (One of 
the people in the early church had this 
same problem. His name was Marcion 
who rejected the God of the Old Testa­
ment. In fact Marcion was most 
impressed with Paul and had difficulty 
accepting any other New Testament 
writer. He was condemned by the early 
church as an heretic).

Why use the Old Testament? Firstly 
because it shows us of the character of 
God. It shows his dealings with his 
people and the lessons and joys we 
can learn from this. Just because we 
are part of God's family it does not 
mean that a standard is not expected 
of us. When the Israelites fell short of 
this standard then God called some­
one to ask for their forgiveness and 
their response conditioned God's 

action towards them. This should give 
us food for thought. How is God going 
to view our actions and thoughts given 
that we are part of his family.

The Old Testament was the Bible of 
the early church. It was the teaching 
that Jesus used to develop our under­
standing of God. Paul and others have 
built on an assumed understanding of 
the Old Testament to help us in our 
efforts to live as Christians under the 
new convenant we have through 
Jesus. We too should have an under­
standing of God as he revealed himself 
in the Old Testament.

Another factor for me is the 
revealing of one side of the character 
of God that is not so fully shown in the 
New Testament. Many in past years 
have laid great emphasis in the loving 
God as revealed in the New Testament. 
This is very important and should never 
be forgotten. However we should also 
remember that God is a righteous God. 
He is concerned that his right rule 
should be followed and that we should 
be helping the world to know this right 
relationship. God is holy and one who 
abhors any contact with that which is 
not pure and yet a loving God who 
cares for each one of us. This double 
emphasis is needed and one of my 
favorite passages (the call of Isaiah in 
Chapter 6) exhibits God as holy and yet 
also as a loving, caring God.

Through the Psalms I can identify 
with men as they have expressed their 
feelings for God through the good and 
the rough. These have helped me to 
face times of trouble and also to share 
the times of happiness and joy. Even a 
book like the Song of Solomon speaks 
to me of the joy that can be in a 
marriage relationship.

For me the Old Testament lives and 
helps me to know Christ in a fuller way. 
Have we as a movement perhaps 
neglected it too much?
