Gisborne is Alive

The church here at Gisborne. Victoria is vital, alive and 
growing — thanks to God, and to the Brotherhood, and to the 
W.R.0.C. churches in particular.

This year we will lose three families but we have new contacts 
coming, and we are continually reaching out. We are excited 
about the future.

Discoveries
During 1980, as the church's first minister, I discovered some 

Churches of Christ people-in our region which spans from Sun­
bury to Woodend. We hadn't been notified that they were here.

One couple had been living in the district for four years. They 
had seen our advertisements in this journal which, fortunately, 
they still subscribe to. They rang me and are now valued 
members of our congregation. The church at which they had 
been members, and at which the husband had once been the 
secretary, did not tell us they were here.

I visited another couple in my work as d Police Chaplain. I 
discovered that they were married in one of our major 
Melbourne churches several years ago. Only three weeks before 
my visit the lady had been in hospital in Melbourne where she 
was visited by the same minister. That church still hasn't told 
us that this family live not 10 minutes from the church.

Credits
All is not lost. One couple transferred here from a W.R.O.C. 

church. Representatives from that church came to the service at 
which we welcomed the couple into our membership!

Many have let us know of relatives living in the district.
I heard recently through a friend that a couple are soon to 

move to Mt Macedon. I wonder if we will be informed by the 
large Melbourne suburban church who know about it?

It Could Be You
We here at Gisborne really appreciate the support given to us 

by our sister churches. We have told this story as an example of 
what is happening throughout our Australian Brotherhood It 
really affects us here.

I wonder how many Churches of Christ people you have in 
your area that you haven't been told about? We don't want to be 
responsible for some being lost to the kingdom.

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Aborigines Missions
Where do we Go from Here?

In recent months there has come a deep 
concern to know the mind of God in relation to 
the involvement of Churches of Christ in the 
work of the Gospel to the Aboriginal people. A 
number of our staff. Aboriginal pastors and 
Board members recently met together to con­
sider the future of the Aborigines mission 
work. At the outset it was resolved that in 
looking to God to see where we should be 
heading in the future we should firstly look at 
the past to see the trend in development 
historically in order to help find the will of God 
for the future. The following is a summary of 
that meeting. The review covers 10 year 
periods.

In the 60's to the 70's as a church we were 
involved in the following: Child Care and 
Hostels for Educational purposes:- 
Carnarvon .W.A, Norseman W.A., Esperance 
W.A.

Christian Centres:- Carnarvon W.A., 
Norseman W.A., Eidsvold Q.

Vocational and Educational Aboriginal 
Training:- Fairhaven Esperance W.A.

Evangelical Outreach from:- Norseman 
W.A., Carnarvon W.A., Eidsvold Q., Esperance 
W.A.

Campsite:- Mandurah W.A.
In the 70's to the 80's there came a 

widening activity particularly in relation to 
adult Aboriginal contact and the development 
of Christien Centres/Churches throughout 
Austrelia. The following summarises the 10 
year period:

Child Care and Hostels for Education — 
all purposes:- Carnarvon W.A., Norseman 
W.A., Eidsvold Q., Esperance W.A., Roelands 
W.A., Perth W.A. An increase of three on the 
previous decade.

Christian Centre/Churches:- Carnarvon 
W.A., Norseman W.A., Eidsvold Q., Onslow 
W.A., Port Hedland W.A., Normanton Q., 
Mooroopna Vic., Tamworth N.S.W., Brisbane 
Q. An increase of six on the previous decade.

Vocational and Educational Aboriginal 
Training:- Fairhaven Esperance, W.A., 
Workshop Esperance W.A.. Cernarvon W.A., 
Nedlands W.A., Onslow W.A., Port Hedland

The aim: to reach people for Chrlat

W.A.; Perth W.A., Normanton Q. An Increase 
of seven on previous decaoe.

Evangelism and Outreach from:- 
Norseman W.A., Carnarvon W.A., Eidsvold Q., 
Esperance W.A., Albury N.S.W., Normanton 
Q., Roelands W.A., Adelaide S.A., Onslow 
W.A., Port Hedland W.A., Brisbane Q., 
Mooroopna Vic., Port Lincoln S.A. An increase 
of nine on the previous decade.

Campsites:- Busselton W.A., Roelands 
Village W.A. An increase of one on previous 
decade.

Other involvement in this decade:- 1. 
Outreach to Looma W.A. 2. Outreach to Derby 
W.A. 3. Staff on loan to faculty of Bimbadeen 
Aboriginal Bible College N.S.W. 4. Assisting 
Aboriginal Housing societies throughout 
Australia. 5. Liaison officers on staff working 
with tribal communities. 6. Assisting 
Aboriginal community development. 7. 
Aboriginal aged persons accommodation. 8. 
Involvement with Aboriginal communities over 
mining and land rights. 9. Involvement with 
Aboriginal communities re-registering of 
Aboriginal groups etc. 10. Aboriginal pastors 
working on Australia wide program amongst 
Aborigines.

With this background the Committee then 
applied itself to seeking where God would have 
His work amongst the eboriginal people 
develop in the next 10 years. The following is a 
realistic approach to the need across Australia 
at this point in time but still bearing in mind 
that Churches of Christ cannot do all the 
Christian work that is urgently sought.

In the 80's and the 90's then there Is a 
vision for the following development. Child 
Care and Hostels for Educational purposes. 
It was considered that our present involvement 
in caring for aboriginal children in six centres 
would bo maintained. Trends across the 
world show an increase in child care due to 
family breakdown, child abuse etc. There will 
be e shift in child care in ths next decade to 
provide Crisis Accommodation for families or 
for mothers and children or fathers and 
children. Total — six centres plus transit 
accommodation.

Christian Centres/Churches. Here the 
Committee set goels of an increase of at least 
one Church/Centre for each year — an 
increase of 10 in this decade. Calls have 
elready been received from Caduna S.A., 
Brisbane Q., Taree N.S.W. and Darwin 
N.T. The Committee saw very urgent needs 
for Aboriginal Christian centres at Alice 
Springs, Townsville 0. and Cunnamulla Q., 
Collie W.A., Sydney and Nowra N.S.W. A 
survey would need to be made of these towns 
and cities as well as other possible areas of 
involvement. Totel 19 an Increase of 10 on 
70/80 period.

Vocational and Educational Training.
It was felt that tnis was an area of tremen­

dous need. Churches of Christ have built up a 
high reputation at Fairhaven GIrls Training, 
Hostel and the Esperance Workshop for Boys. 
The alm of 15 training programs was sat for 
this decade an Increase of seven on the 70/80 
period.

Evangelical Outreach from bases at 
Carnarvon W.A.. Norseman W.A., Esperance 
W.A., Eidsvold Q., Roelands W.A., Albury 
N.S.W., Normanton Q., Adelaide S.A., Onslow 
W.A., Port Hedland W.A., Brisbane Q.. 
Mooroopria VIc., Port Lincoln S.A. Added to

these would be evangelical outreach from the 
10 new Christian Centre/Churches established 
in the 8O's/9O's — totel involvement from 23 
bases — an increase of 10 on 7O's/8O's 
period. 2. Cross cultural relationship to 
Vanuatu, Papua New Guinea and New 
Caledonia should be explored. Aboriginal 
pastors to visit these places and Island 
Christians to visit Aboriginal communities in 
Australia. 3. Cross cultural contact to white 
churches should be made in an endeavour to 
build bridges of mutual support and 
recognition as equals in God's sight.

Other Involvement. The same as listed in 
the 1970/80 period plus future development 
as follows:1. Aboriginal Mission publication 
(national paper) bi-monthly to take place of 
current newsletters. 2. Use of Aboriginal 
speakers at Federal level as well as State 
Conference level and in local churches. 3. 
Development of Aborigine! Christian 
leadership/pastors/missionaries etc. 4. 
Development of a discipleship and evangelism 
dept. 5. Aboriginal aged care. 6. Aboriginal 
community development in administration and 
self-development. 7. Church development in 
general church administration. 8. Aboriginal 
Involvement at Stats Committee and Federal 
Board level. 9. Overseas deputation visit to 
U.S.A, by Aboriginal team. 10. Encourage 
Aboriginal Bible graduates to come into one of 
our Centres for two years practical training 
before being put into ministry. 11. Encourage 
graduating Aboriginal Bible students to spend 
one year of study at one of our Bible Colleges.

