Phil Webber has been selected as a 
Youth delegate and represents the 
Australian Council of Churches. This is 
the first time that Churches of Christ 
have been asked to nominate a young 
person to represent the youth of the 
Australian churches. Phil's ability and 
experience as a youth leader, theological 
student and minister have prepared him 
to make a worthwhile contribution and to 
create opportunities for sharing his 
experiences in his future ministry.

The Assembly theme "Living in 
Christ with people" promises to 
challenge all participants to new 
dimensions of Christian aiscipleship.

One Mission

The church has many tasks but only one mission. This is the 
thought which exercises niy mind. I believe Emil Brunner is 
right when he declared: "Ilie church exists by mission as fire 
does by burning." No burning — no fire. No mission — no 
church.

In Australia, our churches are in the vanguard of the church 
growth movement. The visit of Win Arn a few years ago 
stimulated us in developing effective evangelism. We became 
convinced that it is God's will that his lost children be found 
and that his church should grow.
Growing Churches

As I have moved among our churches in Victoria and 
Tasmania it is evident that those churches which are growing 
take seriously the great commission of our Lord. They are 
working continually on church growth principles. Effective 
evangelism is the top priority in their thinking, praying and 
planning. The whole congregation is aware of the goals set and 
are involved in achieving those goals.

There are a number of indications that in Australia 
the church stands on the threshhold of unprecedented growth.

There is a new mood of optimism and positive faith abroad, a 
recovery of confidence from the disastrous 'sixties'. Growing in 
the eighties is more than a slogan. I am convinced that it will be 
a reality for those churches alert enough to seize opportunities; 
courageous enough to yenture in faith; loving enough to accept 
people as they are; visionary enough to take risks and creative 
enough to be flexible.
Evangelism Top Priority

Our Lord once prayed "May they be one, so that the world 
will believe that you sent me." If Churches of Christ focus on 
the great commission and become united in their endeavours for 
effective evangelism, then this prayer will be answered as 
people are led to personal faith in Christ.

If we fail to fulfil the mission of the church then the 
consequences are catastrophic. The church could wither and 
die. Jessie Bader once said: "The church is always just one 
generation from extinction." The counter-balance to that 
terrible possibility is for the church to recover evangelism as 
her primary mission. I am convinced that evangelism 
stimulates pastoral care, Christian education, worship and all 
the other tasks of the church. However, the reverse order does 
not necessarily follow.

Unless evangelism is the top priority these other activities 
can become a smoke screen for failing to fulfil our mission One 
writer comments with discernment: "Too many ministers have 
become keepers of an aquarium instead of fishers of men — and 
often they are just swiping each other's fish."

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The Alcohol Question in 
Stockholm

Ansvar Insurance Company who 
played an important part in making 
possil)le our study tour of Europe, U.K. 
and U.S.A, have their headquarters in 
Stockholm, Sweden. The impression 
gained in Australia of Sweden made us 
wonder how an anti-alcoholic 
organisation could arise there.

It was therefore of value to be able to 
see something of how the alcohol problem 
arose and what measures were being 
taken to deal with it.

The alcohol problem in Sweden had 
reached such a proportion that it had 
become a national disaster. (I've read 
that phrase in the Senate Committees 
report on alcohol problems in Australia). 
Tne long cold boring winters and the hec­
tic short summers were said to have 
played their part in the increasing 
problem.

The Swedish Council for information 
and other drugs (CAN) is a centre which 
collects information about alcohol and its 
problems and is a centre involved in 
combating alcohol. From one of their 
reports I was to learn that in terms of the 
consumption of alcohol per head of 
population Australia ranks 12th while 
Sweden ranks 29th. France ranks first 
with the largest consumption.

The Swedish Parliament has a strong 
anti-alcohoi lobby and a number of 
members of Parliament who actively 
support the anti-alcohoi position. Quite a 
deal of progress has been made in 
combating the problem in both Sweden 
and Norway. All licensed rstaurants in 
Sweden must include non-alcoholic 
wines and other drinks on their menu by 
law and they must carry stocks of non- 
alcoholic drinks.

Ansvar is an Insurance Company that 
seeks to show people that there is a better 
way than the use of alcohol. It must be 
realised, however, that Ansvar in Sweden 
is not predominantly supported by 
churches but people of the community. 
The Swedish 5tate Church does not take 
an anti-alcoholic position.

One of the very interesting places we 
visited was the "Lewi Pethrus Foun­
dation" run by the Pentecostal Church of 
Sweden. At "Nalenpalatset," a former 
dance hall converted into a centre for 
alcoholics in Stockholm, we were shown 
the results of a University study into the 
effectiveness of their program. The 
University found that they had an 84% 
success rate. Success was gauged in terms 
of alcoholics who were out of work now 
working, broken families now back 
together, and all abstaining from 
drinking.

One of the major factors in being 
accepted into this Nalen programme was 
a "desire to know God." without that 
desire people were not accepted into the 
programme. This bore out for me the fact 
that the greatest social service work we 
can ever do is to introduce people to Jesus 
Christ who can change lives.

Vietnamese Congregations Combine R. s. a. McLean

evangelical Vietnamese congregations 
whicn formerly met at the Cowandilia 
Church of Christ and the Alberton 
Baptist Church, met for the first time as 
a combined congregation at the Austral- 
Asia Church in Kent Town, South 
Australia.

While the 
Vietnamese were meeting in a large hall of 
the former Kent Town Methodist Church, 
the Austral-Asian Church worshipped in 
another part of the complex, and the 
children of both groups fathered in yet 
another building for Sunday School.

Following the worship service about 250 
people from the Vietnamese fellowship 
and the Austral-Asia Church gathered for 
a well prepared Chinese meal.

their ministry to help the "Vietnamese — 
Vietnamese" in their physical and 
spiritual needs. At the same time they 
recognised the autonomy of the 
Vietnamese fellowship, but were willing 
to assist as requested.

The merging together of the two 
Vietnamese Evangelical congregations 
and their association with the large well 
established Austral-Asia Church should 
help considerably in promoting church 
growth among the Vietnamese people.

The Home Mission Department is 
providing a subsidy for Miss Hoang, a 
Vietnamese student at the Bible College 
of South Australia who has been actively 
involved as an interpreter and in pastoral 
care of Vietnamese people with Ron 
Saunders, minister of tne Cowandilla 
church.

Through its policy of ethnic 
evangelism, the Department will support 
the establishment of a Vietnamese 
Church, and will continue to explore 
possibilities as they are presented.
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Disciples Ecumenical Consultative 
Council

By a decision of Federal Conference in 
October, 1980, Australia is now a full 
member of the Disciples Ecumenical 
Consultative Council. The purpose of 
this council is to encourage and enable 
Churches of Christ Disciples of Christ 
people around the world to participate 
more effectively in the quest for Christian 
Unity. The council was set up by decision 
of a meeting held in Kingston, Jamaica 
in October. 1979. As reported previously. 
Australian Churches of Christ were 
represented at this meeting by Mr and 
Mrs J. Somerville of Western Australia 
and Dr and Mrs T. Banks of Victoria.
-D.E.C.C. is administrered by an Ad­

visory Committee of 3, together with 
representatives of each of the member 
countries. Dr Paul Crowe (General 
Secretary) and Mrs Hazel Byfield and 
Lucas Torres make up the advisory 
committee. Dr Trevor Banks has been 
appointed Australian representative. It is 
expected that most of the business of the 
council will be conducted by 
corespondence, with a minimum of 
meetings, A meeting of the Council will be 
held in July in Anaheim (U.S.A.) prior to 
the General Assembly of Disciples of 
Christ; and it is expected that a proxy 
delegate will represent Australia at this 
meeting.

