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Because of the .current pressure on 
marriage and the fajnily the Caringbah 
church is seeking to strengthen and enrich 
existing marriages and family life. 
Through their minister, Brian White and 
his wife, Joan, they are providing a 
ministry to our churches in the form of a 
seminar designed to improve the quality 
of marriage and family relationships.

The subjects covered in a four night 
seminar are: Husband-Wife 
Relationships, Priorities, 
Communication, Resolving Conflict. 
Christians and Sex, Parent-Child 
Relationships. Homework projects and 
workshop sessions encourage the 
interaction of those involved. The 
seminar concludes with a re-affirmation 
of the marriage vows.

Over 500 have attended one of the 10 
seminars already conducted and the feed- 
back is quite encouraging.

"We feel we have just been re­
married," a couple commented warmly at 
the conclusion of one seminar. One older 
man sadly asserted "I only wish you had 
come along 20 years ago. It may have 
saved me a lot of heartache."

Brian, enthusiastic about the response 
of those attending, says, "It seems to be 
scratching where people are itching. I am 
grateful that our church board shares our 
vision to help others in this needy area."

Loving, high quality health care for 
patients with a terminal illness is often a 
matter of chance rather than choice. At a 
time of considerable physical and 
emotional stress, the patient and his or 
her family may seek vainly for profes­
sional assistance in a caring atmosphere. 
Now, however, Victoria is taking an 
important step aimed at overcoming this 
unsatisfactory situation.

On Tuesday, June 16, the Victorian 
Association of Hospice Care Programs 
(VAHCP) will officially take form at a 
public meeting to which all interested 
pe^le are invited.

The convenor of the proposed 
association's steering committee. Dr 
Trevor Banks, from Geelong, describes 
hospice care as "a program of total care 
that provides help in a positive way both 
to the patient who is termirially ill. and to 
the family. It aims to relieve tne physical, 
emotional, social and spiritual suffering 
that often proves overwhelming at this 
time."

While hospice care is medically co- 
ordinated it involves many other health 
professionals in home care as well as in- 
patient and out-patient hospital services, 
^ut however and wherever the care is 
provided, the main aim is to bring relief to 
the sufferer and to give continuing 

1 support to the family.
Since 1938, the Caritas Christi Hospice 

in Kew has filled an important neea. In 
April the Melbourne City Mission 
Hospice Program received, its first 
patients and the Geelong Hospice Care 
Association plans to be operating by the 
end of this year.

It is now quite evident that there is a 
strong surge of interest in improved care 
of patients who are terminally ill and a co- 
ordinated approach is likely to be the 
most successful strategy.

Last year, plans were drawn up for a

agencies, ensuring that church buildings 
and toilets do not add to the handicap, 
and working for more and better com­
munity facilities.

Rob Leach, President of the A.C.T. 
Conference was Conference guest and 
outlined his Conference's 10 year plan: a 
net growth of 100%, a building at 
Belconnen, a new congregation at 
Tuggeranong by 1991, development of 
the Lyons property, a retirement village, 
an additional member of the ministry 
team, and continuous 10 year planning.

"Be a minister to the unchurched as 
well as to the churched."

"The taxi-driver mission of the church 
... meeting people where they are and 
taking them where they want to go."

"Training to develop skills. Education 
in the scriptures, And Ministry of 
practising what has been learned."

An Impression
It appears that the Victorian- 

Tasmanian Conference has exhausted all 
of the possibilities of controversy and 
debate on all of the many contentious 
issues that have sometimes occupied it in 
the past, and that delegates and members 
have realised that such controversy has 
been largely non-productive. The 
Conference seems to nave entered a new 
era where delegates and churches accept 
one another, along with all of their 
differences, and get on with the business 
of the Kingdom of God in the areas of 
evangelism, service, caring, social justice, 
spiritual growth and fellowship.

Bible Crisis in Poland
"Instead of thousands of Bibles, we 

need millions!" These were the 
challenging words of Barbara Enholc- 
Narzynska, Executive Secretary of the 
Bible Society in Poland, during her visit 
to London in late March.

The worldwide demand for the Bible is 
particularly evident in Poland as the 
Word of God is being discovered in a new 
way by the people of this Eastern 
European country. Last vear 240,000 
Scripture items were circulated in this 
country of 35 million people.

