Australian Council of 
Churches 34th General 
Meeting

Evangelism was a major emphasis of the 34th General Meeting of the Australian 

Council of Churches held in Sydney June 23-27, 1988. The theme was 'Mission and 
Evangelism: An Ecumenical Affirmation" and Jim Wallis of Sojourners Community 

(Washington, DC) was the keynote speaker. c
Delegates from the 13 member churches assembled on June 23 under the chaiimansmp of 

President, Rev. Dr. D'Arcy Wood, to hear the report of the executive and Dr Wood s address. 
The two year review noted the visit from the Middle East Council of Churches and the 
involvement of the ACC with Indonesian and Melanesian (PNG) Council of Churches. It also 
noted that valuable staff time had been spent responding to unsubstantiated attacks on the 
ecumenical movement. During this meeting appreciation was expressed to Jean Skuse for her 
work as General Secretary over thepast12years. Ms Skusehas been succeeded by Rev. David 

Gill.
The Thursday evening and Friday were given over to a consultation on 'Awakening a New 

Conscience in Australia'. A series of papers raised areas of injustice in Australian society, 
small groups looked at these issues from the perspective of the mission of the church, and Jim 
Wallis brought his faith and experience into his reflections on the issues raised.

Worship, including a communion service, and visitors from overseas reminded delegates 
of the unity and diversity of the church. The special concerns of Australian Aborigines, of 
women in Australian society and of young people were presented in ways which pointed the 

way to increased understanding.
Four priorities for the immediate future were considered.
1. Building relationships. First with member churches, but also with non-member 

churches. The Council resolved to approach non-member churches with the desire to expand 
the Council.

2. Developing community In Australia. Two specific decisions were taken in this area. 
First it was decided to work towards the establishment of a Commission on Aboriginal 
Concerns within the structures of the ACC. The second was to locate the Commission on the 
Status of Women in Perth.

3. Developing Global Community. This came through strongly in the contributions of Jim 
Wallis. It was particularly emphasised in the work of the Commission on World Christian 
Action and the resolutions brought by the Commission on International Affairs.

4. World Council of Churches Assembly. The next WCC Assembly will be held in 
Canberra in February 1991. Plans were outlined regarding this Assembly.

A major area of concern is funding. Members asked that more information on budgeting 
could be provided before meetings, and at the same time challenged the churches to increase 
their financial support.

Churches ofChi^twin again be well represented on various commissions of the ACC. Bob 

Smith, Sydney, was elected as an Executive member. Archbishop David Penman of 
Melbourne was elected President of the Council.

The Bangladesh govern­
ment, which has just 
passed a law declaring 
Islam the state religion of 
Bangladesh, told the Aus­
tralian Baptist Missionary 
Society in June that 9 of its 
missionaries must leave 
the country by July 31.

Church agencies must 
combine relief and devel­
opment work with stronger 
political advocacy against 
apartheid if they are to 
contribute effectively to 
the drive to save Mozam­
bican lives, a meeting of 
church leaders in Zim­
babwe said on May 27.

Of the 37 church build­
ings belonging to the 
Sudan Interior Church In 
the southern part of 
Sudan only 3 have not 
been burned or de­
stroyed.

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Sursum Corda
The early Christians knew what they were doing 

when they included in their liturgies the text known 
as the Sursum Corda. This invitation to 'Lift up 
your hearts' is found as early as the third century, 
and is worth thinking on.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
It is right to give him thanks and praise.
It is indeed right and our bounden duty, that we 

should at all times and in all places give thanks to 
you Lord, holy Father, mighty Creator, and eternal 
God.

Therefore with angels and archangels, and with 
the whole company of heaven, we proclaim your 
great and glorious name, evermore praising you, 
and saying:

Holy, holy, holy, Lord God of hosts. 
Heaven and earth are full of your glory.
Glory to you 0 Lord, most high.

We are reminded by these dignified words of:
The Direction of Worship

'How does that hymn go down in this church?' 
was a question asked recently. The question, of 
course, should have been,'How does that hymn go 
up?' In worship,ourpraise not only ascends, but we 
ourselves can rise above the sorrow, despair, hurt, 
guilt, and other such feelings that lay us low. The 
Jewish pilgrims of old ascended into the hill of the 
Lord. We, too, reach out and rise up to the eternal 
throne when we 'lift up our hearts' in his presence.

The Duty of Worship
Whether we want to or not, it is our duly to 'give 

thanks and praise'. Things may be going well in 
ourpersonal lives, orothenNise. But we should give 
praise! Our church may be growing, standing still, 
or decreasing, but we should give praise! We may 
be riddled with fears, doubts and discouragements, 
but, amidst all adversity, we are called to be faithful 
and should give praise!

