God knows the importance of touch. Do we?

The Heailing 
of a Tr©Qj©[h

I
n Rome in the Vatican's Sistine Chapel 
looms the massive central dome. After 
the construction of the spacious hemi­
sphere Michelangelo (1475-1564) spent 

years lying on his aching back on the scaf­
folding boards painting the fresco. With 
careful brush strokes the Italian genius 
pushed the paint into the damp, fresh 
piaster. Paint and piaster often fell from its 
place and plopped onto his concentrating 
face. But Michelangelo persevered with 
his desire to paint his vision of the moment 
of God's creation of humanity.

Today millions of 
people stream through 
the Sistine Chapel each 
year bending back their 
heads to be amazed at 
the huge, celestial 
fresco. Dominating the 
sky scene is an awesome 
figure representing God 
as a powerful, bearded 
man riding on a billow­

ing cloud. God seems to be moving across 
the horizon with his muscular arm ex­
tended towards the smaller figure. Adam 
is weak and pale with his beckoning arm 
outstretched.

One finger of Adam extends toward the 
approaching finger of God. Every gazing 
eye imagines the moment the Creator of 
the universes touched his creature. 
Awestruck,observers almost feel the touch 
of God on their own fingertips.

The Psalmist (Psalm 139) prays from his 
own experiential touch of the Creator. In 
wonderment he prays: "O Lord, you 
touched and formal all my delicate, inner 
parts. You knit them together in my 
mother's womb. Thank you, 0 God, for 
making me so wonderfully complex. It is 
amazing to think about your touch at my 
conception and my creation. Your work­
manship is marvellous."

God continues to stretch to touch. Could 
it be our skins have become desensitised to 
his touch?

Jesus modelled the importance of touch. 
An untouchable leper approached Jesus 
from out of the crowd. "Lord, if you will 
you can make me clean." Jesus stretched 
out his hand and touched him. (Matthew 
8: 1-3) Jesus knew the skin hunger of his 
day. He initiated skin contact with men. 
He was not embarrassed by touch.

Peter's household was off balance be­
cause of his mother-in-law's debilitating 
fever. Unembarrassed Jesus stretched out 
his healing hand to touch her. Skin contact 
has a healing power. Medical staffs learn 
the significance of touch in the healing 
processes.

The research of Harry Harlow and John 
Bowlby with animal and human infants 
verify the importance of skin touch to the 
developing young. Without touch, mon­
key and human infants deteriorate even 
though fed nourishing diets. Harlow once 

quipped: "Monkeys 
cannot live by milk 
alone."

Counsellors hear the 
anguish of the un­
touched and the inap­
propriately touched. A 
young homosexual 
said, "I was born into a 
large family that was 
about as close as the 

east is from the west. Life was a struggle in 
that jungle. My dad hated me. The only 
time he touched me was to abuse me. Ihad 
a deep desire for my father to love me. Por­
nographic literature seemed to touch me. 
Then a father-like man invited me to his 
place. He touched me. I was locked into 
the homosexual touch."

A 30-year-old woman wrote: "My 
father's words were abusive, hurting 
words. My father always worked hard to 
provide us things, but I feel as if he never 
really loved me. I remember him playing 
with us when we were younger. But for 
some reason he stopped. He never kissed; 
he never touched. My puberty seemed to 
be a disease: my father's dis-ease. I became 
an untouchable and still am."

Christians who have experienced the 
touch of God in Christ Jesus should be 
most willing to follow his example of the 
ministry of touch. In our homes and in our 
churches people are malnourished due to 
famine of skin contact.

Appropriately touch your child ren,your 
parents, your friends, your elders, your 
ministers...Touch to express the love and 
joy of the touch of Jesus. Touch and you 
will be touched in return.

People sharing in time of prayer

The Wyoming church is an 
established churchontheNSW 
Central Coast at Gosford, 
midway between Sydney and 
Newcastle. Gosford has seen a 
population growth over the 
past decade and especially in 
the last fiveyears. A once semi­
retired and rural community 
has now turned into an urban­
ised metropolis.