It wes felt thet the keynote for the 
Aborigines work in the 1980/90's should be 
FLEXIBILITY.

As can be seen from e study of this paper a 
very great Involvement is currently being 
maintained by Churches of Christ workers to 
the Aborigine! people of Australia. The vision 
of future development in the 8O's/9O's is one 
that comes as a challenge.

Without a vision the people perish. Ths Lord 
has seen fit to use Churches of Christ in a 
remarkable manner over the past 35 years to 
reach Aboriginal people with the Gospel. This 
futuristic look Is presented with thanks to the 
Lord for His faithfulness over the years and to 
the Brotherhood for its untiring support end 
Interest. Can we all catch the vision of what 
God wants to do amongst the Aboriginal 
people of Australia in the 80's and the 90's?

A people who have been handicapped, by 
discrimination, exploitation, ignorance end 
white dominence ere emerging. To what? Help 
your Federel Aborigines Board to use this time 
of emerging to bring to thousands of 
Aboriginal people the enlightenment of the 
Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ.

Location — Victorian Desert. W.A.
Reason for trip — Delineation of sacred sites.
Who were involved — Three tribal aiders 
from Cundeelee (Nullarbor Plain) plus two younger 
men. Chris Clark. WA. Museum and A. Pallett, 
Liaison Officer Norseman Mission.
Why the Involvement as a Christian 
Missionary? — I would like to give three 
reasons.
1) . Jesus said "Go ye into all the world 

and preach the gospel".
2) . Jesus did not say go ye into all the 

world and encourage cultural 
genocide. (Romans 14).

3) . Because as Christians I believe we 
have a moral obligation to at least 
bring some order out of the chaos 
European society has already imposed 
on our Aboriginal brethren.

What then are the Issues at Stake? — It 
would be good at this point if we could 
put from our minds any preconceived 
ideas we may hold or may have held 
about Aborigines and for a few moments 
endeavour to see through the eyes of the 
older tribal Aborigines. To do this we 
would invite you to join us in spirit in the 
front seat of the Toyota and come with us 
out in the Victorian Desert. Sitting next to 
us are two senior tribal leaders who have 
been delegated by the tribe because of 
their power over evil spirits (suffice to say 
this) and because the areas in question 
are their home grounds. The conversation 
is extremely limited because the men can 
hardly speak a word of English.

The area into which we are going is a 
huge tract of land, covering in size an area 
in excess of 200 square miles. We have 
now turned north of the transline to an 
area North East of Rawlinna. The wheel 
tracks we are following are literally strewn 
with limestone chips and boulders. 
Extreme care is taken so as to minimise 
tyre damage. Even after recent rains the 
limestone Nullarbor is still not willing to 
yield much vegetation. Here and there are 
patches of Mulga, Myall and a type of low 
shrub belonging to the saltbush family 
called Bluebush. Mile after mile of this 
open white country is crossed and then 
the soil content begins to change. Again 
because of recent rains we now come into

vast seas of green grass belonging to the 
spear grass family. How beautiful it looks 
as the breeze sends ripple after ripple 
across its top reminding one of an inland 
lake that is stirred by the wind. Now the 
country is changing again, the land is 
beginning to undulate. Dense patches of 
Mulga and Myall and other shrubs 
abound. The wheel tracks are harder to 
see now and quite often we have to back 
off and look for them. Suddenly we come 
into acres of Sturt Desert Pea. brilliantly 
red with their coal black eyes. The 
Aboriginal people call them devils eye. 
Unfortunately, under the wheels they go 
as we move on towards the sandhills, 
where our work really starts. The country 
begins to change once more as the red­
dish topped sandhills come into view. 
Spinifex grass now begins to appear. It 
literally covers the sides of the sandhills 
holding them together. If it wasn't for the 
spinifex the sand-dunes would blow 
unchecked into huge mountains of sand.

After battling our way over what ap­
pears to be countless sand-dunes guided 
by the unerring directions of the men — 
proving to us that the European compass 
is not all that far outlII These men haven't 
been home for years yet we have been 
down in the middle of endless dunes and 
the men know exactly where we are 
going. The mulga stumps are deadly 
between the dunes, especially on the 
return trip into the late afternoon sun. One 
morning we woke up to find four flat tyres 
between the two vehicles. One of the 
younger Aboriginal men mended six tyres 
that morning.

As you journey with these men sud­
denly the whole significance of the place 
begins to dawn upon you. Over the past 
seven days you have seen three or four 
sacred areas delineated. The men have 
pointed the direction to sacred area after 
sacred area all through that country. The 
paths of their ancestral beings follow to 
some degree, set patterns from north to 
south and from east to west. In retrospect 
you think of the hopelessness of the 
situation. You then begin to wonder how 
much land the Government would be 
prepared to annexe around each sacred 
area. The men have an air of expectancy. 
There Is no thought of minerals in their 
minds. They have been home again. Every 
rock formation, every sand dune has 
meaning to them.

The people — The Aboriginal people 
from this area are called simply "the 
spinifex people". These people are actual­
ly part of a larger group call the Pitjantjat- 
jara. There are possibly 100 to 150 of 
these people left at Cundeelee. They form 
part of a once larger group scattered 
throughout the Victorian Desert.

Why then are the people at 
Cundeelee? — In the years following 
World War II. Woomera Rocket Range 
was opened up. and because these people 
happened to be in the way of the test 
area, they were gathered up and taken to 
Cundeelee where they have remained to 
this day. For all these years they have 
lived in an artificial situation. Caught in 
the web of white man's convenience 
unable to extricate themselves. Yes, these 
people were brought out of their natural 
situation and were forced to live in an 
estranged environment where disciplines 
were suddenly lifted off their younger 
people.

We can bo thankful for the early 
Christian missionaries who made sure 
that all wore brought in away from the 
harmful effects of radiation and who so 
willingly fed and clothed them.
Let's pose some Questions.
Q). But you say ths people still practice 

their law?
A.) They practice a form of their law. 
Q.) Then where is their real law?
A.) Way out there scattered throughout 

the sand-dunes.
Q.) Why did the men cry at the site wo 

visited?
A.) Because they remembered their 

association with the stories of the 
place. The place is so sacred that the 
men scarcely breathe its name.

Q.) The disciplines are there?
A.) Yes the disciplines are there in real 

form and essence.
Q.) What value might a person place on 

those disciplines?
A.) The value those people place on 

those disciplines is the right to life.
Q.) Isn't that an overstatement? 
A.) No, it's a factual experience. 
Cundeelee one Classical Example — 
The young men partly initiated, drunk in 
Kalgoorlio, bringing back strong drink into 
a make believe situation where their 
elders have little or no power. Are wo so 
deaf that wo are unable to hear the cry of 
the old mon "Wo want to go back, this is 
not our homo?" You question the oldors 
on certain young hopefuls who once 
followed the Christian way and had even 
been through Bible college. You are on 
your way back homo after the trip.

Home — Cundeelee — home — is 
that our home? No, our homo is back 
^ero. What about so and so," you ask? 
A hard look comoa on the face of the old 
men, 'keep going they say". You question 
them further. "It's all back there they say."
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They mention certain laws. It all starts to 
become clearer.
What is the Option then? — All we want 
is a place out there away from Kalgoorlie, 
a place to set up camp.
Q.) Think of the cost you say?
A.) Woll, what's 50 to 100 older mon 

plus their families worth? How do 
you measure that sort of cost? What 
was the cost of Woomera — how 
much to set it up?

Q.) But you'd have to put a bore down? 
A.) Yes you would need water.
Q.) Where would this be?
A.) Approximately 100 miles north of 

Loonganna in an area known as 
Coolgabbin Lake.

Q.) What else would you need?
A.) An airstrip, a supply truck to the 

transline. A Community Advisor 
with a four wheel drive vehicle.