D.E.C.C. offers a forum for member 
churches to share their activities in in­
terchurch matters. When available, the 
statement on discussions between 
Uniting Church in Australia and Churches 
of Christ will be shared among member 
churches ;through the Council. Already 
papers on the first conference in Jamaica 
have been distributed, as have papers on 
discussions between Disciples of Christ 
(U.S.A.) and the Vatican Ecumenical 
Council.

Churches of Christ are 
Talking with the Uniting 

Church in Australia
Areas of mutual interest to the Uniting 

Church and Churches of Christ are being 
talked around by a small group of five 
people from each church in regular 
meetings. Topics currently being shared 
are Baptism and Ministry.

To date four meetings have been held 
and ideas and contents of the papers 
presented are currently being prepared for 
presentation to the Churches of Christ 
Federal Department of Christian Union 
and the Uniting Church in Australia's 
Ecumenical Affairs Commission. The 
response of these two bodies will 
determine the future directions of the 
talks.

The participants believe that the 
meetings should continue and see three 
possibilities. The first possibility is that 
we can continue to share and talk around 
areas of mutual interest and isolate our 
agreements and disagreements and 
possible implications for our churches. 
This is what we have been doing to date 
and we could continue in this way.

The second possibility is to talk 
together about the suggestions for local 
churches to work togetner in a united way 
as contained in the document from the 
Australian Council of Churches titled 
"Covenanting for Unity Proposals". A 
number of suggestions will require 
considerable thought and action if we are 
to take the document seriously and work 
toward its vision.

The third possibility, and one which we 
cannot act on and will not act on unless 
directed by Federal Conference, is to 
explore possible discussions about union 
with the Uniting Church. Our talking to 
date has not been with the intention of 
union rather it has been limited to 
discovering insights about each other and 
our beliefs as churches.

The heritage of Churches of Christ 
demands that we talk with other 
Christians, providing that such sharing is 
an honest seeking for truth as revealed in 
Scripture. In this way the Spirit will lead 
us to know and experience the will of God 
In these matters.

While at Glen Iris, Sandra had a useful
student ministry at Harcourt, where she
not only showed her abilities, but helped 
build bridges between denominations in
that rural community.

With the experience described, Sandra 
is well fitted for her new job. She is one of 
many people from Churches of Christ who 
have and still are making a very positive 
contribution to greater understanding 
behNeen different denominations.
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Where is the Church? — Aian Matheson
In London the press is full of the way 

the Queen and the Prime Minister have 
appointed the new Bishop of London. The 
Parliament, while I was there a day or so 
ago, was busy debating which edition of 
the prayer book should be used by 
congregations.

In Geneva it has just been announced 
that the Pope will be visiting a host of in­
ternational organisations, including the 
World Council of Churches.

In Asia and the Pacific, in a few weeks, 
member churches of those regional coun­
cils will be meeting to reflect on their 
ministry.

But is this the church in all its fullness?
For many Christians it is.
But for an increasing number of 

Christians around the world these 
expressions of the church have little 
meaning. For these Christians, their 
commitment is to groups and committees 
that go under a variety of names including 
the 'grassroots communities', 'Church 
basic communities' and 'Christian 
grassroots communities.'

In Brazil, there are some 40,000; in 
Honduras 4,000; in a single diocese in 
Guatemala 300; in the Netherlands 1,200 
people from 40 groups met recently in 
their first national congress; 350 from 81 
communities came together in France; 
and in Italy a monthly bulletin (in 
English) is published giving details of the 
life and ministry of these communities 
(write c/o the Italian Ecumenical News 
Agency, via Firenze 38, 00184 Rome, 
Italia).
Renewal

But how do you describe a Christian 
grassroot community? The one I know 
rest is in the north of Italy. But to 
describe that, will give few clues as to a 
community in France or Guatemala.

The significance of these communities 
is not just in their life and activities as 
Christian communities or 'churches', but 
in their whole life as communities of 
people, including the social, economic, 
cultural and political aspects.

The nature, origin and situation of each 
of them is different. Some are informally 
organised, some are open parishes, some 
have just begun, some have existed for 
years, some stay within their 
denomination, others see little meaning in 
maintaining those (iea, some are Catholic, 
some are Proteatapt, some reject such 
labels.I

Visiting the\ Latin America 
communities, you would find:
— the majority are rural
— most are co-ordinated by lay people

If you asked members of these 
communities what their priorities are, 
they would refer to
— the building up of a living church, 

rather than a multiplication of 
material structures

— the vital participation of the people 
and the disappearances of masses of 
passive Christians

— the training of leaders.
For Christians who now find these 

communities giving meaning to their 
faith, they would see the community as 
representing:
• not a movement but the church itself
• not a method of building up the church, 

it is the church itself
• not a miraculous recipe for all the ills of

society and the church; it is the church 
renewing itself

O it is not Utopia, it is a sign of the 
Kingdom

• it is not a protest group, although its 
life is a protest against the mediocrity 
of many

• it is not closed but open to dialogue 
with all

• it is not a special group for special 
people; it is tne church committed to 
the ordinary man, to the poor and to 
those who suffer injustice.

Dangerous
For some it appears harmless to say 

that these communities are the church. 
For others "it is precisely because it is the 
Church that it is a very dangerous thing, 
because the Church is dangerous; it is a 
revolutionary leaven in history, 
reconstructuring the world with Christ's 
values and standards."

And for us as Churches of Christ? How 
do we see ourselves? A movement — no 
longer! Unlike most other places in the 
world, the genius which brought our 
churches into being has long been lost in 
Australia. A brotherhood — can we still 
continue to use such terms?

Dangerous? Revolutionary?
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There is no limit
This is a series of stories about people 

whom God has used.
In the issue of the Australian 

Christian dated March 7, 1981, I read 
these words — "The Trustees of the 
Austral Charitable Trust take pleasure 
in announcing that the first distribution 
has been made out of profits earned by 
the Trust". The article went on to 
announce that $12,000 had been 
distributed to Churches of Christ 
Departments. I recalled the story of how 
many years ago a small group of men had 
a vision which resulted in the 
establishment of the Austral Printing 
and Publishing Company. This com­
pany served the Brotherhood — The 
Austral Graded Lessons for use in Sunday 
Schools, the printing of the Australian 
Christian, the production of numerous 
pamphlets whicn gave emphasis to the 
purpose and plea of our movement were 
only a part of the contribution. A few 
years ago the Directors, because of 
chan^ng circumstances considered the 
viability of continuing the activities of the 
Company and commence the Austral 
Charitable Trust, the income of which 
will assist the work of our Brotherhood for 
years to come.