The biggest problem facing the Polish 
Bible Society is the severe paper shortage. 
The country is experiencing an acute 
shortage of foreign currency to pay for 
imports. To counter this situation, the 
United Bible Societies (UBS) is mounting 
a campaign to donate paper for Bible 
printing in Poland. There are no obstacles 
with importing paper from abroad. 
Because of the nationwide paper shortage, 
the large printing houses are hungry Tor 
work.

The Bible Society bookshop in Warsaw 
had no stock of Polish Bibles throughout 
January and personal shoppers are now 
restricted to one Bible per person to 
conserve stocks.

Was it possible to be 
unmoved in the Holy 
Sepulchre, a tiny marble 
lined room with a rose 
coloured marble slab where 
Christ was lain? I stood and 
watched as people bent and 
kissed the cold marble, 
unfeeling to the touch.

1 turned away and 
struggled out past the next lot 
of sightseers with cameras at 
the ready. I was even more 
disappointed when I viewed 
outside the Holy Sepulchre 
more altars of other faiths, all 
claiming a share of the honour 
of this special place. The 
Shattered Cross still exists to- 
day — that which should un- 
ify and enrich only serves to 
segregate and divide.

Later, we went to the 
Garden Tomb and were asked 
to consider what we knew of 
Calvary. Calvary was outside 
the city wall, alongside a busy 
highway so that those 
crucified could be a warning. 
It was a rocky hill that looked 
like a skull — these things I 
saw.

According to the New 
Testament, the tomb and 
garden of Joseph of 
Aramathea had special 
characteristics. It was a rich 
man's tomb specially hewn 
out of the rocK, not just a 
cave. With the stone rolled 
away, one could stand and 
look into the tomb just as 
Mary had on that first Easter 
morning, No matter what 
evidence there is to point to 
this being the tomb, the most 
important fact is that what 
took place in Joseph's garden 
was the most significant 
event in all history, and the 
message that ehoes from the 
Garden offers the greatest 
Good News to all mankind.

One morning last November, 200 

members of the Salvadoran army 
surrounded a San Salvador school in 
which a press conference was being 

| held and arrested the six leaders of the 
coalition opposed to the present regime 
in E1 Salvador.

The six mutilated corpses were later 
found dumped on the roadside. No 
charges were laid against the killers, 
nor against those responsible for the 

Ibomb which later desetcrated the 
cathedral where the bodies lay in state.

A few days later the bodies of four 
North American women — three 
Catholic nuns and a lay missionary — 
were discovered in a cow paddock. All 
had been tortured and shot; at least 
two had been raped. Although the half- 
hearted official investigation was 
inconclusive, circumstantial evidence 
implicated Government troops in the 
cover-up, if not the actual atrocities.

With this disclosure, the tragedy of 
E1 Salvador made headlines 
worldwide. Until then, despite 9,000 
deaths throughout 1980, including the 
brutal murder of Archbishop Romero 
in his cathedral, El Salvador had been 
just another "^irdyVogd non-entity.

What is going on in El Salvador, and 
what concern is it of ours?

Stated bluntly, a small powerful 
elite which controls most of the 
cultivated land is being confronted by 
increasing unrest among the vast ma­
jority of poverty-stricken workers who 
generate their wealth and incomes.

Whilst the rich amass great wealth, 
conditions for the rest of the 
population (5 million in all) are 
appalling. Four fifths of Salvadoran 
families earn less than the subsistence 
minimum of $800 per year. 
Unemployment is at 30 percent. Il­
literacy and infant mortality are high. 
There has been no democratic election 
since 1972.

Fearing a Soviet-inspired revolution 
"in its own back yard," the United

States has pledged millions of dollars 
in military aia to assist the dic­
tatorship in keeping in check 
dissatisfied elements.

"Keeping in check" means 
assassinations like those mentioned 
above, usually preceded by torture and 
mutilation. Around thirty occur each 
day.

Although that analysis may seem 
abhorent to those of us who are by and 
large pro-American, it can no longer be 
avoided.

A colonel in the Salvadoran army 
told Newsweek (March 9) that most 
of the violence against the people by 
right wing "death squads'' was 
probably perpetrated by the U.S.- 
backed armed forces.

Former U.S. Ambassador Robert 
White believes the policy of sending 
military aid and military advisors can 
only worsen the situation. The real 
cause, he argued before a Congres­
sional committee in February, is not 
communist meddlers from outside. It 
is social injustice within. "The chief 
killers of Salvadorans," White 
charged, "are the Government security 
forces." He then challenged the 
Congressmen: "Do you really want to 
associate yourselves with that sort of 
killing?"