The Dimensions of Worship
Sometimes in worship we give thought to the 

wider church, but whenever we offer sacrifices of 
adoration and praise, we join too with the whole 
company of heaven'—angels, archangels, the 
saints who have gone before, and even the crea­
tion for 'the heavens declare the glory of God'. 
When In worship I lift my heart, I enter the 
dimension of Infinity. I can never worship alone, 
for I join not only with Christians around the earth, 
but with those around the throne.

Parenting Outreach

Lee-Anne Henley, the wife of 
the minister of the Ocean Grove, 
VIc., church, saw the potential of 
a Parenting Seminar for her 
church and community.

She comments as follows on 
the seminar led by Brian White 
of the Department of Mission, 
Education and Development: 
"For three Tuesday nights in June, 
50 parents squeezed into a hall to 
laugh, chat, commiserate, dis­
cuss, identify and be thankful for

their roles as parents. The seminar 
was of real benefit to the partici­
pants, and I am sure the knowl­
edge gained will be passed on to 
spouses, and the benefits to the 
children."

Most of the 50 who attended 
were from the Ocean Grove com­
munity with a few attending from 
local churches. It was a great way 
for the Ocean Grove church to 
reach out and support the families 
of the town.

Employed Religious Education teachers
Scripture (SRE) in high schools 

has been taught for many years by 
visiting workers, and these people 
continue to make up the majority 
of teachers. In recent years a new 
dimension has emerged with the 
introduction of the paid high 
school Scripture teacher.

As a result of this a number of 
concerns began to emerge includ­
ing: curriculum that fully repre­
sent the participating churches; 
employment conditions; parents' 
rights; and how the full-time, or 
employed, SRE teaching ap­
proach fitted the SRE Report and 
recommendations.

Before Jim Koopman moved to 
Austin, Texas, US, to start a new 
Christian Reformed congrega­
tion, he organised 400 volunteers 
across the country who spent 
1,000 hours on the phone intro­
ducing Austin neighbours to the 
future church. About 4,000 of the 
people contacted asked for fol­
low-up literature, and Koopman 
expected 300 in the first worship 
service.

Early in 1988 the Inter- 
Church Commission on Relig­
ious Education in Schools 
(ICCOREIS), NSW, which rep­
resents the churches, met with 
employed secondary Scripture 
teachers and their boards to dis­
cuss these concerns.

The conference w^ successful 
in enabling understanding of the 
functions and responsibilities of 
ICCOREIS; and in identifying a 
desire to maintain channels of 
communication between ICCOR­
EIS and boards as well as estab­
lishing closer relationships be­
tween teachers.

There are three areas that claim to be Christian, the Church at Expo, the 
Pavilion of Promise and the Holy See Vatican Collections. There are 
also some further interesting aspects to a Christian influence at Expo in­
cluding a moderate section of the USSR exhibit which shows something 
of religious life in the Soviet Union, particularly the Russian Orthodox 
Church which is celebrating its millenium this year.

This is the first Expo that has 
had an official Christian chapel. 
This was established at the invita­
tion of Sir Llewellyn Edwards, 
the Chairman of World Expo 88. 
Expo donated the site to the 
Church at Expo committee who 
then had to equip the area and 
arrange staffing and a program. A 
managing committee was set up 
with representatives from the 
Anglican, Baptist, Churches of 
Christ (Col Smith), Lutheran, 
Presbyterian, Roman Catholic 
and Uniting Churches and the 
Salvation Army.

The Church at Expo contains a 
small chapel which will seat about 
60, adisplay area, and counselling 
rooms. The chapel is staffed by 
trained representatives from each 
of the participating churches who 
provide advisory and counselling 
services.

During each day of Expo three 
interdenominational worship 
services are held. The first at 9.15 
am is for staff with the other two 
services (1 pm and 5.45 pm) open 
to the general public and staff. A 
rostered minister wiU conduct the 
service in one of these time slots 
for a week. During the weekend 
the service times are slightly dif­
ferent.

Churches of Christ have been 
very involved in various aspects 
of the ministry of the chapel. 
Cyril MuUer has been the co- 
ordinatorof  the counselling team, 
which has included many from 
our churches. Don Cranston, an 
architect, and currently Queens­
land Conference President, de­
signed the chapel, Shane Foley 
designed the logo and Lyndell 
and Lynne Winter (mother and 
daughter) designed and created all 
the wall hangings in the chapel.

The chapel is open throughout 
Expo and at all times at least five 
people are on hand to talk to visi­
tors. One person manages the 
chapel, two people act as hosts 
and two counsellors are on hand to 
help people who wish to raise 
matters with them. Currently 
about 150 are attending the three 
services a day with about 400 
making visits to the chapel. 
The Pavilion of Prom­
ise

The Pavilion of Promise fea­
tures a presentation of "The

Scroll" which runs sequentially 
through three theatres. The pres­
entation combines film, music, 
special effects and state of the art 
laser light animation and runs for 
about 45 minutes. 128 visitors 
enter the Pavilion every 20 min­
utes with over 30 showings daily. 
'The Scroll" looks at the promise 
oflife, the promise of love and the 
promise of hope.