Consequently the life of the 
local church has felt this up­
surge in lifestyle. As a result 
many changes have been 
adopted so as to meet some of 
the needs that become appar­
ent, for example a brighter and 
more personalised style of 
worship. At no time are Bibli­
cal principles ever compro­
mised with the restructuringin 
worship.

Every Sunday Has a 
Purpose

The first change we initiated 
was with the role of the "Presi­
dent". While the responsibility 
is still to lead thoughts around 
the time of communion, a 
schedule for each Sunday has 
been developed.

On the first Sunday of the 
month we have a time of look­
ing for healing. This might be 
spiritual, emotional or physi­
cal healing. During the service 
people with specific needs are 
ministered to by prayer.

On the second Sunday of the 
month the service is more like 
the traditional Churches of 
Christ service with just one or 
two changes.

Practical Christianity is the 

theme for the third Sunday of 
the month. The "How To's" of 
Christian living are empha­
sised. Worship may be around 
a role play. Equipping the saints 
in down-to-earth ways of the 
reals with the ideals is the slo­
gan for this service.

On the fourth Sunday in the 
month we concentrate on the 
family of the church.

While the schedule is de­
signed to assist in worship, 
flexibility is of great impor­
tance. A change in the program 
to meet any need that arises is 
adopted immediately. Minis­
try to people is regarded as far 
more important than any pro­
gram.

Worship Leader
One of our highly inspira­

tional and talented men. Bob 
Harris, was appointed to give 
leadership for the whole serv­
ice. His job is to lift the congre­
gation into an atmosphere of 
praise and worship.

This is achieved through 
singing choruses and hymns, 
solos, readings etc. An addi­
tional responsibility ofthe wor­
ship leader is to encourage in­
dividuals to share a testimony 
or a difficulty, a praise point or 
a prayer need.

Two microphones are passed 
around to those sharing so 
people with hearing im­
pairments are included. Head- 
sets are available for this.

Often people areencouraged 
to support each other in prayer 
as praise points or needs sur­
face during the share time.

Preaching and Ministry 
Team

Jim and Heather Newton 
have been at Wyoming for the 
past five years. Nevertheless a 
team effort in association with 
the elders is a key considera­
tionin the ministry. The preach­
ing is shared with some of the 
elders who are very gifted and 
proficient in their ability to 
communicate.

Besides the normal Sunday 
messages extra instructions are 
available to those wishing fur­
ther teaching. In recent times a 
"Spiritual CounsellingCourse" 
with certificate was madeavail- 
able. Also some teaching on 
how to reach the newcomers 
and visitors was taught by 
David Peters, one of the elders.

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Leisure and Learning at 
Beverly Hills

The Beverly Hills, NSW, 
church under the ministiy of 
Ron Kennedy has been devel­
oping new areas of ministry. 
Ron, who hasbeen ministering 
at Beverly Hills for almost two 
years, commented to the local 
newspaper when he com­
menced his ministry: "The 
product we have is very great, 
but the marketing is Mickey 
Mouse."

Richard Lawton, from May- 
lands, SA, accompanied by his 
wife. Dawn, is serving First 
Christian Church (Disciples of 
Christ), Tucson, Arizona, USA, 
as an exchange minister for 
three months. (DrJim Symons, 
of Tucson, is serving with the 
Maylands church; he is accom­
panied by his wife, Marilyn.) 
Richard writes:

First Christian Church, 
Tucson, Arizona, is a city 
church, one of six in metropoli­
tan Tucson, a city of 630,000. 
The church has about 370 
members. The co-minister is 
Mrs Frankie Oliver, a warm 
and very capable leader.

The church has two morning 
services: a small 8.30 service, 
entirely lay led, and a larger 
10.30 service led by the two 
ministers and by a lay leader 
who reads the Scriptures and 
introduces and prays over the 
offering. It has four choirs (two 
adult, one childrens and one 
youth) and is about to com­
mence a handbell choir.

There is a weekly spiritual 
direction group; a "Loving 
Group", which provides sup­
port for people who suffer loss; 
a fortnightly (but the Ameri­
cans do not know that word) 
parenting support group; two 
adult Sunday School classes; 
two women's groups and 
numerous groups and classes.