What Price Human Life? — But you say 
"the cost would bo astronomical". Who 
then is responsible for the cultural 
genocide of these lovely old people? 
Maybe if we put it off long enough the 
problem will go away. It's certainly good 
to be on the right side of the fence. But 
you say "there is big money involved, 
think of the mineral possibilities. Think of 
the wealth to the country!" "I'm sorry, 
first I must think of the wealth of human 
life". Aren't you in favour of the present 
Government you may ask? My constant 
prayer is "Lord, lift up the right and take 
out the wrong". If the present 
Government is doing the right we must 
uphold it. If it has lost it's sense of values 
because of the dollar, then it must change 
or be changed, "Oh," you say, "you want 
the people to return to the stone age?" 
No, but to reach them for Christ it must be 
done on familiar ground, not destroying a 
culture but inculcating into it a sense of 
well-being and freedom from fear. Are 
you against projects then? No, but there 
are proper morai and social channels open 
to us through dialogue and recognition of 
equality where amicable agreements can 
be entered into.
What of Cundeelee Then?
1. Coonana Station should be purchased 

as a project for the younger men.
2. Cundeelee should remain for those 

who want to stay.
3. The "Spinifex People" should be 

allowed to spend their remaining days 
out in the land to which they would so 
dearly love to return.

Mornington, Arukun, Pitjantijatjara 

landrights, Noonkanbah, are well known 
names and almost all Australians, and even 
many people overseas have heard at least one 
of these names. Their mention turns one's 
mind to Australian Aborigines and their 
struggle for their rights which began when 
people with white skins settled on this 
continent.

In the past few years newspapers, radio and 
TV stations have highlighted the various 
conflicts that have proceeded between 
Governments, mining firms, welfare 
departments, etc., and possibly achieved some 
notoriety because of their reporting up to date 
news which has made sensational reading and 
viewing.

There is another struggle in which 
Aboriginal people are engaged, which rarely 
achieves prominence in the media, 
nevertheless this struggle is equally as real as 
the former, with far reaching effects.

Effective Witness
In S.A. a program of winning Aboriginal 

people for Christ has been quietly, but very ef­
fectively, proceeding for some years. This 
program began with one or two men who had 
a great concern for those people who were 
unaware of the value of living a Christian life 
and this movement has now gained 
considerable momentum.

The Aboriginal church at Prospect (Corner 
Pulsford Road and Watkins Street) has 
received notoriety because of its growth and 
vision. Two years ago the pastor, Frank 
Johnson, felt a call to go to the newly 
founded Aboriginal Bible College, 
Cootamundra, N.S.W. to become Vice- 
Principal and Dean of Students. Churches of 
Christ Federal Aborigines Mission Board, 
realising ths Importance of such a collage In 
the future for winning Aboriginal people for 
Christ, have kept Mr and Mrs Johnson on thsir 
payroll for the past two years as the Johnsone 
assisted in the pioneering of this College.

Ban Mason

When Mr and Mrs Johnson moved from 
Prospect to Bimbadeen in 1978 the Federal 
Board brought Mr and Mra Ben Maeon from 
W,A. to become pastors to ths Prospsct 
church. During thsIr ministry a Sunday School 
has commenced, the young people'e group 
have commenced e bue fund to assist In trans­
porting people who find It difficult to attend, a 
women's fellowship Is being formed, ae wellae 
regular BIbla atudles and prayer meetinge. As 
ths congrsgatlon Is drawn from homss from 
Noarlunga to Elizabeth, a distance of 85 
kllometree, where some 4,500 Aborigine! 
people live, the drain on the pastor'a time hee 
been enormoue and so the church, on Its own 
volition, st the end of 1979, called an aesitant 
paetor from Katherine N,T., Wally Fejo. The 
coming of Mr and Mrs Fsjo snd family was a

in South Australia
great step of faith for the growing church os It 
endeavoured to meet all the expenses of the 
extra pastor. Spiritual growth was achieved. 
However, It was necessary for Mr Fajo to take 
other employment (hopefully temporarily) to 
alleviate the financial embarrassment which, of 
course, has considerably hindered the 
important work of the ministry.

Port Lincoln Ministry
In January 1979 a new graduate from 

Gnowangerup Bible Training Institute W.A. 
was appointed to commence a ministry for 
Churches of Christ among Aboriginal people in 
Pt Lincoln. Mark McKenzie, his wife Kaylene 
and family moved into one of the manses of 
the Uniting Church (for the first year) and 
commenced a Sunday School in the garage. 
Since then this work has grown to a small fel­
lowship and the young church has now Bible 
studies and prayer fellowships as well as Sun­
day services and hoping one day to have their 
own building.

Bob Brown's work
Areas outside of Adelaide metropolitan area 

are being covered by our other pastor. Bob 
Brown, whose visits have taken in towns as 
far apart as Wilcannia to Ceduna. He also visits 
Murray Bridge where another fellowship is 
located. Although not receiving financial help 
from Churches of Christ (the Murray Bridge 
church is the responsibility of the State 
Aboriginal Evangelical Fellowship) the pastor, 
a single man. Keith Mlldon, is extremely 
grateful for help as he endeavours to train 60 
new converts who live in the area. Bob's 
ministry is to visit, encourage and give training 
in discipleship.

Unfortunately items of news, such as these, 
are rarely, if ever, covered by daily news 
editions of the media but their importance is 
nevertheless paramount and when brought to 
a personal level one begins to understand the 
impact on many lives.

Changed lives
The many examples of families being united 

after a drunken father receives Christ and 
dispenses with the bottle (there are 7 ex 
alcoholics in one church) or a wayward mother 
repents of her sin or a teenager dedicates their 
life to the Saviour, and enrolls in a Bible 
College to be trained to tell others of him. are 
real news stories.

This last year has been one of heart 
searching for our
(a) Federal Board as it approaches nine areas 
of need.
(b) State Committees as they see the people 
without Jesus Christ and
(c) the pastors as they strive to reach the in­
dividuals whose sin is ruining them and their 
families.

In its tight monetary situation the Federal 
Board is reluctant to commence any new work 
such as Christian Centre ministry, as effective 
as it is. because of ths expense of maintaining 
such a ministry. The closing months of 1980 
have been times of much waiting on the Lord's 
guidance as we have weighed needs against 
available finance.

Perhaps the real news about Aborigines has 
not been in our newspapers or on wave lengths 
but we do know that there Is "Joy in heaven 
over each sinner who repents" and may we 
each have a worthy part in that celebration by 
our generous support.
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College of the Bible honours Faculty 
Members and inducts a New Principal

800 people from across Australia 
attended the Induction and Recognition 
Service which inaugurated the 1981 
College year.

Dr Keith Farmer, half-time faculty 
member of the College of the Bible, 1979- 
80, was farewelled and congratulated on 
his appointment as Principal of the 
Churches of Christ (N.S.W.) 
Theological College at Carlingford. Dr. 
Farmer expressed his sincere regret at 
leaving the C.O.B. community, but added 
that he believed that his decision to go 
Carlingford was the right one, not only for 
himself and his family, but for the 
Brotherhood at large. Dr. Farmer also 
conveyed the gratitude of the N.S.W. 
Conference to the C.O.B. Board of 
Management, and to the Doncaster 
church, for the gracious way in which they 
released him from his responsibilities.

After the introduction of new faculty 
and students, recognition was made of 
Gordon Stirling's more than 45 years of 
devoted service to Churches of Christ. 
Ken Clinton, Senior Lecturer, read a let­
ter from the New Zealand Department of 
Christian Education which described G. 
R. Stirling as havin' made a significant 
contribution to the life and work of the 
New Zealand Churches, as a result of his 
ministries at Lower Hutt, Palmerston 
North and as Dominion Youth Director.

More churches reopened in 
mainland China

Six hundred Chinese Christians 
attended a Thanksgiving Service on 
December 10. 1980 at the Shih Chi 
Christian Church in Sheh Chi to, 

- commemorate its reopening. Shih Chi 
(Shek-kei) is a small city in Chung Shan, 
the county in Kwangtung Province where 
Dr Sun Yat-sen was bom.