On Wednesday April 1, 1981, Mr 
Campbell Edwards and Norm Arnott 
visited the Vic.-Tas. Brotherhood Centre 
and presented to the Conference 
President, Ron Elbourne a cheque for 
$40,000 on behalf of the Campbell 
Edwards Trust. This was $8,000 more 
than they had presented in 1980. It must 
be nearly 30 years ago that I attended a 
meetii^ at the Oakleigh church with the 
late IB. J. Combridge. We were 
representing the then Department of 
Home Missions. We met with 
representative of the Oakleigh church, 
and two groups of our people, one from 
Chadstone and the other from Glen 
Waverley. We met to consider the 
establishment of two new churches and 
the provision of buildings. The late R. T. 
Morris, then Chairman of the Campbell 
Edwards Trust undertook on behalf of the 
Trustee to finance the construction of the 
two buildings for these young churches. 
The gifts the Trustees have made since 
that time would fill many pages and the 
total would amount to hundreds of 
thousands of dollars.

It would require a large volume to set 
out those things which nave been made 
possible because of the stewardship of the 
late Mr Campbell Edwards and the 
capacity and faithfullness of those who 
have served as Trustees. In our Overseas 
Mission fields, in our Aborigines work, the 
Campbell Edwards House at the College 
of the Bible, in our homes and hospitals 
for the aged, in our youth campsites, in 
numerous projects the Trustees have 
underwritten, in the ministries that they 
have assisted the Department of Mission, 
Education and Development to subsidize 
— in all these ureas and many others, 
there is evidence of the contribution of the 
Campbell Edwards Trust. Who can 
measure the number of lives which have 
been changed because the Trust have 
made it possible. It was the leadership of

— Clive L. Ward
R. P. Morris which resulted in the Trust 
making an annual contribution to the 
Victorian Tasmanian Conference for 
distribution on the basis of the 
Brotherhood formula so that all 
Departments shared. We are grateful to 
Mr Campbell Edwards, Chairman, and 
his fellow Trustees for continuing this 
procedure.

Let us turn our thoughts to another 
group of men who had a vision. The 
Trustees of the Christian Building Trust 
and the Christian Projects Ltd. These 
Trusts have recently provided travel 
expenses for ministers in four States of 
Australia to attend Seminars conducted 
in those States by Dr. Ray Stedman and 
his team from the Peninsular Bible 
Church in Palo Alto, California, U.S.A. 
You may have read in the last issue of the 
Australian Christian the advertisement 
calling for application for the 1982 
Australian Cnristian Scholarship. The 
funds, namely $2,250 to provide this 
scholarship are provided by these Trusts.

You may have reached the conclusion 
that I am pre-occupied with Trusts and 
large finance. This is not true. Let me 
relate another story. Last November I was 
asked to visit a friend in hospital. He was 
dying of cancer and time was short. He 
explained to me that he and his wife had 
purchased a property a few years before. 
Their idea was that the property was 
eventually to be passed over to the 
Brotherhood. He wanted me to record his 
wishes in the matter, and with the help of 
his wife and his solicitor, this was done. 
He knew that his church at Ascot Vale 
would miss his weekly offering. He had 
been an inspiration to them all during the 
time he worshipped with them. He 
determined that for the first five years 
after his death, half of the income from 
the property or its proceeds is to go to 
Ascot Vale church. Yes, I visited this 
man, I prayed with him, I prayed that 
God would give him the courage to face 
whatever the future might bring. I even 
thought that I was ministering to him. 
How wrong I was. Mac McCann 
ministered to me. Many in the future who 
never knew him will have reason to be 
grateful for his sense of Christian 
stewardship.

I titled this article — "There is no 
limit". Yes there is no limit to what God 
can do in the lives of those who will allow 
Him to use them and their abilities and 
their possessions in the cause of the 
Brotherhood to which we belong.

BIRTH RATE FALLING
A report by an independent study group 

under the chairmanship of former 
Chancellor Willy Brandt says that fer­
tility is declining in the Third World and 
that population growth is decreasing.

During the last decade, China has 
reduced its birthrate from 2.3% to little 
more than 1% and aims at zero population 
growth by the year 2000.

Chile, Colombia and Costa Rica have 
cut their birth rates by about one-third in 
the past 20 years. Similar reductions are 
noted in Hong Kong, Singapore and the 
Republic of Korea.

Golda Bader Dies
Golda Elam Bader, wife of Dr Jesse 

M. Bader, deceased long-time general 
secretary of the World Convention of 
Churches of Christ and secretary of the 
Department of Evangelism of the 
National Council of Churches, died in her 
sleep Saturday, February 21, at Cedar 
Rapids, Iowa.

Horn in Kansas, Mrs Bader was a 
graduate of Drake University and had 
done graduate study at The Sorbonne in 
Paris and the University of Mexico. She 
was a World-Wide traveller along with her 
husband, visiting our churches in 
numerous continents and attenting 
various ecumenical and denominational 
gatherings.

As an ordained minister of the 
Christian Church (Disciples of Christ), 
Golda Bader served two congregations as 
an associate pastor. She authored the 
book, "I Married A Minister," in 1942.

Active in many religious concerns, Mrs 
Bader had served as Chairman of the 
Ministers' Wives Association of New York 
City, Chairman of the Women's 
Division of the National Conference of 
Christians and Jews, Board member of 
the American Bible Society and the 
National Evangelistic Association. For 
many years she served on the Protestant 
Motion Picture Council and was active on 
the Japan International Christian Univer­
sity Foundation as well as the United 
Church Women. She was also a member 
of the P.E.O. Sisterhood.

Memorial services were held at First 
Christian Church, Cedar Rapids, Iowa on 
Wednesday, February 25 with Dr Allan 
W. Lee, General Secretary of the World 
Convention and Dr David P. Polk, 
Pastor, officiating.

Orders up to the end of November, 1980 
show a fantastic increase worldwide in the 
demand for Bibles in vernacular 
languages — especially in Africa. The 
amount of capital needed to pay for the 
production of these orders has gone up 
with a jump too.

Bible Society Scripture supplies for 
Africa are usually supplied from Londo^ 
In 1979 orders were received for 718,000 
Bibles. By the end of November, 1980 
firm orders were received for one and a 
half million and a further very large order 
from Nigeria is expected.

NEW TESTAMENTS
Orders for vernacular New Testaments 

have risen from just over 100,000 in 197^ 
to nearly 500,000 in 1980.r

o go into hiding.

1 can tell you for instance about my 
friend John, who died in a city lane 
recently. It's very difficult to know how 
John started out. He was an unskilled 
worker. He'd never been married. His 
family background was lost over the 
years; we could never really get anything 
out of him.

, Brain Damaged
When we first met John, he'd been 

drinking metho straight for ten years and 
he was pretty hopelessly brain damaged 
and very rarely sober.

You could always tell exactly how many 
bottles of metho he had on him, by the 
way his shoulders stooped. If he leaned to 
the left he had a bottle in his left pocket. 
If he stood fairly straight he probably had 
a bottle in each pocket.

He slept out most of the time. He cer­
tainly didn't take great care of himself. 
You could smell him before you could see 
him. We used to nag him about having a 
daily shower.

His table manners were atrocious and it 
took us about two years before he built up 
a relationship of trust with us.

Eventually just before he died he had 
got to the stage where he came in every 
day for his meals and he ate properly with 
utensils.

He also came to us when he was sick 
and he didn't swear anymore. Now this 
man used to swear so much. We'd heard 
all the words before, but we hadn't heard 
the combinations. It was very inventive.