Apparently they do. Congress more 
than trebled military aid from $10 
million to $35 million.

★ ★ ★

This approach seems doomed to 
almost certain failure, as the Vietnam 
and Iran experiences testify.

Virtually all commentators outside 
Washington agree that to undercut 
"the left" and thwart communist 
gains, what is needed is not a stronger 
dictatorship, but basic land reform. 
President Duarte, the military junta's 
front man, recently told the New York 
Times, "it is of no use to have the 
greatest and best army in the world if 
the people are dying from hunger."

True, some attempts at reform have 
been made, and true, the United 
States has also increased economic aid. 
But effective change has not yet taken 
place.

★ ★ ★
This situation is relevant to 

Australian Christians in several ways:
1. Many of those suffering in El 

Salvador are Christian brothers and 
sisters — Protestant and Catholic. Out 
of love for them we must echo the 
words of Archbishop Romero's last 
sermon: "I beg you, I plead with you, I 
order you in the name of God — stop 
the repression."

2. Professing Christians are amongst 
those doing or assisting the killing, "rhe 
Salvadoran Government describes 
itself as Christian Democrat. The U.S. 
President and millions of his sup­
porters profess to be born again. Surely 
the new birth implies compassion, and 
a concern for justice and peace.

3. At the root of America's 
involvement is its self-image as "the 
leader of the free world," which has led 
many to regard the secular state as the 
ultimate focus of loyalty. Isn't this 
idolatry?

4. Australians are morally and 
politically complicit in America's 
involvement in El Salvador.

5. We are committed to the truth 
from Scripture that God consistently 
opposes oppression and protects the 
rights of the poor.

6. Australia has the opportunity 
through diplomatic channels and 
overseas aia programs to foster real 
reforms.

May our prayer be that Australians 
and Americans together hear God's 
message from the New Testament: 
"Come now you rich, weep and howl 
for the miseries that are coming upon 
you ... Behold the wages of the 
laborers who mowed your fields, which 
you kept back by fraud, cry out; and 
the cries of the harvesters have reached 
the ears of the Lord of hosts. You have 
lived on the earth in luxury and 
Kleasure; you have fattened your 
earts in a day of slaughter." (James 

5).

The combined efforts of the churches in 
Mt Gambier, S.A. have resulted in the 
establishment of a non-commercial F.M. 
radio station. The station broadcast in 
stereo for the first time from May 15-20 in 
a test transmission. The concept was 
developed in 1979 by Church of Christ 
minister, Roger Brown and developed 
with support from all churches as a com­
munity project. A licence for regular 
broadcasting is anticipated later this 
year. The station, known as "Blue Lake 
Community Broadcasters" will be 
operated by volunteers, mainly from the 
churches.

During the trial broadcast, some 26 
specific Christian programs, of various 
styles and interests, were heard.

The main studio has been completed at 
a cost of $15,000 and is located in rented 
premises in the main street. Federal and 
§tate Government funds have been 
provided to assist the development. Local 
giving has exceeded $5,000.

Many other community interest groups 
and non-commercial organisations are 
joining the churches in meeting the needs 
of city residents. Christian pro-ams will 
include worship services, devotional and 
inspirational messages, a comprehensive 
Christian news service, the full range of 
Christian music, special segments for 
children and the elderly, reporting of 
significent Christian events and 
counselling services.

It is believed to be the first station 
established by the churches in non­
metropolitan areas to combine Christian 
programs with other high quality com­
munity interest programs. 
Denominational heads, most of the 
Christian agencies, such as World Vision. 
Bible Society etc. and over 300 local 
Christians, have given their active 
support for the project.

In 1682, the church has released Roger 
Brown for a five months project to firmly 
establish the Christian interest programs 
on the station.

Church secretary, Doug Fimmell, is 
treasurer of the organisation, and a Direc­
tor.

The Campbell Edwards Trust and The 
Morris Family Trust have each 
contributed $100 to this project.