So far the Pavilion of Promise 
has proved very popular with visi­
tors to Expo. It is one of the most 
popular exhibits and one of the 
most spectacular. 4,300 visitors a 
day are viewing "The Scroll" 
which sometimes means that they 
may have to wait for more than 
two hours to enter the Pavilion. 
Since Expo has opened more than 
200,000 have viewed the presen­
tation. In fact the management of 
the Pavilion of Promise is contact­
ing Brisbane churches to discour­
age Christians from seeing the 
presentation so that non-Chris- 
tians are more easily able to see 
the presentation.

Some 80 people a day are 
needed to staff the Pavilion and to 
act as guides etc. To date some 
340 people have filled out refer­
ence cards indicating they wish to 
discuss the claims of Jesus Christ 
further.

At the end of the presentation 
visitors enter a "Promise Room" 
which has some further theme 
exhibits, the chance to talk with 
volunteer Hosts further on what 
they have viewed, or the chance to 
purchase appropriate literature or 
copies of "The Scroll".

At the entrance to the Pavilion 
there is an amphitheatre where a 
variety of Christian performers 
have been operating to entertain 
the crowds whilst they wait for 
entry. Artists have included 
groups, mime artists, soloists, etc.

Another feature of the Pavilion 
is a vibrant acrylic mural, inspired 
by the Pavilion's theme, which 
was painted by Pro Hart.
The Pavilion of the 
Holy See

The Vatican has provided a 
Pavilion in which ^most 200 
pieces from the renowned Vatican 
museums are exhibited. The 
pieces include sculpture, paint­
ings, figurines, historical docu­
ments and religious artifacts.

Aboriginal Health
The statistics on Aboriginal 

health in Australia are grim. Life 
expectancy for Aborigines is 20 
years below the national average 
while infant mortality remains 
three times the average.

55 community run Aboriginal 
Health Services strive to provide 
health education and preventative 
care as well as curative services. 
The National Aboriginal and 
Islander Health Organisation 
(NAIHO) acts to co-ordinate 
their work, keep them in touch 
with relevant health issues, assist 
in the establishment ofnew health 
services and speak on their behalf 
to the Government.

"It's only through the money 
we get from non-govemment or­
ganisations and churches that 
we've been able to begin to

change the face of Aboriginal 
health" says Dr Bill Roberts, a 
dentist with the Victorian Health 
Services who also works with 
NAIHO.

Force Ten, a joint program of 
the Australian Council of 
Churches and Australian Catholic 
Relief, is seeking to raise S40,000 
toward NAIHO's work. This is 
important as Government funding 
of NAIHO ceased at the end of 
1987.

In Los Angeles the county tax 
assessor is threatening to revoke 
the tax-exempt status of all 
churches providing sanctuary to 
undocumented refugees from 
Central America. The assessor 
said that giving sanctuary to refu­
gees was a "non-religious" activity 
and violated the federal laws 
granting tax exemption.

Authority
Within Churches of Christ just 

what, or who, is our authority for 
our actions and attitudes? We 
have no creed by which to judge 
statements and actions. We have 
no set text books (apart from the 
Bible) which lay out the guidelines 
and certainly our ministers have 
no manual of operation.

It was said in the early history of 
our related movement in America 
that the numerous editors of 
magazines and newspapers were 
the "Bishops" among their 
churches. In our early history in 
Australia that could also have 
been an accurate picture. This 
included some of the earlier edi­
tors of "The Australian Christian". 
However that is certainly not the 
situation today.

Thomas and Alexander 
Campbell and some of the other 
early pioneers of our movement 
could be cited as the authorities on 
which we base our actions and 
practices. However I would have 
to guess that very few of our read­
ers would even know anything 
about these men let alone any­
thing about the material they wrote 
and their teaching emphases.

Within Churches of Christ, be­
cause of our strong position on the 
priesthood of all believers, the 
minister is only one of the congre­
gation. Whilst he/she may firmly

state a viewpoint and urge a posi­
tion be taken, the local congrega­
tion does not necessarily have to 
follow their lead. Thus wo tend not 
to have one individual, or a group 
of people, who are the clear au­
thorities in the local situation. Of 
course there are always excep­
tions where a strong personality 
carries a great deal of weight and 
exhibits a large amount of local 
authority.

Thus we come back to the point 
that within our movement the only 
accepted authority is that of the 
Bible. Even here we make a fur­
ther distinction. One of our strong 
emphases has been on the resto­
ration of a New Testament Christi­
anity. We therefore will look firstly 
to the New Testament for our au­
thority and examine any teaching 
in the Old Testament through the 
new revelation of God's action 
regarding man that was fulfilled in 
Jesus Christ.