The congregation is very 
active in welfare and justice 
issues. It is part of the Sanctu­
ary Movement through which 
shelter and help are provided 
to Central American refugees, 
many of whom have fled to 
escape execution. Through

is given in the church building 
in winter to the homeless, of 
which there are many in the 
USA. Through the interde­
nominational Primavera Shel­
ter, food and accommodation 
are provided for the homeless. 
In July three Vietnamese refu­
gees were sponsored.Two Pol­
ish families were sponsored last 
year. The church has eight part­
nerchurches in Europe, includ­
ing two behind the Iron Cur­
tain.

।from exploitation, oppression 
and harm. When laws are en­
acted to enforce particular be­
liefs on others they become 
oppressive.

Alexander Campbell, when 
opposing the imposition of 
"Sabbath" laws, wrote: "There 
is no precept or command in 
the New Testament to compel 
by civil law any man who is not 
a Christian to pay any regard to 

the Lord's Day any more than 
to any other day...to compel 
men destitute of faith to ob­
serve any Christian 
institution...is commanding 
duty to be performed without 
faith in God (and is therefore) 
anti-evangelical or contrary to 
the Gospel." (Millenial Harbin­
ger, 1834, p. 410).

This is why such groups as 
Logos Foundation are politi­
cally dangerous and destruc­
tive to the Gospel.

And I find myself thinking of street 
kids who have never had a chance or people who could have 
heard the gospel had it been presented to them but whose minds 
are now too crazed with drugs to take it in.

I remember once reading of a kid who didn't have a chance, 
being battered from pillar to post, until at last as an adult he was 
hanged. Someone prayed at his execution that God would find 
for him "a resting place for broken things too broke to mend".

Of course that doesn't let the likes of me off the hook of finding 
ways to mend such broken things before they are "too broke to 
mend".

Unstable interest rates make 

planning precarious. Monetar­
ism (manipulatinginterestrates 
to control demand) is a crude 
and ineffective tool of govern­
ment policy. The logic of de­
regulation is that avarice and 
speculation will turn out to be 
beneficial. Experience does not 
bear that out.

For all its faults the medi­
aeval church was outspoken 
against usury—the lending of 
money at an exorbitant rate of 
interest.

Banks profit from huge loans 
for company takeovers. The 
interest is a tax deduction, but 
industries are left loaded with 
debt. This sort of unproductive 
activity would lose its attrac­
tiveness if interest rates were 
set at low levels.

My proposal is that govern­
ments should get together and 
progressively reduce interest 
rates, say at the rate of 0.5% a
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month, until an agreed maxi­
mum of 8% or even lower, is 
reached.

With interest rates restored 
to sensible levels stability and 
confidence will return and we 
will be on the road to economic 
strength and social cohesion.

Four Thousand Year War
by Charles Eraser-Smith (Paternoster Press)

There has always been deep controversy concerning the Bible 
record of war and the participation of Cod's people in war. 
Charles Eraser-Smith's latest book is a fascinating account of
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military tactics from Bible times to the present day. In this book 
he speaks of secret intelligence, espionage and secret agents, and 
strategic warfare, all in the pre-Christian centuries. Almost every 
chapter deals with a situation in ancient times, and relates it to a 
similar situation in more recent times, and the intriguing feature 
of the book is the comparison that is drawn to the modem 
solutions of military problems alongside the solutions arrived at 
by the ancients. There are many references to the Christian faith 
of recent military leaders, leaders such as Montgomery, Arthur 
Smith, Orde Wingate, Alan Brooke and Eisenhower. The author 
has written about these men, and others like them, in another 
book entitled Men of Faith in World War II.

At a deeper level he is concerned with the ongoing spiritual 
warfare between good and evil, which calls for greater resources 
and commitment than any battle in world history, challenges the 
reader to "fightthe good fight" and shows how the Bible contains 
scenarios for spiritual victory.