The idea to reopen the church, which 
was "donated" to the local authorities 
during tlie Cultural Revolution, 
germinated about two years ago in the 
prayer meetings in the homes of some 
preachers and Christians.

They explored the possibility of 
reopening the church and began 
discussing the matter with local officials. 
They were told that $30,000 "ren min bi" 
(about US $20,000) were needed to repay 
the maintenance and some repairs done to 
the church building by the authorities.

The climax of the service was the 
induction or Dr Bill Tabbernee as the 
new Principal of the College. Mr Grear, 
Federal Conference President, inducted 
Dr Tabbernee and brought the word for 
the occasion. Dr. Tabbernee called upon 
the congregation to join him in making his 
dream of producing the best possible 
ministers for our churches become a 
reality.

John and Maisie Sayers died within a 
few weeks of each other. Their ministry of 
faith at Crestonby and round Australia 
touched the lives of thousands, including 
many members of Churches of Christ.

It was in 1947, that as an act of faith in 
God, in their friends and in the future, 
they set up Crestonby in Armadale (Vic) 
as a Training and Counselling Centre. 
They were tne first to be involved in 
marriage counselling, and when the work 
load became too much for them their 
program was taken over by the Victorian 
Marriage Guidance Council, of which 
they were foundation members.

While John and Maisie counselled and 
helped all comers they always made it 
clear to those who came to them that their 
ultimate well being depended on their 
coming to terms with God. As one said of 
them, "Their message was Christ, and 
their epitaph those whose lives were 
changed through this message."

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Opening of New Manifold Neighis 
Centre

The official opening of the new church 
and Christian Centre of the Manifold 
Heights church took place on Sunday 
February 22. The whole was given 
over to the celebration. The 11 a.m. 
service was geared to noting the Scripture 
definition of "The Tempre of Goa" as 
being the Christians who fellowship in 
any given church. So the new buildings 
were dedicated as "Tools of trade" or 
instruments for God to use in our com­
munity.

The Opening Fellowship Meeting at 
2.30 p.m. was the high pomt of the day 
with 360 people packing the new churcn 
and extensions. Members of Parliament, 
the Mayor of Geelong West, Ron 
Brooker, State Conference President- 
Elect, and visiting ministers were all part 
of the hour long opening celebration. 
Allan Emmett or the Properties 
Corporation brought a brief address and 
challenge.

The highlight of the opening was the 
unveiling of a small plaque by the only 
two remaining foundation members, Mrs 
Alma Ross and Ted Barnett. At the 7 
p.m. meeting the Bible School presented 
the scripture musical, "Zack Junior," and 
a young lady made a commitment to 
Cl^ist.

The Manifold Heights church was 
originally the Drumcondra Church of 
Christ, commencing on December 6, 1925, 
with 25 members. In 1962 the church was 
forced to give up some of its land because 
of the widening of the Melbourne road 
leading into Geelong. So a new location 
was decided on the Duildings were moved 
to Manifold Heights, rebuilt and 
renovated, and opened on November 26, 
1962. The unusual thing about this move 
was that it was done on a Sunday. The 
Council demanded that the contractor 
move the buildings, on two low loaders, 
when there was the feast amount of traffic 
around, and as there was a railway level 
crossing to negotiate, when trains were 
infrequent.

19 ministers have been associated with 
the church over the 66 years, of whom 
only three are still alive and they were 
present.

The new church was designed by 
architect Ray Drayton and when 
completed with all furnishings, will have 
cost around $160,000. $100,000 of this was 
financed by the Properties Corporation. A 
Thanksgiving Offering taken at the 
afternoon meeting raised $1886.

The church is looking forward to a 
vigorous new outreach into the com­
munity with the new facilities. Church 
attenaances are now at their highest ever. 
Offerings and giving is excellent. There is 
an overall air of dependance upon God. 
The membership is growing, and is 
expected to continue. Member^p is now 
168 which is a 35% increase over the last: 
three years.

The photograph shows a side view of 
the new church, and main entrance, with 
the old buildings behind to the right of the 
picture. The church is octagonal in shape 
and seats up to 200. Folding doors enable 
the extensions to seat up to 600 if neces­
sary. A new kitchen, toilets and meeting 
rooms, make up the renovations made to 
the old buildings.

Since his arrival at Frankston nearly 
two years ago, there have been over 70 
additions to the church, the offerings have 
risen over $200, the church has employed 
a youth minister and has now added a 
paid pastoral worker to the team.

Bill is Chairman of the Committee for 
Growth, Outreach and Development, 
sometimes known as the G.O.D. 
Committee.

With over 1,000 people using the 
buildings of the churcn each week, one of 
Bill's main functions is to capitalise on 
the opportunities that are presented to 
the cnurch week by week. He has done 
that in great fashion.

Because of the development and

1. The church has been misguided in the post, 

sometimes with horrifying consequences.

2. Historical attitude to divorce is based on a 

literal interpretation of Matt. 19:6. It begs the 
question 'How do you know if a particular couple is 

joined by God?'
3. God said, "It is not good for the man to be 

alone" (Gen. 1:18). Paul said "It is better to marry 
than to burn with passion" (1 Cor. 7:8). Surely this 

applies to the divorcee as much as anyone else?
4. "Sin is always accompanied by consequences as 

well as punishment. "If this is true then the converse 

will often be true. One would not then expect the 
harmonious survival of a remarriage, nor evidence of 
God's blessings, but this is often the case.

5. The law of Moses allowing divorce was a 
concession to man's fallen condition. Are we not still 
in that fallen condition? (Rom. 3:23).

My intention in raising these questions is not to be 

divisive but to show that the theology of the 
divorce/remarriage problem is more complex than 
the literal application of two verses.

The Church in China
A new national organization called the 

Chinese Christian Council has been set 
up in China to deal with religious affairs.

The Council was set up by the Third 
National Congress of the Protestant 
Church in China, which was. held in 
Nanking on October 6-13 with 176 
delegates from all parts of the country. A 
statement issued at the end of the 
Congress said the new Council will be in 
charge of all kinds of pastoral ministries, 
train clergymen to be "fit for the Lord's 
use," publish Bibles and devotional 
materials, and strengthen its contacts 
with Christians and churches everywhere.

It stated that the Church of China, 
while maintaining its "three-self, 
patriotic cause," is willing to have "equal 
and friendly communication" with 
churches outside China, and to promote 
Christian fellowship "under the principle 
of mutual respect." It also pledged to 
continue "to make all efforts in defending 
the religious freedom of the public," ana 
"help tne government to fully implement 
its policy of religious freedom."

The count down has begun and there 

are only 28 days left for the Maharashtra 
thrust. The question in everyone's mind 
is, "Has it achieved what the campaign 
set out to achieve?"

From our point of view it has more than 
achieved its aim. Local churches have 
been mobilized with repilar evangelism 
and revival meetings. Not only have the 
Love Maharashtra Outreach teams been 
out working in the villages, but many 
churches have formed their own teams 
and they have been visiting villages, ping 
on cycles and motor cycles holding 
evangelistic meetings and selling 
Christian literature, we have a vep 
energetic men's team here in Baramati. 
Some have taken half of their annual 
leave now, so that they can do this work, 
others have taken leave without pay. 
Some of the young girls have been going 
out every day with the team here. The two 
teams working in Poona with the Univer­
sity and college students reported that 11 
students have accepted Jesus Christ as 
Savior. Bible Study groins have been 
started in some colleges. There has been 
such a demand for literature that many of 
the teams have run out. The Baramati 
team has had literature brought out three 
times from Poona.

WILLIAM BARCLAY,. THE- PLAIN UNCOMMON MAN
.by R. D. Kemonan (Hodder & Stoughton) $12.95 

William Barclay could well be described as Christianity's 
greatest communicator in the 20th Century. These essays and 
reminiscences assess his effectiveness as scholar, teacher and 
communicator.

For many years, more people heard William Barclay lecturing 
on Jesus and the New Testament via their television set,s, than 
attended all of the churches of Britain put together.