After about two years we'd built up this 
relationship with him and from trusting 
one or two people he trusted all of us.

Died in a City lane
I would count him as one of our 

successes. This sounds strange, because 
he didn't change his lifestyle. He drank 
just as much, but he knew that some 
people cared for him.

As a matter of fact just before he died 
he gave me his bank book to keep, which 
is a great measure of trust.

One of the last things he said was "you 
people must really love me."

Mission to South Africa's Toughest Area
A 10-day mission in one of South 

Africa's toughest areas, the dormitory 
suburbs of Elsie's River and Bishop Lavis, 
with a quarter of a million people,, has 
been undertaken by a team of Africa 
Enterprise evangelists. The team of eight 
evangelists is being led by Michael Cas­
sidy.

Elsie's River, the centre of tragic riots 
last year, has been described as the real 
hotspot in South Africa, a notoriety which 
is backed by its criminal statistics.

The people in these suburbs on the 
Cape flats had undergone a tremendous 
sociological upheaval from the centre of 
the city. The area was originally a rural 
habitation, which had become a slum 
area and had then been chosen by the 
Government for a housing scheme. The 
Elsie's River area had an incredibly high 
crime rate. It was in that context that tne 
churches had seen the need for the gospel 
of Jesus. 15 denominations had come 
together, determined that the entire area 
should be evangelised.

The churches involved in the mission 
comprised the mainline denominations 
(Anglican, Methodist, Baptist and 
Presbyterian), the Dutch Reformed 
Church, the Pentecostal Churches, and 
one or two traditional churches like the 
Calvinist Church and the Rhenish 
Church, which began missionary work in 
that area hundreds of years ago and was 
still active.

Famine hits 5 Million
There are no crops. The cattle are dead 

and the people are in rags. That's the 
description that World Vision field staff 
report from the southern provinces of 
Ethiopia. The latest tragedy results from 
a two year drought.

World Vision has announced that it is 
setting up an emergency program which 
will cost about $2,800,000. Once again 
this year we are asking Australians to join 
a famine so that World Vision can raise 
the funds necessarv to assist in the fight 
against hunger in Ethiopia.

people and the geography of the area 
Four church venues were chosen, partly 
because transport was not readily 
available and having regard to distances 
and to the crime rate. Together the 
churches had a capacity of just over 3500 
people each evening. There was an 
evangelist at each venue, and they moved 
from venue to venue so that each night of 
the mission there were four proclamation 
points with the mission ending in a 
combined meeting in the sports stadium 
in the centre of the area on the Sunday 
(April 12). .

Apart from the night meetings there 
were home meetings of the tea and coffee 
type. The mission was also invited to the 
eight high schools, with an enrolment of 
about 1300 to 1400 each. That was 
regarded as really thrilling because the 
students have a major influence in the 
area. Opportunity was also taken to meet 
with teachers. The impact was on 
between 15,000 to 16,000 people a day.

Because of the feeling of hopelessness in 
the area, the theme chosen for the mission 
was "Jesus Christ the hope for ". Some 
subjects taken were "Jesus Christ the 
hope for South Africa" as the mission was 
related to the total situation; "Jesus 
Christ the hope for marriage", which was 
really pertinent because of the high rates 
of divorce, illegitimacy and alcoholism; 
"Jesus Christ for youth" because of that 
specific problem; and "Jesus Christ for 
you personally".

The author then in detail looks at the relationship of the 
church to the Jews over history and then at the relationship that 
the Jewish faith had with Jesus not only at the time but through 
history. The final chapter is an examination of the attitudes of 
Judaism and Christianity to various theological issues. A well 
researched book (the notes and bibliography cover over 100 
pages out of 430 pages) which is best suited to the reader with 
a good knowledge of the history of the Jewish faith and the 
various schools within Judaism.
GREAT WOMEN OF FAITH

by Nancy A. Hardesty (Baker Book House) $13.60
Short biographies of over 25 women who have Influenced 

the Christian church of their day. Many of these women wore 
leaders of the church in their day in evangelism and church life. 
I had not heard of very many of them at all and this book is an 
attempt to show the influence that women have been on the 
church down through the ages. Many of the later women 
mentioned were American and It is a pity that women of 
Influence in other parts of the world were not included, Each 

chapter is only about five pages in length and very easy 
roading. Information for further roading on most of the women 
is given at the end of the book.
A HISTORY OF ISRAEL: From Conquest to Exile
by John J. Davis and John C. Whitcomb (Baker Books). 

$13.25 
A survey of the history of Israel which follows the text of the 

books of the Bible from Joshua to 11 Chronicles. This is a fairly 
basic examination of the history commenting in turn on a group 
of chapters of each book. One annoying factor was the 
constant attacking of modern scholarship. Some of the 
criticism is valid but I questioned other points the authors had 
made. For the serious scholar this book is too basic and there 
are other bettor non-scholarly historical surveys.
INERRANCY AND COMMON SENSE
edited by Roger R. Nicole and J. Ramsey Michaels (Baker 

Book House) $8.25 
Eight essays on the topic of inerrancy from members of the 
faculty at the Gordon-Conwell Theological Seminary in the 
U.S.A. This is a very hot issue in America at present and this 
volume argues that inerrancy of Scripture is both a biblical 
doctrine and the historic position of the church. Because each 
essay is by a different author and on different areas within the 
whole issue it means that there is a varying standard in the es­
says. The most interesting articles were "The Nature of Inerran­
cy" by J. Ramsey Michaels and "Inerrancy and Textual 
Criticism" by Roger Nicole.

I We were asked to answer the letter of an inquirer 
wanting to know, the difference between Baptists and 
Churches of Christ. On reflection we thought that our 

। reply mi^ht be of interest to our readers. We will 
';devote this PAGE 13 and the two subsequent PAGES 

; to the rather long answer that we provided.

Our Reply
, Dear Charles,

I will endeavour as fairly as I can to put before you 
; what I believe are the differences between Baptists 
, >and Churches of Christ.

But first of all let me say that Baptists and 
।Churches of Christ have very many more similarities 
'than differences between them. They hold in common 
(all of the great doctrines of the Christian faith, 
<'according to the scriptures. Both believe in the 

authority of the scriptures as the sole guide for the 
< faith and life of the church.

Also the differences between Churches of Christ 
, and Baptists are often differences in emphasis rather 

than fundamental differences in doctrine.

No Creeds
Neither Baptists nor Churches of Christ have 

written creeds, both believing that the New 
Testament is a sufficient guide for the church's faith 
and order. So it is not possible to pick up and compare 
respective credal documents of tne two bodies. Both 
claim to be following New Testament precedents. 
However there are of course some differences, and I 
will try to outline some of the main ones under the 
following headings:

The Sacraments
Ministry And Church Government
The Doctrine Of The church

The Sacraments
Both Churches of Christ and Baptists have 

>preferred to use the word "ordinance" rather than 
'"sacrament", for baptism and the Lord's supper as 

their observance was the command of the Lord 
himself.

}The Lord's Supper
Baptists usually celebrate communion monthly 

although there is no fixed rule about this. Churches of 
Christ believe that they are following apostolic 
precedent in observing the Lord's supper every Sun­
day as the central part of the worship of the church 
family. They have quoted Acts 20:7 which refers to 
the church at Troaa "meeting on the first day of the 
week to break bread." Perhaps frequent and regular 
communion as central to corporate worship is best 
supported by the obvious importance attached to it 
by the early church (Acts 2:42; 1 Corinthians 11:23- 
26).