BEST OF BARRY McGUiRE (Sparrow SPR 1039) and 
BEGINNINGS John Michael Talbot (Sparrow SPR 1040)

These are both compilation albums although of different 
kinds. On "Best of" Sparrow have 12 of Barry's best songs from 
his first 10 years of Christian singing. They include six from his 
Sparrow albums and another six from the earlier (and far better) 
Word albums. The later material fades into middle of the road 
vagueness compared to the very explicit and uptempo early 
songs. A track from the ultra-successful "The Witness" is also 
included. (Best: Love Is, Peace, Calling Me Home.) Talbot's 
album is a mix of his first two (and lesser known) albums. He 
shows the early development of his classical/country/folk style 
that culminated in The Lord's Supper and The Painter Lps. The 
stand out track is "Would you Crucify Him". These are 
worthwhile compilation albums — the first as a summary and 
the second as an introduction.
MIDNIGHT FIRE Randall Waller (Tunesmith T8 6006)

This is an excellent Christian rock album. Randall is based in 
Sydney, however, this was recorded in California with a little 
help from such friends as Chuck Girard, Terry Clark, Randy 
Stonehill and Larry Norman. The subsequent music and 
production is superb, although these "heavies" in no way take 
over the album. Randall is seeking to reach non-Christians with 

his music and words and I feel he does it best of our Oz artists. 
A number of the songs utilize the potentially vague "you", 
however, there is no mistake who the person is that Randall is 
singing about. Best tracks: Lady of the Night, I Need You, 
Always Waiting.
THE STAND Chuck Girard (Good News GNR 8112)

After his last very commercial album, it was interesting 
wondering where Chuck was going to go next. Well, it is a very 
well balanced album, with both rock and ballads. Each song has 
real content that is aimed particularly at Christians, or psuedo- 
Christians, whether they be busy ones (Busy Day), 
compromising ones (Border Town), or newly converted ones 
(The Stand). There Is not one track on the album that misses 
(that's a rare thingl). Jhe production and musicianship Is top- 
rate and the content and teaching can't be faulted. My favourite 
track is Soldier. Highly recommended.
RANDY MATTHEWS (Spirit ND 2005)

Randy was one of the first contemporary Christian singers. 
His earlier albums were recorded on a label Word Inc. founded 
for the purpose — Myrrh. I was surprised to discover that it's 
five years since Randy has released a studio album. This self- 
titled set Is a worthy follow-up to the earlier material. He has 
gained an almost Joe Cocker gravelly voice as he sings songs 
mostly penned alone or with San Dee Tlllee. The exceptions are 
the first and last tracks. The first (Which Side Are You On) Is ac­
tually a song by Arlo Guthrie (Woody's son), who has himself 
recently become a Christian. The album is full of tight, well- 
done rock songs — some for non-Christians. Best: Which Side 
are You On, Miracle Man, Sweet Relief.
SHALLOW WATER Servant (Tunesmith TS 6000)

This is an album suitable to use as a witnessing tool. It Is 
commercial sounding rock, with challenging words about 
materialism, pride, helping others and commitment. The 
members of Servant live In a Christian community where they 
put Into practice what they're singing about. Best: Water Grave, 
Shallow Water, Holy Roller Blues.

For a number of years health limitation 

required Keith Jones to limit his activity 
and on Saturday morning, April 18 he 
suddenly died,

A cremation service was followed by a 
Thanksgiving service in the College of the 
Bible Chapel on April 22. It was led by S. 
H.Wilson assisted by A. IB. Clark with a 
tribute being paid by the writer.

Keith came to College from Western 
Australia in 1926 and graduated in 1930. 
During College days he served with our 
churches at Hawthorn and Hampton and 
continued at the latter in a full-time 
capacity until 1934. During 1934 he 
studied youth work in England prior to 
taking up the Directorship of the 
Victorian Youth Department. He led 
this work until 1941 and developed 
camDing activities and pioneered the 
Good Companions and Explorers as 
important parts of the youth program in 
Victorian churches. He lived in College 
from 1934 to 1940 and in 1935 served as 
Housemaster during the overseas absence 
of the late A. R. Main.

The first marriage in the new College 
Chapel in June, 1941, was that of Keith 
Jones and Alma Cowper. In this year 
they transferred to South Australia for a 
ministry with the Maylands church. 
During the six years in South Australia 
Keith was active on Brotherhood 
Committees and was President of 
Conference in 1946.

At the beginning of 1948 he took up 
duties with tne College of the Bible, Glen 
Iris, and served as Secretary and 
Housemaster. For 22 years he continued 
in this ministry. As he moved around 
Australia, rOTesenting the College, he 
inspired confidence and won the love of 
many people. He became knowledgable of 
our people in many places. After 
retirement at the end of 1969 he continued 
various activities and served as secretary 
of the Association of former students of 
Glen Iris.