Accepting that the Bible is our 
primary source of authority, both in 
the local church and for each of us 
individually, means that we must 
then be careful in how we interpret 
and use the biblical material. 
There are plenty of examples 
among the sects,and even in our 
churches, of the misuse of scrip­
ture to argue a point.

The issue of the interpretation of 
scripture is one that is constantly 
being raised in the Letters to the 
Editor pages.

Having raised the issues of the 
authority of the Bible for our life 
and action, and having run out of 
space in this issue, I wish to com­
ment on the ways we should be 
using the Bible to help us deter­
mine our life and actions in the 
next issue.

WHO WE ARE IS HOW WE PRAY
Matching Personality and Spirituality

by Dr Charles J. Keating 
(Twenty Third Publications, available 

through Collins Dove) $9.95.
The book maintains that the type of person we are determines our 

approach to the spiritual life. Unless we are aware of our personality, its 
direction, strengths and weaknesses, it may be difficult for many to 
achieve a satisfactory spiritual life. The better we know ourselves the 
more productive will be our choice of spirituality, and the greater the 
possibility of its fulfilment.

Dr Keating accepts the 'Myers-Briggs Personality Types' indicator 
as a valid and reliable guide to personality, but adds that its findings need 
to be authenticated by personal experience. 16 personality types are 
discussed at length, each with a combination of four of the following as 
characteristics or qualitites: introverted, sensing, thinking, judging, feel­
ing, perceiving, intuitive and extroverted. A chapter is devoted to each of 
these eight personality types.

A basis for the discussion of spirituality is presented from the lives of 
St Ignasius of Loyola, St Francis de Sales, St Teresa of Avila and Pierre 
de Chardin. The book closes with prayer formats, giving brief examples 
for personality types.

Dr Keating's approach to spirituality is meaningful and practical be­
cause it is discussed only in the context of human behaviour in everyday 
living. The problems faced are many and varied. The book provides an 
opportunity to build better relationships with God and our peers through 
a thorough analysis of personal experiences.

The material presented is positive, provocative and helpful. Dr Keating 
accepts as a fact that worship is a way of life, not words only, and gives 
to the reader sufficient guidelines to attain an acceptable way of worship. 
The book encompasses our total environment: socially, physically and 
spiritually, that the end product will give purpose and balance to worship 
as a whole of life experience.

MINISTRY IN AUSTRALIAN CHURCHES

edited by William Tabbemee (The Joint Board of 
Christian Education with the Victorian Council of 

Churches' Commission on Faith and Order) $11.95.
Ministry in Australian churches is part of a series describing the 

attitudes and practices of Australian churches. The other books in the 
series have surveyed the thoughts and practices of the different Christian 
traditions on baptism, communion and marriage.

This book presents a series of essays on ministry in three sections. The 
first section looks at ministry in the Christian tradition. This examination 
of ministry commences with an examination of the Jewish background 
and then looks at ministry in the New Testament following this with a 
series of articles on the history of ministry through various ages of the 
church.

The second section contains 13 brief statements on the shape and 
practice of ministry in various Australian denominations. The Churches 
of Christ position is well set out by Dr Bill Tabbemee. I was interested 
to see that the priesthood of all believers was expressed by almost all 
writers to be of essence in the ministry of nearly ail the denominations.

How this works in practice was a little hazy but it seems that many 
denominations are swinging more towards our model of ministry. I guess 
the question comes as to how far our ministry model Is swinging towards 
the practices and beliefs of other denominations. This section is fascinat­
ing in the insights It provides as to how such diverse groups as the Eastern 
Orthodox Churches, the Roman Catholic Church, the Salvation Army, 
Pentecostals, Presbyterian, the Society of Friends and others see 
ministry in their tradition.

The final section looks at various Issues that are raised today about 
ministry. The Issue of women in the ministry is raised In two chapters, both 
ofwhich were written by Elra Clapp, currently ministering at the Brighton, 
Vlc., church. Ministry in an ecumenical situation and also In a multicultural 
society are discussed as are Issues relating to chaplaincy and ministry 
training. In this final section a series of discussion questions are provided 
at the end of each chapter allowing the Issues raised to be discussed in 
small groups.

An excellent volume that gives understanding of ministry in various 
churches today in Australia and which also raises some of the current 
issues related to ministry. Highly recommended.

edited by Ian Gillman (Collins) $19.95
This book, commissioned by the Bicentennial Authority, is a contribu­

tion to the understanding of the 46 varieties of religion practised In 
Australia. 36 variations of Christianity are Included, together with eight 
statements on other world faiths. The rationalists and humanists are 
Included. Aboriginal religions are awarded first place In the book. In 
recognition that the Koorie peoples have been practising their beliefs 
here for over 40,000 years. Each group has contributed its own state­
ment, therefore avoiding negative interpretations by less sympathetic 
writers. While this means that each group puts on its public face, the 
reader is offered an authentic analysis of differing value systems.