For the ex-military person, who, like myself, has served in both 
good and bad times, and also for the uninitiated, this book is most 
intriguing. It is of the "could not put it down" type and is unre- 
serv^ly recommended.

In the introduction he 
argues: "A rapidly 
changing world will 
always challengeChris- 
tians to consider and 
adopt new and more 

profound ways of serving society. Christians must not shirk this 
challenge. The Islamic context may truly be described as one of 
'poverty with pockets of affluence'. Christian service in such a 
context willbe as varied as the context itself." The late Archbishop
David Penman commented, "This book meets a significant need 
and demonstrates vividly the potential in risking an encounter on 
such a crucial frontier...the reader is drawn into the meaning of 
the Christ for those living in a Muslim environment. It is an 
important encounter, but with Christ as he is and Islam so 
demanding, it will bring an incalculable reward."

Islam is growing in Australia, primarily by immigration from 
Islamic countries. However there are increasing numbers of 
converts to Islam in Australia, especially among those who marry 
practising Muslims. We are also very aware of the growing force 
of Islam in the world today.

This book examines Christian thinking and action in the light 
of Islamic teaching. Michael Nazir-Ali has four areas that he 
examines: theology, missiology, faith in dialogue and Christian 
social order.

Faith and Doubt In an Age of Uncertainly 
by Richard Holloway(Collins)

Because of the finite nature of our minds and the infinite nature 
of God it is not possible for us to fully comprehend him.

It 
seems that faith must be tempered with periods of doubt if it is to 
gain strength ratherthan rigidity. LikeJacob,we, though wounded. 

wrestle through the night with God, until in the morning comes 
the blessing.

Richard Holloway is the Anglican Bishop of Edinburgh and, at 
times, his heritage is apparent; but this is not apologetic apologet­
ics. With gentle scholarship, he gently but persuasively analyses 
the great paradoxes that are central to the human condition.

The author examines, first, our longing search for the transcen­
dent; our innate need to believe that life has a meaning and value 
beyond our basic human existence. He, then, relates aspects of 
our human nature and aspirations to stages of Jesus' ministry— 
Gethsemane, Jerusalem,Golgotha and Galilee. It is very much the 
personal pilgrimage of Richard Holloway, as well as being a 
guide book for others treading the Christian path.

This is not "pop theology"; it is a book to be savoured; to be 
pondered over. It is not a book for those who demand certainty; 
it is a book for those who are prepared to struggle and grow.

The author concludes: "Faith has conflicts, but it also has its 
mysterious consolations."

As the author points out 
very vividly the social 
changes associated with the 
silicon chip are huge and far- 
reaching. He is convinced 
that much ofthis technologi­
cal advance related to the 
silicon chip and other com­
puter dev^opments isbene- 
ficial.

However David Lyon is 
realistic about the adverse 
effects and this book is pri­
marily about these. He is also 
concerned by the way the 
new technology is shaping 
society and raises questions

about how society should be shaping the new technology.
David Lyon first looks at just what is meant by the "second 

industrial revolution". He then examines what computer auto- 
;mation means for the world of work, skill and (un)employment. 
।All parts of the workforce are affected, or will be in the near 
future. (It certainly has made a difference in The Australian Chris­
tian office, in fact, for us, it has meant increased employment.) 
Moving on, David Lyon examines many aspects of the new 
telecommunications and their affect on society. Chapter four 
examines a range of questions raised by the increasing develop­
ment of robots and their linking with "artificial intelligence". The 
final chaptercomments on links between the new technology and 
"Big Brother".

David Lyon claims to look at the issues, first by analysis, i.e. 
asking what exactly is going on and why. He then hopes in this 
book to evaluate all this information, to ask ethical questions 
about the new technology. He comments that his evaluation is 
rooted in traditonal Jewish-Christian thought. "I say 'Jewish- 
Christian' to emphasise that the Old Testament still has much to 
say to us.Jesus frequently invoked its wisdom as the way forward 
for his own followers." (page 8)

ment". The practices that 
landed Dr Patterson be­
fore the Board included 
"exorcism and things of 
that nature".