These essays underline his humility and humanity. He was 
always a man with a pastoral heart and a passionate concern to 
make the gospel understandable and relevant to the working 
man.

He was unique as a communicator. He possessed neither the 
natural talent nor the appearance of a typical television per­
sonality, yet he excelled in both radio and television.

The underside of his success was the resentfulness and 
jealousy so pointedly aimed at him from his professional, 
academic and ministerial colleagues. Years after Barclay was 
world famous on his television programs, the B.B.C. in London 
still didn't think that anything from Scotland was worthy of 
English transmission! His fellow ministers constantly undercut 
him, and his academics in the University always belittled his 
theological standing. After 17 years of lecturing in the Depart­
ment of Divinity and Biblical Criticism in the Glasgow Univer­
sity, it was evident that he would be appointed Professor. Col­
leagues campaigned against him. Long after his appointment 

their campaign continued. "Appointment to this illustrious Chair 
should have dispelled all doubt about his standing as a scholar. 
In practice, his appointment, coming so begrudged by his 
clerical and academic peers, was to keep this alive to the end of 
his days." (page 13).

The root cause was resentfulness at his success as a com­
municator. His detractors wrote and talked to themselves while 
Barclay spoke to the plain man in millions. They denounced his 
theology as years out of date, and his approach as being either 
too conservative, or too liberal, but, like his Master, the com­
mon people heard him gladly.

Barclay was a unique mixture — an old fashioned liberal in 
approach and critical method, while being theologically conser­
vative.

The sneer was made: "Meer populariserl" What a wonderful 
tribute to a man who brought the gospel to ordinary people in a 
manner they understood.

Surely he will 
have something to say if we have a look at hls life — his silence in the face of 
unjust accusation, hls peace in the face of derision and rejection, his acceptance 
of pain and undeserved suffering, his gentle strength In the face of violence and 
cruelty — and learned nothing! "By their fruits ye shall know them" leaves us 
with something to think about, and act upon if we are truly his.

I Christian fellowship.
OTHER CONCERNS

IBut because we are compassionate we are not only 
concerned about the evangelization of the Aboriginal 
people. We are concerned about their social and

1 >economic and political well being. We are concerned 
:that Aborigines have the highest incidence of leprosy 

in the world, that they have almost the highest infant 
।mortality rate (only Dahomey and Togo have higher), 

and the highest trachoma-induced blindness rate in 
; the world. We are concerned about discrimination in 
, some communities, about alcohol problems (often 

', encouraged by profiteering whites), about squalid 
conditions on the reserves, about job discrimination, 
and about the ruinous nature of some "handouts" in­
itially designed to be helpful, or at least as a sign that 
the authorities are doing something.

And we all have a bunch that somehow in matters 
of justice and fair play a lot of Aboriginal people are, 
not getting a fair go. And we have an uneasy feeling 
that when the chips are down, big government, big 
bureaucracy and big business will usually win at 
Aboriginal expense.

COMPLEX
Here lies the problem. We are all agreed about the 

need for evangelism and how to go about it. We are all 
agreed about the need for social, economic, political 
and racial justice for the Aboriginal people. But we 
are seriousfy divided as to how to go about it. It is 
such a complex issue.

Some say that it is a matter for the secular 
authorities and that the church should stick to 
religious matters. Shades of Dr Goebbels and the 
Nazis! Some say that the only hope is to evangelize 
the Aborigines and that then their conditions will

^@i@e 13
change. But evangelism is moving far too slowly fori 
that, and meanwhile countless Aborigines and theirq 
families are suffering from injustice, including some» 
whom we have evangelized. And we would have to <; 
evangelize a lot of whites who are responsible for, 
much of the unh^py conditions of many Aborigines. <, 
Compassionate Christians want to do something ' 
practical now as well as to evangelize them.

ABORIGINES DIFFER
Another complexity is that Aborigines themselves <> 

differ about what they want, and what they want is 
not always what they need. And they are subject to{ 
pressure groups, political, anthropological, commer- : 
cial, religious, and humanitarian, all with different 
ideas about what is good for them. And there are some > 
who wittingly or otherwise are willing to use the 
Aborigines for their own political, social or commer-; 
cial advantage. Even the most naive amongst us must 
be wondering how it is that the oil and minerals of 
Australia always seem to lurk underneath sacred 
sites.1

My observation of Christian attitudes has been' 
disappointing. The attitude of most Christians I 
speak to is unashamedly coloured by the policies of ;> 
the political parties they support at state and federal '। 
levels.

WHAT TO DO?
Does this mean that apart from evangelism 

Christians should do and say nothing because the 
issues are far too complex for us to fully understand?, 
Does this mean that if a "Noonkanbah situation" 
crops up again somewhere, we are to remain silent 
because politicians. Aborigines and other experts are < > 
divided on the matter?

WE CANNOT REMAIN SILENT|
We cannot remain silent because God is creating us, 

into compassionate people who must speak and act, ( 
even if we are not always sure about what to say or do, ] 
and even if as Christians we come to different 
conclusions about what to say and do. It is better to § 
be mistaken and seem to care than to be circumspect- fy 
ly silent and seem to be indifferent.U

COMPASSION MEANS ACTION|
So we will be even more fully active in supporting 

the Federal Aborigines Mission Board's programs of» 
evangelism and welfare because as compassionaten 
people we can do no other. But because we are« 
compassionate we will also be involved in talk andK 
action that may lead to a better deal for our native« 
people. Even if we are mistaken at times, and even if» 
we are castigated by those who put tneir politicsy 
before their compassion, we are at least creating an $ 
atmosphere which will keep those in authority on 
their toes, at least to appear to be doing the right& 
thing by our Aboriginal people.y
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Its hard work carrying water and digging in the fields for food. In places like Indonesia this is women's 
work. World Vision seeks to ease the burdens of women.

It seems reasonable to think that 
because a family is poor there is not 
much work to do. In fact, poor 
families, especiahy the mothers, in 
developing nations have to work 
harder to survive.

fields, feeding the family, collecting 
the water, looking after the children 
and her household duties. If the 
mother becomes too ill to work, the 
family is in crisis.

Without the labour of women the 
national economies of developing 
countries would collapse. In 
Bangladesh 90 percent of women are

Aboriginal Witness in Western Australia
Carnarvon

This is the largest of our fields and is under 
the guidance of Field Superintendent Ron 
Roberts. Most of the work centres around 
Ingada Village some five miles east of 
Carnarvon on the northern bank of the 
Gascoyne River. Situated there are the 
Children's Homes, Aged People's Area, plus 
the Mission office, store and workshop. Tl^re 
is a fruit orchard, vegetables are grown when 
water is available. Pigs are raised and since the 
commencement of the work fowls have been 
kept for supplying eggs to the District Hospital 
and for mission use. There are in excess of 30 
buildings of varying kinds including some 
flats.

The children attend schools in town, being 
transported on our own school buses. The Aged 
Person's area caters for folk, who live in their 
ouTi separate huts or in the three flats. Those 
in the huts eat at a communal dining room 
which is staffed by mission personnel. Com­
munity Health Sisters make regular visits but 
staff see that medicines are taken correctly and 
assist with pension allowances, shopping and 
medical appointments.

Hostels situated in the town of Carnarvon 
are much like family situations with varying 
age children from babyhood to 15. This assists 
with assimmilation and the townsfolk readily 
accept the mission family as part of the com­
munity. The planters and market gardeners 
generally also accept the work we are seeking 
to do and we would pay tribute to the many 
who regularly give surplus and unsaleable 
produce to us for our own use or for pig food.

Our toun work centres around the Christian 
Centre complex of chapel and hall. The 
Carnarvon church whicn meets there is 
autonomous and their highli^t last vear was 
to induct their new minister Harrie iesberg.

Outreach to the udder fields of the North 
West and Eastward to Meekatharra, 
Jigalong and Warburton Range area comes 
in this sphere of our work. Onslow, Looma 
and Port Hedland are included as separate 
fields but are directed by the Carnarvon Field 
Superintendent.