The normal practice of Baptists is that the? 
ordained minister presides at the Lord's table,;

. although in the absence of an ordained minister other 
competent people may do so. Churches of Christ are 
strongly opposed to the leadership of communion ;.> 
being reserved for a "cler^ class". Their belief in the 
priesthood of believers (1 Peter 2:5,9) and in the ';> 
ministry of the whole people of God, according to 
their gifts (1 Corinthians 12:4-6; Romans 12:6-8), 
leads them to appointing to preside at the table those 
who are competent to do so in an edifying manner.
Baptism

Churches of Christ and Baptists believe that bap­
tism is the immersion of repentant believers (Acts 
2:38; Acts 8:35-39; Romans 6:3,4).,

Baptists believe that baptism is an act of obedience 
following the gift of salvation, but not related to it. 
Their strong conviction that salvation is by faith 
alone, and that baptism is a "work", leads them to 
this position.

Churches of Christ believe that while salvation is 
God's action of grace and love, and cannot be earned 
by "works", nevertheless the scriptures themselves 
relate baptism to salvation (John 3:5; Acts 2:38; Acts 
22:16; 1 Peter 3:21).
The External Act Does Not Save

Churches of Christ do not believe that the mere act 
of beinz immersed in water saves. God saves by his 
grace. But they do believe that the intention of 
scripture is that baptism should be the way in which a 
person responds in faith to God's saving action.

Churches of Christ take seriously Paul's symbolism 
concerning baptism in Romans 6:3-8, where baptism 
is said to dramatise one's death to and burial of the 
past, through the forgiveness of God, and one's 
resurrection to new life in Christ. Baptism thus 
witnesses to God's saving act, and thus is linked close­
ly with it.

Obviously God's saving act is able to take place 
when it is evident that one is willing for a deatn and 
burial of the past to take place and by faith is willing 
to receive God's gift of new life in Christ. It is not the 
external act that saves, but the scriptures do put 
together both the external act and what it symbolises, 
and Churches of Christ believe that they should do 
the same.
Baptism And The Scriptures

Churches of Christ would not consider as being 
unsaved, those, who have actually died with Christ to 
the old life and risen with him to God's gift of new life, 
but whose baptism has not been in accordance with { 
what Churcnes of Christ believe is the New > 
Testament practice and intention. But they urge all 
Christians to look again at the scriptures without pre- i 
conceptions and prejudice, with a view to discerning% 
what the Bible really does teach concerning baptism,} 
its subjects, its method and its intention. <{

Theologically and physically, there's 
nothing that can be done for the person, 
being remembered, so the remembrance 
service is for those attending.

Understanding Death 
and Grieving

Having reached that conclusion, I 
though of ways to enhance our 
understanding of death, dying and 
grieving.

The church at Ipwich conducted a 
series of public meetings with guest 
speakers — an undertaker, minister of 
religion, solicitor, and doctor, all speaking 
from their various vocational stand­
points.

Kedron church Men's Group visited an 
undertaker's parlor and learned first hand 
about embalming and coffin making.

Some Churches
Help

Some churches have a funeral scheme 
to avoid all the problems of payments for 
funerals. The interest on, hopefully, the 
long-term investment, keeps pace with 
inflation and the elderly can rest easily 
knowing that the financial details are 
covered.

Some churches have details of 
the person's wishes, as far as Bible 
readings and hymns they prefer to be 
used.

These aspects of the one sure certainty 
in life seem to me to be realistic ventures 
of understanding and facing up to death.

Funeral Courtesies
During the service, the officiating 

minister should mention the deceased's 
full name and then refer to him or her by 
the first name or affectionate name.

In the "personal word" there is ample 
opportunity for words of comfort and 
inspiration for the bereaved and 
associates who are attending.

After the service, join the line to speak 
briefly to the chief mourners.

State your name and tell briefly of your 
association with the deceased.

For the Living
In consultation with the bereaved, I 

produce a folder of an extract of the 
service to be sent out, instead of the 
traditional black bordered card. These 
become very precious to those who have 
suffered the loss of a loved one.

I applaud the idea of donations to 
worthy causes in lieu of flowers. A recent 
donation to "Camp Cal" youth camp.

An increase in the payment to young 
people taking part in Employment 
Training Programs in addition to 
Unemployment Benefits is overdue and 
would:

1. Increase interest and motivation in 
training programs.

2. Assist young people to meet financial 
commitments whilst equipping 
themselves for a job.

Present unemployment benefits of $36 
per week for 16 and 17-year-old8 and the 
adult range up to $51.45 per week are 
totally inadequate for young people who 
are homeless. They are unaole to obtain 
lodging and board for this amount of 
money and still be able to participate in 
Irf' a reasonable standard of living. 
Most have no financial backing or support

Outback Children's Bible 
Hideaway

The children at Coober Pedy in the 
outback of South Australia, have their 
very own dugout and secret tunnel as a 
headquarters for their Bible club.

Mrs Judy Sparrow has a concern that 
the aboriginal and white children of the 
opal town have the opportunity to learn to 
pray, understand the Bible and to enjoy 
all sorts of games and craft activities. She 
set up her "Adventurers Club" linked to 
Scripture Union's network of 
SUPACLUBSin South Australia. 
("SUPA" stands for Scripture Union 
Primary Aze). The children have 
nicknamed tnier Bible cave "Sparrow's 
Nest" and eagerly gather after school each 
week for Judy's program and cool drinks.

On the last weekend of March, local 
Christians got together to send Judy to 
Adelaide for a get-together for leaders of 
all Scripture Union's "SUPACLUBS" in 
the state.

Scripture Union's State Director Norm 
Bennett regards these clubs as a 
significant form of outreach and nurture. 
He said, "Children need to know that 
Jesus cares about them in the pressures 
that they feel even at primary school. 
This is also the natural lead up to 
involvement by the children in our ^CF 
outreach at secondary schools."

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Located in the central area of Sweden is 
the historic city of Orebro. It was in the 
cathedral there that Napoleon's Field 
Marshall Bemodotte was crowned king of 
Sweden at the invitation of the Swedish 
people. The present king of Sweden is a 
descendant.

Orebro was interesting to us for another 
reason. In Europe and especially in 
Sweden it is the Municipal Council which 
is responsible for provision of the welfare 
needs of the city. This means that the local 
people have an important say in the 
provision of the welfare needs of each 
area.

A number of approaches being made to 
welfare situations in this city impressed 
us.

The first was "Focus" a set of 
^artments for severely disabled people. 
These apartments enabled disabled 
people to live their own lives in specially 
designed units that enabled them to per­
form most of the functions for 
independent living.

Cupboards were designed so they could 
be raised or lowered to any convenient 
height, lifting machines were installed for 
personal operation. Staff were available 
but only came when summoned. High 
shelves were of glass so that the disabled 
person could see from below what was on 
the shelf.

Distributed among the disabled persons 
units were a number of units for non­
disabled people. The idea was to give a

sense of normality to the apartment 
block.