Birribi (Aboriginal word meaning 
fresh water crossing place) Christian 
Learning Centre came into being three 
years ago in South Australia. Tne idea 
was to train youth leaders for involvement 
in their local church at the leadership 
level in a practical way rather than at a 
theoretical level. There was also the idea 
that those involved would live in a com­
munity.

The first 12 months saw five involved in 
the training program with Noel Holmes 
as the supervisor. There were some 
problems involved in getting churches to 
support those young people who were 
undertaking the course and seeing them 
as leaders with in the church.

Arising from the first year's experiment it 
was decided to keep thd live-in com­
munity. As well because of the demand by 
not only youth leaders but others, a 
varietv of lecture/seminars were offered to 
all who wished to be involved. The 
changes saw 72 involved in various 
courses. The loss of the full-time in- 
service training came about partially 
because of the tighter economic climate 
and partially because of the original 
participants' involvement creating 
interest from Others in their churches for 
some part-time learning opportunities.

This year Birribi is offering 23 courses 
in a variety of areas. The main areas are 
Personal Christian Growth, Youth 
Work, Outreach and Education and 
Children's Ministry. The courses are 
designed to supplement the local church 
especially in the area of leadership 
training. It is also assumed that those 
participating in any of the courses will 
grow in their own personal development 
and spiritually through their 
involvement.

Gerald Rose, Christian Education 
Director, explained that the courses were 
designed on an inductive approach rather 
than on lectures. Each course has a 
written outline but at the first session 
those involved negotiate the goals and the 
material is then fashioned to meet these 
goals. It is also assumed that participants 
will themselves have inputs to share with 
others.

An attempt to keep the community ap­
proach as one ingredient of the course is 
again one integral part of this year's 
operation.

WESTERN AUSTRALIAN CONFERENCE 1981
Western Australia's 84th Annual 

Conference was held in the Christian 
Centre, April 8-12, 1981. Frank 
Raymond was the Conference President, 
with his theme from II Corinthians 5:18, 
"The Ministry of Reconciliation."

The Conference was memorable for 
several reasons — the admission to our 
Brotherhood of the wholly Aboriginal 
church at Looma; the best attendances 
for years; and the passing of a motion to 
withdraw from the W.A. Council of 
Churches and to disassociate from the 
Federal link with the World Council of 
Churches.

The Conference addresses were given 
tyr W. A. preacher^ G. B. Carslake, K. 
C. Denton and R. Taylor. Musical items 
were provided by Mrs Lesley Horben, 
the Warwick singing group and the 
Northam choir.

The Presidents' Reception Tea was a 
great success with a large crowd present; 
the tables filled the dining hall and the 
adjacent City Church Youth Hall.

Representatives from other churches 
were invited and a greeting on their behalf 
was brought by Mr L. Watson of the 
Baptist Union.

A special feature this year was that all 
availanle Past Presidents of Conference 
and their wives were there as invited 
guests. 22 Past Presidents were able to be 
present, with terms of office going back to 
1934 when Roy Raymond, Frank's father, 
was Conference President. They were 
introduced individually and Allen Pyne 
responded on their behalf. Country 
preachers and new preachers to the State 
were also introduced to the assembly.

The Women's Auxiliary Conference on 
^ril 8 was presided over by Mrs Elsie 
Taylor just 75 years after her grand­
mother, Mrs D. A. Ewers, was President 
of the first Women's Auxiliary Conference 

in 1906. Over 300 women were in 
Conference and at their luncheon. A well 
attended evening rally, at which Brice 
Wells was the speaker, concluded a great 
day. ,

The first item of business on the Satur­
day was a thrilling and historic moment 
when the church at Looma, inland from 
Derby and some 2,000 kms. north of 
Perth, was admitted to our Brotherhood. 
The members of the church there are all 
Aborigines and we were delighted to have 
two of them with us during Conference — 
Limerick Malanuka and Sandy Spinks. 
The membership is well over 100 but 
because of their walkabout habits there 
are usually only about 50 or 60 in Looma 
at any one time.

It was also good to have with us Wally 
Chapman, visitor from the Park Hills 
Christian Church, El Paso, Texas. He 
was trained at Kenmore College. He 
brought a greeting from our American 
churches.