The editor provides an excellent oven/iew of the place of religion in 
Australian life (in substance, the Christian contribution). This book will be 
a valuable resource for students of the sociology of religion in Australia.

Graeme Chapman, lecturer at COB, makes an excellent statement 
on Churches of Christ, rightly stressing the contribution of British migrant 
families to the establishment of our churches in Australia. Graeme's 
analysis correctly Interprets the editor's requirements.

If you wish to know whether the Christian Israelites still exist; who the 
Cooneyites are; and what the Swedenborgians say about themselves; it 
Is edl there. You may be surprised to learn that the ancient faith of 
Zoroastrianism, encountered by the Jews in captivity in Babylonia, Is 
practised in Australia by Indian and Iranian families.

Some groups' claims of rapid growth and total numbers do not seem 
to be supported by national census figures, butthen we have been known 
to inflate our figures on occasions.

It Is the 
first Council of Its kind In 
a Roman Catholic Euro­
pean country.

Druids,who claim their cult 
predates Roman times, 
are growing in numbers in 
Europe, claiming more 
than 3 million members in 
Germany alone.The relig­
ion practises occult rituals, 
goddess worship and 
even has an ecological 
slant.

A New Zealand group. 
United Christian Broad­
casters (Pacific) Ltd., 
has received permission 
to set up both AM and FM 
radio stations In Tonga, 
beginning early In 1989. 
The group says there 
has been considerable 
Interest in similar proj­
ects from other Pacific 
Islands nations.

Arthur Blessitt, the Ameri­
can evangelist who carries 
a life sized cross around 
the world, estimates thatin 
15 years he has been 
turned away from more 
than half the churches 
where he has requested to 
leave his cross overnight, 
but he has never been 
turned away from spend­
ing the night at a bar or 
nightclub.

The Methodist Church of 
Ghana has embarked on 
an ambitious farming 
venture that includes 
cotton cultivation to 
feed the country's textile 
industries. Maize will 
also be cultivated. The 
President of the Method­
ist Conference said that 
the Church wanted to 
make Christianity serve 
a more meaningful pur­
pose to the people. 
Through the farming 
venture the Methodist 
Church would be assist­
ing the youth in the area 
to get decent employ­
ment, rather than mi­
grate to the urban 
centres.

Coming events within the 
South Australian churches 
include a Social Justice 
Workshop, to be held on 
July 16 at the Albert Park 
church, and the 10th An­
nual Hymn-Fest on July 17 
at the Fullarton church.

"Volunteer Manage­
ment—A Resource Man­
ual" is a new publication 
which addresses the 
why, what, how and 
when of volunteering. 
The aim of the manual is 
to link volunteer theory 
and practice. It's avail­

The Council of the officially 
recognised Evangelical 
Christian-Baptist Union in 
the USSR has issued a 
message marking the 
millenium of the Orthodox 
Church. The Council 
notes the great contribu­
tion of Christianity to the 
spiritual, cultural and his­
torical heritage of the na­
tion. Baptists especially 
appreciate the contribu­
tion of the Russian Ortho­
dox Church in making 
available the Holy Scrip­
tures, notably the Russian 
Bible of 1876. While rec­
ognising major differences 
on doctrinal matters with 
the Orthodox, the Council 
sees much in common in 
accepting the truths of 
God's revelation, includ­
ing the Bible.

During the summit meet­
ing In Moscow between 
Reagan and Gorbachev, 
President Reagan gave 
a speech at the Danilov 
monastery (recently 
handed back to the 
Orthodox Church) In 
which he called for full 
religious freedom In the 
Soviet Union. He said 
that thousands of 
closed churches should 
be reopened and 
banned congregations 
allowed to practise their 
religion freely, making 
special mention of the 
Ukrainian Catholic 
Church.

The burgeoning Namibian 
student boycott against 
the location of South Afri­

can anny and police bases 
near their school is rapidly 
spreading. An estimated 
25.000 Namibian children 
in 20 secondary and 15 
primary schools are af­
fected so far, the largest 
student protest in the 7 
decades of South African 
role. The boycott has the 
support of the church. In 
the past pupils have been 
killed in cross-fire, as well 
there have been accusa­
tions that soldiers and po­
lice have acted deliber­
ately to terrorise those at 
schools close to the 
bases.