Attempting to use the cruci­
fixion of Jesus Christ as an 
argument in defense of 
capital punishment. New 
York State Senator James 
Donovan remarked: 
"Where would Christianity 
be if Jesus got 8-15 years 
with time off for good be­
haviour?"

5,000 young people 
crowded into Cataract 
Park, 40 km south of 
Sydney, for a weekend of 
teaching, fellowship and 
Christian entertainment 
at the 4th Beyond the 
Black Stump Christian

Hundreds of young 
people were counselled, 
some making first-time 
commitments to Jesus.

Pope John Paul 11 issued 
the Vatican's first formal 
appeal ever to Muslims 
recently, pleading for 
their help in saving Leba­
non. The Pontiff also 
called for a mobilisation 
by Catholics for Lebanon 
and announced a world 
day of prayer for Leba­
non. Heaiso indicated his 
intention to visit Lebanon.

Global cereal production is 
again likely to fail to satisfy 
the demand for the third 
straightyear. The Food and 
Agriculture Organization 
says poor countries could 
face a growing hunger prob­
lem as a result. Reserve 
stocks are at critically low 
levels, about the same as in 
1974, when the world suf­
fered a food crisis.

land, Wales and Scotland 

will begin operations next 
year. It is to succeed the 
British Council of Churches. 
The Roman Catholic 
Church in England and 
Wales and the Roman 
Catholic Church in Scotland 
will hold full council mem­
bership. Several black-led 
British churches, plus some 
Pentecostal denominations 
will also be full members.

The government-run New 
China News Agency re­
ports that the leaders of 
the5 recognised religious 
groups in China (Bud­
dhist, Islamic, Taoist, 
Protestant and Catholic) 
have expressed support 
for the policy of the Gov- 
emmentand the Commu- 
nist Party in the wake of 
the crackdown in June.

Four 90-minute preacher- 
training sessions were 
scheduled in October by the 
(Persian) Gulf Churches' 
Study Centre in Manama, 
Bahrain. Most of the doz­
ens of Christian congrega­
tions thought to exist in 
Bahrain do not have clergy 
leaders. Most worship in 
Asian languages.

Advance Australia 
Where? by John Smith 
(Anzea) is the 1989 Aus­
tralian Christian Book of 
the Year. Highly com­
mended were Breaking 
the Ice by Rowan Butler 
(Albatross) and Growing 
Christians In Small 
Groups by John Mallison 
(Anzea). The Children's 
Book Award went to "The 
Little Monster" series by 
Peter Thamm and Robert 
Roennfeldt (Lutheran) 
and the Design Award to 
Kakadu Reflections by 
Bruce Prewer and Ian 
Morris (Lutheran). These 
were the 9th awards by 
the Australian Christian 
Literature Society.

The campaign for democ­
racy in East Germany is 
finding its focus in the 
churches.

Unusual Results from "Cleancin,Y u—r- Witness for Jesus" ansing March of

The "Cleansing March of 
Witness for Jesus" took place 
in Sydney on 2 October, fol­
lowing the route taken by the 
homosexual Mardi Gras Parade 
of 18 February.

According to the organiser, 
Rev Fred Nile, MLC, "The ba­
sic aim was to intercede with 
God to forgive the homosexu­
als ofSydney for the blasphemy 
and obscenity of their homo­
sexual and lesbian Mardi Gras 
Parade and to have mercy on 
the City of Sydney. Secondly, 
we wanted to cleanse the streets 
of Sydney from the moral pol­
lution caused by the Mardi Gras 
and thirdly, to unite all Chris­
tians in a positive witness for 
Jesus Christ, by making the 
theme of the Cleansing March 
the motto Jesus is Lord' and 
having it displayed on huge 
banners."

Negative and positive me­
dia reports were achieved. It 
Was also the largest Sydney 
gathering of homosexuals ever 
s^n at an evangelistic rally spe­
cifically aimed at them.

Some media reported only 
1^500-2,000 present. The Daily 
ele^aph reported over 4,000 
hristians in the march. The 

procession covered a length of 
r cr 2 km and a police estimate 

was 10,000.