During this year the accommodation for 
Barents was completed allowing folk to stay at 

igada Village. A camping area also became a 
reality. The other major event was the flood 
waters, isolating and covering most of Ingada 
Village. State Emergency Services evacuated 
the aged Aboriginal pe^le by helicopter. 
Damage was mostly confined to fences and 
roads. The Resources Centre with 18" of water 
covering the floor, and the cottage occupied Mr 
and Mrs Edwards and family were tne only 
buildings affected.

A problem to be faced as this report is 
uTitten, is the need to replace the main water 
supply pipeline from the fiver to the village. 
The cost being in the vicinity of $19,000.

We have approximately 85 children in our 
care and are under pressure from the Com­
munity Welfare Dept, to accept others.

Aboriginal Outreach from 
Carnarvon, W.A.

Looma
Although we do not have resident staff here 

we are pleased to report that there is spiritual 
growth in this village. Each person from school 
age upwards has some responsibility to share 
in the development of tne area under the 
guidance of the village leaders. It is 
anticipated that the church will apply for 
affiliation with the W.A. Conference this year.

Port Hedland
Ross and Helen Norling are pioneering this 

work. They are accepted and God has opened 
the way for them to have contact with many 
people, giving, them access to Yandeyarra 
Station and Strelley Station. Allan Pallett 
and Sonny Graham of Norseman, have 
visited and conducted meeting over a wide 
area as has Ray Schmitt, Perth, Liaison 
worker.

Onslow
It is 12 months since work re-commenced 

here. Neil and Anne Ewart lived in a caravan 
but are now in a rented house. Neil is teachi^ 
young men carpentry, under the N.E.A.T 
Scheme and Anne is involved in home-making 
instruction. Services are conducted and people 
are responding to the gospel.

Bamburra Hostel, Yokine,
Perth

Phillip and June Jackson have completed 
their second year caring for 10 girls who attend 
High School. Morning worship is at the Nol- 
lamara church and evenings at the Nyoongah 
Centre. Camps with the Nyoongah church as 
well as their own Hostel camps are enjoyed. 
Phil does emergency purchasing for other W.A. 
fields.

Perth Metropolitan area
Access to all correctional institutions is 

accorded Raymond Schmitt and also to most 
hostels. With contact with Aborigines Missions 
over 27 years, it is little wonder that when Ray 
meets an Aborigine he soon finds some relation 
to whom he refers to keep the conversation 
going. Raymond and Pegty Schmitt share in 
the work of the Nyoogah Centre.

Roelands Village
It is now five years since we accented this 

field and we can praise God for his help. Avon 
Moyle, Superintendent has a loyal band of 
workers. Tnere are two spheres of work at this 
village. The children's work, being much like 

Carnarvon and Norseman and the farm and 
orchard work, with sheep and cattle.

Many of the children come from the North 
West, following visits by Superintendent and 
House parents to northern centres. Parents 
have felt it good to send their children to a 
hostel with Christian principles. The 
grapefruit orchards continue to provide much 
fruit but of course it is very labor intensive.

Outreach to many towns was led by Viv and 
Win Hoskin and later by Mr and Mrs Rob 
Parkes. Some outreach sharing is done with 
the Collie church. Bunbury church is also in 
touch and gives some voluntary work. 
Religious instruction is given in a number of 
schools.

The hay and machinery shed, which was 
destroyed by fire early in the year has been 
replaced by two separate sheds which were 
erected by staff assisted by the Mobile 
Mission Maintenance Team.

We thank Perth churches for assisting by 
sending teams to conduct the morning worship 
once a month, and to those who have volun­
tarily assisted with painting and other ways. 
Enquiries from volunteers are always invited 
for there are many things that can be done.

At Busseiton, Roelands Village campsite 
provides a holiday area for Roelands and other 
missions as well as for many church people. 
This site is being improved by each successive 
caretaker.

Norseman
This, our longest established, mission is un- 

der the Superintendencv of Sonny Graham, 
one of our own graduates. Norseman Training 
Centre is nine miles from the town, and there 
are two hostels in town. Usually there are 
about 50 children in our care. Poultry supplies 
eg^s for the town and mission use, pigs are 
raised and vegetables grown. Mission staff are 
actively engaged in the management and 
guidance of Pugang Village, an adult 
Aboriginal village which the Government set 
up in the buildings previously owned by the 
Anaconda Mining Company.

There is a Christian Centre work. Church 
folk were thrilled to have a new hall built with 
help from the Mobile Mission Maintenance 
Team. This work reaches out to townsfolk. Mr 
and Mrs P. Spence have been welcomed as 
pastor of the church. Anniversary time saw 
four adults deciding for Christ. Outreach 
Liaison Officer Alan Pallet is based at 
Norseman and does a fine work covering vast 
areas of the goldfields to far away places of 
Cundeelee and Warburton Ranges. Often 
children from these places come to Norseman 
and Esperance for school and training. Alan 
helps with Government contacts re-sacred 
sites and generally shares and guides them as 
th^ approach various officials,

Eacn Sunday morning a session is broadcast 
over 6KG Kalgoorle and this is well received by
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many for whom it is their only "Church ser­
vice.''

Fairhaven Hostel — 
Esperance.

Fairhaven Hostel — Esperance has 
become well-known as a training, centre for 
young ladies. Some come from Norseman for 
final years at school before going out to work. 
Others come from missions or tribal areas and 
work in suitable homes or places in town as 
well as receiving training at "Fairhaven." 
Hugh and Noleen Roose manage this work, 
with numerous calls for counselling there ap­
pears a great need for a Christian Centre work. 
Hopefully when this report is published the 
working girls and school girls will be in 
separate buildings. Church services are held at 
"rairhaven."

Esperance Training 
Workshop

Apprentlce-Esperance 
Training Workahop, W.A.

This phase of pur work under Russell 
Rogan, teaches young adult Aborigines 
welding, spray painting and panel beating. 
This year mechanics was added. One lad has 
completed his apprenticeship. Government of­
ficials praise this venture as the "most success­
ful in Australia." Much equipment has been 
provided by the Aboriginal Education 
Authority, work done is of the highest 
standard and sufficient work is always 
available to keep busy, welding of silos and 
plastic welding is included.

Aborigines in Fnsmanin
It has long been believed that the 

Tasmanian Aborigine died out with the 
death of the woman Sukey in 1888 on 
Kangaroo Island. It is often said that the 
last Tasmanian Aborigine was Truganini 
who died in Tasmania in 1876. Whatever 
is said however, there still exist today 
many Tasmanian Aborigines who, while 
not being full-blood, are descendents from 
the original race of Aborigines who dwelt 
in Tasmania before the coming of the 
white man and the forcing of them to 
jump to their deaths at Cape Grim, an apt 
name.

In 1971 the census stated there were 671 
descendants of the Tasmanian Aborigines 
and in 1976 this figure had increased to 
2942. By now there would be a larger 
increase, so much so in fact that there has 
been a formation of the Tasmanian 
Aboriginal Centre to promote the 
interests of the Aboriginal people and the 
Minister of Aboriginal Affairs has been 
asked to increase the size of the 35 
member N.A.C. to provide direct 
representation for Tasmania.

Aboriginal land rights in Tasmania are 
as much an issue as they are in the rest of 
Australia and with this in mind Trefoil 
Island, a rocky outcrop making up the 
Furneaux group of islands, an area of ap­
prox. 100 hectares has been purchased for 
the use of the Tasmanian Aborigines. 
Trefoil Island has Tasmania's biggest 
commercial mutton bird rookery wnere 
the birds have traditionally been an 
important source of food for Aboriginals 
in the early days. They are now used in 
the manufacture of sleeping bags and oil 
from their meat has been used as a 
preparation for Australian race horses. 
The Tasmanian Aboriginal Centre has 
said that the mutton Birds had a deep 
significance to the original Tasmanian 
Aborigines who crossed to the islands in 
small bark canoes each year to catch 
them. It was hoped that other mutton 
bird islands in the Furneaux group 
including Babel and Big Dog Islanas 
would eventualy be acquired for the 
Aborigines. Aborigines are expected to 
run the mutton bird industry on Trefoil 
Island and also to develop a small 
pastoral holding there. This island will 
actually be the second' piece of land 
acquired for Tasmanian Aboriginals. A 
building in Launceston formerly used as a 
headquarters for a stevedoring industry 
authority has already been bought. Thus, 
althougn there are no longer any fullblood 
Aborigines in Tasmnia those who are 
descended from them are now coming into 
a little of their heritage.