Not far away was "Brolyckan" 
providing hostel care for aged persons. 
The hostel organisation gave hostel 
residents much greater control over their 
lives. Four staff were provided for each 30 
hostel residents. Staff worked as a team 
with the residents in the upkeep of rooms, 
dining rooms and lounges ana together 
made decisions about the activities in 
whicl i they would be involved. The staff 
were merely there to assist. During the 
evenings a small night staff was available.

Theorists have put forward many ideas 
about the need to integrate children 
with aged people. In Denmark we looked 
at several projects where this had been 
attempted by placing child minding 
centres beside the aged persons home. We 
did not see any that had been successful 
— in fact, the aged persons avoided the 
children.

At "Brolyckan" the problem was 
tacked differently. Places for 12 children 
were found. Their parents would leave the 
children at the aged persons home on 
their way to work in the morning and pick 
them up .on their way home in the 
evening. The home provided three rooms 
for the children: Kitchen-dining room, 
lounge and bedroom. The children played 
in the home amongst the guests but could 
use the three room home as they wished. 
The home delivered the children to school 
and collected them after school. Because

they were the same children, relationships 
developed between the children and tne 
guests.

A third interesting aspect at 
"Brolyckan" was the integration that the 
home achieved with the community. 
What we would call an adult education 
program was conducted in "Brolyckan" 
and the people came from the community 
to do languages, current affairs, pottery, 
woodwork, painting and other subjects 
and handcrafts. The guests in the home 
were welcome to join in or just watch, or 
they could just sit and talk to those 
involved in the class. Of course, there 
were some guests who felt that their home 
was being invaded by strangers. But the 
overall effect seemed to be positive.

Vietnam's Aid
World Vision has sent emergency aid 

into the Red River Delta of Vietnam. A 
shipment of medicines, clothing and 
writing materials has gone to local 
hospitals which are attempting to care for 
victims of last year's typhoon and 
flooding. Severe flooding continued in the 
central provinces of Vietnam throughout 
December disrupting the lives of 
thousands of people.

World Vision has called on the 
Australian Government to send 
humanitarian aid to the people of Viet­
nam. The agency believes that Australia 
must put humanitarian aid before inter­
national politics.

Brother Andrew of the Open Doors 

missionary organisation has supplied 
details of a request for Braille bibles from 
a "house" church in China. A note has 
been received from a woman in China who 
is one of 600 members who have met for 
prayer and worshio since 1966. 100 of the 
members are blind.

These believers have met fearlessly 
since the cultural revolution and although 
they have suffered great persecution, they 
not only meet for worship, but have an 
evanagelism pro-am in tne villages.

Open Doors with Brother Andrew has 
undertaken to deliver scriptures to these 
blind Christians through tneir established 
distribution network.

Concern is expressed by those visiting 
China recently, that some of the relative 
freedom enjoyed by Christians may be 
short lived. Three "house" church pastors 
from rural areas have been imprisoned in 
the last month. Two Catholic priests have 
been returned to a labour camp from 
which they were set free more than 20 
years ago.

Churches in China told: No
Foreign Aid

The Chinese Communist Party recently 
categorically prohibited religious 
organisations in mainland China from 
receiving subsidies from abroad, 
according to the 'Agence France Presse'. 
The warning came from the party's fort­
nightly journal 'Red Flag.'

In an article on religious freedom in 
China 'Red Flag' stressed that "no 
Chinese religious organisation, whichever 
it is, has the right to receive subsidies or 
gifts from any foreign religious 
organisation."

It also stressed that religion should not 
intervene in "politics, education and 
marriage, or resort to exploitation and op­
pression."

Meanwhile, the 'New China News- 
agency' reported that the Nanjing Union 
Theological Seminary was reopened on 
February 28. The Seminary, which was 
founded in 1952, was closed during the 
Cultural Revolution. It now has 47 
students, who are pastors and researchers 
from different parts of the country.

The President of the Seminary is 
Bishop K. H. Ting, who is also president 
of the China Christian Council and 
Chairman of the Chinese Christian 
Three-Self Patriotic Movement
Committee. .

Churches have been reopened in the 
cities of Canton, Shih Chi and Swatow, 
and more are being prepared , and 
renovated for reopening in other cities.

Church choirs and Bible study classes 
organised by young people have also been

Youth Night featured items from 
Nubeena group, "Just Us", and a varied 
program of individual items and sketches, 
with two excellent audio-visuals prepared 
by Nubeena minister, Cec Nevilfe. these 
visuals related to early church life on the 
Tasman Peninsula and scenic features of 
the area. The evening concluded with a 
youth oriented message from Dr 
Tabbemee.

Saturday morning and afternoon 
sessions dealt with the business , of 
Convention. One important decision 
concerned the Bethany Day Care 
Centre. This ministry, formerly 
associated with Convention, has now been 
accepted by the Hobart churches as part 
of their social service outreach.

Increasing
One theory says that if more people 

could be educated to drink in moderation 
then not only would there be less heavy 
drinkers but also less abstainers. 
Conversely, if the number of heavy 
drinkers increase then so will the number 
of abstainers. Figures from a recent AN- 
SVAR survey show this pattern in some 
surprising changes from 1976 to 1981.

People were asked to describe their 
drinking pattern according to the 
following four groups.

April 1976
January 1981

Regular drinker 15.7% 18.5%
Drink rather often 6.5% 5.1%
Occasional drinker 66.4% 67.6%
Total abstainers 11.9% 18.8%

99.6% 99.9%
The increase in number of total ab­

stainers is not quite so dramatic when a 
further question is added to find if the 
total abstainer uses wine for a toast on 
special occasions.

April 1976
January 1981

Total abstainers 11.9 18.8
Toast with wine 3.6 8.3
True abstainers 8.4% 10.6%

The significant increase in the number 
of total abstainers toasting with wine 
could mean that the general attitude 
towards the meaning of "total abstainer"

^ease funds to

Convention was encouraged to learn 
that the new manageress at Bicheno, 
Mrs Joy Watt, has taken up her work ef­
ficiently despite the difficulties involved 
in having her husband completing a term 
of work in Hobart and commuting to 
Bicheno at weekends. Rob will be joining 
her in May, and with care-taking work at 
the local school and other work in the 
area, they will be able to give impetus to 
the development of this fine centre. A 
recognition gift was made to Harold and 
Flo Stevens for their service at Bicheno 
over the past four years.

A recognition was also made to Roy 
Edmonds for his long years of association 
with Convention ana his excellent service 
on Conference executive.

The relatively new work in Tasmania of 
I.T.I.M. is having rapid growth, with 
more opportunities for the work of 
chaplaincy than there are persons to fill 
these. Norman Carter has recently been 
appointed full-time to chaplaincy on the 
North West Coast, based on Devonport, 
and will give some leadership to its work 
in that region.

Half-yearly Convention will be held at 
Copping on Saturday, September 19.

Numbers of Total Abstainers 
is less strict as we find that 44% of the
people saying they are total abstainers 
will toast with wine in 1981 compared to 
only 29% in 1976. Another contributory 
factor to this change is the much greater 
use of quality non alcoholic drinks which, 
when used could be described by some as 
"toasting with wine".

Whatever the reason, the net effect 
seems to be an increase in the number of 
true abstainers to the order of 25% from 84 
per 1000 adults to 105 per 1000.