Almost two hours were spent in 
deliberative groups where comments, 
questions and suggestions were made and 
recorded. Responses from the committees 
were typed, duplicated, assembled and 
sent to all of the churches by the following 
weekend. The following plenary session 
when the printed reports were received 
and adopted,, was snorter than in past 
years; there was little discussion from the 
floor. Preceding the consideration of its 
report, each committee was riven 6-10 
minutes to present a brief segment 
highlighting its work and program.

After the luncheon break the motion to 
sever affiliation links with the W.C C 
A.C.C. and the W.A.C.C. was introduced' 
By arrangement two speakers, in about 20 
minutes, presented prepared statements 
supporting the motion and two speakers 
did the same in opposition to the motion 

After a reasonably brief debate the 
motion was carried by a substantial ma­
jority.

On the Sunday afternoon a crowded 
auditorium enjoyed the inspiration of the 
final rally of Conference. It included some 
enthusiastic singing by the congregation, 
a musical segment by the Nortnam choir 
and a stirring message from Robert 
Taylor.

Frank Raymond's leadership through 
the year was acknowledged as he was 
presented with a copy of God's word. The 
incoming President, Robert Taylor, was 
introduced and he responded suitably, 
announcing the theme for his Conference 
Year as "He Speaks With Authority. , 

The special offering for the Preachers
Provident Fund amounted to $520.

The next Conference is planned for 
March 31-April 4, 1982.

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BAPTISTS AND 
CHURCHES OF 

CHRIST (2»
We continue our letter to Charles concerning the 

difference between Baptists and Churches of Christ.
Ministry and Church Government

Both Baptists and Churches of Christ believe in the 
priesthood of all believers and thus the ministry of the 
LAOS (people) or laity. Churches of Christ have been 
strong on what they call the mutual ministry, 
meaning the right and responsibility of all Christians 
to fulfil whatever ministry they are capable of. Mutual 
ministry applies in the worship of the church and in 
its caring and outreach ministries.

Churches of Christ and Baptists both believe in the 
autonomy of the local congregation, but both have 
accepted the practice of local churches working 
together through state and federal conferences that 
enable co-operation, between churches, but having no 
authority over them.

At the local church level Baptist churches are 
governed deacons, elected by the congregation. 
Normally churches of Christ have followed the New 
Testament precedent and have had both elders and 
deacons (Acts 14:23; 15:16; 1 Timothy 3: 8-13).

Both Baptists and Churches of Christ have an 
ordained ministry, but neither group has what might 
be called a "clergy class".

The Doctrine of the Church
Baptists and Churches of Christ both believe that 

the Blew Testament is the authority for the faith and 
life of the church.

The history of the Baptist movement has 
conditioned it to be more concerned with the in­
dividual, the local congregation and the denom­
ination. than with the church as a whole.

Their Anabaptist ancestors in Europe were tragical­
ly persecuted both by the church of Rome and by the 
Reformers, in the name of "the Church". In England 
they were the left wing of dissent and part of the 
Separatist movement which worked to try to bring 
about the separation of church and state. They fought 
and sufferea for the cause of individual freedom 
against the strongly entrenched and fiercely 
oppressive Church of England. "The Church" was 
their enemy.

Not Keen on Visible Union
Hence Baptists have an historic distrust of churches 

with a powerful centralised structure, and of 
movements that they believe might be leading in that 
direction. So while Australian Baptists co-operate 
with other churches within limits., they are not very 
keen on the idea of Christian union or the visible un­
ity of the Body of Christ. They are proud of their 
Baptist denominational heritage and of their historic 
name, and they wish to keep it the way it is.

Churches of Christ traditionally have deplored 
denomationalism and have hoped for the breaking 
down of denominational barriers so that the unity of 
Christ's Body might be manifest to the world, so that 
the world might be won to him (Ephesians 4:4-6; John 
17:20-23.