An international team 
recently visited Chris­
tian 'base communities', 
church projects and 
ecumenical organisa­
tions in several parts of 
Brazil. What Is happen­
ing In Brazil In connec­
tion with the base com­
munities, the group 
says, 'may well have 
Implications for the re­
newal and ecumenical 
life of the church univer­
sal.' The visitors fo­
cussed on the 'biblical 
orientation, ecclesial 
convictions and social 
vision', of the communi­
ties—very roughly esti­
mated to number 80,000 
and to involve 5 million 
people. Particularly 
noted was the communi­
ties' pastoral work with 
street children, margi­
nalised women, urban 
and rural workers and 
youth.

'Cornerstone' magazine, 
in the US, reports a new 
grouping of 36 congrega­
tions, called Sanctuary, 
has been formed foryoung 
people who became 
Christians through heavy- 
metal rock music. Sanctu­
ary was set up after the 
new Christians 'found that 
the churches just don't 
understand' such music. 
Its founder says Sanctu­
ary is 'expanding very 
quickly'. In belief and prac­
tice it resembles 'charis­
matic Southern Baptists'.

The 48th General Synod 
of the Anglican Church 
of the Province of Now 
Zealand has approved a 
translation of the psalms

In its new prayer book 
which notably reduces 
the number of refer­
ences to 'Israel' and 
'Zion'. One supporter of 
the approved version 
said that throughout Its 
history 'the church has 
tended to spiritualise 
these names, and the 
existence of the modern 
nation of Israel has pro­
duced a certain ambigu­
ity for Christians' in us­
ing the psalms as tradi­
tionally worded.

Despite the long history of 
Christian activity in Sri 
Lanka, where 72% of the 
people live in villages, only 
about 700 villages, out of 
about 25,000 in the coun­
try, have a Christian pres­
ence. In recent years more 
and more Christians have 
committed themselves to 
the missionary challenge 
of evangelising the on- 
reached areas of Sri 
Lanka. Their first national 
missions conference was 
held in June in the south of 
Sri Lanka. It was called 
Navodaya '88, the name 
indicating the people's 
hope for a 'new era' (the 
meaning of Navodaya).

G representatives from 
North Korea travelled to 
the Vatican and partici­
pated In Holy Week litur­
gies, marking the first 
official visit to the Vati­
can since the present 
communist regime took 
power In 1948. At that 
time all churches were 
closed. 2 members of 
the delegation claimed 
to have a Roman Catho­
lic background and said 
they partook In confes­
sion and communion for 
the first time in 38 years.

On Pentecost Sunday 
churches in Africa associ­
ated with African Enter­
prise prayed specifically 
for more than 120 individ­
ual Australian churches. 
The AE team leaders 
wanted partnership with 
Australians to be a two- 
way affair, so they decided 
to pray for every Australian 
church which had deter­
mined to form a partner­
ship link. The Lausanne 
Committee for World 
Evangelisation is mobilis­

ing worldwide prayer this 
year for evangelism and 
renewal in Australia. May 
22 was the date for a spe­
cial prayer focus.

Extra funds provided by 
the South Australian 
State Government will 
enable 78 primary and 
secondary schools In 
SA to purchase comput­
ers for young people to 
use In their everyday 
school lessons. The 
state's Minister for Edu­
cation, Greg Crafter 
commented: "Comput­
ers are no longer seen as 
technology that Is used 
In Isolation from every­
day school subjects. 
Rather, computers are, 
like pens, pencils or 
compasses— tools that 
assists students In 
today's world to extend 
their skills and learn­
ing."

Two Swedish peace activ­
ists of the Network 
Friends, a non-violent 
Christian organisation, 
symbolically 'demolished' 
a major bank in central 
Stockholm to protest the 
injustice and spiritual crisis 
of the international bank­
ing system. The activists 
claimed that the banks 
have set up money as a 
false god of security and 
that in pursuit of wealth 
they have encouraged 
greed and economic injus­
tice. The Friends propose 
a usury-free economy and 
donation of capital to poor 
communities.

More wars were fought 
In 1987 than In any previ­
ous year In history. 80% 
of the fatalities from 
these conflicts were ci­
vilians.

Focus on Akcacia Ridge
Faith and perseverance were two of the factors which helped to 

commence the church at Acacia Ridge, in Brisbane. Jim and 
Dorothy Rogers were the couple who developed the work there, 
with the help of a tent, an accordion (played by Dorothy), and 
lanterns to provide lighting.

Every Sunday afternoon they would conduct a Sunday School 
program. About 60 children would attend. Afterwards the Rogers 
would take their equipment to another area, conduct Sunday School 
there also, then return to Acacia Ridge to hold an evening gospel 
service.

The church officially began in 1953. The present minister is Paul 
Scully. Earlier ministers include Vic Parker and Noel Newton 
(who was ministering there when the present chapel was con­
structed).

When Paul Scully began his ministry, four years ago, the church 
participated in a Bethel program which led into the development of 
a home group ministry, which is a Bible study/sharing fellowship. 
45 are now involved in five home groups. In the 1987 Conference 
handbook the membership of Acacia Ridge is shown as 56.