After a prayer at Parliament 
House the march headed for 
the centre of the homosexual 
community in Sydney, Oxford 
Street and Taylor Square.

The organisers expected 
50-100 homosexuals and lesbi­
ans to be on the verge of the 
crowd. However as the proces­
sion made its way up Oxford 
Street the footpaths on both 
sides were lined with over5,000 
members of the homosexual 
community and its supporters.

When Fred Nile approached 
the microphone at the platform 
set up OUtsidethe Darlinghurst 
Court House a demonstrator 
tried to take over the public 
address system. Whenever 
Fred Nile tried to address the 
crowd militant homosexuals 
shouted him down with jeer­
ing and catcalls. The same tac­
tics were used when others 
spoke, including a converted 
former prostitute and two ex- 
homosexuals who spoke of 
their personality changes once 
Christ became their saviour. 
Several homosexuals came 
forward for counselling after­
wards. The situation became 
very tense and police had to 
step in several times to prevent 
the situation getting out of 
hand. Six arrests were made.

The premises are very fine indeed. From 
the entrance and foyer one can walk into 
the building easily, as there are no steps. 
The church consists of a diamond-shaped 
chapel, a lounge, a large hall and a large 

kitchen, rooms for Bible School, and of­
fices, with a car park at the year.

Currently the membership is around 65 
with about 50 communicants. Services are 
held at 11 am and 7 pm. The minister is 
Dan Lundren who came originally from 
Minnesota, USA. Dan served in Albany, 
WA, for a period before returning to the 
US. A bequest to the Footscray church 
enabled them to bring him back to Austra­
lia. Dan and his wife Judy have two teen- 
age daughters, Gretchen and Meghan.

The church has the usual range of activi­
ties including Christian Women's Fellow­

ship, an Explorers group for boys and a 
Good Companions group for girls, Bible 
School (at 9.30 am) and a youth group, 
"Tryfc". Men's teas are also held from time 
to time.

Footscray has people of all ages attend­
ing its services, from babies to old people. 

This is unusual 
for this area of 
Melbourne, as 
is its size. The 
church is also 
characterised 
by its very 

friendly, caring atmosphere. Lay involve­
ment is very strong and the church gives 
strong support to the Brotherhood—many 
committees have Footscray members. 
Three Vic-Tas Women's Conference Presi­
dents in the past decade have come from 
Footscray. Churches all over Australia have 
ministers or members in leadership roles 
who have received training at this church.

Footscray is a good solid church wit­
nessing effectively to its people and 
Churches of Christ at large. Its caring atti­
tude extends to the ministry, eldership, 
and its members.

Seminar
Jay Adams at Kenmore

A
 capacity crowd heard Dr Jay 
Adams speak at an interdenomi­
national "Biblical Counselling 

Seminar" in September at Kenmore Chris­
tian College.

Six lectures stressed the "Competent to 
Counsel" theme, encouraging ministers to 
acknowledge their Biblical imperative to 
counsel using the revealed truth of God. 
Dr Adams laid the stable foundation of 
Biblical counselling beside the shaky foun­
dation of the secular systems of psychol­
ogy. Freud, Rogers and Skinner rejected 
allthepresuppositions  of Christianity. Each 
built his own system...rejecting not only 
Christianity, but also the systems of previ­
ous psychological theorists. Today psy­
chology is in disarray, with little agree­
ment among the theorists and therapists.

KCC Principal Donald W. Spencer 
agrees that the American mental health 
system is in confusion because of the pro­
liferation of therapies and the lifestyles of 
the therapists. Therapists have no idea 
what a healthy person is. Their lives are 
often in as much trouble, if not more, than 
the mentally ill they are to change. Dr. 
Adams challenged the 133 registrants to 

reject the popular buzz word "integrate" 
and build their counselling on Biblical 
views of God, man, sin, salvation, sanctifi­
cation and methodology. The church has 
blindly attempted to integrate Biblical 
theology with secular psychology, ending 
up with a powerless hybrid. The basic 
presuppositions of psychology and Chris­
tianity are incompatible.