Bible booklets in Aboriginal 

languages
The Bible Society in Australia has recent­
ly released 1.2 new Bible booklets in 
Australian Aboriginal languages. The 
booklets contain the stories of Noah, 
Abraham, and Jacob and Esau in each of 
four different languages.

They are the first in a series of a larger 
number of easy reading Bible booklets' 
which the Bible Society is making 
available in Aboriginal languages. These 
new booklets are designed for the use of 
new readers and people of limited reading 
ability. They contain simplified texts of 
Bible stories and large full colour pictures. 
There are an estimated 17,000 people 
speaking the four languages of Kriol, Pit- 
jantjatjara, Gunwinggu and Gumatj in 
central and northern Australia.

Work is proceeding in a further six 
stories in the series, which could each be 
produced in as many as 10 different 
languages.
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New Centre to Stress Reconciliation
"Christians have a special obligation to 

be agents of reconciliation in a broken 
world," according to Michael Cassidy,
director of African Enterprise, which has 
established an inter-racial centre. 
The new centre will be situated on 20 
acres of property. It will offer training in 
evangelism and discipleship and 
demonstrate reconciliation.

Cassidy feels that it is important that 
Christians demonstrate the reality of 
their reconciling faith in the church's 
ministry and their daily lives.

Groups of Christians from white, black, 
coloured, and Asian communities of 
South Africa will mingle at the centre, 
interact, and receive training in Christian 
mission in the modem world.

The evangelist who. with black and 
coloured evangelists, holds inter-racial 
crusades in southern Africa, doesn't 
underestimate the problems found in that 
troubled area. He constantly reverts back 
to the emphasis on Reconciliation which 
is inherent in the gospel.

The agency which ne heads carries its- 
evangelism to the heart of trouble spots. 
In April, Cassidy and a black evangelist 
will team up to preach in Elsies River, a 
black suburb of Capetown. The com­
munity, with a population of 150,000 has 
one of the highest crime rates in South
Africa.

10 pairs of black evangelists are 
participating in "Operation Foxfire" in 
Zimbabwe. Recruited from the country's 
Bible Schools, the voung men go out in 
pairs to the nation's trible trust lands 
where they share the gospel with their 
countrymen. They are heralds of 
reconciliation in a nation that has been
tom with war and strife for years.

Conditions vary from country to 
country across southern Africa where 
African Enterprise carries on its program. 
Cassidy and his inter-racial evangelic 
teams are persuaded, however, tnat, 
whether the problem is tribalism, 
nationalism, or apartheid, evangelism 
and the gospel of reconciliation hold the 
key to the troubled region's future.
ACC visits Soviet Embassy

A delegation from the Australian Coun­
cil of Churches has visited the Soviet Em­
bassy in Canberra to express concern 
about the charging and sentencing of 
Christians in Russia. Particular concern 
was expressed for Father Yakunin and 
Alexander Ogorodnikov and further 
details on their cases were sought.

Whilst recognizing the historic tension 
between church and state, the delegation 
told the Embassy representatives that 
"when church people in one county are 
suffering for their faith, it is natural that 
Christians elsewhere want to support 
them."

A request for an interview was made by 
the ACC Executive in November last year 
when a letter inquiring about the fate of 
two Christians reportedly arrested in the 
Soviet Union received no reply from the 
Embassy.

In reply to the delegation. Deputy Am­
bassador Rogov said that the particular 
Christians mentioned by the ACC were 
tried under the criminal code as citizens, 
not as priests or churchmen. He stressed 
that church and state are separated in 
USSR and this generally worked well for 
both parties. He also suggested that 
events in Russia were often distorted by 
the Western media as part of a campaign 
to discredit the USSR.

Commenting on the visit Mr Purnell 
said, "Mr Rogov agreed to put us on the 
mailing list of the Embassy and assured 
us that future enquiries to the Embassy or 
Consulate about specific cases woula be 
followed up. We appreciated his 
forthright approach and willingness to 
discuss the issues but it is essential for all 
Christians and churches to maintain their 
concern for fellow Christians suffering for 
their faith in Russia or anywhere else in 
the world."

Creative Living Centre
Campbeltown (N.S.W.) is the fastest 

growing area in the Southern hemisphere. 
52% of the population consists of lone 
parents. Many women are bored, isolated 
and often unable to afford the bus fare to 
go anywhere. The Campbelltown church 
with the help of Bob Smith of the N.S.W. 
Social Service Department set up for the 
women of the community a Creative 
Living Centre.
Interest groups

culture groups, and personal care groups 
were set up. There were also discussion 
groups on Psychology and Life, the Art of 
Confident Living and the History of 
Australian Society. The Liverpool Tech, 
provided some of the instructors.
A rickettv bus

Women pay 50c a day to cover 
expenses, and child minding for the day is 
$1 per family. The church bus, on its last 
legs, picks up some of the women. An 
average of 35 attend. Most of these have 
also been part of the "Life Enrichment" 
program. Church women mix freely with 
the others and opportunities for faith 
sharing often arise.
Bible study

The 1981 program will include a Bible 
study elective which is expected to be 
popular. One woman said, "1 don't go to 
church, but Creative Living gets you to 
cliurch anyway because you are mixing 
with women from the church and doing 
constructive things together. Then you're 
prepared to come to cnurch services with 
them, and the church doesn't have to drag 
people off the streets."

Six months ago Jack Edwards was 
involved in a car accident, as a pedestrian 
which resulted in multiple injuries. He 
spent 10 weeks in hospital followed by 
convalescence and physio-therapy. It will 
be still some montns before has nas good 
use of his left arm.

On February 15 Jack resumed his 
ministry with trie Dandenong church. He 
and his family wish to express to the 
Australian Brotherhood their deepest 
thanks for their prayer and practical 
concern for his recovery. It was the 
prayers , of God's people that brought 
about his return to health and work and 
surrounded the family with God's grace in 
their time of need. __________________

Drink and Drown
For years road safety campaigners have 

been concerned about the drinking driver. 
Now the authroities are concerned over 
people who drink and swim. Statistics 
show that 75% of the 127 adults who 
drowned in New South Wales last year 
had been drinking alcohol before entering 
the water. The majority were males over, 
nloan's of age. The average reading was 
0.187%, more than double the legal limit 
to drive a motor car.

The Australian Surf Life Saving 
Association reports that at least one third, 
of 150 who required resuscitation on the 
beach had recently drunk alcohol.
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Non-Alcoholic Beverages 
in Restaurants

The last Federal Conference resolved 
that the Restaurant and Caterers 
Association be invited to encourage their 
members to include in their menus non- 
intoxicating wines, beers and other 
similar drinks. The Secretary of the 
Federal Conference therefore wrote to the 
Association.

A gracious r^ly was forthcoming in 
which R. L. Liadle, the secretary, 
reported that the matter had been 
discussed by his Executive which 
expressed itself as being delighted to 
recommend to members the inclusion of 
such drinks in their menus.

Mr. Liddle asked the Federal Secretary 
for immediate information concerning 
suppliers of such drinks so that the 
information could be included in the next 
newsletter of the R. C. and A.

10. First woman bishop. Marjorie Mat­
thews was elected a bishop of the United 
Methodist Church.

He 
began a business career with Gordon and 
Gotch (Australia/Asia) Ltd as a junior 
and within 12 years, headed the 
Dublishing and distribution network for 
Australia Mr Ellem then established and 
developed his own book-selling, news­
paper and stationery business.

Keith Ellem felt the call of God to sell 
his business and to use his experience in 
full time Christian activities. In 1966 he 
was invited to join the Bible Society in 
Australia as its first National Distribution 
Officer.

In 1969, the United Bible Societies 
invited Mr Ellem to become Executive 
Secretary of the Bible Society in Hong 
Kong and also to estabish the Hong Kong 
Production Service Centre.

inquiry
The I.T.I.M. sent the following open 

letter to the present special inquiry on the 
future of Australia's wage indexation 
fixation.