Increased Broadcasts to
China

The Far East Broadcasting Company 
in Manila, Philippines, has increased its 
broadcast time to China from March 1. 
With the growing freedom to write letters, 
listeners in China write to FEBC seeking 
counsel and Christian literature. In 1980, 
more than 9,000 letters were received from 
Chinese listeners, a majority of whom 
were young people.

With this addition of 21/2 hours of 
Mandarin programs, they now have a 
total of 12 1/2 hours beamed to China each 
day.

The Far East Broadcasting Company 
has been on the air with Chinese language 
programs heard on the mainland since 
1949.
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Bible Circulation Up
The United Bible Societies distributed 

almost 10 million Bibles and 14 million 
New Testaments worldwide last year. The 
annual distribution statistics of the UBS 
revealed that Bible circulation went up by 
6C cand New Testaments by over 13% in 
the period.

A total of 440 million Scripture 
publications was distributed by the 99 
bible Society offices around the world in 
1979/80. This figure includes not only 
Bibies and Testaments, but also 
Scripture Portions (single books of the 
Bible), Scripture Selections (Biblical 
passages often in leaflet form) and 
Scriptures for new readers.

New Agreement between 
Churches and Defence

Force
Church traditions dating back to 1913 

in connection with the Services will 
change following new arrangements 
entered into between the Defence 
Force and the churches.

The senior members of the various 
churches who make up the Army's 
Conference of Chaplains General will 
form a new body to be called the Religious 
Advisory Committee to the Services 
(RACS). This group will provide a link 
between the governing bodies of churches 
and the Defence Force.

Members of the RACS will include the 
Anglican Bishop to the Forces, the Roman 
Catholic Bishop to the Forces the 
Convener of the Defence Force 
Chaplaincy Committee of the Uniting 
Church in Australia, the Convener of the 
the Presbyterian Church of Australia, the 
Chairman of the Federal United Churches 
Chaplaincy Board and the Rabbinical 
Representative of the Executive Council 
of Australian Jewry.

The committee's responsibilities will 
include the exercise of pastoral care and 
pastoral oversight of chaplains. Service 
personnel and their families; and advice 
on the appointment of Principal 
Chaplains in the Services.

In addition each Service will now have 
a Principal Chaplains Committee, of 
one star rank (i.e. brigadier) or equivalent 
status, to provide for the administrative 
and technical control of Chaplains within 
each Service.

ACC Aids EI Salvador and 
Namibia

EI Salvador
The ACC has made a further grant of 

$3,000 for humanitarian assistance to the 
refugees and displaced people of El 
Salvador, the civil war-torn Central 
American republic. This grant follows a 
similar $2,000 grant last month.

The intense civil war has displaced an 
estimated 150,000 people within the 
country whilst a further 100,000 refugees 
have fled the repression to neighbouring 
countries.

ADESAH is a combined Protestant- 
Catholic agency and its humanitarian aid 
program provides food, medicines, clothes 
and other material resources to people 
within El Salvador and to refugees in 
Mexico and Central America.
Namibia

An ACC grant of $10,000 will assist the 
thousands of young refugees who have 
fled Namibia (South West Africa) in 
recent months to neighbouring Angola. 
Within one week in mid January, over 
5000 refugees arrived in Angola.

The exodus of young people results 
from the introduction of conscription for 
the South African Army for young men of 
16 years or older, to fignt against SWAPO 
(South West Africa People's 
Organization).

The grant to the joint World Council of 
Churches-Lutheran World Federation 
operation will provide tents, blankets, 
food stuffs, clothing and hygiene 
requirements for the refugees.

Barclay in Russian
Bible study materials in Slavic 

languages are vey limited. In response to 
this need. Mennonite Central 
Committee and the Baptist World 
Alliance are co-operating to produce ma­
jor Bible study books in the Russian 
language. Surprisingly, there is no 
comjplete Bible commentary available in 
the Russian language. The large Orthodox 
Church has the liturgy rather than the 
sermon at the center of its worship 
services. The evangelical churches, for 
whom preaching from the Bible is central, 
have not had tne time or opportunity in 
their much shorter history to produce one.

Discussion about the project began 
three years ago. One of the major 
questions in the beginning was the choice 
of the right commentary. The version 
chosen was William Barclay's commen­
tary on the New Testament, which will be 
translated in 17 volumes. The translation 
is well underway. Soviet evangelicals 
serve as editorial consultants, the 
translation is done in Germany, and type­
setting in England. The commentary will 
be available to Russian-speaking people 
around the world. Soviet officials have 
been approached regarding permission to 
import the books to the USSR legally.

Non-alcoholic wines
Another address of sup^iers of non- 

alcoholic wines is Grapene Distributors, 
19 Austin St., Adelaide (223 1777).

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Chapel in a Day Anniversary

Attendances were very good.

The morning service was conducted by 
Jack Manallack, minister, with a fufl 
chapel and overflow service using video 
T.v. J. E. Searle, past minister, and 
Doug Morffew, past student minister, 
read the Scriptures. The congregation 
participated in the building of a wall, 
each person being invited to write on a 
brick one word expressing what the 
church meant to them.

We were glad to have Mr and Mrs Ron 
Brooker (Ron is Conference President 
Elect) and he brought a very challenging 
address. We were also happy to welcome 
Mr and Mrs Reg Hayward from 
Chatswood, N.S.W. Mrs Hayward, the 
daughter of Thomas Bagley, as a small 
girl was present with her parents 70 years 
before, when the first service was held in 
the chapel, the building of which was 
organized by her father. Betty Quaife 
was soloist for the day.

A smorgasbord lunch was served to 150 
people, and the afternoon program 
consisted of singing, musical items, 
sharing memories of past days, an audio­
visual spanning the 70 years, and a 
"Looking to the Future" segment.

Up-dating the words of the "Jubilee 
History" — 'They thank God for the suc­
cess that has so far attended their efforts, 
and feel justified in continuing the church 
in their district.'

"Diakonisches Werk" — Don e. stowart
The Evangelical Church of Germany 

(Lutheran State Church) has a large 
Social Service organisation called 
"Diakonisches Werk".

This organisation operates 21,563 
institutions with a total of 796,553 beds or 
places and employs 215,000 full time 
staff.

They see that the care of all individuals 
who need help is part of the mission of the 
Church. Diakonisches Werk is therefore 
an expression of the nature and life of 
the church. Their task is to stimulate, 
plan and support the missionary outreach 
of the churcn by demonstrating the love of 
God in practical ways through local 
parishes.

They operate their own Academy to 
train social workers and include a 
Theology Department to consider 
theological aspects of their work and of 
community and national issues. We were 
able to see some of their homes for the 
care of the aged. They.are also involved 
in the care or the hanaicapped, children, 
families. Because railways play such an 
important part in life they have a special 
mission to Railways. The Mitternacht- 
mission is a mission to the prostitutes of 
Germany.

But Diakonisches Werk is not restricted 
to Germany and a large department is 
concerned with a program "Bread for the 
World",.

In mv discussions with Rev. Peter Moll 
who acted as our guide I was impressed by 
the sheer size of the work and by the 
expressed desire that the social service 
work must find increasing expression and 
be related to the local church for the sake 
of the Gospel.

Bible Society helps Literacy
New Reader Scriptures are a "tremen­

dous success" in Etniopia. The specially 
designed series of Scripture texts on 
graded levels are being used extensively 
by the Government for literacy programs.