The Name of (Christ
Churches of Christ believe th at denominations or 

party names are divisive (e.g., Baptist, Lutheran,« 
Presbyterian). They have preh ^rred to describe the /) 
church as it is; Christ's church, the Christian church,» 
or toe church of Christ. E ,very congregation of 
believers on earth is a churc ,h of Christ, whatever 
denominational name it may ' use. Churches of Christ4 
prefer to describe a local cong regation for what it is, al 
church of Christ. They belie: re that all congregations j 
together are better known for what they are as 1 
churches of Christ. Cliurches . of Christ do not use their| 
name in any exclusive sense j and would like to see all 
Christian congregations des .cribing themselves in this 8 
way and thus using the uni .ting name of Christ rather 1 
than divisive denominatia nal names.] 
Disturbed aboutt Di'sunity1

Churches of Christ have always had strong 
convictions about the N^w Testament doctrine of the} 
church as the Body of C hrist, loved and redeemed by j 
our Lord (I^hesians 5:215-27). They think of the whole 
church as Christ's Bodjy with Christ as its head and g 
the Holy Spirit as its (dynamic life force, continuing I 
Christ's mission on eairth. Hence from the beginning| 
Churches of Christ vve're disturbed about the aivision| 
of the church into a proliferation of sects and 
denominations, a div: ision that stultified its life andi 
spirituality and imploded its mission. They believe3 
that the division of t he Body of Christ is contrary toG 
the mind and will ()f our Lord who prayed for thej 
visible unity of his J Body so that the world would be 1 
won to him (John 47: 20-23; 1 Corinthians 1:10-13;| 
Ephesians 4:1-3; 13 -16).]

Divisionis Could be Healed]
So Churches of 'Christ believe that their mission is] 

to plead for the wnity of all Christians. They believe> 
that this unity ca,n come about if Christians will get 
back behind the historic divisions of the church and 
restore New Te^stament Christianity. They have 
talked of their JPLEA, the plea for Christian unity 
through the? restoration of New Testament 
Christianity. Tliey believe that the divisions in the 
Body of Christ c:ould be healed if Christians could dis­
cover from the JNew Testament, under the guidance of 
the Holy Spiri' t, the mind and will of Christ for the 
contemporary church. They believe that the unity in 
diversity that 'xrould thus result would commend itself 
and the gospe 1 to the world.
Restoring, New Testament Christianity
Baptists also believe in restoring New Testament 

Christianity in the interests of liberty and truth. 
Churche:s of Christ share this with them but go 
of the Body of Christ, something in which Baptists are 
not very imterested. Churches of Christ are not 
interested in union as an end in itself, but as a means 
to evanige lising the world, which after all is the 
church's rnajor function (Matthew 28:19-20; Acts 1:8° 
John 17:20-23).

URC approves Covenanting 
Proposals in UK

Proposals that five English Churches 
should covenant together as the first step 
towards organic unity have now overcome 
a second major hurdle when they won the 
approval of a substantial majority at the 
general assembly of the United Reformed 
Church.

The proposals would mean the URC 
accepting episcopacy into its system as 
part of the means whereby all five 
covenanting churches, the others being 
the Church of England, the Methodists, 
the Moravians, and the Churches of 
Christ, would agree to recognize each 
other's ministry and sacraments.

Since it represents the union of the 
Congregationalists and the (English) 
PresDyterians, the URC has inherited a 
healthy tradition of distrust for Bishops. 
That has not stopped it from endorsing 
the proposals, which will returp to next 
year's Assembly for a more thorough 
vetting. The Church of England's General 
Synod gave the proposals provisional ap­
proval in February, thougn by majorities 
that may not be enough to ensure final 
approval in July 1982.

The URC Assembly also gave final ap­
proval to plans for union with tne 
Churches of Christ, which is to come into 
effect in September this year — reducing 
the number of churches actually 
covenanting to four from the original five.

Life Director with Youth for Christ. A 
large part of his ministry involves being 
on this campus of almost 1,000 students 
several days each week.

Low Alcohol Content Beers and Wines
John Williams is the Secretary of the 

S.A. Temperance Alliance. He sends out 
a little magazine called "P.A.C.E." In one 
issue that came to our desk we noticed a 
reference to low-alcohol-content drinks. 
Curious about where temperance people 
stood on these drinks we wrote to him. 
Dear John,

I notice in your P.A.C.E. handout a 
reference to "low al" wines and beers.

The secular press has of course referred 
to these as being able significantly to 
reduce the road toll and other alcohol 
related problems.

In the past Temperance organisations 
have been reluctant to say much about 
these, and indeed have opposed them as 
being subtly dangerous tnin edges of the 
wedge. The idea was that these would 
coax abstainers to become drinkers, and 
that they might start young people 
drinking.

My query is, has there been a change of 
attitude amongst temperance societies on 
this matter? Are they now putting their 
weight behind their use in place of harder 
stuff, for the sake of society? Also how do 
wine and beer drinkers react to them? Do 
they taste "as good"? And what do the 
"biz 'vested interests" such as breweries 
and wineries think about them?