The youth group meets on a Friday night and one Wednesday 
night home group is specifically for youth. Sunday School is run 
concurrently with the morning service.

The evening service is aimed at young people. This emphasis 
means that the church actually has two congregations, those who at­
tend the morning service, and a different group who attend in the 
evening (of course, there are those who attend both). Debbie and 
Lyal Thomson lead the orchestra which includes guitars, flute, 
trumpet, clarinets, piano and organ.

The church conducts camping and other programs. They were the 
first to offer the Family Enrichment program conducted by the 
Churches of Christ in Queensland Social Service Department. 
That was early this year, and a second program is planned.

The church also provides a venue for the Kenmore Christian 
College Lay Training Program, a two-year part-time course.

One of the elders. Jack Price, is well-known as a lecturer for the 
Ambulance Brigade. Joe Schluter, another elder, is on an interde­
nominational committee trying to arrange for a community worker 
to commence work in a housing commission development. The 
church is also considering ways to reach out more effectively to 
young people in the area.

Jim Wallis at the ACC
Hope is a valid concept and 

living reality for Christians today. 
It is particularly evident in the 
non-white churches. This empha­
sis came through strongly in Jim 
Wallis' presentations to the 34th 
G eneral Meeting of the Australian 
Council of Churches. He deliv­
ered the keynote address "Em­
powering a New Christian Con­
science", conducted a Bible study 
and acted as resource person for a 
consultation held in conjunction 
with the meeting.

Jim Wallis' own pilgrimage in 
faith provided the backdrop. 
Brought up in an evangelical tra­
dition, his local congregation re­
jected his radical student views 
and Jim spent some time outside 
the church. But, as he said, he 
could never be quit of Jesus. So in 
his searching he was reconnected 
with the church through Jesus in 
the 'little ones of Matthew 25'. 
Since that time he has been im­
prisoned forsupporting the home­
less in the USA (goal is a wonder­
ful place for hearing and express­
ing Good News he has discov­
ered). He has risked death in a war 
zone in Nicaragua and has identi­
fied with the oppressed in the 
Philippines and South Africa. All 
of this has helped him to discover 
over and over again that Jesus is 
already out in society and in par­
ticular is to be found with the 
poor. He related to us the grace 
said before meals in the food line 
for poor people in Washington: 
"Lord, we know you will be 
through this food line today, so 
help us to treat you well."

During the consultation 
"Awakening a New Conscience 
in Australia" presentations were 
made concerning the unem­
ployed, the homeless, discrimina­
tion against women. Aboriginal 
concerns, environmental issues 
and other matters. Jim Wallis re­
sponded to these issues by point­
ing out that we need to face the 
facts that injustice does exist but 
that often the church is not in a 
place where it can see and feel 
injustice. In fact frequently we see 
the victims of injustice interrupt­
ing us in our desire to get on with 
the work of the church. The white 
church puts a dividing line be­
tween evangelism and social jus­
tice — but this is not so in the 

black (or poor) church. He went 
on to say that the most important 
voices to hear today are those of 
the marginalized and poor — 
orphans, widows, victims of ra­
cism etc. For this reason there is 
hope for among these people the 
Kingdom is growing.

In his Bible study Jim told of 
taking scissors and cutting out of 
the Bibie all those passages which 
referred to the poor. He was left 
with a Bible full of holes and 
which would not hold together. 
Once again we were forced to find 
Christ where many of us were not 
expecting him and were con­
fronted with the challenge that 
change is occurring in the 
churches which are listening to 
the poor and responding to their 
needs.

Jim Wallis made a conjecture 
that another Reformation is oc­
curring as people are rediscover­
ing the way back to Jesus through 
the poor. He made three points 
concerning Christianity in the 
western world: there is a need for 
recovery of lost faith; there is a 
need to provide a spirituality for a 
broken world; and there is a need 
for conversion of the churches. 
Yet this is happening, there is 
hope, because Jesus, whom we 
would take to other people, is al­
ready out there with them waiting 
for us to rediscover him.

Retired Roman Catholic 
Archbishop Marcel 
Lefebvre says he will or­
dain 4 bishops at his Swiss 
headquarters. Lefebvre 
leads a worldwide move­
ment which rejects many 
reforms and trends in 
Roman Catholicism in the 
wake of the Second Vati­
can Council of the early 
1960s. The ordination will 
mean his automatic ex­
communication. Though 
he has continued to ordain 
deacons and priests, he 
has been officially forbid­
den to do so by the Vatican 
since mid-1976.

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BOOKS
GOD IS LOVE
Communion Addresses
by J.W. Alexander (The Banner of Truth Trust) $10.60

This is a good example of why one should not judge a book by its cover. 
The 13 discourses it contains were originally sermons preached by the 
author to his New York congregation on "sacramental occasions" and 
were first collated and published in 1859.