2 Timothy'3:16 calls the Christian lead­
ers to a Christ-centred, Biblical base for 
counselling. The Bible reveals God's view 
of the problems of humanity and gives 
God's solutions to those problems. Rejec­
tion of God's diagnosis and therapy leaves 
the individual and the church impotent to 
change. For too long Christians have relin­
quished the authority for counselling to 
the theories that oppose Christian doc­
trines.

Dr Adams stressed the importance of 
instilling hope in the client. But a hope 
based on God's promises not the "hope 
so" with no certainties often discussed in 
psychology.

Depression "caused by the ways people 
mishandle stress" was a major issue pre­
sented. Such depression deepens and spi­

rals downward when the person neglects 
the responsibilities of life. Irresponsible 
behaviour leaves more tasks undone over­
loading the schedule. Gradually the over­
loaded person despairs of ever fulfilling 
the responsibilities. Dr Adams urges the 
counsellor to assist persons to follow the 
principle: "Do your God-given responsi­
bilities even when you don't feel like it."

Principal Spencer concurred that the 
futureofan institute for teaching Christian 
counselling wasbrightand needed in Bris­
bane. TheChurches of Christ have a golden 
opportunity to take up the challenge and 
establish such a centre near or on the 
Kenmore Christian College campus.

Thanks for the Memory

T
here was a slight chill in the kitchen 
and I looked enquiringly across 
the table. There was a deceptively 
casual response.

"WTien was our wedding anniversary?" 
It wasn't really an information-seeking 
question and I should have been more 

|careful. "23 March?" I offered.
"No, it wasn't!" Apparently still bent on 

self-destruction, I suggested that many 
other important people forget their wed­
ding anniversaries.

"Who? When?" Well, I said, Louis Pas­
teur for one. In 1884. That wasn't very 
bright.

"How is it that your memory is so good 
about other people in other centuries, and 
so bad about things that concern us?" I 
tried again, 'Well, how can you set one 
day above another when every day is so 
full of bliss?" That was a bit better, but not 
much. It was too little, too late.

We ought not forget the special events. 
Memory is very important and most pre­
cious. Looking backward, what we see is 
real. Looking forward, most of what we 
see is only guesswork.

Studdart-Kennedey wrote:
"God gave his children memory 
That in life's garden, there might be 
June roses in December."

With "down-under" seasonal difference, 
December roses are remembered in June, 
but the point is valid. Without memory 
there is no past, a confused present and an 
impossible future.

Two of the most important books ever 
written depended almost entirely upon 
memory. I refer, of course, to "Untitled 
Recollections", volumes 1 and 2, by a 
medico turned writer, named Luke.

He wrote his two best-sellers about 30 
years after the events described, and his 
writing is a model for fact-finders.

He may have lacked the subtle inter­
viewing skills of modem television Peep- 
ping Toms. ("Just how did you feel when 
the Romans had given you 29 lashes and 
you knew that there were 10 more to 
come?!")

Dr Luke just asked people what they 
remembered. "Just give the facts, man!"

Luke found people in Jerusalem who 
had been there in those momentous days 
following the return of our Lord in the 
Holy Spirit.

He asked them what they remembered 
and then he summarised their responses. 
"We spent our time learning from the 
apostles, taking part in the fellowship, 
sharing in the common meals...and there 

were the prayers!"
There was teaching. The new disciples 

had much to learn.
For most of us, commitment comes at 

the end ofalong learning experience. Those 
people were just given a glimpse of a new 
world and a new life and they surrendered 
to it. It was like accepting a gift and then 
learning about it. They had to affirm their 
response by a rational understanding of 
the gospel and what it meant to be a dis­
ciple.

They were taught by men who had been 
three years in the school of Jesus. There 
were no lesson books. What they learned 
was by word of mouth from the memories 
of those who had been among the Twelve. 
Thirty years later, those teaching sessions 
were the first recalled.

Then there was the fellowship. The new 
disciples were so close to each other that 
they thought of themselves as brothers 
and sisters.