"The ITIM Federal Council has asked 
me to convey to you and the special in­
quiry their belief that any new 
arrangements must continue the wide­
spread character of the C.P.I. 
adjustments, otherwise, those groups in 
occupations of high productivity, shortage 
of skill or position ot industrial power will 
go ahead with wage increases and leave 
the rest behind.

Whilst there is wide agreement that the 
old guidelines have outlived their 
purpose, the half-yearly indexation 
decisions have meant that at least that 
amount has been widely spread across all 
sections of our workforce. Even the so- 
called productivity gain decisions have 
had a wide flow-on.

It is understandable that the skilled 
trades and professions must have 
increased margins if we are to have 
sufficient labour especially at this time of 
the resources boom. The old guidelines 
had insufficient flexibility to react to 
change in skilled requirements.

We recognise that there must be a 
movement from some forms of work to 
other occupations. Australians are unlike­
ly to respond to labour direction. 
Unemployment as a means of achieving 
mobility is unacceptable and doesn't 
work anyway. The enticement of higher 
wages and allowances is our normal way 
of attracting labour from one section to 
another.

We may need to drop the total wage 
concept and go back to the old basic wage 
plus margin for skill. Whatever we do. 
ITIM must object to any new 
arrangement which favours one section of 
the workforce at the expenseof another.

Christian Parent- 
controlled Schools

There has been some discussion about 
the effect of the secular school system and 
its humanistic pre-suppositions upon the 
children of Christian families.

Some have said that these children 
should be part of the system, as they will 
have to face and live with secularly in 
later life. These people ar^e that as 
issues rise in the system they can be 
talked and worked through with their 
children in the light of the Christian faith 
and the Christian life style of the family. 
This they say will prepare the children to 
be adequate Christians in a secular 
society. They point out that the Christian 
family where there is love and acceptance 
and freedom of expression and discussion 
is the adequate counter to the influences 
of secularism.

Others believe that the secular 
environment in the schools is subtly 
influencing children away from Christian 
values and life style, before they are 
mature enough to cope with the situation. 
They say that it is not so much what is 
taught but rather what is implied, and 
what is left out, that provides an element 
of anti-Christ in the system which then 
invades the family. These advocate 
Christian schools.

New Scripture Union National Director
The newly-appointed National Director 

for Scripture Union in Australia, Ron 
Buckland, describes himself as "an 
over-trained layman." With his 
background of employment in the 
Insurance Field, followed by university 
training in Sydney and theological 
training in Moore College, Sydney, Mr. 
Buckland comes well-equipped for "sel­
ling," Scripture Union's diverse program, 
analysing needs and opportunities, and 
with a firm grasp of the scriptures.

Originally from Parramatta, Sydney, 
Mr. Buckland looks back to the 1959 Billy 
Graham Crusade as the time when he ful­
ly surrendered himself to the Lord. His 
involvement with Scripture Union 
commenced in the 1960's as leader with a 
Beach Mission Team of the C.S.S.M.

Invited to Tasmania as that State's 
first General Secretary, that position has 
occupied his time and talents for the past 
10 years. His decade of work in Tasmania 
has seen many changes, with the coming 
to grips of the Scripture Union in that 
State with the unemployment situation 
amongst young people, as well as the 
commencement of the Christian Option 
Pro-am throughout the High Schools.

"Unemployment has meant a lot of 
hurt to young people. Ministers are 
finding they have a new type of ministry 
amongst such cases. Being aware of such 
needs, Scripture Union must be amongst 
the Christian agencies who respond." 
The Master's Work-force in Tasmania is> 
one response of Scripture Union's to 
youth unemployment.

Camping need not only be for holidays, 
but can be used as a ministry throughout 
the year. Camp Coolamatong, Victoria, is 
an example of this. Programs for school 
classes during a week enables city 
children to see the country for themselves, 
and meet Christian workers who care for 
them.

Scripture Union is described by, Mr.

The changing youth 
scene; children's work; single parent 
families; divorce situations; all have par­
ticular needs for specialist ministries.

I 
know of no bookshop making its millions, 
especially in the Christian Dook trade," 
said Mr. Buckland.

Evangelicals to sort out 
their Social Consciences
A Consultation on Evangelism and 

Social Responsibility is to be held in June 
of next year. Sponsored by the World 
Evangelical Fellowship and the Lausanne 
Committee for World Evangelization, it 
will meet at Reformed Bible College in 
Grand Rapids, Michigan from June 16-23, 
1982. Dr Dick Van Halsema, president of 
the college, will serve as co-ordinator.

The relationship between evangelism 
and social involvement has sometimes 
been a contentious issue in evangelical 
circles, and the consultation's sponsors 
are hoping that a consensus will emerge 
from next year's gathering. "Those who 
earnestly desire to live under the 
authority of scripture should not be 
divided on a matter of such importance," 
commented the Rev Gottfried Osei- 
Mensah of Kenya, who, with Dr Bong Ro 
of Taiwan, is to be co-chairman of the 
consultation.

The Consultation will be preceded by 
an intensive study program that will 
involve small groups around the world. 
Those local studies and the consultation 
papers will focus on consideration of 
scriptures, church history, modern 
theology, and contemporary case studies.

The organizing committee has arranged 
the program, approached speakers, and 
issued invitations to participants. It is 
expected that a major publication will be 
released following the consultation.

Loneliness
One of the real problems of our 

society today is the loneliness that is 
experienced by so many. In Australia 
loneliness is a real part of the lives of 
so many people that we meet and see 
every day. With the ageing of society 
we have an increasing number of elder­
ly people in the community. Many of 
these are lonely. They may well have 
lost their spouse and are experiencing 
a life alone. Their families may have 
moved to newer suburbs miles away 
and they rarely see them. They 
themselves may have moved to a new 
place.

Not only the elderly are lonely. 
People living in the suburbs are often 
lonely. Young couples who have just 
moved into a community can be very 
lonely. Single people who have no one 
else to even talk to when they come 
home at night. Students and others 
newly arrived in a city to start a course 
or a new job. Migrants just arrived from 
overseas.

Others are lonely because of social 
problems. Those who suffer from low 
self esteem and shyness can be very 
lonely. Many cases occur of people 
who are lonely because of the trauma 
of divorce and their rejection by their 
families. In fact the list could be 
endless.

Many times in visiting people I have 
come across lonely people. Many of 
these have found friendship and people 
willing to be interested in them as 
people among church people. This is 
how we as Christians should be. We 
should be open to providing the 
physical outworking of the friendship 
we have with Jesus.

In many of our congretations we 
have individuals who are concerned 
and who show true friendship to the

lonely in our community. Unfortunately 
there are not enough of these 
members.

The really sad thing that greatly 
troubles me is when in visiting I find 
people who are bitter ah the church. 
This has come about because in a real 
time of need (for them) and they have 
found that nobody in the church has 
been interested or helped in any way. 
In some cases they have been rejected 
by church people because of the par­
ticular problem (e.g. during times of 
divorce).

In some of these cases it is the fami­
ly of these lonely people in particular 
that have cause them to reject the 
church and the message of God's 
friendship. These families have mostly 
been very active in churches and very 
strict in their interpretation of the faith 
they have.

Whilst realising that we as 
Christians have to condemn sin in all its 
forms we must be aware that every in­
dividual is a person for whom Christ 
died. Each person is important as a 
person to Christ. If they suffer because 
of loneliness then Christ suffers along 
with them. We need to be making this 
message known to people.

As Christians we should be showing 
interest in people around us not only 
our friends. We should be aware of the 
lonely people in our churches and in 
our communities and caring for them. 
Many of us would learn a great deal 
from these people as we befriend them 
and grow in our own faith. Too often is 
is left to the minister and maybe the 
elders and some warm-hearted people 
to show hospitality and care. All of us 
as Christians should be caring and par­
ticularly with our own family. It may be 
that they are difficult to get along with. 
Yet this may be a means of us learning 
a lesson in humility and tact.