When Bible Society vans leave Addis 
Ababa and distribute between 10-20,000 
New Reader Portions, they return to the 
capital empty. In addition, 20,000 Bibles 
were distributed at schools for the 
subsidised price of 50 cents.

There are an estimated 13 million 
children under the age of 15 in Ethiopia,

Operation Easter Outreach
The Mount Clear (Vic.) church 

decided last November to spend $260 on a 
series of four Encounter leaflets to letter- 
box drop in 500 homes in the immediate 
vicinity of the church. The drop was 
undertaken on the four Mondays leading 
up to Easter. The church believed that 
pre-Easter was a time when the average 
Australian was most open to thinking 
about "religious questions".

The leaflets in attractive colour covered 
Family Life, God's Unconditional Love, 
Training Children and Life After Death.

Distributors included children 
and grandmas, and the neighbourhood 
dogs were obliging.

Press Association (A.R.P.A.)
Church Journals

The A.R.P.A. has a membership of 
some 50 church journals and newspapers. 
It came into existence 21 years ago for the 
purpose of united action against vicious 
new postal charges that could have put 
many papers out of existence. The brand 
new A.R.P.A. won that battle and has 
been more or less successful in later 
skirmishes. Having come together, 
representatives decided to stay together, 
not only in the interests of economic sur­
vival out for creative fellowship and 
mutual help. 37 representatives attended 
the recent A.R.P.A. Convention including 
the Editor and the Sub-Editor/Manager 
of "The Australian Christian".
"Beef" ahout the Religious Press

"Fellow feeling makes us wondrous 
kind" and very quickly we felt at one with 
each other with our common hopes and 
ideals and problems. We imported 
significant people to tell us their "beef” 
about the religious press. We looked at 
issues in both church and world that will 
influence our news reporting and our 
comments in the future. We discussed 
every editor's continuing problem of 
trying to be faithful to his understanding 
of God's contemporary word through the 
scriptures ana at the same time 
remaining aware of the expectations of 
readers and churches.
The Electronic Revolution

Much time was spent in input sessions 
and workships on the current electronic 
revolution and its impact upon the church 
and people. Already in Australia there 
are experiments with an electronic 
system whereby any home with a TV and 
a telephone call there can come onto the 
TV screen information, programs, films. 

boggles, from a link of storage banks 
round the world. With the addition of a 
simple device there can be home "print­
outs" of what appears on the screen. The 
process of course is already under way to a 
limited extent in every bedroom in most 
of the tourist hotels in the U.S.A. We 
spent time looking at the implications of 
all of this for people, the church, and of 
course for the church press. The time may 
come when the "A.C." will use neither 
paper nor print (good for ecolo^) hut will 
be fed into a computer bank. The problem 
will be to encourage people to push the 
buttons that get it out to their screens and 
printers.
Some "Gossiping"

Naturally we "gossiped" about our 
papers, our circulations and our methods 
of working. We learned that many of the 
denominational papers were subsidised in 
whole or in part, the unsubsidised ones 
such as the "A.C." were all having finan­
cial problems. A few were having the 
problem of falling circulation with rising 
prices.

Circulation methods interested us. 
Catholic papers are sold at the church 
door by volunteers from the Catholic 
men's society, the St. Vincent de Paul 
Society. Anglican provincial journals are 
sold bulk to the parishes which in turn 
either sell them, give them away or a 
mixture of both. Some Anglican parishes 
use them for pastoral calling by lay 
workers.
"The AustraHon Christian"

It would appear that the "A.C." would 
have a higher percentage of subscribers to 
membersnip than most of the others. Our 
subscription price is the lowest. Our staff 
is the smallest; a part time editor, a full 
time sub-editor manager and a two day a 
week typist. One of the papers with the 
same circulation figure as the "A.C." has 
an editor, four journalists and a steno- 
secretary.

Journalists and Theologians
Some of the delegates were professional 

journalists who picked up their theology 
on the way. Others were professional 
theologians who are struggling to pick up 
their journalism as they go. But one could 
sense in all of them a commitment ot 
Christ and his Kingdom, expressed 
through journalism.

It would have been hard to discover who 
were clergy and who were laity. The 
makers of clerical collars and stocks must 
be becoming redundant.

The guest speaker was George Conklin 
of the United Church of Christ in the 
U.S.A., and Professor of Media at the 
Pacific Christian College, a Disciples of 
Christ foundation.

Honesty

We are as Christians exhorted to be 
honest people. One thing that we 
expect from new converts is that one of 
the marks of the new life will be 
honesty. In our Christian Education 
both at home and in such teaching 
situations as Sunday School our 
children are taught not to lie.

There are several examples of 
biblical injunctions to be honest in our 
speech. One of the best known is Mat­
thew 5:37 (Simply let your 'Yes' be 
'Yes' and your 'No', 'No'; anything else 
beyond this comes from the evil one). 
The context of this verse is within the 
comments of Jesus on the use of oaths 
by the true follower of GodJames 5:12 
contains a similar command to that of 
Jesus in Matthew in almost identical 
words. Paul in 1 Corinthians 1:17 in 
justifying himself in a change of plans 
states that he is an honest man who is 
known for the truth of what he says.

What then do we as Christians find 
our actions and statements to be like? 
If you are at all like me you will find 
that at times we are not honest in what 
we say.

This week we had the unedifing 
sight of politicians within the same 
political party making claims about 
incidents that greatly differed from 
each other. All the outburst seems to 
have achieved is a weaker government. 
Unfortunately the same type of activity 
appears in churches at times.

We as Christians should remember 
the advise of James about the need to 
be aware of the danger of our speech 
and attempt under the guidance of God 
to tame our speech.

Plain, honest speech is what is 
called for by most of scripture. Yet at 
times we find that difficult to do 
because of circumstances. If we will 
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offend someone by being honest we 
often avoid saying either 'Yes' or 'No'. 
This is especially so in the times of 
conflict within the church and many of 
us are reluctant to hurt other people's 
feelings (although some others have been 
more like bulls in china shops). It is hard 
when we are called to be loving caring 
people and yet we also have to be honest 
with friends and fellow Christians.

The conflict of thoughts and desires 
often causes us to use double talk and 
to soft peddle on our beliefs and ideas 
in certain situations. At other times 
when the matter concerned is great 
principle to us we are honest and often 
very blunt in our words.

Within the area of honesty in what 
we say I am concerned with the way 
we use half truths with children. As a 
parent I know how easy it is in playing 
with our own children and teasing 
them to tell a lie. Sure we correct that 
fairly quickly and yet we have set an 
example of untruthfullness to our 
children. They very quickly pick up the 
idea of telling lies especially to save 
censure for wrong actions etc. This is 
learnt even before school age if only 
from friends. Maybe this is just a part 
of our human nature that is "fallen".

At other times wo need to be open 
to other Christians being truthful to us. 
This affects our pride and we become 
very hurt and yet they are mostly telling 
us the truth to help us grow as 
Christians. Being a minister in a church 
I need to be honest with my fellow 
members (not always achieved) and I 
need them to be honest with me so 
that I can grow and in growing come 
closer to them as people.

I would say that my pleas is that we 
as Christians should be more honest in 
all our dealings with other people as 
Christ was.