As a complete layman on such matters 
and totally without expertise, it seems to 
me that if "low al" drinks are going to 
save lives and homes and people in an 
alcohol-orientated society, some one 
should be pushing them.

that any way that lowers pure alcohol 
consumption is a step in the right 
direction. I would most likely promote 
'low al' for drinkers more strongly than 
most other people.

Realistically 85% of the population does 
consume alcohol and I try to encourage 
these people to at least cut down their 
alcohol intake.

The responsible person consumes lower 
alcoholic beverages. L.A. beer now has 
between 8% to 12% of the beer market. 
Hotel keepers tell me the 'young bucks' 
still want the highest alcohol content 
available. Education never seems to get 
through to that group.

As for taste, I believe taste is something 
that is personal and is acquired. Over the 
years I have had a wide range of views 
from 'the same' to 'nothing like the real 
thing'. Biasses come through. Breweries 
and wineries usually state, that their 
expertise as putting liquids into bottles. 
They claim that they are just as happy 
putting non-alcoholic beverages into 
Dotties as alcohol provided they can sell 
it. It is my belief tnat in the future the li­
quor industry will lower the alcohol 
content of their products.

A few years ago when Coopers launched 
'Trak' the first L.A. beer, I was invited to 
the launching ceremony and was 
interviewed by the four television chan­
nels as well as the radio stations. Coopers 
placed absolutely no restrictions on my 
comments. Coopers last week came out 
with a new L.A. beer and have produced 
some good 'ditty' type advertisements 
complete with cartoons.

Tne argument that low al and non al 
leads to the consumption of alcoholic 
beverages is slowly disappearing. Some 
folk do not like the colour or the shape of 
the bottle, the labe,l etc., but they are 
becoming fewer in my experience.

FELLOWSHIP
We talk often in our churches today 

about the importance of fellowship and 
we encourage many to be involved in 
fellowship and yet many are not very 
good at fellowship. Over this last 
weekend at the Coburg church a 
couple of examples led me to think 
about this more fully. We had a fancy 
dress night as a Regional Board fund 
raising function. A great time was had 
by all.

As well over the weekend we had 
several people around for a meal. We 
sat and gossiped over the meal table 
and later around the fire as it was 
freezing. We talked about church, 
unimportant trifles, concerns and we 
shared our normal selves. From this 
casual informal conversation a deeper 
understanding of each other grew and 
fellowship was enhanced.

Mary has often said that it was 
through the friendship of some of the 
people in the Launceston church that 
she came to be involved in Churches of 
Christ.

Today we live in a fairly mobile 
society. Many people move because of 
their jobs, education or the availability 
of housing at a realistic price. For many 
this means the loss of contact with 
family and friends. For some with 
young families this means the loss of 
grandparents and many grandparents 
lose the Joy of seeing their 
grandchildren grow up. This time of 
moving is a great time to look at what 
is important in a personal life, it can 
also lead to a sense of loneliness. If our 
church is an open caring church then it

saving relationship with Jesus Christ. 
This is tremendous. However if at the 
same time people are not truly 
showing that new committment in 
their spiritual life and they are falling 
out of the practice of corporate 
worship of God then we are failing in 
our task.

The Church Growth school has at 
least taught us to be aware of the 
problem of the church losing out 
through people disappearing through 
the back door. In some cases it is 
because they have lost the burning 
faith they possessed, mainly through 
apathy. Sometimes it is over a 
doctrinal issues. However most often 
this back door loss is because they 
have lost that elusive quality of "fel­
lowship". They end up finding it via 
work, the bowls club or somewhere 
else. Then gradually God becomes less 
important in their lives.

One problem that does arise 
sometimes in churches that do major 
on fellowship is that we have great fel­
lowship with each other but outsiders 
find it very hard to come into that fel­
lowship. Most people are shy and ner­
vous in a new setting. They are afraid 
to open up themselves in case they are 
hurt emotionally.

As churches we should examine 
ourselves. Just how much good fel­
lowship and friendship do we show? 
Are we concerned about the fringe 
people as people from whom we can 
learn and grow? Are we caring about 
the visitor and newcomer who comes 
into contact with the church? First 
impressions are very important and will 
affect the way a person views a par­
ticular church for a long time. Why not 
sit down and look at the biblical 
understanding of fellowship and see 
how well your church measures up.