J.W. Alexander was certainly a forceful preacher but the style of his 
work, and even some of his theology, is not really acceptable today. 
Nevertheless, there are some very beautiful passages: particularly in his 
first sermon, 'God is Love', which is based on 1 John. Alexander is at his 
best when he expounds scripture—and at his worst when he condemns 
those he sees as heretics and anti-Christian, those he calls "religious 
monsters", and attacks them with flamboyant and extravagant meta­
phorical language.

Even so, Alexander's themes are undoubtedly relevant to the com­
munion service: God is love, Christ bearing our sin, plenteous redemp­
tion, the need of a mediator ... and, provided that the reader is not deterred 
by the 19th century language and imagery, he/she could certainly find 
inspiration for a communion introduction here. It is often the language 
rather than the theology which is dated.

On the other hand, if you are a prospective president looking for 
suitable articles to read directly to the congregation, this will not suit your 
purpose.

A practical guide to organising priorities

by Shirley Daniels and Marian Jones Clark 
(Baker Book House)

James Dobson has said that the biggest problem facing families today 
is 'busyness' and most of us have more than enough to do. The business 
world knows all about management, priorities and schedules. Managers 
are frequently fed into seminars that encourage better and more effective 
use of time. All very nice and enlightening, but what about something for 
the home-maker?

Managing to be Free is designed for those who want to establish 
home-based priorities. Told in story fonn and using scriptural principles, 
the book focuses on a fictional character who needs help and attends a 
home management seminar. Graphs, worksheets and guides are in­
cluded and the book looks at the struggles faced by those who are not 
organised at all. The book abounds in homo truths eg: "good intentions 
are not enough. If I'm going to do something, I need to decide what and 
when" and "there is nothing in your background or genes that dooms you 
to live out your days in a mess".

The book also looks at purposes, priorities and goals along with 
attitudes and how to organise schedules. But above all, it is a practical 
guide, and although itis written mainly forwomen, men will benefitgreatly 
from mis book.

I appreciate the book's direct simplicity and its emphasis on involving 
children in home tasks.

NEW EYES FOR READING
Biblical and Theological Reflections by Women from 
the Third World

edited by John S. Pobee & 
Barbel von Wartenburg-Potter (WCC Publications)

As the elder child in a family of two daughters, and as a single, middle- 
aged, middle class, tertiary educated, white Australian woman, I can 
honestly say that I have never felt unwanted, oppressed, inferior, simply 
because I happened to be bom a female. However, by reading New Eyes 
For Reading my eyes have been opened to the social, religious, political 
and economic backgrounds of the 19 third world women who have written 
these reflections on biblical texts and the situation of women in the 
churches.

From countries as far afield as Ghana, Uroguay, India, their cultures 
have led them to interpret well-known scriptural passages in ways I find 
difficult to comprehend. I'm grateful to have had the opportunity to read 
this book. My knowledge has been increased. My interest has been 
aroused. My conscience has been stirred.

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A Vision of Sharing
The latest Australian census figures show 

that Islam and Eastern religions are growing 
relatively fast, accounting for almost 2% of the 
population. Christianity's share, while still a 
heathy 73%, has slipped back 3% over the past 

five years. These statistics underline the grow­
ing pluralism of Australian society, a fact that 
Christians cannot ignore.

The spectacular achievements of the ecu­
menical movement over the past 25 years have 
created a new bond among the Christian de­
nominations. Mutual understanding and co- 
operation have largely removed the suspicion 
and hostility of the past. But most Christians 
are totally ignorant of the beliefs, practices and 
concerns of other faith groups. Such ignorance 
is dangerous, a perfect breeding ground for 
intolerance and fear.

So, in the bicentennial year, a unique inter- 
faith project will encourage Australians of all 
faiths to share their spiritual visions.The In ter­
faith Education Program, developed by the 
Joint Board of Christian Education and 
endorsed by the AustraUan Bicentennial Au­
thority, is not a snidy course. The learning 
experiences it provides come from people, not 

texts.
It offers the resources for ordinary Austra­

lians belonging to different faith groups to meet 
each other and share the living reality of their 
beliefs, values and lifestyles. The hope is that, 
in the process, mutual respect and concern will 
be strengthened, and an impetus developed for 
a strong religious influence on the future life of 
Australia.

The program's resource book, "Sharing 
Dreams and Visions In Australia" is partly an 
evocative visual essay on the nature of multi- 
faith Australia. In a series of fascinating photo­
graphs, accompanied by poetic text, itsketches 
the religious dimensions of Australian society 
today, from the Aboriginal dreaming to the 
rituals of Shintoism.

On the practical side, it provides a variety of 
simple ideas for families, groups and individu­
als to use to cross the barriers of religion. The