In those days, when they came together 
they would look anxiously around to see 
who was missing. The main cause for 
absence would be imprisonment or har­
assment. If that absence proved perma­
nent, there was both mourning and rejoic­
ing. Mourning for the loss of a loved fam­
ily member, rejoicing because that ulti­
mate witness would bring even greater 
strength to the church.

The fellowship was not only in worship. 
There was the common meal.

The Twelve had been used to having 
their daily meals with Jesus and for a time 
they continued the practice with the church 
that was the Body of Christ.

The common meal had a special part, 
the Lord's Supper.

And the prayers! I have been to many 
church anniversaries and have listened to 
reminiscences and read jubilee booklets, 
but I cannot recall one place that gave such 
honourable mention to the prayers of the 
past.

That table-talk with God must have been 
something special!

To those digging in their memories for 
the highlights of those days, these four 
things were the most precious.

It could be rewarding for you to look 
back to the great days of your church to 
recall what made those times so good. And 
if your great days are still with you, all the 
better.

We are grateful to Dr Luke for the roses 
of memory...!

And I wonder what did happen on 23 
March?!

A Church Building Strategy for Inland 
Australia

ill satinhisbedroom con­
templating his parents' 
invitation to go to church 
with them. He had anticipated 

their invitation but could not 
cope with his feelings at the 
thought of entering the Lord's 
house after hisperformanceover 
the past few years.

After growing up in the 
church, he confessed his faith in 
Christ at the age of 13 and was 
baptised.His faith was reinforced 
and grew through Sunday School 
and youth group. At coUege he
had actively participated in the Trevor Meares at Outback Church of Christ communion 
Teachers' Christian Fellowship, service

When he was appointed to a
small outback school he saw it as a chal­
lenge to make his mark professionally and 
an opportunity to be a witness for his Lord 
by being active in the local church.

However, upon arrival he soon realised 
that the local people were not particularly 
interested in education and far less inter­
ested in religion. Teachers and Christians 
were viewed at best with suspicion and at 
worst with scorn. There was only one 
poorly kept church building in town and 
services were held monthly if the priest 
turned up. In some places he heard of, it 
was six-monthly.

He tried to make friends in the commu­
nity but the only place where people got 
together was the local pub. He had never 
been in one and had always been told that 
pubs were the stronghold of the devil. But 
after a couple of months of a deep, inde­
scribable loneliness he found himself at 
the bar.

He didn't know that it was OK to ask for 
an orange juice so he ordered a beer. He 
felt guilty and compromised but it was

better than the loneliness and isolation 
that he had experienced so far. The people 
were friendly and shouted him drinks and 
after a few weeks he felt comfortable and 
accepted in the bar and the community. By 
the time there was a church service in town 
he had made so many compromises that 
he had no desire to participate, the church 
was not his denomination and was "pretty 
dead" anyway.

Bill mulled over his parents' invitation. 
He felt ashamed and dirty. He had been 
put to the test and had failed his Lord. 
Maybe he reaUy wasn't a Christian in the 
first place so he just said, "Not today, 
Dad," and thought, "Probably never."

This is not the story of all our young 
people who are transferred to the bush but 
is the plight of far too many.

Many others do find a church home but 
almost always in an unfamiliar denomina­
tion. This is often a good, growing experi­
ence but more often than not they settle 
into its ways and are lost to Churches of 
Christ.

Pontius' Puddle

The church has generally failed 
in its commission to present the 
Gospel to the people of the cut­
back because it has tried to func­
tion as it would in a city suburb 
rather than in a unique culture in 
mission-field mode.

It has relied too heavily on 
clergy to do the work of the 
ministry. The problems that this 
has generated are summed up in 
the words of one Anglican priest 
who was pleading for some 
"switched on" young people to 
come to his town, "Clergy don't 
count out here, they're already 
weird."

ministry in Broken Hill, NSW, and my 
eight years of experimental research into 
the ministry of the church in the outback 
while based at Dalby, Qld.

Ministry.Weinvite all in the 
Brotherhood to participate 
in this special ministry to 
isolated Christians through 
prayer and financial sup­
port.
